Tarl Manvers has built a new Sunday school
and parish room at Brighton at a cost of £1,600,

A legacy of £1,100 has just been placed at
ihe disposal of the Church Army Sovial Scheme,

Bishop Wilkinson is to be enthroned as
Bishop of St. Andrew’s, in St. Ninian's Cathe-
dral, Perth, on April 27th.

The Bishop of Japan conducted a three days’
vetreat for all the clergy in the diocese of
Jixeter at the Cathedral, beginning on the 18th
ult,

The Marquis of Salisbury has sent a dona-
tion of £300 Lo the Bishop of London's Fund in
response to the recent appeal at the Mansion
ITouse.

The Lord Bishop elect of St. Andrew's has
hecome one of the patrons of the Chureh Army,
in which he has always been interested sinco ils
foundation,

The late Mr, William Frayne has bequeathed
£10,000 to the Church of St. Mary Redeliff, and
£5,000 to be divided betweon the Churches of
St. Thomas and Temple.

Following the example of Cambridge, the
University of Oxford is to holda great meeting
on May 2, the Bishop presiding, to profest
against the Welsh Suspensory Bill.

An exeellently-preserved stone font, supposed
to be of fourteenth century workmanship,
which was formerly in the parish chureh at

Rochdale, has just been unearthed near the
wall separating the churchyard from the vicar-
age gardon,

Two negro bishops will be conseerated for
the Niger dioeese in suceession to Bishop Crow-
ther, but the whole mission will, it is under-

stood, be placed under the supervision of a
Furopean prelate, the Rev. . 8. Hill, being
Bishop-designnte.

Accounts of a great number of meetings
which have been held all over the kingdom to
protest against the Suspensory Bill have reached

us. They show that Churchmen are determined
not to stand tamely by and let the Church in
Wales be robbed.—The Family Churchman,

Immediately before the Bishop of British
Columbia's consecration at Westminster Abbey,
an Episcopa) ring, subseribed for by the clergy
of the rural deanery of Southampton, was pre-

sented to Dr. Perrin, in the Jerusalem Chamber,
by Canon Wilberforee, in the names of the sub-
scribers, The ring is lozenge-shaped and in

muassive gold, with the arms of the Sec engraved
on an amethyst.

Tt is rumored that the Deceased Wife's Sistor
Bill, which stands in the Commons for the
seeond reading on Wednesday, May 10, will be
withdrawn; and that a similar Bill will be in-
{roduced in the Lords, and that the Princo of
Wales will personally exert himself to promoto
it, It is to be loped that this rumor is a false
one; the Prince’s advocacy will add neither to
liis own popularity nor to the prospects of the
measure,—The Family Churchanan,

By the recent death of Sir Richard Owen, the
scientific eircle loses one of its recognized lead-
ers, He was one of the most studious and
learned of this century’s scientific men, and one
of the most brilliant and industrious. 1Lis
special department in Science was Biology., He
could not, however, sce his way to fully aceept-
ing the Darwiman theory of Evolution—wlich,
of course, affected the very fundamentals of his
studies as a hiologist. One very slriking fea-
ture in Sir Richard was the fuct that his great
gcientific attainments in no wise obscured his
sense of the unseen world, for to him thero wus
no conflict between science and religion. A
clergyman, writing to the London Times, tells
a story of him some years ago which is worth

prescrving, as indicatiyg his attitudd” towards
religion: I was thon a young curato, working
in a London parish, and Professor Owen, alrondy
a distinguished man of scionco, was kind onougix
in reply to my inguiries to give me most intor-
esting informution with rogard to his studies
and discoveries in natural history. On rising lo
loave the tublo he added us o last word, ¢ But,
after all, what is the best of those discoverios
com}mrod with the simplest truth which you are
teaching your pooplo from day to day,

“A CITY WITHOUT A CHURCIH”

A Review of an Address by Henry Drummond,
F. R S E. By Join 8. Davenport,

This is one of the minor productions of this
author, gotten up in dainty style by Messrs,
Pott & Co., and has had a large circulntion.
Thero is one lendency of all these tracts to bring
Cliristianily down to the level of humanitarian
othics without anything of the supernatural,
 Tho Progrumnme of Christianity ™ is u series
of good works amongst mon, leaving out all the

rovisions for raising tho spirits of men to the
Eighm‘ spiritunl level by the power of the
Holy Spirit. “The Greatest Thing in tho
World” is natural human benevolence, another
divino gift of charity imparted by the Holy
Spiris, )

This present pamphlet is romarkable ns being
» contradiction of one of the essential articles of
the Christinn Faith: “ I beliove in one Holy Ca-
tholic Apostolic Church,”

“ A City without a Chnrch,” means a chureh-
less and ecreedloss Christinnity, Thero is im-
printed on the blank lonf following the titlo page
u part of tho text from tho Apocalypse, Flvmg
the descripfion of the New Jernsalem. “I John
sawv tho loly city, Now Jorusalem, coming
down from (rod out of henven—and saw no tem-
o thorein—hut ILis servants shall servo Him,
and thoy shall seo 1fis face nnd 11is name shall
bo on their forchonds,” In this Mr, Drummond
says John holils up to the world the picture of a
city without s church as the ideal of the hea-
vonly lifo. 1o says: “By far the most original
thing hero s tho simplo conception of heaven as
acity,” This concoption is not original with
St. John, a8 the Old Testament i full of it,

But it is not truo that tho anpostolic seor
hore is giving an ideal of tho hoavenly lifo on
oarth, 1le is roprosenting not eurthly things but
hoavonly things, With all tho high associntions
connoctod with this passago as doscriptive of
tho Church aftor the Rosurrection it is some-
thing of & shock to have it wsed us suggostive
of o life hore on enrth, and that life “a city
without & church,”

Mr, Drumimond’s concoption of a cily is quite
wido of that of the prophet. The latter looked
upon tho city ns o constitution, an ordored so-
cioty. Mr. Drummond seoms to look upon the
city simply a8 an aggrogation of Sooplol and the
forming of citics as tho chiof ond of social life.
“ Mo mako citios that is what we aro hore for.
“To make good citics that is for the prosont hour
the main work of Christinnity. For the eity is
stratogie.”

Mr, Drummond says many things perfectly
good, true, and just, with regard to the influenco
thiat good men may havo, and the opportunitios
that tho life of a city, in tho midst of & multi-
tude of peoplo, affords for boneficont action and
influence, but when he makes the great ond and
aim of Christianity, that is, tho end and object
of all that our Blossed Lord effected by His In-
carnation, sufferings, and death, to be the pro-

ools

motion of a porfect social lifc on earth, itis
manifest that he has no conception of the wide
reach of the Incarnation in “the life of the
world to come.”

Mr. Drummond lays special stress on what he
says is the absence of a Church in the Now
Jerusalem. "I saw no Charch there,” said St.
John, nor is there any note of surprise as he
marks the omission of what one-half of Chris-
tendom would have considered the first essen-
tinl.” There could hardly be a greater perver-
sion of a text of Seripture. St. John does not
gay, “ [ saw no Church there.” In the vision,
the Chuich -and the city are identical. The
Church is the city and the city is the
Church, But tho prophet says: I saw no
temple therein,” (Authorized Version). The
word temple hore used. does not answer to the
iden of a building in which people gather toge-
thor for worship, as Mr. Drummond seems to
suppose. The word rendered temple properly
signifies the shrine, or innermost sanctuary, as
tho mest holy place in, the tabernacle, the tem-
ple. There was no shrine there, beeauso the
actual presence of the Tord Grod and the Lamb
were directly manifested, and they were the
shrine, The manifested presence of the divine
glory was open to the view of all,

The great aim of this part of Mr, Drummond’s
address is to make the entire ceclesiastical sys-
tem of the Church appear us a perversion of
Christinnity,  He says: “Perhaps the most
dismal facts of history is the failure of the great
organized bodies of ecclesinsticism to understand
the simple genius of Christ’s religion,” and in
this strain all through, All services of worship,
all coromony or order, is rogurded as worthless,
The belief in the Church as a divine organiza-
tion is ropresented as n superstition.  The
Church is o mere Lemporary provision adapted
to the weakness of men. Mr, Drummond de-
precates the suggoestion that lie means to depre-
cinto tho Church. “On the contrary,” he says,
“if it wore mine to build a city, the first stone
I should lny there would be the foundation of a
church, Why ? Because, among other reasons,
the product which the Church on the whole best
helps to develope and in the largest quantity. is
that which is most neoded by the city.” Ho re-
cognizos the Chureh as the most powerful in-
strument of civilization and culture, but
not at all as the divino constitution which is to
exist forover. “'I'ho Church is a divine institu-
tion because it is 8o very human an institution.”
What Church services really oxpross is the want
of Christinnity, and when that which iy perfect
in Christinnity is como, all thiy, as the mero
passing stay and scaffolding of struggling souls,
must vanish away.” What then are we to make
of all that is said in the New Testament, of the
Church as the Body of Christ, of which o is
the Iead and wo the members?  What of the
Church as the Bride of the Lamb, which i3
spokon of us the consummation of' the work of
divino salvation ?

There aro other equally obvious perversions
of the menning of this passage of Seripture, but
this will suftice to show tho spirit and tondency
of tho addrosa, The ontire conception of the
Church as o divine institution—the habitation
of God by the Spirit—to continue to all ages,
carrying with it the conception of a divine mi-
nistry and sacraments and spiritual endowment,
is swopt away. Such teachings must be mischio-
vous as tending to turn away attention from the
fixed ordinances of God’s houso and the sacred-
ness and reality of tho Church as the Body of
Chvist,—ZLiving Cherch.

The vevered Bishop Wilmer of Alabama gives
in The Church Record for March a vory touching
aud suggestivo * reminiscence” of over fifty
yoars ago, Anu old parish had been without a
rector for years in Virginia, the church build-

ing was forsaken and ina ruinous condiiion.”

Ap
the sad eondition of things., One day she took
her widowed daughter into her confidence. - # T
told her that I had beon much impressed by one
of the Saviour's promises, which I had met with
inmy days reading— “If twoof you shall
agree on earth, ns touching anythinfithat they
shall ask, it shall be done for you of My Father,
whichis in Heaven.” Now, daughter, lot us two
agree together, and make 1t our daily prayer,
that our Father will sond down His blessing
upen our church, and raise it from the dust.
Wo thus agreed, and many and fervent were
the prayors sent up on high from our hearts,

 We continued this for some time, when one
day my daughter said to me, ¢ Mother, this is
all right, but we must do more than pray ; God
works through His ministry ; His way is in
the sanctuary.” Let us ask some of our clergy
to come and give us the offices of the Church.’
This led to her writing to Bishop Wilmer, then
Rector of a church in-Virginia. As hesays:
“[t was u plaintive and tearful appeal; one
which the heart could not refuse.” He and a
brother Priest went, they opened the church,
and held what would now be called a -~ mission."
The deepest interest was stirred up throughout
the whole community.

On Sunday morning there was a vast con-
gregation for arural community. The aisles
were crowded, and numbers occupied the win-
dows, My good brother “ said ” Morning Prayer.
ARl he “prayed ” morning prayer ! When he
camo to the suffrage in the Litany—* O God the
Ioly Ghost, proceeding from the Father and the
Son " the entire assembly, minister and people
subbed audibly the vesponse—* Have mercy
upon us, miserable sinners.” For the first and
last time in my life I heard the Litany prayed
as “ misorable sinners” should pray it.

Itwasmy turn to preach. [ preached from
the text, ‘“ How long halt ye between two
opinions ¥ If the Lord be God, follow him ; if
Bual, then follow him."” I write that “Ipreach-
ed.” 1 mean that Isaid the words; bub there
was 4 power not mineown ; a power never before
nor since realizedin the samo degree; a power
which, * sharper than a two-edged sword,”
pierced the hearts of the people. In a word, if
I know aught of revealed trath, as set forth in
Iloly Secripture, exemplified thronghout the
Christian era, it was the Pentecostal power—
that by which St. Paul brought into holy obedi-
once tho hearts of the Corinthians. I deseribed
in the Apostle’s own words, *“ We preach Christ
crucified ; " “with demonstration of the Spirit
and of power.”

“As o vesult of the * Mission” a large num-
ber came to Confirmation.”

And then the good Bishop draws the moral.
When these two godly women day by day
knecled in prayer, they put in motion aspivitual
forco which melted men's hearts, subdued stub-
born wills, brought into subjection wayward
passions, and reseued “men from the power of
Satan unto God.”

“Whoso is wise will ponder these things ; and
}ch shall understand the loving kindness of the

ord.”

There are vacant pavishes and missions not
only in our own Diocese, but all over the land,
— sh_eer without a shepherd. In all these
vucant places thereare always to be found a fow
earnest souls. But how seldom has it occured
to them to unite ininterceding for the parish or
mission, like the good woman and her daugh-
ter spoken of by Bishop Wilmer. Let all such
ponder well this story, and agree to pray daily
for the upbuilding of the Kingdom of God in
their midst, remembering the sure promise,
- If two of you shall agree on earth as touching
anything that (heyshall ask, it shall be done
for them of my Father which is in heaven.”
Again, “The effectual fervent prayer of the
righteous man availeth much,”—Diocese Fond
du Lac.

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- THE OFFICE OF DEACONESS,

At an interesting service which took place in
Holy Trinity Church, Philndelphia, on the oc-
ension of the setting apart of five trained wo-
men to the ofice and work of Deaconess in the
Church, Bishop Whitaker, of TPennsylvania,
made an address in which he said :

This is a service appointed for setting apart
of women to the office of Deaconess in the
Church, 'They are set apart for any offlce
which woman may render to humanity in the
name of Christ, but especially for such work as
required training. The Deaconess is bound by
no vows but those similar to a Dencon; she is
not pledged to unmarried life, and is under the
direction of the bishop of the Diocese or & Pres-
byter, The warrant for this is two-fold—it has
historical precedent and inherent propriety,
The ofttce of Deaconess is not an innovation of
modern times, but simply the revival of an
office Iargely used in the carly Church. The
revised version in the New Testament places
the word * Deaconess ’ in the margin, where
the translation ia #Servant.” In I Timothy
the writer, speaking of the work of Deacons,
goes on tospeak of the work of woman. We find
recognition of the Deaconess in the second, third
and fourth centuries. It is beyond question

in the.-Church of Constantinople, when St. -

Uhrysostom was Bishop, there were at least
forty Denconesses attached to the mother
shurch, For six centuries in the Clhureh of the
West, this office was exercised in a greater or
less degree; it was distinetly recognized by
Bishops and Councils. In the Rast it was re-
placed by a new type of womanly picty ; thut
system is admirable in somo respects. There
was a time when the cloister and convent, were
the only retreat for devotion and study, It had
one futal defect which soon vitiated its whole life
—it divorced the life of those who entered it
from the common life of the Church, and there
grew up a conception of the Christian life nlto-
gether false, and that those in the order were
holier than those on the outside of it, Woman
gavo up her baplismal nume as too profane for
holy life, her hair was cut short and her vesture
indicated that she was dead to all human affec-
tion, From that day to this, it can be proved,

I believe, that in proportion as the severity of

ihe monastic disciplino was extended, the bene-
ficences diminished, and those orders that pre-
served the freest life always produced the most
cffective Sisters of Charity.,

From the twelfth to the fifleenth cenlury the
order of Deaconcss disappeared, and with tho
Reformation we find it first in Prussia and in
Holland, but it developed slowly. The work
soon revived in Xngland, and Miss Iry esta-
blished the first Deaconess House in London.

In 1859, Pastor Tliedner established a Den-
coness MHouso in Pittsburgh. The movement
for the restoration of the office began inour own
Chureh witk the Jate Bishop Alonzo Potter, in

1850, when he introdueed a resclution in the’

House of Bishops. In 1836, the first Deaconess
House of our Church was opened at Baltimore.
In 185% or 1859 there was one in Alabama; in
1861 one in Long Island, In 1862 such a house
was opened in Philadelphia, and in 1869 a com-
mittes was appointed by the Board of Missions
to consider the matter, It reported in 1870 re-
commending the establishment of the training
House, and in I871 direct action was taken by
the General Convention. It passed through
difforent stages until, in 1889, a canon on Dea-
conesses was enacted, which is now the law of
the Church, The Woman's Auxilinry is a
manifestation of the same spirit that there ig
a great power in the women of the Church not
yet bearing all the fruit of which it is capable.
There has been a strong tendency to community
life, It is true thatit is as strong here asin
the Church of England, It is possible for a

community to live under tho rule of sisters, and
yot keep in touch with tho interest of the
Church at laxge. It is cssential to the perser-
vation of the Diaconate of women that it should
be kept in touch with the Bishop and not be in-
dependent. There is nothing antagonistic to
the right idea of n Sistorhood in the office of
Deaconess, In this land women cxercise a
commanding influence such as can bo found no-
where olse in the world.  In all our large cities
we see conditions not met by the owdinary pa-
rochinl administration.

LPISCOPACY,

“ They all "—(i. -e., the early Fathers)—
“ coneur in pro'viug the one point in question—
that none can preach exeept they be sent ; that
none was permitied to become the teacher
without authority from those to whom the
power of ordaining had been committed; that
the primitive Church, in its first ages, ndopted
the very system which has been handed down
from the days of tho apostles to the present
hour, and is maintained in its greatest purity by
the Episcapal Churches—that there should bein
every Christian society, the tencher who or-
dains ; the teacher who joins the ordainer, hut
without him has no power to send the laborer
into the vineyard ; and the teacher who assists
the former, and is the candidate for the ligher
offices in the Church of God, Thus it is that
primitive antiquity confirms the general truth,
All societies must have some government, and
the principle of Episcapacy, rightly considered,
will be found to pervade every system of polity
that has ever been adopted by mankind. Among
the Christian Churches it is called bishop, priest,
and deacon ; or ruler, teachor, assistant, It
corresponds with the polity of patriarehal go-
vernment, the father, the first horn, and the
younger children—vith the high priest, priest,
and Levite of the Mosaic orders—uwith that of
the Jews after their dispersion, in the apaestle
who visited their synagogucs, the -clders
of the aynagogue and ‘the chazan, or
minister—with that of the Romans in their
Pontifex Maximus, the pontifices, and the lower
priesthood—with that of the Prosbyterians, in
the moderator, presbyter, and the condjutor, It
is the langunge of nature, of Scripture, and of
aw, and there should ever be in cvery saciety,
Church, kingdom, or family, the authority to
ritle, the active agent to administer the plans of
tho ruler, and the assistani to the two in all
things. I mention these things beeauso I believe
that Hpiscopacy must be the chief means of un-
ion among Christians ;-thut as Popery is the
perversion of Ipiscopacy to despotism, and
Presbyterianism the perversion of Kpiscopacy
to the destruction of nil anthority ; the govern-
ment of Christians by bishop, pricst, and dea-
con, according to itk outline in Seripture, and jts
completion in Catholic antiquity, cver is, and
ever will be, the best hond of union to o con-
scientious clergy and a divided 1)eople. Episco-
pacy wag the oftspring " [of lloly Scripture]
“of the best and purest ages, when Christians
were more wise, more holy, more united than
uny subsequent age. It preserves the Church
from the usurpations.of the Papacy, and theo
confusions of the rabble-democracy of sectarian-
ism, It is worthy of our admiration and sup-
port, for it commends itself to our consciences,
as Seriptual; to our reason, as useful; and fo
our desire for happiness nnd repose, as the
blender into nne holy union of order, peace, and
trath."—Ecclesiastical and Ctvil History,

Tho Ministry has its troasure in carthorn
vessels, and its suecoss in bringing trensure forth
is depondent, in a large proportion of cases, on
the sympathy and enconragement that ovokes
it. But thero is no one in holy orders whoso
gifts nro so modest and whose aptitudes aro so
meugre that you and I, by judicious co-opern-
tion and by kindly encouragemont, cannot
manko them greater. There are parishes in this
diocese where it is a porpotual delight and re-
freshment to mo to linger, because there is
in them what I can not better deseribe than n
family fecling—the burdens and the triumphs,
the discourngements nnd the aspirations, all
shared in common, and love gilding the whole
with # radience forever supremely its own,
Instances of maladjustment there will bo—the
right man in the wrong place. and alas, unfits
ness, and even unworthiness, somelimes; but
even then a manly and brotherly tendornoss ean
soften the inevitable wound,prudence und charity
can cultivate n discreet reserve, equity can be -
kopt from passing over into eruclty and Christ
be not wounded in the house of His friends,

And, onthe other hand, whero the pastoral
relation is one of mutual confidence and regard
itis possible for those whose act has mainly
created that relation, and who, next to tho rec-
ton are the officiul representatives of the parish,
almost indelinitely to multiply a ministor's
efficiency. Without flattery or affection of
partizauship oflen a more evil thing in its effects
in u parish than open hostility, a lnyman offi-
cially rolated to his rector may continunlly make
him  gensible how the causo of Christ and 1lis
Church is with both of them, a common cause,
und how sincerely the one, with the other,
desires its truest prosperity. How many
vestrymen, I wonder, aro in Church on Sunduny
afternoons ! 1low many even vinit the Sunday
school 7 1lew many ina country parish,if they
cunnot give their means, give o day's work to
the church or the rectory ? Theso are extrome-
ly homely questions, it may be objected, oven in
such a connection amy this, but indeed, denr
brethren, unless I am to leave the whole matter
up in the air, they belong to tho class of ques-
tions which T am construined Lo usk, und which
you mny well try, at least, to answor |—Bishop
Potter, '

After much earoful deliberation, it has heen
docided that the memerial shall take a two-tuld
form :

First, & monument, (o he eveeted in the Cathe-
dral, subject to the approval of the Bishop, and
to the amount of money subseribed tor that pur-
pose. )

Sccond, the ondowment of a Mission Canonry,
1o bo known as the “ Bishop Medley Memorial
Canonry,” in conneetion with the Cathedrad, for
tho due maintenance of the services therein, and
for carrying on speeial Mission work through-
out the Diocese, I'ho amount requirod for both
objocts is estimated to be not less than twenty-
five thonsand dollars,

Subscriptions will be veceived as follows :
First, For a General Fund, which will be ap-
plied  towards the monument, until the
sum subseriped for that purpose amonnts to five
thonsand dollars, after which all sums will be
appropristed towards the endowment of the pro-
posed Canonry ; or, Second, For the crection of
the monument; or, Third, For the chdowment of
the Canonry. Subscriptions for the Canonry
may extend over three years, and be paid in
uarterly instalments,

It is hopetl that the proposed memorial will
enlist very genernl and hearty sympathy, and
meet  with o prompt and liberal response.

An address of welcome to the delegates and
visitors was read by Mrs. Cartwright, the act-
ing second vice-president, after which the rend-
ing of the annual reports by the Diocesan offl.
cers occupied tho afterncon. From the secre-
tary’s report, read by Mrs. Cummings, it ap-
peared that ten new genior branches were
formed during the year, making ihe total 84,
cight junior branches had Dbeen organized,
and several of the girl's branches had been
created seeond senior branches. The total
senior membership now amounts to 2,779,

Mrs, Grindlay, the treasuror, submitted her
report showing total receipts of $9,581.71,
which had been distributed as follows: Dio-
cesan, $1,695.64 ; Algomn, $2,604.26; Domestie,
85.70; Northwest, $2,895.14; British Columbia,
$12448; Foreign, $876.55; Undesignated by
donors, $26.35; Newfoundland velief {und,
$150.52; Springhill Mines hospital, $§20; ex-
jrenses, $317.65; balance in bank, $187.72,

The Dorcas Society reported 10,972 gau-
ments, new and second-hand, distributed in the
Dioceses of British Columbia, Athabasea, Cal-
wary, Saskatchewan, Qu'Appelle,  Rupert's
Land, Algoma, Nowfonndland, Toronto and
{'entral dioceses,” Besides these contributions
of elothing, supplies and other necessaries had
been distributed, The receipts in money at
the Doreas Central room or distributing depot
amounted to §499.00. The report was read hy
Miss Patterson,

Miss Maud Roger submitted the roport of re-
ceipts and expenditure of the * Extrea-cent-a-
day Fund,” showing $271.47 as theresult,

Mrs. lodgins presenied the wveport of the
Literature Committee, showing that a Mission-
ary virculating library of 90 volumes had bcen
gathered and a large number of tracts, leaflets
and mapa distributed. The totul cireulation of
the Auxiliary leaflet was reported as 6,200, of
which 2,200 were taken in the Diocese of
Toranto.

INDIFFERENCE TO RELIGION IN
GERMANY.

Not very long age our Lutheran triends were
erying out aguinst the impertinence of those
American Christinng who were sending mission-
aries to Germuny and other Lutheran conntries,

a3 though Germany was not in advance of the
rest of the world religiously, and as though
there were no call for that kind of duplication
of cvangelizing appliances, TLutheran papers
were very pronounced in their condemnation of
such aggression on the part of those who “ ought
rather to go to the heathen,” and not waste
their fime and their money upon those who did
not need their services, and did not appreciate
the interest manifested in their behalf, Baptists
and  Methodists, especially the former, were
spoken of as peculiarly guilty in this regard,
But it seems that a change is taking place, and
that some of those who formerly objected are
coming to see thut there areis great need of the
very thing against which they have spoken so
strongly. A certain Professor Richard, who is
spending u time in Berlin, has scen something
which many others have failed to see, and hus
been writing to the Lutheran Observer a des-
eription of the religious condition of the city
and of the country in genera). He tells his
readers that, while the entire population of Ber-
fin is 1,600,000, there are “less than 60,000
church sittings in theentive city, including even
the halls in which worship is held.,”  In Witten-
herg, the home of Luther, and where he nuiled
hix theses Lo the church door, though it has 16,-
000 inhabitants, © for decades only one church
has beeir open ;™ and the sacristan told Professor
Richard that “about four hundred people were
aceustomed o attend church services there,”
Dr, Stoecker, tho Court preacher, has published
in his own paper this puragraph :

“With few exceptions, the academically edu-
eated German s alienated from the Christinn
faith, The wmount of ancient culture and sci-
entific knowledge which he must take in during
the gymnasinl time, without a sufficient counter-
hulance in the world of Christian and national
thought, lends the Gorman nind, if it be not re-
strulned by special influences, to free-thinking
and fndifference, Thediscontented condition of
our whole publie life has its chief cause of this,
Liven upon our national relations, such false
enlture confuses and ungermanizes. In the
Churceh it has wrought irreparable devastation,
—Cineinnati Journal and Messenger (Bapt.)

TIHE RUBRICS OF THE BURIAL
SERVIUCE.

At the monthly Meeting ofthe Funeral Re-
form  Association, held on Wednesday at the
Church House, Westminister, the Rev. F, Law-
rence, honorary secretary, read a paper upou
the rubries of the Barial Service, e said that
the Burial Serviee suggosted a mode of disposal
of the dead which was scientitic and in accordunce
with sanitary Jaw, the rabric, “The priests and
clerks meeting the corpse, and going  before it
ctther into the church or towards the grave,”
permitted the body to be taken direet to ity
burial instead of into the chureh, when there
was danger of infection.  The rubrie, “ While
the body is made rendy to be laid into the
carth,” pointed 1o an interment of the body in
as elose contact with mother carth as decency
and revereney  permitted.  Another  rubrie,
“While theearth 13 being cast upon the bady by
sowe standing by, seemed to indieate that the
same grave is not {o be used for vorpses taid one
upen another,  The mode of burial thus indi-
sted, with such exceptional sanitary precautions
a4 migrht be necessary for the destroetion of in-
teciions germs, would beharmless to the living,
Lord Playtair had written, “ It the coflin be of
a perishable nature, if the soil be dry and porous,
it the grave be not too erowded, the dead ave ve-
solved into nir and into nshes as certainly in
three years as they axe in a furnaee in the
vonrse of an hour, and in both cases without in-

jury to the living.” A graveysrd thus used
wounld be a garden where the dead are resolved
naturally, respectfully, and inexpensively, in ac-
cordance with the words of committal, “We
commit his body to the ground, earth to earth,
ashes to ashes, dust to dust.” In these circum-
stances the eavth is ready, cvery succeeding
generation, to perform its beneficent action again
and again, the same graveyard-garden serving
ag such for all time, with harm to none.

Lony GriyMruorre has written the folluw-
ing characteristic letter to the Hon, Secrotary
of the Burial Reform Association :—* 1 agree
generally with the objects of the Burial Reform
Association, especially the discouraging of brick
graves or vaults, lead coffins, keeping bodies un-
buried Jonger than is absolutely necesaary, and
every kind of contrivance for continuing as long
us possible the process of unconsumed putrefac-
tion, and the consequent production of malari-
ous gas; md also the sadly increased pagan
practice of eorpse-worship in every possible
way, by heaps of flowers, often continued for
months mwd years in tin cans and wire cages
(which it has been decided by the Court of
Appeal that people have no right to do) ; and
absurd funeral expenditure for the benefit of no-
body but undertakers and the gratification of
vulgar vanity, often Ly people who get into debt
for it, and often think that meritorious, and a
ground for bagging afterwards.

Stit,—The Cuunrc Grarmax of the Hih inst,
contained o letier from the Rev. Mr, Pentreath,
incidentally, among other matter, suggesting
that the appointment of bishops to the several
dioeeses of Cunada should be made from among
the clergy of the Dominion, native or other-
wise, who for years have endured the work and
turmoil of parish priests,

Notwithstanding the patronizing opinion of
Chwreh Bells in an extract in the same issue of
the GUARDIAN, in which the * Canadian Church
i= urged to patience, and to ask themselves
whethet the time has really srrived when the
Church in Canada does not require to lean
turther upon the mother Church in England”
we ought to answer that the time of pupilage is
past, and it beeomes our duty to act upon our
own resources.  What is the use of Chureh col-
legres and universities in Canada if the young
men educated in them for the ministry are made
practicatly to feel themselves shut out from any
prospect of attaining the highest position, And
why should a divinity student fecl that his fel-
lows who study with him for Iaw, medicine, en-
gincering, arts and sciences, have their futnre
careers unchecked by the thought of exelusion
from the higher posts of their several callings,
und he alone can never expect to attain to the
highest point in his ? We depend upon the
voung men educated in our country for our fu-
ture surgeons, doctors, lawyers, judges, cn-
gincers, and all other branches of business;
why not have the same relianee upon those edu-
cated for the Chureh, and let them feel that they
may, one or the other of them, one day become
i bishop? It is uwsually conceded, I imagine,
that our judges, medical men, milivary cadets,
and others edueanted in Canada, ean hold their
own with all comers in their respective walks
of lile, and it passes the comprehension of a per-
son of ordinary intelligence why the snme con-
cession: should not be allowed for the clergy
clucated in the country.

In writing thus, one is not unmindful, or un-
grateful for, the nursing care and support given
to the Chureh in Canada by the societies of the
mother Church in England for the last hundred
years or more; but every Canadian ought to
tecl now that for her future progress and gov-

ernment, and the supply of clergy and bishogs
to earry on her work, the Church in Canada
should depend ulmost entirely on home suppl;',
on those who arc being cdueated for the work.
The S. P. C. K. and the 8. P. G. told us some
years ago that we must in future depend upon
ourselves for financial support. Why not aceept
the same advice as to our ecclesiastieal appoint-
ments?  Surely when a diocese is vacant in the
Dominion we can find suitable men to ill it
and when we eannot it will be time then te go
to a feld for some other. I offer these remarks
from a feeling of fairness and justice to those
who come forward to give their lives and ser-
vices to the Church. Wohave plenty of worthy
and learned men in Canada out of whom might
be made good bishops for the future,

AXD ACKNOWLEDGED ACQUI-
SITIONS FROM ENGLAND
FOR THE CANADIAN
BPISCOPATLE.

We helieve that Church Bells, in the clipping
given in Tug Guanvray of April 5, over-esti-
mittes the consensus of opinions in regard to the
selections made for Chief Pastors of “The
Churel of England in Canada.” This very
name, deliberately axsumed after careful con-
sideration by the great represeniative assembly

of the Eeclesinstical Provinee, is in itsclf proof

that not yet is the Atlantic permitted to justify
steps towands Eeclesiastical * Home Rule.”
In fact the unmistakable attachment (o, and
holding in honour of, the great Mother Chureh
on the purt of Canadian Churchmen, is s0 mani-
fest that vigour of remonstrance against
Briton’s Bishops is justly attributable to the
consciousness thercof, and the instinctive desire
that, if the company be few, it may Ly energy
of expressions be a mighty few.  The judgment
of the Canadian Church is surely to e derived
not from self-assertive individuality, but from
Synodical nction, The latteris distinet by the
fact stated by Canon Pentreath that “in 105
years of out histery only three of Canadian
Dirth have ever been appointed to the Episco-
pate” 1f the Cunon turns his acumen to a
cognate yuestion he will enlighten us a3 to the
number of native-born priests and deacons that
are found on the roll of the 1,200 clergy, We
do not participate in the conclusions of our
clerical brother us to any disereditable reflec-
tions being thereby cast upon the Chureh in
generul, or Canadian colleges and Theologicnl
schools in particular, Our boast of integral

connection with the Ancient Church of Eng-
land is not merely sentimental or gonenlogical,
but vital, practical and veal. We feol our
Mother's blood in primitive derivation, Apostolie
heritnge, Liturgic use, coursing our spiritual
veins, and, equally with her childron, worship-
ping at her lastoric altars, claim all the prae-
fical benefits obtainablo through a family as yet
unront in eeclesinstical allianco or political con-
nection,  Rivers of benovolenco are yot flowin
from the great Missionary societies of Englunﬁ
towards her Canadian daughter, and we bolieve
that there is not a single Chief Pastorate whose
endowment and consequent existence is not due
to English funds, The admirable temper dis-
played by the Church Bells in dealing with
nufler # noisy uiring of a phantom “griov-
ance” closes with a gentle reminder whic%l lias
much of the fortiter in re covering the suarviter
in modo when it writes: * We would urge Cana-
dinn Church people to have a little putience
and to ask themselves whether the time has
really arvived when their Chureh does not re-
quire to lean a little upon its Mother in Bug-
land,”

The selfiinquiry suggested will demonstrate
that not only Chief Pastors and elergy, but the
people 1o build new churchos and congregutions
to fill them, must be transterved from Mother-
land and Mother Church,  Our “self-roliant”
factors for “ the building up of a great Cana-
dinn Church” are largoly awaiting at Haglish
altars the signal to possess this new Innd in the
name of the Lord, Under such conditions
(were it ever wise) we are not in u position (v
diseuss ecclosinstien] Chineso walls of' exelusion
or to formulate practically an alien aet nguinst
our Motherland.  The Canadiin Chureb has no
little or big “rocks of offence”™ in regard to
Einglish priests being clevated to ity ehief pas.
torships.  Our marts are full of English {ex-
tures which for perfection eannot he equalled
here, while our ordinary wants are supplied by
home ingenuity and skill.  In like manner our
under-shepherds can and ought to be supplied
largely on the soil, but—experts in producing
these,—it i3 the Chureh's wisdom to draw from
every quartor of the globe,  The ancient, seats
of leurning of England, by competent authority
declared not inferior to the best Continental
universities, are preparing grounds for every
portion of our Empire, It is the Churel's duty
to make her Catholic crecds interpretative of
Catholic aetions,  If' Congregationalism is to he
deprecated in a parish the evil is intensifiedl
when extended to u diocess or cceclesiansticnl
Province.  Qur Bishop of Algoma visits Fng-
land und presents our Missionary needs in a
position taveoured beyond that of uny prelate of
the Chureh in the United Stales. When tosti-
monivs, individusl, Bpiscapal and Diocesun, can
be promulgated as in the enlogies of sueh opis-
copates us that of Medley, Willinms and Oxen-
den, the Churceliin Canada will have prior in-
terests to conserve before uttering w word of
jealousy against as many Fathers in God from
Englund as the wisdom of our free Diocesan
Synods may select,  May the honoured list be
as continuous s The Churelt's hereavements,
and this without cither fuvour or prejudice (o
Canadian clergy, whom may Divine Providence
also advance, here or in any quarter of the
Chareh, according to the luw of demand and
supply, and nccording Lo uny particular gifts
and singular qualifications, It will be an omin-
ous day of evil when the ]‘lpiucu}pntc B eon-
sidered as the reward of individuals inslead of
Leing considered solely as an ngency whose
effectiveness iv the one aim of The Church.
Learning, culture, wide gequaintance with men
and “affuirs,” are attendants of that saccess
which has crowned the chief pastorships of
English priests, and given to tho Clurch un-
partizan administrations, all of which are worthy
of some disedvantnges if' such could be proved,
But no such demonstration has yet been afforded
or rightly assnmed. )

CONFIRMATION,
U8 RATIONALE,

Did the Apostles, who undoubledly  minis-
torod the rito of “confirmation, ov the laying
on of hands,” minister it merely to convey ecor-
tain wiracalous gifts, sueh as tongues, propheey,
&e., which were peculine to that nge, ordid they

Iny hands on the baptized for the purpose of

convoying the graces of the Houy Guosy, “love,
joy, peace,” ote,, which are common to every
age ? This ix the fivst question to be considered,
and I submit that a thovoughly impartial mind
enn have no doubt as to which is the correet
answor; for observe:

1. Tt is distinetly stated that the Apostles
“prayed for the Moy Guosy,” and that these
confirmed Y reevived the Houy Gnose” We
have no warrant for identifying the Ilony
tinost—which iy Gop Himseli~with mere
signg, and tokens, and effeets of Tlis presence,

and to do so in any other texts would make end-
less confusion,

2, The descent of the Hory GrosT in that age
was always attended by these outward and visible
signs. At our TLorp's baptism the spirit
descended as adove; at Pentecost tongues were
gseen and heard ; they were heard again in the
housc of Cornelius, and in the assemblics of the
early Church, And we know why., They were
signs to the unbelicving, A spirit cannot be
heard or seen; but for. these signs how could
men know that the Spirit was given at ali?
These things proved, and were meant to prove,
a supernatural presence.

3. Preaching (or * prophesying”) and pray-
ers in that age were aceompanied with super-
natural manitestations, They are followed by
such mamtestations no Jonger, But no one
argies that for this reason preaching and pray-
ing should cease. Why, then, should the “lay-
ing of the hunds” cease ?

4. Fvery Christian admits—for this we are
expressly taught—that the miraculous gifts
were temporary and comparatively trivial, and
that the graces ave essentinl aud eternal.  And
yet we ave asked to believe that this Apostolie
ordinance was only for the former, the unim-
portant; and that the latter, the essential thing,
must be excluded from this operation of the
Spirit?

5. 10 the Laying on of hands in the apos-
tolic nge was only to convey miraculous gifts,
then, obviously, this rite should have ceased
when the gifts ceased.  But it did not, It wus
conlinued; it has been continued ever since.
The inference is umnlstalkable; it was for another
and u higher purpose,  If it was noy, then the
curly Christians, one and all, made a fatal blun-
der. They saw for themselves that the * gifts”
had censed, and yet, in spite of this, they per-
sisted in ministering the rite.  And, still more
strange, this huge mistake has been perpetuated
ever since, and the “whole silly Church of
Cuntsr for the spaee of these sixteen hundred
vears” (1ooker) has heon grossly deceived and
decuiving, .

8. The Laying on of hands is mentioned among
things which arc of eternal obligation, such as
repentance, faith, ote,  Ofthe six * principles,”
that i3 (o suy, tive are admittedly to last to the
endd of tho world ; ean we helieve that the sixth
was @t mere lemporary rite for a temporary pur-
pose ? And this when the sacred writer men-
tions all six in the sume breath, and puts all on
the same lovel, Al belong to the ¢ foundation.”
Can that foundation consist of five solid stones
und one serap of stueco ?

7. The laying on of hands is still retained by
most bodies off Christians us the outward sign
of erdination, of" appointment to the ministry of
the Chureh. But every Christian is in onesense
a priest, and has some sacritices to ofter.  Why
may not the Chureh retain this rite—we have
nol inveuted ov begun it—if for no botter rea-
son, in the beliet that it marks the ordination to
the priesthood of all Christians? If it is not
silly or superstitions in the former case, what
malkes it soin the latter ?

I submit therefore—this objection Leing dis-
pored of—that the laying on of hands, as min-
istered throughout Christendom at the present
day, is proved to be the lineal descendant of the
laying on of hands us ministered by the Apostles,
Aud Usubmit further that it is no less & means
of graco mow than in the first ages of the
Chureh; that the oty Guost given then is
given still, in answer to prayer, to hearts prepared
to receive Him.

I ask attention to the words in italies, tor
Noneonformists are chiefly prejudiced against
the Ingh place here claimed for Contirmation by
overlooking two important considerations : first,
that prayer—prayer for the llouy Seirir—is
an essentinl part of'the vite; as essential, tosay
the least, as the imposition of hands. It formed
part of the apostolie rite ; it has a prominent
place in the ordinance still,  And prayer for the

oLy Guost, our Lorp Himself has tanght ug,
can never be unheard- or disregarded. To
Churchmen it is simply aslonishing that any
Christians can be found who can believe that
the solemn and public prayers of bishop and
clergy, of congregation and candidates, all ask-
ing with one consent for the best of all Gop's
gitts, can bo useless, 1las prayer then lost its
former power ? A Confirmation is or should be
a solemn public prayer meeting for Gop’s bless-
ing on theconfirmees. Sccondly, that Confirma-
tion is no charm, Like the grace of the Sacra-
ments, it only profits the penitent and believing,
Gob never forces His grace upon ns. We tale
from Confirmation according to the heart and
mind we take to it, Itleaves its mark even on
the impenitent ; it scals a Llessing on those, and
only those, who satisfy the evangelieal conditions
of repentance and faith, There is no legerde-
main, no opug operatum here,

But now let us turn to the first part of Con-
fimation—the renewal of the baptismal vow, 1t
is not pretended that 2his is of Divine appoini-
ment; it is only claimed for it that it is a help-
ful and sabutary thing and in no wise alien to
the teaching of Seripture, We say that our
Lorp left Ilis Church the power to decree ritex
and ceremonies—no socicly can exist without
some power to make by-laws—and that the
Church has wisely ordained this part of the rite
for the profit of her children,

Lol us admit at the owtset that oly Serip-
ture says nothing of' a baptismaud promise made
by god-parents on behalt of uneonscious babes ;
nothing of “ sponsors™ or “sureties,” But
what of that 2 If no promise of any kind is
nutde in bapti=m, asis the case in some Chuis-
tinn communities, nevertheless it is and it must
be wnderstond.  In the nature of things baptism
involves at least a tacit promise on the part ot
the baptized, becanse it is the seal and sign of
the Christian covenant. Just as circumeision
wlmitted to the Ol Covenant, so does baptism
fnto the New, On this point, I believe, most
thoughtful Christians  are agreed. But- a
covenant involves conditions, undertakings, ex-
pressed or understonl. There can be no such
thing us & covenant, a contract, withount them.
Where is the contract if all the promises are on
one side only 7 So that iV it §s Tawful to admit
our children by baptism into covenant with
Giop—andd if'it is not, then Christian children
are worse off under the gospel than Jewish
children were under the liw—if it is right to
baptize children, then it is right that they
should undertake to fulfil the conditions of that
coventunt. of which baptism is the monument
and seal. And if so, what better, or indeed
what other, plan can the Church adopt than
this of sponsors or sureties ? If'a fempeoral benetit
were at stake, who would hesitate for o mo-
ment 7 The thing is done and constantly done
in the case of apprentices and others, It is
only when Giop is concerncd that we may dis-
pense with this security—with his solemn ve-
eognition and acknowledgment of the obliga-
tions which rest on the baptized. The obliga-
tions are there, whether they are recognized or
not,

And if they ave there, whether acknowledged
ar not, what can be more fitting (han that our
children, when they come to years of discretion,
should in the most solemn way possible be put
in mind of their responsibilities, be told of the
covenunt made in theiv behalf, and be asked
whether they will confirm it or not ? Kven if
they had no sponsors and made no promises,
the Church would owe this to them; nay, she
would be o crvel stepmother if she did not tell
these “children of the covenant” of their privi-
leges and obligntions.  In that ease, the Cluris-
tian society would do less for its sons and
danghters than Judaism did ; for we koow that
the Jewish boy at twelve years of age became

feaion with the mouth” is no less necessary to
salvation than belief inthe heart; knowing that
the “putting away of the filth of the Hesh”
{oes not save, but the *answer of a goud con-
~cinee towards Gop;" knowing thiat it js an
excellent and Christian thing 1o * witness a
gond confession before many witnesses"—who
van wonder that we safeguard infant baptism
with sponsors and vows, or that we value so
Lighly this part of confirmation in which those
baptized as children, when they arrive at yenrs
of discretion, renew the solemn promise of
their baptism, ratifying and confivming it with

their own 1ips in the presence of Gon and the

Church ?  But perhaps we may spare ourselves
further argument on this score, for everywhere,
we are told, nmongst Nonconformists, the need
is now admitted of some such service as this,
fudeed, only inveterale prejudice could be blind
tu the splendid opportunities which the rite of
Confirmation affords—quite  apart from any
grace which it may or may not bring—of im.
pressing the truths of our refigion on the minds
of our c¢hildren, No; the Church neel muke
no apology for her tenacions continuance, year
after yeary and centuyy after confury, of an or-
dinanee so “full of all blessed conditions” as
thi<.  If onr Noneouformist brethren only knew
the bleszing it has heen to thousands, and the
puteney of Bles ing that it has for all, they
would elainn it as o part of their heritage for-
ever, Lt them not take itin evil part, the
thing is true; theiv small regard hereunto hath
done harm in the Church of Gon.”

But what if, after all, confirmation is nel the
Seriptural and apostolie rite which Christ endom
has so Jong believed it to he? Still, ean any
one honestly (hink orsay that it isso irrational,
so unseriptural, as to compel him to make u
schism in the body 7 Does it “ evert the funda-

GROWTH OF THE CITURCIL IN
NORTH CHINA.

BY THE BISBHOP, ’

(From 8. P. G, Missien Field for
April.)
{Contiuuod from last week.)

Mr. Norman is, of course, chiefly
occupicd with the language, bui he
is getting to know the boys, and has
been able to lead them in making the
litile chureh benutiful for Christinas,
and in getting up some carols with
accompaniment on the hand-bells.

The Girls’ School, which we have
80 long beon beginning in this com-
pound, seems Lo have started in good
carncst now, and Miss Jackson, of
the Landicw’ Association, has oleven
children from cight years old up 1o
fourteen for whom she is responsi-
ble. It will bo up hill work at first,
for tho children nre mostly without
training, with the exception of one
or two who were in the achool before
it broke up last summer. All the
girls are children of Christians, and
aro eithor baptized thomselves orare
propaving for baptism at an carly
date,

I must not omit to mention a very
important part of our Peking Mik-
sion, viz. : the dispensary and hospi-
tul oponed by Dr. Alico Marston in
premiscs almost n(l{oining our own,
A good work is being carriod on
here daily in the treatment of women
and children, and many visits are
puid by Miss Marston fo people in
their own homes, who would other-
wise be quite inaccossiblo 1o us. The
pationts often come in lo attend the
church services on Sunday, and
though vory few eonversions can he
traced directly to this work, it is
cortain that it is n most valuable
agency bolh as relieving suflering
and as bringing the missionaries into
closer contael with tho people. The
putients who come to the dispensary
always recoive semo instruction and
exhortation eonneeted with Christian
doctrine, S.I"C.K. has vory liberally
allowed us a grant of L1506 per an-
num for the last throe years, and has

morcover holpel with money for thel

doctor's passago oul, for drugs, awd
for purchuse ol u site,

Tho outstations formerly con-
noctod with Peking are now super-
intended by Mr. QNorris, who lives
for the most part at Yung-Ching,
going from there to Lmng-Hwa-Tian,
a two and a half days' journey. At
both theso places n good deal of
building has beon done during the
last year, all vory much neoded, At
Yung-Ching the room long used as a
church has been enlurged, and
adornod and sot apart for purposes
of worship only; a large wailing-
room which has been orceted provid-
ing accommodation for the Chris-
tinns when the sorvieos are not going
on, A great part of the costof these
buildings Mr, ]Norris himself has de-
frayed; the rest of the funds have
come from subscriptions, some being
contributions made by the students
of the Wells Theologionl College.

Rogular residence and instruction
are having their proper effect, and
interest and life aro deepening, I
trust, amongst the Christians in these
two stations,

Perhaps the most hopeful part of
our work is that which is being car-
ried on at Tai-an, in the provinee of
Shantung, by Messrs. Sprent, Brown
and Iliff, This station was origi-
nally opened by Mr. Greenwood, Mr,
Cuapel and myself, but at that time
the Society did not see its way to
sunctioning our residence fur inland,
and the work then had to be exceed-
ingly fitful nod desultory, until Mr,
Sprent and My, Brown went down
to scttle there about six years ago.
They had very much difficnlty for
the first two or fhree yesrs in pro-
curing a habitation, and at one time
even had to remove Lo the neighbor-
ing city of Cho-nan-fu. By paticnce
and fortitude they have now, through
fiod’s help, won their footing, and
both at Tai-an and Ping-yinare reap-
ing an pncouraging harvest, I Lave
lately returned from a visit lo these
stations, during which I contirmed
some thirty persons.  All that [ saw
of tho work there gave me much en-
couragement,

You will bave heard mueh of the
disturbances affeeting Missions in
many parts of the country during
the Iast two years. 1 do not think
theze botoken any great change of
feeling on the part of the natives
townrds the missionaries and their
work. The Chinese have all along
objected to the entrunee of foreipn-
ers, while not feeling any special
aversion to their veligion as sueh,

The conlinual and rapid incrense
in the number of missionnries who
travel or resido inland, and the stond-
ily growing infleence of the Missions,
seom lo me to account in the most
nntural and straightforwarvd way for
the multiplication of these instances
of friction betwoen the Chinese and
the foreigners,

To do that is to drop
out of the line of occupation as a
“elork ™ into that of {ho artisan or
the luborer, both of which classes are
already overerowded, and for neither
of which is he in the smallest degree
suited.

Thus it iy that ws we pass through
the erowded sirects wo may brash
against men with as rospectable eox-
torior nn our own, but who beneath
that respeetable exierior are carry-
ing a load of unspeakablo misery.

fooul, of the barest necessitics of ox-
intence, all of which burden must ho
carriod beneath n “guod exterior,”
Sorrows which are known we may,
porchanee, alleviato; what can he
done for those which are unlknown?

Bosides, even
if he had paper, it would probably
be crumpled or soilud with keeping
it in his pocket; for, reeollect, these
mon have no lhomes as a rale, and
avo already reduced 1o the lodging.
