Those whose conscienees are apt to be ronsed and hearts warmed
by a good scrmon will probubly have provided themselves with the
little coins and take' no other money to chureh with them. Such
peoeple to-night may be scen changing their quarters, half-dollars, or
hills, %0 @5 Lo be provided with the required five-cent piece for the
morrow. If there s one thing more than another which displays the
demoerntic sentiment of the coumnmnity, it is thie perfect cquality
with which high and low, rich and poor, drop small silver into the
church offertory.

Should one happen by some oversight, or it ol abscui-mindedness
to attend church with a gradation of coins in pocket, there may oc-
cur a wental and moral strnggle. It geuerally ends in o deposit of
the smallest, beenuse the giver can’t afford a larger sum. Yol many,
yes most, if not all, of those who prevail npon themselves that they
cannot atford to give ten cents to the Gospc{ cnuse, do not hesitate to
spend nmny times the amount next day in the gratification of some
whim, or the purchase of some article utterly superfluons. There are
even cases ocenrring weckly in which chiurch-goers squander the
greater part of o Qollar in treating their friends in seme bar-room, on
Saturday evening, after seven o'clock too, and on attending chureh
next dny persuading themselves without difficnlty that they eannot
afford to inecrease the collection to more than five eents. Men have
even been known to conscientionsly deposit their smallest coin in the
colleetor’s plite ut Chureh, and on iheir way home expend several
times the amount in the puwrehase of liquid refreshments in some lnw.
brealing whiskey dispensary.

TFrugal housc-wives are known to keep a store of small silver for
*“ church money," and if Ly any accident this is expended on Sabur-
day afternoon the family can’t go to churck on Sunday. When the
desire to attend to the outward ordinances is very strong, and a note
must be broken to procure the necessary small change, few aro suffi-
ciently careless of probuble observation to boldly ask for the required
“bits;™ but they get over the difficulty by purchasing some small
article, not that they want it, but that they want the change, and
don’t like to ask for it on Satnrday night, They could never go #o
church and give nothing, you know.

It is simply surprising what an cffect the searcity of small change
las upon the aticndance at our chureles ; and ut such times traders
who require n quantily of broken money eagerly search for church
collectors and church treasurers, Tor the same reason we ofton sce
the office of treasnurcr in the church ocenpicd by some person whe in
his worldly occupation requires a large amount of small moncy.
When they can’t get it there’'s none in circulation; and you may
wager the chiurches are far from being well filled.
