BURNING—CORMAC ROUAN.

¢ Yes, we have strength to make Irishmen free again;

On{y unrtz—and we'll conquer our foe;

And never on earth ghall o foreigner see again,

Erin.a province—though lately so low.”

Early in 1794, there was established in seves
ral districts of the Northof Ireland, especially
in Armagh, Portadown, Dungannon, Banbridge,
Antrim, Randalstows, Troon, Cockstown, and
many other places, a society of men knowa by
the name of ¢ Wreckers,"' (in reality, Orange-
men,) A portion of this organized band of
foreign conspirators cxtended southwards, and
even to this day, their deeds of violence and
bloodshed are remembered with horror by the
inhabitants of Ferns, Callan, Wexford, and ad-
jacent -districts. I call them foreign conspira-
tors, for, although unfortunatcly born in Irc-
land, they werc not of Ircland, and never
claimed it as their country. They were chiefly
the descendants of the Cromwellian troopers,
and some of them sprang from the Scotch, whe
were brought over by James during the Plaa.
tation of Ulster; the latter arc to be dis-
tinguished, however, from that noble band of
Presbytorians in Ulster, whose lives were often
freely sacrificed in tho cause of their country.
From the moment this barbarous colony got
settled down in the country, they became the
bitter and unrelenting persceutors of the Irish
Catholics, Their power arcse not from their
pumbers 50 much as from the knowledge that
their strength lay in the maladministration of
the laws, and that the exccutors of the luws
were one with themselves.

That portion of the Irish Catholies who pos-
scssed sufficient manhood to resist this band of
marauders, was known by the name of Defen-
ders,

From the Wreekers, s T have said, sprang
that infimous curse of Irelund, Orangeism,
and, to the eternat dishonor of the British gov-
croment be it for ever recorded, this Society,
whoso. avowed and proclaimed objeet was to
¢ wade knee deep in Popish blood,” received
the protection of that government by Royal
Charter,

" Enther John McAuley, whose life was as in-
nocent and guileloss as that of a child, was
marked “for doom™ by the Wreckers. His
house and Chapel, within an casy distance of
Fairnfleuch, were ‘‘chalked for vengeance,”
and. spatonced to be . wrecked and burned.
Others were included in the list but not finally

d upon, and these things arose chiefly
from the fuct that fair Bridget O'Hara had
disdsined to accept the hand of & man named
Cameron, & wealthy bachelor, who enjoyed as
good a furm as the country could boast of.
John Mullan was aware of this, but neither he
nor Bridget cver thought that any evil would
arise from the rejection of Cameron.

Mrs. MoLeesh was a sharp, shrewd woman,
who, .00t having much business to attend to,
visited her neizhbour's houses pretty often, and
was on tolerahly rood terms with all whom she
visited.

WESLEYAN-METHODISM TO ROMAN CATHO-
LICITY. DY A LAYMAXN.

From Cathelic Opinion.

For the purpoac of setting at rest the diffcultics
that Lad arisen in my mind to my conscientious
continuance in the Church of England, I entered
into a correspondence with a friend, who having
{aken an active part in the propagation of Anglo-
Catholicism, and enjoying an intimate acquaintance
with many of the clergy of that school, f decmed
bust able to clear away my doubts and cnable me
to remain a member of the Church of my adoption.
In my first communication I brought forward that
latitudinarian policy which prevailed in the Church
of England, throwing open the doors to heresy in
every form, and completely destroying all appear-
ance of the Church asa teaching body, To bea
member of that Church is no criterion of religious
orthodoxy.  As an able writer has recently express-
ed it, “What are its doctrines? Who are their re-
presentatives?  Are they the clergy of the High
Church, the Tow Church,or the Broad Church?
The Church of England is a five or six-fold schism.
Its own clergy have denounced each other as the
teachers of dimnable and soul destroying doctrines,
and yct remmain within its pale and take its pay.
Who will have the goodness to inform the publie
which tengue in this Babcl utters Church truth ™?
I then pointed out that in the Catholic doctrines
which we held and were teaching, we were clearly
condemncd by the Church of England, though sup-
ported by all antiquity,and I asked what should we
think of 2 Roman Catholic who remained in the
communion of that Church whilst he denied her
articles and rejected her doctrines? Yor instance,
Transubstantiation, or the Real Presence, had becn
condemned by the Judicial Committee of the Privy
Council in the cage of Burder's v. Heath., T describ-
¢d the disgust 1 had felt at the uncharitable, nay
unchristiun remarks made by the Ritualistic press
on what they were pleased to term  the “Roman
Mission” I traced a slight historical sketeh of the
Church in England, and expressed o strong opinion
that that Church which had planted the seeds of
Christianity in British England by Damianus Fu-
gacius, and in Saxon England by 8. Augustine,
which had built most of the cathedrals and
churches of the land, and that had kept
alive the Catholic Faith during three centuries of
persecution and contumely, was very ungraciously
treated when spolien of as a ¥ schismatical, foreign
mission” Dy those who tuught the same doctrines in
defiance of the principles of their © Articles of Faith”
and the admoritions of their own superiors, To wy
mind the logical sequence of this charge would bLe
to oblice 21l those whose ancestors had never apos-
tatized to renounce the Church of their forefuthers,
or be denounced as © wilful schizmatics, rending the
Unity of the Church.”

I drew a parallel between the Weslevans dividing
themsclves from the Church of England, raising for
themselves a ministry to preach and administer the
Sucraments, and refusing to acknowledgethe Liturgy
of the Archbishop of Canterbury; and the Church of
England which had acted in a mannner precisely
similar in respect to the Catholic Church and the
Pope of Rome, The question of the Anglican Order
is, to say the very least, wrapped in considerzble
doubt and uncertainty, and this is a matter which
above all things should be clear and free from dis-
pute, The Royal Supremacy is as absurd as unwar-
ranted by Scripture or antiquity, and the doctrine
of Papal Supremacy, in defence of which 8ir Thomas
More, and many cminent ecclesiastics suffered mar-
tyrdom, seemed to me to be plainly a necessary Ar-
ticle of Faith. That Peter was called by Christ to
be the Head of His Chorch appeared very clear. %1
have prayed for thee, that thy faith may fail not;
and when thou art convarted, confirm tlyy brethiren”
scemed capable of no other construction, egpecially
when taken with his extraordinary career the fact
that he is called the “IMirst” in Matt. x. 2, and that
all the principal evints of the Acts of the Apostles
were the fruits of his ministry.  All antiguity con-
firms the Primacy and Supremacy of the See of
Rome ; the Council of Chalcedon, a. p. 451, speaks
of the Tope as their * Father and Head” §.

T concluded the letter by
regretting the loss that the Church of England
must ever sustain by the rubric which forbids the
Reservation of the Blessed Sacrament, conimsting
she Cuthelic Church with. the ever-abiding Presence,
the centre and the cause of owr worship, with the
Churches of the Eslablichment, robbed Ly the Taw
of the Presence of the Lord, To this my friend
replied, There may be many points on which the
Communion of the Church of Rome may bLe infi-
nitely preferable to that of the Church of England,
but the sole point is: “Is the Church of England a
part of the Church of Christ, with Orders und
Sucraments ?" If so, all defects in the ritusl, disci-
pline, or organization, will notauthorize succession,
nay, they ought to be additional incentives to in-
creased cffort in that Church to remedy these defi-
ciencics, Nothing but the imperilling of our sal-
vation can justify such a step. The aunthority of

of One Caurch. The maunncer in which the Church
of England lost ritual and faith proves it to be a
dead branch cut off from the vine (or the faith could
not have been authoritatively denied), and the pres-
ent revival is simply the natural result of the intro-
duction of Catholicity, whilst as much energy is dis-
played by Dissenting sects as by the most enthusi-
astic Nitualist; tndeed, I know a Wesleyan-Metho-
dist who attends a Chapel where they use the Church
service with intonings and Gregorian chants, whe
believes in Transubstantintion, and ealls himself an
Auglo-Catholic,
I admitted that laymen in the Church of England
are only called upon te subscribe to the Creeds, Lut
objected that it would be impossible for me to re-
gard us my confessors and religious advisers men
who had sworn to Articles they did not believe, and
who were bound thereby to eradicate all impressions
on the minds of their flock, contrary to the teaching
of the snme.  In such ministers I could feel no con-
fidence.
I concluded by urging the nccessity of a Hcead of
the Church. % One Fold and One Shepherd,” and
the latter is as necessary as the former, Schools of
thought will exist in the Church, but it is Unity,

Drocuepa Assizes,—The commission was opened
before Chief Justice Whiteside, who congratulated
the jury on the light culendar.

Covsty Lurrne—The Hon. Baron Hughes and
the Right Hon. Judge Gceorge opened the assizes.
There were on the calendar but five cases altogether
returned for trial, and of these three were homicide,

Covxty Crare—Judge Keogh addressing the grand
jury congratulated them upon the lightness of the
ealendar., But ten bills in all would be submitted
for their consideration, not on¢ of which was of
sufficient importance to call for any comment.

TirperaRY—SoUTH Ripivg.—Mr. Justice Lawson in
opening the assizes for the South Riding of Tip-
purary suid that the calendar, in which there
were five cascs of murder, would not justify him in
congratulating the Graud Jury on the state of the
country, but that, as contrasted with the state of
things on former occasions, a considerable improve-
ment conld be perceived of late.

Wickuow Couxty.—In opening the assizes Baron
Deasy was enabled to congratulate the Grand Jury
upon the peaceful state of the county. There were
but nine cases on the calendar, of which onc—a
charge of infanticide—was of any importance.

Tis Lats Warerroro Ervcrios—An action for
slender, arising out of the last Waterford election,
was &ried at the Tipperary assizes on  Thursday and
Friday, * before Baron Deusy, The plaintiff, Mr.
Michael O'Shea, a commission agent, residing in
Waterford, was an active supporter of the nationalist
candidute, Nr. Smyth, and the defendant, Mr, Timothy
Curran, took an equally prominent part on the side
of Mr. Bernal Osborne. During the riots at the close
of the poll the defendant’s windows werc smashed by
the natjonalists, and on being informed of the fact he
wus alleged by the plaintiff to bave remarked, in the
hearing of some people,“ How can it be otherwice
when Shea (the plaintiff) has pointed out to the mob
the house to be attacked” The plaintiff further
alleged that in consequence of this imputdition on
his character he Inst several customers, and he claimed
u thousand pounds damages, The defendant denied
uttering the words imputed to him, and said the
only expressions he made use of were that if Shea
was accurate they were only at the beginning of it.
He also plewded that a full explanation and apology
had been tendered.  The jury found for the defend-
ant.  The cuse afforded the learned counsel engaged
in it the opportunity of indulging in various plea-
santrics and some curious political definitions.  Mr.
Hemphill, who opened for the plaintiff, alluding to
the city of Waterford, observed that it hay not yet
shared the fate of that other borough with which he
had had some connection, and which was so dear to.

Eurtuy_aud Pow-
ells, CGraptham-piace, a magniticent Irish  crose,
twenty-six feet high, and intended t6 35urmount the
fWmily: monument of Mr. Vincent Scully,on the
Rock of Caskel.  The cross, as a work of art, has pe-
culinr clabios to the most favourable netice on ae-
count of the ancient models buing faithfully kept in
view, and because of the variety and excellence of
{he emblematic derigns, and the admiruble mannerin
which they have been executed,  ‘The ornnmenta-
tion is most forid, and represents a very great
amount of patient and highly ekidfnl dbour,  All
itg details are worked ont with great care, dind the
eréneral proportions of the entire work are very ac-
curate, and, 85 a result, the cross, presents @ most
light, graceful, and eymmetricad appeamnee,  No
Celtic'cross of motdern construction that we have
soen even distantly approached the merit of the one
under notice, which is intended for a site on ene of
the most prominent positions of the greatest and
teost heoric gronp of eeclesiustical ruins in Ireland.
From the base of il monument to the apex of the
ross will be 6itty foet six inches.  The inscriplion-

. ntone is four feel square, by two feet six inches high.
Tt is sarmounted by the motto-stone, four feet cicht
incher square, by one foot sixinches high, forminga
cap-stone o the mommment. The cross itself, with
its shaft and pedestil, are of the choicest slone, spe-
cially selected in the extensive quarries at Portland,
The pedestal is two feet six inches high, and four
feet &ix inches square at is base.  The height of the
rrosk, with its shaft, is twenty-two feet; but, with
itg shaft and pedestal, the cvoss is twenty-four feet
six incher, and with the motto-stone it is twenty-six
feet above the inscription stone, The shaft at its
base 18 two ieet six inches by two feet, diminishing
upwards {o two feet by one toot eight inches under
the arms, the extreme width of which is-seven fect,
"The cuter dinmeter of the circuler ring or halo is
six feet, und its innerdiameter four feet eight inches:
Such being the dimensions of the new Cross of
Cashel, O’Scolaidlie monument and family vault, it
remains to describe the inscriptions and sculptur-
ings. .On a lurge whitesandstone above the entrance
door of the vault is the name O'Scolaidhe in ancient
Irigh charactors,  Surmounting the rmonument, but
below the mottu-stone and the sculptured pedestal
of the cross, is the inscription-stone, on front of
which stons is the following :—

The other two sides of this stone are still unin-
scribed.  On the front of the eross is the Crucifixion
in prominent relief, and nerrly life size, surmounted
by a dove, and surrounded with symbolical figures
of the Evangelists, typitied, as in the Revelntions,
by four winged creatures—a man, o lion, a ealf, and
an cagle. At ihe rect of our Lord crucitied are cars
of wheat and 2 vins tree, In front of the shatt are
three panels, each three feet six inches high,
representing  legendary  incidents in  the
lifo of St Patrick—as a captive,.as & shep-
herd, and as the Apostle  of  Ireland. As
we have stated above, the doteils are very elaborate
and most artistically carried out, and ‘to .describe
them in detail would involve more space than we

have at our disposal. The cross will be on view for
a few days, and should be seen by all interested in
roonumental art, and who will sce in the work so
admirably put out of Lands by Messrs. Earley and
Powells how some of the glorious remains of ancient
Trish art could be used as fitting models for monu-
ments in which patriotism and faith, as well as at-
fection and veneration for the departed, could be
most gmeefully and most appropriately expressed.—
Freeman's Journal, :
Dexoxstration oF Syaparny witn France—On
Tuesday evening it was rumored that the popular
fecling—which has been running very high in this
city in favor of France, and which has been notably
intensified by the strong language of the English
press against the Emperor—was to manifust itsclf in
& “demonstration” before the French Consulate, No
advertisument or publicintimation of any kind soever
ghve notice of thig intention.  Nevertheless, towardy
half-past eight o'clock the presence of strong patrolg
of police in Lower Gardincr-strect, opposite the Con.
sulute, and the eppearance of groups of people pour-
ing into the street, gavo proof conclusive that some.
thing was “up.”  As nine o'clock approached ihis
influx of peopie swelled into a stream, and before
the hour chimed from the Post-office several thou-
sands had congregated in the street, The police, of
course, prevented them from their manifest purpose
of halting before the Consulate, and the bulk of the
mass took up a pogition close by at the end of the
strect in the open space in Berestord-place.  Shortly
after nine o'clock music was heard in the direction
of Britain-street, and immediately two bands heading
a great body of people—uvidently artisang, as most
of them were en bouse, or in their workshop attire—
marched down the street, the bands playing Partan
pour la Syrie. Instantly on coming opposite No. 37,
the French Consulate, the first shout arose—« Cheers
for France,” “Cheers for the Emperor” and vries of
¢ Down with the Prussians” “Groans for the Eng-
tish,” and “God save Ircland” were raised on all
sides. It was observed that the Consulate was
closed, and none of the officials appeared. The
tands now moverl on towards Beresford-plave ; but
were stopped frow playing by the police.  This pra-
veution gave rise to a “difficulty,” which soon Lad a
rather singular solution. While the police,surrounded
by an excited crowd, were disputing with the bands-
men, the music of other bands tuming into Gar-
dinerstreet was heard; and the wultitude, raising
a cheer, set ofl to meet them,  leaving the police to
malie the bist hand they could of the two corps of
musicians whom they stopped.  Before five minutes
no Jess than five or eix additional bands of music,
each followed by = body of people,had come up, and
it now b.came manifest the police could not possi-
ply deal with thhm all. In fact it became quit:
evident that the peace officers  were regularly  non-
plussed,  They probably had noet expected more
than one hand, or, possibly, a s-cond; and these
they were in foree enough to stop.  But the sudden
appesrance of more than a dozen of them, and the
presence of o crowd by this time swelled to a multi-
tude little short of twelve thousand, placed the
police in a great dil:mma.  They now, of necessity,
abandoned the idea of stopping the band; and
indeced itis right tosay the inspector in chuarge
seemed to be very much impressed with the serious
r sponsibility so unexpectedly east upon him ; but
at the same time he exhilited every auwxiety to
exceute the orders given himin good temper and
forbearance,  But he could not be ubiquitous ; aud
during hLis absence at the lower el of the street,
the over-zeal, if not downtight indiscretion, of some
of his force precipitated a incident which, in diplo-
matic phrascology, may prove most untoward,
About a quarter past® nine, when the street was
thronged with a living. mass cheering  vociferously
in front of the Consulate, a French tricolour, with a
broad stripe of orange and another of green en-
twined with it, was ruised on a pole by one of the
groups stunding . close by, The uppearance of the
Trench colors was hailed with immensecnthusiasm,
when suddenly half-a-dozen policemen made a dash
at the Aag—grasped it—tricd to remove it from
those who Uboreit. A scene of great excitement
ensued, A ery was raised, Sthey ave tearing down
the flag of France!” The police were surrounded,
and in a condlict of some minntes' duration, during
which evervone anticipated the most serions and
lumentable ending to the scene, they dogeedly held
their grip on the folds of the tlag, but wuere utterly
unable to wrest it from those who originally bore
it. On the first outery about this conflict, Mr. P, J,
Smythe, Mr. Ryan, Mr, Sullivan, Mr. Cantwell, Mr,
Carcy, and several other gentlemen, made their way
through the crowd, appdrently anxious to ascertain
the origin of the disturbance. Mr. Smyth, wasat
onee seized hy  the police, and & gecond  hand-to-
hand striggle for his body went on side by side
with the “ight for the standand,” the people vehe-
mently refusing to allow either to be captured. 1t
is difficult fo xay how all this might have ended
had not the inspector rushed up, and he, apparently
conscious of the critical nature of the incident,
ealled  off the pelice, leaving the people in  the

posscrsion  of  the  Iricolour.  The  cheering
which followed was tremendous. ‘The  police

formed in o body in front of the doorsteps on which
the standard bearers and their guard took up a van-
tage ground—as determinedly apparently as if the
fate of the Rhine fronticr depended on the banner
—and the idea seemed prevalent that the police
were only waiting to get the Lanner-guard down
from the steps, and in the open street in order to
make an assanlt in force and capture the flag,  Af-
ter & while the persuasions of the gentlemen above
named induced the bearers of the flag to furl it and
rest content with the fact that they had suceessfully
defeated an attempt by the police to capture and
trample the national colours of France and Irlen.pd.-"
They complicd—one of the party, it seems, imitat-
ing the ensign-bearercefcbrated in song, winding the
standard around his body lest it should be wrested
from his hands.  The most of peaple now were in-
duced by those persons who scemed to interest them-
selves in contrelling the demonstration to retire
homeward from Gardiner-street; pausing. Low-
ever, for a short time, in the large space in the
rere of the Custom-house. From the steps of this
Luilding Mr. I J. Smythe bricfly addressed the as-
semblage, urging them to relurn home peaceably
and good humouredly. He said they had that night
nobly dene their duty ; they had shown that they
were an Irish people, not an English people, and
fittingly answered the lying Témes of London when,
trucutently abusing the Emperor whom %ﬂn-glaqd
feared and hated, it said there was unanimity in
condemning his action (shout of “ No; we don't)”
and vehement cheers for the Emperor.) They had
that night tendered their sympathy to France and
to her great ruler; and Burope should know- that
the heart of Ireland was with the Lanner of the
Tricolqur on the Rhine. Those Germans were
known in Ircland—in '89—and bitterly remembered.
It was a saying then that cach true Irishman should
«kill a Hessian for himseli” France should know,
whether former allies deserted or betrayed her now,
that Ireland, linked do her by historic associations,
and proudly treasuring the glorious meworics of
Sursficld’s Brigade, had thousands of men each ready
to “kill & Hessinn for himself” if France required
their aid upon the Rhine (enthusia:;hc cheers.)
Again he entreated of them to separate in an orderly
and peuceable manner ; and thanked them for their
manly spirit, their enthusiasm, good order, and
temper tiiroughout the cvening. Mr. Smythe was
vehemently cheered: and the essemblage soon
afterwards dispersed, the soveral trade bonds playing
through the city to their respective society rooms,
By cleven o'clock the city had resumed its wonted
tranquility. ] . -

Tur Bisiior or LiverrooL 1¥ Prestox.—On Sunday,
the Right Rev. Dr. Goss, Bishop of Liverpool, visit-
ed this part of his dioccse, and assisted at High Mass
und o solemn 7% Dewm ot the Church of the English
Martyrs, celebrated in thanksgiving for his restora-
tion tohicalth and return to Lancashire. 'The church
was heautifully decorated for the occasion, and there
wis a large and attentive congregation, the sacred
edifice being densely crowded.  Not only was every
seat occupied, but forms were placed in front of the
alter and along the aisles, and even then many had
to stand in the passages,  There was o full orcliese
tra, and the music performed—including Mozart's
No. 13 Emmerig’s Magniicat, by St. Joseph's band ;
and Handel's Alleluia Chorus—was most adwirably
rendered,  The Rev, James Taylor, the Rev, Father
Collinson, ihe Rev. Joseph Pyky, the Rev. Willinm
Walker (St. Augustine’s), and the Rev. J, Parkinson
(Bt. Josepli's) were present and took part in the ser-
vice.

The Rev. George Gillow, who delivered the ser-
mon ont this vecasion, took for his text the following
words from the thirteenth chapter of St. Pauls epis-
tle to the Hebrews : + And may the tod peace make
pon perfect in every good work that you may do Hix
will: working inyou that which is well pleasing in
Ais sight through Jesus Christ, to whom is glory for
ever and ever, amen”  He said in his prefutory ob-
servations, that the great apostle St. 1%aul, the glori-
ous bishop and champion of the early Church of God,
hadl left us, at his conclusion of his grand epistle to
the Hebrews, beantiful words which are sweetly and
touchingly applicable to the present solemn occa-
sion. * Pray for us,and I beseech you the more to do
this that [ may be restored to you the sooner;” and
then he concludes, © May ibe God of peace make
you perfect in every good work that you may do
Hiw will ; working in you that which is well pleas-
ing in His sight through Jesus Christ” He (the
speaker) needed not to explain those words to them ;
cach one could expluin and apply them for himself,
They knew how their bishop loved them ; they
knew how they, gooud faithful Untholics, jov of his
heart, his crown, and bis delight.  They knew how
he was kept awny from them when the hand of
sickness pressed heavily upon Ijm; they remem-
bered how he wrote to them alinost in the words of
St Paud, @ Pray {or us, and T beseech you the more
to pray for me that I may be restored fo you the
sooner,”  And theydid pray, and during the long
gloomy menths of winter they besonght God with
many prayers that He would spare their bishop and
send him to them.  God had heard their supplica-
tion : their bishop was again restored to them that
day, and was coming to give them his blessing, God
had heard their prayers and listened to their peti-
ton. Again St. Paul rays: ¥ You must ofierto God the
sacrifice of praise for all the blessihgs He has
vouchsute to bestow upon  you!  They were going
to offer to God that day the sacritice of praise: they
were now assisting at the holy  mass, 1 mass of
thanksgiving  for tee return of their bishop to his
diocuse, and soon the notes of the grand  Te Feum
would roll around their magnificent and - beautiful
church. The eloquent preacher then vividly pic-
tured the tendencics of the age, and the persccu-
tions which hud been undergone by the Suvercign
Pontifii. He brought the beautiful and glowing
discourse to u close by alluding to the joyful ocen-
sion on which they were now assembled. He said -
The coming of their bishop was to be signalized by
the opening of new schools. They must have
their children trajined up under the watehful eve of
the pastors of God's Church : they must be trained
to ficht the Lattles of God, against the cnemies of
God and His Church._ He asked them, then, to
rally round their pastor and help him to buidd those
schools, which their bishop longed 1o sce finished,
in connection with this church. By doing so, and
by availing theinselves of the advantugesit afforded,
they would teach their children not to flinch bofore
the rebellious men and woman around them.  They
nmight not have much «ilver and gold, or an exten-
sive wardrobe, to leave to their children; but if
they Teft then a love of religion, of the Church, of
their pastors, they would leave them arich legacy—
rich; ot perhaps for this world, but rich for their
everlasting home, for they had not lrere an abiding
city —A collection was subseqguently made on behalf

Ogilvy, and
Mr. Newdegate,  'Fhe proveedings were saltogether
devoild of interest. T'wo withesses were ealled—one
a Mr Adgins, a0 Seotch advocate, who stated that,
happening to be in London, the Lord Advocate hid
asked him 1o give evidence @s to the state of the law
in Scotland relating o conventaal wnd monastic in-
stitutions. By an act passed in 1700 against the
growth of Popery, the valuntary disposition of pro-
perty to Catholic uses was declaved natl and void ;
and, in the event of a Cathelic leaving property to
anather Ronrn Cathaliv, the Tuw declared that it
shonfd o to the nearest Protestant relative.  This
act contained a formuta to which the Roman Ca-
tholic body would not. suliseribe,  In 1593 another
act wits pas<ed, substitoting an oath of abjuration
and declaration for the objectionable formulay and
this act romained in foree until the Catholic Relief
Act wis passed. The law of mortmain did notapply
to Scothud: neither was there any law in that
country against what were called superstitions cases.

When half our army
had crossed over, the Prussians suddenly attack-
ed in great force. After a fight of four hours,
they were repulsed with great loss to them.

The Journal Official reports the arrest on the
highway of an individual in whose house was
found a quantity of poignards, revolvers of large
calibre and ammunition, He was followed the
night before last toan isolated house in the
neighbourhood of the fortifications, where were
found a2 list of names, a number of red flagy,
different rallying signals, a description of troops
occupying forts surrounding the capital, a carte
de visite of a person in the service of the Sover-
eign now at war with France.

On the afternoon of yesterday about four o'-
clock, aband of 60 or 80 men armed with rc-
volvers and poignards of exactly the same model
as previously seized, were seized.  After attack-
ind the engine house on Boulevard Villette, they
attacked the guard with daggers and revolverr,
One of the officets reccived 2 wound in the heart,
a fireman was very seriously injured by thrce
bullets, Four guns kept at the station were
carried away. Policemen of the 19th Arondis-
siment who ran to their aid, also received & vol-
ley; one fell dead, and others were seriously in-
jured, The physicians think there islittle hope

of the recovery. of two of them. A little girl
was also killed by a stray ball from a revolver.

The police; led by their officers under orders
of the Commissary of Police, arrested the ring-
leader and four accomplices. The population
co-operated and were full of enthusiasm. Guns
were taken for the firemen anda call to arms
having been spontaneously made, 2 goodly num-
ber of the National Guards were got together,
who, with the aid of the citizens, contributed
toward the re-cstablishment of order. A squad-
ron and company of the Guard of Paris, which
immediately arrived, was hailed with warm ac-
clamations. Sergeant Deville also reccived ap-
plause, merited by his courage.

The Commissary and agents of the police
made great efforts to protect from public indig-
nation individuals under arrest. They number-
ed about fifty. They were imprisoned in the
depot of the Prefecture.

During the evening two persons were also
taken there whom the student pointed out on the
Boulevard St. Michael. They carried daggers
identical with thoso seized on the Boulevard
Villetti. They offercd resistance on b.ing t kon,
and refused to answer the first question put to
them.

After 5 o’clock the Boulevard Villetti resum-
ed its usual quiet.

A crowd of from three thousand to four thou-
sand persons continued to search for the rioters,
and manifested the greatest indignation.

At a quarter past six other purties made an
attack on the sentries of the same station. Two
werc arrested by the National Guard, and lock-
ed up in the barracks.

I continue to receive
from all forcign powers, assurances of their
good will and friendship, but I have witnessed
with great pain and grief, on botk domestic and
forcign grounds, the recent outbreak of war be-
tween two powerful nutions allied to this coun-
try. My best cxertions have beee used to avert
this great calamity. I shall now direct con-
stant and anxious attention to a strict obser
vance of the duties and rights of neutrality, [
have cheerfully assented to the measurc ma-
turcd by your wisdom to enlarge the powers of
the Executive, not only for the discharge of
international duties, but for the preveation of
acts injurious to theinterest of this country.

When
did it afford protection equally to all ? but of the
1,000,000 families, who live and toil upon the
fertile goil of Leinster, Munster, and Connaught
how many are there that know of the existence
of the Civil Courts, as aught else but the source
of  processes” ¢ distresses’’ and * ejoctment ?"
Ts there aught here that is mutual ? aught that
is captivating ? aught that tends to beget love
or reverence 7 In England the law is respected
because it protects the weak against the strong
—the poor against the rich. It punishes alike
the lordling and the swain. But in Ireland the
law is for the strong—it protects only the rich:
—it is evoked omly to oppress the poor. In
many parts of Ireland a “driver”—to seize
upon the tenant’s cattle—and a ¢ process server”
to carry out the cjectments, form regular parts
of a landlord’s establishment. With John the
Coachman and Buttons the footboy, they fill
up the requirements of a modern household.—
Nor is this all, John the Coachman receives
his pay from the Master whom he serves, whilst
Seram the ‘“driver” is paid by the tenants.
Were it written of a Catholic country that on
most estates o ¢ Driver” was used to drive off
the tenant's cattle for debt, whilst on many he
was paid, whether required or not, by an annual
tax upon the tenants (the tenants, be it remem-
bered, whose cattle he is supposed to drive off)
the announcement would be met by a storm of
English indignation and indignant protest,
But in Catholic Ircland governed by Protest
ant and English laws, this outrage upon all law
.und justice is accepted and approved ! Isthere
-aught here that to an Irish Catholic is loveable ?
aught that is comely ?  Aught that should beget
loyalty in a manly breast? On many estates
every tenant is served annually as a matter of
form, with a notice to quit, lest his master in a
fit of sudden apleen, should lose an opportunity
of swift revenge, and should have to nurse his
wrath until the coming rent day; whilst on
more, the abatements from rent, which every
landlord must occasionally make, instead of
being absolutely remitted are kept in force—s
formidable rod in.pickle—to be used when any
motive pecuniary political or vindictive may in:
duce the landlord to produce it. In thirteen
out of the 23 counties constituting the south of
Ircland, the ejectments during the seven years
onding in 1833, amounted to 10,336 (equal to

every fifth man in Montreal) whilst the mere
names of the causes of ejectment form a folio of
213 olosely printed pages!

To expect Irishmen tolove and reverence
such laws as these, is to expect a miracle—nay
is to insult them as fallen and debased below
the lowest deptha of the most degraded human-
ity. It would not surely be loyalty such love
and reverence but the rankest rebellion against
all order and justice.

Some excuse might be offered for her law-
givers, if Ireland’s laws had had a holy object.
One may excuse an Idiot, if it can be discov-
ered that the spring of his malpractices be hu-
manity. But was any holy feeling the spring
—the object of Irish laws? Alas! no. Dur-
ing many generations—long enough to form a
nation’s character—the principal object of the
civil law of Ireland was—not to render justice
between man and man,—but to seduce or force
the great majority of its inhabitants to change
their religion—to renounce the faith of their
forefathers.  For this pupose Catholics were
excluded from the liberal professions, from the
universities, from public ofices—forbidden to
educate their children and then scoffed at as
ignorant and degraded. Forbidden to purchase
land and taunted with poverty. Debarred
from the trades by being excluded from the
corporations whichhad a commercial monopoly,
and then insulted as idle and shiftless. In
short forbidden to be any thing but the Serfs
of a Protestantaristocracy. Was it bumanity
think you, or was it bigotry that dictated the
Gavel Act for Ireiand, that most insidious of
human enactments whereby the estates of a
Papist were divided equally amongst his near-
est of Lin, unless one of them should turn
Protestant, in which case the convert was enti-
tled to the whole. The meekest and humblest
—nay the most degraded people (even the
crushed worm turns upon its crusher) would
have resented a law, which seemed to exist
merely for the purposes of oppression and
proselytism—for securing the Protestant land-
lord his rcot—the Protestant clergyman his
1ithe,

Nor is the eriminal law uny better. If such
a thing is possible it is an object of still bitter-
er detestation and comtempt. In the first
place, it is the supportof the civil law. When
the one orders a distress or an ejectment, the
other compels obedience. When the one sends
on the “driver” or the process server, the
other investy their persons with an odour of
legal sanctity.” When the one tells the driver
to drive off tho tenants cattle, the other Jiro-
claims woe to him who lifts a finger in the de-
fence. In the second piace this same criminal
law has for generations been the punisher of
acts, which every sane mind must deem inno-
cent nay, even meritorious.  Within living
memory, it punished the Catholic Priest for
performing the offices of religion held cssential
by the religious belief of the majority of the
nation. The Catholic teacher who taught the
simplest rudiments was punished by this same
law ue a felon and a traitor; for this enlight-
ened law had descovercd felony and treason
lurking amongst the letters of the ulphabet
and the Arabic numerals. The Catholic pa-
rent, who through Jove for learning had dared
to send his child beyond the seas, to receive
that education, which the laws denied him at
home, was again held by this same law as a
felon and a traitor. What wonder, if Irish
Catholies be disloyal to such luws? What
wonder, if they be discontented amid the
recollection of such injustices and oppressions ?

The Quebee Chroniele says: The work of remov-
ing cannon from our fortiticutions proceeds briskly.
Numbers of Artillerymen can be scen daily engaged
escorting these ponderous playtoys down Mountain
Hill, to the Queen's Wharf, Champlain street.  Be-
forc being removed to a barge or lighter the trun-
nions are knockedoff with a heavy hammer. This
little operation once donc the cannon is removed to
the spot from whenece it came, the founder's cupola
—in which it is melted down and converted into
stoves and other domestic articles.

Recent accounts from the Cape Breton coal mines
show that mining matters are prosperous. At the
Little (tlace Bay Mincs about 5,000 tons of shipping
was in port u few days ago, and up to that date up-
wards of 15,000 tons of coal had been shipped. At
the “International Mincs,” the agent was busily
employed sending couls to New York. Upwards of
2,000 tous had been shipped by scows on board of
vessels previously sailed; 500 or 600 tous of ship-
ping were then receiving cnrgo.  Great activity pre-
vails it the new works, where & new shaft has been
sunk. At the Caledonin Coal Mines upwards of
10,000 tons had already been shipped over the rail-
rond to Big Glace Bay. Two large schooners were
then taking coals aboard for the New York market,
—Quebee Mercury.

The hay crop in the vicinity of Quebee has given
the farmers courage, It js at present-cheap, but
good prices arc expected in winter, owing to the
failure of the crop on the south side of the river.
Oata and cabbages, os in some localitiey in the west,
are suffering severcly from the ravages of some kind

of grub or worm, morc cspecially the latter. 1In a

ficld on the Charlesbourg road, containing about
4,000 head, not a8 many as 400 have escaped injury,
while in several instances whole crops have becn
destroyed,  The fruit crop seems to be very poor, the
dryness of the early part of theseason having injured
it both as regards quantity and quality.

Sr. Hracivrae, 11th August—Yesterdey, at 7p.m.,
Mgr. Charles Larocque, Bishop of St. Hyacinthe, ar-
rived from Rome. His Lordship was received at the
station by his clergy, literary institutions, military
and an immease guthering of people.

The Ottaws Free Press is informed that one of the
fishery overseers at Quebec reports that large quan-
tities of fresh water pearls are being discovered in
the streams and outlets of the lakes on the new
rond to Lake St. John, and that one of the Lorette
Indians lately refused £100, offered him by an Eng-
lish gentlemun, for thirty-threc of thesc pearls,
which he had procured. The small streams in the
Saguenay district, all of them more or less abound in
the pearl-producing fresh water mussel {Unico Mar-
garita)) and there is no reason why they should not be
made an article of trnde. In England, now, the
mge among the “ fushionubles” is for native British
pearls, in preference to the Oriental, and it will he
a curious coincidence if the finding of these articles
of wertn in t'ie Dominionshouldset the fushion among
our belles for wearing none but Canadian pearls.  The
fact of sinding them will, at all events, be a matter
of intervst to naturalists,

The water in the Ottawa River below the Falls
has fallen over seventeen fect since the high water
in May last.  The raw mills at Hull have to be shut
down in the day time on iccount of the scant supply
of water, and a8 there is not sufficient to run the
slides and the mills at the sune time, the latter cun
only work at night, so as to give the timber a chance
in the day time.

The South Simcoe Vews is informed that the crops
in that section will be an average crop. Fall wheat
has beeu harvested, and in many instances, turns out
to bea very fair crop . Barley also will yield wetl.
Qats and spring wheat give every indication of being
light in the stmw, but it is thought that the yicld
will not be much below the average. With the
prospect of high prices, the farmer may caleulaze on
realtzing more this year than Lt

The yield of the orchards in some
sections will be very scant, in others the promise is
“better ; but making full allowance for all the driw-
backs the farmers have to contend against this
season, the sum total will be afuir year's crop, whilst
there is n prospect of good prices for every article he
can place on the market. Straw will not be so
plentiful this winter, but to compensate in some
measure for that deficiency, as well as the searcity of
turnips, there will be a splendid second crop of
clover.

THE FRANCO-PRUSSIAN WAR.

-Parts, Aug. 9.—La Liberte says that the
Emperor is in the neighborhood of Meta.

The corps of Gen. Frossard has united with
that of Bazaine, who has now 150,000 men.

La Liberte published the following account of
the scene to-day about the hall of the Corps
Legislatif':

At one o'clock groups formed before the hall
which grew greater every moment and goon
there were more than 10,000 persons assembled.
The people were calm and unarmed. There
were, however, shouts from time to-time of “ A
bas Ja Prusse” and ¢ Vive la France.”

THE * JOURNAL OFFICIEL" ON FRANCE'S
POSITION.

The Qjficial Journal, after describing the re-
sources and patriotic spirit of the notion which
always has been an obstacle to Prussian ambi-
tion, asks what other power would like to sec
Prussia making the North and Baltic seas Prus-
sian, the lakes invading the smaller states and
acquiring a dangerous preponderency. Favor-
able signs are already appareat. England is
gatisfied with the categoric assurances of France
and hastens to render secure the northern fron-
tiers of France by causing Belgian reutrality to
be respected. In Sweden, Norway and Den-
mark, the popular feeling is with France, and
the Emperor of Russia gives proofs of the best
understanding with France, Austria and Italy
are arming and will cause embarrassment to
Prusds, IPrench diplomacy is not more idle
than French arms will be, and France will prove
that she has not degenerated in 1870.

Figaro says that twenty-one -divisions of
French infuntry and eight of cavalry have not
yet been engaged.

'The Empress says news from headquarters is
reassuring, and the immediate danger is passed,
All the proposed dispositions have been made,

For the defence of Paris it is assured thai but
thirty thousand men zre needed. There are
ten thousand ulready in the forts and twenty
thonsand are arriving from Cherbourg,

. The National. Guard can furnish coe hundred
thousand men.

The Garde Mobile i+ t7 be immediately in-
corporated with the line.

Other despatches respecting the battle of
Weissenbourg says the two Regiments that suf-
fered the most scverely in attacking with the
bayonet arc the “ King's Own Grenadiers ™ and
* Fifth Fustliers.”

The regiments of the 11th Army Corps, re-
cruitted in the Electorate of Brandenhurg, in
Naseau and Frankfort, co-operated with the ;
regiments above namad, and thus for the first
time .fought as Prussians soldiers. ‘

The remainder of the troops cngamed were
Bavarians, of the 2nd Buvariun Army Corps,
from Frunconia and from Pulatinate itself,

The High Court of Justice of Blois has pro-
vounced judgment against conspirators against
the Hmperor. Ten of them were sentenced to
from fiye to twenty years imprisonment, and
one who turned State cvidence was discharged.

It is stated that McMahon wanted, some
days before the battle, to fire the forest in his
front, through which the Germans came down
so-unexpectedly upon the French, but the Em-
peror declined to authorize the step.

HamBura, Aug, 9—.The river Elbe is clos-

McMahon has
rallied the bulk of his army, and is falling back
upon Nancy in good order.

The wounded, both Germans and French are
still arriving in Menheim in hundreds from the
front.

The sccond line is moving forward and reserves
are taking its place. Movements are impeded by
the weather, it has been raining in forrents since
yesterday.

" A London special to the Tribune says, no news of
an engagement up to this hour, 1 pm, butitis
believed in Paris that a battle is in progress.

The Tribune specinl correspondent writes from
Cologne on Sunday that no telegrmmns are allowed
to go through and that there are nomilway trains
running south or east ifrom Cologne, except one to
Berlin daily and two trains for troops. This ex-
vlains the difficulty of cbfaining rews irom the
front,

The Tyibunss Paris dispatch on Tuesday night,
the 9th, says: No description can do justice to the
confusion and scandalous tumult in the Corps Leg-
islatif, It was known in advance by mary mem-
bers that orders had came from Metz fo turn out
Ollivier, the Emperor secking to propitiate Yaris by
sancrificing the most unpopular and least responsible
of his advisers. . CRivier himself had not the
least suspicion of his fate.  He came amiling into
the Chamber cnly to leave it pale, terrifted and
ruined.

Lz Franes asserts that the Prince Imperial whose
return t0 Paris was rurnoured yesterday, is still with
his papz at the theatre of war. It adds a curious
proviso to this contradiction that the Prince will not
come bark unless the Chambers exprossly desire it.

Loxpoy, August il.—Advices from the Prussian
frontier up w 10 o'clock on Wednesday night, state
that the French eve falling back to the line ot Mo-
selle, and are harrassed by the Prussian cavaley,
which had a'ready passed Sarr, and Fargument, and
Les Etangs.  Stores of all kinds, and radlway trains,
had fallen into the hands of the Prussians, They
liad also iaken the smali fortress of Huteelstein, in
Vosges, which the French had evacuated, leaving
the guns and provisions.
