Lot her voice, therefore, become loud and
powerful in crying out against a vice thav
polutes hereelf and ruine those whom rhe lores,

Anothsr pobtent agency in the spread of
drunkenness is the presence of salosns in every
community, These peat houses are the nurse-
ries of vice, for in them inoocence is turainhed
and virtue is destroyed. There the assis of
vice are sowa in the hearts of the young, which
in after yenra mature and produce their evil
fruite, Tnere the idle and vicious meet to act
out their wicked propensities; 8o the scandal of
decent and  law-abiding  citizens. They
are & constant dapger to every com-
munity, and a menace to liberty icself 5 for
it is within their unholy precincts that
achemes are laid nad lans concocted for defeat-
ing the ends of justicy and measures of reform
conducive to the welfare of the people. It has
coms ta paa that the saloon iufluence is poven-
tial in moulding cur inws and rusirainiue our
public men from an hooest and couscientious
performance of duty. In the near future, rays
Bishop Iraiand, it will become a question for the
people to decide whether the saloon interest
shall prevail or libarty shall survive ia our coun-
try. Nor is this statement without foundation,
a3 may be learned from the marvelious in-
creasp of this iufluence. Toe growth of the
paloons means the decay of manhood, the de-
cling of virtue and morality, and, consequently,
n distasbe for the civic virtues that make people
jealous of their rights and ready to dsfond
them. The State ia thus weakened in propor-
tion of the spraad of vice oceasioned by the ex-
istence of seivons, No cummonwealith can
ufford to have its resources draived and the
foundations «of its wanhood sapped by
such destructive agencies, No peopls can
tolerate thewy witheuv seriously endau-
geriog their owo moral well-buing, The
salooan should hava no place in enligis:
ened Christian society. They are girectly and
necasaarily antagonistic to the objects of ruch
socievy—3she promotion of peace and bappiness
1n families ; the spread of virtue and the cultiva-
tion of friendly intercourse; all of which the
saloons counteract by reason of their haneful
influesce. Un the principle of relf-preservation
ani the general welfare of soctety—intsrvests
which are paramound to every other ¢onaidera-

tion—t ba galoon influence should bs curtailed if
not entively destroyed. The people have ib in !
their power to effect this necessary reform by

demanding at the hands of their represents-
tives the enactment and enforcement of
strict laws and regulations restricting the truffic
iu intoxicating drink, and strippiog it of a:me
at least of its abjectionable features, whara they
cannot gntirely accomplish the suppres:ion of
the avil itself, In every intelligent commnnusy
there iz & power which can be exertei tm com -l
the saloon keep:rs tu abey the law prohibiting
the sale of intoxicating criuk on Sunday A
movement should bs set on foot ab ouce 1 hring
about this resulh. It won'd be one step in the
right direction. At present the Lord's day 18
dishonered and the sauctity of His law prolaued
in nearly all the citiee of our couniry, ™ our
discredit  be it said. The cousinuszes of
this Geplorable evil is_eoough #n bring the
curse of Ged upon ua.  Whilsp th rainisters of
religion are endeavoring to di- .baree their
sacred duties, the salovns sre opeca and doing
their unholy work of debasing and destroying
souls. Thus tha influence of relivion is lost to
a large portion of the peopls ; rnd the efforts of
the clergy sro ouly partially successful by
reason of this nefarious traffic. T satialy
their greed for money, wen are so debased that
phey will have it even st the c¢nat of imvrortal
souls. Iuis high time that men of such low
and gordid instiocrs should be deslv with in the
moget summary ond effective manner. They are
the enemies of society, eod in relf-defence
shauld be made to feel the severesb punishment
which the law inflicts for their crime-in every
wall-governod community. This and much
more iz cerbainly atbainable in the matter of
reform.

Haviog thus brlefly stated the evils arising
from drunkennes?, and the cnuses which pro-
duce them, it only remains to mention the
remedy. For the cure of druuksnness the wrizer
with candudly avow that he is aware of only one
epecific, namely, total abstention from the use
of intoxicnting drink. Thisisa preventive, as
well aa a remedy, for the cure of this dreadful
evil, All who are wise will uso it 88 n preven-
tive instead ‘of & remedy. Many olject to pledg-
ing themselves to abatain from drink for life on
the ground that by so doing they forfeit their
liberty. his is a false notion suggested by pride,
The advantages derived from the eacrifice, if
such it be, more than compensate for hunving
made it. It enables one to avoid the danger,
for dacger there is for every peraor: who uses
intoxicabing drink. 1nstead of forfeiting one's
liberty by takiog such a pl-dge. be who em-
braces it exercises his liberty in vhe best possi-
ble way by cutting off temptativn which he
might net be sble to resiat, It bchoovas every
one to make a proper estimate of his own
strength, or rather weakness, and rovern !gxm-
gelf accordingly. No one is in the full enjoy-
ment of liberty who is the slave of
s passion or vies that may canse his
rnin, The fact that bundreds of thou-
pands of versons die snunally - and sre
consigned to dishonored graves on account of in-
temperanoe, shonld prove a solemn warning and
cause others to reflact before entering on the
road that leads #o this melancholy end, .

Tt has beent remarked that total sbstinence i
not a virtue, Well, it depends upon tha motive
that inspires one to assume it as & rule ot con-
duch, If it be adopted from a motive of seli-
denial and with a view of helping to save others
a8 well as sanctify ourselves, the act becomes
supernaturalized and meritorions, Suchis the
end proposed by the “League of Prayer,”
whioch has been established in aeveral
of the churches throughout this coun-
try and Europe, This league has a twofold
object in visw—the suppreasion of drunkenneas
by means of prayer and the takmesof the pledge;
Thoogh tha total abstinence .pledge is not im-
poaed vpon all who join the league, yet nll‘ara'
obliged to pledge themselves to. practice .tem-

erance. Asthe prayers of the.Jsague are con.
ncted uander the aurpices cf the Church, lt_‘mll
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suppression of drunkepnsss . ghall no
assume the form of fapaticism., Those
who sre total abutainera themeelves are nct in-
tole;nat of others who are unwilling to wib-
feribe to 80 apparently arigid rale.  Besiues,
the motive putforward for taking the pledgeis =0
poweriul an 1ncentive that it 19 sure to influerce
many to subseribe to it. The pledge is assuned
“in mnemcry of the thirst and sgony of our Lord
on the cross.” Surely, no more lofty ruotive
could be offared to inspire the act of a Christian,
¥inee it has o Birengihening and’ sustainiog in-
fluence and lends racredaoess to it. To take the
pledge with such a motive ia equivnlent to keep-
ing it, for it carries with 1t bthe necessary grace
{or the purpore,

The Lieague of Prayer, then, iy & powerful
and efficacious menns of counteracting the
apread of drunkenness, and all should envoll
themsalves aslmembers thereof, datermined tojdo
all in their power to destroy thiz many-headed
monster which is spreading rain around us ard
inflicting untold evils upon mankind The
writer bad tha pleasare of recently witnessing a
beautiful sight, that of the boye of sn entire
congregation receivicg the pirdge at the
hands of their zealous pastor, to the great edis-
cation of prrents and relatives, This scene can
be raprodused eicewhere if the same intervan is
manifested in the young., The spirit of God
animates this movement, and is ready to crown
it with success, Let us do our pars, and vig-
tory will assuredly result from ouz ¢ Torts in this
most virtnoua cause—the cause of God and

THE BROTHERS OF THE CHRISTIAN
SCHOOLS.

A Catholic teacher is, In the syes of Radi-
oal journalists and public speakers, unavoid-
ably an ignoramue, A calculation which hag
recently been made ehows that the pupils of
Catholic mchools have, ont of 2,042 prizes
granted by the city of Paris since 1848,
galned 1,547, This leaves a minority of four
hundred and nlnety-five prizes won by the
paplls of the learned lay teschers, At the
oniversal exhibitioa of 1868, a teach-
ing congregatlon took the gold medal for the
best system of teashing drawlang, nnd ln the
words of the Prezident of the jury of
awards, °*‘paved the honour of France,”
mensoed by the system of other concurrents.
The congregation roferred to was that found-
ed by the Blessed De Ia Salle, the Brothers
of the Obristian Schools and which now num-
bera over 14,000 members, of whom 10,000
arein France, Outelde of France tbe Bro-
thers have 245 housee. 2 in Tonis; 4 in
Egypt; 13 In Turkey; 3 in Madagancar; 2 in
China; 7 In Iugs; 27 In QCanada, eto,,
manned by aboat €,000 Brothers. The nam-
ber of secholara under thelr care reaches
300,000 ; of these about 220,000 are in their
Frenoh sohools.

THE IRISH DOMINIOANS,

{n 1224, and have held uninterrupted posses-
slon tor more than 600 years, Iu the begin-
ning the Cfsteroians shared with them their
goods, and gave a site for & chnroh or monae-
tery on the ground now occupled by the Four
Courte, running un Church stréet, and extend.
ing to Ormond "nuay. Thess buildings ‘wore
dettroyed a ceniury Iater ina confisgration

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the invarlon of Ireland by The Bruce in 1518,
the Chursh and Priory of the Dominicans
wera levelled in order that they might not
:n‘ﬂ’nr:l proteetion ¢t tho invaderns, but when
Tae Beues retired they were rgain bnilt by
the citizone. From tha, year uatil 1556 the
Drminicary lived in peace. iIn 1534 Henry

1L decl rod himaclf head of the Chureh,
nad by Act:{ Parlinment contiscated all the
serleatastical property of Ireinnd 3 thus com-
mencing that flerce progecniion that raged
with sach vinlence for 300 years. The Church
aad Prmr’y ol the Daminicans ware converted
in the King's Inoe, azd the Koar Coarta
arose on the apots hallowed by the lubers of
car Fathers in the Falth, Driven from their
komes, but not frem the city, they settled
down io Cook strest, and ramalned there an-
prosecutfon aross, and at lenpth
they were obliged to abandon 2t. In- the last
ceatury thev agals got a footlogin Bridge
etrsef, and finally removed to the old Church
a~d House in Denmark strect. For more than
twenty yeura the Fatbers have besn Iabor--
iog to complate the Cherch of St. Ssvieur's,
and with the ald of king hrenefactors, .they
have nucceeded. They now propose fo erect
a prlory worthy of theic avélent traditions,
Tae corner stcne of the new building was
blazeed o fes years agn hy the Most Rev. Dr,
Dannally, Bebop of Canen. The work is
procressing favorably, and, although a large
debt hag acoumulated, the Fathors hope to
ghortly complete their project with tho asslat-
anea of sheir frienda.

A few yeara ngo we were led,
cspeclally by Epieeopalians, to expect great
things from the Old Catholic uprielng in Ger-
many ; snd for a time the movement seemed
to justily the hopes entertained concerning
it. But it naver made any serious Empression
on the Roman Catholic Church, At moat it
was the protest of a respectablo number of
respeotable churohmen—eccloaiastloal Mug.
wumps, 80 to spoak-——against the decrec of
Papal intalliblity, Bat many of thoso so
proteating have died ; othors bave baen qalat-
ly reconciled to the Charah ; and te-day Old
Cathollctsm baa entirely ceased to azcito any
intorest in Europe.

TUE SEJOND FAILURE,

. ‘' Then thore was the Galllcan movement
in France, headed by Pero Hyaclathe. Thn
unclent French Church was to bo restored ;
Ultramontanism was to bo driven sut of tho
country, oild abusas were to be reformed,
whilo ut tho same time care waw to be taken
rot to separats from tho communion of
the Catholic Charcls. The Frenah psople had
freqquently shown signs of a desire to rovolt
from the authority”nf the Pope; and it was
natural for Pere Hageclnthe to auppose that
they would cathusiestically respend to the
inspirlog Jery, ‘A Fronch Ohurch for the
French people.’ But ns a matter of facl they
didn’t, The Gallican Church to-day might
bo almoat eald to consist of Pere Hyacinthe,
his wife and poeeibly his children. Tho
Eplscopaliane of this country hove taken a
great deal of Interest in this well meoant ef-
fort to organlzs a Gruillean Church, Butoven
they, Bishop Coxe, of Buffale, aiways €x-
cepted, are ready to acknowledge that the
movement haa not enlisted tho popular sym-
pothien of the Iremch poople. The only
mensurably successful movement of this klnd
in France to-day is the MoAll mission, which
doea not alm to reform the Chursh of France
from within, but to convert tho people from
Catholiciem to Protestantlsm, MKven the
McAll misslon, howevar, han not been able to
woaken the Catholic Church to any extent.

TIE THIRD FAILURE,

“In Moxico, Prote:tai.s minsions ought to
bo succeseflul ; for c¢von woud Cathelics are
ready to admit that the Catliolic Church in
Mexico i not what it oughé to be [elc.)
But, as a rule, the misslonuries have male
little impreseion on the people, Indeed,

who are hoatile to the Catholic Church, leok
with suspiclon on those foregln attompts ot
religious propagandiem. Here again the
Presbyterians and Methodlnta, who frankly
try to convert Catholica to Protortantlem,
ars much more successful than the Epsico-
paliang, who havebeen trying to organize a re-
formed Catholic Church. [Their ro-culled
‘Church of Jesus' exists to-day largely on
paper, and is the spirlt of bitter controversy
in the home church. Biskop Riley hoads one
faction In It, and the antl.Rileyitea head
another ;. ond each faction is spending most
of Its energles converting the other. In the
maanwhile the Catholic Church In Mexlco Is
virtually as atrong as ever.,

THE FOURTH FAILURL,

‘“ In this country, the so-called Indopen-
dent Oatholic movement has made little im-
preasion on the Uatholic Churck, although it
hos received the sympathy and aid of many
influential Protestants. *Bishep’ McNamara,
‘Fathor’ O’Connor and several ‘escaped nuns’
have lahored earnestly for somo years to draw
a large follewing oct of thes Cetholic Church,
but they hnvo barely succeeded in. keeplng
their own heads akove water,

“Sald o fair-minded Proteatant clergyman
to me the other day ; ‘A Cathelio Prlest who
wishos to head o reform movement In the
Catholic Chnrch makes & groat mistake in
beginning such s movement by getting mar-
rloed, Mind yeu, I don't believe in the celi-
baoy of the olergy. Tomy mind it is ene of the
groateat errors of Romanism. But a reform-
fng Priest who gete marzled will find It Im-
ceaible to convince: the average Roman

starting his reform movement, and #o he
given his enemles a chance to deatroy bls in-
fluence as a reformer at the very beginning of
hla caresr. Xes, I know Luther got married,
but few of tho would bo reformers are the

: equals of Lnther In ablilty, and besider, even

in the case of Luther, his marrlage impaired
his Influence,

Another trouble with thess ‘come-outers”
is that they are elther unable or unwilling to
give the Romao Catholic Ohurch credit for
what Is geod In It. And so thhy alienata the
aympathy of large numbers of well read Pro-
testants, My goed brether, Dr, Justin D.
Falton, whose zeal and sinoerity I respecs,
goes. on the track and you will notice that
the thinking men In the Protestant denom-
{nntions stand aloof from him. Doubtless

they are just as much opposed to Koman

Catholiolam as he ls, but they don't approve

of his atyle of warfare. The great battle be-

tween sacerdotallsm and anti.zacerdotalism

will be fought with other weapons than those
used by Dr, Fulton and Blahop MoNamsra.

The French language wa:z introduced
into Eugland by the Norman conquerors in
sho eleventh centary, From the two lan-
aunges which were found in the presence of
vno  another, the Angle-Saxon and the
French, it has nsually been said that a fixed
tangusge was formed—the Eaglish. This
azoertion Is very fnexact, from a morpho-
logical polot of view. French, after the
congquest, bocame the language of the court
snd of justice, while it entored iInto the
popular lsoguage only as to ite vocabulary ;
but there it wmade = deep impression, Of
the 43,000 words in the Kuglish language us
they occur in the dictionary, more thon
29,000 ars of Roman origin, while only
13,000 or 14,000 are of Germanic origln or
Auglo-Saxon,

MECHANICAL EDUCATION.

The action of certain trade unions in
limiting the number of appreatices and thus
increneing tho number of the unskilled in the
hardiorafts, while it may be defenaible froma
mechanic’s point of view, Is not a proceeding
which tho body of the peopls regard with
favor. Semsibls men who meditate on the
choice of a cureer for theifr eons are convinced
that a good mechanic la beiter than a bad
lawyer,sp indifferent clorgyman, & poor physi-
olan ur an impecunious clerk, But when they
try to put Jack to a mechanical trado, they
find the workashop doors barced againat him in
many instances, But the crop of young mau
with nble and willing bauds incresse:, whils
tho work to be dome in the world slso in-
crenzos, and a way has to bs found for lenra-
ing tho meckanlcal arts,

Au effort is now keing made ab many places
ail over the continent to meet tho popular de-
mand for Industrial education. Some col-
leges kave departinents in which handicrafta
are taught, Soboole of art acd deelgn are to
be tourd almost in every city and regular
inatruction is given in some places to those
desiring to learn trades, Oae of the greatest
of these Inatitutions Is the **Willinmeon Free
School of Mechanical Trades,” founded by
the man whose name it bears with a gift of
twelve million doflars. Thin magnificent
donation marka the progress now made from
the old days of apprenticeship to thcas of
free manuel training. The change hes not
been eflected without dicorders, cpposivions
and difficulties, and at times it seemed as if
the mechanical arts might die of too muoch
division of labor and toe little education snd
practice by Individuals of the whole nrt per-
taining to a special mechanleal calling.

The Philadelphia school will doubtluas belp
in eolving the problem towhich wo sliuded in
the beginning of these rem=rke. It is, lndeed,
confidently expected that such » munuel
training school a8 that which can, and doubt-
less will, be bullt up In the © Williamson Free
School of Msechanical Trades” will eoon de-
termine whether the trades can be foalored
and the means of liveiihoed placed in the
hands of induatrious boyz by means of well-
endowed manuel training schools,

It we had more of this sort of tralningin
Cnnada and less Greek and Latin it would be
far better for the rlslog generation and for
the country at large.

SIR CHARLES WARREN.

A succesaor having been sppointed o Sir
Charlea Warren as chief of the London
police, and Her Majesty having approved the
ghange, it la to bo hoped we have done with
hearing of & man who has not brought much
cradlt on the British name at home or abroad,
He comes from the well known family of the
Warrone, of Warrenscourt, County Oork,
Ireland, and rose to diatinction on account of
peraonal bravery in the wara oi India and
Africa. Some years ago was appointed to
put down the Basute risivg st the
Oape, ond came in for severe oastl-
gatlon by the [Foglish prees for the
horrors he Inflioked on Sekukuni and

ther chiefs who had taken refuge with their
women and children in caves, The descrip-
tions published at the time of ths way he
smoked them out roused great popnlar in-
dignation. When Sir E. Henderaon resigned
the post of ohicf of the London police, after
the Soolalist riots, he was appofnted to the
place mainly on account of his well knowa
rathloseness in command, He was what ip
known a8 ‘““a hard man,” and soon frans.
formed the polics into o semi-military orgsn-
isation, and seemed to have & speoial dislike
to the populace. On the 12th of November
of laat yesr, when 80,000 men of the Radical
olubs and Irich organizatlons in Londen n$-
tempted to hold a mesting In Trafalgar
squore, to protest againet William ('Brien’

imprisonment, Sir Charles Warren gave
ordera te hils men to provent the
procesulonists meeting In  he square,

altheugh meetings had been held in it
for nearly thirty years previonsly, and
the result was in eviry way oalamitons, for
ovor 5,000 mon were besten or wounded on
the ocoasion, and six mon afterwards died of
their wonnds, Sir Charlea Warren on this
oconslon employed nearly 10,000 foot and
mounted police besides the Life Guards and
the Grenadier Guarde, and later om he called
into requidition nearly 20,000 epecial Oon-
stubles, His lamentable {ncompetency over

the - terrible Whitechapel murders lod

to his " removal .an event which
was haeiled with ~dellght by the
radical olubs of London, His sncoessor,
Mr, Moore, has an Irieh name, and iz ex-
pected to make a more efficlent chief, becaunse
of his experience and acquaintance with life
in Londcn.

HOW SALISBURY WAS TRAPEED BY
BISMARCK.

L ord Saifsbury's fesbl ecess in the Foreign
Office fsnot less marked shan his nephew’s
miverable failure in Ireland. The secret of
how England has been made to play the
Jjackall fo the German lion on the east conet
of Africa has bean let out by the London cor-
respondent of the Cork Examiner. It was
announced some days ago that the British
fleet wounld co-operate with that of Germany
in the suppression of the slave trade, which s
described as about ome of the most risky
adventures that England has gone into for a
long time, and the result of it s that if Prince
Bismarck hes his way England will gsin only
the bsrrca glory of having helped on the
oause of (Germun) civilization. The arrange-
ment came about in this wise, As soon as
the news of the German disasterd at Zanzibar
reached Berlin overtures were at once made
to Lord Salisbury to oo-operate with Germauvy
in restoring order, Lord Sslisbury, however

who fa fond of laying traps for others, did
oot wish to walk Into one himself, and thore-
fore begged to be excused.
~ Oa this the Germans set to work after the
manner of a character in one of Mark Twain’s
books, who ** persuaded” a man by the ex,
hibition cf a shot gun to comply with his de-
mands. While the Germans in London went
about sayicg that the time was not far off
when Eagland would bave to evacuate Egypt,
Count Hatzfeldt was instructed to polnt out
to Lord Salisburythat the Arabrisingin Afrlca
wai greatly duo to the way In which the affairs
of tho Soudan had besn mismanaged by Eag-
land. Itwasthersfcroincumbent on her, hav.
iog tbat resporeibility, to help Germany to

restore order among the revolted tribes in the

territory annexcd by Germany. It was hinted
at the samc time that the refusal of Englund
to do so weuld entail on Germany the beces-
aity of brirging tac nistter before the Powers,
with a view t> fresh arrangements with rs-
gard to Egypt belog made. Thoroughly
alstmed, Lord Salisbury st once saw the
validity of Count Haszi«idt’s reasoning, oard
the Anpnglo-German rprsement was entcred
into, With his charasteristic cunmnicg ba
propoeed that France should be invited to
join in the arcang:meat, and forego her ob-
jectlona to the searching of veasela nader her
flsg. The Ficnch have done so, but condi-
tionally only. The game now Is understood
in diplomatic cirzles in London to be this,
Loird Salisbury would prefer to see & quar-
rel got up betsween Germany and France;
bat Prince Bismarck, on the other hand, will
endeavour to embroll Eagland and France,
which he all but eucceeded in dolng in 1882,
Whether the motives which have led nearly
everyone in Bogland to oppose any kind of
cc-operation with Germany In this work of
pssudo-humanitarianiem will bear examina.
tion ia doubtiz), but the lnstinct which caused
peopls to zee tha folly of it wae right, Be
tha consequonces mow, however, what they
msy, Enpgland 13 committed to follow
Garn:any's lend, thanks to the amaziog im-
becillty und crafty raahness of the nan who
has the management of British foreign affaira
in his hands.

againat tho prenounnced apposition of the large

LORD BEACONSFIELD AND THE IRISH
QUESTION.

The above ia the title of an article in the
Degember North American Review, from the
pen of Hon. Edwards Pierrepont, formerly
United States Minlster to Eogland. The
oplnion of o eminent and coldly intellectual
& statesman ag Lord Baconsfield on a question
g0 voxed as tho Irfsh problem ia of peonliar
intorest st the present time. He haa becn
dead long enough to enable the world to estl-
mate his okaraoter withont prejudice, sad we
belleve the vordict, aven of thoee who oppoeed
him mast otrenuously in pulltics when he wan
alive, is that b» was a zfatesman of the hfgh-
out rank. Hlia profound sagooity in managing
prrbaps the moat animsginutive people on
tarth through sheir imagination, and the
mpremo andaclty of hls wisdom in moulding
events to his will, are now oonceded. His
grentness s tho more atriking by the sontrost
afforded in the oharactsy of his snovessor in
the Tery leadershlp.” Tho combivatlon of
foppery, fesbleness: and feroolty which
constitutes the Sallibury wminlstry, makiog
it ridiculous abroad and dispicable at
home, sbows how muoh the Tory
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party has lost and the einpire auffercd in the
death of Lord Beaconefiald, For, cousidering
his character and methode, wa agree with My,
Plerrepont * that if Lord Beaconafield had
“I{vad in the full possession of his eminent
“faculties for dealing with difficult situa.
“tlons, the Irish problem wonld have been
¢ molved.”

But ths preaent valae of Mr, Plerrepont’s
paper lies In tho c¢videnze it affords—that
Lord Besconsfield entertainsd oploions rela.
tive to the government of Irelsnd almost ex-
actly similar to those now eloquently npheld
by his great rivai, Mr. Gladstons,

*(Oo the 22ad December, 1877, writes Mr,
Plerrepont, I bad a conversation with Lord
Boaconsfield on the Irish gneetion, He sald
the government of Eogland was likely to
cause much trouble hefore lony, and that the
agitation of the question might be felt in
America ; that Irelsnd demanded a volce in
ths manasgement of her local affalre, and a
redress of muny grievances which would have
to be oonsidered.” Replying to the question
whether he had any plan for tha better pov-
ernment of Ireland, ho said: ¢ No per:
focted plan, but » gemersl idaa that
it be had to denl with the eituation he
should propoze to place Ireland in a similar
relatien to the Imperisl Government that
New York (State) holda $5 the Federal
Government—gdifferiog in msny particalars—
but in the maln ririlar,” Ha added ; “The
fear that meny exprese, lost in that case
Ireland would become icdependent, I con-
sider groundlesr—your wer has settled that 3
even goveral prest statss combined could not
malptain s contederscy icdependent of
the Union.” Rosferring to bis famous
dictum  that—*“imaglnation was galte as
important in tha governmcut of nationsas
rezson,” Lord Baconsfield said : ‘I daro say
that many will criticiee this view ; people
generally think that the offize of the imaglna.
tlon {3 to maka rhy: -ns and write fairy tales.
Great megaphysicint - Go nok thick go. Crem-
well andertook to gciorn Ireland In the blned
and iron way, but fsilad.”

The coincidence In opinlon of the method
for solving the Irish problem between Lord
Beaconsfisld, the Tory leader In 1877, and
Mr. Gladetone, the Liberal leader in 1887,
should be of the greatest valas in the estima-
tion of all who deelro to gee thly question
golved. Conctliation {5, indeed, the only way
of solution, The attitude of the Irleh in
Awmerlca is alone » great reavon why friend-
abip botween the two nations should ba cstab-

Domluoion shonld teke stena atan early dats s
sacertain on what terma and conditions ar-
rangementz oould be effcoted with the
Uaited Statos for the purpose of secvring full
and uprestricted reolprooity of trade there-
with. Eveun if the Govorawent of Cinada
did wot tnivk it wae posaible to obtain free
trade relationa with the United States on
such terma that they conld accept, I say that
after the advances whioh had been made to
them by the Presfdent and Sscretary of Siate,
it was thelr duty as wize and intelligent
statesmen ot any rate to have agoepted
the . latter part of my proposition; at
any rate to have opened negotiations with the
United States; at noy rate to have ascer-
tained on what terms and conditions the
United States might be willing to enter iato
free commerciul relationa; it was their duty
to bave reported their actin to the House of
Commons and the people of Canada, whom
the House of Commona is supposad to repr.-
sent, and giviog them an opportuaity of

Christian and a trne frlend.  He wae popular
and widely known by all olasees for his genlal
disporition and nobleness of cbaraater, aa
well an striot sterling integrity. Bat, above
all, he was an Iriskman to the core of his
heart, though & Canadian by birth, both hia
psrenta having to leave the land of thelr
birth aod seek refuge In this country from
tyrannical Jandlords nnd tbe rathless thral-
dom laws of the British Government, Dick
Rysn, as he wae fsmillarly koown, thought
nothing to grant » saorifice in behalf of the
long downtrodden Irelend,

T could count on the fingers of onse hand the
times I bave seen a lady riea to pive aa vlder
or more burdened stranger » sentin a public
conveyance. 'The surprised grstituis whish
such ap ach receives 1sin itself evidence of its
rarity of cceurrence.

We all ought to reform ourselves in this re-
spact at once. Motuers need to tesch their
.growing danghters the greas accomplishment of
showing small courtesies btoward strangers of
their own sex in public places. 1t would refine
life and lend sweetness to the giver as well as
comfort to the rezipient.

WasHINGTON, Dec. 3. —’resident Cleveland’s
anpual w.esaage to Congress iz a voluminous
docume :', and contains about 23,000 words. He
treats of a variety of subjects, discusses the re
porss of various departments, and arks careful
conaideration of the recommendation of the
officials. The home and local features, which
were omitted in the last annual messags, are
treated very fully, but the President does not
neglect t1- grant issue which was the only one
refurred tu 4 year ago.
