The retreat for the young men of St.
Patrick’s parish opened on Sfmdn.y even-
jng under circumstances which must be
not alone cheering to the zealous pastor,
Father Quinlivan, but .also o source of
much consclation tothe elder members
of the pioneer parish. Tt is, indeed, an
odifying spectacle in these dnys, when
the prevailing sentiment savors teo
much of the merry characters pictured
by the poet, nud whose chant was “Live
and be merry,” to witness such an en-
thusinstic attendance of young men,

morming and pigh!., at the exercises.
©u Sundny evening there must have been
at least 700 young men, whose nages
varied {rom 16 to 85 years, sen'ted in the
aistes and in the galleries, That num-
Ber was increased by several hl_mdreds
en Monlny evening, and it is quite safe
to sny that this evening every available
portion of the s_ncred editice will he
eccupind. It is, !ndoed, strange to note
the momentum of enthusiasm which is
apparently crented amongst the young
wen cach evening. The desive of lis-
tening to the cold truths and the heroie
way in which they are expoutled seems
to awnkeu that fecling of earnestness
which is nlways lurking in the sceret re-
gcsses of the heart and which wells up
and submerges nll other thoughts save
$hoae which guide the footsteps towards
the Church. ]

Many are the young men whe have in-
formed Tug TRUE WiTsrss that after
each successive retreat a feeling of lone-
liness comes over them,

The exercises were to be conducted by
Fathers Schneider and Carbray, Redemp:
torists, but on Sunday and Monduy even-
ings Father Schneider was suflering from
a severe cold, contracted whiletravelling
from New York, and in conscquerce he
was scarcely able to spenk above a
whisper,  Father Carbroy was not ex-

ccted to arrive until Tuesday evening.
The seomon on Sunday evening waa de-
livered by Father Strubbe, of St. Ann's
Churcis, and well known to every young
mau in this city.  Thereverend preacher
delivered un cloquent and impressive
diseourse upon the spiritual blindness
which is the bane of this age. In
beantiful and touching langunge he ap-
peitted to the young nien to awaken to
the sense of their duty, their holy re-
ligion, aund not be allured from the path
of rightecausness,

On all sides have we heard most favor-
able and enthusinstic contments on this
sermon. It was o luent, Jogical, con-
vineing address. oneealeulated to awaken
all the religious fervor of the youug
men and to raise the enthusiasm of all
who are now secking thegraces of o holy
mission.

On the following morning he delivered
an instruction on Confession, its import-
ance and effectas.

In the evening Father MePhail, also
of St. Ann's, occupied the pulpit and
took for his subject *' Death.” TFor
nearly one hour the Reverend prencher
dwelt in forcible and eloquent terms
upon the dreadful consequences of the
deatli of a sinner. * Fire,” said he,
“can Dbe resisted, so can the fiercest
storni, and in many cnses sickness can
be overcome, but death, the call of God,
18 there”  In sonlstirring tones the sad
picture of death in o family was related,
loving ehildren gathered around the led-
gide of an aflectionnte father or a loving
mother, their prayers of supplication
addressed to the Most High, to spare
that life so dear to them for o little
longer, but death strikes the fatnl blow.
The young man, snid the Rev. Father,
never thinks of death, unless under cir-
cumstances of that nature which are
brought near to him,

On Tuesday moring Father McPhail
delivered the instruction, which was
upon Holy Communion. In the course
of the half hour, reference was made to
the manner in which people act before
and after receiving Iely Communion,
and Lthe hurried mannerin which they
depart as soon ns the Mass is coneluded.
A quarter of an hour, ut least, should be
spent in prayer and meditation before
and alter haviug appronched the Holy
Communion.

Fhe Choir, under the direction of Prof,
Fowler. every evening do good work.
Thera is certninly a vast jmprovement
in the choruses, which are strong und
cffective. The staff of soloists also nre
unsurpassed ; headed by the sweet tenor
John J. Rowan, they certainly enhance
the religious ceremonial, A very beau-

- tiful fenture of the proceedings is the
congregational singing, in whiceb nll the
Young men immediately alter recitation
of the Rosury unite in singing a beauti-
ful hymn, Father Qninlivan shows his
warin intercst in the young men. Every
evening ho is around amonggt thom in
the church looking - to their comfort.

A MOST INSTRUCTIVE SERMONXN.

REV. FATHER TFRIVIER ON TUE APPARENT
WEAKNES OF THE CHUECI.

In Notre Dame Church, on Sanday last,
Rev. Father Tripier spoke on the appar-
ent weakness of the Catholic Church in
the face of temporal powers and popular
passions. He alsoexplained the htiman
and providential causes of this weakness.

The Cathoiie Church, said the Rev.
Father, is the society of the souls that
believe and hope in God and love Ilim,
and which, under the invisible direction
of Jesns Christ and visible government
of prelates, go to their eternal destiny.
Neither time, space, nor humuan  vieis-
situdes ean be in opposition to the evolu-
tians of a sociely established b+ God;
it is for this reason that it should con-
yuer the whole world, and be obeyed, re-
spected and loved.  Nevertheless, the
Catholie Church has always been per-
geeated and never allowed entire liberty.

In reading history from the time of
Christ until our own time, the impartial
reader is justiy astonished tosce through
whaut trinls and struggles the Catholic
Church hus passed in its mission of
civilization. How can it be expluined
thatd a society founded by God for the
temporal happiness of humanity and
Lthe salvation of souls, should meet such
frequent and sneh strong opposition.

The Cathalic Church is a universal and
international society, and was entrusted
by its Faunder with the mission of teacl-
ing his docirine ad distributing his
grace, not only to certaiu individuals,
but to ull mankind. No tribes, nu Jis
tinet people, no nations, exisy inthe eyes
of Jesus Christ, there is only one human-
ity which he has come toredeem ; Christ
being the universal Redeenwr, the
Chureh which has the charge of teach-
ing his religion is ul=o universal and in-
ternational. On the contrary the State
is o particularist, it upholds jealously
the charncter, temporal interests, and
ambitions of & race. It is with suspicion
and uneasiness that a sovereign sees all
or a purt of hiy subjects under the spiri-
tual and moral direction of a foreigu
power, such as the authority of the Pope,
Vicarot Christ.

Spiritual authority comes directly from
God ; temporal power is running indi-
rectly from the same source through the
popular sutlrage. Boih should work to-
gother in their special sphere and live
in perfect harmony. When n power
does not understand or does not want to
understand the *necessity of liberty of
couscience, it is forcibly in conilict with
the Church.

The mo t noble and real sovereignty is
the one thuat excrcises itsell over the
mindy by its doctrines; over the con-
sciences by its direction; and over the
henrts by love.

The wenkness ¢f the Catholie Church
is wanted by Providence lor a double
motive, The respect that God has for
moral liberty, this most precions gilt
which makes us the imitators of God,
which is the condition of every virtue,
and has created herves and marlyrs of
all noble canses. Moralliberty newds an
oveasion  to decide in favor either of
vireneor viee: God nilows all the attacks
againgg His Church in order to give this
liberty to practice moral virtues.

Tha weakness and impuissance ol the
Church in the face of science’s contri-
dictions, vexatory measures of the tem-
poral powers and popular passions, 18
providential, for God wants to show that
the Church is Iis work, and ean resist
what is the destruction of merely human
institutions. The Cutholic Chureh, for
the lnst nincteen centuriea, has pussed
through all kinds of vieissitudes, and
hms never been stopped in its wurk of
civilization.

ARCHBISHOP BEGIN DEALS WITH THE STATE
OF HIS HEALTH.

His Emivnence Cardinul Taschereau,
on Inst Thursday, was twenly-tive yearsn
Biabop, his Episeopal consecration hav-
ing tuken place March 19, 1871, Owing
to the Cardinal's precuricus henith he
was uwnable to take part in any cere-
monies in honor of the dny.  His Grace
Archbishop Begin, the Cardinal’s coud
jutor, says, iu speaking of the event :
“IF we only listened to our great vener-
ation for His Eminence, we woull an-
nounce jubilee fetes which would eclipse
anything of the kind yet seen in Quebee.
But, as in 1892, on the occasion of the
Sucerdotal Jubilee, we must take into
account his feeble nealth and keep him
free from all emotion and fatigue. The
venerable Cardinal’s strength is failing
daily notwithstanding the fervent pray-
ers which are daiiy offered for sucha
precious existenee. The old age of the
beloved pustor is spent in prayer, as you
are aware, iar lrom the noise of the
world ; and we belicve therefore to favor
his views in asking for an episcopal
jubilee of prayee. The fulthinl will
pray for His Emincnce, who every day
spends several hours in tete-u-tete with
our Saviour in the tabernacle,  May
(iod grant this venerable veteran of the
sanctunry, who has been for us all o
loving [ather, all the spiritunl and tem-
pocal help which he nieeds. We also
thank God for having so long preserved
to our esteem aud veneration and love
him who has dane su much tor religion
in this country, and whose very presence
is stili for us a precious token of Divine
protection.”

Masses were said thronghout the Arch-
diocese of Quebee for the aged Prince of
the Church, and the Te Deum was
chanted.

TEACHING ENGLISH.
HUW LITERATURI MAY 15 MADE ATUTRACTIVE
TOTHE PUIE,

In an editoria] the Contury for Mareh
says 1 We ure told that the way to be-
i b gowd writer is Lo write ) thie
sounds plagsible, lJike many other pretty
sayings equuliv remote from fact. No
one thinks that the way to hecome s
good mediea] prucetitioneris Lo potetise;
thit i the method of quacks.  The best
way, indeed, o become o good  writer is
to be born of the richt sort of parents ;
this luudamental step having been unae-
countably neglected by inany chibiren,
the instruetor has to do what he cun
with secen ar thind-elass material, Now
a wide reader is usually a correct weiter;
and he s reached the goal in the nast
delighttul manner, without teeling the
penadty of Adam. What teacher cver
fonnd in his clusses a boy who knew hix
Bille, who enjoyed Stinkesprare, and
who loved Scote, y et who, with his outlit,
wrote illiterate  compositions ¥ This
vouth writes well prineipmlly because he
hassomeihing tosay, for reading maketh
nfull mian ; and he knows what correct
writing is in the s;une way that he knows
his [riends—by intimate nequaintance,

No amonnt of mere grammatical and
rhatorical training, nor «ven of constant
practice in the art of compaosition, cun
altain the results reached by thechild
who reads good books beeause he loves
to read them. We waould not take the
extreme position taken by sompe, thut
all practice in theme writing i time
thruwn away ; but after a costly experi-
ence of the drudgery that composition
wurk forces on teacher and pupil, we
would say cmphatically that thereisno
educational method at present that in-
vulves so enormous an outlay of time,
energy and money, with so correspond-
ingly small a result. To neglect the
tesching of literature for the teaching of
composltion, or Lo assert Lhat the second
is the more important, is like showing a-
bungry man how to work his jaws In-
stead of giving him something to eat.

| In order to support this with evidence,

let us take the experience of a specialist

wio investigated the question by read-
ing many hundred sophomore composi-

tions in twu of our leading co loees
where the nataral enpacity and previons
trvinin got the students were fuirly
equal,

In one college every freshman wrote
theme s steadily through the year, with
an accompaninient of sound instraetion
in rhetorical principtes; in the other
college every froshman studied Shake-
speare, with absolutely na teeining i
rhetoric and with no practice in compo
sition. A comparison of the thones
written in their sophomore year by theae
stindents showed that teehnieally the
two were fully ona par. That is weighty
and mest signiticant testimony,

If the toachers ot English in secondary
schooly were prople of real enlinre them:
selves, who both knew and loved litere
ture who tried to make it attractive to
their pupils, and who were give nacsotlic
cient time allotarent to read s number
of statdiard books with their elvreon the
cempesition question would laeaely tuke
vare ol itscdt. Mere truning in theme
writing con never take the place of the
aequisithon of Bdeas, and the boy whoe
thinks wnter sting thoughts will usually
write not only mere attractively, b
nore correetiy, than the one whe ha-
worked tremd midl basbion in sentenes
atd pavicray hoareliitoetnee, Theditlor
ciee B the teacher™s g piness, vitduy
awind conacgpent eitoctiveness i teo ob
vions to mentien.

AN ABLE LECTURE. -
. REV. FATHER SLEVIN, S.J., AT ST.

Owing to a sudden pressure of space
in our St. Patrick’s Day Souvenir num-
ber, we were obliged to omil, from the
report of St. Mary's concert, the follow-
ing brilliant lecture on St. Patrick :—

The learned leclurer pointed out, in
opening, that each great eountry has its
apostic. Gernmany has a S5t. Boniface,
England a St. Augustine, and Ireland a
§t. Patrick. God's wondertul providenee
in Erin's conversion was made manilest
through the ministrations of twuo slaves
who were to endow thie tuture Isle of
Saints with that light and liberty which
heaven alone can give.

Exceptivnsl are God'a ways at times.
St. I'iul was hurled from his horse on the
road to Dlammascus; St. Ignating was
knocked down under the wails of Pam-
peluna . and St. Patrick was seized and
carried into slavery.  All three of these
great saints were destined 1o perform
wonders in the Chureh.

The land that St. Prosper termed
barbareus beecause it never had formed
any portion of the Rumanu Empire, was
soon to become the means of enlizhten
ing many lands of more ancient eiviliz-
ation. The Islamd that never felt the
pressire of Roman exaetion or orgics,
whose virmin soil was never trwd by
Roman proconsul, would merit in time
that ome should say ol her,  Ireland,
ever fai hiul to her God.” Al through
the troublons tities of the niuth and
tentir centuries, when freland was over-
run by the Danes and so” nmny of ticr
sanctuiries wore given to the flames
she still clurg to the faith and to her
treasures of seience and sanctity. When
Armagh—in 1020—was Jaid waste by the

ruthless hamls of the Nomsemen, her
temples and * meonasteries  reduced  to
ashes, she  still clung  eleser than
ever to  her faith divine. With
in a  century of St Patrick’s

death. the Irish seminaries had so in-
creased that most parts of Europe sent
their children to be educated there—Ire-
land was then the nursery for foreign
bishops and teachers.

It is u mistaken idea that Irelamd’s
glory is any whit the less becanne the
first plantings of Divine Faith were
watered in the blood of the nation. It
was perhaps the only European country
in which Christinnity was tirmly estab-
lished without the faithful having to
pass through the crueible of persecuw
tion; for the ftaith gained ground so
rapidly “that with the sudden ripeness
at a northern sumtier it at ol covered
a whole land.”

The trivmph was so complete that
Ireland’s kings amd privees, in the wonds
of Tom Moure, when not themse]ves
amang the ranks of the converted, saw

their sons and danghters joining the

train without a murmuar.

Chiets at variance in all else agreoed
in mecting beneath the Christian Lan-
ner, and the prond Bund and Dreaid iaid
their superstitions at the foot ol the
CIUKS.

Let these who discsteem Treland's pro-
vidential easy acceptance of the taith
consult he annals, for the past GOU years.
Pell him to count o every suore ald i
every land the exiles from the lonely
homes who may and do sutfer themse[ves;
but will never altlict or tmpose pain or
annovance on  their Sopgarth  aroun
They may travel in quest of life's neces
<itics to the end of the world—{rom the
frost bleached skies ol Canadian saow
wastes down to the soft luxuriant climes
of perpetual spring tide—through Asia's
swamps, by Africa’s tainted coast; but
they will do aonything most hard rather
than yield an inch or iota of the faith
which Patrick taught them. The enb-
dimest martyrdom of soul is to be found
in undiminished steadinstness  umder
trials and attlictions.

Sinece the white robed army of martyrs
with the faith burning brightly in their
sonls sends its thousands to people the
Jdeserts and the rocky cliffs ot the west,
while it tilled the newly raised monas
teries with a countless throng who gave
themselves to the slower martyrdom ol
penance and love, for as Gerald Gritlin
has it,—

An Irish priest crieg out from a politi-
cal platiorm : “Irishmen, & renegade of
our boly religion had the misfortune to
vote for Fitzgerald!” *“Shame, and our
¢ “Stop.” O'Connel]
replied, “he is dead! A stroke of
apoplexy finished him! Let us all
pray for hissoul!” The whole assembly
threw themselves upon their knees to
trmplore the Divine mercy.

A furmer, who was in jail for his debts,
waus promised his relense on condition of
his voting for Fitzgerald. Yielding to
the bribe, he resolved to purchase his
freedom at the cost of conscience. He
was on the point of depositing his elec-
toril card in the urn, when the uplitted
arm of his heroic wife kept back his hanid
from doing the deed, as the angel of old
did with Abraham, just as the sacriticial
knife was about to fall on the youthful
Isanc. “ Unfortunate man,” she ex-
clainied. “remember your soul and your
Iiberty.” Such eloquent appeals ag the
foregoing cast the voting in favor of
O'Connell.

Elected for a first time at Ennis, the
military usher at the Parliament door
ordered him to retreat, unless he con-
formed on outh to the tenets of he An-
glican Communion, the 15th May, 1828,
“l swear,” he replied, “allegiance to my
King, and to all the fair and ecuutable
laws of Parlinment, but I swear neither
to heresy or blasphemy. 1 ask the
House the privilege to substantiate my
rights.”  He pleaded his case betore the

tirlinment in session, but his argumen-
tation and eloguence were unavailing,
owing 10 the conditions of the [rw being
vet written upon the statutes. Undaunt
ed, he went back to his constituents, who
retnrned Wi by accliumation to Parlia-
ment.

Lord Wellington and Robert Peel conld
not withstand any longer the loud pro-
teatations of popular feeling. They ap-
proved the Bill of Emancipation, aund
hiad it signod and sealed by George the
Fourth, the 13th April, 1820, ('Connell
was 34 years old then. Fame decked bis
brow with a wreath of fmmmortelies. The
praises of the Liberntor were echoed
trom Iland to land, and his name beeame
& household word in every country =s
the type of the Christian philanthropist.
His eminent qualifications won him the
reapect and contidenco of hiscompatriots.
His reverence for law, his hostility to
arms, his love for the poor, his word of
sympathy to the distressed, his shrewd-
ness in detecting the wiles of his politi-
cnl foes, his gencrous contributions to-
wards the building of churches, or the
supplying of vestments and other re-
ligious ware for chapels, and, Iater on,
when influential in the state, his success
in getting schools, asylums, retuges, hos-
pitals and workshops endowed with Gov-
cromeut griants, his innocence proved
triumphantly before the civic conrts of
the realm, utd, above all, his protound
religious convictions, drew (rom every
lip the londest encomiums in favor of
O'Connell, whose heart pulsated with
theirs in every noble sentiment and feel:
mg, and attricted to his elognent and
witty discourses as many as tive hundred
thousand at a time. His private and
public morality was edifying. His ob
ligations towards Mother-Chureh he tul-
tilled with neenrate care, and all Lowdon
kaew that on one oeeasion, in the winter
months, after having spent in the House
of Commions, till Iate on Saturday night,
in debuting an important yuestion, he
wag seen appronching the Holy Com-
muniont table Sunday mornng, at 6
a'clock Maes, in the Chureh of the
Italians, where he loved to pay his daily
visit to the Most Blessed Sacrament and
recite the Rosary. In all his royal
trinmphal marches throughout Ireland,
the uncrowned monarch lirst visited the
chureh or chipel, and never pmssed be-
fore one without raising his hat in defer:
ence for the Divine Prisoncr of the
Tubernacle. The next eighteen yeurs of
his political earcer, aiter the Emancipa-
tion, were devoted to the question of
Anglo-Irish Equal DRights. The ohjects
in contemplation were three in number:
The doing away with the tax for the
support of the Anglican clergy, and the
cutting down of the number ot Anglican
Bishoprics and Anglican Parishes in
Ireland, The Irish revolulionary party
offered him the benetita of their muskets
and rifles, but he rojected their proposal
with unfeigned scorn and disdain, on
the ground that liberty was too dearly
bonght when purchased by the spilling
of one drop ot innocent blowd. A ballad
printed #b the time, and  cireulated
through cvery spot in Ireland, offers us
an instance, among many others, reveal-
ing the kind of opponents that disagreed
with O"Connell in his concilintory policy.
It was as follows :—-

The peremiptory relusal ta acecde to
any seheme on dislovalty to the Britich
Government kept the Trisn peaple, gen-
erallv, fronn all rewctionary rieasires,
but it generated too in theminds of the
turbuleot o counter-spirit of avilation
hostile to peace and tranguility, and
detrimental to sabjeet and to raler.
The deplorable shooting affray of his
vounger duys insgdeed him with holy in
dignation against violenee, “he pistol
ghiot  that broueht #low the infumons
D'Esterre was the lnst ('Connell tired.
He vowed splemnly to Gidd never to ac-
cept or even provoke n ducl again, In
the mainteunnce of his honor aod re-
spectnbility he trusted no Jonger ina
keen eye or a strong arm but in the
overwhelining foree of Iogienl evidence.
Tho principle of a quict common sense
tulk that headvoeated in socinl malters
and concerns brenmo ever afterwards
the wateh tower of his political achieve-
menty and prestige. Only one flower
was wanting in the ceown to keep it Irom
fnding and dying. God dropped it in
among the others that o gratelnl country
had entwined for their licro. It was the
aearlet roae of adversity, misjudged by
his own counteymen, whose best inter-
ests he ever congulted and upheld, de-
sertedd by s portion of his fullowers, who
exchanged their constitutionnl views for
others. which his cons:ientious policy
refrnined from unflinchingly ; with the
horror -of grim famine laying waste
countless Irish ‘homestends, he resolved

His youngest son, 1 Roman Catholie
clergyman of high standingin learnin '
and picty, watched by his loving fathery
bedside, and when the end was drawing
near, ministered to him the helps and
aids of holy religion. He departed thiy
life the 10th may, 1847. In his will he
bequenthed his sonl to God, his body tq
Irelinnd, and his heart to Rome.

O'Connell’'s heart, bequeathed to the
City of the Popes, now reposes in the
Chureh of St, Agath, close to the Irish
College. Pius the Ninth was deeply
grieved at the news of O'Connell’s death
and exclnimed, a8 he laid his hand on
the head of 0’Connell’sson :—** As | can.
not hope any longer for what [ have been
looking forward to for Years, to see the
hero of Christendom and press hin te
my heart, let me at least have the con-
solation of embraciug his son in my
arms.” All nations ow«d him their tn-
bute, for his principles were not merely
local, but ecamenical, and if responded
to gencrously by responsible govern-
ments cannot  fail to produce the most
salutary results.  Ireland, above alf,
wept like a child over the grave of her
hero, for he lived and died in her service.
National differences were set aside, mo-
mentarily, to be replaced by the team
and gighings of the whole people in the
garb of monrning.

The church bellz were tolled, Masses
olfered in every cathedral, church and
chapel, every business firm wus closed,
every municipal neeting adjourned, in a
word, every mark of condolence Invished
upon the memory of the dead Tribune.
Ireland erected over his grave at Glas-
neven Cemetery, in Dublin, & colossal
monument that rears its majestic frame
to the skics, asthe nation’s expression of
the lofty mind, big heart and glorioua
achieventents of the one who lies be-
neath.

In 1883 Canon Brosman, P.P. of Cahir-
cirveen, erected a memorial church te
the noble defender of Catholic rights in
Irelund, with the cordial approbation of
Pope Leo the Thirteenth.  Posterity, the
most impartial critic and judge of pasy
events, cannot fail to enhance and em-
bellish, even in brizhter eolorings, the
nante of O'Connell, who sacrificed all for
country and for Church.

MRS, BLAINE'S VICTORY.
SHESECURED THE CUNFIRMATION OF GENERAL
COPPINGER AGAINFT GREAT OPPO3ITION.

No military appointment in army
annals has ever caused so much discus-
sion and met with su much opposition
as that of John J. Coppinger, whose pro-
piotion from colonel to the rank of brig-
adier genernl was recently contirmed by
the senate. The appointment was due
in the first place to the eflorts of Mrs.
Jumes G. Blaine, widow of the states-
man, whose dunghter General Coppinger
married some years ago.  Mrs. Blaine’s
earnestness in securing her son in-law’s
promotion has cut no small figure in
vational politics. She tirst made her re-
yuest of General Harrison when he was
president, but he refused on the ground
that it would jump Culonel Coppinger
over the heads of older men in the ser
vice who were equally deserving of the
rank. Mrs. Blaine was pigued nt the
refusal and a tew Jdays after this Mr.
Blaine’s candidacy tor the presidential
chair was announced,

With rresident Clevelnnd Mrs, Blaine
had better fuck, and the appointment
wis ninde Lust April. Tt was held ap in
the semate, however, by o deiuge of pro
tests.  Much of the opposition came
from the American Protective Associn-
tion, and besides the fact that he was «
Roman Catholie it way nred that he
had only reeently become a citizen of
the United States ‘The tricnds of Col.
Coppinzershowed that althougl anative
of Irelund he was o graduate of West
Peint and had as brilliant a war record
as could be desired. He was in 31 bat-
tles during the war and was wounded
twice. Hedid oot take oun naturatiza-
tion papers until 1800, bt only delayed
in erder that his children micht inherit
an estate in Ireland. These arsuments
broke the force of the opposition and
the nomination was contirmed by a de-
cisive vote.

General Coppinger, atter leaving West
Point, went to Rome in 18650 and was
made a chevalier tor gallant work in the
defense of La Rocen gateway by the

apal army.  He cume back to this
country as so noas the war was deelared,
and fought gallantly all through the
strugyle. Since then he has been in the
reglur army.

* element “in general,. Mr. Desjarding ‘will
oice the interests of Qnebec, .the French
inadian.and Catholic' elements, while
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that dates back to the introduction of

Manitoba into Confederation. All the
people of Canada, irrespective of creed,
nationality, or politics, will watch with

| anxiety the outcome of this conference.

It is destined either to lift the question
forever out of Dominion politics, or else
start it into & maze of "untold complica-
tions. e sincercly hope that Mr.
Greenway will see the advisubility of
merting the Federal suthorities half
way. He must . perceive, by this time,
that his party has nothing to gain by
increasing the dilliculties of the situa-
tion. Tkere is no chance, at least before
the general elections, of the Opposition
coming intu power; Greenwny might as
well accept the situation with a good
grace.

We heartily wish the Commissioners
success in their mission, and will await
with cxpectancy their return and re-

port. 7
THE REMEDIAL BILL.

At last the second reading of the
famous Remedial Bill has been voted.
By & majority of twenty-four Hon, Mr.
Laurier's “six months’ hoist” amend-
ment was rejected; by a majority of
eighteen the main motion was carried.
jo far the Government has given most
poeitive evidence that it intended to
carry out the promives made and to have
justice done to the minority. The Gov-
ernment has the neccssary strength to
bring to a final issue this vexed ques-
tion. The principle bas been establish-
ed, despite all opposition, and we see
one just course open—it is to push the
Bill through to the end—and once its
authority and power firmly established,
to invite the Greenway Government to
settlethematterin asatisfuctory manner.

Now that the vote has been taken we
purpose referring to the bigoted language
of the Duily Witness, the Winnipeg
Tribune and other anti-Catholic organs.
They are loud in their praise of the
French-Catholic Liberals (and Mr. Mec-
Shane) for baving “manfully withstood
the ecclesinatical threata of the Roman
Catholic Church.” At the same time
they areas loud in their denunciaticn of
all except the Orange faction. Once be-
fore we turned the Witness' Cathode
rays upon itself; again we must reverse
the medal. The Catholic Liberals who
voted with Hun. Mr. Laurier were simply
subgervient to party; the Orange Con-
servatives who bolted were subservient
to the Jodges. They talk of the Church
of Rome exercising autbority over the
faithful; but they do not perceive the
tyrannical influence that the Lodges ex-
ercise over the Wallaces, McCarthys,
O'Briens, McNeills, et hoc genus omne.
If it comes down to a fine test only seven
Liberals were influenced by the Chureh;
vighteen Conservatives were inlluenced
by the Lodges. Which, then, is the
more exacting—the Church of Rome or
the Orange Order?

This wus not a party question, it
should not have been one; yet to make
political capital out of it we tind a leader
pandering to the very sectarics that he
pretends to despise; we find a number
of men ready to be branded ns voting
machines, and sacrificing principle
the shrine of party. On the other hand
we behold a number of anti-Cutholie
fanatics placing themselves on record ns
the slaves of an organization that is
basod on batred for all that belungs to
Itome. How can any one of the latter
category ever again raise bis head gnd
pleadtorjustice, equal rights, fuir play, or
evenn boneat legislation?  How can any
one of the furmer category everagain
declare himaself independent, unshackled
by party bonds, sincere in his religious
eonvictiona, true to himselfl andto the
interuvsts of thoae he was aupposed to re-
present ? The praisc of the Witness, the
Tribune and similar argans will prove s
poor compensation in the end. The
gsame organs laud ex-priests and escaped
nuns simply because these creatures
afford an excuse for attacking Catholic
principles. Perhaps at some Qrange an-
niversary these Liberal Catholics may
have the splendid opportunity of toast-
ing *“the pious and immortal memory"
of the good monarch, whose organiza-
tion colonized ignorance in Ireland and
would repeat the same process as far as
the Catholice of Manitoba are concerned.
With those more particulary connected
with our people we will have occasion to
deal in another article: as far as the
others are concerned we now leave them
to Lthe applause of the Lodges and the ap-
probation of their own consciences.

This vote has not been without its
lesson to the people of Canada. It has
proven that there are men who can risk
all—political chances, power, office, pre-
ferment—in the cause of even-handed
justice. It has also becn demonstrated
that when ceurage and back-bone are
combined the greatest ordeals can be
trinmphantly endured. The majority is
greater than was at first anticipated ; it
has been a pleasant surprise for all true
lovers of justice, While Greenway and
his supporters have been =eeking to
‘coerce the Catholics of Manitoba, bhis
friends have been crying out “coercion”
ajrainst the power thiat has knocked off

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THE MARQUETTE STATUE.
Congressman Linton, one of America’s
A.P.A. leaders, a regular Dalton
McCarthy of the Republic, haa put him-
self on record. - A famous chiaracter once
remarked that he would “a thousand
times sooner be widely known as a
clown than to be an unknown and re-
spected citizen.”  Mr. Linton is after n
stateaman’s fame; heis likely to sccure
n{clown’s notoricty. He hias objected to
the siatue of Pere Marquette, the great
Jesuit missionary, The State of Wis-
ronsin presented the statue to the
Capitol at Washington ; it now stands
in the national gallery of art. The
presence of ‘& Jesuit-—even in effigy—has
stirred up the jre of the A.P.A. in gen-
eral, and of Mr. Linton in particular.
There are three reasons why this Sclon
of the Congress has resolved to play
iconoclast. These reasons are so potent
that they at once appeal to the common
sense of the world. Here they are: -

ondly, he was not a naturalized citizen
of the United States; thirdly, Mr. Linton
has found out that the missionary did
not make any discoveries on this cop-
tinent.

With the first objection we candeal in
afew words. The fact of Pere Marquette
being a Jesuit no more taxes from his
acknowledged services to eivilization
than the fact of Mr. Linton being an
A.P.Aist takes from the patent madness
that has possessed him. Marquetie
could have as casily been a Jesuit and a
dixcoverer as Linton can be an A.P.Aist
and a fool. His being a Jesnit has no
more to do with his individual merits
than has his nationality. Had he been
a musdewer, o robber, & traitor, or a vil-
lain of any kind, perhaps Mr. Linton
might be excused, in his blindness, for
blaming a religious Order for such char-
acteristics in one of its members ; why
not be equally ready to give both the
man and the Order credit for all the
noble qualities that he possessed, devel-
oped and utilized for the good of man-
kind? It isuseless attempting to reason
any further on this point. Neither Pere
Marquette, in heaven, nor the Jesuit
Order on earth,need care very much about
the ravings of a bigotry-intoxicated in
dividual.

The second objection is a rich one.
Pere Marqueite had not tasken out his
papers a8 a citizen of the United States.
Unfortunately for the immortal mission-
ary, he was not inspired with prophetic
powers sufliciently penetrating to have
known that, many decades after hi-
death, a great Republic would exist on
this continent, and that a Mr. Linton
would be born to hold aseat in Congre=s
and to demand the pricat’s certificate of
titizenship. Poseibly, had Father Mat-
qette foreseen all these events, his self-
gsacrificing epirit and noble humility
wo'tld have prevented him from securing
that which might help to preserve his
statne in the halls of the nation. 1t is
deeply to be regretted that Christopher
Columlus did not become an Ameriean
citizen before he died. In case a statuce
to his honor should be suggeated Mr,
Linton might object on the ground that
he hud not taken the onth of allegiance
to President Cleveland.

The minst serious of these objections is
the third ene. Mr. Linton has diseov-
ered that Marquette did not discover the
Miesissippi, the regions along the Ohin
and  varinus other tracts of enuntry
credited to him.  Ignatius Donnelly dis-
covered that Dacon wrote Shukespeare.
Tt was o wonderiully sensational dis
covery; yet an ignorant world stil]
speaks of Shakespeare as the author of
the greatest dramas ever written.  Bob
Ingersoll discovered that there is no God ;
atill & perverse human race goes on ac-
cepting the old theory that the Creator
and Tternal Judge has not vanished. [t
is quite possible that Jucques Cartier did
not discover Canada; perhaps Americus
Vespusiua was 8 mere creature of the
imaygination. Mr. Linton is the man
who created the American Repuhlie—
not George Washington; Mr. Linton
first branght the light of Christianity to
our shores—not the Jesuit missionaries.
It was Mr. Linton who founded the
Jesuit College, in 1635, in Quebec—Mar-
quette had nothing todo with it. The
Irnquois massacred Mr. Linton—foolish
historians say that the martyred indi
viduals were called Lallemand, DeBre-
beuf, Jogues, and a lot of other names.
Jolliet founded a village in Lower Canadn;

.of investigntion. Everyone anticipated
an amendment to the effect that a com-
mission should be appointed; but every-
.one was surprised When the honorable
gentleman closed with moving the *‘ six
‘months hoist.”

Of course great things were expected
when the renowned Inmiton would tuke
the Hoor; bat it is not too much to say
that he fell far below the mark. His
speech—which might have been the
greatest of his lile—was very much in-
ferior to many others that he lately de-
livered in Winnipe g, Toronto and else-
where. He was only able to rchazh his
old statements about the Jesuits’ Fstate
Act, the Dunl Lunguage movement and
the tyranny of Rome.

The Hon. Mr. Mills—the philosopher
of the Housc—apoke for nearly five
hotirs, and his remarks might constitute
a very good eeries of lectures for a class
of politieal economy  Ricardo, John
Stuart Mill, or Adam Smith, could pro-
duce very little effect on an issue like
that which occupied the attention of cur
legislators. Mowever, Mr. Mills’ apeech
had ene effect; it changed Me. N T
Davin's opinions. Before that speech
was delivered Mr. Davin was going to
vote against the Bill ; but when he heard
Mr. Mills' arguments in favor of the
amendment, he became convinced that
the Bill was good In that sense Mr.
Mills did a great service to the Govern-
ment by delivering his speech.

Ag to Sir Donald Smith’s most import-
ant utterances I will say nothing in this
letter, a8 I send youla synopsis of that
remarkable address to give your readers.
It requires no comment. I cannot well
close this letter without calling the at-
tention of your readers to the silence
and machine-like vote of the member for
Montreal Centre, What & eontrast be-
tween his course and that of Mr, Devlin—
both Irish-Catholic Liberals.

Here are two Irish-Catholics ; both
members of the same party ; both sup-
posed to represent their people’s inter-
ests. For atirst time a question of the
most vital importance arises, one on the
settlement of which may depend the fu-
ture of those principles which Irish
Catholies have preserved throughout the
storma of seven centurics.  One of these
members has carefully studied the ques:
tion, the othar has not; one has a
trained knowledyge of its importance, the
other knows as much about its history
and the philosoplhy of it as he does about
Greek or Chinese ; one g weighed in
the balance a passing politieal show o
consistency with the more lasting and
important principles of faith, the other
welghs nothing, for want ol a balance,
and  sees nothing bat the individaality
of o leader ; one thinks for himselt, the
other has to wait until others think tor
him ; onctakes o hicroic stand, fearlessly
risking all the political preferment that
his years of service entitled him to; the
other is content to let the ehiel tug the
string and to rexpond with a ~ote ;) one
elogquently and foreibly states the reasons
for the attitude he hos taken, the other
is silent as a dummy and dues not at-
tempd to explain his political nonentity.

Whit will be the result as far as these
two gentlemen are coneerned? Mr. Dev-
lin, I am contident, will receive his par-
tv's nomination tor the coumy of
Wright, will be clected by w preater
majority than ever and, should the Lit-
borals cotie into power, his elaims to n
scat in the Cabinet will be undisputed
and undispatable. On the other hand
Mr. MeShune has served his party in
preferenee to his fellow countrymen and
co-reliclonisty; he  has procured {or
Montreal Centre the unenviable distine
tion of being the only important division
in Canada that had no voice in that his-
toric debate, and that gave a dumb vote
agniust the cauge for which lrieh-Cath-
olics have suffered during long genera-
tions; be has helped to lower the stand-
ard of representations below the line of
medioerity. It is not for me tosay how
he will be rewarded.

SR DONALD SMITH'S SPEECH.

EXTRACTS FROM HIS IMPORTANT
UTTERANCES.

THE ADMISSION OF MANITOBA INTO CON-

FEDERATION — SOME  LIGHT THIOWN
UPON TIE SUIMECT BY MONTRFAL'S

EENIOR MEMRDEN,

We have not space to give the full
text of Sir Donald Smith's timely speech
on the Remedial Bili; but the following
extracis will convey the importunt
points.  After speaking of his early con-
nection with the North-West, Yic said:—

It may be thought snmewhat out of
place for me to point to these matters,
tor it has been said that any promises
given to a small people, such as those of
the Northwest at that time, ought not
to have an effect on the country which
wotld be lasting. At that time, as
must be known to many, of the 11,000
neople gettled along the Red . River,
6,000, or a majority of 1,000, were Roman
Catholies. The Roman Catholics were,
alone, principally responsible for the in-
surrection. Thev were ditferent from
the English, They were martial in
their nabits. They had been discip-
hno_d, and had borne arms from their
earliest youth, They had been accus-
tomed to go into the provinces for the
annual buffalo hunt, and, for their own
protection, they had to band themselves
together, and to have theircommandant,
captaing and other officers. On the
other hand, the English were chietly
farmers, not wanting in courage, but not
hunters like the othems. Cunsequently,
when this trouble on the Red River
commenced, the French-speaking peo-
ple, or a very large portion of them,
took possession of the only fort of
the time, Fort Garry. They had
700 men under arms, while there
were no police, no troops, no Govern-
ment forces of any kind to cope with
them. Under these circumstances, Mr.
Macdongall failing to get entrance into
the country, the Government eent com-
missioners. one of whont happened to be
myseif., Whengwe got there, we found
it wag, indecd, R difficult task we had he-
fore us, to explain to thuse people what
the intentions of the Dominion Govern
ment were.  The Dominion Government
had, ne [ think, very unwisely, sent up
people in advance of the time at which
the country was tobe given up to Canada,
to survey the country, to muke ronds. tn
interfere, in short. with the government
of the country as it then existed  There
can be no doubt but that an impression
previiled in the midst of the settlers,
not only the French, but the English as
well, that they were to be overridden by
whit were called the new comers, and
they had, consequently. rome justitiea-
tion fur the oppasition they ente rtained
to Canada. However, we did mecet the
sett(ers of the Red River in conveation,
aml an explanation was mude tothem
with regard to the intended action of
Canulda, They were assured that their
rights, their privileges. everything they
then had, would be retained to them
and that justice would bLe done in every
wiy,

Sir Donald then gave a letter, ox)ress-
ing the antisfaction with which Sir Don-
ald hed placed his serviees ot the dispo
sition of the Canadian Government aad
containing this elause ; Yo will observe
it {4 message irem Jler Majesty's Seere
tiay of State) calls upon all who have
any complaint to make orwishes to ex
proes, to wddress tiemselves o me as
Her Majosty’s representative, and yon
may state, with the utmost confidenee.
that the Imperial Government bas no
intertion ol acting otherwise, or per
mitting toact otherwise, than in perfiet
good fuith toward the inhabitants of the
ed River distriet of the Northwest.
The people may rely upon it that respeet
and protection will be oxtended to the
different  religions  persuasions,  that
titles to every deseription of property
will be perfectly guarded, and that alt
the franehise s which existed, or which
the people may prove themselves quali-
lied to exercige, shall be duly continued,
or liherally conferred. In declaring the
desire and determination of Her Ma-
jesty’s Cabinet. you may very sately use
the terms of the ancient formula that
“right shall be done in all cases.”

Continuing, SirDonaldsaid :—A letter
to the same effect was sent to Governor
McTavish, who was then Governor of
Assinaboia. I have said that there were
great misgivings on the part of the peo-
ple of the Northwest with regard to the
treatment they would receive from the
Canadian Government, and that they re-
ganded with apprehension confederation
with Canada.

WHAT RIEL SATD.

But they came together in an open air
meeting, on the 19th and 20th of January.
After the complaints had been given they
determined to form a convention, and,
perbaps, I will be permitied to read a
faw lines here in which Mr. Ricl, who
then assumed the title of President of
the Provisiona]l Government, and Mr.

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lish. They met, and they brought up,
in the first instance, n bill of rights,
which bud been drawn up by Mr, Riel
and bis fricnds.

Then it was decided that another
bill of rizhts should be framed ‘This
was done by the Convention, and I have
here an anrhentic paper showing what
1t 1=, It js true that, in that bill of
rights, there wus nothing said about
separate  schoola, The only mention
made of schools at all is this: * That,
while the Northwest remaing a territory,
the st of $25000 a year be appropri-
ated for schools, romda and bridges,” and
such promise I gave as a special com-
nissioner 1o the I munion of Canada,
Ihat war Iinplemented by Canada ; and,
to show that what was done at that time
was approved, T may be permitted to
read a few lines, although somewhat
personnl, to myself. This is a letter
from the Seeretary of Btate of the Do~
minion, addressed to mywselt.

GOVERNMENT ACCEPTED IT.

§ir Donald read the letter, which
wiarmly thanked him, on behalf of His
Excelleney, for his valunhle services. It
contained this clause: * In seleeting you
tor the delicite and important mission
thus eontided to you, His Excellency
was influenced by his conviction that
vour thoromgh knowledge of the people,
nrxl the bhich estimation in which you
were held by all classes there, eminently
qualitied you to act with effect in dis-
abusing the minds of the misguided
prople of the settlement of the erroneous
npinions they have been led to form of
the feelings and intentions of the Goy-
ernment of the Dominion in ref-rence
to their country,”

Mr. Mulock—What was the date of
that letter?

Sir Donald Smith—It ia dated 22nd
February, 1872, so that there was plentv
of time to retieet,

Mr. Mulock—And to forget.

Str Donuld Smith—{ mention this to
show that  the Government aceepted
what had been done by mysclt, and the
promises made by me as being in the
right direetion.  What I have said was,
that the Roman Catholics had their

An wag siaid by the Minister of Finance,
in his able adidress, they were 1 simple
minded people. To show that they really
were 80, in | they went very much on
good faith, I may mention how properties
were conveyed from one to another.

all that wis necessary  was that the
purticg interested should go to the oflieer
of the Hudson Bay Company, who kept
the land register, and mention verbally
to him that it was desired to make over
such and such property toa partiealar
verson.  That showed, T think, that they
were simple minded, and they had an
idea, or belief, that when word was
pledged it was as good ws all the deeds
that could be written; so it was with re-
ward to the promises that were made to
them at that time., They knew that they
had schools, and they bhelieved that the
promises made would he well and faith-
tully kept, and they did not eare to have
anvthing of 8 more binding character

with regsrnd to them.

a less time than ten months to send &
single soldier to that country, with all
the power of Great Britain and of
Canada; that, while the insurrcetion
commenced in October, and Fort Grrry
was taken possession of in November. it
was not until the latter part of August
following that it was possible for General
Walseley (then Cnlonel Wnlseley) to
bring his forces up the Red River.
These facts show the great difficulty In
which Canada was at that time, and
England ns well, and that, also, should
be another inducement for us to do jus-
tice to the minority in Manitoba. Then
there was a promise made—made, it is
true, to a few thousand of people, who
have been spoken of here as poor half-
breeds, but who, on the whole, I can as-
gure you, were very intelligent men

Warm fect are nn essential to happi-
mess and health. and i’ proper footwear
does tot keep your feet warm you had
better consult a physician and get a
gonic for your systenms, which is inall
probubility run down.  Generlly, how-
ever, cold fect are the result of impropvr
foot dressing, the shape or material be-
ing in fault. Ordinary leather is fit only
for warm weatber and low shoes, as it
Incks both porostty and capacity ftor
absorption—being in this respect too
much like rubber. No toot can remain
either comfortuble or healthy if kept in
a perpetual bath of it8 own emanations
snd excretions. Leather, especially that
of the more porous varieties, may bhe
tolerated for the outside, Lut for cold
weather it should always be lined with
woollen cloth, or better, with wool telt.
In fact, for all cold climates, "and for
winter wear iu all climates where there
2 any wintér, 4 footgear made from all
wool felt approaches the ideal.  Accord-
ing tomodern notions, auy illnoss in one
part of the body may be oceasioned by
some irritating eause far removed {from
the seat of trouble. Just how this is
can.:ot always be elearly explained, bt
that such connection does sometimes
cxist is beyond dispuie. In the matter
under discussion, 1f the nerves of the
whole body are irrituted by a tight shoe,
or the extreme coldness of the extremi-
ties nakes extra demand up n the bloud
supply, there is neither nerve force nor
bluod enough left for other functions.

USEFUL RECIPES,
SERVING AFTERNOON TEA.

Afternoon tea may be served in a va-
riety of ways. The hustes may brew it her-
self in a teapot upon her tea-teble in the
pirlor; she may make it by pouring
boiling water over a tea-ball, or
it may be served by either 8 man or maid
servant in the dinibg-room. Its proper
accompnniments are Bugar, cream, sliced
lemon, and either walers, thin sand-
wiches or cuke.

ICED RICE PUDDING.

The following receipt foriced rice pud-
ding has always proved satisfactory:
Take one-half cupful of rice, a tiny pinch
of salt, and pour over it a pint of cold
water, and boil thirty minutes {that is,
thirty minutes after it commences to
boil.] When the water has all boiled
away add two cupfuls of milk, and put
in a double boiler. When the mixture
has cooked very soft, and no milk is left
on the rice rub through asieve and put
back in the boiler; thicken with three
eggs, beaten light, and a half cupful of
sugar. Setina cool place. Flavor with
vanilla. Whip a pint of eream aund add
to the pudding. Freeze as you wonld
ice cream..

PUDDIEG SAUCES.

A hard sauce made by creaniing half
& cuptul of butter and & cupful of sugar
and beating with the juice and grated
rind of lemon, is good as well us simpla.
A liyuid stuce made by boiling the
stgar with o cupful of water and pouring
-on tothe lemon juce and rind, witha good
bit of butter and a little gratcd nutmeg,
is equally good. Another metbod is to
pare a lemon as thiuly as poseible, then
remmove the white skin and cut the fruit
in very thin slices, taking out the'seeds.
Cut the yellow rind into narrow strips
and boil with a cuptlul of sugar and ose
of water. Pour over the lemon andj
serve. Either of these may bethickened
with a teaspoemful of cornstarch if a
thicker sauce is preferred.

MACARONI AND CHEESE.

Take two ounces of macaroni, break it
into pieces about one inch in length,
and boil itin plenty of salted boiling
water until tender. If the macaroni.is
fairly new. it wiil boil in balf an hour;
" if old, it will take from threc-quarters to
" one hour. When doue, strain it and put
‘aside.¥ Melt half an onnce of butter in
a saucepan, remove from the fire, and
.- stirsmoothiy in a quarter ol an ounce
-, of flour. add a teacuphil of milk, return
“.to the fire, and stir until it thickens and
is smooth, add half 8 teagooniul of made
mustard, & good pineh of cayenné and
guarter of a teagpoonful of szlt. Boil
nd: remove from the fire, and ad:i.

In the onistart,
the many monks, whom his reputation
for sanctity and holiness drew about
him, tilled theiv owtatrip of load and
put up their lealy huts. and met together
only. for prayer and the reading of the
Holy Seriptares. In 340, St. t acomins,

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an Egyptian too, enlarged on the An-
thonian scheme, and founded in Tabenne
Island, on the Nile, eight regularly con-
stituted mon:steries, with an Abbot for
each and Supcrior General for all. In
the meantime, us Anthony viewed, with
an ill-concealed complacency, his vast
dominion of holy souls, and prided in his
title of Futheroftneuniversal cenobetical
family, he was told, in a vision, that a
three days’ journey, through lands un-
trod by him or by his disciples, would
lead him to a cavern. watered by a fresh
running brook and shaded by a row of
palm trers. He sprang to his feet at
once, nnd, with stafl’ in hand, set ont for
the new hermitage, A.D. 341, He met
there Paul the Hermit, twenty years
longer in the wild woods than he, 113
vears old, in his vonth an eyewitness of
ihe persecution of the Emprror Decius,
living on the palna tree fruit, clad in a
mantie of interwoven leaves, and cut off’
from all communication with the outer
world. They conversed quite a while,
and prayed all night together. Before
the parting hour Paul remarked : I am
now drawing to my end, and I desire my
body to be vuried in the mantle that
Athanasius gave vou. Anthony went
back for it, but when he returned to
Paul, he found him dead vpon his knees,
A D. 348. St. Anthony died A.D. 356,
at the age of 103. At the time ofhis
death there were, all in all, between
monke and nuns, seventy-+ix thousand.

In the 83 years of his solitary career,
apart from hLis stupendous work of mon-
asticism, he pleaded with $t. Athannsiug,
at Alexandria, agninst the Arians, re-
ceived comgratulatory letters written to
him personally by the Emperors in their
own nandwriting, and demonstrated
practically to the pagan world that
heroism can be found inthe excrcise of
austere penance ag in the shedding of
one’s blood for the faith.

Plll-a Mr, Bedmond’'s Work for Evieted
. Tenauts’ Bill.

——e

Mr. John Dillon, M.P,, leader of the
Yrish Puarliamentary Party, speaking in
the House of Commons, on Feb. 26, on
the Evicted Tenants’ Bill, after Mr.
Rentoul, made a strung point for unity
when he sid:—

The only two objections which the
honorable member who just sat down
made to this Lill was, firet 0. all, that if
3t were passed it would be & purely party
triumph for the Parneliie party. Ir
that be all the objection to this hill,
speaking for the Nationalist party, I say
we arc most anxious they should bave it.
@n this question there is no difference ot
epinion amongst Irish Nutionalists and
for my part I repudiate with contempt
and scorn the suggestion that because
#hia bill bhad been introduced by the
Parnellite party, and that they have
had the good luck of getting it dis-
eussed so fully to-day, at which I most
hoartily rejoice, I repudiate the iden
that for that reason the bill should re-
eoive any the less sincere and hearty
support from me and my colleagues on
shese benches. Therefore, so far as that
edjection goes, the honomble member
may remsin at rest. Irish Nationalists
en this question are perfectly united.
The honorable member for Waterford,
meferred to the invitation he made in a
speech, I think in Dublin, to all sections
of the Nationalist party to cuopirate
with him on this question of the evicted
senants. Jam prepared, and I canspenk
for everyone of my colleagues to uccept
fhe invitatiou. 1noticed that in the in-
vitation he further stated that if this
bill were rejected all sections of the Irish
Mationalist party should co-operate in
the future for the support of the evicted
tenants. In the sume spirit I accept
shat invitation. The only other objec-
tion nminde by the honorable menmber for
East Down (Mr. Rentoul) was that some
landiords might muke a bad use of this
bill. We wereualwaysled to belivve that
such an extraordinary animnl as a bad

landlord did not exist in Irelaml. We
have been denounced in this Iouse
because we have said  that  land-
lords could be harsh, or  exact-

mg, or unfair. The muin objection in the
apeech of the honorablegentleman—and
I wish to dircet the attention ot the Cun-
sarvative members to it—is, that this
bill would bLe used by dishonest Innd-
Jords to intllet injustice on those tenants
who have tiken the place ol the evieted
tenants. I don’t think the bill would
kave that effeet, but I don’t consider it
mecessury to enlarge upon that puint, 1
would invite the attention of the honor
able member for East Down, and of all
the members of the Conscrvative party,
%0 the fact that in every single one of the
series of laud meetings which are now
Being held in the Provinee of Ulater,
mectings of themost extraordinary char-
acter, ta which Conscrvatives, Liberal
Unlonists and Natjonalists have been
invited. and at which meetings all sec-
tions have taken part—at every ane of
these meetings resolutions have been
passed urging upon the Government the
necessity nnd the desimbility of settling
this question of the evicted tenants, and
that. remeniber, by men who live in those
countics where this question is not so
burning 1 question ay in other parts of
Ireland. Tney urged upon the Govern-
ment to take this course because they
felt that public opinien in Ireland by an
overwhelming majority—by o majority
greatereventhanon the question v Home
Rulc—holds that these evicted tenants
have been unfairly treated, and are be-
ing cruelly and vindictively treated, and
that 1t is for the best interest of ali
elasses that this great cause of agitation
ahould be removed from the social life of
Treland, There were two points in the
able and comprehensive speech of the
honorable member for North Dublin in
moving this bill in which I agree. This
bill dues not representour views on what
ahould be done to settle this question.
It has in reality been drafted on the linrs
laid down by the Unionist leadcrs two
years ago, and it gives them the oppor-
tunity, amd with their overwhelming
majority they poescas the power, of carry-
ing out the promiseand the ofters which
shey then made, 1t will test the sincer-
ity of their desire to really conciliate
Jreland., The bill might almost he des-
cribed as & Unionist pill, as the bill of
the Unionist leaders, and accepting it in
that senae Ido certainly give it my most
hearty support. Theré is one remaining
fact connected with the debates on this
uestion in the llouse of Commons and
the House of Lords two years ago which
has not been suthciently noticed. Tdo
not think there was u single speaker
who did not adisit thut @ most unsatis-
factory nnd dangerius stute of things ex-
isted in Ircland owing to the position of
the evicted tenants, and that asettiement
oughy to be attemptel to he brought
about. That condition of things has nat
been materially cianged or amended
since those admissions were made. No
doubt there have been afew settlements,
which are not, however, under Clause 13,
which was recnacted last yenr. Agre-
gards the main body of these tenants,
the position is precisely the sameas it
was two years agzo, when all sections of
this houvse admitted the necessity of ap-
plying some remedy, with this aggrava-
tion, that the position of these unlortn-
nate people from. month to month, as
long as they are kept out of their homes.
" grows worse, and they are becoming
mure desperate according as hope ap-
ears to recedein the distance. What
Ens been attempted to be done gince last
year? In the autumn session Clause 13
was re-enacted for six months. That
period will expire in cne month. I put
the question to the Chief Secretury as to
how many scttlements had been eflected
under Clause 13, and his answor wans that
up to the present not-n single scttlement
had been arrived at under that act, but
that some negotintions wero in progress.
Iam aware that there are negotlationsg
_in connection with some cases in pro-
fress, but they are not many. Asfaras
know they apply to the JPonsonby
~ tate, and we don’t know whether they
will be brought to a successful termina
tion. But the point which I-feel bound
. to bring under the attentionof the Chiel
" Secretary and all members of  the
.. House of Commons is, that when the act
: ‘although I.-had  very liitle.
eading 10 -sticoessf

ul ‘settle-:

ments, still, having a semi-official rela-
tion tothese evicted tenants, I wrote &
letter to every one of these tenants urg-
ing them to approach the landlords and
ask f{or a settlement under clause 13, as
they all did. and when in many caacs
they were refused I urged them together
with the most influentinl persons in the
district, priests and &hers, to go to the
Iandlords and ask that if they eould not
wrrive at o settlement that they should
leave the whele matter to the arbitra-
tion of the Land Commission. On the
Clungorey and Luggacurren estates and
to several groupy of evicted tenants that
offer was made, and 1 say that it does
not lie in the mouth of any man in this
house to charge the Nutionalist party
with baving ubstructed settlements.  On
the contrary, although the act has been
an absolute failure—that can be proved
beyond the puseibility of contradiction
—.it has been a faiulre owing to the re-
tusal of the Iandlords to do their part in
putting it into effective operation.
» » * *

These are illustrations of settlements
made outside the 13th clause, and
it only shows that the land-
lords in certain cuses have come
to recognize that these evictions
carried out seven or eight years ago were
monstrously unjust; that they were
cvictions lor rents which it would have
been impossible to pay. I only rose for
the purpose of saying thut all the col-
leagues with whom I work are heartily in
favor of the pussing of this bill, and that
the member for North Dublin declared
what wasa well- known fact when hesaid
that thisisa question which concerns Ire-
Iand to its very depths, and is onco the
moet burning questions 1n Irclard. Itis
oue on which there 18 no difference
amongst Irish Nationalist members, and
it is & question in which both sections ot
thelrish Nationalist representatives will,
Itrust, work most heartily together, and
if there is not more speakinge irom the
benches around me it is not beenuse we
do not feel that this question is one of
enormous importance, but beceause this
is Wednesday, und we do not wish togive
any danger to the division on the
subject.
