In the sevenfold light
of that day the Science of God Etersal and Iacar-
nate erose in all its definite precision, of distinction,
order, harmony, and unity, the outline and symme-
try of the City of God revealed in the Apocalypse.
The Light and Love beheld by tbe Mother of God in
Nuzareth was pured forth into the Heart of the
Church by the Holy Ghost which wag givea to it.

The Spirit of God-who inhabite the Church,
is the Author, the Architeet, she Perfecter of‘the
Science of Jesus. And this. Scierce has two chief
‘braoches, the Theology of Dogma which perfects the
mtelligence, and  the Mystical Theology which per-
‘fects the will, The Word made Flesb dwells among vs'

of His Light and of His Love in all ages from the be-
ginping has fashiooed for Bimself two great com.
panies of His Disciples, each after its kind, to mi.
‘pister before Him in unfolding to the Church the
koowledge and love of His Incarnation. We may
take St. Paul and St. John a8 the types of two long
unbroken lines. The Apoatle of the Gentiles may
be called the Dogmatic Theologian of the world ;
-the beloved Disciple the Mystical Theologirn of the
childrea of the Sacred Heart. And thess twostreams
of Light and of Liove have Bowed duwn through all
ages and successiocs of the Church, ard bave found
their expression and expansion in gpecial Saints and
Teachers raised’ up for this twofold work. They
have Beemed 10 come. aB the Apostles were sent
forth, two asd two, a8 binary stars, illuminating
their time and day. Such were St. Athanasius, the
Dactor of the Holy Trinity; St. Augustin, the Apos.
tle of Charity ; St. Anselm, the Interpreter of the
Incarnation ; St DBernard, the Preacher of the Nume
of Jesua.; St. Dominic, the Saint of the Illumination
of Theology ; St. Francis, the Saint of .the Sacred
Humanity and of the devotions which fow from it ;
St. Thomas, tie ‘Angel of the Schools, for his intel-
lectusal power and light ; St. Bonaventure, the Sera-
phic Son of St. Francis, in whose mouth Theology
breashed the love of the Sacred Heart. And that
we may not go on for ever, let us lastly take two
Saints of these later sges, two handmaids of the
"Bessed Mother of God, whom her Divine Son has
honored thatin them His -lmmaculate Motber may

It is a congolation to know that in the.diocese the
number of chil@ren actoally at school is 11,421
and that since the year 1857 there bas been & marked
increage in the number, showing wheat zeal and what
efforts have been made by you, Reverend ard dear
Brethren, and by your flocks, to provide Catbolic
education for our population. In 1857 the whole
number was 7,970, Nearly 4,000 bave been added
iz eight years,

So mauy of our children, at least, can be accounted
for. But beyond this number there lies an nnex-
plored wasie, .

For many years past, those who have been engaged
in providing and directing the education of our poor
childrea in London, have endeavored in various
tests, o ascortain the number of those who are at
this time d.stitate of 3piritual instruetion. The
lowest estimate reaches 1,000, 2 more probable esti-
mate raises it te 20,000, :

Tt ig, indeed, true that in our existing schools a
greater nomber might be received, but this would
not appreciably diminish the multitude of those who
are destitate. It is too true that carelesaness om the
part of parents, and disobedience on the part.of chile
dren, together with the depression and sufferings of
sxtreme poverty,keep away from onr existing schools
many who might attend them, Nevertheless, there
will remain, as we believe, abont 20,000 children for
whom no such reasons will accouns.

Novw in the love of the Sacred Heart for souls none
have a higher place than thesa little ones of His
flock. He declared them to be the special otjects of
Hislove. Jesus took the little children in His arms,
He carried them as the shepherd *gathers together
the lambs in biy arms,' and *takes them up in His
bogom.’—!saiah xl. 11, He rebuked even His own
disciples when they would have kept them from Him,
He laid on them the hands which wrought miracles
and Llessed them. He declared them to be'the espe-
cial heirs of the Kingdom of Heaven. He made
them to be our patterns, and hag warned us that ex-
cept we bo converled and become once more what'
they are still, innoceat, docile, noworldly, we can-
not enter into the Kingdom of Hesven, In what
way could our:Divine Master more’ empbatically, or
more authoritatively, commit them. to our care, aand
charge our comscience with the obligation to labor
for thair salvation? If He rebuked thoee who wonld
bave kept them from Him ous of a pious but mis-
taken reverence for His Divine Person, cerfaicly He
will' condemn us if, through recklessness, selfish-
negs, levity, love of money and of the werld, or in-
sensibility to the love He has for them, and the infi-
nite precionsness of their souls, we should despise or
neglect them.. = T . :

From its report youn will see that a very
large proportion of its Annual income iz davotsd to
the maintenance of the Tratning College for Mastera
at Brook Green. In giving prominence’ to 1this
work it-aets with 8igoal -prudence. . The founding
and supporting of parochial achools for the poor ig
a duty of detail which reata &3 an obligation on the
‘conscience of - Pastors: and people. in their: several
localities. But the training of teachers is nota lo-
cal but a general obligation of the highest pradence
and necessity, and also it is'alargs and costly work
which can orly be accomplished by a general effort.
Moroover, all local schools are useless » ithout teach-
ers, and ineflicient . without eflfjcient. teachers. The
benefit, therefore, of the Training Oollege is of nni-
_versal effect, and all local schools and districts are
interested in it. Nor onght it to be forgotten that
it is in efficient Schoolmasters that wo are weakest,
In our girl’s schools we have happily a provision. of
a higher order, and on this side there is . less wurgent
need. Bat for our boys' schools the need of trained
Masters, capable of condacting and of calsing our
education to the wantd and circumstances of Oatho-
lics jn this country, is very pressing, and far beyond
our present power to supply. The Poor School
Committee is labouring also efficiently in multiply-
ing the number of Schools in thias and the other Dio-
ceses of Englapd, We would thersfore heartily
commend it to your chatity. . : :

- You neec not be reminded that in a few yesrs
these children will form the body of the fuithfal in
London; they will be the fathers, the mothers,
the heads of falilies and the examples to' the ‘chil-
dren that gball rise hereafter. Oa their cultars and
training in the Faith and the Holy Sacraments, and
in all that is needed to hooest industry, will de-
pend the spiritual and moral heaith of the Church
among us. This a large sabject, too large for these
parting words, Let it suffice to say that the vigour,
the dignity, the peace, the progreas of the Chuarch
in London will, nnder Ged, mainly depend upon the
fidelity, the charity, the piety of Oathclics in every
clasg, and, perhaps, above all, of tha poor of the
fiock who are mixed everywhere throughoat the po-
pulation of this great City as the leaven in the
meal. ‘

discomfiture® of their opponents. ., Oa Friday night,
as usua!, the Catholics assémbled ‘on the hill and
lighted the bonfires, which were:visible around the
country, for a considerable distance. They had
with them 2 number of gung and pistols, which
they fired off in the air, and «in addition they en-
gaged themselves.in amusements of various kinds.
The Orangemen, who had been marching in procea-

| sion during theevening headed oy’ fifes and drums,

end accompained by a targe ctowd of people, atop-
ped at 8 public honse in Annaghmore, belonging
to a man named Reed, where ‘they had refreshments
angd about ha'f-pass ten o'clock..they: got in order,
and prepared 1o return. They took the road lead-
past the hill where the bonfires “were blazing, nlay.
ing the ordinary round of tuaes. Before coming to
the hill they had to pass a bouse in which a sick
person wag lying, and they ceased the music, but
resumed it before coming to the place where the
Oatbolics were collected. At this time it i3 said
they were playing a ' love” tune. Party cries
were raised, one party shonting to * h—1 with King
William,” and the other ¢ To h—l with the Pope,”
end shouts of ‘ Garryvowen" and “ Verner for ever”
were beard distincily from - the opposing mobs. It
is.said the Catholies, suspecting that, in accordance
with their former proceedings, the Orangemen were
‘coning to extinguish their fires commenced to throw
stones —one of the first, thrown, by & woman, bav-
ing gone right through the head of n drum. The
Catholics, who by this time had come down a lane
in large numbers to the road, were met by the
other party, and a regular engagemeni took place
with stones. It would appear that the Catholics,
who had guns and pistols on the hill, turned them
into requisition, and unfortunately they went so far
as to fire several charges into the Orange party.—
The firat person upon whom the abots took effect
was 8 man named William Johe Dunlop, of Megar-
rity; -He had been carring and besting o drum, and
wag in the act of laying it down, when he was shot
in the head. He also received a flesh wound in the
arm, besides other injuries. Abont the ssme time the
followiog persons, also of the Orange party, eus-
tained ‘ipjuries in different. parts of the peraon
from gunsbots:—~Wm. Woods, Cockbill; George
Robinson, English; Robert Hyde, Cockbill :'James
Caugbey, New Lane ; Wilson Gardner, Megarrity ;
and anotber person whose name we have not heard.
Begides these peraons who are eoffering from guo-
shot wounda, others, Lelonging to boibh factions
have susteined bruizes by stones.

both sides. It is understood that & number of the
pergons eangaged in the riot will be made amenable
to justice, and will be brought up on the first court
day.—XNorthern Whig.

‘T0 7THE ELECTORS OF IRELAND.

Fellow-countrymen—It must be unnecessary to
place before you the motives for more than ordinary
exertions at the general elections which are mow at
hand. They are 8o obvious and go powerful that
inaction or indifterence on the part of the Irish peo-
ple could be explained ouly by the supposition that
they had definitively despaired of obtaining redress
through parliament.

Is Lhis excuas for inaction really open to the peo-
ple of Ireland. Are we in a position to say that
Parliameut has never yiclded to the manifestation of
a determized will on our part, Are the temper and
tendencies of the Englisk miad more bostile and bi-
goted at the present time than they were ir 1820.
Can England better afford now than then to exas-
perate Irishmen at home and abroad by a refueal af
justice,

We are constrained to esnswer those questionsin
the negative. But, if it were otherwise—if we be-
lieved, that the legia'ature would persist in opposing
to our demands a bigoted and unreasoning resist.
ance, in maintaining in our country institntions re.
pugnazt to our convictions and destructive of our
self-regpect, in perpetuating 8ocial avrangements
which blight our industry and threaten the very ex.
istence of our people—it would in that ¢2s® be nons
the less our imperative duty to select as our repre-
sentatives competent and trustworthy men, who, by
s line of Doliey spirited as well as prudent, would
render the existence of any government in this coun-
try next to impossibie on such terms. In the case
supposed, the proper business of Irish representa.
tives would be to rouse the spirit of their fellow-
countrymen at bome, and, using the Houss of Com-
mons as & tiibune, Lo expose to the scorn of civilized
nations the hypocrisy of government which, pretend-
ing to be the type and patiern of free institutions
throughonut the world, would dare to maintain in
Ireland a regime of coercion and force.

It is possible to submit with honors to tyrannical
power which we cannot resist; but when the means
of vindicating our rights are in our hands, it is not
posaible to submit without justly incurring the con-
temut of mankiod. )

Be agsured, fellow-cacatrymee, that while of the
representatives whom we send to the Houase of Com-
mons, two-thirds are found en every division in the
ranks of our enemies, denunciations, and menaces,
and conspiracies will inapire our rulers with little
uneasipess, and the wor.d ountside with little respect.

What, then, i3 to be done. The time for prepara-
tion is short. 'We must make up our minds and act
at once, or action will be too 1ate. At sacha time
discussion would be sadly out of place. If wecannot
act together in one body, et us remember that we are
still but divisions of the same grand army, inepired

" by the same sacred passion, in pursuit of the pame

end, and let us forget our difierenceg while in pre.
gence of the enemy.

Here i3 the practical course which we reccmmend,
Let a committee of electors be formed 1o each coun-
ty and Borough. Let all electors favorabie to the
objeets of this a3zocintion be invited to join it. Let
us conzider the claims and the characters of the pre-
gent representatives, and if they have been [aithful
to their tzust, let them mot be hastily rejected or
condemned. Letall due allowance be made for the
apatby of the couatry, and the want of an organized
plan of action, by which many a well dizposed re-
presentative has been paralyzed aad rendered use-.
less. Butlet there be no deliberate treachery, no
trafficking with corruption, no respect or forbearance
towards the man who will presume to ask the suf-
frages of the people without clearly and explicitly
informiog them of the grounds on which he does 0.

Do this, fellow-couatrymen, without an hour's de-
iay. Come together, not prepared to wrengle or
dispute about forms, or phrases, or individuals, but
snimsted by a common dz2gire to select and toreturn
reyregentatives deserving of your choice. Ifthe ob-
jeet of your selection should be a local gentleman
whose princip’es sre known to you, acrd whose cha-
racter is & guarantee that those principles will be
advocated with honor sand fidelity, your choice will
be wisely made. But in no case, where the power
of selection ig in your hands, dispense with a clear,
explicit, and written avowal ot adherence to the
principles of the Associstion.

Those principles are well koown to you. They
are a0 moderate, 8o just, so expedieat, 5o generally
accepted by our people, that no man of liberal mind
can hesitate to gupport them. - If & parliament freely
elected by the Irish people wera 6itling in Dublin,
how long would the fruits of the tensnt’s labor con-
tinue to be confiscated by-law?—how leng would
the alien Church Zstablishment continue to remiod
18 of our subjection ?'—how long would the symbols
of our religion and the history of our couniry con-
tinue to be proscribed in our schools. In demanding’
the redresa of these grievances, we dewmand, iz effect
that our people shall have that control over their
ows laws and institutions, which iz the very essence
of liberty, and deprived of which'a nation is robbed
of its life. . . .

The pecesaities of the couniry and the danger
which threatens the existence of "our people point to
a reform of the law of laodlord and tenant ag o mea-
gure of paramount urgency and importance. In all
cases where it ia possible you will do well to have
an understanding with your representatives that they.
witl oppose every government which will aotincor-
porate that measure with its- policy, or at least af-’
ford it a sincere and efficient sapport. S

Dear Sir,—XKnowing the interest you always
take in Separate School education, I beg leave
to lay before your readers a few lines respecting
the examination of our Separate Schools, which
Look place here on Friday, the 30thult,, and on
‘Wednesday, 5th 1st,

The exammation of the male school, which
has a daily average attendance of over one bun-
dred and twenty scholars, took place as above
mentioned, oo the 30th ult., and was attended
by a large number of the parents of the pupils,
the Trustees, and others interested i the educa-
tion of the rising generation. The classes were
examined in all the branches usually taught in
Common Schools, and from the promptitude with
which the pupils answered the questions put to
them in the dilterent branches, they showed that
their efficient teacher, Mr. O’Sullivan, spared
peither time nor pains m the training of his class.
The koowledge extibited in Arithmetic, English
Grammar, History and Geography, was  very
creditable, when the age of the pupils 1s taken
wnto consideration —the oldzst boy not being over
thirteen years. The iptervals between the ex-
' ammnations of the different classes were filled up
with recitations as tollows :—

These recitations were well received by the
audience, and were very well delivered by the
youths ; and Master Johnson, who represented
Alexander the Great, performed his part ad-
mirably. , , .

At the close ol the examination, the Chairman
of the Board, M. Adamson, Esq., distributed a
large number of prizes to the different pupils
who were cousidered worthy of them by the
teacher. ‘ v

They were then addressed by some of the
Trustees, congratulated. on their improvemeat,
and exhorted to persevere in their studies, and
lay up for themselves -a stock of information

On Thursday, 13tb inatant, the children of the
Perth Separate School were examined, in presence of
'a large and respectable attendance of their parents,
and other visitors. Among the examiners, we ob-
served the Rev. D. 0'Ooxnnell, présent Catholic Pas-
tor of this town, in the nbsence of the Very Rev. J
H.M'Donagh, V.G., and Mr. M, M‘Namara, Local
Saperintendent of the School.

Shortly after the winter examination, the Male and
Female Pepartments were united, and placed under
tbe control of Mr, McCormack, Oonsidering the
disadvantages under whick he labored in cosgequence
of this change, we mnst express Our purprise at
what be has accomplished. Mr. McCormack has
certainly discharged his daties well and faithfally,
and, judging from the proficiency end discipline
shown by Lif pupils, his exertiona have been pro-
.ductive of the most encouraging. xesu.ts 1o parents
and teacher.,

Asg the examination only lasted for a ghort time,
several matlers were omitted or cursorily passed
over, which, on thorough investigation, might bave
placed the soundnesa ot the training received 1n a
more advantageous light. In all the principal
branches which comprise the ordinary course of io-
struction pursued in similar schools, the examiners,
although extremely severe, were forced to express
their pleasure at the promptness and readiness of the
answers which their queries elected.

The ciasses in Euclid, English Grammar and Geo-
graphy, wers highly creditable, and showed & fami-
harity with these very important branches rarely
obgerved on similar accasions. The tame might with
equal justice be remarked of the readiog classes; and
in drawing attention to them, it is nothing bui faiz
to observe that Mr. McOormack's scholare are in this
particular sn exception to the general rule, for the
distinct accent apd agreeably modulated tone with
which they read, aze a rare treat at Common Schol
examinations. )
