act was passed by the Irish parliament
rendering void any mwarriage by a
Roman Catholic priest to which a Pro-
testant wag a party. In 1833 a natural
born and domiciled Irishman, a member
of the Church of England, went thru
a'ceremony of marriage performed by
a Roman priest, with an . Austrian
Catholic lady and the marriage was ad-
mittedly valid by Austrian law., In
1845, he married an Englishwoman in

‘a Protestant c}}urch in Liverpool, which,

but for his previous marriage, was also
admittedly valid. His son by this mar-

riage sought to have the previous mar- |

riage declared invalid, under the Irish
Act prohibiting mixed marriage by a
Roman priest, and for a declaration of
legitimacy,

in rendering the judgment of the
house of lords against the son of the
second marriage, the lord chancellor
said the question was whether that act
was inter-territorial in its operation.
Al that the statute did say was.that
marriages between a Protestant and a
Roman Catholic should be invalid if
celebrated by a Roman C‘atholic priest;
in other words, he remarked, the act
related not to the capacity of the par-
ties to the marriage contraect, but to the
form of the ceremony, hawever solemn
the mode of celebration might be, He
could not suppose that the Irish legis-
lature intended to prescribe what was
to be done or not to be done by an
Austrian priest in Austria, or that they
intended to affect the rule that a mar-
riage which might be validly made in
one country was good in another, ex-
cept in so far as it was celebrated by a
Roman Catholic priest.

| Charles Dickens was an optimist and
ja reformer. A reformer not in ever
itrying to preach as some do, but in
| creating a feeling 'of brotherly love
among all mankind, and especially be-
I(ween the rich and poor. He was a
character creator, and while he depicts
!llfe in nearly every phase, he did not
mock or throw stones, he showed up
evils, and brought to light thée good
{that lay in the _depths of man’'s heart
i by playing on his imagination,

{ Archdeacon Cody in His remarks, re-
ferred to tc¢ Charles Dickens as a crea-
tor not enly of characters, but of
humor. Before his day, the. writers
seemed to be. devoid of this quality.
