The recent decision of the U. S. Su­

preme Court In reference to the status of 
Puerto Rico Is one of the most Important 
that has ever been delivered by that tri­
bunal. The decision will have an Import­
ant bearing on the so-called Imperial pol- 

f Icy upon which the United States has just 
entered. While the court specifically de­
clares that Puerto Rico and the other isl­
ands acquired from Spain are not foreign, 
but domestic territory, it defines their 
status more particularly by declaring that 
they are not territory of the United 
States, but territory pertaining to the 
United States. Under the decision, it fol­
lows that the alien peoples of the Philip­
pines and Puerto Rico are not entitled to 
Share In tjie privileges of citizens of the 
United States. Henceforth, they are to be 
governed by the will of Congress, and not 
according to the fixed principles laid down 
by the constitution for the government 
and protection of the forty-five States. It 
Is within the jurisdiction of the authori­
ties at Washington to raise whatever tariff | 
barriers they like against the Islands. The 
whole question of colonies and of the ad­
ministration of colonies becomes, In ac­
cordance with the decision, a matter of 
purely political concern. The judgment of 
the court paves the way for the policy of 
expansion, which Is the feature of the 
McKinley Administration. The court has 
laid down a solid foundation for the ex­
tension of a colonial system, absolutely 
controlled from Washington. Henceforth, 
the question of expansion becomes one of 
political expediency, not of constitutional 
-law. The doctrine of Imperialism has 
been upheld, but it is declared that the 
despotism rests with Congress, not with 
the President.

Larkin went on to explain that 
Japan teas and Ceylon green teas are prac­
tically only used In agricultural districts, 
as city people, as a rule, favor the blacks.
The Intention of the trust is to get, and It 
has been promised, considerable assistance 
from the Japan Government, who foresee, 
since the Introduction of Ceylon green 
teas, the decay of one of their chief In­
dustries. Better than forming a trust 
would he to advertise their products and 
avoid adulteration and coloring. The suc­
cess of the Ceylon teas has been due, 
says Mr. Larkin, to extensive advertising 
and to the fact that they are absolutely 
fiee from adulteration or coloring. Japan 
tea Is exclusively an American drink, being 
almost unknown in England. The United 
States market takes about 35,000,000 pounds 
annually, but coffee Is the most important 
of the Imports of that country, each head 
of the population consuming 12 pounds per 
year. Canada drinks less than a pound per 
head. The amount of tea consumed In the 
United States in a year is about one and a 
quarter pounds per head, while 
drinks about five pounds. However, the wbole question is a most Important

At the meeting of the Fire and Light 

Committee yesterday morning ex-Ald. *. 
6. Spence’s communication regarding the 
question of placing better globes and re­
flectors on the electric lights, as called 
for In the contract, was briefly considered 
and sent on to the secretary of the com­
mittee to report upon.

It was decided to make a visit to Kew 
Beach to see If it is necessary to estab­
lish a permanent, fire brigade there.

The committee gave Instructions that 
a gas lamp be placed on Observatory-road.

Another Kick Registered.
Another complaint was received against 

the Consumers’ Gas Company. It was 
from E. A. Forster, who In a letter said:

“For the last eight years the residents 
and property-owners residing in the vicin­
ity of Broadview and Danforth-avenues 
have been trying to get the gas service ex* 
tended up Broad view-avenue. This is one 
of the most desirable sections In the east 
end. but, owing to the fact that the resi­
dents cannot be supplied with gas by the 
Consumers’ Gas Company, it Is not mak 
lug the progress that it otherwise would. 
Lately some of the property-owners north 
of Withrow-avenue have requested me to 
write to you and see whether It would be 
possible to have the electric lights on 
Broadview (north of Withrow) replaced 
by gas. If this were done then the Gas 
Company would be forced to extend their 
main up Broadvlew-nvenue. If a large 
gas light Is placed In front of rav pro­
perty on Broadview and Danforth-avenues 
I am willing to pay the city whatever 
churches and other public buildings pay 
for similar lamps, for a period of three 
years. The gas service should also bo 
extended to the new smallpox cottage and 
n gas lamp placed on Winchester-road in 
front of the same.

“Will you. therefore, kindly lay this 
matter before the proper committee and 
ask them to try and devise some steps 
to force the company to extend their 
mains np Broad view-avenue. It looks as 
If the city were afraid to tackle some 
of the corporations. If the Consumers’ 
Gas Company will not, at the request of 
the city, extend their main up Broadvlew- 
afniue for the purpose of supplying the 
lamps with gas and also supplying the 
residents with gas, then a suit should be 
commenced to compel them to do so. Or 
if In the opinion of the City Counsel a 
suit would not lie. then other means could 
he taken to bring the company to time.”

The committee* decided to refer the 
matter to the chairman and secretary to 
see If thev can arrange a conference with 
the Gas Company, and the City Solicitor 
was also Instructed to bring in a report ns 
to the power of the city to compel the com­
pany to extend Its mains to any section 
of the city for the purpose of snpnlying 
gas to residents and for the lighting of 
street lamps.

Aurora Bank Robbery.
Barrister T. C. Robblnette made an un­

successful effort to postpone the trial of 
Rutledge, Rice and Joues, the alleged 
Aurora bank burglars. In asking for the 
postponement of the trial, Mr. Robinette 
read affidavits from the prisoners, In which

apathy with Southern Pacific. The rise 
in Denver and Rio Grande was unexplain­
ed. The unfavorable features of the Gov­
ernment's weekly cfop report and the un­
expected large gold reports were ignored. 
Kngagemente ran up at one time to $4,650,- 
000. They were later reduced to $3,950,- 
000, to comply with Insurance requirements. 
In view of the growing ease of the London 
money market, and the rise in sterling ex­
change at Paris, the amount of the ship­
ment is a surprise, and can hardlj' be ex­
plained as a triangular operation, that is, 
from New York to Paris on account of Lon­
don. There was practically no effect pro­
duced by the shipment either on the money 
market, which continued easy, or the ex­
change market, which continued firm.
