Greaf Britain Wil Buy One Million
Head to Restock Boer
Farms.

AN OPPORTUNITY FOR CANADA

Cattle Men Incensed and Are Making
Efiorts to Secure the Trade,
But May Be Too Late,

Montreal, Aug. 20.—In an interview to~
day, Senor Juan B. Rivafas of the
Argentine Republic, who is now here,
stated that he had just heard that
Great Britain was endeavoring to buy
1,000,000 head of cattle in the Argentine
to stock South African farms. Great
Britain has extensive business interests
in the Republic, fully $2,000,000,000 of
English capital being invested there.
The British Commission sent to arbi-
trate the boundary dispute that almost
plunged Chili and the Argentine into a
war has just concluded their investiga-
tions and had left for home to report
their decision,

When Mr. Robert Bickerdike, M.P.,
the well-known live stock exporter, was
informed of Mr. Rivaras’ statement,
that 1,000,000 head of cattle were being
purchased in the Argentine for South
Africa by the British government, he re-
plied that the Canadian cattle dealers
were justly incensed over the matter,
and were making efforts to secure this
great opportunity for Canada:

Hon. Mr. Fisher had been communi-
catted with, and subsequently Lord
Strathcona, but the dealers fear that it
was too late to succeed. ‘‘We think it
strange that the British government |
should go so far out of their way to,
get cattle to stock the South African
farms when they could get all they
wanted in Canada,” said Mr. Bicker-
dike. “What they want are young, lean
cattle, and we can supply them.”

“The Argentine cannot furnish the
full million. Could Canada?” He was
asked.

“We could give them the million they
want,” he replied.

Four of these indict-
ments chafge Clark with securing
moner under false pretences. The
false pretences consisted in issuing a
cheque, securing the money on it,
knowing that he had no funds in bank
to liquidate the cheque. Two other
indictments charged larceny, in . that
the son of the Pittsburg millionaire
secured a suit of clothes and his
trunk from an hotel by giving cheques
for indebtedness on the same.
Governor Crane of Massachusetts re-
garded the crime of sufficient gravity
to dssue his requisition on the Gover-
nor of Pennsylvania in spite of t_he
energetic efforts of the influential
parent of the fugitive to prevent such
a move. Governor Stone honored the
requisition, tho the political power of
the elder Clark was sufficient to cause
the requisition to be held up pending
the release of the fugitive from jail,
and this too without any bail being
required. This is a startling feature
of the case—release of a man from
without a dollar bail, charged
with six offences, each being runish-
able with a term in the penitentiary.

Editor World: A prompt and inex-
pensive plan for dealing with over-
holding tenants, alike beneficial to
landlord and tenant, the owner of the
premises or his agent shall go to the

o | clerk of the Division Court, state his

9 |case and pay 50 cents for the writ.

| The Béhch shall forthwith notify (by
mail or otherwise), but under the seal
| of the courts the tenant to remove
the furniture, etc., and give the
owner or his agent possession of the
premises, and if he does not do so
| within 24 or 48 hours, the bailiff and
his man or men shall go and demand
| admittance, which, if not given, they
| may use force to obtain it. He shall
| then remove all the goods and chat-
| tels from the premises and put them
lon the street, and they shall not be
liable, nor can be sued by the. tenant.
Any and all law proceedings must
be between the bailiff, with means to
| fasten the door after they have re-
| moved the goods from the house to
the street. By, this arrangement the
| tenant is not deprived of hig furni-
{ture and the owner obtains prompt
| possession of his property. The bailiff
| and his man or men shall each of them
{receive the sum of $1.50 only if the
job takes one hour or half 'a day.
Thus, for a small house, the fee, in
| addition to the 50 cents for the writ,
{shall be $3; on a larger house, $4.50,
that is, for three men.

And
these youths (French and English),
living together and growing up toge-
ther, will thus learn from their child-
hood to know and esteem one another,
and while each preserves what is best
and noblest in national sentiment, all
will be prepared to fight well, side by
side, the noble battle of religion and
fatherland.”

yThe courage of the act and the pro-
phetic instinct shown, makes the read-
ing of the history of the College inter-
esting. From its establishment by the
noble Mgr. Guigues O.M.I, D.D., in
1848 until now the growth has been
steady, in spite of obstacles com-
mon to all undertakings depend-
ing . on individual courage more
than on State support and liberal en-
dowments. To-day, as the result of
these efforts, the University of Ottawa
has a proud position amongst the lead-
ing universities of our country. It
was incorporated under the title, Col-
jege of Bytown. In 1866 this was
changed to College of Ottawa, having
degree conferring powers, and in 1885
the charter was S0 amended as to en-
able it to confer the following degrees:

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WHY OUR PARCEL POST IS NOT
EUROPEANIZED,

The people of Canada have often
wondered why the Postmaster-General
offthis country has not extended our

#rcel post system on the lines that
now obtain in Great Britain and in
most European countries. The parcel
post systems of England and of Ger-
many are marvelous of their kind,and
have proved a genuine blessing to the
people of these countries. In‘Canada
and the United States, however, any
attempt to improve the parcel post sys-
tem is strenuously opposed by the
railways and the express companies,
and hitherto they have been success-
ful in their efforts. The Journal cf
New York deals with the whole ques-
tion in a way that any reader can
appreciate, and shows how strong the
opposition is to every movement that
seeks -to nationalize great public utili-
ties. Here is The Journal’s’ article
in full: i i

Let us always praise our great
American nation and rejoice in our
superiority tv the whole world. But
let us not lose sight of certain im-
portant detadls.

For instance, one difference; be~
tween the government of Great
Britain and the government of the
United States is this :

The government of Great Britain
ig really run in the interest of the
public, financially and otherwise.

The government of the United
States, as everybody knows, is run
largely in the interest of big finan-
cial concerns, trusts and corpora-
tions.

If you doubt this statement,study
an arrangement which Great
Britain has just completed for send-
ing parcels to the United States
thru the postoffice.

All over Engiand parcels are sent
thru the postoffice at a nominal
rate, much to the advantage of
commerce and of private economy.

Such an arrangement would exist
in this country except for the fact
that it wcould wipe out the enor-
mous profits that come from the
extortionate charges of express
companies.

The government of Great Britain
has just completed an arrangement
for extending its parcels post sys-
tem to the United States. Do you
know how it has done that ?

It has done it not by any ar-
rangement with the people of the
United States, the American gov-
ernment or thé American postoffice,
but by an arrangement with the
American Express Company.

The Britisher sends his parcel
thru the British postoffice. It
reaches the United States, is taken
in hand by a private express com-
pany and forwarded tosits destina-

n.

An Englishman can send a three-
pouni package from London to
Chicago for twenty-four cents. An
American must pay twice that
amount to send the same nackage
from New York to Chicago.

In this brief statement of the alli-
ance between a foreign government
and an American express company
you- will find something to think
about if you are at all interested
in government ownership of public
necessities and moncpolles.

CONSOLIDATE BRITISH AMERICA.

With pleasure The World prints in
another column a letter from a well-
known Torontonian on “Canadlan Ex-
pansion.” He believes in an ultimate
consolidation of all sections of British
America, and urges that Canada should
without delay take steps towards bring-
ing into the Canadian federation New-
foundland, the British West Indies and
British Guiana. As he points out, thesc
outlying territories already belong to
the British empire, and in drawing them
closer to us we would, therefore, run
no danger of offending the United
States by any violation of the Monroe
doctrine,

The World has advocated this all-
British-America. 'idea before, and as
Jate as Aug. 19 we urged commercial,
as well as sentimental, arguments in
support of the proposal.

It is not diffieult to deduce reasons
why each section of British America

would be materially benefited by close|

political and trade relations. In the
first place, Newfoundland, besides being
the key to the St. Lawrence, possesses
natural resources, the value of which
would be enhanced by union with Can-
ada. Her iron ore deposits form the
basis of the great iron and steel indus-
tries of Nova Scotia, while her fisheries
and pulp forests are invaluable. New-
foundland seems just now to be looking

towards Washington for financial relief, !

and Canada's first move should be to
make it worth while to the Ancient Col-
ony to enter the Canadian confedera-
tion.

Then, ag for British Guiana and the
British West Indies, these areas are pop-
ulous and wealthy; they export what
we import, and import what we export.
The mutual benefits that would follow
a freer inter-change of products are ap-
parent. The West Indies are suffering
just now from commercial depression,
due to European bounty-fed sugar, and
this would be an opportune time for
Canada to show them sympathy and
draw their attention to the advantages
of union with the Dominion.

The Dominion of Canada, expanded
to include -all British America, would
embrace the torrid as well as the frigid
and temperate zones. She would pro-
duce nearly everything produced on
earth, and would be thus more than ever
self-supporting and self-sufficient.

As remarked in these columns before, |

the all-British-America exposition to
be held in Toronto in 1903 should render
the different portions of the empire on
this .continent better acquainted com-
mercially, and that exhibition should
be made part of a campaign looking to
ultimate political confederation of all
concerned.

We also observe that the Toronto
hog market holds its own with_ the
Chicago hog market. Live hogs bring
just as good prices here as in the
Armour yards.

In Chicago both cattle and hogs are
absorbed by the dead meat trade. In
Toronto all hog receipts are looked
after by pork packing enterprises, but
the cattle bought here for export pur+
poses are shipped alive.

If the dead meat trade were estab-
lished in ‘Toronto on a sufficiently
large scale, would prices of cattle in
Toronto, like the prices of hogs here,
approximate Chicago figures ?

We recall that some months ago
Hon. G. W. Ross talked of bonusing
an Ontario dead meat trade, but no
steps have yet been taken by anyone
to earn the bonus.

Now what is thé reason for the dis-
parity in Toronto and Chicago prices
for cattle ? And would the establish-
ment of a dead meat trade here help
the situation ?

WATCHING THE THERMOMETER.

Friday’s news from Winnipeg that
the thermometer was rapidly falling
caused not a 1little anxiety in 'To-
ronto and at other eastern points,and
the heaviness of the mercury must
have occasioned even more worry
thrucut the grain belts of Manitoba
and the Territories. Of course a great
portion,probably more than half,of the
western Canadian grain crop is already
out of possible danger from the wea-
ther, but a heavy frost might yet cut
a few million busheis off the year’s
record, or at least deteriorate the
quality of a portion of the crop. $So
far the weather has been ideal for
ripening and for harvesting, and if
Old Probs continues kind only a few
days longer the Northwest will show a
wheat crop for 1902 of 70,000,000 to
80,000,000 bushels of wheat alone,most
of it grading No. 1 hard, and bringing
the best price of any wheat in the
world.

CANADIAN EXPANSION.

Editor World: I write to ask you
if the time is not ripe for Canada to
take active steps towards the complete
unification of British America. Our
Dominion was formed with that object
in view. Coupled with it was the de-
termination of our people to preserve
British justice and governmenthl 1ne-
thods in the western world. Almost
every speech favoring the union made
during the Confederation debates of
1865 emphasized these points.

Thirty-five yez’zrs have elapsed and
still Newfoundland, which was repre-
sented at the Quebec conference, and
thus assisted in drafting the Cana-

dian constitution, still lingers cutside.
1t cannot indeed be said that a per-
ngleuL effort has since been made to
bl_*mg her within. I write this to the
discredit,if not the shame,, of the poli-
ticians of both parties. The people
of Culnada have been a long time in
grasping the mandifest destiny of their
{eountry.

But we must lcok even farther sea-
| ward. We must cast our vision to the
§south, where rest tropical isles of
jAmerica waiting for our invitation to
| take shelter under the Maple Leaf. The
British West Indies acknowledge the
| sway of the same sovereign. They
{should one and all become a part of
|the Canadian Confederation. A °liltle
| effort, the exercise of a little sympathy
| which we undoubtedly feel for the
| sufferings of- our fellow subjects in
| those isles of the south, and they are
{ours. Besides, inclusion in-our sys-
| tem is necessary for their. preservation
to the empire. Just as the continental
colonies were inevitably drifting into
the United States, and would have
|found themselves there but for the
union of 1867, so are the West Indian
groups drifting that way to-day. Noth-
ing can save them but incorporation
|in the great Dominion of the north.
| Oanadians, one and all, wake up!
| Think over the policy here stated.
| Make up your minds quick. Interview
your parliamentary representatives,
pester the life out of the government,
w‘compel both political parties to act.
| We have, and we must have, no pent
up Utica. Providence evidently pre=-
. served these territories to the empire,
pending the imauguration of a strong
British Continental State. Our destiny
imust be to include within our sys-
tem the entire American dominions of
the Crown, whether contineutal, or in-
sular, the Bermudas, Bahamas, the
‘West Indies, all of them. British
‘Gudana and Belize must become Cana-
| dian. We must extend our frontier to
i the Gulf of Mexico. To the flag of the
| republic we must oppose the flag of
the Dominion. They must meet us
South, as well as North,

In saying that these territories should
be annexed to Canada, it is not for
one moment intended to be conveyed
| that such should be.done without the
| conisent of their inhabitants. I simp-
|1y state what our policy should be.
The means to be adopted for the
successful carrying out of that policy
is a matter for after and mature con-
sideration.

Our people will be surprised to learn
the territortal] and commercial import-
ance of these possessions. Jamaica,
the largest island. is 144 miles long, 49
broad and has an area of 4424 miles.
What a grand tropical province of
Canada Jamaica would make. Trini-
dad, on the coast of South America,
with 1754 square miles, would make
ancther., The Bahamas, with an area
of 4446 square miles, would make a
third.

It is the most beau-
tiful island of the Southern Reas. The
area of British Guiana is 109,000 square
iniles. It is as large as Manitoba,and
has a population nearly as dense.
British Honduras is twice the size of

Assessment Confirmed,

The court confirmed the assessment
of John Morrison for $3310 on 88 KEd-
ward-street, occupied by the Jewish
Young Men’s Protective Association,
as a club house. Mr. Morrison thought
the property should be exempt to a
religious organization. but Mr. For-

man said it was just an athletic club.

The assessment of $2000 on the house
of the caretaker of Holy Blossom
Synagog was confirmed.

Deparument Will Appeal,

The Assessment Department has
warmed up a bit over the actions of
the Court of Revision, and will ap-
peal to the County Judgre on several
disputes.

Philip Jamieson’s land at the corner
of Queen and Yonge-streets was re-
duced from $2000 and $1800 to $1800
and $1600 a foot. The former walue
was placed upon the property by the
County Judge last year. At the re-
duced valuation the total for the pro-
perty is $74,000, while six years ago
the rental was calculated upon a
valuation of $100,000.

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GHOLERA EPIDEMIC IN THE EAST.

prevaleng From Java to Japazne
Many European Victims,

Victorla, B.C., Aug. 29.—The ept-
demic of cholera is reaching alarm-
ing proportions jon the other side of
the Pacific, according to advices re-
ceived here by steamship. The out-
preak extends further and has more
vietims than ever before reported. It
extends from the Island of Java to
Japan, and almost every city om the
coast and many from the interior are

is being

contracted by Europeans as well as
natives. - In Hong Kong, from the
first of the outbreak to Aug. 6, there
had been 523 cases, six being BEuro-
s, and D11 deaths, of whom four
were Europeans. In Tien-Tsin the
~~gt report placed the numbar of cases
for the year at 1040 and 764 deaths
within the city walls, and 1015 cases
and 93 deaths outside the city walls,
in other places in China the propor-
tion of cases and deaths is just as
great. A despatch says hundreds have
died in Java. A writer from Kuelins

Kwansi Prevince, says: “1 write
from a city stricken with & violent
epidemic of cholera. DPcople are dying
by hundreds daily. Outside the city
over 1000 have died. Whole families
aré reported to have died.”
