Accusations : Against M. Malvy Say He Plotted
With Enemy to Deliver French Plan of
Attack Ratified by War Council.

Paris, Oct. 4—The chamber of de-
puties assembled today and decided to
take up immediately discussion of the
case of Bolo Pasha, arrested on the
charge of having conducted German
propaganda in France. Louis J.
Malvy, former minister of the inter-
for, who resigned on account of press
attacks against him in connection with
exposures of German intrigues, said:

“The president of the republic has
received a letter from Leon Deaudet
(leader of the Royalist Association and
editor of L’Action Francaise). This
letter, reciting infamous calumnies
against me, has been transmitted to
the premier,: who has communicated
it to me. I cannot accept this letter
in silence.” - ;

Premier Painleve interrupted him
saying: “The accusations against M.
Malvy are very grave. He is accused
of having betrayed secrets to Ger-
many during three years.”

There were loud cries from all parts
of the chamber.

In a wvoice which rose above the
tumuit the premier continued: “M.
Malvy is accused of having wished to
enter the war coundil to deliver to the
German command the plan of attack
upon the Chemin ‘des Dames. M.
Daudet declared that the hand of the
Surete Generale (political police at-

tached to .the ministry of the interior)
was in the troubles of May.”

“The letter,” was shouted from all
parts of the chamber.

“Y will obey the will of the house,”
said the premier, “but I must say that
this letter is not addressed to me.
In 4t M. Daudet affirms that with re-
gard to M. Malvy and M. Leymarie
(former head of the Surete Generale),
the proofs of treason are superabun-
dant. The letter cites two accusa-
tions, one concerning the attack on
the Chemin des Dames, the other re-
garding the troubles in May. It is
essential, the letter says, to deliver
M. Malvy immediately to military
Justice.”

The case of Bolo Pasha and other
espionage cases closely bound up with
it continue to absorb the public at-
tention as each new step in the in-
vestigation, which is being conducted
with vigor and despatch, brings out
new facts inyolving new persons.

Bolo Pasha has been interrogated in
his cell in the Fresnes prison infirm-
ary by Captain Bouchardon, of the
Paris military court, in the presence
of his lawyer, Jacques Bonzon. The
newspaper reports of the interrogation
are studded with large blank spaces,
the censorship having forbidden the
publication of the details of the pro-
ceedings and the text of cablegrams
and letters connected with the case.

Special Kerviea Company. Capt. Norman
P. Kelly, First C. O. R., édcted as prose-
cutors, and the accused was defended by
Lieut. L. &. Hargraft, his platoon com-
mander. Ldeut.-Col. J. A. MacDonaild,
K. C., was present as judge-advocate.

Pte. Latin, the owner of the money in
question, swore thet the accused remadn-

Enemy's "“Trench Mortars
Goaded Into Activity—Red
Cross Work Invaluable.

By Stewart Lyon.
Canadian Headquarters in &¥rance,
wia London, Oct. 4—QGas in consider-
able volume was again projected mnto
Lens this morning. The enemy re-
taliation took the form of trench mor-
tar activity, but this was mot long
maintained. The anrtillery duel still
continues and the Germans are mak-’
ing more use of their long, K range high
velocity guns in the bombardmenit of
the area behind the front.

Behind the German lines one of our

AT NORMAL WEIGHT

Belgian Children Must ' Show
Physical Deterioration Be-
que Being Fed.

Mr. Hoover, chairman of the Bel-
glan Relief Commission, has just had
an astounding experience in Belgium.
according to Georze Barr Baker, a
mempber of the commission now wvisit-
ing this continent.

“Mr. Hoover went to Belgium,” he
raid, “and saw 1200 children stand-
ing in line in a district near Brussels
waiting for their food to be doled out
tc them. They are all schoocl chil-
dren, none of them being much over
14 years. All of them wery happy—
the poor littie things had their food
tickets in their hands and were fac-
ing the pleasant prospect of getting
something to eat. Their mothers
and others of the woman relatives
were standing by watching them.

“Suddenly Mr. Hoover saw one of
the Belgian women who was work-
ing with the commission step over to
the line and drag a child out of it.
The child screamed and fought to get
back into the line, but the woman
kindly but firmly forced it to one
side. This was followéd by other
women doing the rame thing, which
was always accompanied by the
screaming of the child.

“Puzzled by these extraordinarv in-
cidents, Mr. Hoover questioned one
of the Women workers about it.

Must Starve First.

“They are of normal weight,” she

said, “and cannot have a meal today-..

They must wait until their weight is
reduced before we can supply them
with focd. This may be perhaps one
or two or tkree days. Only those
who are under weight and are actu-
ally starving to death under our eyes
may have food. There is so little
food compared with the need that
only those in need most have it.

“Mr. Hoover was astounded and
overtome, and asked the woman if it
was possible that the children must
be really starvimg before they could
be allowed to have a meal,

“‘Yes, it is =0’ she said sadly. ‘We
cannot feed so many little meuths
with so little. If we had the foodl
we could give it to them, but what
can we do? Thoss who do not show
actual signs of starvation must stand
asige for those who do.”

The scene thus described, which is
now being repeated all over Belginm,
explains why Mr. Hoover is making
a special appeal to the people of this
continent for  increased subscriptions
so that every child in Belgium may
Lave enough food to keep it up to
normal weight. ¥

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The Real Question.

Whether or mo the basic patents upon the flota-
tion process owned by the Minerals Separation North
American Corporation are of British origin is of sec-
ondary importance. They may have been invented in
Germany and subsequently patented im Hngland, or
they may have been invented in England . and after-
wards acquired by a German corporation.  The prob-
ability 1s that the Metalgesellschaft, which up to 1914
controlled the mineral market of the world, in some
way absorbed or acquired the process of flotation. It
ie at amy rate significant that the process was first
tried out in the zinc fields of Australia, which were
notoripusly dominated by the German metal trust.

It is also significant that the sole agent of the
Minerals Separation North American Ceorporation on
this continent is the blacklisted firm of Beer, Sond-
heimer & Co. If the Minerals Separation North
American Corporation be pro-British it is found in
strange company sleeping in the same bed at 61 Broad-
way, New York, with Beer, Sondheimer & Co.

And this is not all. The owners of;the process
seem bent on curtailing mineral production ia the
United States and Canada during the war. They have
a valuable process and-could easily collect wealth be-
yond the dreams of avarice from royalties. Yet our,
information is that mining operators find it practically
impossible to. do business with the Minerals Separa-
tiom North American Corporation or its blacklisted
hedfellow, Beer, Sondheimer & Co. The mining men
are called upon to sign a contract which a leading
member of the Toronto bar says no white man should
be asked to sign. The owners of the process insist
upon installing their own machiaery, operating it with
thelr own men, and reducing the owmers of the mine
to & position of serfdom. Moreover, such extravagant
royalties are asked that no profit remains for the mine |
owner, and Qe is therefore unable to do busimess with
the owners of the process. When lawsuits are
brought fabulous damages aré demanded, and the
owners of the process seem to fairly revel in costly
litigation. In one way or another they are apparently
throwing away millions of dollars that might be theirs
for the asking.

Hence the suspicion that Beer, Sondheimer & Co.,
long since blacklisted by the British Admiralty, and
placarded by the United States Government és a finger
on the hand of the world-wide German metal trust,
are deliberately working to help the kaiser and hurt
the allles by curtailing the production of precious
metals and war metals during the war. - €Certainly if
that #s the game the blacklisted German-Americans
are playing, Canada ‘should crush the conspiracy with
an iron hand. The conspirators would be utterly un-
done if the Canadian Patents owned by the Minerals
Separation North American Corporation were canceled.

But the real questiom after all is, shall Canadian
production be held up and ourtailed by the whim or
caprice of any foreign corporation? Qur mines can-
not produce their full capacity, low-grade ores cannot
be economically treated, the pure metal cantot be ex-
tracted from the great horde of ‘‘tailings’”’ at many
mines unless the flotation process can be used. Is
production to stop or to be greatly curtailed while end-
less litigation like a wounded snake drags its slow
length along thru the various courts of the American
Union?

We suppose that wireless telegraphy rests upon
certain patents. Suppose ‘the patentees tomorrow
should tell the allies that they could no loager use
the wireless, what would the answer be? If a man
turned up tomorrow with a perfectly good basic patent

on the locomotive engine, would we permit all the rail-|.

ways of Canada to lie idle for years merely because
this patentee would not come to terms with the rail-
way companies? Is the mineral production of Canada
io be curtailed and practically stopped because some
person or corporation has a pateat and pursues a dog-
in~the-manger policy in respect to the same?

A German hog ig more objectionable than a British |
hog, but one of our basic industries is not going out
of existence to accommodate any hog, no matter what
his nationality. The safety of the state is the supreme
law. Our mines must be worked, our metals bropught
to the surface, our low-grade ores treated ia the most
economic scientific way. If some man with a
patent says the mines must close down, then so much
the worse for the man with the patent.

The Dominion Government should cancel without
compensation these patents if they are being worked
by pro-Germans to help Germany win the war. If the
case i8 otherwise the patents should be_canceled and
the government should pay the owners some reason-
able co‘mpensation, recouping itself in time by the col-
lection of reasonable royalties from the mine owners.

The Duke of Wellington once said, “The King’s

and
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should igmore them if they are prepared to talk busi-
ness. The proposed sale has reached a stage where
only definite proposals with safisfactory backing would’
be likely to influence the-city council. . Mere delay
without a definite object in view will not commend it-
gelf. It has been suggestéd that the abattoir be put
up to tender if a sale be decided upon: The difficulty
here is the scarcity of purchdsers for such & plant. If
the present option be lost, and the butchers ‘have n0
alternative to offer, the city may find itself in ‘no bet-
ter case than before the present purchase proposal was
negotiated.

It is with exceeding reluctance that The World
contemplates the possibility of the abattoir being re-
moved from public control, and only the guarantee
that all the privileges which the city get out to estab-
lish for the smaller butchers of Toroanto would be
maintained in every respect induced our acquiescence.
The butchers appear to attach no weight wiatever to
these stipulations, and undoubtedly . the city -council
must be thoroly satisfied of. the good faith- of . the
purchasers on this point or it will be unable to agree
to the sale.

Two other possible courses might be suggested for
the future of the abattoir if the present plan is aban-
doned and the city be uawilling to continue a loss of
$65,000 or more a year. The more desirable of these
is ‘the taking dver of the abattoir by the government
as a public undertaking. It could easily form the
nucleus of a provincial or a Dominion-wide system of
regulating the whole glaughtering, dead meat and cold
storage (usiness. It is quite unlikely that either
government could be induced at the present juncture
to take any steps in this direction.

The other course was mooted at the meeting held
by the butchers. It is to take over the institution and
run. it on co-operative principles at cost, as has been
done in Ireland with hog factories and elsewhere. The
idea of a joint stock company is really no better than
the present purchase scheme, and as shares readily
changé hands might prove an easy method for the big:
meat interests to gain control of the abattoir at =
cheap rate. The co-operative plan would require com-
petent management, the compulsory patronage of all
engaged in thé wholesale and retail trade, and the
distribution of the actual cost charges over the patrons
in a pro rata proportion. Whether this be feasible,
it is for the butchers to say. 1f they can stick to-
gother and co-operate, all would be eaSy. The .fact
that they have not stood by the abattoir in the past
is the cause of the present situation.

Air Warfare Necessitates Victory.

With the development of the airplane and the pros-
pect of the construction of machines even huger than
some of those now in existeace, which reach a spread
of 100 feet, the military problem, or rather, the mili-
taristic problem, becomes more insistent. The air-
plane has revolutionized modern warfare; and it is
now generally admitted that whoever holds control of
the air will dominate the world, if the world is willing
to allow the problem of domination to escape settle-
ment in the present war. In view of airplane develop-
ment peace hecomes more and more impossible until
militarism is exterminated root and branch.

The Germans all along laid great weight on their
air forces. The zeppelins proved unequal to the task
get them, hdd unablé to compete with the airplane.
But the. Gérmans were right im principle, tho they
missed such little details ns'the superior skill and
spirit of their foes. }

If the German junkers and militarists are left at
the end of this war with enough prestige and strength
to be able to reorganize their defeated forces, it is to
the air that they will turn as a cheap and effective
means for carrying on the next war. if the Hohen-
zollern spirit be allowed to survive and animate an-
other world war the present struggle will be & picnic
in Paradise compared with the horrors the world will
endure. 'The ferocity of the German policy as exhibit-
edl in the present air raids would be renewed with
diabolical intensity, d4nd aerial forces raining annihil-
ating migsiles on the cities of her foes would be the
sudden and secret outbreak of, the new war. This
diabolical spirit must be eliminated, and the German
people are those who should purify their nation of
the foul obsession that has set them against their
fellow men.

been wiped out and only pitifully
shattered tree trunks mark their sites.
Here and there a few bricks rear
themselves bravely to show where a
farmhouse or hamlet hasg stood. Zon-
nebeke, where a few days past could
be heard the steady purr of British
and German machine guns, lies like a
smudge on the landscape.

There are no large places along this
ridge. Passchendaele, which now is
a mass of ruins, was merely a hamlet.
South of it were little communities,
such as Nieumwolen, Bruidsoode, and
Molenaarlesthoek. They have all
disappeared in the deluge of break-
ing steel.

Elaborate Deafences.

An infantry advance over territory

of this description would be difficult,

leven if there 'was no enemy opposing.

Shell holes, many of which are filled
with water, form a senious obstacle
to a rapid advance, and any one gf
these excavations may be a nest for
German machine guns. The top of
the whole zone had been prepared
with such defences and ithe shatterea
forests were choked with rapid-firers.
Conerete pill boxes and redoubts also
thad been scattered in profusion thru-
out the line, and all these divers de-
fences wenre mreinforced with barbea
wire.

Mud is one of the greatest enemies
with “which the British have to con-
tend.:” In° much of this area streams
like the Polygonbek have been bor-
dered with veritaible morasses, in which
the troops have floundered desperately
knee-deep. Even a few hours’ rain
turns lange ‘sections into flelds of
liquid mud and pools which may con-
ceal shell holes of great depth. ‘

Artillery Massed.

The British artillery for this offen-
sive had been, among the greatest if
not the very greatest, seen along the
western front. Since last week’'s drive |
tremendous gun duels have been pro~!
ceeding, covering the battle zone with |
clouds of smoke by day and turning‘
the fighting lines into vivid streaks of
voleanic fire by night.

The Germans have

BRITISH TRIUMPHS
IN NINE MONTHS
More Than —F—i;t—;-One Thou-

“sand Prisonerg and
Many Guns.

London, Oct. 4.-—Géneral Frederick
B. Maurice, chief director of military
operations at the war office, said to-
day regarding the make-up of the
Flanders army:

“The troops which havé been en-
gaged in the fighting from July 31 to
the present are composed as follows:
British (English), 70 per cent.: col-
onials, 16; Scottish,” 8; Irish, 6. The
casualties in the same period are dis-
tributed as follows: English,- 76 per
ce'nt‘; colonials, 8; Scoitish, 10; Irish,

Summing up the work of the British
army in the first nine months of the
year, Gen. Maurice said:

“During that period we have taken
on the western -front 61,435 German
prisoners and 332 field and heavy guns,
while our losses have been 15,065 pris-
oners and no guns,

“In all theatres we have taken 72,-
153 prisoners and 470 guns, and- have
lost 15,850 prisoners and no guns.”
With reference to aerial operations
Gen. Maurice said:

‘““The geéneral impression
abroad recently that we are a
way behind in the air, not only
hind the Germans, but also beliind the
French and Italians. That-.is not true.
During the recent air raids on Lon-
don the Germans dropped 414
explosives on the Liondon area. In
the same period British aviators drop-
ped 215 tons. of bombs on objectives
behind the German lines. We have
always led the enemy in the air, and
are still leading.

“Our greatest air success was in the
battle of the Somme, when we liter-
ally swamped the Germans in the air.
We started! bombing from airplanes,
the Qermans followed. We have al-
ways been and are now doing more
than twice as much bombing from the
airplanes as the enemy. The Ger-
manse copled our systems, but never
reached our height of superiority.”

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FAIR WEATHER FOR OPENER
TEAMS READY FOR BELL

Chicago Officials Have Routed the Scalpers and Few
Available Tickets Soar in Price---Even Money is the

Betting.

Chicago, Oct. 4.—With fair weather
promised for the opening game of the
world’s series Saturday between the New
York Nationals and the Chicago Ameri-
cans, and the ticket scalpers apparently
routed, the finvaders were defeated in
a practice game with the Chicago Na-

tionals this afternoom, 9 to 5. The sea-
son being over, nobody paid any atten-
tion to the score, but much to batting.
The attendance was small, but this was
no criterion of the interest felt in the
big series. It is intense.

The recent announcements of those
who, as brokers, working between the
box office and the ultimate consumer,
that they would have plenty of tickets
for all unitra-profiteering prices, went in-
to eclipse during the day, but their
prices soared. The brokers paid back
thousands of dollars in deposits, and
it was learned definitely that none of
them had more than a dozen of the
three-game tickets for—gale. The price
of box seats accordingly\ soared to $75,
and even the mere rcser seats, made
of. hardwood slats and worth at the fac-
tory, maybe $3, were quoted, for three
sittings of two or three hours each, at
33

5.

The paucity of scalper tickets was
attributed to the energy which Owner
Comiskey displayed in seeking to cir-
cumvent the practice. He held back
distribution until this morning. He
numbered the tickets and indexed the
names of purchasers; he obtajned the
aid of the state’s attorney and chief of
police, and promised full publicity in the
advertising columns of the newspapers
wherever he found that a purchaser had
transferred his ticket to a broker.

The lines at four ticket offices at the
ball park began forming at 7 o’'clock
this morning, and the procession con-
tinued until all of the $15,000 reserved
seat tickets had been given out.

In the matter of betting, the locals
talked loudly of six to five on the
Comiskey team, and New York adher-
ents talked the same odds as to their
men, but what actual betting could be
located was at even money on the re-
sult. There were many freak bets, in-
ivolving small sums, ranging from ten to
.one that neither club would take four
straight, to two to one that Collins would
.outbat Herzog. .

While the crowd was clamoring ' for
tickets cutsiae the White Sox park, the
Americar. League champions put in sev-
eral hours of practice, The diamond was
a bit soggy, due to recent heavy rains,
and # was covered tonight so as to be
in shape for the final practice tomor-
row. “Kid" Gleason, the coach, was in
lcharge of tkre practice. Later Manager
fiowland eddressed the players in the
clubhouse.

BIGGER PLAYING FIELD AT

COMISKEY PARK IN CHICAGO

American League Grounds One of the Most'?Eiaborate
in the Major Leagues---Polo Grounds Seats More People

New York, Oct. 4#—A comparison of
Comiskey Park, Chicago, and the Polo
Grounds, ®ow York. where the. world
maries of 1017 will bo pilayed between the
White Sox and the Giants shows that
these two baeeball amphitheatres are
among the largest and most commodious
in the country. The western park has
the lerger pluying fleld, while the New
York grounds will seat between two
and three thousand more spectators. Un-
der certaln conditions long hits into the
Tolo Grounds stands will go for home
yuny, while at Chicago these same hits
should result in putouts, providing the
outfielders play deep enough.

Both parks possess features which will
be turned to advantage by the home
players, attho the American League team
will have the edge in this respect. The
membors of tho New York Nationals have
never played at Comiekey Park and are,
therefore, unfamillar with the pecullari-

ties of the field. The White Sox, on
the other hand, have played the New
York Americans at the Polo Grounds for
several years, and are as much at home
there as any National League team which
meets the Giants on the latters’ home
diamond’ in several series each season.
So fur as the seating capacity is con-
corned the Polo Grounds will accommo-
date about S$000 more spectators than
Comiskey Park, but the total gate re-
ceipts will not differ to any great extent,
owing to the fact that there will be a
far greater sale of box seats in.Chicago
than ~in New. York. The capacity in
round. figures end price of seats in each
division * of the stands are as follows:
Comiskey Park-—-Bleachers, 8000 at 50
cents: paviiion, 8000 at $1; grand stand,
006 at £1.50 each; box seats, 10,000 at
$5 each: total, 34,000 seats for $§7:7650.
Polo Grounds—Bleacher seats, 13.500 at

$1 each: 14.000 unreserved grand stand
seals at' §2 each; 8000 reserved grand |

stand seats at $3 each; 1400 box seats at
$6.25 each’ tctal, 37,000 seats for $74,250.

White Sox Park in Chicago is one of
the most cluborate bageball parks in the
country. At the—time it was built in
1910 it was declared to be a “‘paseball
palace,’” and since that time several other
baseball clubs have erected stands along
the lines of Comiskey’s creation.

The park is iocated at West Thirty-
Fifth sireet and Shields avenue, and is
reached frcan all parts of the city by
elevated and surface lines and numerous
boulevards. The playing field is laid out
with the home plate in the southwest
corner of the field, thus allowing the bat-
ter to face northesst and making right
fiold tne ‘“‘sun gorden.”” The distance
behind the plate to the first row of boxes
in the grard stand is 82 feet. The dis-
tance dJown the right and % field
fonl lines from the home pilate to the
bicachers ferce is 362 feet. From home
plate to the centre field fence is 450
feet.

In comparison to these measurements
the Polo CGrounds affords much less in
playing space, Chicago heing much the
more extensive., To begin with, the dis-
tance btehind the plate to the front of
the New York grand stand is 63 feet,
whizch is 10 feet less than the like terri-
tory at Ccmiskey Park. From ths home
plate to the centre fileld bleacher at the
Giants’ ground the measurement is 420
feet. just 30 feet less than at the home
cf the White Sox. In width the Chicago
field is much more extensive than at
New York- There the right and left field
foul lines from the plate to the bieachers
measure 362 feet on each side. while at
the Polo Grounds the left field line to
the Lleachers is only 274, and the right
field line from. plate to the grand stand
is cven rhorter, the exact measurement
being only 257 feet.” The probabhility of
long hits on the New York grounds being
productive cf hrome runs, js. therefore,
much greater than at the Chieaco park,
where a far-hit ball I8 not so likely to
evade an ouifielder’'s reach.

Bunkers

The object of bunkers, in addition to
giving ‘‘sportiness’” to a course, iz to
penalize poor play. Therefore, I suppose,
whenever we are bunkered, we can blame
about fifty per cent. of the disaster on
our lack of skill and the other half on
luck. Of course, no matter how skilful
2 player is, he is sure to get into these
difficulties frequently, and the test of his
ability is to get out with a mihimum of
loss. If there is any place on the course
where a player must have conupl of bis
temper, it -is when pne finds his ball sar-
castically smiling at him froin a bhunker,

The jnexperienced player, or the one
who has not yet acquired the co-called
golf temperament, gives vent to his ex-
asperation, and savagely iries Lo rescue
a bad situation by unwisely attempting
to get distance and get out of the hunker
at one shot. It is seldom, indeed, that a
player is justified in this attempt. The
usual result is that he only lands his ball
in a worse position than it was before.
This only makes him more determined
than ever to get distance on the next
shot, with similar results.

The golfer who is able to_rz2alize that,
having landed in a bunker, % had best
accept the inevitable and regard a siroke
as practically lost, really has a tremen-
dous advantage. He is able to approach
his ball in a frame of mind that will en-
able him to recognize the difficultizs of
his next shot, and plan to play not for
the purpose of getting distance, but mere.
ly to get out of the bunker and a few
yards the other side, so he vaa take his
next shot under normal cond.t.ons. Dis-
tance from a bunker is absolutely no ob-
ject to self-controlied and -vise plavers.
This attitude toward a bunker shot is
insurance against any more waste sirokes
and is the best of golf sfratcgy. Grand
recoveries from bunkers are usually mir-
acles. A player should reflect that a shot
lost in a bunker can best be recovered hy
a good approach or by sinking a long
putt.

Assuming your ball lies clcar in the
sand close up to the bunker, your be:t
chance is a heavy niblick, Your stance
must largely be adapted to the circum-
stances. The closer your ball lies to
bunker, naturally the more under vyour
ball you should get. You shoull hit the
sand about two inches back of the hall
and take plenty of it. Ther2 s no suc!
thing as a follow thru in vlaving a nib.
