The expert engaged by, the
committee, F, C, Cornell, has com-
pleted a brief which has been fited
with the Board of Railway Commis-
sioners, and when that body has set
the fime for the hearing of the case
they have arranged to have a repre-
sentative from each of the three Mari-
time Provinces, in addition to M.
Cornell, appear in support of their
claims for consideration by the Board
and the fixing of a new rate for export
and import trade to and from the
Maritimes,
A great mass of material in sup-

port of the contentions of these prov-|

inces that they have been unjustly
discriminated against has already been
secured and i{s now being prepared for
submission at the hearing and the
members of the committee are still
' gathering matter to suport their case.

BRIEF FORWARDED.

Under date of October 12 Mr. Cor-
nell forwarded to A. A. Cartwright,
secretary of the Board of Railway
Commissioners, a brief called for by
“the general order of the beard of
July 9, 1925, in which it was set forth
that the board intended to hold a
hearing into the matter of general
freight rate revision for all parts of
the Dominion of Canada.

CASE PRESENTED.,

Mr. Cornell’s letter is as follows:

In accordance with your "general
circular of July 9th, 1925, 1 beg to
submit on behalf of the Provinces of
Nova Scotia. New Brunswick, and
Prince Edward Island, the following:

1. That because of the peculiar geo-.
graphical position, * limited markets,
wiuespread population, and the nature
of the products of the Maritime Pro-
vinces with respect to other provinces
in the Dominion of Canada, special
attention should be paid from a trans-
portation point of view to insure the
Maritime Provinces participating
equally in the general growth and
prosperity of the Dominion.

2. That during the construction of
the Intercolonial, National Transconti-
nental, Caandian Northern Ontario,
and Canadian Northern Railways, the
necessity of creating a rate structure
that would permit the free interchange
of products between the Maritime
Provinges and the Central and Western
Provinces, and _also ensure a fair
volume of export and import traffic
through Maritime ports was recognized
and incorporated into the several
agreements and acts and legislation
passed by Federal Governments in re-
lation to the construction and opera-
tion of these railways.

8. That the prosperity of the Marl-
time Provinces depends to a serious
extent upon their ability to merchan-
dise the products of their natural re-
sources and their manufactured pro-
ducts in the Central and Western Pro-
vinces.

4. That changes in the freight struc-
ture of Canada in the last few years
have practically wiped out any con-
sideration which the Maritime Pro-
vinces had and are justly entitled to

in agreements and legislative enact-
ments, as originally laid down.

5. That an adjustment should be
made in the rates on east and west
bound domestic traffic on competitive
commodities as between the Maritime
Provinces and the Central and West-
ern Provinces.

6. That on traffic originating in the
Maritime Provinces and consigned to
points in Quebec, Ontario, and the
Western Provinces, the added cost of
transportatipn as compared to traffic
originating in the Central Provinces,
be substantially reduced.

7. That the rates applied to export
and import traffic through Maritime
ports be so adjusted as in no case to
be higher than the rates on the same
trafic passing through other North
Atlantic ports to inland points of
origin or destination, so situated, as to
permit of competition via North At-
lantic ports. i

8. That individual shippers in the
Maritime Provinces should be given
special consideration in order to allow
them to operate successfully.

OTTAWA, Ont., Oct. 13—The fol-
lowing statement in regard to the re-
turn of Canadians from the United
States is issued by the Department of
Immigration: .

“Seven hundred ~and _thirty-three
former €aiadians who have lived in

: nited. States for apore than six
months, returned to Canada in the first
nine cays of October to make their
permanent home here, aecording to
statistics compiled by the department
of immigration. In the same period
479 immigrants entered Canada from
the United States and the “entry. of
tourists and other non-immigrants
reached a total of 376,256.

“That the returned Canadians are
people of substance is evidenced by
the fact that for one week those re-
turning through nine of the Canadian
government offices in the United States,
brought with them back to 'Canada
cash effects to the value of $208,200.
The largest movement was through
the agency at Detroit, through which
105 former Canadians returned to Can-
ade after an absence of more than six
months in the United States and
brought with them cash and effects to
the value of $111,000.”

COMMUNIST STRIKE
IN PARIS IS ENDED

Transporte Workers Only Ones
Out—2 Killed, 30 Wounded
in Riots.

PARIS, Oct. 18—The 24-hour gen-
eral strike called by the Communists
ended officially at dawn today, but
transport ‘workers in the vicinity of
Paris attempted to prolong the walk-
out, and met with some success among
the drivers of auto busses and tram
cars. There was, however, a notable
increase in the number of taxicabs on
the streets, and the general public felt
little inconvenience.

Most of the factory hands and build-
ing workmen, who were out yesterday,
returned to their tasks this morning,
and the police felt little fear of a re-
crudescence of yesterday’s rioting in
which two persons were killed, and
some 80 wounded. The police main-
tained their vigilance, however, post-
ing strong forces at possible danger
points.

THE LAST FRONTIER

Science Builds $70,000 Dam
Just To Destroy It

By DAVID DIETZ.
SCIENTISTS are planning to build
an arch dam one hundred feet
high near Fresno, Calif., at a cost of
870,000. As soon as they have built
it they will set about destroying it.

But In destroying $70,000 worth of
concrete masonry, the scientists ex-
pect to settle problems that are cen-
turies old and to save the future
builders af arch dams not thousands
but milions of dollars. For, para-
doxical as it sounds, scientists have
fouad that one way to improve things
is to destroy them.

The sclentist calls this process
“testing to destruction”” It {s prac-
ticed by the U. S. Bureau of Stand-
ards, the U. S. Bureau of Mines, the
national fire underwriters’ labratories,
and many manufacturing companies,
including especlally the makers of
telephones and electrical apparatus.

An engineer designs a telephone
transmitter that he thinks is better
than one in use. Accordingly the
transmitter is put before a grapho-

continuously, day and night, until
the telephone transmitter breaks.
The record is then compared with the
record for other types of transmitters.|

The U. 8. Bureau of Standards tests
steel beams by smashing them with
a hydraulic press capable of exerting
thousands of tons pressure.

Steel safes are tested by throwing
them off roofs down upon concrete
pavements,

The fire underwriters stage fires to
test fire-proof materlals.

No test up to the present, however,
has been as spectacular as that pro-
posed with the arch dam. .

A SPECIAL committee of the Ene

gineering Foundation, a national
organization with headquarters at
New York, is to be in charge of the
work. Leading engineers of America
and FEurope as well as governmeng
engineers from the U. S. Bureau of
Reclamation, the states of California
and Oregon and the cities of San Fran=

cisco and Los Angeles will co-operata
in the work.

The dam is to be built on Steven=
son Creek, a tributary of theSan
Joaquin River, about sixty miles east
of Fresno.

The dam is to be bullt upon a
foundation of solid rock. It will be
seven feet thick at the base and two
feet thick at the top.

The dam will first be built to a
heighth of 60 feet.

* %

ESTS will then be carried on for

a year. Delicate measuring in=
struments, fully tested for accur
at the U, S. Bureau of Standards, w
be used to determine the stresses and
strains in thé dam and any movements
of the dam under such strain.

Many of these measuring instru=
ments are being specially designed for
the work.

At the end of the year, the height
of the dam will be increased by s
until the 100-foot height is finally
reached.

The place where the dam is being
built is a rugged rocky gorge. This
location was picked so that a sudded
breaking of the dam during the tests
would do no“damage to inhabited o®
cultivated territory.

LONDON SOCIETY
MAN IS SHOT DEAD

Found in Fathers Home With
Discharged Pistol Alongside
Body.

LONDON, Oct. 9—Edward Wor-
mald Thynne, twenty-year-old son of
Colonel Ulric Thynne, C.M.G., D.S.O,,
was found shot through the heart in a
bedroom of his father’s residence near
Worthing. A verdict of accidental death
was recorded by the coroner at the
inquest.

BERLENBACH W ON
FROM SOLOMON

Light Heavyweight Champion
Puts Panama Pugilist Away
in Ninth Round.

.
NEW YORK, Oct. 13—Giving away
nineteen pounds to a game and cour-
ageous foe, Paul Berlenbach, world’s
light heavyweight champion, yesterday
afternoon scored technical knockout
over King Solomon, Panama, in the
ninth round of a ten-round match, at
the New. York National League base-
ball park. Berlenbach weighed 172
and Solomon 191.

SECOND SURPRISE.
Solomon’s defeat was the second sur-
prise of the day, for a crowd of about
6,000 had previously seen Babe Her-
man, of California, outstanding feather-
weight challenger, held to a draw by
Jpe Celmars, of New York, a compara-
tive unknown.

Celmars entered the ring for his
match . with Herman on only a few
hours’ notice as a substitute for the
retired featherweight champion, Johnny
Dupdee, who failed to appear for the
weighing-in at the offices of the New
York Boxing Commission. Celmars
appeared to be slightly overweight at
132, against 126 for Herman.

He soon proved that he would make
trouble for the Californian by flooring
the latter with a teriffic left hook soon
after the opening of the first round.
Diring the next three rounds of the
10 round contest Celmars nonplushed:
the man who only recently held the|
champion, Louis (Kid) Kaplan, of
Meriden, Conn., to a draw, dazsling
Herman with his speed and a sharp
left jab to the head. Displaying nim-
ble foot work he made Herman miss
with both hands as the crowd roared
its approval and it was not until the
fifth round that the latter finally found
the range. Herman rallied in the lat-
ter rounds and brought the fight to
even terms, in the opinion of the
judges, by teriffic right handers to the
chin which found Celmars always will-
ing to mix. The draw verdict of the
judges was received with disapproval
by the crowd, a chorus of boos and
hisses indicating that many believe Cel-
mars entitled to the honors:

THREE TEN-ROUNDERS.

Calls For Amendment to Law
With Headlights Stand-
ardized .

KEEBLE BLAMELESS
IN ROAD FATALITY

Verdict Puts Onus on Un-
known Driver of Other
Car *

At the concluding session of Coroner
Dr. William Warwick's' inquest into
the death of Charles T. Hayter, struck
with an automobile, driven by George'
Kebble, on’ October 2, the jury blamed
the unknown driver of another auto-
mobile, exonerated Mr. Kebble and ex-
pressed the opinion that the'dimming
law is “absolutely dangerous and con-
fusing.” It is recommended, that dim-
ming be not required but that auto
lights be standardized.

TEXT OF FINDING.

. The wording of the verdict is as
follows:

“We, the*jury empannelled to en-
quire into the death of Charles T. Hay-
ter, beg leave to report the following
verdict:

“That Mr. Charles T. Hayter came
to his death on Tuesday, October 6,
1925, at his home in Pamdenec, Parish
of Westfield, County of Kings, Pro-
vince of New Brunswick, from injuries
received on October 2, 1925, in an acci-
dent while on the road known as the
Westfield road.”

“It is the opinion of the jury that
these injuries were received by being
struck by an automobile, the driver
of which had taken all due precaution
and had conformed with the require-
ments of the road law but was pre-
vented from seeing Mr. Hayter be-
cause of being temporarily blinded by
the glaring headlights of an unknown
approaching car, the driver of which
we hold responsible for the accident.

practical experience, we consider that
the law requiring the dimming of head-
lights is absolutely dangerous and con-
fusing, and we strongly recommend
that this law be amended, and that
drivers be not required to dim, but that
headlights shall be of a standard candle
power and focus.”

ADDITIONAL WITNESSES

The witnesses examined last evening
were a lad, Glendon Arthurs, Colin
McDonald, Leopold Kadman, Fred
Brennan, Charles Stevens, Charles E.
Stevens, Mrs. Arthurs and Mrs. Kirt-
ley. Some of the evidence adduced by
these witnesses was corroborative of
statements made at the Monday night
session of the court, dealing with dis-
tances, the finding of the injured man,
conversation that took place and a de-
scription of the conditions of auto light-
ing, the curvature of the road, etc.

DEFINITE EVIDENCE

A fabtor in fixing whatever blame
there might have been for the acci-
dent upon the unknown driver, who
dashed past with glaring lights, was
given by the 15-year-old Arthurs lad
whose testimony -had to do with the
location of Keeble’s car immediately
after the accident and later when
Keeble was forced to move it a consid-
erable distance to relieve road conges-
tion which followed the mishap. The
lad identified the original position of
the car after Mr. Hayter was struck
by a familiar pathway and other land-
marks. This point was being stressed
by the crown officer to ascertain if the
Keeble car had been speeding when it
striick the aged victim.

After some brief remarks by Coroner
Warwick summarizing the salient
points of evidence, the jury retired and
in due course returned with their ver-

dict.
GREAT INTEREST

During the inquiry residents and of-
ficials evinced the livliest interest in the
arguments brought forth concerning
auto lighting. The Motor Vehicle law,
has been amended in some points deal-
ing with speed and distances since its

| passage a few years ago, but there has

been no move made to alter its light-
ing regulations. Therefore it was said
the verdict brought in last night might
call attention to the wide diversity of
opinion said to exist on this question
of glaring and dimming lights.

THE LIGHTING QUESTION

The Motor Vehicle Law demands the
dimming of lights, while many motor-
ists who are observing that law claim
to be doing so at a decided risk to
their safety. The argument is that two
full lights illiminate the whole road-
way whilst one glaring light and one
dimmed light impairs the vision of one
driver and leaves him with a darkened
road to negotiate, A Westfleld resident
