End of Naval Bill

BORDEN IS WILLING

- Report Says He Sees His Mistake
and Will Net Coerce Followers
in Upper House — Clesure in
Commons This Week

(Special To Times)

Ottawa, Ont., May 5—The government
has decided that the closure shall be ap-
plied and the naval bill put through the
Louse before the close of the week. It is

" probable that the notice of closure will
be given on Friday and that the house will
be required to sit under closure on Sat-
urday to put the bill through.

It is understood that the government
wants the naval measure killed in the sen-
ate and has dropped a hint to some of
the Conservative senators that they are
free to vote with the Liberal majority in
the upper house against the bill. The
government has decided that the principle
oi a contribution is a mistake and that,
once embarked upon, the dominion could
never get away from the principle and
practice of periodic contributions to the
admiralty. The government is therefore

~ praying that the Liberal majority in the
genate will repair the mistake the admin-
istration made in introducing the bill and
at the same time will see that Sir Wil-
frid is shouldered with responsibility for
the :genate’s action. It is quite possible
that the closure may not be found to work
smoothly upon its first application and
that the government will fail to get the
naval bill out of the commons this week.
That its departure will be marked with
ongiderable noise is certain.

“Albert” Cuhxer Has Posed
as Man For, 60 Ycars

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Came Out From [reland Dis-
guised as a Boy—Had Fought
Through the Civil War

(Canadian Press)

Quincy, 1Ills., May 5—The commitment
of Albert D. J. Cashier, _sixty-nine, to the
Jacksonville asylum -for the insane, has
revealed that the patient, a native of Ire-
land, a veteran-of. the United States civil
war_ and for nearly a year living in the
Soldiers’ and Sailors’ Home here, is in
reality a" woman. Her real name is un-
known, her actual identity wholly lost in
the passing of several decades, so she must
remain on the books entered in the mascu-
line designation which ehe has success-
fully carried through for more than three
score years.

Her history shows that she came to Am-
erica as a stowaway during the first years
of the civil war. To accomplish this she
put on male attire. From that time she

"has mever worn anything else until now

that her true character is discovered she
has been transferred from the men’s to
the women’s pavilion and made to wear
skirts. It is known that when a call for
volunteers was made in 1862, she pres-
ented herself at a recruiting station at
Bellevidere, Ills,, and was duly accepted
and enlisted as a member of Company G.,

95th Illinois infantry under command of
Dr. E. N. Bush. Bush died in battle two
years later.

She saw real action. She participated in
the bloody battles and skirmishes preced-
ing the fall of Vicksburg, and was present
when Grant’s army triumphed there. 1n
all “his” war record shows that he par-
ticipated in forty battles and skirmishes.

Veterans who recall ‘him’ ’always spoke
of Cashier as a dashing young Irish sol-
dier as impE-tuous and fearless as the tra-
ditions of “his” race would -imply. She
never, however, suffered a wound.

Colonel J. O. Anderson admits that
when the woman was. admitted to the
home he was aware of” the sex, but eays
Miss Cashier was old and in want, and as
there was no_question of the war service
that the woman had given to the country,
he could see no reason for withholding
from her the benefits of the home, so he
agreed to keep the matter of }mr sex en-
tirely in confidence.

Future of Fortress Left With Great Pow-

ers to Determine — London Stock
Market Makes Quick Response—Be-

Oettinge, Montenegro, May 65—

King Nicholas of Montenegro to-
day decided to evacuate the fort,
ress of Scutari in response to the
demand of the European powers.

London, May 5—S8ir  Edward
Grey, British.foreign minister, an-
nounced at today’s meeting of the
ambassadors, thai Montenegro had
uncondxtxonally placed the ques-
tion of the future of Scutari in
the hands of the European pow-
ers. The decision reached by
King Nicholas, at the very last
moment, had the effect of immedi-
a.bely rehev-mg the great tension
in Buropean politics and caused
unbounded satisfaction to diplo-
mats and the general public.

The stock exchange at once re-
sponded to this feeling, and it was
generally hoped that this action
of . Montenegro would do away
with. all necessity for military in-
cursions into Albania such as Au-
stria and Italy were contempla-
ting against Essad Pasha, the for-
mer Turkish ¢ommander of Scut-
ari, Djavid Pasha, with his refu-
gee Turkish troops, and other in-
dependent leaders, on the plea of

“|restoring order.

It was suggested during the negotiations

| that the King of Montenegro was to re-

ceive territorial compensation in some
other direction if he would give up Scutari
land that His Majesty was preparing to
accept this offer.

Bad in Albania

Rome, May 5—Strenuous efforts were
made "at Cettinje to induce Montenegro
to agree before the meeting of the am-
bassadors in London today to evacuate
Scutari unconditionally. The argument
was offered that this was the only way
by which ‘Austrian military intervention
could be avoided.

At the same time the powers of the
triple entente—Great Britain, France and
Russia—particularly Russia, used their in-
fluence at Vienna to induce Austria to de-
fer threatened coercion of Montenegro.

Meantime news from Southern Albania
is of the gravest importance.. Anarchy
prevails, according to this information in
many sections, anid the soldiers of Assaad
Pasha and Djavid Pasha, are looting and
slaying. They are said to have formed
themselves into regular bands of brigands.
The Albanian defenders of their homes,
along with their women, have been ruth-
lessly cut down.

While the Turkish government at Con-
stantinolpe has officially disavowed KEssad
Pasha, it is known that special emissaries
have been sent dut by the Porte with the
object of having Essad recognized as Emir
of Albania. A majority of the Albanians
are said to be urging Italian intervention
for the re-establishment of order.

Ttalian preparations have been made for
the despatch of a large expedition, if that
should be necessary. General Nava, who
participated in all the African campaigns
and commanded a regiment at the battle
of Adowa in 1896, has been designated as
commander of the expedition. General
Nava now is. in comand of the Bologna
army corps.

Londén, May 5—The Vienna correspond-
ent of the Times says that Baron Con-
rad, chief of the Austrian staff, is report-
ed to be bombarding General Pollio, chief
of the Ttalian staff, with telegrams in
favor of the occupation of Albania.

A Chat With Leo Scheff, British
Writer, Now in St. John

“When I compare the conditions of the
working people of England and other
European countries with the circumstances
of the same class of people in this coun-
try; when I see the immigrant landing
in Capada poor and : depressed and find
them, a few years later, earning better
wages than they had ever dreamed of,
comfortably housed, well fed and nicely
clad, I find fresh inepiration for my
work,” said Leo Scheff, special commis-
sioner for the Manchester Guardien and
corréspondent for several of the greatest
British papers, in an interview with a
Times reporter.

Mr. Scheff has made several trips to

Canada to study the country and find
material for descriptive articles, which ap-
pear in the papers with which he is con-
nected; but his attitude is quite ‘different
from that of many correspondents who,
after one quick trip through the country,
consider themselves authorities on the
dominion, its people and its resources. Mr.
Scheff. is continually investigating .and
continually adding to his knowledge of
Canada, but he confesses that he will have
to make several more lengthy trips before
he will consider himself qualified. to write
authoritatively of the country as a whole.

In a few years, when he has added con-

'siderably to his already vast fund of in-

formation, it ie his intention to write a
eeries of 'books on Canada, devoting one
to each province. In the meantime his
timely and interesting articles are being
read by milliona;of speople in the old eoun-
try and through their medium many per-
sons, to whom Canada was before but a
name, are learning of the opportunities
which this country has to offer and are

{ turning their eyes and their ambitions tor

wards the new land of opportunity.

“Every part of Canhada has ite attrac-
tion,” said Mr. Scheff, “and the secret of
success in immigration is to locate the new
settlers in the part of the dominion Which
best suits them. For myself, I like the
east and I consider that the advantages it
has to offer in the way of better social
surroundings and more pleasant conditiona
of living more than compensate for the
opportunities of making ‘money Taster,
which may be found in the west.

“The east has no reason to be jealous of
the west,” he continued, “for the develop-
ment of the west means a greater field for
the eastern manufacturers and, for many
years at least, the east must continue to
eupply the western provinces with the
greater portion of the manufactured pro-
ducts which the west demands.”

Mr. Scheff will leave this week for up-
per Canada and the west.

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WOMEN'S COUNGIL

Matters: of Interest sind ~lﬁ.p.rtance
at Montreal Meeting

Montreal, Mﬁy 5—At the kSaturda'y nigh't
gesgion. of the, National Couneil of Wor,

‘discussed. after a report had heen read
by Mrs. Leathes, of Toronto, in which
there had been reference to a ‘‘private
hanging being a public execution” in
Montreal. This caused indignant reply
by severai Mantreal ladies who thought it
a reflection upon the council of that city.
Mies Peters of St. John moved that the
whole paragraph be struck out, saying
she wished all executions would be made
public as this would soon cause the aboli-
tion of eapital punishment.

Others matters taken up in the report
read by Mrs. Leathes were the requests
made to the government that wife-deser-
tion and mon-support of families be made
indictable, and' extraditable offences and
that immigrants who had deserted their
wives be deported, the unusual number of
divorces granted by the Canadian senate
and the agitation for divorce courts; ef-
forts to prevent the employment of white
girls by Orientals and the gratifying ad-
vance in police methods as affecting wo-
men. Toronto hag established a women’s
court and appointed two policewomen.
Vancouver, and Ottawa each had two
policewomen and London expected one
would be appointed soon.

The report, closed with these recommend-
ations, which were adopted:

“That the various local councils investi-
gate the problems of childhood, with a
view to securing the establishment of a
federal bureau of child welfare, under ex-
pert direction.

“That efforts be made to secure the
municipal, provincial and dominion fran-
chise for women on equal terms with
men.” i :

Mies Fitagibbon re4d an important re-
port upon immigration and in connection
with it, a recommendation wae adopted
.that the government appoint agents to in-
vestigate the clags of immigrants coming
to Canada in their home places, as to the
desirability of having them here, and that
the immigration department be held re-
sponsible with at least a 5 fine for all
undesirables coming to Canada.

A motion was made for the appoint-
ment of matrone to meet and travel with
girle and women arriving in Canada in
the steernge, but this was opposed by Miss
Derrick of Montreal and a commitiee wag
chosen to investigate the whole question
of assisted immigration and the bonus sys-
tem. Miss Derrick said that many famil-
jcs in being aesisted on arrival looked for
too much assistance afterwards and did
not make guch self-reliant and independent
citizens ay Canada desired.

A suggestion was adopted that the dele-
gates should practically “bombard”’ mem-
bers of parliament with letters, petitions,
and telegrams, until measures were more
rigidly enforced or introduced for the sup-
pression of the white slave traffic, and
emphasizing the measures ‘for this now
before the house.

PIE CRUST FOR ONE PIE
One heaping cup of flour, pinch of salt,
1, teaspoon baking powder. Rub in 2
tablespoons heaping of lard. Use just
as little of water as possible to moisten
and mold very little; less the better.

One cup raw whole rice, 1 pint milk,
1 pint water, 1 cup dark molasses, 1 tea-
spoonful salt, 1-3 nutmeg. In mixing wuse

oven to bake in a deep earthen pot. Af-
ter it has been in, moderate oven about
% to % of an hour, or when the rice
begins to swell, stir from the bottom
thoroughly, then add balance of milk,only
stirring slightly from -the top the same
as you would Indian pudding. This makes
the whey. Bake 2 hours. Best to mix
eajly in the morning, leaving out the
milk, as that allows the rice to swell be-
fore baking, but you are not obliged. to
do this. Try this and report. Bake just
the same as your Indian pudding. Do
not allow it to be tpo solid when done.
Add more milk if necessary. Experiente
will teach when it is baked right.

connected with several temperance or-
ganizations. He was also a member of the
New Brunswick Medical Society and of the
Homeopathic Medical Society of King’s
County, New York.

(Ottawa Citizen, May 2)

Coal took a drop of 50 cents a ton to-
day, if bought for spot cash. This means
that it can be bought from $7.50 to 38.25
according to the quality.

How long these prices will be in effect
the dealers cannot say definitely, but
lkely until next fall, The mine owners

['have reduced the price 50 cents a ton at

the mines, so the local merchants have
followed suit. Now is the time, they say,
to buy coal fo rnext winter, so that. they
will be in a better position to supply the
extra demand then.

For the last two ot three years there
has been a concerted rush for coal with
the coming of the first cold smap and
consequently the dedlers have not been
able to meet the demand as quickly as
desired and an opportunity to stack up
a reserve supply in case of emergency has
been practically impossible. 1f household-
ers buy coal mow at the cheap prices
and lay ‘in a supply for next winter it
would mean a general benefit. .

The first great flood in England of which

there is any record began in Cheshire in
the year 343, and béfore it subsided more
than 3,000 persons had perished. Two
thousand p@sons were drowned in Glas-
gow in 738.

Flanders was inundated by the sea, and
the town of Ostend totally immersed in.
1108. The failure of.the Holland dikes to
hold back the waters resulted in one of
the most terrible inundations in history
in 1530, more than 400,000 people drown-
ing. {

In Catalonia 50,000 people perished by
flood in 1617. Thirteen hundred persons
drowned in the Zeeland flood of 1717. A
century ago this summer a dreadful jnup:

1,600 houses were flooded in 1849.

The Ohio and Mississippi floods of 1882,
the Paris flood, the Johnstown flood and
the recent inundations in the middle we=g
are among the worst of the more recent
inundations.—Milwaukee Sentinel.

WEBRER
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: THE HOUSING PROBLEM

In reply to an inquiry from the Times
concerning cottages for people of small
income, erected at comparatively lowz cost,

Mr. John N. Ihlder, field secretary of the
National Housing Association of the Unit-
ed States writes:

“I have recently been in Grand Rapids,
Michigan, where I find that a commercial
builder is erecting very good one-family
detached cottages at from $1,200 to §1,400,
lots $200 to $400. This expense could, of
course, be reduced by building the cot-
tages in groups or semi-detached.”

Mr. Thlder says he is convinced that
housing must be treated as a business pro-
position, and that the houses of working
men must stand on their own feet finan-
cially, as philanthropic house building
never can keep pace with the growth of
a 'prosperous city, while the principle un-
derlying it is wrong and tends to raise
new and serious social problems.  Mr.
Ihider ades:

“] am very much interested in what
you say about the development that is
coming to St. John, and hope that as you
have seen your problems in advance you
may be able to avoid the housing ills that
afflict so many of our cities.”

There is a housing famine in the city
of Moose Jaw, Saskatchewan, and the
gitnation is so serious that a committee
of business men has been appointed to
conmsider the whole question. A corres-
pondent writes:

“The plan at present regarded with
special favor would enable even working-
men to build their own houses with the
aid of credit accommodation from the
city and from the lumber companies. The
plan also contemplates the sale by the

they will be rented to tenants—not sold
and allowed to get into the hands of
speculators—at a low figure, enough to
provide cost of upkeep and sinking fund.”

TI‘IE NEED OF THE PORT
T})& iffi Wlties conmected with provid-
ing the- rneeded additional facilities at

est St. John for next winter’s traffic
make it advisable to send a delegation to
Ottawa in order that the whole matter
may be placed clearly before the govern-
ment. This could mot be done nearly so
well and certainly not as expeditiously by
correspondence, since there would be many
questions to ask and answer-before the
whole situation would be made clear to
those who have not personally witnessed
the congestion of the last seasom, or ob-
tained on the spot a full knowledge of the
various proposals which have been con-
sidered by the citizens’ committee. The
grain conveyors must be constructed at
berths No. 5 and 6. If there is any doubt,
and there is grave doubt, whether the Con-
nolly wharf can be completed in readiness
for mext winter’s business, then some
alternative plan must be provided. One
suggestion is the straightening of the ex-
tension of berth No. 6. In connection
with the whole matter there is said to
be some doubt about getting enough tim-
ber to do the work. The whole situation
is beset with difficulty, and the best way
out of it is for a delegation to go to Ot-
tawa and place the matter very clearly
before the government. Since ninety per
cent. of the traffic in winter is through
business, the whole country js interested
in seeing that ample facilities are pro-
vided; and if the conditions which have
developed call for a large expenditure at
this port, it is in the interest of the whole
country that it should be done without
hesitation- and without delay.

’

WOMEN'S COUNCIL

In two important respects the sentiment
of the National Council of Women has
undergone a notable change during the
last few years. When the question of
children’s playgrounds was first brought
to the attention of the Council, compara-
tively little interest was shown, and for
several years little was done. Gradually,
however, local councils here and there
began to agitate for supervised play-
grounds, the couneil in 8t. John being
one of the most active. At last week’s
session of the National Councili in Mont-
real a good deal of attention was given
io the subject of playgrounds, and the
council algo placed itself on record in favor
of opening all school buildings as social
centres. Not only &0, but recommendation
was adopted that the various local councils
investigate the problems of childhood,
with a view to securing the estab-
lishment of a federal bureau of child
welfare under expert direction. The ac-
tion taken by the National Council
means that in every centre in Canada

where a local council exists its influence|

will be behind all movements for tha pro-
motion of the welfare of children. The

council is also strongly in favor of medi-
cal inspection in schools, and has declar-
ed itself in favor of having this work pro-
vided for by the governments of the prov-
inces. The council also favors the estab-
lishment of night echools and better
salaries for teachers. In thus taking ad-
vanced ground in all matters relating to
the more healthy development of child
life, the Women’s Councils will be a most
important factor in solving problems
which are receiving far too little attention
in all Canadian cities.

The National Council has also experi-
enced a change of sentiment with regard
to woman suffrage. Not many years ago
this question found little favor at meet-
ings of the National Council, but last week
a resolution favoring the franchise for
women on equal terms with men was
adopted. This action will strengthen the
hands of the equal euffrage sociciies
throughout the country, and if militant
tactics are avoided it will ungquestionably
hasten the time when women will be given
the right to vote.

The National Council of Women has
become a force in Canadian life that must
be reckoned with, and there is great need
of the influence which such an organiza-
tion can exert in many directions for the
public good.

MAINE AND THE TARIFF
Those who are interested in the lum-
ber industry and the potato industry in
the state of Maine are opposed to the
tariff revision proposed by the Demo-
cr'ats, on the ground that it will injure
their interests. Mr. Guernsey, one of the
representatives of the state in congress,
in a recent speech dwelt upon the great
value of the pulp and paper industry of
Maine, and declared that the proposed
tariff revision would be very injurious. In

the course of his speech he said:
“Great paper mills are on the eve of
construction along the S8t. John river in
Canada. Pass this bill unamended and

you will insure the deliverey of the great-

wood products from more than four mil-
lion acres of Maine forests to paper com-
panies along the St. John in New Bruns-
wick for manufacturing into a finished
rroduct to the upbuilding and growth
of the Dominion of Canada, not alone for
the present but for all time.
bill unamended and you will prevent the
development of this great raw material
producing territory within the United
States and prevent the development of
its vast undeveloped water powers equiva-
lent to 200,000 horse-power now running
to waste.”

Mr. Guernsey also referred to the fact
that the potato growers of Aroostook
county received much higher prices last
year than those of the Canadian provinces
and in thjs connection said:

“Add to the foreign competition the
competition of Canada with her lower
priced lands, lower paid labor and cheap
water transportation from the maritime
provinces to Boston and New York mar-
kets and it will be seen that the Maine
potato grower will, under the provisions
of the ‘pending bill, suffer from severe
shrinkage in his land investment and in
loss of market for his product. All con-
sidered, the present 25 cents duty is none
too much to properly equalize conditions
with the potato producer, foreign or Can-
adian.”

It will be observed that Mr. Guernsey
is not one of those who think that the
maritime provinces would have suffered if
reciprocity had been adopted. On the
contrary he objects to the competition
which would have taken place under reci-
procity, and yet there were politicians in
the province who had the hardihood to
say that reciprocity would be bad for
the New Brunswick farmer.

We dre told that the maval bill will
come up again at Ottawa about the mid-
dle of the week, and that it will be forced
through by closure if necessary. If that
course is pursued it will be the duty of
the senate to throw out the bill.

LONDON PAPER BUYS -
480 ACRES IN ALBERTA

Demonstration Farm As Model
Place To Train Settlers

Reynold’s Newspaper, of London, which
is advocating the emigration of Britons
of crowded London to Western Canada,
has purchased 480 acres of land near Cas-
tor, and will demonstrate the possibilities
of farmmg in Alberta.

The deal for the land was consummated
in Calgary by Mrs, Hamar Jackson, a
London writer, representing the newspa-
per, and the land department of the C.
P R -

Mrs. Jackson has taken over the prop-
erty at Castor. She expects to go to
Edmonton to consult with Hon. Duncan
Marshall, minister of agriculture, and
later, w1th the experts in the employ of
the department of natural resources of
the C. P. R. as to the best methods of
developmet.

Mrs. Jackson is enthusiastic over her
newspaper experiments,

“London, as you know, has a popula-
tion of 7,000,000,” she eaid, in on inter-
view. “At least, 1,000,000 of these 'are
not wanted, and are anxious indeed to
better their conditions. But they do not
know how to go about it, and it is the
mission of my paper to put before them
details of this country, where they can
make a decent living, and are not . under
the necessity of living from hand to
mouth.

“Everyone knows that the working clas-
ses of Great Britain are the most thrift-
less classes in the world. That is not
their fault, but the fault of the condi-
tions which govern their lives from which
it is difficult for them to escape. Living
from day to day, as these people do, they |
have no money to pay their passage to
Canada, and it would seem advisable for
the government of Canada, which wants
population badly, to do something in the
way of assisting intending immigrants to
Canada.

“Now the Australian government has
very lately adopted the most energetic
measures to induce immigration to the
commonwealth. For $15, it will carry its
immigrants to Australia, while it costs
two or three times that amount to bring
immigrants to Canada, which is so much
nearer.’

“Lately theg Australian government has
bought gwu% and is erecting handsome
buildings in the very business heart of
London at the cost of several million dol-
lars, how much I would be afraid to say.

“If Canada desires the immigrants it
should make some arrangement whereby
those who cannot afford the expensive
trip would be assisted to come out here.
An economist recently placed the value
of a new immigrant to a country at £200,
and Canada, therefore, adds to her capi-
tal account with every new arrival the
sum of $1,000.”

“In a recent article in Reynold’s, the
advantages of Canada were outlined and
free passages offered to the paper’s read-
ers. In reply to that ome article 2,000
letters were received, and 600 taken un-
der consideration, showing in some little
way the desire of old country people to
emigrate to this country.”

YARMOUTH INDUSTRY
- HAS GROWN GREATLY

Large Addition Completed and
Partially Equipped

(Yarmouth Light.) .

The large adidtion to the Cosmos Cot-

ton Co., which was begun a year ago, is
now completed and partially equipped and
18 without doubt one of the largest and
best equipped mills of its kind in Canada.
.. The new part is connected with the old
mill on the. north, and extends 313 feet
with a depth of 76 feet. It is three stor-
ies high, built of brick with concrete
foundations, hard pine timbers and floor-
ed with maple. It was begun in June last,
since which time a small army of me-
chanics has been steadily employed.

A large cotton warehouse has been built
on the ecastern side of Water street op-
posite the mill, 160 feet by 60 feet, with a
storage capacity of 3,000 bales of cotton,
which at, the present time is almost full.
Storage room is also provided for finished
goods. In a separate room of this build-
ing is a machine for picking the cotton to
picces, after which it is blown. by air
pressure through a large tube across the
street to the picking machines in the mill.
A ]az%& elevator is plovided with a load
capacity of 5,000. pounds, by which: bales
of cotton are quickly transferred from one
part of the building to another. :

eastern sile of the building near the rail-
way track for convenience in receiving and
shipping cotton, ecte.

An interesting feature of the equipment
of this building is the sprinkling system
for fire protection.

After the machinery is installed the cap-
acity of the mill will be in the neighbor-
hood of 68,000 pounds of cotton duck per
week; the first week's output was about
5,000 pounds. The machinery is the wery
latest pattern, practically all of the pre-
paratory machinery being of British manu-
facture; of special interest being two
heavy looms, one of which weaves a strip
of heavy duck 204 inches wide, and.the
other 166 in. wide. .

Commodious offices have been finished in
the new building and will be. occupied by,
the management in a few days: .
