One of Dr. Pages statements was tbat
Mrs. Stevens was bedridden when she
entered the hospital. She asserts that,
on the contrary, she had not, previous
to entering the asylum, been confined te
her bed a day; that on the morning of
the day she went to the hospital she
walked down street and purchased some
underwear. This fact is attested by her
husband, bv a Miss Tappan, whom she
met in the strcet and spoke to,by friends
at her boarding, house and by a
neighbor Mrs. Davis, all of whom are re-
spectable residents of this city.

In regard to her injuries, which the
Danvers physicians scoff at, the state-
ments made by Mrs. Stevens may not
have been exactly correct. The injury to
thespine not, perhaps, a curvature ; but
accordingly to the testimony of many re-
putable ladies of this city and Lawrence,
there is at present at the base of her
spine either a curvature or a series of
bunches, which appeared during her in-
carceration at the asylum, and which, in
the opinion of physicans, were the re-
result of some injury. The injury to
the shonlder, which she called a discola-
tion, is not such, technically speaking
but at the same time it is considered

fectly sane fully a month before she was
released, but held her in the hospital,
and refused to let her go, simply because
her husband had not heen able to settle
the bill in full. When she was finally
released it was on probation, according
to her statement, and she was told that
she was liable to be brought back at
any time.

HUNG UP BY HER ARMS.

WILLING TO SACRIFICE HERSELF
FOR PARENTS’ LIBERTY.

Bosron, Oct. 6.—Beril Sintzki, his wife
and his son Moses, arrived in Boston on
the Warren line steamer Kansas on Fri-
day. Anaquaintance of the family tells
a remarkable story of Russian cruelty
and romantic escape, which is substan-
tially as follows:

The family gave a party on May 28
last in- their home at Trabe, in the ia-
terior of Russia,in honor of the 13th
birthday of Moses, who had then come
to man’s estate under Jewish customs.

The Russian laws forbid the assem-
bling of private parties, and the local
policeman took advantage of this and
demanded hush money in & larger
amount than could be given. Incensed
at his failure, he summoned a detach-
ment of soldiers, and without judge or
jury, started them off for Siberia.

After a six days’ march the officer in
command made a proposal to a daughter
of the family—Annie Mary, or Chil Mar-
ie—agreeing to release the whole. family
if she would submit. She was willing to
sacrifice herself for the salvation of her
parents, but her father refused to accede
to the proposition. In order to make
her yield, she was strung up by the arms
and although there was no intention to
murder her, she died in fright and pain.

OUR PUBLIC SCHOOLS.

The people of New Branswick are just-
Iy proud of their public school system,
and are well pleased when they are told
that it is even superior to the boasted
system of the Province of Ontario. Cer-
tainly as compared with the system
which preceded it our present education-
al equipment is a vast improvement, and
worthy of high commendation. Still it
is not well for us to be so conscious of
the merits of our school system as to
overlook its obvious deficiencies. Excel-
lent results have been obtained by teach-
ers under even & faulty system, and
therefore our improved system with its
graded school and its excellent equip-
ment ought to be still more favor-
able to the developement of chil-
dren in an educational point of
view. One thing that strikes the
obseryer in regard to the system, is
this, that while the old plan of teaching
produced occasionally first-class scholars,
the modern system seems to be design-
ed rather to give us an even level
of scholarship. The schools of New
Brunswick do not produce as many
scholars of exceptional intelligence and
ability as we would like to see. The
children are, as a rule, placed in a fav-
orable position for beginning the world,
in a business point of view, and for
advancing themselves to a higher edu=
cation afterwards, but that higher edu-
cation is not growing as rapidly as we
should like to see it. There are many
complaints in regard to country schools,
especially, that the teachers who have
them in charge are second class or even
third-class teachers, and that most of
them are women and in many cases
are unable to cope with the un-
ruly scholars that are sent to
them to be educated. We do not know
just how much reason there is for this
complaint, but certainly it is not wise
for country districts to content them-
selves with teachers who are unable to
obtain a higher class than 3rd. There is
a great deal of difficulty, too, in the lack
of regularity of attendance in country
schools, and even our city schools, are
not free from this fanlt. It seems to be
impossible to get scholars in rural dis-
tricts toattend with sufficient regularity.
In city schoole the grading system
sometimes works to the advantage of
clever scholars by keeping them . back
and it is said that children are kept too
long in certain grades and in learning
from books which they have already
mastered, thus preventing them going
through the schools as rapidly as their
abilities would admit. All these
matters are proper subjects for inquiry.
‘We may be certain that our system,good
as itis,is not so perfect but that it
might be improved, and good as the
system may be perhaps we are not us-
ing it to the best advantage. Certainly
the presence of a large body of inferior
teachers in the New Brunswick schools
is a source of weakness, a greater source
of weakness than the presence of one or
two invalids in the training school a-
gainst whom the managers of that insti-
tution made such stringent regulations.
Physical weakness is not a good thing
in a teacher any more than it is to peo-
ple in other walks of life, bat it is better
than that weakness which comes from
lack of knowledge.

CRIMINAL STATISTICS.

The criminal statistics of Canada for
the year ending Sept. 30, 1890, which
have been published by order of parlia-
ment, are comprised in a volume which
throws much light upon the morals of
the people of the Dominion, as compared
with those which prevailed ten years
ago. There is something hopefunl in the
yarious tables, showing, as they do, that
crime, in proportion tothe number of in-
habitants, in the rural districts is gener-
ally diminishing, though in several of
our cities there is a slight increase, due
most likely to the presence of a larger
number of aliens of a vicious class, who
coming from the old world, drift from
city to city in the new, until their crim-
inal career is arrested by the hand of
justice. One would suppose that with
the wider diffusion of religious and
secular instruction the decrease in crime
would be more rapid; the decrease, how-
ever, small as it is, augurs 2 better
fature. Below, some statistics are
given showing the number of persons to
each conviction for varions offences, 8o
far as the returns have been published,
in Nova Scotia, New Brunswick and P.
E. I. in 1880 and 1890:

Out of the 2,597 convictions in this
province in 1890, 1,561 were for drunken-
ness, while in Nova Scotia there were
only 642 and in P. E. I. 287 for that of-
fence. As we all know that drunkenmess
is quite as common in Nova Scotiaas it
is here, it is clear that if the law - was as
rigidly enforced in that province as it
is in this, the percentage of convictions
there would be much larger than ours.
Farther, the convictions for drunkenness
in this province in 1880 were
only 850, against 1,561 in 1890,
yet it is easy to prove that the
liquor consumed and the percentage of
drunkenness is much smaller than it
was ten years ago.

KIND OF DEVIL FISH.
When Harpoouned It Towed off &
Three-Ton Schooner /s if Xt Were
a Rowbeat.

A party of fishermen that came in
yesterday attracted great attention on
account of the variety and size of the fish
brought in by them, says & despatch
‘from Tampa, Fla. Allday long & steady
stream of sightseers visited the boat and
asked the men questions regarding their
adventures.

The fishermen brought with them the
skins of three magnificent tarpons weigh-
ing, when caught, from 125 to 200
pounds. The greatest curiosity was a
fine devil fish. It had a large flat body
with two long flippers extending like the
points of a star from its sides. The

flippers was just 11 feet 7 inches. A
man could be taken in its huge mouth,
as it was 27 inches in breadth. From eye

the eyes protruding on the outside of
two big feelers, which are used by the
fish in eating, and project in front of the
head about 10 inches. From the point
of these feelers to the end of the tail was
12 feet 83 inches. The fish was estimat-
ed to weigh fally 1200 pounds, but there
was no way of getting the weight accur-

ately when the fish was first caught.
The creature was skinned on the
wharf. Nearly half the under part of
the body was taken up by the gills,
which were laid in close rows, Wwith &
fringy line of filaments on one side, then
a coarse cellular tissue, backed on the
opposite side with the most delicate,
gauzy membrane. The large flippers at
the side were dissected and found to

It would run straight for half a mile,
and then suddenly swing under the ves-
gel, whirling the schooner like a toy.
Fire was opened on the monster from
Winchesters every time it appeared
above water, but that seemed to make
him more farious. At the fifth volley it
turned suddenly and rushed for the ves-
sel. The men were crowded at the side,
and the fish struck the schooner just be-
low them, throwing them down on the
deck and breaking the collar bone of one
of the sailors. The fish seemed to be
somewhat stunned by the blow and
floated. Two more harpoons were put
into it, and musket balls were fired into
its big body. Ropes were then thrown
around it, and it was drawn aboard,
it taking the united strength of all seven
men to get it up.

Several years ago some parties sunk
an inclined shaft into the side of the
cliffs, on the eastern side of the falls, a
few hundred yards further up river than
the bridges, and mined plumbago there.
