: Active Preparations for Strietly Obe
serving the Agreement,
WasmiNeron, D. C., June 10, 1891.—
Tihe government is actively preparing to
ca.try out the plan for a close season in
Be.hring sea this year. There are four
nav al vessels at Mare island, Cal.,, ready
for Mea. They ard the Thetis, the Marion,
the Mohican and the Alert. The first of
these is specially fitted for service in
northern waters, but has no armament
beyond a few small machine guns, while
the others carry the usual naval arma-
ment for vessels of their class.

The British men-of-war available for
service in Alaskan waters are few in
number. So far as is known here, there
are not more than three near Esquimalt,
as the largest part of the Pacific squad-
ron was sent to Chili some months ago
and has not yet returned.

The British government, it is known,
wishes the agreement to be strictly ob-
served.

CUTTING DDWI_CI_VIC SALARIES.

As soon a8 the new Common Council
was organized & committee was ap-
pointed for the purpose of considering
the question of civic salaries. This com-
mittee was charged with the duty of ex-
amining into the work each official had
to do and adjusting his salary so thatit
might correspond with that work apd
the responsibility attached to his posi-
tion. The committee consisted
of Aldermen Blackader, McKel-
vey, Likely, Seaton, Lewis,
Connor and Lockhart and they have ap-
plied the pruning knife so freely that if
the recomendations they make in their
report are carried out & gaving to the city
will be effected of upwards of $10,000 &
year, equal to 8 reduction of $250,000 in
the city debt. We are informed that the
seven b of the ittee all
agreed to this report and pledged them-
selves to staud by it, and if this pledge
is faitbfully kept it will go far to insure
its adoption. It will stagger many

to learn that this city has so
many paid officials that a wmere scaling
down of the salaries will effect & saving
of $10,000 a year, but such is the case,
The scheme of retrenchment proposed
by the committee may not be quite per-
fect, but it has many good features, and
it is well worthy of the serious attention
of the Common Council

The first retrenchment proposed in
the committee’s report is the aboli~
tion of the salary of the mayor
and the allowances to alder-
men. The mayor at present receives
$1,600 and the aldermen $100 each. As
there are twenty six of them the mayor
and aldermen costthe city $4,200 a year,
all of which the committee propose
to save. We do not see that this ar-
rangement can be seriously objected to.
The salary of the mayor is supposed to
be given to him to enable him
to entertain, but as 2 matter
of fact the mayor of Bt. John, does
not entertain to any considerable extent.
The honor of being mayor of this city
oughtto besufficient without any salary,
but if any large expenditure has to be
i d in ining distinguished
steangers, the city should pay it. As
for the aldermen,plenty of good men can
be fonnd who are willing to serve the
city in the capacity of aldermen without
being paid $100 a year for it. The old
city of Portland had no difficulty in
getting aldermen to serve without pay,
nor would St. John.

The committee propose to retain the
salary of the ch lain at its p t
figure, $2,000 a year. They consider
that the heavy duties and responsibil-
ities of the office justify such a salary,
and they leave the salary of the first
clerk at its present figure. They pro-

to reduce the salary of the second
dlerk from $1,000 to $800 and of the
third clerk from $600 to $500, thus
saving $300 a year in the chamberlain’s
office.
