Announcement by Mayor of ’Frisco Came 
as Surprise to Abraham Ruef, _

Man Drowned.
Three River, Dec. 20.—Edmond Tou-

San Francisco, Dec. 19.—Startling testi­
mony was given by Rudolph Spreckels in 
the proceedings before Superior Judge 
Dunne, in which Mayor Eugene E. 
Schmitz and Abraham Ruef are seeking 
to set aside the five indictments found 
against each of them for felony extor­
tion.

Spreckels testified that Abraham Ruef 
had called upon him at the time of the 
big municipal bond issue and asked him 
to form a syndicate to take all the bonds 
thus authorized. Spreckels was unable to 
see what guarantee there was that, if a 
syndicate were formed, it could obtain 
the bonds, as under the law they must be 
put up at public auction and sold to the 
highest bidder.

Ruef informed Spreckels, accoru.ng io 
his testimony on the stand, that this 
could be easily arranged, for he would 
have a general strike declared on all the 
street railroads and tie up the different 
lines. With San Francisco in this condi­
tion, relative to its passenger transporta­
tion, he calculated that no outside capital 
would bid on the city’s bonds and the 
syndicate would have a clear field..

Spreckels also testified that Ruef called 
on him and made a demand that he be 
retained as the Attorney of the San Fran­
cisco Gas and Electric Company.

Mayor Schmitz announced that he was 
through with delays and was ready for 
trial. This statement came apparently as 
a surprise to Mr. Ruef, who promptly 
conferred with his attorneys.

The trials of Ruef and Schmitz will be 
held separately.

The use of sealskins in such a man­
ner is an entirely new depai tore, the 
idea having never been attempted in 
this city before. The hair skin is what 
is used as it lends l itself to a more 
artistic effect under the circumstances 
than could be realized from the fur. 
It might be stated in this connection 
that the hair seal is what is regarded 
as a native of the coastal waters of this 
island and are frequently seen in bays 
and inlets surrounding the city. The 
windows in the dining room have en­
tire leadwork casements.

Broad cement walks 
lead to the different entrances, to the 
basement and to one of the most es­
sential features of outside arrange­
ments, namely, a cement ash bin which 
is built into the ground. This is not 
only useful as a matter of convenience 
but is a perfect safeguard against fire. 
The whole lot is laid off in a lann, 
flower beds and shrubbery being work­
ed in advantageously wherever the 
general design permits.

Sir Ian Hamilton’s Report—The Co- 
Operation of Infantry and 

Artillery.

Lieut.-General Sir Ian Hamilton, 
commander-in-chief of the southern 
command, has issued his remarks on 
the training of all arms In his com­
mand during 1906. In view of General 
Hamilton’s recognized high powers of 
observation and his recent expériences 
in Manchuria and with continental 
armies, says the London Times, his 
judicial reflections on the training of 
British troops are of extreme interest 
and value. With regard to cavalry and 
artillery Sir Ian Hamilton saÿs: "Com­
pared with foreign cavalry the British 
regiments possess a very distinct ad­
vantage in the physique and build of 
the rank and file who, though possibly 
a little on the big side from the point 
of view of their horses, are ; otherwise 
exceptionally well equipped by nature 
to become good riders. Their long 
limbs and flat thighs give them in this 
respect an advantage over some other 
nations.”

Sir Ian Hamilton has much to say 
on the training of field artillery and the 
scientific practice of indirect fire and 
entrenchment, but he is not satisfied 
with the co-operation of the tvto arms,, 
as the following explains: “Although, 
hardly a field day was suffered ftq pass’ 
without stress being laid upon, the ne­
cessity for close co-operation between 
the infantry and artillery, yet so far 
this weighty tactical problem has been 
insufficiently studied, and remains to 
some extend Unsolved. It is greatly to 
be desired that commanders should 
lay the same stress upon it as did Gen. 
Baron Oku, commanding the second 
Manchurian army, when he said: ‘No 
cannonade until the infantry begins to{ 
take up its position for attack. It is 
mere waste of ammunition, and an en­
couragement to an entrenched enemy 
to fire at him before the commence­
ment of the advance with any but high 
angle howitzer fire.’ ”

“Cariboo Billy” grasps the reins a little 
m'ore firmly, jerks his cowboy hat close 
above his eyes, clutches his black-snake 
whip, “lays it on” to the leaders, and 
things break loose. Every inch of the 
descent the horses gallop madly; bluff, 

rsteep and crag shoot by on one side, on 
the other a canyon outstretches, its 
margin not ten inches from the carriage 
wheels; down, down, at a headlong, 
break-neck pace, until the trail unravels 
behind you, floating upwards like a chif­
fon scarf with, its undulating end lost in 
the clouds.

The Cariboo Trail One hundred and seventy-five miles out, 
the trail touches the Fraser river at Soda 
Creek, where the renowned sockeye, sal­
mon may be had, served by a no less re­
nowned Chinese chef, “Wy” by name, ac­
knowledged to be the best cook in British 
Columbia. Fifty miles further up stream 
lies the beautiful little Hudson’s Bay 
post and village of Quesnel, which the 
trail sweeps down to from the heights, 
and the river margins on its rollicking 
way to tho south. Just before entering 
the “Post,” the trail passes the Terra 
Cotta Rocks, a strange formation caused 
by a deposit of lignite that in -some way 
became ignited about twenty years ago. 
It smouldered for about twelve years, 
and when eventually extinguished it left 
the surrounding clay cliffs burnt into ex-„ 
cellent terra cotta. The colors are gorge­
ous, and can be seen for miles.

At Quesnel the only telegrapn line that 
inters Dawson City in the Yukon swerves 
from haunts of civilization, and out­
stretches its too frail wires into the 
wilderness, to traverse an absolutely un­
settled area of close upon a thousand 
miles. Along this route are telegraph 
stations exactly forty miles apart. They 
consist of mere shacks, where two men 
live their monkish lives. One is an ex­
pert operator, the other a line repaire**. 
They receive the news of the entire world 
daily, but rarely see other faces than 
their own. In event of a faulty wire 
caused by breakage, by storm or forest 
fires, the damage can be located within 
forty miles. The two repairers start, at 
the same hour, each travelling towards 
the other. They are provided with a re­
pairing outfit and sufficient kit. In winter 
the trip must be made on snowshoes, and 
frequently these unknown heroes are 
called upon to suffer hardships that can 
only be overcome by the most courage-

The “Trail” is known well to politicians, 
miners, prospectors, ranchers, lumber­
men, speculators, and a few merchants, 
but it is undiscovered to the tourist and 
holiday-maker, and in consequence af­
fords the most princely vacation in all 
Canada, the prince of summer play­
grounds.

It was late in “the fifties” that Cariboo 
gold first beckoned with its yellow fmger 
to “Dutch Billy,” the pioneer prosptijkor, 
who followed its Jack-o’-lantern dance 
through a hundred leagues of mountain, 
canyon and table land, until it lured him 
to the opulent ledges of the far north, 
and he staked his claim where the town 
of Barkerville now thrives, two hundred 
and eighty miles northeast of the main 
line of the Canadian Pacific railway.

Then followed the “Rush.” Old-timers 
still tell of the mad chase for treasure, 
of the thousands upon thousands of for­
tune-seekers crazed with greed that pour­
ed Klondyke-wise into the mountain fast­
nesses, some to starve, some to fatten, 
all to strive, contend, work, dig, and 
gain either wealth or experience. And 
still in this year of 1906, the golden nug­
gets glisten in the miners’ riffles, and tlie 
stage that carries Hts Majesty’s maild to 
“the Front,” carries also bi-weekly the 
arpied guard, lynx-eyed, cat-eared, seated 
beside the bags of bullion, his firm fingers 
well closed over the handle of a very 
real “gun” that he hesitates not to use 
instanter, for he is guard of the honor 
of the British Columbia Express Com­
pany, within whose keeping is the trans­
portation of all the wealth of thé Cariboo 
country.

BRITISH MINERALS.

The value of the minerals raised in 
he mines and quarries of the United 

Kingdom during last year, according 
to a blue book just issued, was £95,- 
870,723.

Of this amount by far the largest 
proportion was coal, of which the total 
output amounted to 236,128,836 tons, 
valued at £82,038,553.

The value of the metals obtained by 
smelting from the ores raised from 
the mines was £16,245,262—nearly £2,000,-

Paris, Dec. 21.—The government’s 
new religious measure was received 
with enthusiasm in the chamber of 
deputies to-day, and the bill carried by 
a vote of 413 to 166. The supporters of 
the cabinet consider that this legisla­
tion will greatly strengthen the position 
of the present ministry for the con-' 
linuance of the struggle with the Vati­
can.

The Le Rci smelter at Northpcrt has 

not been in operation during the week, 
the management waiting for a supply 
of coke sufficiently large to assure oper­
ation.

In the shaft of the Grand Prize prop­
erty located north of the city, a find of 
free gold has been made. One piece of 
ore is impregnated with free gold in the 
nugget form. Tiie extent of the find 
lias not yet been determined although 
the ledge is about four and a half feet 
In width. By many it is considered im­
portant as it reveals that another-sec- 
tion of the Trail division promises to 
develop valuable mines.

Information has been received here 
from the East that the officials of the 
Dominion Copper Company at a meet­
ing held a few days ago in New York, 
were so well pleased with the work be­
ing dene at the company’s mines at 
Phoenix and at the smelter at Bound­
ary Falls that it had been decided by 
the board to enlarge the smelting works 
with three more furnaces giving the 
plant a total capacity of 3,400 tons of 
ore per day. With two furnaces now 
in commission and a third now being 
erected this will make six blast fur­
naces at this smelter. The improve­
ments will cost in the neighborhood of 
5150,000 and will be paid for from earn­
ings. It will require the better part of 
1907 probably to get the new furnaces 
installed.

Tver. Russia, Dec. 23.—Count Alexis 
Ignatieff, a member of the Council of 
the Empire and ex-Governor-General of 
Kiev, Volthynia and Podolvia, was shot 
and killed by an unknown man here to­
night in the refreshment room of the 
hall occupied by the Nobles’ Assembly. 
The assassin fired six bullets from a 
revolver into his victim’s body and 
then tried to commit suicide, but was 
seized before he could do so, and is now 
in the custody of the police. ,

At the moment of the assassination 
Count Ignatieff was sitting with other 
members of the Zemstvo in the refresh­
ment room. The Zemstvo meets in the 
Nobles' Assebly hall. Suddenly a young 
man who had been sitting apart rose 
and, approaching the count, emptied 
the contents of a revolver at him. All 
the shots took effect, one piercing his 
heart, and the count died almost in­
stantly.

The murderer, followed by some of 
the members of -the Zemstvo, fled to an 
adjoining room, where he turned his re­
volver, two chambers of which he had 
reloaded, upon his breast. One shot 
missed his body entirely, and the other 
pierced his shoulder. He was then 
seized. At the moment when his pur­
suers laid hold of him he shouted: “I 
did what I came here to do!’’ A card 
of admission to the Zemstvo bearing 
the name of Kutikoff, was found in his 
pocket. His appearance is that of a 
workman.

Drumhead court-marial law, under 
which hundreds of the leading Terror­
ists have been executed during the last 
few months, was worked out at a 
special conference, of which Count 
Ignatieff was a member, and to him the 
revolutionists attributed the author­
ship of this measure. Since M. Stolypin 
has been premier, the count has been 
several times reported as intriguing 
with other members of the so-called 
Camarilla to oust M. Stolypin and to 
induce the Emperor to dispense entire­
ly with the lower house.

Police Captain Killed.

Kotama, Russia, Dec. 22.—While a 
squad of police, headed by Police Capt. 
Preobrab Jansky, were last night en­
tering a lodging house suspected of 
harboring revolutionists, several men 
opened fire with revolvers on the police, 
killing the captain and mortally wound­
ing a policeman. The revolutionists es­
caped.

ed summary of the note issued by the 
Vatican as a protest against the course 
of the French government and for­
warded to ail the Papal representa­
tives abroad;

“The nofe protested primarily that 
the rights of religion have been out­
raged by the French government’s ac­
tion in preventing the head of the 
church from communicating with the 
French hierarchy by the expulsion 
from France of Mgr. Montagnini, sec­
retary of fhe Papal nunciature at 
Paris. The question of the inviolabi- 
Ity of the archives of the nunciature is 
not touched upon, it being pointed out 
that the authorities on international 
law do not agree upon what consti­
tutes the duty of a state in the matter 
of documents left behind by the repre­
sentatives of a foreign power with 
which relations had been broken, when 
the interests of this power had not 
been entrusted to a third friendly 
power.”

Continuing, the note says: “The rep­
resentatives of the Holy See abroad 
have also received a circular in which 
are set forth the motives for the ac­
tion of the Vatican regarding the ap­
plication of the church and state 
separation law of 1905. These motives 
are so grave that it is evidently impos­
sible to accuse the Holy See of intran­
sigeance or of unjust hostility to the 
French government in condemning the 
cultural associations which disregard­
ed the essential rights which the 
church derived from her constitution, 
such as maintaining an ecclesiastical 
hierarchy established by her Divine 
Father as the basis of the organization 
of the church; in fact the law confer­
red on the cultural associations’ rights, 
which not. only belong exclusively to 
the ecclesiastical authorities in the 
practice of worship and of possession 
and administration of ecclesiastical 
property, but the 
were rendered independent of the ec­
clesiastical hierarchy, and instead were 
placed under the jurisdiction of the 
authorities. The Pontiff could not ap­
prove of such associations without be­
ing lax in his duty as head of the 
church and without trampling on the 
fundamental domestic principle of the 
church.

“The same can be said of M. Briand’s 
circular. The Holy See could not ad­
mit the unjust and untenable condition 
which the circular imposed upon 
clergy in the exercise of their duties. 
All this evidently seems that the Holy 
See merely did 
giving instructions on the subject to 
the French clergy. If the French gov­
ernment was animated by calmer sen­
timents it could create for the church 
in France a situation which at least 
would riot injure the essential rights of 
the Holy See which might, even with­
out admitting the principle of the sep­
aration of church and state, tolerate 
such a situation in order to avoid worse 
evils as it did in the case of other 
countries."

Recently caper­
cailzie and black game have been in­
troduced from Copenhagen and, al- . 
though some have not survived the 
abrupt change of climate, recent ad­
vices from the most competent authori­
ties tend to show that they will even­
tually become as thoroughly acclimatiz­
ed as the ring-tailed pheasants from 
China. By proclamation a ten years’ 
close season has been declared to pro­
tect these most recent arrivals.

The wapiti, or American elk, is now 
practically confined to Vancouver 
Island. At one time it was distributed 
over.the southern portion of the main­
land, but is now extinct there. It is 
still tolerably abundant through the in­
terior of the island on the West Coast, 
in Com ox district and to the north w'ard. 
Only two other binds Are known to ex­
ist in the province, In East Kootenay, 
and for the time being they are pro­
tected against hunters.

Deer Are Common,,

in fact too much so-. Within a very 
few miles from Victoria they are con­
sidered almost a pest and, in the more 
remote districts, particularly along the 
West Coast are found in profusion. 
Cougars and wolves are present in 
large numbers. The former, commonly 
known as a panther, can easily be ob­
tained with a good dog almost any­
where on Vancouver Island, while 
wolves, generally the coyote, are plen­
tiful in all localities not actually invad­
ed by settlers.

Congenial society occupies a promin­
ent place in attracting residents. This 
is one of the prominent features of Vic­
toria. The people are generally culti­
vated—have a due appreciation of 
music and the arts. The younger gen­
eration, in particular, have been large­
ly educated in scholastic centres of 
Europe and the East, and there is a 
rapidly growing feeling towards the 
higher things of life, as distinct from 
commercialism. Charming hostesses 
entertain in numerous beautiful homes 
and Victoria, as the capital of the 
province, Is necessarily

Its Social Centre.

Though, at present, not of a population 
to warrant, without guarantee, . the 
visits of noted figures In the world of 
song, drama and literature, induce­
ments are constantly being held out 
that are generally successful in secur­
ing the best attractions that visit the 
Pacific coast. For both men and wo­
men of some leisure there are clubs 
and other associations for social inter­
course and the promotion of courtesy. 
Victoria young men and women have 
gone forth and achieved success in 
many -walks of life, particularly in the 
arts, music and drama. Some of them 
have returned with their' laurels still 
fresh upon them, and are how among 
the most truly valued reètoents of the 
city. Upon extremely gotid authority it 
is stated the Archbishtfp’ér palace was 
acquired for a conservatory of music, 
and the same reports state that ar­
rangements are well under way for the 
bringing out of artistes of international 
reputation as instructors.

Education is essentially the training 
ground for entrance into society. Vic­
toria, in this regard, holds a premier 
position in the northwest. In addition 
to an admirable public and high school 
system there are several private 
academics, for both male and female 
pupils, where greater attention is paid 
to classical studies than is possible in 
the schools under governmental .control. 
The public educational Institutions, 
nevertheless, can hold their own with 
any In Canada; the high places attain­
ed by pupils being conclusive evidence 
of this fact. Religious institutions of 
all kinds are already in the city. Every 
denomination has one or more churches 
and, by and large, from the view point 
of congenial society Victoria offers at 
least equal attractions to any residëh- 
tial city on the continent.

From the foregoing statement of 
facts it can be seen that this city has 
the right to be (termed the

"Los Angeles of Canada."

It has all to recommend it that the city 
to the south boasts of, while in many 
ways it offers superior inducements to 
the resident and visitor. In Victoria 
there is the variety inseparable from 
proximity to the ocean; while this ad­
vantage is not present in Los Angels. 
There are also the added attractions of 
outdoor sport at all seasons of the year; 
a climate that is never oppressive 
through extreme heat; the bracingness 
of the»ozone of sea borne breezes; the 
varied charm of vegetation only found, 
without discomfort, in the temperate 
zone. As a well known British author­
ity has said:

"Apart from the mineral wealth of 
Vancouver Island, its climate, with 
every variation possible, becomes most 
attractive. Its seashore climate is 
milder than many parts of England, 
with less rain and less seasonal varia­
tions.” 1

"It is spoken of as England without 
its east winds, in reality it is Torquay 
in the Pacific; a mild and even winter 
with rain and occasional snow, an 
early spring, a dry and warm summer, 
and a bright and enjoyable atmos­
phere; thunder-storms are seldom seen 
here, they can be heard In the interior, 
but are rarely experienced.”

The commercial rise of Victoria and 
Vancouver Island generally is some­
what consonant with that of Los 
Angeles. It was the scenic beauty of 
the latter that attracted people from 
far away points first to reside and then 
to invest. This story is being repeated 
here. As stated in the opening of this 
article the old time residents of both 
cities were somewhat slow to recog­
nize the abundant industrial and fin­
ancial opportunities lying at their very 
doors. They were almost content, in 
most cases, with a life of dolee far 
niente that while attractive was per­
force stagnating. Prophets are never 
honored in their own countries and 
those who, a few years ago predicted 
commercial potentialities in an enor­
mous way for the city were treated 
with scorn. But these foretellers of 
prosperity have been fully vindicated; 
their assertions have already been par­
tially fulfilled. .Visitors have been the

A MOUNTAIN OF IRON ORE.

Greatest Mass the World Knows in the 
Erzberg in Styria.

The famous Erzberg is about ninety 
miles southwest of Vienna in the Aus­
trian duchy of Styria. It is in the centre 
of the great iron mining region of Aus­
tria. and around it smoke many blast 
furnaces, all of them fed by 
which this mountain supplies, for the 
Erzberg is a mass of solid iron ore 
than 5,000 feet in height. The ore is ex­
tremely rich, and yields from 35 to 46 per 
cent, of pure iron.

There are a few similar masses of iron 
ore In the world, but not many. Near the 
City of Durango, in Mexico, is a small 
mountain of ore, and near the east coast 
of Queensland is a small island in the 
Duke group that is all Iron ore, and it is 
estimated that it will yield a total of 
2,250,000 tons.

Miners are cutting the ore out of the 
Erzberg at the rate of 6,600,000 pounds a 
year, and it is estimated that at this rate 
it will take them 1,000 years longer to dig 
the mountain entirely away. If this esti­
mate Is correct, there still remains in the 
Erzberg 3,000,000 tons of ore.
_ In Lapland, along the line of the Arctic 
railroad, between Gelllvare and the At­
lantic railway, is another mountain of 
iron ore. but it is smaller than the Erz­
berg, which is the largest solid mass of 
iron' ore rising in the form of a mountain 
that has yet been discovered.

For centuries more or less mining has 
been carried on along this mountain 
slope, but it is only within fifty or sixty 
years that the work has been regularly 
prosecuted on a large scale. From 2,000 
to 3,000 miners dig thfe terraces on the 
mountain side during the summer months, 
but for three months in winter work in 
the open air is entirely suspended, as the 
winds and snowstorms make the labor 
too severe and expensive, but the work 
still goes on in winter, for about 1,000 to 
1,500 men are then engaged in under­
ground where they have dug deep into 
the solid mining along the sides of the 
mountain ore.

Thus the mountain Is being gradually 
reduced by lowering Its height and by 
digging Into its heart, and legions of 
men will keep at the work till the moun­
tain has been wiped off the surface of the 
earth and the vast quantities of iron It 
contained have been scattered far and 
wide in various forms of manufacture.— 
New York Sun.

The board of directors of the Provincial 

Royal Jubilee hospital held its regular 
monthly meeting last evening in/ the 
chambers of the Board of Trade. The 
president, James Forman, occupied the 
chair, and among the others present 
were: F. B. Pemberton, H. D. Helmcken, 
Alexander Wilson, C. A. Holland, J. W. 
Bolden, R. S„-Day, E. A. Lelfrl*, R. Bjrett, 
Christopher Spencer, Dr* E: Hasel, F. '"El- 
worthy (secretary).

The first matter dealt with in the 
course of the regular business was an ap­
plication from Dr. Hasel, resident medical 
officer, for the appointment of an assist­
ant house surgeon. The doctor is required 
by the constitution to personally attend 
all operations in the hospital when 
anaesthetics are administered, and 
numerous have operations become of late 
that, the doctor stated, he had been 
able to leave the operating room for any 
length of time, being forced in 
quence to forego his usual duties in the 
hospital. It was decided to appoint 
mittee to make a careful investigation, 
so as to find the best way of dealing with 
the existing condition of affairs.

Dr. Hasel reported that during the past 
month 158 patients had been treated and 
84 admitted. Altogether the patients had 
aggregated a stay of 2,316 days at an av­
erage cost of $1.60 per day for each pa­
tient. The average daily attendance at 
the institution was slightly .over seventy- 
seven.

During the month donations were re­
ceived from the following: Mrs. L. Good- 
acre, plants; Mrs. H. Dallas Helmcken, 
J. H. Fletcher, E. J. Talbot, G. Sheldon 
Williams, George Meldrum, magazines; 
the Daughters of Pity, cakes, fruit, etc. ; 
A. Caton (Vancouver), four bpxes of 
fruit.

In the course of a discussion on the 
subject of improving, the hospital the 
question of adding accommodation for the 
nurses came up. It was proposed to estab­
lish quarters in the basement of the pre­
sent building, and a suggestion was also 
made to add another story for this pur­
pose. Both plans were rejected, how­
ever, as arbitrary, after a short discus­
sion, and the board decided that the only 
way to solve the problem was to build a 
new addition. The matter was left in the 
hands of the committee.

A report from R. S. Day, for the build­
ing committee, made several recom­
mendations, one of which was to the 
effect that the roof of the main building 
be made fire-proof.

During the progress of the meeting it 
was proposed that the ladies of the Aux­
iliary devote the money they had set 
apart for a sun room in the hospital for a 
new heating apparatus.

Mr. Hçlmcken reported on several legal 
matters concerning the board, one being 
the claim of the latter against the Tyee 
Smelting Company for the recovery of 
fees for treatment given to two men em­
ployed by the company. The men refused 
to pay because they claimed that the 
company was insured against accident 
or sickness among its employees, and be­
cause they had paid each month a certain 
amount out of their wages toward a sick 
fund. The company refuses to pay be­
cause the doctor who ordered the men to 
the hospital was not one of its employees.

Miss Lawley was appointed matron in 
place of the late matron, who resigned.

Death under very sad circumstances 
came to John McPherson, a well known 
and highly respected resident of Cow. 
Ichan yesterday morning. Mr. McPher-' 
son, after leading a bull 
stable to a place which he had set apart 
for it in the open, was in the act of 
making it fast to a stump when the 
animal turned on him and gored him 
so terribly that he died within a few 
hours. No one saw the Incident, con­
sequently Just how it occurred cannot 
be stated. It would seem that th» 
animal only made one charge, sending 
its horn through the groin of the un­
fortunate man. He struggled away 
from the maddened beast, making his 
way some few hundred yards towards 
his house when his cries for help 
brought his wife to his rescue.

The crown was represented by Deputy

not taken from the person, the sentence 
was within the mark for stealing.

His Honor intimated that he had no 
doubt in the matter.

Mr. Morphy 
made application for an order to have the 
money now in court, which was recovered 
when Woods was arrested, paid over to 
Mr. Menagh.

JAP WHALING COMPANIES. Women Are Entitled to Vote, Accord­
ing to the Opinion of City

Twelve Recently Formed to Operate in 

Japanese and Korean Waters.

According to'advices received by the 

Trepiont there has recently 
been a great increase in the numbr of 
whaling companies operating in Japan­
ese and Korean waters. This winter 
twelve additional companies have been 
formed, with a total capitalzation of 
4344 million dollars in gold. The Jap­
anese government gives a subsidy of 
$7.50 for each whale canfqred, while In 
Canada a license of $1,209 is required 
for each whaling station established.

The Hochi of Tokio has the following 
to say on the matter: 
companies have not yet commenced 
ope îations, nevertheless tht number of 
whales captured since the year before 
last has totalled from 180 to 190, and 
one company of Kishu took more than 
a hundred at one time off Kinkwazan. 
It is therefore apprehended that when 
all the above companies get to work 
the whales will soon be totally killed 
off, and the Japanese authorities are 
debating the expediency of enacting 
some conservation rules. Unfortunate­
ly the breeding season of whales in 
these waters is not known, and the dif­
ficulty of effectually protecting them is 
consequently enhanced.”

Ms position, waa 
Indeed a grave one. Moreover, he 
earnestly prayed that De Clintone 
might not fellow out his first-intention 
of going alone, or almost alone, to 
wait for him at Amara in two or three 
days' time.

After taking 
some food himself, and seeing that the 
officers and men got food by Instal­
ments, be continued, by every means 
in his power, to make preparations to 
stand an attack almost at once, and, 
if necessary, a siege afterwards.

The old man Mustapha All also re­
mained In the camp, saying that If he 
went back now he would certainly be 
hanged, as they would say that he 
had brought the Egyptians. If he re­
mained, he and his son might be shot 
or hanged together—It '• was klsmat, 
late.

When the parapet round the encamp­
ment had been put In thoroughly defen­
sive condition, Rothlerriay gave orders 
for the unloading of the nuggars and 
watering of the camels and horses. All 
the stores from the former were placed 
against "thé parapet on the left flank, 
well down below the crest of the hill, 
arid at the same time several trees 
were felled, so that the firewood might 
be available when wanted. The un­
loading of the nuggars being complet­
ed, Rothiemay would have attempted 
to escape in them at onde down the 
river, had there but been time or had 
there been more water. But to dti this 
he would have been compelled to 
abandon all his camels, with the pros­
pect of being fired at also from the 
bank as he floated with his men down 
the river; in the awful heat, without 
being able to make any effective fire 
in return. Hê preferred to take hts 
chances of trying to escape in this way 
later, especially as there was no time 
to spare—the èn.emy’s drums could be 
heard. f

Having done all that ou’.d be done 
for the present, he surveyed his posi­
tion, and it. was distinctly a good one 
for a force much larger than his own, 
but for his small body of men far too 
greatly extended.

All were 
dressed in the extraordinary patch- 
work upon a white ground, ywhich cotjj, 
stituted the, Mahdï’ç .uniform. The 
Dervishes no longer, wque'- Jong and 
fuzzy wigs, as in the- days of their 
earlier fights. These had,-been shaven, 
by the orders of Abdullah, and each 
head was surmounted by a round white 
skull cap, with the exception of those 
of the mounted men, all of whom wore 
small white turbans.

For the Bey alone, or he and the Bri­
tish regiment, .will surely defeat them, 
ff ;y6u only give him my message In 
time. He will send word to the, officer 
commanding the British regiment 
himself at Price; of course.

CHAPTER XI.

“In an old orchard it is customary 
to plant a cover crop of wheat and 
vetch for the winter. This plowed in 
the spring provides the trees with suf­
ficient nitrogenous food. "Besides this 
it prevents washing1 out during the 
winter rains.

“In order that a beginner may be 
able to calculate the cost of working 
an orchard, the following estimate of 
the season’s cultivating and spraying is 
given:

where the conditions Are very favor-, 
able for winter fruit. Here on the 
coast the summer and early fall varie­
ties are the correct thing commmer- 
cialiy. The winter fruit may be grown 
and with a large measure of success, 
but it cannot compete with that from 
the Okanagan and other up country 
points, where there is water for irri­
gation, Summer apples- do not require 
irrigation, and the market for the 
early fruit is equally as good as for the 
later kinds, and there is no second 
handling or storing to be done.

“In choosing a location be sure that 
it is sheltered from prevailing winds, 
and not in a swamp. Fruit is apt to 
become injured or blown off the trees 
if too much exposed. The blossoms too 
are sometimes injured before they à re 
fertilized. Swamp lands are apt to be 
much colder than those that are high 
and dry, and therefore the fruit is 
liable to be affected by early frosts. If 
the lands are high, well drained and 
planted with proper varieties, there is 
never any danger of frost injuring the 
blossoms.

“For soil, a good black or red loam 
fairly deep with a clay subsoil to hold 
the moisture, is the ideal thing. While 
the black loam is usually richer, the 
red soil gives apples a better color.

“There is a double purpose in drain­
ing. One is to carry off surplus water 
and the other to ventilate the soil. If 
the land is level the draina may be 
placed regularly sufficiently close to­
gether to carry off all stagnant water 
quickly. Often, however, the drainage 
depends on the slopes and hollows.
Anything from 20 to 50 feet apart may 
do, according to the land.

"If the land is new it is well to grow 
a crop or two of grain or potatoes in 
order to get the soil thoroughly pulver­
ized. Subsoil plowing is also an ad­
vantage, as land so treated holds the 
moisture more readily and the roots of 
the young trees are better able to pene­
trate. Usually, if the soil is of only 
average quality no manure will be 
needed for the first few years.

“Practically all growers are now 
agreed that one-year trees are prefer­
able to larger ones. By planting when 
small they may be properly trained,

One will contain all Al­
berta red and the other Alberta white 
winter wheat. This order was secured 
by Calgary men In the miHing business.

F. W. Peters, general freight agent 
at Winnipeg, in an interview said his 
company was making special efforts to 
develop a large trade in wheat from 
Alberta, not to the east, but to the 
Orient. But the chief difficulty at pres­
ent was scarcity of the wheat for the 
market, farmers preferring to hold for 
seed and get higher prices. One pe­
culiarity of the hard winter wheat as 
grown in Alberta is that it gives bet­
ter results if the seed is held' twelve 
months. Some farmers, anxious for 
quick returns, have in the: past used 
seed maturing in August for resowing 
in September. Expérience shows that 
this plan is not always successful and 
the best cultivators now keep their 
seed over until. the following autumn. 
The crop of winter wheat next year is 
expected to be double that of the past 
season.

mal opening of the new children’s 
ward in connection with the Provincial 
Royal Jubilee hospital yesterday after­
noon. The event took place at 3 o’clock, 
there being present a large assembly 
of friends of the institution who were 
delighted at seeing in the new building 
such a splendid result from the efforts 
which have for a long time past been 
put forth by the board of directors and 
Ladies’ Auxiliary in the way of raising 
funds towards the laudable achieve­
ment. Unfortunately there was not a 
very large number present because the 
hour at which the services were held 
conflicted with the time when the Sun­
day schools were In session in most of 
the city churches. In the gathering 
present there were a good number of 
children, one little fellow being there on 
crutches and three or four others in 
chairs, this being about the total num­
ber of youthful patients who are now 
in the hospital.

The new children's ward has previ­
ously been described in the Times. It 
covers a space 40 by 50 feet. It stands 
on the cast side of the present main 
buildings, commands a good view from 
the elevation upon which it has been 
erected, and has been so designed as to 
get every possible advantage of sun­
light. When completed it will be sup­
plied with twelve beds of the most up- 
to-date in hospital use, and in the mat­
ter of appointment the ward will be al­
most self-sustaining, having kitchen, 
lavatories and all other such essentials. 
The heating apparatus has still to be 
furnished although temporary heating 
conveniences have been Installed.

of the requirements of the Canadian 
government, the army council has de­
cided to allow 150 men to be obtained 
in this country for enlistment into the 
garrison artillery branch of the per­
manent forces of Canada, and com­
manders of coast defences have been 
instructed to sumbit the names of any 
volunteets from the Royal Garrison 
Artillery serving under their command. 
The conditions of service, pay and so 
forth are as follows:Suitable men to 
be enlisted as privates, to serve in the 
Royal Canadian Regiment—or any 
other permanent corps in which there 
are vacancies—for a term of three 
years, with powers to re-engage up to 
21' years for pension. Men must be 
medically fit, unmarried and of at least 
fair character. They should be trained 
soldiers, between 19 and 25 years of 
age, with not more than six years’ 
previous service. Pay on enlistment, 
60 cents a day, after three years’ ser- 
\ Ice 60 cents a day, and after six years’ 
service 75 cents a day. Non-commis- 
sionel officers and men to receive a 
full outfit of Canadian clothing and 
necessaries on arrival at Halifax, N.S., 
and to receive Canadian pay and al­
lowances from the Canadian govern­
ment from date of embarkation. Men 
volunteering will be paid up to, and be 
granted a free discharge from date of 
embarkation, and their enlistment for 
the Canadian forces will date from the 1 
fololwing day. They will probably 
be required to embark about January 
1st next.
