Vofe Passed by Imperial Commons—

London, Martih 1.—In the course of a- 
discussion of naval estimates in the 
House of Commons to-night Premier 
Balfour " while admitting thé .magnitude 
of the ; estimates said the House should, 
not only consider the amount, but should 
watch the general European and Asiatic 
situation which alone could justify what 
the country was asked to expend. The 
country should not lose sight of the pos­
sibility of war between Great -Britain 
and two great maritime powers, which 
cook! hardly end without great losses on 
biie part of both the enemies and- Great 
Britain, in which event the other navies 
would be intact and in a maritime posi­
tion which they did not now hold:

Continuing, Mr. Balfour said he was 
reluctant to mention the possibility of 
war. He did not think such a dreadful 
contingency was one which they at pres­
ent had any reason to apprehend, but 
when talking of the navy they must al­
ways be talking of the possibility of war 
and he was forced when indicating the 
outlines of the reasons which compelled! 
the government to ask for this sacrifice 
fo indicate possibilities which did! not 
exist twenty-five years ago. There was 
no possible comparison between the de­
pendence Great Britain placed- on her 
navy which was defensive and the de­
pendence placed by America or any Eu­
ropean country on their navies which 
were offensive. Great Britain's policy 
has been to see what" other nations were 
doing in the way of laying down ships 
and to indirectly make a reply. So loag 
as the admiralty was careful not to in­
cite or force other countries on, but sim­
ply to follow suif, insuring that the other 
countries did not outstrip Great Britain- 
in the race for naval supremacy, iRr. 
Balfour believed the country would sup­
port him- in the expenditure.

The vote for the effective increase of 
the navy was then agred to.

Details of- the capture of a Russian 
transport and 2,000 troops by the Jap­
anese off the southwest coast of Kerea 
are given by A. R. Tufts, a business 
man of Shanghai, Who was among the 
passengers from the Orient by the Em­
press of India, which arrived Wednesday 
night. Brief mention of the incident has 
heretofore been given in telegraphic dis­
patches. Mr. Tufts heard the particu­
lars at Moji, a Japanese port not far 
from Sasebo, where the prisoners are 
now confined.

The capture took place on February 
9th, the day after the attack on Port Ar­
thur. A Japanese gunboat cruising off 
Korea encountered a suspicious looking 
steamship. She was ' flying Japanese 
colors and her appearance led those in 
charge of the gunboat to believe that the 
flag was simply a ruse to escape detec­
tion. Her destination and the character 
of her cargo were demanded by signal.

Without, giving any indication that the 
presence of -she gunboat had been ob­
served, the strange ship proceeded on her 
way. The suspicions of the former had 
been thoroughly aroused, however, by 
this time and a shot was sent across her 
bow. This had the desired effect and 
investigation proved that she was a 
transport vyith 2,000 Russian troops. 
Snip and prisoners were taken to Sasebo, 
where they are still held.

Mr. Tufts has been engaged in a gen­
eral wholesale commission business and 
is-associated with Robt. W. Clarke, of 
this city. He is also a brother-in-law to 
W. S. Terry, of Terry & Marratt, the 
well known druggists of Fort street.

Mr. Tufts stated that up to the time 
he left business had not been interfered 
with to any great extent in Japan or 
China,

On account of the unsettled condition 
of affairs some of the finest brands of 
tea, those which had hitherto been sold 
at 14 roubles a pound, to the nobility of 
China and the wealthiest Russians, will 
how be available for export to America.

Tufts was asked. “It is thought,” was 
the reply, “that the war will continue 
for about two years, and that the Jap­
anese will prove victorious. No block­
ade of Japanese ports is feared because 
everyone knows that it will take some 
time for Russia to get her navy in shape 
to assume the aggressive,”

At Shanghai, when the war broke out 
a Russian gunboat was commanded to 
leave neutral waters within a certain 
specified time. Instead, she steamed a 
short distance up the Yang-tze-Kiang 
river, was stripped of her armament and 
is now patrolling the river between Wu- 
Sting and Han Kow.

All through the Chinese ports the feel­
ing is exceedingly bitter against the Rus­
sians. This has been intensified, Mr. 
Tufts claimed, by the action of Russia 
in taking the initiative in attacking com­
mercial interests. The sinking of a 
Japanese steamer off the northwest coast 
of Japan did a great deal to arouse 
this animosity. Two ships were at­
tacked, one being a fairly large vessel, 
and the other comparatively small. The 
former proved an easy mark and was 
sunk, but the latter, through some ex­
ceedingly plucky manoeuvres, managed 
to escape.

Mr. Tufts went oil to Vancouver last 
night, where he will take up his resi­
dence.

Captain Williamson, another passenger 
arriving by the Empress, turned over to 
the Japanese at Kobe the British steamship 
Arara, a vessel df 2,481 toms, which had 
just been purchased by the Mikado's gov­
ernment a day previously. On arrival she 
was Immediately taken over for transport 
service, making the eighth British ship up 
to that time acquired by the Japs for war 
service. Captain Williamson had1 nothing 
new to relate concerning the war; on the 
other hand, he was more anxious to learn 
Information.

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RUSSIANS NORTH OF YALU.

London, March 3.—Hardly a word of 

news from the seat of war, with the ex­
ception of the Russian official dispatches 
published here this morning, and it now 
seems clear that the story of the Morn­
ing Telegraph two days ago of a bom­
bardment of Port Arthur by the Japan­
ese on February 29th, is a re-echo of pre­
vious attacks.

From Yingkow comes the report that 
five hundred bandits attacked a Russian 
post to the west of Haichaug, 42 miles 
east by north of Newchwaug, that there 
was severe fighting and both sides lust 
heavily. This report is discredited at 
Yinkow, but if it is true it indicates 
serious danger is confronting Russia in 
these well-armed brigand bands. Accord­
ing to the Daily Mail’s account of this 
affair six Japanese found among the 
bandits were killed. This would tend to 
show that the Japs are organizing the 
Lands.

Famous Bill Number Sixteen Will Not

Advices Received at Paris Are to Effect 
That Declaration Will Be 

Observed.

Paris, March 3.—Credence is not given 
by the foreign office to the reports that 
China is on the eve of joining Japan in 
the war. The advices received here in­
dicate that China proposes to observe her 
declaration of neutrality, and that the 
Chinese troops sent north have instruc­
tions to enforce the neutrality. It is un­
derstood that China has disavowed any 
collision between her troops and the Chi­
nese outlaws, explaining that those who 
have joined the latter are deserters, and 
that in the undisciplined state of the army 
it is impossible to prevent them from 
leaving.

It is authoritatively announced that 
France has not been approached to cede 
any islands to Russia, for use as coaling 
stations by the latter when she sends her 
Baltic fleet to the Far East.

IS RECOMMENDED It is an inexplicable fact that the 
newspaper press, after a century of con­
flict for the liberty of expression which 
is chiefly of value to the public it serve», 
still lias to wage expensive legal con­
tests for recognized and established 
rights. The most carefully conducted 
and the most reputable journals are most 
frequently targets for the assaults of 
those whose reputations are alleged to 
have been assailed by the publication of 
certain facts it may be essential the pub­
lic should be informed upon. But such 
facts are usually held by some one to be 

-prejudicial to his interests, and a de­
mand for an apology and a retraction 
from the legal representative of the 
grieved party is sure to swiftly follow. 
The easier, the, more convenient and the 
less expensive course on the part of the 
publisher, generally-speaking, would be 
to comply with the demand, express duo 
contrition, and promise not to offend 
again. The conductors of newspapers 
are but fallible and they do sometimes 
make mistakes. When they err, and 
through- sucii error inflict injury upon 
any one, they may be depended upon to 
do ail in their power to make reparation. 
Their mission is not a malevolent one 
if they live up to the principles of the 
journalistic profession.

But, as we have said, when a newspa­
per is sure of the facts it has made pub­
lic, and is convinced that it is in the 
public, interests that they should stand, 
something more potent than a bluster­
ing, abusive letter from a gentleman who 

; appears to think his connection with ihe 
law should inspire nerve-racking ter­
ror will' Ik1 required to bring it in sub­
mission to its knees.

In reply to Mr. Taylor, witness said 
that she had communicated with Mr..

I .Upon resuming the trial of Wiles VS. 
-the Times Printing & Publishing Com­
pany yesterday afternoon the defence 
"was advanced. Mr. Justice Irving after 
hearing it all gave his decision that the 
items were published in the Times with­
out malice. They were given in the pub­
lic interest and therefore the action was 
dismissed, with costs.

W. J. Taylor explained, on opening, 
that owing to illness the plaititiff was not 
called as a witness.

In opening the defence F. B. Gregory 
stated that there was no connection at all 
between the items headed “Siren Voices'’ 
and the local reference to the plaintiff’s 
entertainment. The reference to thje 
“Siren Voices" did not refer to the 
plaintiff. The plaintiff had attached this 
item headed “Siren Voices" to herself, 
when it-did not so belong. j-

It was stated in the reference to Mrs. 
Wiles that the methods adopted in sell­
ing tickets was simiiar to that employed 
some years before when an entertain­
ment was arranged imder the auspices 
of the Protestant Orphanage.

Detective Perdue was the first wit­
ness called. With reference to the item 
of “Siren Voices” witness said he gave 
the information, he believed, to Mr. 
Nicholas of the Times. It had no refer­
ence whatever to the plaintiff in this 
action.

Cross-examined by Mr. Taylor, wit­
ness said that a rule was in force requir­
ing collectors from outside places getting 
permission from the mayor to solicit con­
tributions.

Mr. Taylor pressed for the opinion of 
witness as to whether the items referred 
to were to the credit of the different par­
ties "referred to.

Objection was taken to this, bnlf His 
Lordship overruled this objection, though 
he did not think the question -relevant. 
Witness could not remember that the 
question of the work of Mrs. Wiles came 
up for discussion at the time he gave 
the information relating to the Seattle 
women. ^

Re-examined by Mr. Lawson, witness 
told of his conversation with Hr. Nich­
olas respecting those soliciting for the 
foundling home in Seattle. The refer­
ence in “Siren Voices" had nothing to 
do with that of the Protestant Orphans’ 
Home.

Mrs. McCullough, president of the 
ladies’ committee of the Protestant Or­
phans’ Home, was the next witness. On 
Thanksgiving day, 1900, arrangements 
were entered into for an entertainment 
for the home by Mr. Greenleaf. She 
never knew of any other entertainment 
being undertaken. Mr. Greenleaf was 
to give the entertainment.

burned down, and four Germans killed, as 
announced In these dispatches yesterday, 
was caused by the eccentric conduct of 
Count Von Pueckler, and was directly due 
to the theft of a lantern from the North­
west Cameroon Co.

Herr 
Schoeller, president of the company, re­
ceived In December last a long letter from 
Count Von Pueckler regarding the stolen 
lantern, concluding with the assertion that 
he intended to' make the property of white 
men respected by burning several villages. 
Herr Schoeller Inferred from the violence 
of the language of Von Pueckler that the 
latter was deranged, and wrote both the 
Count and the agents of the company com­
manding that nothing be ddne' of so trivial 
a matteÿ.'

The 
liberal support given the home by the 
public is gratefully acknowledged, after 
which the report points out that the 
number of children at present being 
eared for atthe home is not as large as 
in previous years. Not a single deserv­
ing. or proper applicant had been, how­
ever,- refused. There had been a tend­
ency on the part of the standing com- 
miftee to discourage the reception of 
children on payment of the estimated 
cost of maintainenee by parents, rela­
tives or guardiatfs.

Continuing, the report sa-ys “An- effort 
is now being made to provide proper 
sewerage for the institution, and with 
this end in view an appeal has been laid 
before the civic authorities praying for 
Jhe extension of the sewer on King’s 
road to its intersection with Cook 
street", at .which point. connection would 
-be made at our own cost with the pre­
sent unsatisfactory and daugerons^ewer- 
age.”

Reference is made to the satisfactory 
financial1 standing of the home. This, it 
is contended, should allow of some of the 
suggestions for adding to the comfort <3 
the inmates being carried out.

A compliment is paid members of the 
ladies’ committee for work in connection 
with the home during the past year.
“We believe,” the report concludes,
“that we have now a most efficient and 
conscientious staff, and we earnestly 
trust that their labors may result in the 
accomplishing to the fullest extent the 
guiding principle of our constitution to 
‘train these "little ones for usefulness in 
Che present iife and for immortal glory 
in that which is to come.’ ”

On motion the report was adopted . 
unanimously, after which Mrs. J. F. ;
McCulloch, ^president of the ladies’ com- 1 
mittee, read the sixth annual report" of 
the ladies. In the introduction the opin­
ion is advanced that the-work of this in­
stitution has passed the experimental

“This work of character-building,” the 
report continues, “ought to appeal to the 
noblest impulsed of every community. A 
realisation of the vital issues involved1 in 
this movement of child-reformation, 
child-development, must impress "itself 
upon everyone. Too much appreciation 
cannot be given to the faithful officers 
who control and direct the interests of 
the home. What patience, tact, intelH- 
genoe is needed daily and hourly.”

Reference is made to the resignation 
of Miss Hynds and her conscientious­
ness, sympathy and solicitude while em­
ployed at the home. The response to 
appeals had always been enthusiastic 
and generous and- the financial resources 
had been increased by the usual monthly 
and yearly donations.

Thanks is extended to the press, the 
varions lodges, the Scandinavian Ladles’
Society, the I. C. C. Society and the 
King’s Daughters, the donors of exhibits 
from the Victoria agriculture exhibition 
and tlie church guilds for acceptable 
gifts.

The precipitation has .been 
heavy on the Lower Mainland and Vancou^ 
ver Island, and snow squalls have been 
frequent during the last .three days. On, 
"Thursday an ocean, storm area commenced 
moving down» the Coast causing a southerly 
to easterly gale from Cape'Flattery to 
California; on the succeeding day this had 
developed Into one of. the mqst extensive 
low barometer areas of the season, and a 
storm of marked Intensity became centred 

* over Vancouver Island; storm signals were 
displayed along the Straits and Coast; this 
disturbance caused #general rainfall south-: 
ward to California, accompanied by south­
erly gales on the American, coast. The 
storm rapidly traversed the province into' 
the Northwest, and was followed by a 
fresh ocean disturbance on the 26th, which 
caused a stormy day throughout the North 
Pacific states. At Portland, Ore., a thun­
derstorm occurred, accompanied' by heavy 
hail and a wind squall which demolished 
several buildings in the suburbs ,of that 
city. At the mouth of the Columbia river 
a wind velocity was reported of 60 miles. 
The storm extended bver the following day 
and the rainfall was heavy. In this section 
of the province the development of a cold­
er area in the North caused snowfall dur­
ing the last two days of the week ; but in­
dications appeared of the increase of the 
high barometer area and a prospect of 
cold and fairer weather. In the Northwest 
there have been occasional light falls of 
snow, but the weather has been, chiefly 
fair. Low temperatures have been the 
rule; Prince Albert again recording 36 be­
low zero.

battles at sea which have already been 
fought between Russian and) Japanese 
fleets were received from the Orient 
through the arrival of the R. M. S. Em­
press of India, Oapt. O. P. Marshall; 
R. N. R., details which put an entirely 
différent complexion, on one very im­
portant event at least. This was the 
sinking of the two Russian vessel® which, 
according to previous reports, were first 
challenged to fight when in port. It now 
appears that the Japanese fleet, in com­
mand of Admiral Urien, escorting the 
Japanese transports, approached1 the en­
trance of the port of Chemulpo on the 
evening of February 8th. Approaching 
am island situated about seven miles off 
Chemulpo, she met the Russian gunboat 
Koreitz. The Latter-at 
defensive attitude and then fired, on the 
torpedo boats 6f the Japanese fleet. A 
reply with torpedoes was made but with­
out effect.

The Russian vessel at once returned 
to her original anchorage in the harbor 
of Chemulpo and the Japanese fleet pro­
ceeded to that port. At 8 o’clock on the 
morning of February 9th the admiral 
made a formal demand on the captain of 
the cruiser Variag, the Russian senior 
naval officer then in port, to retire from 
the port uefore noon on that day, stating 
in case of non-compliance with that de­
mand the Japanese fleet' would attack 
him in the harbor.

The censorship that is being exercised 

in Japan over press telegrams since the 
situation became acute differs consider­
ably from that which was adopted dur­
ing the Japan-China war,” says 
Kobe Chronicle editorially.

Paris, March 2.—The Figaro this morning 
follows up the interview it published yes­
terday with Premier Combes upon the re­
ports that the cabinet Is likely to fall soon, 
with the report of- a lengthy conversation 
between a member of the cabinet, whose 
Identity Is not divulged, and an intimate 
friend. This minister said there was a 
total absence of cordial relations among 
the cabinet members, who avoided ex­
changes elsewhere than at the official meet­
ings, and who even then did not discuss 
matters, but simply accepted the proposals 
made by Combes. He added that all the 

.members would be glad when the cabinet 
was overturned, but that none was willing 
to compromise his colleagues by taking the 
Initiative by resigning, and declared ihe 
chamber of deputies would at once reverse 
the cabinet If It could vote secretly, but 
that the deputies feared the accusation of 
reactionary tendencies If they did not sup­
port the government’s anti-clerical policy.
