Afghanistan.

The telegrams which have lately'reached
this country from England, with reference
to the position of the army in Afghanistan
have been of such a nature as to cause con-
siderable alarm for the safety of our troops.
Much of this feeling, as a well informed
writer in a Halifax paper says, ‘‘is no
doubt due to the disasters which occarred
in 1841-42, But the two conditions pre-
gent no points of similarity. In 1841 Sir
Willoughby Cotton desired to be relieved
from the command of the troops employed
in Afghanistan. The question was, who
was to succeed him, and Lord Auckland
appointed General Elphinstone, an old
officer with no Indian experience, unac-
quainted with the Afghan character, and
past the age at which great energy and
activity might be expected. On taking
up his position at Cabul the general placed
his troops in cantonments which were ill
defended, and more than a mile in extent.
These works were practically untenable
against an enemy. The Commissariat
supplies were stored in asmall fort beyond
the cantonment, and undefended. To
compare the condition of former times
with those of the present, ought to give
the most timid some confidence. (General
Roberts is a young officer comparatively.
He has gained the V. C., and so posscsses
cBurage. but _he has also the knowledge
essential to a general. He has served all
his life in India, and is thoroughly con-
versant with the character of the natives.
He held the post of Quarter-Master Gener-
al of the Indian army just previous to ob-
taining his present command, and whilst
at that post studied carefully the topo-
graphy of Afghanistan. Instead of placing
hig troops in a sort of sheep-fold, he has
secured his position in Shirpur, and heis
provided with five months’ provisions for
his troops, which he is not likely to leave
unprotected. All the force that the Af-
ghans can bring against General Roberts
is not likely to do him much damage,
as long as he is bent on merely main-
taining his position at Cabul. An-
other cause of alarm has been that there
wasan announcement, that the communica-
tion between General Roberts and the
Viceroy of India was interrupted. Con-
sidering that this news means that a
telegraph wire was broken,either by acci-
dent or by design, it is not a very disastrous
affair. Between Cabul and Peshawur the
distance is ahout 190 miles. To guard
every mile of this country would require
an enormous army, and although desirable,
still it is not at all essential to'keep open
tfse communications. That compiuni-
cations are interrupted, does mnot mean
that a disaster has occurred. With at
least 5000 meun at his disposal, and in a
strong position, General Roberts’ army,
instead of being in extrcme danger and
liable to total annihilation, is,we are con-
vinced, secure for at least tive months, at
the end of which period any amount of
reinforcements can be sent to its aid should
it require them. From what has been
telegraphed by Generul Roberts, it appears
he at least considers he is able to hold his
position, consequently he does not need
reinforcements. The most dangerous enc-
my which the army in Afghanistan has to
encounter is waiit of food.

The Tracadle Lazaretto.

The announcement in another column
in referencé to Northumberland and
Gloucester Board of Health, (or the
Tracadie Lasaretto Board,) as taken
from the Royal Gazette, will be read
with sqme surprise by those interested,
who have not already been made aware
of it. Of course, the friends of honest
administration will be glad that the
majority of the Board, which was, mis-
managing - Lazaretto affairs, has been
swept.away, but they will ask why those
members who have sacrificed so much
in standing between the institution and
the corrupt majority,in the interests of
the poor lepers and the public, have
been dismissed. If all was right, ‘no
change was necessary,and for the estab-
lishing of the fact that all was not right:
and that reform was necessary, the Go-
vernment is indebted to two or three
gentlemen who are uow made to share |
the reproach brought upon the Board
by the majority. In other words, the
wrong-doers and those who battled
against them for the right, are tre&‘ed
in the same manner. This may be ex-
pedient, but it cannot be approved on
grounds of justice or right.

The Tracadie Lazaretto—which ought
long ago to have been made a Dominion
charge—had become the centre of us
well-managed a little system of public
wrong and plunder as has ever exiated,
in-a small way, under provincial rule.
Gentlemen® who were in & position to
know the facts, and who could not re-
main silent when the interests alike of
the Province, of the unfortunate le pers
and of those who were devoting their
lives to their care,were subordinated to
personal greed for public plunder,
¥ sought to check the wrong-deing carried
on in defiance of their reproofs. - These
efforts,however, were nlyconvertedinto
occasion for subjecting them to incivil-
ity, misrepresentation and persecution.
Men -who, unfortunately, had gained
the ear of the Government, by working

: ded, for a time, in deceiving their
colleagues and securing their proteges
against justice-and right. - Deémands for
investigation, however, ‘had: become so
urgent that common decency protested
against their being longer resisted. - A
fegy months ago, ﬂimfore, three mem-
bers of the Government visited Tracadie,
as a committe of enquiry, and the tardy
result is the dismissal of the whole
Board under whose management the
abuses complained of by and through
the Apvance had grown up. The ma-
jority of the Board had learned to
defy ‘the remonstrances of Rev. Mr.
Babineau and  Mr. McDoungall, the
Secretary, who were generally aided by
Mr. Davidson and Mr. Ferguson.—
Dr. Smith, being a resident of New-
castle,did not attend the meetings since
his appointment with Mr. Walsh and
some others at Hon. Messrs. Young and
Adams’ suggestion. He was, therefore,
not identified particularly with the
majority,though, like others more avail-
able,he was appointed for the purpose of
securing a sufficient number to vote Mr.
MeDougall out of the Secretaryship and
render the working of a peculiar system
of management less open to honest check
and criticism.

The new Board, being composed of
members of the Government, can ounly
be a temporary one, and it is to be sin-
cerely hoped that when they are re-
placed by a local organization, however
small, it will be one actuated only by a
desire to manage an important public
trust in the interests of the lepers and
the public alone. The new Board will
give th\ best possible evilence of their
intention to promote the welfare of the
Lazaretto and its inmates by recalling
those who have always faithfully dis-
charged their duties in connection with
‘the institution. As Sec.-I'reas, A. K.
McDougall, Esq., commanded the re-
spect of all with whom he came in con-
tact. He was a painstaking and con-
scientious officer, against whom we have
never yet heard a complaint, and the
public well understand that the majority
of the Board sacrificed himm because of
his integrity. He is the best availuble

terests demand that he be restored to it.
Hon Mr. Adams has played a part in
the whole affair, since he has been a
member of the Government, which his
friends would like to have wiped from
his public record. He appeared to be
quite pliant in the hands of Hon. Mr.
Young, President of the Executive, in
furthering the schemes of the late ma-
jority of the Board.

the Highest.” The Prayer desk, Lectern,
Font and Pulpit are ‘suitably decorated
with evergreen wreaths, moes, and berries.

In St. Paul's Church, a very general
change has beén made from the decorations
of previous years. Behind the Altar is a
reredos, constructed of evergreen, in four
panels,each bearing in the center,one of the
letters, in white on a scarlet ground, of
the word ‘‘Juda.” In the center of the
top of the reredos is the word, ‘‘Bethle-
hem ;” and above is s star. At the bot-
tom of the reredos, extending from side to
side is the text, in white letters on-scarlet
ground, “‘Lo, I am with you alway.”

Several times §hev were
obliged to get down and cool off, but they
always returned in time to.save the smok-
ing wood from breaking into flame and
only ceased their efforts when the danger
was past. It is conceded on all hands
that but for Messrs Alex. and Robert
Loggie’s intelligent and plucky, fight at
this point the fire would have been a very
disastrous, one, and the conduct of these
twp gentlemen, therefore, deserves spscial
menti0o Messrs. Rice and Blake, though
not 80 much exposed, did effective work
and Messrs. Geo. McIntyre, H. Eddy. and
Jas. Kelly also did capital work
' There was considerabla delay after the
alarm, was: given in Chatham, owing to
No. 1 Engine not having been place on
runners,and also.to some hesitation on the
part of the euly fireward present in taking
the.resppnsibility of letting the engine go
8o far beyond the fire limits, Several
citizens, however, urged the desirability
of despatching the engine at once, especial-
‘y:as the. Steam.. Fire Engine and No. 2
hand Engine were-left for any emergency
that might arise,and she.was sent away,
Mer. R. Finn fornishing his horses to haul
tho engige and Mr. John Stronach turning
out with a pair of Mr. Sunowball’'a horses
to.take the hose reel. Several members
of No. 1 company went with their engine
and a few citizens who had learned where
the fire was, also went. By the time the
engie arrived the building in which the
fire originated was past saving. The
pumps of the engine were found to be
frozen also, but this was soon remedied
and ‘when the machine was sé¥to work
she did good service in keeping the flames
from commanicating with the other build-
ings. A large quantity of mill wood,
which had been stored by one of the ten-
ants under the burned building gave much
trouble to the ‘workers, the fire getting
among it and defying. all efforts to extin-
guish it. Considering the small number
of men available for work at Rlack Brook
in such an emergency and the indifference
of some, even of thege, the fire was re-
markably well handled. Mr. Rice, who
was the principal director of the small
brigade of workers,dispiayed a coolness
and competency that had an excellent
effect. The Chatham' contingent, inclad-
ing Mr. Fairey, of the firm's Chatham
office did some service after its arrival,
Mr. F. like a good many others enjoying
anything but a Merry Chistmas up to
dioner time on that day.
The .large house which was in gr.at
danger was tenunted .by thé families of
Messrs. J. D'Orsey and Joel Walters.
Mr. D’Orsey and Mr, Walters were. both
absent from home and their furniture was
removed, involving some loss and danger.
/ The burued building was not very valu-
able. of course. still its destruction threat-
ened to be but the beginning of that of
more valuable property.

A despatch of Dec., 24th from St. Paul,
Minn., says :— :

The severest weather-reported for years
%revaill to-day through the State. A St.

incent report-represents the spirit ther-
mometer standing at 58 degrees below zero;
at Crookston, 56° below z:ro; at Grand
Forks, 50°; and at Brockeney. 39°. These
places are in the Red River Valley;in
the Eastern and Southern part of the
State the weather is'mildér. In St. Paul,
the thermometor’ did not fall 15° below
zero. The unusual amount of snow has
delayed the trains on all the roads ; some
trains on the Southern, Minnesota and
Northern Pacific being abandoned last
night. All trains from the West are late
to night. : :

A Bismark, D. T., despatch of the,
same date says : —

A very severe storm raged through the’
whole Northwest Territory the past two
weeks. The Mercury at Fargo has .been
40° below zero, and at this point four be-
low. Trains on the Northern Pacific have
been delayed by drifts. The contractors
for 1,000 miles extension have 500 men at
work 150 miles ont on the barren prairie.
There is great suffering among them, as
they are without sufficient rations or
clothing, and are inaccessible to supply
trains. One man, his wife  and two
children, were frozen to death, and many
others have been badly frost bitten.
