For Instance, Canada is one coun­
try and France is another. Suppose 
a merchant finds that it would be to 
his advantage to import goods from 
France if they come in at one-fourth 
lower rate than the general tariff al­
lows.

Is the com­
parison to be made on the average 
rate of duty of the two countries, or 
on the average rate imposed on those 
articles interchanged between them, 
or on the average of the dutiable list 
leaving free goods out of the account ? 
Or is it a question of arithmetic or 
average at all ? Does “on the whole” 
and “as favorable” refer to percent­
ages, or to some question of public 
policy ? These are the questions 
which Mr. Foster, Mr. Craig, Mr. Bell 
of Plctou, Mr. Davin and other mem­
bers put to Mr. Paterson.

Yesterday was the second day’s de­
bate on the reciprocal clauses of the 
tariff. Unless Mr. Paterson 
the ministers of the finance section of 
the cabinet can discover some posi­
tive meaning to the clause, the dis­
cussion will probably continue 
day more. It Is not likely thatl 
opposition members will allow the bill 
to pass in a form that gives the cabi­
net absolute treaty making powers, 
with no control by parliament, until 
the last means are exhausted for 
certaining how the clause Is to be 
operated.

The beghmnlg of the second day’s 
discussion was Mr. Borden's speech on 
the application of the German 
Belgian treaties to this tariff. He 
began by doing what Mr. Davies had 
omitted, 
and showed
agreement on the part of Great Bri­
tain that no colonial tariff should im­
pose a higher duty on German goods 
than the same tariff Imposed on Brit-I 
ish goods.
fallacy of Mr. Davies’ contention that 
this clause was invalid until it had 
been ratified by imperial and Can­
adian legislation.
that applied to England had never 
been ratified by the imperial parlia­
ment. Therefore, according to Mr. 
Davies, the German treaty was of no 
force even in Great Britain!. Mr. Bor­
den pointed out clearly enough the 
difference between colonial fiscal In­
dependence of imperial control and 
colonial Independence of Imperial 
treaties. He showed that while the 
mother country might grant to the 
colonies such control as eeeemed de­
sirable, yet when an Imperial treaty 
was made with another country pro­
fessing to bind the colonies tt did bind 
them. As for the German and Bel­
gian treaties they had been from the 
very beginning accepted by imperial 
statesmen tm binding-upoK the -whole 
empire. The treaty gave certain ad­
vantages to Great Britain, it gave 
certain advantages to the British col­
onies. England and the colonies had 
for many years accepted these ad­
vantages, and it would be outrageous 
for them now to say that they were 
under no obligation to stand by the 
treaty. As to the Kimberley despatch 
read by Mr. Davies In support of his 
argument, Mr. Borden showed that 
the only portion of Kimberley’s de­
spatch which bore on the present 
issue was one that Mr. Davies did not 
read, In which it was pointed out 
that the colonies must be governed 
by imperial treaties of this character. 
Of laite years Great Britain had al­
lowed Canada to take a share in tilt 
commercial treaties that affected this 
country, and those treaties were usu­
ally dependent upon Canadian ratifi­
cation. That was our guarantee of 
fiscal Independence, but those treaties 
which were made under the old sys­
tem and were unconditional could not 
be repudiated. The only course to be 
pursued was that which the late gov­
ernment had adopted, which was to 
abrogate the treaties and then make 
r-O more of them. But as Mr. Borden 
urged it was entirely a novel way to 
get rid of a treaty by violating its 
provisions.

Mr. Pater- 
eon said that Mr. Foster’s remarks 
were Impertinent, and would be not 
entitled to reply if he stood on his 
dignity. He might as well have stood 
on his dignity for all the information 
he gave on the subject.

Mr. Pateraon shouted and screamed 
at Mr. Foster for pointing out that 
curtain countries bad a lower tariff 
than ours and appealed to the coun­
try whether this was not Intended 
to encourage those countries to ob­
tain tariff advantages equal to those 
of England.

lighthouse purposes was supplied to 
t іе extent.of 93,966 gallons by"the Im­
perial ОИ company at a cost of $18,808, 
<md by the American Oil company to 
the extent of 7,900 gallons at some- , 
what Mgher prices. The Standard Oil 
company were paid 18 l-2c. per gallon 
for the oil purchased from them for 
the New Brunswick and Nova Scotia 
district, the department paying the 
freight from New York. The price 
paid the Imperial Oil company for oil 
in barrels was from 15 l-2e. at Sarnia 
to 18 l-4c. at the farthest point in the 
maritime provinces.

An interesting statement is made 
showing the cost of maintenance of 
the lighthouse and dominion steamers 
for the last twelve years. In 1894 
there were 579 lights, in 1893 there 
were 766. The number of fog whistles 
was 23 In 1884 and 22 In 189ІВ. The 
number of fog horns was 10 in 1884 
and 60 In 1896. Yet with all this In­
crease In the service the cost has been 
reduced.

„ agencies can attend to all the Sunday 
school work In the field.

There is another vital fact almost 
■universally overlooked In presentBg 
the Interdenominational work, and in 
Inviting co-operation in It. It Is that 
the Interdenominational association. 
In the very nature of the case, cannot 
reap or receive any of the fruit of Its. 
■labor, and that In the very nature of 
the case all of the fruit of this entire 
movement Is gathered, or at least re­
ceived, by the denominations. To 
hear some people talk one • would 
think the Sunday School association 
Is runnlnç and controlling some 
ohurces and Sunday schools of Its 
own into which converts are received

great pains to have them from as 
many different denominations as 
there are such workers employed. We 
have known of more than one instance 
where the ecclesiastical body has 
formally and officially commissioned 
one of its number to accept the'call 
to enter upon this work which Is pro­
moted directly in the interest of the 
denominations. These field workers, 
representing, as they do in a sense, 
their denominations, in a broader 
sense stand for the association of in­
terdenominational co-operation, and 
the results of the combined work are 
tabulated and then classified as to de­
nominations, and the combined report 
shows the work done and the advance 
trade by each denomination separate­
ly. This is exactly the character of 
the annual report of one of our state 
associations which publishes each 
year, for the benefit of the denomina­
tions, a tabulated report of the Sun­
day schools of the state, giving the 
figures by separate denominations and 
by counties. In this idea are Involved 
the entire theory, logic, and practice 
of onr Interdenominational Sunday 
sdhool associations In the counties, 
states and provinces of this Continent. 
In other words the county and state 
associations are not simple agencies 
to start schools, but are permanent 
organizations of the officers and teach­
ers of each locality for perpetual 
mutual Improvement and the main­
tenance of these schools, a work that 
cannot be done by any visiting agen­
cies.—Sunday Scvhool Evangel.

school which may necessarily remain 
temporarily 'not connected with an 
established denomination. Even to 
such cases they advlsd that such 
schools become denominational schools 
as soon as practicable. Our experi­
ence backs the assertion that the 
work of the Interdenominational as­
sociation results In steadily increas­
ing the proportion of new schools that 
become denominational, and by the 
same ratio decreases he Increase of 
union schools.

We can cite a state in which we are 
told the denominational workers in 
the field can attend to the Sunday 
school work of the whole state. As 
we understand it. the Sunday school 
missionary of a particular denomina­
tion, say the Baptist simply for Illus­
tration, Is expected to hunt the state 
through to discover every Baptist 
family or person favorable to the 
Baptist denomination, and to then or­
ganize Baptist Sunday schools where 
these Baptists are not already pro­
vided with Sunday schools, and to 
supplement this work by periodical 
visits and perhaps the holding of de­
nominational conventions and insti­
tutes for (the strengthening and Im­
proving of these Sunday schools. 
There ls connected with this the work 
of gathering and tabulating Baptist 
Sunday school statistics, and the 
dissemination of Baptist literature. 
Surely no sane man will fall to see 
in this a magnificent and exceedingly 
practicable plan ' for extending the 
kingdom of Christ. Such work merits 
not only the approval and strong fin- 
ananolal support of ah Baptists, but 
ls entitled to the highest commenda­
tion of Christians of every name. Sup­
pose that the Christian, Oongrega- 
tionalist, Methodist, and Presbyterian 
denominations should each also have 
such a Sunday school missionary do­
ing a like successful work within the 
scope of their respective dénomina­
tions ? We do not know of a state 
in which there are as many as five 
different denominations which have 
competent Sunday school missionaries 
employed to give their time to this 
work in the field. Put along side of 
this fact the foot that the statistical 
report from the state to which we 
refer includes a report of Sunday 
schools from fifty-two different re­
ligious denominations, and then ask 
yourself If you still think the denom­
inational agencies can cover the 
whole Sunday school field of the state 
in htiding conventions and institutes • 
for the Improvement of all the Sunday 
schools, and for reaching every square 
foot of territory In the state, irre­
spective of the question as to whether 
or not there may lie adherents to 
particular denominations In those 
places not yet reached by 
the Sunday school. The facts justify 
the assertion that when the few strong 
denominations have done their very 
best within the scope of their respec­
tive denominations, there is still left 
a vast field that cannot possibly be 
cultivated by any other means than 
the coming together of all believers 
In a state Into conference where there 
may be obtained a bird’s-eye view of 
the entire field. This opportunity Is 
afforded alone by our interdenomina­
tional Sunday school association. In 
their county conventions Is displayed

The 
florists are generally much abused in 
consequence; but It should be remem­
bered that each firm covers a wide 
range of territory' with its catalogues, 
and tt is more than likely that the va- 
rlties described In those catalogues as 
hardy are quite so with a vast ma­
jority of those who buy from them.

Hardy, climbing roses of fine quality 
and color are certainly one of the ad­
ditions to the "Queeen of Flowers,” 
which the future holds In store, 
appears to be but the matter of a lit­
tle time till such varieties shah be ob­
tained. for never before have the ef­
forts of professional hybridists, In this 
line, been so fruitful ; an® never has 
there been so many promising new 
varieties upon, the market Excepting 
some recent introductions of which we 
cannot yet speak with certainty, we 
think the following review includes all 
the best known hardy diming varie­
ties :

There was less unanimity ’on 

the details of toe government pro­
cedure submitted to -toe body. 
The government announcement of 
the Crows Nest Pass railway 
policy proved rather startling. It is 
proposed to give the contract to the 
Canadian Pacific company, which to to 
receive eleven thousand dollars per 
mile for a road from Lethbridge via 
Alberta to Nelson, which is a short 
distance west of Roeeland. The dis­
tance Is presumed to be three hundred 
and thirty miles, making a grant of 
three million six .hundred and -thirty 
thousand dollars. The railway com­
pany agrees to reduce toe freight rate 
on wheat by one and a half cents per 
bushel this year and make further re­
ductions next year. They also agree 
to give toe government the right to 
supervise freight rates over a part of 
the western territory.

In oameue strong opposition was of­
fered to this programme, but toe ob­
jections were at length either over­
ruled or silenced.

It was definitely, announced that the 
franchise bill would be withdrawn, 
after which toe premier stated that 
as a consequence of this withdrawal 
the plebiscite ЬШ would be also with­
held. This declaration caused some 
surprise and wee explained at consid­
erable length. But toe ministerial pro­
gramme to withdraw the plebiscite 
remains unchanged. It becomes, 
therefore, no longer a current Issue 
whether prohibition and direct ta*a- 
tlon should be submitted to a vote to­
gether.

When, 
on the memorable occasion of your majesty’s 
golden jubilee the representatives of your 
loyal Canadian people Joined those of other 
parte of the empire in expressing their heart­
felt pleasure that, by the grace of God, the 
nation had for half a century enjoyed the in­
estimable benefit of your majesty’s constitu­
tional and beneficent rule, stated their ear­
nest hope that tour majesty might be spared 
for many more years to reign over your 
loyal subjects.

A decade has since passed, and today we 
contemplate with renewed satisfaction the 
fact that your majesty is still at the head 
of the state. Not only have none of your 
illustrious predecessors sat on the throne of 
our country tor so extended a period, bat 
m the history of the nations of the wovld 
few monarch» have ruled so long, and none 
have been, so universally honored and re­
vered.

Looking back across the sixty years which 
have elapsed since your majesty's corona­
tion, it is impossible not to be impressed 
with the immense sir ides during that period 
which have been made by the civilized world 
in all that constitutes the moral, intellectual 
and physical well-being of mankind, 
gospel of onr divine teacher has been preach­
ed in the remotest parts of earth; temper­
ance in all things has become moue than at 
any previous period an accepted rule of hu­
man conduct; more adequate provision has 
been made for euffereing humanity; the ad­
ministration of justice has been placed on 
а того humane and otherwise satisfactory 
basis; great advances have been made in 
science and the arts, and the literature of 
tho Victorian era surpasses that of any for­
mer period in breadth of thought and gen­
eral excellence, as well as in volume and 
popular appreciation. By the establishment 
of railway and steam communication; the 
inauguration of an improved postal system; 
the Invention of the electric telegraph and 
telephone, as well as the general utilization 
of electric power, and by an indefinite num­
ber of other agencies, the comfort and con­
venience of people have immensely increased 
during the same period; the empire has been 
enlarged and its scattered members brought 
into more intimate fellowship with one an­
other and with the mother land.

She found Canada In throes of 
rebellion, but the jubilee contingent 
from this country would represent toe 
most loyal portion of the Queen's do­
minion. Sir Mackenzie spoke of toe

Hon. Mr. Laurier moved the resolu- 
tio.x in a brief and neat address, com­
paring her majesty’s reign with that 
of Louis XIV. of France. This might 
not have been quite as long; it had 
equally been distinguished by scien­
tific discovery, while in toe applica­
tion of such discovery to the affairs 
of life, no reign in history was 
comparable to the present one. Queen 
Victoria was a model to her poorest 
and richest subjects in those virtues 
which were ornaments of domestic 
life, and model to all monarchies in 
her conduct as 
paid this tribute not as sycophants, 
but as loyal and self-respecting- 
subjects.

Sir Charles Tupper in seconding the 
resolution, paid a generous tribute to 
Mr. Lvarier by expressing his plea­
sure that the address was to be laid 
at the foot of the throne by 
well worthy to represent Canada He 
spoke of the high character of the 
Imperial court in the present reign, 
and said* that her majesty, though in 
every sense a constitutional ruler, 
had through her capacity and saga­
city in public affairs exercised a po­
tent and bénéficient influence on toe 
history of the country. The Queen 
had seen Canada united. Sir Charles 
hoped she might live to see a unite® 
Australia and united South Africa 
Joining hards to increase the power 
of the empire. The prayer for her 
majesty’s long life would be uttered 
not by only all parts of the empire, 
but by every good man and good 
woman In the world.

After the adoption of the address 
the members sprang to their feet and 
sang, God Save the Queen, in which 
(he crowd In the galleries Joined.

This would 
not be the same as the process of 
law, because toe government iniated 
the proceedings and fixed the penal­
ties; had the power to discriminate 
and to punish opponents, while sav­
ing their friends. Lastly the govern­
ment by abolishing the duty on arti­
cles subject to combines, would pun­
ish the producers who were not in 
the combine at all, and though In-' 
nocent, would suffer with the guilty.

Five of our boats were swung 
out, but only one of them was low­
ered: This was in charge of Chief Of­
ficer Gibbon. He hurriedly made an 
examination. While be was doing this 
we discovered that our steering ap­
paratus had been temporarily disabled 
by the collision, and we lay to. The 
wheel box had fallen and toad been 
jammed down. This wreckage was 
promptly removed. By that time the 
Hekla came up to us again and Cap­
tain Lamb hailed us, saying ‘My dam­
age is all above the water line—what’s 
your’s ?" I answered, ’Above the water 
line; we’re all right,’ and Captain 
Lamb replied: Will proceed to port- 
report me.’ I understood from this 
that the Hekla was in good enough 
condition to continue her trip to 
Christlaneand, where she will be due 
on Saturday. We saw her bow was 
only damaged above the water line. 
There was a big, jagged hole, shaped 
somewhat similar to a man’s face. 
The Hekla’s foremast was broken in 
two, but did not fall on her deck—just 
hung there. The hole in the bow ex­
tended down to about a foot a,bove 
the red paint on her hull. Upon in­
vestigation we found we had her nose, 
one of her hawse pipes and a coil of 
steel cable, with her kedge anchor, 
jabbed into our port quarter.”

SIBERIAN EXILES.

■Who Witnessed Their 
Careful Treatment

London, June 1.—Lieut. CoL W. H. 
Waters, military attache of the Brit­
ish embassy at St Petersburg, has 
just returned from a 4.000 mile sleigh 
ride from St. Petersburg to Vladivos- 
tock on the Northern Pacific ocean, in­
midwinter. He gives an emphatic 
denial of the stories told of Siberian 
horrors. During the whole journey he 
saw nothing to" justify the startling 
tales told on the subject, and says 
that in the depth of the Russian win­
ter, with 90 degrees of frost, he found 
the exiles travelling In comfort, smok­
ing arid singing, and in every case 
well clothed and well fed. Any pris­
oner" failing lame or ill is placed in a 
carriage and driven to the nearest 
■hospital. In a majority of cases, the 
colonel asserts, the Siberian exile is 
better off than It at home, and he adds 
that political prisoners, unless they 
have committed a serious, non-politi­
cal crime, are not Imprisoned, their 
heads are not shaved and they are not 
lettered. Even the Poles exiled for 
taking part In insurrections, are now, 
according to Colonel Waters, in many 
cases free ,to return to. Russia, and 
several of them are employed as gov­
ernment officials.

S„ June 2,—The trial 
of Melton Oonnolly, charged with the 
murder of old man Fuller, was com­
menced today. Mr. Wickwire, crown 
prosecutor, addressed the jury at some 
length, outlining the case -and 
plaining the plans made of the scene 
of the murder and surroundings and 
views taken of the various places 
mentioned by witnesses. He referred 
to all the details leading up to the 
case and the event which showed the 
time when the terrible crime, must 
have taken place. He fully discussed 
the tracks discovered leading In and 
out of the gate and mentioned that 
some new evidence had been found of 
tracks going down to the marsh near 
the house and circling around the 
house and near where the butter wae 
discovered. These tracks were similar 
to the others mentioned. Several con­
versations of the prisoner with wit­
nesses were mentioned, as well as the 
cor duct of Connolly after Ms arrest.

John R. Stewart was the first wit­
ness.

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Sir Chartee Tapper thought he would 
have to come to the rescue of the 
government He was of the opinion 
that a reduction would crush out an 
important industry and place Canada 
under the Standard oil monopoly and 
do no good to the consumer.

Mr. MacDonald of Huron (govern­
ment) said he had made many cam­
paign speeches tor free oil, but toad 
now made up tote mind that the in­
dustry could not stand the reduction.
He would vote with the government

Mr. Davin wanted free oil. Mr.
Taylor (opposition) was sorry any re­
duction wee proposed on oil.

Mr. Flint regretted he could not sup­
port Mr. Baits’ motion, though he ob­
served that it -was in line with tols 
own speeches and votes in opposition.
He had since discovered that the old 
industry would toe endangered by the 
proposed reduction and he never In­
tended to destroy it

Mr. bavin offered to quote Hon. Mr.
Davies on oil, when the minister raised 
a laugh by jocosely asking: “DM I 
ever speak on coal oil ?

Mr. Fraser (government), who re­
presents the oil district made a 
lengthy address, defending the oil - 
duties and denouncing the Standard 
Oil Co.

Mr. Oliver of Alberta (government) 
scolded Mr. Fraser for trying to scare 
the people with stories of Standard 
oil, and pitched into thé Toront»'Globe 
f>r making itself the instrument of 
monopolists.

Mr. Ganong said the oil duty un­
der the late tariff and this one was 
too high, even for a protectionist Mke 
himself.

PARLIAMENT.
Mr. Ellis Moves for Reduction 

of Oil Duty to Three Cents.

But He Finds All the Liberals Have 
Turned Protectionists.

I. G. R, Loses Thirty Thousand Dollars in 

Operating the Baie des Chaleur Railway.

Ottawa, June 3.—The house was
again in committee on the tariff to­
day, and passed the combines clause 
after defeating an amendment- The 
tariff schedules were then taken up.

The liquor schedule passed without 
much comment, except that Clarke 
Wallace held that the excise duty 
ought to bo increased, as the distillers 
bad too much protection.

On the agricultural list, when the 
item of mutton and other meats came 
up, Hon. Mr. Foster asked if the pre­
ferential rate was allowed to New 
South Wales.

Hon. Mr. Fielding said it would be 
done when Hon. Mr. Foster showed 
that British Columbia would be large­
ly supplied with meat from that coun­
try.

Following this up, Sir Charles Tup- 
per said no doubt Australia would 
have been glad to exchange tariff re­
ductions, giving special rates to Can­
adian goods lower than to the pro­
ducts of the United States and other 
countries. The government has given 
away this concession with no return.

IH the item of mutton and lamb, the 
duty is continued at 35 per cent., 
which the preferential tariff will re­
duce to 26.

After discussion Mr. Henderson 
moved that the item be struck out 
altogether, which would place mutton 
in the general list, fresh meats three 
cents a sound.

After recess the mutton clause 
caused an Interesting discussion, In 
the course of which Mr. Fraser of 
Guytiboro declared that the Iron In­
dustry had been struck right and left 
It had been left with only twenty-five" 
per cent protection, while the manu­
facturers who used Iron and steel got 
a cheaper Iron and retained all the 
protection they had. Mr. Fraser 
spoke of the thievish instincts of those 
who induced the government to strike 
down the iron duties, but took occa­
sion to say that he would not squeal. 
He would still urge fer the complelte 
abolition of protection.

Mr. Oliver, a government supporter 
from Alberta, said Australian com­
petition injured sheep ranching in the 
districts. He hoped that a cut would 
not be made in the mutton duties.

The mutton item was adopted; and 
the committee went through the agri­
cultural list It was adopted, reserv­
ing the Items of rice, wheat and some 
other contentious paragraphs for con­
sideration on a later day. The house 
adjourned ■tly after midnight.
