‘That is exactly
what you are doing,” one of the mem-
bers said, “it would be better if you
would look after the interests of the
country.”

One of the addresses 'yesterday
which attracted some attention was
tbat of Mr. Frost from Leeds. Mr.
Frest is'a maker of mowing machines; -
reapers and other large farm machin-
ery. He is quite well satisfled with
the tariff and declares that it has not
affected the great Canadian indust-

’ '

' ries. He assailed the late government

because it reduced the duty on farm
machinery and exposed the manufac-
turers ‘to serious competition from
abroad. That may be. true, and it is
also true that Mr. Laurier has taken
good care of Mr. Frost. The original.
tariff intro&uced by Mr. Fielding left

. Mr. Frost' with the same protection

on his manufactured goods that he
had before, but it reduced the duty on
'his raw materials which are the pro-
duct of other industries, Tt cut down
the' duty on’pigiiron.’ It cut down the
duty ‘on'scrap; it made the duty lower
on steel; and especially ‘the kinds. of
steel used in Mr. Frost’s workshop. It
cut down the duty on bar iron and
all other kinds of iron used by Mr.
Frost.” But even then Mr. Frost was
not - satisfied. . He wanted ‘a better |
show, and the revised tarift gave it to
him. He and his friends have man-
aged to get In a blow at the iron in-
dustry of New Glamw Londonderry
and Victoria by procuring ‘another re-
ductionin' the duty ‘on’ steel billets ‘and
causing the duty on steel for axles to
be abolished: altogether.' 8o Mr.: Frost
is excéedingly -well satisfied and de-
clares that this government is a great
improvement on the other one and the
rresent tariff a great improvement on
the malional ' policy. He expresses
also great admiration for the clauses
which make reductions on goods com-
ing from: Burope. as well as . from
England. ' Mr. Frost knows one thing
very well, and that is his own busi-.
ness, and he knows that the United
States is the only country from which’
he need fear comipetition. The -other
industries. which -are struck by . the
new tariff 4o’ not worry him a bit.

Sir Charles Hibbert Tupper made
things rather uncomfortable for Mr.
Laurier when he replied to the lat-
ter's’ inconsequential speech. He ex-
pLa.ined that the government had al-
ready’ made bne discovery since it
found out that England was the only
ccuntry to be preferred ‘and was liable
to learn that New South' Wales was
not the only additional applicant to
ha Aeqlt with.

DENOMINATIONAL AND INTER-
DENOMINATIONAL,

Some of our western sfates are stiil
suffering from ignorance of the princi-
ples and the results of inferdenomina-
tional co-operation. There are still
those who assert in their innocence
that exclusively denominational

. agencies can attend 4o all the Sunday
school work in the field. They forget
that we, the members of the interde-
nominational association, are she very
ones who send our denominational
workers into the field and support
them. The co-operative association is
simply the denominational workers
meeting for conference for our mutuai
geod and for increesing, improving
ond intensifying the work of our re-
spective denominations.

There is another vital fact almost
universally overlooked: in presenting | St
the interdenominational work, and in
inviting co-operation in it. It {s that
the interdenomlna.uoml -assoclation,
in the very mature of the case, cannot
reap or receive any of the fruit of its
labor, and that in the very mature of
the case all of the fruit of this entire
movement is gathered, or at least re-
celved, by the denominations. : To
hear some people talk one :would
tbink the Sunday School association
is running and oonttromng some
churces and Sunday schools of its
own into which converts are received
and children enrolléd as the associa-
tion work becomes a success. The
point is worthy .of repetition, that all
of the fruit of the labor of the Sun-
day School association goes into the
denominations. In saying this we are
not unmindful of the fact that the
agitation for organizing Sunday
schools to cover neglected fields re-
sults in the organization of some Sun-
-day schools which are not immediate-
iy connected with a-particular denom-
ination. This suggests a second polnt
One common objection heard to our
interdenominational = associations is {
that they exist for ¢he purpise of
organizing Union Sunday schools 1o
the detriment and displeasure of the
denominations. This is shnply an er-
‘ror in fact. With rare cxcaption the.
interdenominational Sunday school as-
sociations specially  publish that
they do not organize Sunday schnols
at all.

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Bill Strongly Condemned.

Senators Opposed to Kinetoscope and
Detailed Accounts of Prize Fights.

Laurier Announces in Caucus that There Will
be No Prohibition Plebiscite This Year.

-

Ottawa, May 31.—The discussion on
the praferential clause in the commit-
tee was continued this afternoon by
Clarke Wallace, Messrs. Beatty and
Dupont, all opposition members, the
latter speaking in French.

After recess, Hon. Mr. Foster dgain
protested against the course of the
government in refusing an explana-
tion of the meaning of the preferen-
tial clause.

Hon. Mr. Paterson said he had no
explanations to make farther than
those he had given. Mr. Foster ap-
pealed next to Mr, Laurier, who said
the same. Mr. Foster then said that
for the purpose of bringing the min-
istry to something more definite, he
would propose an amendment.  He
moved that the clause which defines
the terms on which countries may be
admitted to the lower scale of duties
be amended by adding this limiting
. clause: - “Taking into consideration
| the average tariff on the principal
goods interchanged between the two
countries.”

{ 'Mr. Laurier objected to this lmit-
- ation. He was understood to say
! that under clause 16, as it stood; the
; comparison would be on an average
of the whole imports of each country.

Mr. Russell objected to the amend-
; ment as not fully meeting the case
vhere¢ a large quantity of high tariff
goods and small quantity of low tariff
goods might be taken by one of the
two countries. In such case the aver-
age rate would not establish a fair
basis. Mr. Foster found it rather in-
teresting to notice that Mr. Russell
was quite satisfied with the indefinite-
ness of the government proposals,
but complained of the ambiguity of
the amendment, which, if it did not
clear up all doubts, at least reduced
the uncertainty. :

Looking back across the sixty years which
have eclapsed since your majesty’'s corona-
tion, it is impossible not 1o be impressed
with the immense strides during that period
which have been made by the civilized world
in all that coastitutes the moral, intellectual
and physical well-being of mankind. The
gospel of our divine teacheér has been preach-
ed in the remotest parts of earth; temper-
ance in all things has become mene than at
aay previous period an accepted rule of hu-
man conduct; mord adequate provision has
been made for suffereing humanity; the ad-

a morc humane and otherwise satisfactory
basis; great advances bave been made in
science and the arts, and the literature of
the Victorian era surrasses that of any for-
mer period in breadth of thought and gen-
eral excellence, as well as in volume and’
popular apprecistion. By the establishment
of railway and steam communication; the
inauguration of an improved postal system;
the invention of the electric telegraph and
telephone, as well as the general utilization
of electric power, and by an indefinite num-
ber of other agencies, the comfort and con-
venience of people have imimensely increased
during the same period; the empire has been
enlarged and its scattered members brought
into more intimate fellowship with one an-
other and with the mother land.

The Method of Procedure to Attain Suc-
cess in Rose Culture-Small Cost if the

I have often asked the question :
“Why have you no roses 2’ “Oh, my
soil is far too light and ail rose grow-
ers, when writing, say the soil must
be a strong clay loam.” True, roses do
best in such soil if well drained, A few
years ago some friends from London
happened to call on me at Deiaware
one fine morning when 1 had about
seventy rose bushes in full bloom, says
a . writer in The Canadian Horticul-
turist. The first word spoken was,
“We did not know it was po sible to
grow ‘such roses on soil so sandy ani
poor as we know yours was; how 4o
you manage to get such roses?’

Dr. Borden Leaves for England on Saturday
to Procure Some New Teachers.

Sackville, June 3.—After the bustle
and activity of the days of the anni-
versary exercises are over, "the board
of regents met to sufvey calmly the
‘work of the year, receive the financial
statements and discuss any changes
that may be suggested.” This board
held three sessions yesterday, ending
its work at a late hour last night.
There seemed to be general satisfac-
tion with the condition of the institu-
tlon. The university has not' had
;quite S0 large an attendance as in the
iyear preceding, but in the maritime
colleges "generally the past year was
not noted for a great influx of stud-
ents.

After Two' Hours' Deliberation
the Jury Agree on Acquittal.

The Killing of Old Man Fuller Stil
Remains a Mystery.

Elaborate Charge of Judge Henry to the
Jury on the Points of Law,

Kentville, N.. 8., June 2.—The trial
of Melton Connolly, charged with the
murder of old man Fuller, was com-
menced today. Mr. Wickwire, crown
prosecutor, addressed the jury at some
length, outlining the case -and . ex-
plaining the plans made of the scene
of the murder and surroundings and
views taken of the various places

to all the details leading up to the
case and the event which showed the
time when the terrible . crime. must
have taken place. He fully discussed
the tracks discovered leading in and
out of the gate and mentioned that
some new evidence had been found of
tracks going dowm to the marsh near
the house and circling around the
house and near where the butter was
discovered. These tracks were similar
to the others mentioned. Several con-
versations of the prisoner with wit-
nesses were mentioned, as well as the
corduct of Connolly after his arrest.

John R. Stewant was the first wit-
ness. He related the circumstances
of his visit to Fuller’s house on Sun-
day, March 15, when he discovered the
dead body. Fuller had a cut on the
throat and a wound on the forehead
and left cheek.

the conditions, and some apparently have
not yet found it out. The Boston steamers
buy their butter in Boston cheaper than they
could buy it here. In Montreal best cream-
ery is quoted at 16¢c; in New York the Sun's
daily reports show that Elgins are quoted at
15 to 15%c. Here creamery is quoted at 17
to 18c in small lots. Choices deiry by the
single tub brings 19 to 20c. ‘This markct,
therefore, though it is overloaded with poor

butter, and with creamery that could
have been more profitably sold months ago,
is a better market for a choice, fresh article
than the big markets all around it. In other
