A FIGHT AT TRURO WHICH
“MAY RESULT IN MURDER.

Player and Was Given a
Bad Beating—Is Uncon-
scious, and Goncussion of
the Brain May End Fatally.

TRURO, N. 8., March 19—The Truro
Curling Club members were at home to
their lady friends tonight and enjoyed
a pleasant time in skating on the
spacious three rink surface of ice used
by the curlers for their winter sport.
About. two hundred were present.
Musie, promenades, ice dances and
fancy skating, as well as the usual

delicate refreshments, made up a pro-
gramme that will be remembered for
a year at least as the most enjoyable
social event of the season. The rink
was very prettily decorated, and the
committee in charge were compliment-
ed highly on the success of their ar-
rangements. If the season lasts they
may be induced by the many requests
of the guests to repeat the function.

‘What may result in a more or less
serious charge against one of the
Moncton hockeyists, occurred this
evening after the arrival of the Mari-
time express for the west. Several
fights had taken place on the Espland
ade and Outram street between five
and ‘six o’clock. The first occurred be-
tween a runner for one of the Outram
street hotels and a lad whose place
had been given to the other. This was
followed by a more elaborate scrap be-
tween a Halifax plasterer and a Truro
carpenter, both of whom had apparent-
ly been indulging in prohibited whis-
key. The fracas was witnessed by a
large number of citizens, including two
quite important court functionaries.
A broken nose for the plasterer and
several contusions of the face for the
opponent were the results.

Following this came the bout be-
tween the plasterer and the hockeyist.
The plasterer sauntered up to the
street corner after his encounter with
the man of wood, and finding a pleas-
ant faced fellow smiling at him, said
something to the effect that he could
knock the smile off any face in town.
Without further parley he delivered a
blow at the hockeyist, putting one eye
into mourning. Then followed a strug-
gle which, if the defeated man lives
to recover, will be remembered by him
for his life. The hockeyist returned
the blow and for twenty minues both
men went at it hammer and tongs,
with advantage to the hockeyist every
turn., Finally a wind-up blow from the
latter knocked the plasterer out and he
was carried off by half a dozen men
unconscious and suffering from a brok-
en jaw, a bad contusion on the back
of his head from suddenscontact with
the curbstone, plus the broken nose
and other injuries previously received.
This fracas attracted no attention from
the police but an ex-councillar, assist-
ed by several members of the Salvation
Army, endeavored to preserve order,
without effect. A physician, who was
called to attend the injured man states
that he received severe punishment
and a shock that gives much concern
to his attendants, and twenty-four
'hours must elapse before his condition
can be determined. In all probability
he is suffering from concussion sus-
tained by his fall on the curbstone.
Ex-councillor Kent, Judge Drysdale
and Judge Patterson witnessed all the
scraps.

MONCTON, March 20.—Coming at
the tail end of the winter, the storm
which set in early this morning pro-
mises to be one of the worst of the
season. Branch railways have tem-
porarily shut down, no freight is be-
ing moved on the I. C. R. and pas-
senger expresses are all more or less
delayed. Today’s trains on the Monc-
ton and Buctouche railway have been
cancelled altogether on account of the
violence of the storm, the road being
very badly blockaded. The same state
of affairs exists on the Salisbury and
Harvey railway, where no attempt to
run trains will be made until tomor-
row.

On the I. C. R. the worst portion of
the storm is on the northern division,
from Newcastle to Campbeliton, and
north of that point., The Maritime ex-
press is already three hours late, the
storm being mainly responsible for the
delay. .

On the eastern and western sections
the storm is severe, but not sufficient-
ly so to seriously hamper trains. No
freight is being sent out, but freight
trains now on the road are being
moved,

A strong wind is blowing hereg ac-
companied by a heavy snow fall, mak-
ing the day one of the most boister-
ous of the season. The temperature
is moderating, but the snowfall con-
tinues.

SCOURING EUROPE FOR
LABORERS FOR PANAMA

American Agent Meets With
Many Obstacles

——

ltaly and Spain Unwilling fo Let Their
People Leave — ‘Russia May be
Visited for More Men,

PARIS, March 20.—Leroy Parke, an
agent of the war department of the
United States, has been in Europe for
some months soliciting foreign labor for
work on the Panama Canal, and al-
though he has encountered much op-
position, he has succeeded since Octo-
ber in shipping 4,500 men, nearly all
Spaniards or Italians, and they are
now going forward at the rate of about
500°a month. They are given free
transportation, repayable out of their
earnings at the rate of four dollars a
month, and are guaranteed pay at the
rate of 20 cents an hour, with every-
thing in the shape of lodgings, medical
attendance, etc.,, at the Isthmus, ex-
cept, meals, which are paid for at the
rate of 40 cents a day. Notwithstand-
ing the inducements offered, both thd
Spanish and Italian governments were
opposed to allowing their subjects to
g0 to Panama. The objections of the
Spanish government were in a measure
overcome, and with the entrsnce of the
Maura Conservative government there
will be still less adverse sentiment, but
on the other hand a sustained opposi-
tion has grown up in Spanish commer-
cial quarters on the ground that it is
draining the quantity of labor. The
Italian government has remained
steadily hostile, and warning notes ad-
vising laborers not to go to the Isthmus
were placarded throughout the coun-
try. Many Italians crossed the fron-
tier and shipped from French ports. It
is probable that it will be more, rather
than less difficult in the future to se-
cure labor from Europe. Throughout
Southern Europe there is a growing in-
clination to put obstacles in the way
of the American emigration. Should
the supply needed for the canal fail in
Spain and Italy, it it likely that Parke
will make an effort to secure men from
Russia and probably from the Baltic
provinces where the native Letts and
Esthonians are especially good work-
men and on account of political condi-
tions might be disposed to leave their
native land.

ROUMANIK'S GREAT EVIL

Government Will Unite With the Peasanis

BUCHAREST, Roumania, March 30.
—The long standing agrarian griev-
ance of the peasants of Roumania
against the absentee land owners,
which are largely responsible for the
anti-Semitic excesses, formed the sub-
ject of an interpellation by the opposi-
tion leader in the chamber of deputies
vesterday.

He Fears the Future—Savings
Not in Proportion to Pros-
perity — He Believes in
Goverament Conirol of the
Railways — Opposed to
Over-Gapitalization

s

NEW YORK, March 20.—The Ameri-
c¢an today publishes a long - interview
with John. D. Rockefeller; which, it
states, was obtained on a train when
Mr. Rocketell'er was going from Au-
gusta, Ga., to Philadelphia, where he
arrived yesterday.

In the interview Mr, Rockefeller is
quoted as being opposed to the overs
capitalization of railroads and other
corporations, and as advocating gove
ernment control of railroads. Of over~
capitalization Mr. Rockefeller is quoted
as saying:

“I think that properties should hs
capitalized at only their legitimate
value, and if that were done there
would be such a feeling of security
among the general public that we
would find men with a little
holding highly profitable stocks instead
of allowing it to remain at small in-
terest in saving banks.”

Mr. Rockefeller,®owever, was unable
to suggest a remedy for existing cons-
ditions of over-capitalization. He said,
in his judgment, it would be next to
impossible now to reduce such capital-
ization without creating panie, but he
would suggest that future corporations
be capitalized at their value,

Asked regarding his opinion on Z0V=
ernment control ¢f railroads, Mr.
Rockefeller said:

“It is my opinoin that the federal
control of railroads would be better
than the present system. It would eli=
minate the present conditions, where=
by one state wishes one thing, and an-
other is equally insistent on something
else. -It is one of the greatest problems
railroad men have to deal with.”

Speaking of general financial condi=
tions of the country Mr. Rockefeller is
quoted as saying: |

“On its surface it is good. Business
is booming and everyone seems to be
satisfied. But there is an undercurrent
tbat does not look so good. I have not
quite made up my mind if the in-
creased production of gold is responsi=-
ble or not.

COURT SCANDAL
AROUSES MADRID

Sensational Development Likely
to Resuli

Son of Late Alfonso X11. Intends Having
His Claim Established Legally at
Any Gost

LONDON, March 19—Reynold’s
Newspaper gives prominence to a
story of a court scandal in Madrid
which, after having been successfully
hushed for years, threatens develop-
ments involving sensational disclos-
ures. The paper proceeds to relate a
story of Alfonso XII., showing how
late in life he became enamored of &
beautiful and famous singer named
Helen Sanz, for whom and her off-
spring the King fully provided by will.
Difficulties are now reported to have
arisen between the executors of the
royal will and the heirs of Helen Sanz,
her son being credited with the inten-
tion of having his claim established
legally at any cost.

Senor Nongues, a well known Re-
publican deputy and lawyer, has been
retained in behalf of young Sanz, but
no date has yet been assigned for a
hearing of the case in the civil court
of Madrid. The crown lawyers are
making d‘sperate efforts to secure de-
lay in the hope of making a settle-
ment. It is doubtful if they will suec-
ceed, and if the action is fought some
remarkable details of the King's last
amour will be disclosed.

ROOSEVELT HOLDS CONFERENCE

WITH RAILWAY MAGNATES

e ——

WASHINGTON, March 19—The in-
terview between President Roosevelt
and Chas. S. Mellen, president of the
New York, New Haven and Hartford

R. R., recently arranged for discussion
of the railroad situation, took place
at the White House today. It lasted
not. more than 35 minutes. No state-
ment of the particular questions dis-
cussed was made and Mr. Mellen de-
¢lined to talk. He referred his enquir-
ers to Secretary Loeb, adding that any-
thing he might say might be con-
strued as having a bearingg on the
present situation.

Mr. Mellen was asked whether he
would again visit the White House for
o conference with the President, but
he replied that he did not expect to,
unless he was sent for. Almost in the
same breath he said, however, that
perhaps he might come after all, even
if not sent for, as he is in the habit
of making frequent visits to the capi-
tal.

Following the departure of Mr. Mel-
len Interstate Commerce Commissioner
Franklin Lane came to the White
House and had a talk with the Presi-
dent about railroad matters.

Attorney General Bonaparte
conferred with the President.

During the past three weeks Presi-
dent Roosevelt has had visits from
half a dozen well known financiers and
railway men with all of whom he has
discussed various phases of the rail-
road situation.

These include J. P. Morgan, James
Speyer, of New York; President
Stickney of the Chicago Great West-
ern R. R B F. Yoakum, chairman
of the board of directors of the Chi-
-cago Rock Island and Pacific; E. H.
Harriman of the Union Pacific and
'Charles S. Mellen of the New York,
New Haven and Hartford R. R. All of
these persons have made specific re-
commendations incorporating  their
jdeas on the question whether the
President should recommend additional
railway legislation and' most of them
have urged him to make a statement
defining his attitude in explicit terms,
with a view to allaying the apprehen-

also

sion on the subject that may exist
Generally there has been but little ap-
proach to unanimity in these recom-
mendations. He has referred his callers
who want information as to his atti-
tude to his public declarations on this
general subject and has told them that
he means to be consistent with what
he has already said. The President
says frankly that he is learning all he
can regarding the railroad situation
and that he intends to continue to
consult with railroad people
and others on the subject. It
is understéod that he is making
inquiries on some points pertaining to
Federal supervision and control of the
railways, to the question of an apprais-
ment of the physical valuation of such
properties and to the matter of the is-
sue of various forms of indebtedness.
As to the last named, he regards it as
perfectly proper and he sees no objec-
tion to a.proper issue of obligations for
equipment, terminals and betterments,
but thinks there should be a careful
scrutiny to see that stocks or bonds
are issued for such purposes.

The President has not reached any
final determination as to whether he
will make any final recommendations
to Congress for legislation on any of
these matters. His positg® is that he
is simply pursuing diligently the study
of these questions and obtaining all the
information available before acting.

The President has made it plain to
his callers that he cannot be expected
to outline his policy in the informal
talks with them and that inferences
as to his attitude must not be drawn
from what he says in those casual re-
marks.

When he has made up his mind and
is ready to tell the public just what his
attitude is on particular questions and
specifically on the railroad issue, he
will do so in a speech or in a message
to Congress.

The President is scheduled to make
four speeches between now and the
middle of June, and it is expected he
will have something to say on the rail-
road question in one of those speceches.

President Mellan left for New Eng-
land at 5.35 o’clock this evening.

COLORED GIAL SHOT A
SCOTCH IMMIGRANT

MOUNT KISCO, N. Y., March 19—
John Wilkinson, .who was shot by
Florence Walker at Bedford station,
last night, died this evening. The girl
is in the county jail at White Plains,
charged with assault. She alleges that
Wilkinson had defamed and annoyed
her and that when she shot him- it
was in self defense and following an
attempted assault upon her.

Wilkinson was a Scotchman 35 years
old, who came here from Glasgow
about a year ago. Florence Walker is
23 years old and colored. The two were
employed by the same family at Bed-
ford station. The girl was some time
ago committed to the Bedford re-
formatory from Brooklyn where she
was charged with having stabbed an-
other girl. She earned a parole and

recently was engaged as a domestic by
gthe family at Bedford station,

{ Any even numbered section of Dom-

fnien Lands in Manitoba, Saskatche-
wan and Alberta, excepting 8 and 26,
pot reserved, may be homesteaded by
any person who is the sole head of a
family, or any male over 18 years of
sge, to the extent ¢f one-quarter sec-
tion of 160 acres, more or less.

Xntry must be made personally, at
the local land office for the district in
which the land is situate.

(1). At least six months’ residence
upon and cultivation of the land in
each year for three years.

(3) If the settler has his permanent
residence upon farming land owned by
him in the vicinity of the homestead.

SAYS ONE CHRISTIAN IS
WORTH A MILLION JEWS

BUCHAREST, Roumania, March 18.
~The “following ofticial version of the
riots at Botosahni, of March 1st, has
been given out:

“In conseguence of the agitation go-
fng on in Bessarabia and neighboring
districts of Upper. Nolddavia, . several
hundred peasants from the Bostosahni
district raided a number of houses and
shops in the town, .including the pre-
mises of some large Jewish firms. The
military sent against the rioters were
fired upon with revolvers and stoned
and finally were compelled to use their
weapons. They fired and left four men
killed and nine wounded.”

VIENNA, March 19.—Telegrams re-
ceived here from Bucharest declare
that prime minister, George ‘Catacu-
zene, demanded of the Prefect of Vase-
scu, in the Dotosahni district, why he
did not maintain order in Vasescu.
The prefect replied, according to these
reports, that no Roumanians were in
danger while, as for the Jews, he
would not give one Christian soul for
& million Jews. When the prefect
was informed by the premier that he
was unfit for his post he answered that
he would not resign, but that he was
ready to be dismissed.

power to prepare such a measure with-
out first receiving the mandate of the
people. That this view is shared by
the vast majority of electors was clear-
ly demonstrated by the vote last even-
ing which was almost solidly in favor
of the plebiscite. The meeting includ-
ed some three or four hundred out of
twice as many thousands of taxpayers

| but it was a representative gathering

and the feeling exhibited there will be

. found equally evident all over the city.

In view of the resolution passed and
the emphatic opinions entertained, the
provincial legislature cannot pass the
bill without giving rise to a storm of
sentiment on the part of St. _John
voters. There was some difficulty last
evening in persuading certain of the
speakers that the question under dis-
cussion was not the respective advant-
ages of different systems, but merely
whether a changa should be made with-
out & plebiscite, - During the proceed-
ings supporters appeared for both the
ward system and the present system,
but there was nothing to indicate that
the general tremil of opinion favored
one more than another. Applause did,
fndeed, greet the suggestion of govern-
ment by commission, but it was seen
that this subject is one which can and
should be fully and clearly discussed be-
fore any action is taken. The princi-
pal point to be noted as a result of last
evening’s assembly is that the St. John
electors are fifty to one against any
change in the present .system until a
plebiscite is taken; that the action of
the bills and by-laws committee is
strongly condemned.’

Another gratifyin‘); feature is the dis-
covery that Alderman Willet, of Duf-
ferin ward, has found and expressed
a  decided opinion. After declaring
himself as opposed to the ward system

*and then voting for it, his annotnce-

ment, without reservation of any kind,
that he wants a plebiscite, may be
taken as evidence of a backbone. The
existence in his anatomy, of such a
structure, has hitherto been unsuspect-
ed. Several other aldermen, too, held
decided views, which were last evening
expressed rather more forcibly than at
the council board. i madbd
.

While a number of aldermeén spoke
in opposition to the two bills under dis-
cussion, it was worthy of note that
none of those who favor the new
legisiation deemed it wise to raise a
voice in the meeting; and indeed few of
them honored the gathering with their
presence.

(S

Another meeting will be caled early
next week, and in a larger hall. It
would be well for those who arranged
last evening’s gathering to prepare
some sort of a programme and compel
the different speakers to stick to the
question. Absolutely no progress can
be made by desultory talk for the pur-
pose of airing private grievances.
There are several subjects of import-
ance to be dealt with, those of great-
es: moment being the electoral system,
and the choosing of candidates for the
coming contest. It would be well, if
as a result of these meetings a number
of capable business men could be in-

"duced to run. The ultimate hope of St.

John's civic poliey is in government by
commission, as the future of the
harbor depends on nationalization, and
such a form of government will be
most readily breught about by the
election of alert business men. After
another and a large meeting, the elec-

'tors will be better able to judge of the

capabilities of those who might be in-
duced to nominate.

The street pavingﬂbill was also turn-
ed down. This was done, not because
the aldermanic policy is opposed on
general principles, but because there
are objectionable features to the pre-
sent bill and because those who last
evering opposed it have not given the
question due consideration. Further
study, bringing a clearer comprehension
of the subject will no doubt lead to the
projection of some scheme meeting
with general favor.

TWO BODIES WERE
BURIED I ONE_BOX

Medice Hat Underaker Has Been
Arrested on a Serious Charge

MEDICINE HAT, March 19, — J. J.
Moore, a local undertaker, has been
placed under arrest, charged with the
crime of improper burial of the dead.
The accused has the contract for bury-
ing the pauper dead from the General
Hospital, and on Wednesday last, hav-
ing had two bodies turned over to him,
placed them both in one coffin, it is
said, and interred them in that man-
ner. One body was that of a Dane,
who committed suicide on Sunday last,
and ihe other was that of Ernest R.
Minns, of Toronto Junction, who had
been employed by H. H. Foster on his
“Seven Persons’” ranch.

When young Minns died on the 8th,
a telegram was sent to Mr. Foster, but
as his ranch is twenty miles from the
station, he was unable to get in to the
city until Wednesday, arriving here

about an hour after the interment had
taken place. He immediately arranged
with the undertaker to raise the body
and place it in a better class of coffin
than provided for in the hospital con-
tract, and gave a cheque for $30 in pay-
ment.

Interment was to take place

on Friday. On arriving at the cemetery
the party found that the body had
been already transferred to the grave.
The case in which it had been placed,
however, bore a rough appearance,
and Mr. A. E. Whiffin, who was pre-
sent, asked if there was an inner cas-
ket in the case. Moore is alleged to
have answered in the affirmative, but
his nervousness caused comment, and
an investigation followed. Moore took
the grave digger to the cemetery, and
on the coffin being raised and opened
the latter was astonished to find that
two bodies were packed in it, head to
feet, with only a sheet over them. On
Moore’'s establishment being visited the
identical coffin which had been pur-
chased was found to be still there. To
endeavor to right matters. Moors vol-
unteered to take out a most expensive
coffin and transfer the body to it.
This he actually did, but Mr. Foster
refused to compromise, and Moore was
arrested on two charges, disrespect to
the dead and obtaining money under
,false pretenices. He was released on
$2,000 bail,

The story of hardship is only one of
many that recur year after year, and
that have recurred ever since the pro-
vince was first inhabited. We need not
refer to the patriotic side of all this,
nor to the commercial side, and the at-
tendant disastrous business results.
These facts are well known. The ques-
tion now is, not what are the difficul-
ties, hut what is the remedy? And in
raising again this question, we have no
desire to carp or to criticise, ‘There
has already been too much frenzy; too
much tactless snarling; too much
political fault finding; too
free a use of prejudiced ink. We
have allowed our sectionalism to blind
our provincialism, and our provincial-
iem to blind our nationalism—not only
ir our own island but throughout Can-
ada as well, Different routes have
been advocated with more bitterness
than calmness, different means of com-
munication ‘have been suggested with
more gzeal than tact, until it has been
said in parliament that we do not know
what we want. And while we snarl

over the bone of winter transportation

the whole of Canada laughs at us, and
we, as a province are standing still or
at best are merely marking time.

It is time that we cast aside our pre-
judices and made a united and persis-
tent and earnest effort—free from
frenzy—for some remedy for existing
conditions, What that remedy may
be depends upon the opinion of ex-
perts, and the co-operative demands of
our people. But when we have settled
upon that remedy, there is little doubt
that it will be accepted, if at all
feasible, and that the present govern-
ment that has given us so much will

make a sincere attempt to give us what
we request. Such a statement will call
forth more shrieking from the opposi-
tion press and talkers, but shrieks are
not facts, however much the shriekers
of the stump orators may inflate them-
selves,

To the whole of reasonable Canada,
our condition at the present time, and
the need for better winter service in
one form or anoth.r, must strongly
appeal. There can be no doubt that
our present condition is one of stagna-
tion. We are no better off from the
standpoint of winter communication
than we were years and - years ago.
And stagnation means retrogression—
no: only for a province—but for a
nation. It is useles to preach Canadian
nationality so long as one section is
neglected and stagnant. It is like
boasting of strength by a man with a
paralyzed arm through which the blood
no longer courses. ' It is useless to cry
peace when there is no peace; it is
folly Yo declare freedom where only a
part is free; it is narrow to argue that
even the smallest part of the nation is
too unimportant to warrant an e€x-
penditure that will make it live.
long as we are a part of Canada we
must advance with the nation; and so
long as one part remains stagnant the
advancement of a country is not na-
tional but sectional. History records
that such a sectional advancement on
the one hand and sectional neglect on
the other, results, in the end, in dis-
aster. Less than forty years ago when
the Red River Valley contained not as
many people as Prince Edward Island
does today, it cost the British govern-
ment a large amount of money to crush

a harsh rebellion and to hold her
western territory. There were
in England then, those who

declared that it was a waste of money,
that the country and the population
i did not warrant the expense, that “it
| was not worth while.” But it was the
' laureate Tennyson with his wonderful
| vision of the future, and his great
national ideals, who then stood firm
for Canada, and who taught the “little

Englanders’” their folly, to their hu-
miliation and their shame.

Today we need a Tennyson to teach
us what is the real national spirit—to
tell us that before we preach Imperial-
ism, we must first knit our provinces
by a stronger bond than verbal love.
For the parable of the ninety and nine
protected and the one strayed but
sought for,—the parable taught by the
first Great Imperialist, nineteen hun-
dred years ago, is not applied today by
Canada to the smallest province in the
Dominion. They say it is not worth
while, But we have proved our heri-
tage and done our share; we have
furnished more brains to the square
inch for the world’s work in Canada
and the United States, than any other
province in the Union, and in the hour
of our nation's trials we gave our sol-
diers to the cause,

So long as Canadd is a nation, or ex-
pects to remain a nation, it is worth
while to provide adequate communica-
tion all the year round with our sister
provinces.. For our own part, we be
lieve’that the remedy is the most pow-
erful ice breaker that this great cen-
| tury of sclence can devise—a ship of
| the “Ermack’” construction. Such a
| vessel has been promised in Parliament
,and will no doubt he speedily prepar-
ed. Others again advocate the tunnel
as the only remedy. We may be
wrong; they may be wrong. But the
time has come for us to unite on one
method. If that fails, we can choose
another. And if those of us who are
wedded to one deviee are shown by ex-
pert evidence and majority demands
that we are in error, let us adopt our
ideas to the general and more trust-
worthy conclusions.

Let us cease our frenzied sectionalism
and prejudice, and let us work to-
gether. Only then can we hope to make
progress. Such a step may mean a
change of opinion on our own part or
on the part of others,—but after all it
is only the dead who never change.

INPORTANT - POINT IN
 INTERNATIONAL LAW

Bl

Jurlsdiction of Maine Courts Involved
Ia Case of Nason vs C.P. R
Now Before Equity Court

p—

A madtter involving a very important
point of international law and one of
special interest to employers and em-
ployes of the border towns arose yes-
terday before Mr. Justice Barker, sit-
ting in equity, on a motion to dissolve
an injunction. The question itself
comes as a result of the injunction or-
der and will later be tried out on the
law side of the court. It has never be-
fore been raised in the courts of New
Brunswick and has not heretofore been
passed upon by any competent tri-
bunal in Canada, though questions very
like that now before the courts of this
province have not infrequently been
determined by courts of various states
in the union.

The point at issue is: Have the Maine
courts jurisdiction to warrant them in
trustceing wages earned in New Bruns-
wick, and payable in this provinge to

a British subject resident. in this pro-|

vince, the trustee writ having been
issued at the instance of a firm doing
business in New Brunswick, the mem-
bers thereof being also British sub-
jects, to whom the wage earner in
question was indebted for goods bought
in the province, the price of the goods
being considerably less than the
amount of the wages trusteed, and the
wage earner having been served with
the trustee process within New Bruns-
wick, -and not having put in an ap-
pearance in the Maine court nor con-
sented to appear?

The suit was started in the supreme
court of this province some months
ago by Penell Nason of McAdam, N.
B., against the Canadian Pacific Rail-
way Company to recover wages alleged
to be due him by the company, but
which were trusteed in the supreme

judicial court of the state of Maine,
the firm of Steen Bros., formerly doing
business at McAdam, being plaintiffs
and Nason and the C. P. R. bhe-

ing defendants. Nason was serv-
ed with ‘the trustee writ, but
did not appear to defend. The

company, however, put in an appear-
ance and contested the jurisdiction of
the court, and the matter is still
pending in the Maine ecourt.

English Company Makes Proposition to
Purchase It Right at Mouth

TORONTO, Mar. 19.—During the last
few days quite a surprise has been
sprung upon Cobalt mining men with
reference to the shipping of ore to the
smelters. These shipments to the United
States smelters have all along proved
troublesome to the miners and in some
cases the men had actually to be sent
with each car. In return a little over
ninety per cent. of the silver values
was all that was obtained. The miner
had to pay freight and insurance. Now
an English company has come for-
ward with the proposition to purchase
the ore practically at the mouth of the
pit. The company is prepared to pay
94 per cent. of the silver value and
at' the same time saving all the freight
charges to the mine. This company is
also willing to accept the New York"
assays. The ore will probably go to
Swansea, Wales.

VIENNA, March 19.—According to
telegrams received here from Czerno-
witz, an Austrian town close. to the
boundary of Moldavia, Roumania, ad-
vices have been received there from the
Austrian frontier police stationed at
Itzkani and Suczaw that the anti-Jew-
ish outbreak in Roumania is assuming
serious proportions. Peasants have at-
tacked and plundered Jews at Burdz-
sheni, who are fleeing over the frontier
to Itzkani. About 2,000 fugitives, rmost-
ly women and children, already Lave
crossed the frontier.

Other reports declare that further
serious disturbances have occurrsd at
Bostosahni, where the peasants have
set fire to the houses of Jews and as a
result almost the entire town is in
flamus.

Provincial Revenue Substantially In-
creasing--Estimated Surplus
$6,588.78

Morc Moncy for Education, Hospitals and Forest
Protection — Teachers’ Salaries Will B¢ In-
creased When Larger Dominion Subsidy Gocs

Into Effect.

FREDERICTON, March 19.—When
the house met at 8 o’clock this evening
Hon. D, Pugsley arose to deliver his
budget speech. He said:

In rising to discharge a duty which
does not ordinarily belong to an at-
torney general, it may not be amiss
that I should call the attention of the
house to some of the important facts
that have occurred in previous years,

- particularly during the time that my

predecessor, the Hon. Mr. Tweedie, was
premier. I regret that the duty of dis-
cussing the financial affairs of the pro-
vince has not fallen upon him, for he
could have told better than I can of the
progress we have made in recent years
in the betterment of the financial con-
dition of the province. This progress
should inspire us all with hope and con-
fidence in the future. For many years
past the office of provincial secretary
has been filled by a gentleman, who has
now left us, of great ability, and it will
soon be filled by another gentleman
who now sits beside me, who will, I
am sure, satisfy the public in that re-
gard. It cannot be expected that I
should go into these accounts in great
detail. There are many important
questions for us to consider besides the
expenditure of a few dollars and cents,
which sometimes seem to grate on the
ears of the gentlemen opposite. I pro-
pose first to take up an important
speech which was made by the lieu-
tenant governor at the opening of the
house in 1902, at a time when our pro-
spects were not so bright as they are
now.  That speech held out hope which
I am proud to say has since been large-
ly justified.

The honorable gentleman then quoted
from the speech in reference to the
Eastern Extension award, predicting
an early readjustment of the allow-
ances by the Dominion to the prov-
inces and an early settlement of the
fisheries award. Also in reference to
the unsatisfactory condition of the
branch lines in the province connect-
ing with the Intercolonial.

In that speech a number of matters
of great importance were referred to
One of these was the Eastern Exten-
sion claim. This claim arose at,a time
when the Conservative government was
in power at Ottawa. It was pressed
without success for many years, and
during part of that time the leader of
the opposition sat in the hose of com-
mons. While the Conservatives re-
mained in power we were unable to
make any progress. Our claim was
turned down,but a change took place in
the administration of Dominion affairs,
and in that speech we were able to an-
nounce that the handsome sum of, $275,~
000 had been paid in settlement of
this claim. We also announced that
we were pressing our fishery claim and
our claims to a share of the Halifax
fishery award. We have pressed these
claims and they have not been turned
down, but are still under the consider-

ation of the Dominion government. We
have confidence in the new Minister of
Justice, Mr. Aylesworth, and have ev-
ery hope that at an garly day this
wrong will be righted. If we ever get
the opportunity of taking our case be-
fore a competent tribunal I have not
the slightest doubt that our claim will
be recognized and that we will receive
a sum in the vicinity of $2,000,000. We
also called attention in that speech to
another important matter, the condi-
tion of the branch railways. It has
been the policy of the C. P. R. to ac-
quire lines and use them as feeders of
their great trunk lines. I am happy
to be able to say that at the convention
recently held in St. John the Hon. Mr.
Emmerson, a gentleman who ta}{es the
greatest interest in the progress of this
province, announced to be part of
his policy to take over branch roads
and make them a part of the Interco-
lonial. We also referred to the re-
agjustment of provincial subsigies, I
do not wish to make any great boast
on behalf of this government, or-to
ignore the efforts of the other provin-
cial goverrments in this matter, but I
want to call attention to the fact that
the Quebec resolutions which were
sent to Ottawa in 1887, were nol even
acknowledged to have been received by
the Dominion government then in
power, aad I will 1sk the leader of the
opposition who sat in the house of
commons for five years, if he can ever
remember of the government having
moved a hand to carry them out. Until
1902 no steps had been taken, but this
government communicated with the
government of Quebec aand at a con-
vention gheld in the city of Quebec in
1902 the resolutions were reaffirmed. As
a result Sir Wilfrid has introduced 2
resolution for an address by both
houses for such a change in the B. N.
A. act as will enable the subsidies of
the provinces to be increased. Our
meeting at Ottawa with the represent-
atives of the Dominion government
was the first time in the history of
Canada that representatives of the
province were called together for con-
sultation with the cabinet. New Bruns-
wick will now receive an addition of
$130,000 to the amount of its subsidy.
The leader of the opposition in a
speech made at the beginning of the
session, said that we should not have

accepted this readjustment, He
has charged us with sacri-
ficing the interests of the people.

Before I get through I intend to invite
him to move a resolution that we
should refuse to accept this sum of
$130,000. That is the course he should
take if he is really sincere in his state-
ments.

While paying tribute to Sir Wilfrid
Laurier and Mr. Fielding for the man-
ner in which they met our wishes and
also Mr. Emmerson, who pressed our
claim most vigorously, I desire to ac-

knowledge that generous conduct of
the Hon. Mr, Whitney, the premier of
the great province of Ontario, who,
although he is not in sympathy with
the Dominion government and did not
altogether approve of the Quebec re-
solution, said that he would not stand
in the way of a settlement. The new
arrangement, instead of confining the
subsidy of Quebec and Ontario to the
population as it was in 1861, will give
them 80 cents a head until their popu-
lation reaches 2,500,000 That is cer-
tainly not an unfair arrangement.
‘When the population of these provinces
reaches two and a half million 60 cents
a head will be paid for the excess. A
new arrangement with regard to the
provincial subsidy for civil government
anad legislation is very generous to the
smaller provinces. Ontario receives
$240,000, or about 11 cents a head on its
population at the census of 1901. Que-
bec receives the same sum, equal to 14
cents a head. Nova Scotia, $190,000, or
41 cents g head, and New .Brunswick
$180,000, or 54 cents a head. This pro-
vince received nearly five times as much
per capita as Ontarioe and four times
as much as Quebec. The leader of the
opposition said in his speech at the be-
ginning of the session that Mr. Tweedie
and myself said we would agree to no
settlements on account of subsidies un-
less the Halifax award was settled
also. I challenge my hon, friend for
proof of this statement. We never
cherished such an absurd idea as to re-
fuse this subsidy because another claim
we had was not settled. Let it be
understod by the people of this coun-
try, by the school teachers who
want more salary by those who are
asking for more money for roads ani
bridges, by those who are asking
money for the techrical education that
the leader of the opposition thinks we
should not take this addition of $130,-
000 to our revenue. We. were glad to.
get tHat sum and the people of this
country will be glad to get it, for it
means an addition to our capital at 4
per cent of $8,250,000, which is almost
equal to the total amount of our net
debt. Having said this much, it will
now be my duty to take up the ac-
counts of the past year and compare
the receipts and expenditures with the
estimates.

He then proceeded to say: The mag-
nificent sum we receive from the ter-
ritorial revenue shows the great value
of our province. The lumbermen are
not as some would have it, the ene-
mies of the people, but their best
friends for they are interested in pre-
serving the forests and conserving this
great source of revenue. You will no-
tice on page ten, of the Auditor Gen-
eral’s report, a table showing how the
receipts from game protection and fish-
eries protection have increased dur-
ing the past ten years,

office,

to $115,868, leaving a surplus over ex-
penditure of $96,945. We estimated the
receipts from the Dominion govern-
ment on account of the cost of wharves
at $7,500, but we did not receive so
large a sum. We have an arrangement
with them that they are to pay half
the cost of the wharves on the tidal
water of the St. John and its tribu-.
taries During the present year we ex-
pect to receive the amount due us in
full. Another. item which we did not
get was‘$13,189 for refundof fishing
leases. This claim arises from the Do-
minion government having taken pos-
session of a river which we had leased
to private parties. We claim that they
should indemnify us for the rental.
The claim is a fair one, and we will
continue to press it. In this connec-
tion I am glad to inform the house that
the Dominion government are fully im-
pressed with the desirability of getting
all fishery questions adjusted as soon
as possible. That government is in a
better position to take care of the fish-
eries than we are, and the day
is not far distant when all
these fishery questions will be settled.

Not only has the provincial govern-
ment claims on the Dominion but
private riparian proprietors whose
rights were interfered with have also
claims which we will urge upon the
government. With regard to the ques-
tion of immigration the government is
fully alive to the desirability of se-
curing emigrants, but they must be of
the right kind. The best would be
those who have some knowledge of
wooderaft. We have made an arrange-
ment with the Salvation Army to pay
them $3 a head for each person they
actually settle in the province, and we
have a similar arrangement with a
gentleman in St. John who has also
brought out a number of emigrants.
We are also getting children from the
Middlemore® home. I was glad to see
in the Leefls Mercury the other day &
letter from our agent general, Mr. Duff
Miller, who quotes a letter written by
G. M. Ross of Woodstock, an emigrant,
who speaks in ‘the highest terms of
New Brunswick. Letters like this are
the best immigrafion agencies. If the
people of England only realized the
advantdtes of this province far more
emigrants would come to us.

It will be observed that th® interest
paid last year amounted to $161,304.
This does not include the interest of the
guaranteed bonds of the N. B. Coal
and Railway Co. These are kept in a
separate account, and the interest add-
ed to the capital, because I confidently
expect that before many mowghs that
road will be placéd with the G. TP,
and this interest will be properly part
of the capital account.” The honorable
gentleman then took up the estimates
of income and expenditure for the cur-
rent year. They are as follows:

The Dominion subsidy is the same as
last year, but it is just possible that
legislation may be had by the imperi-
al parliament in time to incrgase the
amount payable on the first of July by
$65,000. We anticipate a large “terri-
torial revenue, for this has been a good
season for the lumbermen and sales
have been made at a higher rate than
were ever known before. - I am not
without hope that we will be able to
devise some plan to reduce the taxes
of our incorporated companies by
making it to the interest of loan and
insurance companies to invest in pro-
Yineial debentures 3 per cent. This
would give insurance companies a bet-
ter standing in the province. Succes-
sion duties are an item which it is dif-
ficult to estimate, but we have put
them down at $25,000. During the eight
years before I began to collect them
the amount received was $84404. Dur-
ing the period of a little over six years
since I began with them the amount
was $153,990, or about double. The per-
centage on succession duties is only
paid on the amount actually collected.
We have now a case pending in con-
nection with the Lovett estate, which
involves a difference between the gov-
ernments of New Brunswick and this
province. When Mr. Lovett, a resi-
dent of New Brunswick, died he had
a large deposit in the Bank of New
Brunswick. Our supreme court has de-
cided that the succession duty on that
sum should be paid to us, but the
government of Nova Scotia has appeal-
ed to the supreme court of Canada.

We have put down the sum of $750
for cold storage at Sussex. They have
a cold storage warehouse in which
perishable products can be stored to
the great advantage of the farmers.
Lamb has been sent from it as far
West as Manitoba. A great deal of
butter is stored there by the farmers
in summer who are thus able to take
advantage of the market and demand
a better price for their products. I
am glad to know that there is a de-
mand for assistance in cold storage
plants. Woodstock wants one and its
central position gives it great advant-
ages. We will grant aid to that very
desirable industry, but we will require
plans and also a tariff to be approved
by the government. There is nothing
in the estimates for an increase of the
salaries of teachers.

That will be dealt with in a separate
bill which will be brought into force
by order in council. The additional
amount will be payable when the in-
creased subsidy is obtained. The
amount will then be‘about $20,000.

The hon. gentleman said he would
continue his budget speech tomorrow.

GOUNT LAMSDORFF
DEAD IN ITALY

SAN REMO, Italy, March 19.—Count
Viadimor Nicolaievitch Lamsdorff, the
former Russian Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs, died here this evening at 11.50.

Paul Lamsdorff, a nephew of the de-
ceased statesman, and representing the
Lamsdorff family, was present at his
uncle’s death. '

Count Vladimir Nicolaievitch Lams-
dorff had been connected for the past
forty years with the Russian diplomat-
ic circle. He was born in 1855, entered
the ministry of foreign affairs in 1876
and resigned as Minister of Foreign Af-
fairs in 1906, when he was succceded by
Baron Isivolsky, the present incuymb-
ent.

The family of Count Lamsdorfl was
originally German. His father moved
to Russia in 1817 from Westphalia
and was granted the title by the Rus-
sian government.

Pinchot Is ~the Monarch of
142.000,000 Acres

]

Holding Valuable Timber for the Benefit
of Future Generations

WASHINGTON, March 19—Gifford
Pinchot, chief of the Forestry Bureau,
is monarch of a domain larger than tho
German Empire in Europe; larger than
France, exclusive of her colonies; fve
times as large as the Empire State of
New York and six times as large as
Ohio.

When President Roosevelt on March
1 added 17,000,000 acres to this govern-
ment forest reservation, he brought
the total up to 152,000,000 acres.

He knew that his action would be
bitterly resented in certain States of
the mountain group. There is an irre-
concilable conflict between those who

would save the nation’s forests
and those who would de-
stroy them. The fight 1is now

more acute than the contest between
the cattle baron and the homesteader.
The forest reservations have come to
stay despite unyielding opposition. The
only problem remaining is one of ad-
ministration.

In the opinion of the forester, the
acreage is now larger than it ever will
be again. The homesteader is free to
énter the forest reserves at any time,
and under the law he is permitted to
cut all timber necessary for establish-
ing his home. Gradually the acreage
will be slightly reduced, but the total
will not be materially decreased.

Even with the latest reservations by

The expenditure’ per acre in the
United States for its forests, as com-
pared with expenditures by other coun-
tries, is very low. Less than 1000 rang-
ers patrol this vast domain. The cost
to the government per acre for main-
‘tenance of the Forestry Bureau is only
185 cents. In France, Prussia and
Switzerland it exceeds $1 an acre.

The area of forests in private lands
{s many times greater and more val-
uable than that owned by the govern-
ment. The theory of the government
while preserving its own forests
js to assist in preserving the forests
under private ownership. Through the
Forestry Bureau it co-operates with
private forest owners, that the highest
value for the nation’s timber supply
may be obtained for all the people.

From some of the speeches made by
Western Senators when the section
pertaining to the maintenance of the
Forestry Bureau was debated one
might have been led to believe that
when the government sets aside a for-
est reserve its use for the public is at
an end. And yet the public derives its
greatest benefits from the reservations.

Under the old policy the timber land
was taken by individuals and passed
into the control of companies and cor-
porations. The most valuable portions
were cut and marketed. That which
remained was burned, and the land
became an unproductive waste.

SELF-SUSTAINING SOON.

It is estimated that in five years the
| Forestry Bureau will be self-sustuin-
i ing and that in a few years thereafter
| it will turn a handsome revenue into
| the United States Treasury. The new
| Administration policy means that
where private owners receive $50 or
$100 an Acre for their timber lands ad-
jacent to the public domain the gov-
.ernment will get an equal sum for its
timber and will continue to own it for
the benefit of future generations.

They are now agitating for a cable |
between Grand Manan, Campobello
and- Eastport, ani hcpe to be able to|
secure this through the aid of St. John
merchants and the Board of Trade.

W. A. Fraser, president of the Grand
Manan Telephone Co., and George I. |
Dalzell, secretary and manager of the
same company, were in the city yester-
day, in connection with this matter.
They expect to be able to make out

communication

such a strong case that the Govern-
ment will grant their request without
much objection. There is no question
that this would be an inestimable boon
for the people of the island, while at
the same time it would be of great
advantage *o the local merchants, in-
asmuch as trade with this city would
be materially increased.

The cable which at present connects
the mainland and the island has been
out of commission for several weeks,
and its days of usefulness are ended
anyway, Messrs. Fraser and Dalzell
say. It iz a one-wire, ground cable,
and can only be used foi telegraphic
transmission. What is needed, they
say, is a metallic circuit, over which
telephone messages can be sent.

The Graad Mcnan Telephone Co.
have already made arrangements for
connections with the New England
Telephone Co. at Eastport, and if the
style of cable suggested is laid, the
people of Grand Manan wiil have
direct telephone communication with
this city, and throughout the province.

St. John business men are vitally in-
terested in the matter, and those
interviewed yesterday by Messrs. Dal-
zell and Fraser promissd to aid in
every way they could the consumma-
tion of the project.

The support of influential Charlotte
county men will also be enlisted, and

HALIFAK LAND

Deputy Minister Butler Says
He Chose Site

Valuator Read and Mr. Henderson
‘Described Details of the
~ Purchase

e

OTTAWA, March 19.—M. J. Butler,
Deputy Minister of Railways, was
again examined today at the meeting
of the public accounts committee in re-
gard to the round house land purchase
at Halifax.

Mr, Butler said that on the 19th of
January he went over the property
along with Mr, Joughins, W. B. Mac-
Kenzie, Hon. H. R. Emmerson and pos-
sibly Mr. Burpee. They went all over
the property and discused its merits in
comparison with other proposed sites.
The impressison then was that it was
the best available. It was discussed in
a general way. It was not discussed
with anyone except the officials pre-
sent. “I communicated to no one,” said
Mr. Butler, “as to any decision reached
until after my report. I never talk
with the public upon such questions,
and I do not suppose that the others
gave any idea as to the discussion
which took place between the other of-
cials and myself when visiting the
property.” .

Mr. Read, who valued the land, was
the next witness. He had done similar
work for Mr. Blair when-he was min-
ister of railways. The valuation of
this property was a fair one. He did
not know who owned the property
when he valued it. He got the price
of property all around.

The next witness was Mr. McIlreith,
whose firm searched for the titles. To
Mr. Ames he said the check for $45,400
for the land was handed to Mr. Hen-
derson, ~Mr. McInreith said that he
did not get anything from the check.
All that he was paid was his taxed
costs for the-legal services rendered.
He had no communication with Mr.
Pearson in regard to the property ex=
it might be as to title.
