Such
a re-arrangement is nececsary after
ecach censcs in order to adjust the re-
presentation of the several provinces
according to the terms of the Union
act. When the number of -members
fcr a whole province is changed the
representation of that province may
be readjusted on a population basis.
If readjustments can take place at
other times then each change of gov-
ernment might be followed by a shift-
ing to give that party am advantage.
So far the rule of a re-arrangewment
each ten years has not beem varied.
This is the first attempt to make what
may be called a genuine gerrymander.

This cbjection is apart altogether
from the nature of the bill itself. But
ithe measure is vicious im its details
in addition to the abounding vice of
hypocracy whoh abounds. M. Mulock
this year, as last, stands up to declare
that this bill is merely en attempt to
scrrect the injustice of previcus meas-
ures. This defence is struck down by
the mere answer dhat the Mulock bill
sirikes at provinces which were not
affected by the previous measures.
For instance, the constituency of West
Ycik, represented by Clarke Wallace,
has not been changed for scme half a
century. But this Ekill chops it to
pieces, There is no suggestion that
New Brunswick was ever gerrymand-
ered. Yet this measure gratuitously
invades the province for the purpose
of gerrymandering St. John. Mr. Mu-
lcck claims that the representation is
now unequal, yet he gives 15,000 people
in cne part of Ontario the sam:2 TepTe-
santetion as forty or fifty thousand
in another part. Arnd at the sug-
gesticm of Mr. Blair he slashes up the
ccunty of St. John so that three men
in the city have the ssme veting power
as cne man in the county.

1t did not take lcmg to show up these
Pretences cnd iniquitdes. The opposi-
tion r-fused to be lured into long dis-
cussion, thcugh there was an evident
desire on the part of the government
to linger over the quesiion, probably
because other matters were not ready.
Sir Louds Devies talked some oi his
special extravagances and mad: ‘the
most prepostcrous claims to an elevat-
ed purpose and ncble intentions. He
had some unpleasant moments discuss-
ing his own - unfortunate bulldozing ad-
ventures in the Prince Edward Island
looal election, and rebuked Sir Charles
Tupper for interfering in Ma nitoba.
These discussions caused some rnerri-
ment on the other side of the house,
the members having in mind the re-
cuits of the two campaigns. Sir Louis,
fcr the moment, cffered a praoctical
contradiction to the +taunt of Mr.
Davin the day before, when the west-
ern member in plkyful allusion to Sir
Louis’ knighthood, cbeerved that “dig-
rity had marked him for her own.”

The opposition members refused to
respond to all this sound and fury,
otherwise than by a quiet insistance
on constitutioaal rights, and a persis-
tent dediaration that the measure was
not what #t pretended to be, but was
a clear attempt to escape ‘the verdict
of the oconstituencis 'which the min-
isterial members now represented. Mr.
MicInerney showed that Sir Louis Da-
vies was trying to save Mr. Bell of
Prince, on whose efection last year
grave doubts werethrown, and that Mr.
Blair, who was afraid to appeal to his

owm congtituency, was trying to carve ¢

out a pockst riding for himiself in St.
John. Mr. MaNeill put in a dignified
protest against the reflections made
upon the senate. Mr. Paterson had de-
clared, with wild and boisterous en-
ergy, that if the semate rejected this
bill the house would g0 on introducing
it year after year umtil the end of the
chaptar.

Mr. Bouressa followed, reading all
the extracts that he could find in On-
tario papers reflecting on French-Can-
adians, Marte cheering him at every
stage.

Clarke Wallace, who followed, quot-
ed the Toronto Globe of today, which
in its leader said that Tarte’s appeal
in La Patrie was ‘“hysterical and pas-
sionate nonsense.”

The lat-
ter said that both parties hiad been
too anxious to meke capital out of
such inecidents as this. He condemned
the comduct of the McGill students,
most of whom, he was sorry to say,
came from Omtario.

Mr. Clarke of Towonto argued that
the cause of this discussion was not
called forth by the behavior of the
students either of McGill or Laval,
but by the mischievous and incendfary
appeals of the Tarte organ. Mr. Clarke
closed with the declaration that :so
long as the Tarte organs coatinued in
thiis strain, the press of other prov-
inces would not hesitate to express
their opinion of such *ninisters.

Mr. Fraser cxpressed the opinion
that dangerous political agents were
at the bottom of the MeGill outrages.
The students adopted the tory crusade
and that was the reason why they at-
tacked the French papers and the
French schools.

2. Thét such commission in so doing shall
consider the distribution of population ac-
cording to the then latest census of Carada
anéd the public interest and convéenience,
and shall particularly have regard to the
principle of representation by population,
and shall also have regard, as far as prac-
ticable to the boundaries of courties, muni-
cipalities and cities.

. 'That such commission shall be ap-
pointed as soon as possible after the com-
pletion of the next census and shall com-
plete their work with all convenieut speed.

After recess, Sir Wilfrid Laurier ob-
jected that Sir <Charles Tupper’'s
amendment was not germane to the
measure before the house. It-vould be
a suitable amendment <o bring in after
the census, but it did not apply to the
present bill. However, he was glad
%o fihd the house apparantly agreed to
re-distribution by judicial authority,
and to learn that the opposition had
departed from the principle adopted
by the late government. The premier
would b2 willing to consider Sir Charles
Tupper’s proposition when the proper
time came, but just now he would ask
the house to vote it down.-

Dr. Montagie asked Laurier when
his party adopted the policy of judi-
oial re-distribution.

The premier claimed ithat it was al-
ways his policy.

Dr. Montague rose to'reply, and be-

gam by quoting the statement made by~

Laurier in 1892. “It has been suggest-
ed,” sald Laurier at that time, ‘“‘that
re-distribution should be relegated to
a ' commission of judges. That is a
praposition that n&M mY&fmnor
myself can accept.” Such was the pre-
mier’s view eight years ago. At that
time, moreover, 'Laurier movad an
amendment asking that a conference
of both parties should be held to de-
eide on the principles of re-distribu-
tion. Dr. Montague asked why Laur-
ier had not followed out this pro-
gramme and called a conference o;
both parties.

Hon. Mr. Paterson claimed that so
far as it went the measure before the
house cdrried out. the condition pro-
posad by Sir Charles Tupper. This
measure was simply a bill to repeal
‘the gerrymander.

Clarke Wallace analyzed the bill be-
fore the house, to show that in place
of repealing a gerryme.nder it estab-
lished a gerrymander.

The Fees Are Fixed by the Lieutenant Gov-
erncr in Coumnzil.

Answering Mr. Laforest’s inquiry in the
legislature, the other day, respecting liquor
licenses, Hon. Mr. Tweedie said that in the
covnty of St. John $125 wes charged for a
wholesale license, $100 for a tavern license,
and $70 for a tavern license outside of the
tive mile limit. In the other counties the
amounts charged were as follows :

In the case of ‘agh courty, one-third of
the fires cellected is paid to the province
and two-thirds tn the ecounty. In the
ccunty of St. John the proyince receives $50
of the wholesale license and the county $75;
the province receives $40 of the tavern li-
cense and the ca nty $60, and for licenses
cutside the five-miile/ limit the province re-
ceives $30 and the county $40. In the county
of Madawaska the provinece receives-$60 of
the wholesale license ani the county $8C,
and the province receives $40 of the tavern
license and the county $100. In all the
other countie’ in the provinee the county re-
ceives 375 for Wholesale licenses and the
province 250, so that while $16 miore is
charged in the county of Madawaska for a
wholesale license, yect the eounty receives
more as its share than any of the other
counties. As their share of the tavern 11-
censes, the other counties receive only $60,
whilo tke courty of Madawaska receives $100.
Madawaska gets more in propottion for
what she pays in than any other county.
These fees are subject to be changed at any
time by order of the governor in council.
The matter of reducing the licemse fees In
Madawaska has not been brought to the
nictice of the government and has not been
consgidered.

Sample of How the People’s Money
is Squandered.

Two Electrical Experts Paid for Doing One
Man's Work at the Lanatic Asylum.

FREDERICTON, March 9.—The public ac-
counts committee met this morning and had
under consideration the item in the chief
ccmmissioner’s report, ‘‘lunatic asylum ac-
~count, : $4,485.40.” Accounts and bills were
examined in detail and were found to be
for labor and material supplied, chiefly for
repairs about the asylum buildings.

and that at the same time Harold R. Wil-
gon of Toronto was employed as inspector
at a salary of $190 per month and cxpenses,
his bill being $317.50. Mr. Humphrey most for-
cibly expressed the opinion that if Mr. Jones
was incapable he ought not to have been
paid for inspection 5 per ceat. of the cost
of installing; or if. he was a capable man
that there should have been no necessity
of employing Wilson at the same time.

Mr. Emmerson addressed the committee,
trying to explain why both Jones and Wil-
son were employed at:the same time as in-
spectors. He stated that Jones prepared the
plars for the installation of -the electrical
pumping apparatus, for 'which services he
got no extra pay.

LONDON, March 8.—The government
leader, A. J. Balfour, replying to a question
in the house of commons today, said the re-
commendation for the formaticn-of a regi-
ment of Royal Irisly Guards, of which the
first colonetcy. would, be given to Lord Rob-
erts, would be submitted to the Queen and,
undoubtedly, would be favorably considered.

The chancellor of the exchequer, Sir
Michael Hicks-Beach, answering a question,

It is to Lord Pauncefote that we have to
express our thanks that he has been kind
enough to undertake the work for ar.other
reriod.  We have every cause to express to
Lcrd Pauncefote our gratitude that, at a
critical time and wher nis remarkable ex-
rerience and singular aptitude for the pecul-
jar duties of his oflice rendered it desirable,
that he should continue in it, that he has
consented to do so.”’

Lord Kimberley, the liberal leader in the
house of lords, associated himeelf with the
eulogy . passed upon Lord Pauncefote.

LONDON, March 12.—At the commence-
ment of the debate in the house of com-
mons today on the army estimates, the par-
lianmentary secretary for the war office, Geo.
Wyndham, declared that recent events did
not justify at present any diminution in the

by fluctuations of failure or success. It
would be rash at present 7o think that the
number of months the British army would
remain in South Africa was likely tc be
materially shortened, s¢ the estimates ip-
cluded what was ‘'believed to be enough
money to continue the efforts at full pres-
sure for another six months and at half
pressure for six ‘msonths thereafter. Con-
tinuing, Mr. Wyndhdam said he contemplated
that ' the colonies would in future continue
their military support of tha empire on o
systematic basis and that they might live
to see this mew force revolutionize the pro-
blem cf imperial defence. The colonies, ke
declared, bad not fulfilled a contract, but
Iud obeyed the instincts of the imperial
race, ' It might be that in ithe future the
colonies would pov only seek to perpeiinat
their presemnt action, but s7ould seek
render a repetition easier by some orgauizi-
tion on pre-arranged lines.
