CHICAGO, Dec. 6,—By a stroke of 
diplomacy John Alexander Dowie has 
established harmony between Zion, its 
receivers and its creditors in and out 
of court. He proposes to settle with 
his immediate creditors, to arrange 
with others on a reasonable time basis 
end to end the receivership. At a con­
ference today between the attorneys 
representing the havlest creditors and 
Jacob Newman, attorney for the re­
ceivers, Dowie showed the lawyers a 
statement setting forth Zion’s assets 
and liabilities. He declared he valued 
Zion’s estate at $14,000,000 above all li­
abilities. He exhibited large orders 
for lace and candy. He said neither 
the lace nor candy factory could sup­
ply its orders. He showed an order for 
76 car loads of candy from a Cincin­
nati firm. He showed a -traft for $50,- 
000 from a wealthy well wisher and 
declared he could draw for $200,000 
more on one of Zion’s friends in Wis­
consin.

On this showing he offered to settle 
all urgent claims in cash and put Zion 
on a cash basis in all future dealings 
with the outside world. With his 
heaviest creditors out of the way he 
said hls debts demanding immediate 
payment would not amount to more 
than $160,000. Samuel Stevenson’s Judg­
ment notes for $100,009 are not yet due.

Dowle’s presentation of figures and 
his offers of settlement were satisfac­
tory to the attorneys. His plan will 
be submitted tomorrow at the meeting 
of the receivers, their attorneys and 
the attorneys for hls creditors, and it 
is believed Ttill be accepted. In that 
event receivers and all creditors will 
Join hands with Dowie In a plea to 
Judge Kohlsaat to dismiss the pending 
litigation and permit Dowie freedom to 
gather funds and settle obligations.

It must also be borne in mind that 
since the adoption by the government 
of the policy of granting the licenses 
Гог 25 years, the value of the holdings 
of licensees has increased enormously. 
Many licensees who purchased at the 
upset price of 38 per square mile, 
hold their lands at 3100 and upwards; 
and while it may be true that the cost 
of procuring the lumber has increased, 
owing to the higher rate of wages 
prevailing, it is within the knowledge 
of the executive that the price of 
lumber in the local markets has 
largely increased, and is in many 
nearly fifty per cent higher 'than it 
was ten years ago. These facts 
not be ignored by the government as 
trustees of the public in determining 
this question.

8. The question of having different 
rates of stumpage in different 
tlons of the province is a very im­
portant one, amd the executive council 
has felt that a great deal could be 
said In favor of discriminating in 
regard, having reference to the 
sibillty to markets, the facilities for 
procuring lumber, difference in freights 
and other circumstances, but it has 
been decided to acquiesce in the views 
put forward by you in behalf of the 
lumbermen and continue the uniform 
rates throughout the province.

4. In respect to recommendation No. 4 
contained in your memorial, the execu­
tive council feels that it would not be 
in the interests of the province that a 
regulation of general effect should be 
made regarding the 
stumpage to operators cutting on 
burnt districts, but has decided that 
In cases of this kind application must 
be made to the surveyor general, and 
by him referred to the committee of 
council for decision, and each case will 
be dealt with upon its merits; but the 
general opinion is that only in very ex­
ceptional cases should any reduction 
be made.

5. In regard to your recommendation 
No. 5, the executive council recognizes 
that there are throughout the province 
certain areas under license upon which 
the timber is not likely at any time, 
when cut, to become what would be 
termed merchantable; but the 
remarks as made in reference to No. 4 
must apply to these cases, namely, 
each case must be the subject of spec­
ial' application and receive the 
tion of the executive, upon report of 
an officer of the crown land depart­
ment.

6. With regard to the recommenda­
tion contained in paragraph 6 of the 
memorial, the executive council has 
decided that new regulations shall be 
made for the better protection of the 
forests from fire and that ample 
means will be employed to protect the 
timber lands throughout the province.

7. The recommendation contained in 
paragraph 7 that all persons going In 
the woods during the dry season shall 
first have to secure a license from some 
person duly authorized for that pur­
pose, would be difficult of enforce­
ment, but the executive council will 
carefully consider as to what can be 
done in this particular.

tion May Be Seen the Group of the 

Twins With Castor and Pollux

—The Other Displays.

On the 22nd day of the last month of 
the year, the sun enters the sign of 
Capricorntie and the astronomical win­
ter begins. We tell It thermometrical- 
ІУ because the mercury drops as the 
eun comes north, the old adage saying 
that as the day. lengthens the cold 
strengthens. On the,date above given 
the sun touches his utmost limit of 
southern declination,. the days are of 
their minimum length, and the shadow 
of night no longer encroaches upon 
the light of day. The path of the 
winter sun lies low in the heavens, the 
short days hasten somewhat gloomily 
to their close,- the sable pall' of night 
falls darkly over the earth, and a feel­
ing of desolation mingles with sorrow 
over the receding light, lessened, how­
ever, iii a méasure by the thought that 
Santa Claus has begun loading up his 
baskets In readiness for the bright 
happiness of the Christmas season,

It is only for a little while that the 
sun seems to stand still In his, course. 
A change soon comes, a minute Is add­
ed to the shortest day! That first pre­
cious minute of sunlight is the har­
binger of physical life, the sign in the 
heavens that the laws that swa; he 
universe will not fall, the first trophy 
In the combat between light and dark­
ness. Tjie change, invisible at first, Is 
detected In a few days by a faint lin­
gering in the glow of twilight, and In 
a few days more there is no longer a 
doubt, tile sun has returned his smil­
ing face northward, the days really 
have perceptibly lengthened.

When December closes, three min­
utes have. been added to the day’s 
length, and the eertlv :ls some 3,000,000 
miles hearer the sun- than in July. The 
starlit December sky is superb, for It 
is graced by the most beautiful stars 
and constellations that are ever seep 
by mortal eyes, and when the Decem­
ber moon “runs high” the celestial 
picture is ennobling and uplifting. 
Every observer whose soul Is In har­
mony with the grand spectacle spread 
out above will pay tribute to the scene 
to the éloquent; -ttetad -yf ;the anclefit 
Hebrew prophet; " “Seek Him that 
n^aketh the Seven Stars and Orion: 
and ttirneth tge shadow of death Into 
the morning and maketh the day dark 
with night.”

In1 addition to magnificent Orion) 
who greets us two or thrge hours af­
ter the close of the evening twilight, 
we have in the same section of the 
sky, only further to the northward? 
the beautiful group of the Twins, with 
Castor and Pollux shining out con­
spicuously. Still higher above the 
horizon, and a little south of the 
Twins, is the Bull, with the brilliant 
orb Aldebaran marking his eye.

A little lower than Orion, and fur­
ther north is the Lesser Dog, with its 
first magnitude star Procyon. Nearer 
the horizon and further south is the 
Greater Dog, which contains the 
brightest and most beautiful of all the 
fixed stars. This is the dazzling Sirius. 
High in the northeast is ' Capella, the 
leading brilliant In the constellation 
of the Chariot. In the southwest Is 
Altair, the middle and, most brilliant 
star of three arranged in a straight 
line, which compose the most promi­
nent part of the group called the 
Eagle.

Well down In the northwest Is the 
Lyre, haying Vega as its banner car­
rier. East and south of the Lyre Is 
the Swan, or the Northern Cross, with 
the bright star Deneb not far from 
Its centre. Almost due north we read­
ily recognize our old friend the Dip­
per, With its “pointers showing the 
way to the Pole Star. On the oppo­
site side of Polaris is the Lady In Her 
Chair with Its five fairly bright stars 
aranged somewhat In the shape of an 
expanded V. In this general section 
are the Lynx, the Chariot and Perseus. 
Also not very far off are the Flying 
Horse and the great square of Pe­
gasus.

The last full moon for the year 
comes on the 4th, followed by the 
phase of last quartering on the 11th. 
The December new moon comes In on 
the 18th and the first quarter comes on 
the 26th, a day too late for the stock­
ing. The epact for the following year 
Is the difference between the lunar 
and the solar years, or, in other words, 
is is the age of the moon at the begin­
ning of the calendar year. This epact 
forms ’ an important feature in deter­
mining the Golden Number and other

SPEEDY MAIL CLERKS.

Canadian Mail Clerks are Quicker Than 
Their Yankee Brethren.

In connection with an' item that ap­
peared In the News-Advertiser of the 
26th tilt, regarding speedy sortatlon 
made at Case Examinations held at 
Spokane, it now appears that the work 
done does not compare with that of 
the British Columbia railway mail 
clerks.

The Spokane record gives 607 cards 
distributed without an error (one In­
stance only), In 35.36 minutée. At the 
recent Case Examination held by J. .O, 
MacLeod, Superintendent of the rail­
way mail service, the record was 18.5 
minutes for1'918 cards thrown without 
error. These 918 cards covered offices 
in British Columbia, the Yukon, Alberta 
and a portion of Assiniboia.

average time being 24 minutes and 
none of the clerks taking over 34 min­
utes, With the exception of one-clerk 
(99.67), none of the clerks made less 
than-99.89 per cent.

WOMEN BARRED FROM BAR.

British House of Lords Decides Not to 
Create Precedent of Admitting 

One to Gray’s Inn.

LONDON, Dec. 2.— The house of 
lords has finally decided that women 
are debarred by their sex from becom­
ing qualified lawyers In this country* 
The question arose on the appeal of a 
Londoner, Miss Bertha Cave, against 
the decision of the benchers of Gray’s 
Inn not to admit her as a student for 
the purpose of being called to that bar* 

The court decided that there was no 
precedent of a woman’s admission to 
the Inns of court and no reason to 
create a precedent. The benchers as­
sert that the statutes of Gray's Inn 
Ignore women so absolutely as to leâvê 
them no power to admit a woman.

NEW YORK, Dec, 4.—A despatch td 
the Herald from London says:—At the 
London hospital there is a little girl 
with typhoid fever who Is undergoing 
an unusual method of treatment, 
ten days past, the patient, who is only 
five years old, has been kept in a bath 
of hot water. She lies on water pillows 
and her body Is entirely under the wa­
ter, which Is kept at a constant tem­
perature of 101 degrees by an arrange­
ment of hot and cold water entering 

mixing cistern from which it 
flows Into the bath and thence ou: by 
a pipe. In five days the child’s tem­
perature has fallen from .105 to 103 de­
grees. At least three weeks must be 
spent in the bath before the disease can 
be shaken off| Some years ago at the 
London hospital a man was kept im­
mersed for six xvootta and recovered.

The blowing of many whistles pro­
claimed to our citizens on Saturday 
last that track-laying on the new 
Murray Harbor Railway was complet­
ed, and that the first locomotive had 
arrived at Southport ready to cross the 
Hillsborough bridge if it were finished, 
and steam into the station at Char­
lottetown. This road Is Just 421-2 
miles long and traverses a country 
more generally rich and beautiful than 
any other section of Island road. True, 
it has cost $29,000 per tnile, but the 
number of deep, stone excavations, ex­
pensive culverts, great dumps and 
high bridges is amazing. The right of 
way is 100 feet from fence to fencë, 
instead of 60 feet as elsewhere, and 
the roadbed has been made ten feet 
wide instead of eight, as on the older 
road. The work has been excellently 
performed, everything having the ap­
pearance of cost and endurance, There 
are several trestles ranging from 30 to 
60 feet high. The road will eventually 
be extended six miles farther south to 
Guernsey Point, on Northumberland 
Strait, where terminal facilities are to 
be constructed. There will be twenty 
booking and way stations, to be erect­
ed by M. F. Schurman & Co. of Ken­
sington. The general opinion is that 
the work has been faithfully perform­
ed by the contractors, Willard Kit­
chen and his brother, Hammond. But 
with the work still to be done upon 
the bridge it is not probable that the 
road will be open to the public until 
the fall of ,1904. With the opening of 
this road, P. E. Island’s total railway 
mileage will be 251 miles, through a 
country having an area of 2,000 square 
miles. There is one -mile of railway 
for each- 412 people,. while the entire 
dominion has on an average one mile 
of rail for each 300 people.

The entire pneumatic work of the 
Hillsborough bridge Is also completed 
and the compressed air workers have 
returned to their homes. Some have 
gone to Quebec, but about sixty have 
gone to New York to engage tiy pneu­
matic work there. J. E. Taber sup­
erintended the work. In one caisson, 
which rested at a depth of 84 feet, high 
water, in the exbavatlon prepared by 
the dredge, it took 21 days to pierce the 
six feet of sand and boulders that lay 
bewteen the workers and the solid 
rock and to finish the concreting. The 
men could only work from 40 to 50 
minutes at a time owing to the tre­
mendous air pressuré. Another caisson

England.

Dear Sir—I have your favor of Nov. 

12th. With regard to the pit props, І 
would like very much to enter into cor­
respondence with you on the matter. 
The various Welsh, Scotch and Eng­
lish mines are using Swedish, Nor­
wegian, French and Spanish pit props, 
and I see no reason why Canada should 
not have a piece of It. They use about 
two million tons a year, and they are 
made of pine of the following sizes:

61-2 ft., running from 4 inches to 7 
Inches diameter at small end, inside 
bark.

9 ft., running from 6 Inches to 9 inches 
diameter at small end, Inside bark.

13 ft., running from -8 inches to 11 
inches diameter at small end, inside 
bark.

I should think it likely that our 
spruce would make a good pit prop, but 
of course that can only be found out 
by trial.

I am going to try and interest some 
of the Canadians in Welsh coal, and 
if so, the return Journeys with pit 
props would make the freight very 
much less.

1 HARD NERVE
and preached a doctrine of protection 
throughout the west, and today the 
west is as much in favor of protection 
as any part of Canada.

Nine-tenths of those whom I met 
while there told me that that policy 
which had built up the United States 
wonld be a good policy for Canada, 
and while they wanted to buy Ameri­
can farm implements at the lower 
price they would rather pay the differ­
ence and have the money remain in 
Canada to build the country up.

everywhere convenient grain feeds, 
while peas and beans may also be pro­
vided in many localities, 
ately, too, we have In nearly all parts 
of Canada an abundance of weeds, 
which may partially be kept In check 
by maintaining large flocks of sheep.
If is said that 85 per cent, of 
mon weeds are readily enten by sheep, 
and consequently we find, as a general 
rule, that a sheep farm is a clean 
farm.

Sheep breeders, like all other live 
stock growers, should start out with 
some definite aim In view. In Canada 
this will doubtless be the production 
of mutton for the home and foreign 
markets, with wool-growing as a side 
line. The breed chosen should be 

/adapted to the purpose in view, as 
well as one for which- the farmer has 
a liking. In addition to this, it must 
be a breed suited to the conditions of 
soil and climate prevailing in the lo­
cality. As a general rule the heavier 
breeds do best on somewhat low-lying 
or level land, while the lighter breeds 
prefer upland or even mountainous 
country,
largely due to the nature of the soil 
in the district where each breed orig­
inated, as has been shown by Prim­
rose McConnell in his excellent work 
on Agricultural Geology. If a pure­
bred flock is to be kept, the farmer 
should choose a -popular breed or one 
gaining in popularity, in order to be 
reasonably sure of a demanâ for his 
stock. Whether the Sock be ' pure­
bred or grade, a knowledge of the an­
atomy of the sheep, and of the meth­
ods of treating common disorders of 
sheep, will prove of decided value to 
the owner.
- In starting a flock only healthy, ro­
bust ewes should be selected, and all 
of them should be of the same type.
They should be mated with a first- 
class ram of similar' type, and one of 
the same breed as the ewe flock, un­
less the farmer Is crossing for some 
special purpose and does not Intend to 
retain the progeny for breeding. Each 
year the ewes should be carefully 
weeded out, only , the best being re­
tained. Too many Canadian farmers

hand, comfortable quarters, regular 
and liberal feeding, plenty of pure 
water and a sufficiency of salt will go 
far to ensure their successful winter­
ing and a strong crop of lambs in the 
spring. Very careful attention must be 
given at lambing time, but at other 
seasons comparatively little time need 
be spent in looking after the flock. In­
deed, sheep require less costly /build­
ings and equipment, and less labor in 
caring for them than almost any other 
class of live stock.

Unfortunately there are t 
which tend to demoralize the sheep­
raising industry in Canada, viz., the 
wholesale adulteration of many lines 
of imported woollen goods, and the 
ravages of dogs and wolves. The for­
mer renders wool-growing unprofit­
able, and the latter prevents the for- 
ber from growing mutton sheep in 
many districts which are otherwise 
well suited to the business. That legis­
lation is needed to protect the sheep 
breeder from these evils can scarcely 
be doubted.

(Fredericton Herald.)
The Hon. Mr. Prefontaine, minister 

of marine and fisheries, has been visit­
ing St. John and looking into its har­
bor facilities. He has been- Interview­
ed by the representatives of the St. 
John press and has expressed to them 
his satisfaction at what he saw there, 
and the wonderful progress that 
St. John has made as a winter port.

He states that St. John’s business 
has grown beyond her facilities so that 
it is absolutely necessary to have these 
facilities increased. He spoke favor­
ably of government aid being given to 
place the port of St. John on a proper 
footing.

These words have encouraged the St. 
John people to hope that something 
will be done by the Dominion govern­
ment to assist that national port.

The people of New Brunswick and 
especially those of the river counties, 
are all Interested ln the port of St. 
John and Its prosperity. The more 
the facilities of that port are increased 
the better market our people will find 
for their products. So it is greatly to 
out interests that St. John should be 
properly equip jed not only to do the 
trans-Atlantic winter trade of Canada, 
but a large summer trade as well.

Up to the present time the Dominion 
government has done nothing for St. 
John with the exception of building a 
wharf and elevator at the terminus of 
the Intercolonial. As the great bulk 
of the winter port business of Canada 
goes over the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way the government elevator and 
wharves at St. John have not done 
much to relieve the situation.
