HENRY WARD BEECHER.

Henry Ward Beecher breathed his last
on Tuesday, March 8th, st 9:30 in the
morning: He was within three months of
74 years of age. His father,Lyman Beecher,
one of the ablest preachers of his day, was,
Boston. Henry Ward Beecher was one of
s family of thirteen, all marked by strong
individuality. Scarcely second to him in
genius and varied tglent, stands his sister,
Harriet Beecher Stowe, while his brother,
for many years,pastor of Park street church,
Thos. K. Beecher, has won note as a writer
aod preacher.

Henry Ward Beeoher has continued to
attract wide attention from the time he be-
came pastcr of Plymouth church,Brooklyn,
forty years ago the next September. His
sbounding energy and bread sympathies
soon developed activities outside the pulpit.
Probably there were no more potent factors
in the anti-alavery movement than Mr,
Beecher's eloquent and fervid utterances
on the platform, and the touching pathos of
Mrs. Stowe’s “Uncle Tom’s Cabin” in the

The following statement of the points in
dispute between Cavada and the United
States on the fisheries question ie taken
from the Montreal Witness.
