Even judges sometimes
dld wrong, but juries generally could
be trusted. = At any rate wnder the

defend the jury system. For h
he ‘saw no one better qualified than
a8 jury to decide whether a crossing
was properly protected or not.

Senator David said he had a great
respect for the popular voice but be-
lieved that conscience and judgment
should be listened to first. On some
points he would rather trust the op-
inion of the expert than the opinion
of a jury. Mr. David believed the
Senate amendment better than the
Lancaster bill and if passed now it
would get fair attention now in
Commons and he believed that it
would be endorsed there.

MONCTON BILL

In moving the amendment, Mr. Do-
herty drew attention to the language
of the Courtney commission, indicat-
ing the suspicion that the other de-
partments were as lax as the marine,
lack of time having prevented proper
examination. The recent order-in-
council dealing with Cassels’ report,
he described as remarkable for what
it ignored. Dealing with Cassels’ re-
port, he remarked on the evident diffi-
culty the judge felt Th kedplhg within
the restrictions imposed on him. It
justified the inguiry why the Govern-
ment was 80 SEDULOUS TO LiM«
IT THE SCOPE OF THE INQUIRY.
Was there a real desire for the truth?
The report said that a general system
of corruption had been going on for
many years without the knowledge of
a responsible minister. Similar con-
ditions might prevail in any other de-
partment. If the premier and the oth-
er ministers took the view that such
a system could not go on in their de-
partments without their knowledge,
THAT CAST SERIOUS REFLEC-
TION ON MR. BRODEUR.

Conduct of Contractors.

Dealing with specific cases, he ad-
duced the way in which Halliday Bros.
were allowed to make a contract for
a steamer at $125 a day and increase
it to $180 by mysterlous methods
which nobody could explain, Commis-
sioner Cassels holding that his com-
mission prevented him from inquiring
into the suggestion that A PERSON
HIGHLY PLACED COULD EXPLAIN.
This firm at the same time had deal-
ings with the other departments. In
St. John there was the McAVITY
CASE, where it had been shown that
Mr. McAvity had been concerned in
dealings with the marine department,
and ‘it was known that McAvity was
close to the public works department.

The report contained intrinsic evid-
ence that bribers had been in relations
with other departments of the Gov-
ernment., - Moreover the BRIBERS
81:.L. ARE DEALING WITH THE
GOVERNMENT as shown by recent
answers in' Parliament. In- England
if a man were caught bribing an offi-
cial he would automatically be
STRUCK OFF THE LIST OF POS-
SIBLE CONTRACTORS. With this
he contrasted Laurier's statement
“that there may be cases in which it
will be in the public interest to do
business with some of these parties,”
The Premier had added in reply to a
request for information: “If names are
mentioned, information will be furn-
ished to the House.” That was peril-
ously near: “SHOW US THAT YOU
KNOW IT ALL AND WE WILL TELL

Y YOU ALL ABOUT IT.”

These men were GUILYY OF A
CRIMINAL OFFENCE under the laws
of Canada. Yet they were men of
whom the Premier said: “Each case
must be dealt with on its merits.” He
concluded by demanding an untram-
melled investigation.

Brodeur's Excuses.

Brodeur said he had been appointed
to the Marine Department just before
the session of 1906. In that session
some investigations in the Public Ac-
counts Committee had shown the need
of reform, especially as to account
keeping, and he appointed some per-
sons who were strongly recommended
to make improvements in that regard.

He had given the Courtney Commis-
sion all the information possible. On
the Courtney report appearing he had
demand appointment of the Cassels’
Commission. He declined to be respon-
sible for conditions dating back to
Confederation. He had been the first
Minister to make the changes as to
the patronage system commended by
Judge Cassels. He went on to cite a
case in 1886, when the Auditor Gener-
al complained that Gregory was buy-
ing goods in Quebec at excessive pric-
es. Under the Conservatives a high
official guilty of misappropriating mo-
ney was superannuated. Brodeur went
on to show the great increase of work
in the Department and to describe the
improvement his administration had
effected in the navigation of the St.
Lawrence and in othegjgspectl. These
included the abolitioh of over-labping
accounts: classification of lighthous-
es; abolition of free importation of
goods, the establishment of contract
system on Government vessels and
the abolition of the patronage system.
He admétted that Cassels’ report show-
ed that there had been corruption in
the Department. That had been done
without his knowledge, and had been
due to a system long in vogue. He
regarded the demand for investiga-
tion of all departments as unreasoii-
able, There had been reason for in-
vestigating the arine Department,
but not in case of other departments.
He concluded with reference to the
painful duty imposed on him of act-
ing on Cassels’ report.

Mr. Maddin,

Maddin observed that the Liberal
party had gone into power pledged
to rectify abuses not to perpetuate
them.

Specific Examples.

E. Maddin went on to give specific
examples of corruption which number-
ed over twenty, they tended to show
the following:

1—Necessity for investigating oth-
er departments.

2—Guilt of officials.

3—Complicity and co-operation of
contractors and supplymen.

4—Participation in the irregularit-
ies of politicians.

5—Complicity of the Minister. In
this last named connection Madden
adduced.

1—-Improved payments to W. H.
Reld, Quebec agency, for ice break-
ing; in this case remarkable leniency
was shown to Reid by Watson.

2—In connection with Halliday's
contract for the King Edward, Gour-
deau was stopped when he attempted
to mention conversations with the
Minister.

3—Excessive ‘prices paid for dia-
phones, were in contravention of hte
patent act.

4—J. W. Woods sold $11,483 worth
of goods, tendering on only $230.

5—P. H. Murphy sold $20,000 worth
worth; only $4,500 tendered for.

6—The Minister must have known
of Gregory's system of getting 5 per
cent. ‘discount on Government pay-
ments. E. Maddin dwelt strongly on
the guilt of bribers, mentioning in
this connection Aylesworth's secret
commission bill now before Parlia-
ment, and proved that the giving of
bribes is indictable under the crim-
inal code and asked why no prosecu-
tions had been instituted when the
Cassels’ commission proved the com-
sion of offence.

The fact that the men guilty of this
offence still had dealings with other
departments, proved the need for a
general investigation. Brodeur’s ar-
gument was that because he had im-
proved navigation on the St. Law-
rence, introduced ice breakers and im-
proved the bookkeeping, other depart-
ments need not be investigated. Dur-
ing the election he had complained
that he was attacked because he was
a Frenchman. This resolution asked
for investigation of other departments
and if it were rejected Mr. Brodeur
should transfer his complaint to his
colleagues. .

Eight Indictments.

After Kyte had rehashed the story of
the Curran Bridge, Crothers in a po-
werful speech laid these eight in-
dictments:

Mr. Crothers.

1. The Department of Marine and
Fisheries as a whole was loosely, ex-
travagantly and dishonestly carried
on.

2. Both judge and counsel were
anxious that all officials, should be
able to prove themselves innocent,
and every opportunity to that end was
given them.

3. Investigation actually made was
fragmentary, disconnected and incom-
plete, this being due to the limited
scope of the inquiry.

4. A large number of officials were
shown to have been dishonest, and en-
ormous sums of money were squand-
ered. :

5. The fraudulent ransactions were
spread over a period of at least three
years,

6. There was an utter absence of
any man from the Prime Minister
down to the petty agent exerting any
intelligent zeal for the protection of
the treasury.

7. Owing to the limited scope of
the issi the r ibility for
the shameful condition exposed was
not definitely fixed.

8. Grounds are disclosed which de-
mand a thorough examination into the
workings of thi other great spending
departments of the Government and
completion of the partial investigation
already made into the marine and
fisheries.

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Following is the address of Hon. J,

D. Hazen to the St. John Valley Rails
- way delegation: - S

On behalf of the Executive~Council
of the province I wo:: like to say
we have heard with a at deal of in-
terest the case .in favor of the St. John
Valley Railway which has been so fa-
vorably presented to us by the gen-
tleman put forward as spokesman for
the large and ‘intelligent delegation
that has come here with reference to
this question. It needs no argument
to convince us of the importance of
this project especially from the point
of view of the people living along the
river in-the Counties of Carleton, Vic-
toria, York, Sunbury, Queens and
Kings. It certainly seems an extraord-
inary thing that in view of the millions

of dollars that have been expended on |’

the public railways of this province
that some provision was not made for
the construction of this line down the
St. John Valley. It is certainly a fact
that the couptry along thé River St
John is not progressing, and that I
thi s due in a large measure to the
fac he lack of facilities for trans-
,portalion. The farmers and producers
must have means to take their pro-
duct to market; it is a fact that the
farmers are discouraged and that the
people are moving away, and that the
residents in those sections are not as
prosperous as they were twenty-five
or even five years ago. That is due
in a large measure to the fact that the
people are without railway facilities.
Have Realized Their Position.

The people along this part of the
province. have realized their position
and they have waited patiently hoping
that when at last tihs new transcont-
inental railway was constructed, that
railway would come down the River St.
John to a port in the Maritime Prov-
inces; they were buoyed up with the
hope that the railway would be
through the valley to the city of St.
John. In that they have been disap-
pointed because for various reasons
which we need not now discuss, it
£0es across tne centre of the province.
The people of the St. John valley see
now that their hopes have been frus-
trated. They have agitated along this
line for a great many years.

A Memorial Of 1890.

I have a document of 1890, a mem-
morial to the then Government from
the inhabitants of the county of Sun-
bury presenting the case to the Gov-
ernment of that day. Since then year
in and year out it was talked of un-
tl in 1907 an effort was made to deal
with the question by the then legis-
lature. In 1907 a bill was introduced
by the Premier of taat time and got
the support of every member of the
House of Assembly. That bill provi-
ded that the Government of the Prov-
ince should guarantee the bonds of
McKenzie and Mann to the extent of
$15,000 per mile; the roaa was from
Centreville to Woodstock and along
the valley of the St. John to West-
field or to St. John. It was one of the
wrovisions vefore those bonds were is-
shed that they would orly be guaran-
téed on the consideration that Mchen-
zle and Mann would make this part of
the Transcontinental system and that
the Canadian Northern Railway would
guarantee the province against loss. |
After Jeaving Centreville the road was
to traverse the State of Maine, the
proviuce of Quebec to the Quebec
bridge, thus connecting with the Wes-
tern system. It was hoped that Me-
Kenzie and Mann would undertake the
work, but apparently McKenzie and
Mann had no such intention of do-
ing so on these terms for in the
mouth of July 1907, ey wrote to
the then Premier, offering to consider
the coustruction of the road on the fol-
lowing conditions. Here Mr. Hazen
read a document.

Couldn’t Be Considered.

Under the legislation of 1907 it was
believed by the legislature that there
would be little danger of the province
being called on to pay on the guaran-
tee; the province was also to have by
way of security a mortgage to the ex-
tent of its bonds on the road. McKen-
zle and Mann subsequently asked that
the Government guarantee its bonds
to the extent of $30,000 a mile and un-
dertake to pay interest on the bonds
for a period of ten years before the
Government could proceed against the
company for default in non-payment.
This proposition could not be consid-
ered by any Gévernment responsible
for the finances of this province. There
is no guarantee in this letter that this
would be made part of the Transcon-
tinental system connecting it with Mc-
Kenzie and Mann’s system at Quebec

the St. John Valley that it should be
built. If we guarantee the bonds of
this road for say 180 miles at $25,000
a mile, taat would be at a cost of $4,-
600,000 which at 4 per cent would mean
an interest charge of $180,000; for a
time at least 40 per cent of the gross
earnings would not be enough to pay
that interest,
An Important Work.

We régard this work as so import
ant that we would be willing to under-
take that risk and we would be will-
ing that a portion of that interest
should be paid ou&t the province. Of
course it may be hard to say whether
a railway will pay; most railways how-
ever, have paid if properly managed,
1 take for one case that of the To-
bique Valley. I believe that a very
great business will develop on a line
down the St. John Valley In the case
of the New Brunswick Coal and Rail-
way Company the earnings are only
about $1000 per mile, or about $60,000.
A road along the River St. John ought
to earn more. I would expect in the
course of five or six years, after t_e
road had been operated that 40 per
cent of its gross receipts would be
sufficlent to pay the interest on the
bonds if the road was managed as part
of the I. C. R. I trust I have made my
meaning clear to all the members of
this large delegation. We have every
sympathy with the project. Nothing
would more please me personally than
to feel when my time came to step
out’of office, that I had been instru-
mental in passing legislation by which
the Valley Railway was made an ac-
complished fact. I have sympathy with
this movement, from personal as well
as political motives, as well in the
interest of the constituency 1 repres-
ent as in the interest or the province
at large. I am interested from the
standpoint of those who live along the
district that this railway will serve,
and as well because it will serve a por-
tion of the country where I was born.
It is my earnest and hearty wish that
the road may be contsructed. We
have on our shoulders the responsibi-
lity of the finances of this province,
and we of course must not take any
step which will impair our credit as
a province or bring it into bankrupt-
cy. These matters are all matters of
public interest. and I think this mat-
ter can be worked out if approached
in the proper spirit by both Govern-
ments.

Must Have Influence.

This movement must give a great
impetus to the idea of the construc-
tion of this railway. No matter what
Government happens to be in power,
a representation such as this delega-
tion ‘makes, representing all the dif-
ferent sections interested eannot. fail
to have its influence. Since this mat-
ter started I have been in communica-
tion with contractors of undoubted
standing, whose names I would only
have to mention to instire confidence,
and even if the Federal Government
could not see its way clear to in-
terest itself in such a proposal as sug-
gested, 1 would not despair of.the road
being constructed. 1 have been in

the Government the advisability of this
road forming part of the Government
system, and if the Dominion Govern-
ment will undertake to do that, if they
will take it over when completed and
operate it as part of the I. C. R. sys-
tem, I think that every member of
this legislature, either supporters of
the Government or on the opposite
side, will be in favor of guaranteeing
the bonds of a company to the amount
we are now asked to guarantee them
by this large delegation, namely, $25.-
000 a mile. I think it must be by the
joint action of the two.governments
that this can be carried out. If the
Dominion Government will undertake
when this road is constructed to oper-
ate it as part of the railway system of
Canada and pay say 40 per cent of the
gross earnings as for instance the
Canadian Pacific Railway pays to the
Tobique Valley Company and other
leased lines, then it will be reasonable
and proper to ask this Legislature
to guarantee the bonds of the Com-
pany to the amount of $25,000 a mile.
Even then this province will have a
very large financial obligation to carry
out. T will never consent unless this
road is built so that it will from Wood-
stock to S.. John follow the bank of
the St. John river, to any aid to it. A
company will very likely want to get
the shortest route leaving the river
at certain points and run so far from
the river that it will not serve the
purposes of the inhabitants of the riv-
er branches. This province will not
put its money into a railway for this

bridge. In the construction of these

purpose; it is for it people living along

If this arrangement
could not be carried through, if the
Dominion Government would not be
able to take over this road, I would
still not despair; while perhaps at
this session it would not be possible,
during the interval between this and
the next session to ask for legislation
which would be of such a nature as
would enable this work to be carried
to a successful issue, not as a local
railway but as a railway extending
through New Brunswick and Quebec
and by the Quebec bridge connecting
with the railway system of McKenzie
adn Mann I can assure the delegation
that they have our hearty sympathy
and I think I may say of the gentlemen
of this House who differ from us pol-
itically.

WLHE NAVY

To the Editor of The Standard.

Dear Sir:—This is a matter in which
public opinion should be aroused, and
all y feeling lald aside. To the
Consérvative Party as well as to the
Liberals, it must seem that the time
has at last arrived when Canada
should take action befitting her posi-
tion and her wealth. Shall we always
be in the rear in loyal movements
and offers of assistance? Already New
Zealand has volunteered a ship. Aus-
tralia is about to follow suit, and the
Dominion, as usual, tardy in this re-
spect, has not yet defined a plan or
submitted an offer,

To many Canadians our present pos-
ition is humiliating, our easy complac-
ency (resfing secure upon the im-
mense fleet upheld by the British
Isles) is an indignity we should suf-
fer under no longer, but as one of
the greatest of the Colonies, let us
be self-respecting and take our share
of the burden. Nor can the investment
by any possibility be a poor one. In
the first place we can regain our own
self-respect. In the second place, for
all-the greater Colonies to offer money
or ships is a movement for peace and
security. If the world understands
that not only England, hut New Zea-
land, Australia, Canada, South Africa
and even the smaller colonies, are
bent upon maintaining the supremacy
upon the seas of the then truly Imper-
ial navy, the other nations will give
up the impossible task of trying to
compete, If, on the other hand, sup-
pose we stay inactive, and supine,
and a war, which by present concert-
ed action, might be averted, becomes
a reality, what happens? Canada by
her very loyality 'will be forced into
t, even as we went into the South
African War, and what war might
cost not only in treasure, but in blood,
is beyond figuring. Verily it is better
to pay in ships than in incalculable
expense and lives.

Therefore it would be well to mem-
orialize the Government from the Le-
gislature of this province, to offer eith-
er Dreadnoughts or money. Where in-
deed should the proper agitation for
such a movement start, but from this
city—the City of the Loyalists, Our
forefathers came here, facing all pri-
vation to live under this flag. Shall
we, their sons, be remiss in.this cri-
sis? Let the Provineial Govérnment
pass a resolution approving 'of this
movement. If the Federal Government
will not take any further action than
the vague and indefinite resolution
offered by the Premier, which is quite
in line with his usual tactics, when
anythipg British is concerned, then
this province should follow the lead
of Ontaria, Manitoba and British Col-
umbia and offer a sum of money as
our contribution towards Imperial De-
fense,

It is indeed a situation to raise the
indignation of every self-respecting
Canadian, who knows the burden
the Imperial Navy is to the Mother
Country, and who sees money voted
in the Dominion like water, for use-
less public works, forf debauchery of
the constituencies, for rake-offs and
graft, and yet when there is an oppor-
tunity to do our duty, to pay our
way, to assist the head of the Empire,
the House of Commons can vote noth-
ing but an indefinite resolution.

In a time like this it makes one
long for the powc@'ul pen of some
great master of the English language,
who could sound forth a clarion call
to what is now our opportunity to rise
to the plain duty before us; to raise
our people to a sense of their pre-
sent dependent position, their complac-
ent acceptance of the benefits for
which others are paying, and to
stimulate the Dominion to do its duty.

Yesterday afternoon the aldermen
got as far as sub-section 7, section 10,
which provided for the exemption
from taxation of all incomes under
four hundred dollars. Ald. Pickett
opened the discussion on this sub-
section and in amendment moved that
the paymeént of a poll tax of three dol-
lars give the persons with exempted
incomes the right to vote. Before the
vote could be taken Ald. Kelley
moved for adjournment and his motion
was carried.

The sections dealing with the tax-
ation of the St. John Railway Com-
pany, banks and similar institutions,
insurance and express companies, and
mercantile agencies were dealt with.

Representatives of the St. John
Clearing House and of the Canada
Permanent Mortgage Corporation ap-
peared before the Council and argued
on the matter of taxation. A three
per cent tax on the gross income of
the street railway company was what
the aldermen finally decided upon.
The tax on the banks was fixed at
one-tenth of one per cent, instead of
‘onestwelfth; --as- before; - Imsurance
companies other than life or fire
will be taxed one hundred dollars per
anum, mercantile agencies one hun-
dred dollars, express companies two
hundred dollars. Insurance offices
with head offices in the city, are to
pay one hundred dollars a year. The
other taxes on similar corporations
are not to be altered.

All members of the council, with
the exception of Ald. Hamm, who is
incapacitated by illness, were pres-
ent. Chief Assessor Sharp was also
in attendance,

Section 2,

Slight alterations were made to
Section 2, The clause “exempting
ships, vesesls or shares therein,” was
stricken out, and the definition of
real estate was extended.

3 Per Cent. on Street

Section 5 provided for a five, per
cent. tax on the gross income of
street railways, gas, electric light and
power companies,

It seems to be the opinion that a
tax of five per cent was too high,
and that the segtion would not pass
the Legislature,

Ald. Baxter moved for a three per
cent, tax.

In amendment Ald. Elkin moved that
the section stand in erder to let the
Legislature fix the rate,

TWO MINUTE
INTERVIEWS

George Robertson, assistant receiv-
er general—This discussion about the
navy reminds me that if the British
admiralty had accepted my proposi-
tfon some seven years ago, we might
now be building torpedo boats and
other small but important eraft right
here at St. John.
