Block the Efforts of N.

Day Wasted Discussing Amendments.

Opinion is General that Yesterday’s Discussion

was Intended to Fill

in the Time Until Con-

gress Meets and Government Can Get Back to
Discussion of Reciprocity.

Ottawa, Mar. 20.—Another wasted
day. The government obstructed it-
self.. All day the House debated a
resolution moved by the minister of
rallways, which provided that the gov-
ermnment should operate on a 99 year
lease a railway to be built in the Bt.
John River valley to connect St. John
with the National 'l iscontinental
Railway at Grand Falls,

At 11.15 tonight the deputy speak-
er after being appealed to by the min-
ister of rallways ruled an amendment,
moved by Mr. Crocket, out of order.
This might have been done in the ear-
1y afternoon. The House was to have
gone into supply, but the premier
moved the adjournment to the com-
plete surprise of the Opposition,

Thus another day was lost and
there will be no reciprocity tomorrow,
but a day of supply, 8o the premier
intimated.

The debate today showed that the
legislature of New Brunswick had
passed legislation providing for the
guarantee of the principal and inter-
est to the extent of $25,000 per mile.
A difriculty has. arisen, the provincial
government desiring that the standard
of the road shall he the same as the
1. C. R. while thp federal government
insigts that it shall be the same as
the N. T, R. The Opposition members
declated that the Dominion authori-
ties refused to co-operate with the lo-
cal government, but this was denied,

Mr, Crocket’'s amendment was to
the effect that the equipment should
be supplied by the federal govern-
ment, His amendment was declared
out of order making the situation in-
finitely ridiculous. M¥. Graham as a
bluff, moved an amendment, almost
exactly similar to Mr. Crocket's, but
it went into the preamble and not
into the enabling clause as Mr. Croe-
ket desired, The opinion is general
that the government desired to waste
yet another day in order to tide over
matters until the United States con-
gress meets to consider the reciprocity
agreement.

The Valley Railway Motion.

The mivister of railways moved that
“Whereas the New Brunswick legis-
lature had passed legislation guaran-
teeing to the extent of $25,000 per
mile, any railway company which
would build from Grand Falls to St
John, upon certain conditions, one of
guch conditions being that the guar-
antee could not become effective un-
til the Dominion has entered into an
agreement with the New Brunswick
legislature, for the leasing of the rail-
way when completed, with its appur-
tenances and rolling stock, and for the
operation, maintenance, upkeep and
repair by the government of Canada,
as a part of the government rallway
system of Canada, for a period of
minety nine years, and for the payment
by the government of Canada to the
Province of New Brunswick, each
year of forty per centum per annum
of ther gross earnings of the rallway,

« the amount to be applied in payment
of the interest of the bonds and the
surplus, if any, to be paid to the said
company:

“Now, therefore, it is exppdient that
the governor-in-council be authorized
to enter into a contract with any
such railroad company, and the gov-
ernment of the Province of New
Brunswick, for the leasing of the said
line of railway with its appurtenances
and rolling stock, when completed
and equipped with rolling stoek, and
for thk operation, maintenance, upe
keep and repair by the government
of Canada, as a part of the govern-
ment railway system of Canada, with
the above conditions;

“Provided, however, tht the railway
be constructed upon plans and speei-
fications
Govennor-in-council upon the recom-
mendation of the minister of railways
and canals, and shall b up to the
general standard of the National
Transcontinental railway through the
province;

“Provided further, that His Excel-
fency the QGovernor-in-council shall
be authorized to énter into a contract
as aforegaid, for the operation of the
sald road in sections, when complet-
ed, and equipped as follows:—

1. From Fredericton to Woodstock.

2—~From Fredericton south a dis-
tance of fifty miles.

3~-Each twentyfive miles {hereaf
ter, until the line be completed and
equipped, from Grand Falls to 8t
Jobn.”

Much Difference In Estimates.

St. Petersburg, March 20—P. A, Stoly-
pin, premier and minister of the in-
terior, resigned today gnd his resigna
tion was promptly’ accepted by Em-
peror Nicholas, V. N. Kokovsoff,
minister of finance, in the Stolypin
cabinet, will be the new prémier, and

.junless unexpected ecircumstances in-

tervene his appointment will be gazet-
t:d tomorrow.

The council of ministers are in ses-
sion tonight with reference to the
situation, and it is believed that they
will decide formally to vemder their
resigifations as an indication of soli-
darity and adherence to the ex-pre-
mier. M. Makaroff, assistant to the
minister of the interior, it is stated,
will receive the responsible post of
minister of the interior, while M. Ko-
kovsoff desires to retain, as far as
possible, his present colleagues. It
is possible, however, that two or three
of the ministers will retire.

Among the candidates mentioned
for the portfolio of minister of affairs
now held by M, Zazonoff, is ex-Premi-
er Goremykin.

VERY SOON

Much  Excitement In Political
Circles In Ottawa Over Pros-
pect Of Clash—The Con-
servatives Are Ready.

Ottawa, Ont., March 20.~There is
considerable excitement in political
circles today as the result of the in-
timation given by the Toronto Globe
and other Liberal mewspapers, that,
in the event of the opposition refus-
ing to vote supply or otherwise block
the business of the House, there miy
be an appeal to the country by the
government.

The Canadian fiseal year concludes
on March 31ist, when the government
will require funds to carry on the
business of the country, With the
object of getting the money voted and
ascertaining what is the policy of the
opposition in regard to supply, the
Globe says that the estimates will be

dered almost cont ly for
the next two weeks, the reciprocity
debate occupying the attention of the
House only one day in each week.

In the event of obstructive tactics
being adopted by the opposition it is
sald that the government will force
the opposition to git night and day in
an effort to push business through.
Only in the event of supply being de-
finitely refused would there be an ap-
peal to the countrys

Conservative Opinion,

R. L. Borden, the opposition leader,
when questioned @8 to the attitude of
the opposition to this challenge, re-
fused to discuss:the matter publicly,
saying that when the gevernment made
known its intention in the House he
would be ready with his reply.

One of the responsible Conserva-
tives when asked for an opinion, said:
“It 1s not the usual thing for a gov-
ernment. desirous of getting out a
supply bill, to introduce the subject
by a column of blather in the Globe.
1f, however, the government considers
that these tactics mre likely to be
successful, they are at perfect liberty
to go on, and I hope they will be
satisfled with the result.”

The questicn had been agitated am-
ongst the people of the St. John val-
ley and they had sent a strong dele-
gation to Ottawa. Prior to this the
provincial government had assured
the delegaticn that the terms could
be agreed to at once. On the other
hand there had been delay on the part
of the federal government in answer-
ing the delegation. When the reply
did come it was through the extraor
dinary agency of Mr. Carvell, the
member for Carleton.

Mr. Pugsley interjected that the
provincial government had never com-
municated with the Dominlon govern-
ment on the subject.

Mr. Pugsley Corrected.

Mr. Crocket corrected the minis-
ter.

The disease ie, how-
ever, of a very mild type, and no
alarm is felt. There were four new
cases of typhold reported since Satur-
day. The epidemic has, it is believed,
reached its height.

SOFT NOSE BULLETS

Usage Of War Being Violated
By Both Sides In The Mexi-
can Insurrection — Many
Soldiers Wounded.

El Paso, Texas, March 20.—Soft
nose bullets, forbidden by the rules
of war, are being used by both sides
in the Mexican campaign. Colonel
Cuellar, who commanded the Mexican
troops at the battle of Casas Grandes
reports officially that nearly all of
the wounded men received thelir in-
juries from soft-nosed bullets. The
report also comes from Aguas Prieta
that almost every federal soldier
wounded there was shot with a soft-
nosed bullet.

The Herald correspondent wires to-
day from Hermosillo, Sonora, that he
saw the Federals march out from there
on Saturday with their belts full of
soft-nosed bullets, He says there were
no_hospital appliances and no doctors
with the Federals.

IN DEFENCE
OF HER HONOR

Young Italian Girl, Charged
With Murder, Discharged
By Vermont Jury After Tell-
ing Her Own Story.

Poultney, Vt., March 20.—Accepting
the girl’'s statement that she had shot
Luigl Vermillo in defence of her hon-
or, Judge F. G. Swinnerton, of the
Rutland Municipal Court, today de-
clined to hold Camila Covino on a
charge of murder and discharged her
from custody.

Before a crowded courtroom, the
young Italian girl took the stand and
admitted that she shot Vermillo, a
fellow countryman, 456 years old, who
wag & boarder at her parents’ home
in this town,eon the morning of Feb-
ruary 16 last.

She sald that Vermillo entered her
room before she had arisen, insulted
ber, and attempted to drag her up-
stairs into another room. She man-
aged to break away from him, and
ran back to her room, where she se-
cured a shot gun. Then going into
the hallway, the girl testified, she shot
Vermillo.

“1 hardly realize what the charge is
against me,” she continued. “Why,
in my country 1'd have a right to shoot
a man who insulted mr2.  America is
more free than Italy they say. The
man attacked me, so why could I not
shoot him here? He insulted me, and
then I shot him."”

After hearing the girl's testimon:
Judge Swinnerton said that he believ
ed she was justified in shooting Ver
millo since she had acted in defenc:
of her homnor.

Vermillo died two weeks after the

shooting in a hospital at Albany, N. Y.

Reciprocity Sympathizers Are
Among Students And Over-
turn Mr. Sifton’s Carriage
And Set Fire To It.

Montreal, March 20—~The introduc-
tion of the McGill students into the
anti-reciprocity demonstration tonight
was hardly the success the promoters
looked for. At 7:30 Mr. Sifton ad-
dressed the McGill men in the Union.
His speech was not a success, a ga-
thering of about forty reciprocity men
having ensconced themselves in the
gallery from which they continually
hurled interruptions. Then Mr. Sifton
and Prof. Leacock were placed In a
carriage drawn by students and the
route to the Windsor Hall taken up.
Half way to the hall, there was an
organized rush of the reciprocity men,
the carriage was overturned and Mr.
Sifton and the Professor were com-
pelled to walk the remaining distance.

The carriage was speedily recaptur-
ed, and taken up to the McGill
grounds., Here it was filled with
wood and set ablaze.

The fire brigade was called out and
extinguished the fire. Once more gain-
ing possession of the remains of the
vehicle, the students drew it through
the principal streets, adding to the
hilarity of the occasion by breaking
car windows and a few store windows,

The police so far had not interfered
to any great extent, but when the
procession returned to the McGill
grounds they made up their minds
that it was time for the students to
disperse. A rush was made and there
was some clubbing, Some of the stu-
dents beat a retreat to the Y. M. C. A,
pursued by the police. The students
got out the hose of the building, and
turned it on the bluecoats, whom they
also assailed with snowballs, The
police finally won out and the students
were dispersed. Several arrests were
made.

The bill to amend the act respect-
ing rates and taxes was then taken
up, its purposes being to repeal sec-
tion 2 of the act passed at the last
session of the House exempting from
taxes property used.for water pur-
poses for another municipality.

Hon. Mr. Maxwell explained that
schools and other necessary undertak-
ings in the parishes outside St. John
city had been interfered with and de-
clared that the amendment to the act
WAas necessary. .

Hon. Mr. Hazen moved an amend-
ment to safeguard the interests of
communities taking properties for
water purposes hereufter,

Hon. Mr. Grimmer  explained that
the act ag it stood wrought hardship
in Charlotte county where the town
of St. Stephen had expended about
$100,000 in water system improve-
ments and the parish of St. David
was unable to accept taxes on an
assessment of $5,000 which had been
agreed upon. The bill was agreed to
with amendments.

Bills to provide increased aid for
the University of New Brunswick, and
provide for two councillors being
elected by the ratepayers of the town
of Marysville as members of the York
County Council were agreed to.

Hon. Mr., Hazen moved that the
time for the introduction of private
bills be extended for one week.

Hon. Mr. Maxwell suggested in cone
nection with the issue of bonds, that
some provision might be made for the
guarantee of insurance of the town's
bonds so that there would be no pos-
sibility of danger to bondholders and
the legislature would not then be
called upon to guarantee the bonds
and see that they were paid in case
of a misfortune, such as occurred at
Campbellton.

Mr: Maxwell Resumes Debate.

On resuming the budget debate afs
ter recess, Hon. Mr. Maxwell sald
that the hon. gentleman from Northe
umberland had criticized the governs
ment Jor spending so much money on
the report of the royal commission of
inquiry into the affairs of the New
Brunswick Coal and Railway and rathe
er called on the government to take
some action to recover the money
which, according to the report, had
been misappropriated.

He (Maxwell) considered the ree
port one of the most valuable ace
quisitions of the history of political
life in this province, ever placed bes
fore any legislature.

The report which was signed by
three honorable men, one of whom
was a supreme court judge of this pro-
vince, proved that never before in the
history of Canada were there such
dealings in carrying on public busis
ness. It was a history of “Fremzied Fie
nance” without a parallel,

Juggling With the Bonds.

It proved that hundreds of thoue
sands of dollars of bonds guaranteed
by the province were tossed about
from one end of the country to tha
other as small boys would toss a foots
ball from one side of the street to the
other,

Those who were charged with hand.
ling the public business did not know
where these bonds were and in ond
case $450,000 of bonds were guarane
teed and the cash drawn, and for two
vears there was no record of them in
the office of the receiver general and
the government in no place had any
record that the bonds had been guars
anteed. In fact the first knowledge the
receiver general's office had was when
they were called upon to pay the third
or fourth installment of interest due
on the bonds.

Large blocks of these bonds were
hypothecated in different places for
monies advanced and as high as from
615 per cent. to T per cent. intérest
paid thereon.

This is de-
nied by Sir Wilfrid, but I claim that
neither he nor any of his supporters
was elected to effect this treaty which
we are discussing tonight.”

After the rebuff at Washington in
1898, a fiscal policy was settled upon
which the Liberals appealed to the
country ‘in 1900. This was discussed
and approved by almost every province
of the Dominion, so it was not merely
adopted by the government, but ap-
proved by the people thén and again
in 1904 and 1908, while at not one of
these elections was a single syllable
breathed regarding reciprocity.

Mr. Sifton quoted planks from the
Liberal convention platform of 1893,
when the Liberals considered that
Boston and New York were our Na-
tional ports and any attempt to make
a Cavadian port was a fight against
geography.

said Mr, Sifton, “which
maintain have been discarded, and
they had not been abandoned 1
should not have remained a member
of the Liberal party in parliament or
a member of the Liberal government
“But Laurier says this policy was
not abandoned, but only held in abey-
ance.” (Laughter.)
Proceeding, Hon., Mr. Sifton quoted
speeches made by Sir Wilfrid in
which he declared against trading
with the United States and in favor
of Great Britain. And also in sup-
port of the Grand Trunk Pacific pro-
ject, in which he enlarged upon the
ne ity of trade east and west, and
prayed to Heaven that thes Dominion
was not too late in building the new
railway to save the country from, in-
cursions from the United States.
“Therefore,” sald Mr, Sifton, “I have
shown you that four times has the
prime minister deliberately and cate-
gorically stated he wanted nothing to
do with the Americans, and that reci-

procity - was at an end—that is his
own clear statement. Therefore, he
could not de correct in saying that

reciprocity was not at an end, but held
in abeyance

“It was publicly abandoned and re-
canted by the leader of the govern-
ment. And.I veunture to say that-tens
of thousands of people supported the
government at The last two elections,
who would not have supported it if
he had not been so clear upon this
very point

“It is therefore for these neasons
that T say it is the government which
is at fault, and not myself or our
other friends who oppose this policy.
We still support the pdlicy which was
advocated before the people of Canada
and desire only that the government
shall stick to the policy which the
government put into effect and which
was so preeminently  successful in
in the affairs of the country.”

$145,000 annual interest charge, which
had been chargetwr 1o this province as
& public debt, and all of which is
chargeable to the late administration,
The report of the Royal Commission
furnished a history of transactions in
bonds unparalleled in the anunals of
any province in this Dominion, and
proved a lesson to patriots that they
should be careful not to vote for the
return of the gentlemen to this legis-
lature who justified every act of that
old administration when they were in
this House, and in control of the
affairs of this country.

An Unauthorized Liability.

The committee also decided to re-
commend the council to ask the Ie|ls-
lature to int a Royal C
to draw up a charter in accordance
with the needs and the requirements
of the commission principle if the
citizens vote for its adoption, and if
not to consider and report on the ad-
visability of making such changes in
the present form of civic government
as may commend themselves to the
commisgsion after a careful study of
local conditions and local needs,

The bill now before the legislature
to incorporate the New Brunswick
Hydro-Electric Company was consid
ered at some length but nothing defin-
ite was accomplished, ' Questions of
compensation for the use of the
streets and to provide for the use of
the present poles were taken up.

The Hyf§iro-Electric Bill.

H. A. Powell, K. C, W. E. Foster
and Percy Thomson were present at
the meeting, and were heard in con-
nection with the bill which asks that
the New  Brunswick - Hydno-Eleetric
Company be given the privilege to en-
ter cities and municipalities and run
their wires through the streets. They
said that unless they secured the pri-
vilege of entering and doing business
in St. John they would have to with-
draw the bill, as it would be idle to
attempt to develop any neighboring
waterpowers unless they could sell
power and lighting in the city. They
expressed a willingness to accept am-
endments to the Dbill calculated to
protect any legitimate rights.

A special meeting of the council
will be held on Thursday to consider
the bills which were discussed by the
bills committee yesterday.

chooner Ella M. Goodwin, missing
with her captain and crew of nine men
since Jan. 21, when she was last seen
oft the Newfoundland coast in a driv-
ing gale.

Report of sighting the schooner last
Friday night was brought here last
night by Captain Marsters of the
steamer Cacouna, on his arrival from
St. John, N. B.

The schooner was sighted standing
to the south-southeast, showing no
lights, but its drifting form clearly
outlined in the moonlight, Captain
Marsters said. Shorn of her topmasts
the schooner still had the fortstaysail,
foresall and storm trysail set. This
is the ordinary rig of a fishing schoon-
er, and strengthens the belief that the
vessel may be the Goodwin,

It may be that the schooner report-
ed tonight by Captain Marsters is the
same recently reported from Curling,
N. F.,, as being imprisoned in the ice
off the Newfoundland coast, and that
she drifted to where she was seen
on Friday.
