sanitation. That he was a genius 
must be acknowledged. Hie keen ob­
servation and forethought saw the 
opening for assisting that degraded 
and poverty stricken mass whom the 
influence of the various churches 
does not reach, and the Salvation 
Army is the result. The marvellous 
growth of the organization, the broad 
scope of its work and the remarkable 
achievements in spite of obstacles, 
Show the true genius of the man. In 
the choice of his lieutenants is to be 
found another sign of his genius, 
while his wonderful administrative 
ability made him Indeed a leader 
among men.
Senator Daniel drew attention to 
some of the institutions founded in 
St. John. In these the needy and dis­
tressed are looked after and given 
every care and attention. Only by 
those who are In close touch with 
the workings of the army, and who 
are alive to the conditions can the 
work of the army be fully appreciat­
ed. The enthusiasm of General Booth 
was one of the chief factors in the 
success his cherished project attain­
ed, and this quality he seems to have 
passed on to the officers and soldiers 
under his command. The important 
part which the army is playing in the 
way of helping the suffering of this 
city cannot be too greatly commend­
ed.

In a few words Commissioner Rees 
introduced Col. Mapp and paid a tri­
bute to his work during the four years 
he has been in Canada, and said that 
in the euccess which has marked the 
efforts of the army during these years 
a large share of the credit belongs to 
Col Mapp.

Col. Mapp, In making his farewell 
address, referred to ht» first visit to 
Bt. John, and recalled the words of 
encouragement and welcome tendered 
him on that occasion by Senator 
Danish

Although he has since that time been 
a frequent visitor to this city, the 
chief secretary said that the plea­
sure derived from coming here has 
by no means grown less.

"My first word,” he said, "on this 
occasion must be one of thanks to 
those who have expressed the welcome 
to your city. To those who have gath­
ered here I offer my appreciation, and 
recognising that despite meny other 
duties which I know are Incumbent on 
you you have come here, I assure you 
of my sincere gratitude for your pres­
ence. The words of greeting extend­
ed by the chairman and others will 
prove to me a pleasing memory in 
that new field of labor to which I go, 
and will bo an encouragement and 
spur to greater etort In the future.

St. John's Progress.
"I cannot let the opportunity pass 

without offering a word of congratula­
tion to the citizens of Bt. John on 
the evidence of progress and prosper­
ity since my lest visit. On all sides, 
to the visitor, there are apparent 
signs of development, and my wish and 
prayer la that the future of this city 
may be a bright and happy one.

"It has been announced that my ad­
dress this afternoon should take the 
form of a farewell. But ae all my 
life, since early youth, has been 
spent in the ranks of the army, my 
words must deal with what pertains 
to the army.”

Col. Mapp then narrated In an in­
teresting manner the etory of hie en­
try into the ranks of the army while 
a bey In India. Blnoe then he has 
labored In the ranks, winning promo­
tion frequently. During his connec­
tion with the organisation he hie 
worked in seven different countries 
and has esan the work In nearly all 
parts of the world where there are 
branches of the army.

progress of the Army. Although It 
haa been In existence only forty-seven 
years, he said, It haa become one of 
the greatest organisation» In the 
world. At Its Inception difficulties al 
most insurmountable were presented;

Sunday was a day of particular In- FORTUNEterest to the Salvation Army officers 
and ettldlere gathered in this city in

Rev. W. B. Couper, of Tor­
onto,Delivered Able Address

Yesterday, Bible Sunday, wee ob­
served in the majority of the Protes­
tant churches In the city when spe­
cial services were held. The object 
of Bible Sunday Is to stimulate in­
terest in the work of the Bible Socle 
ty so that funds may be collected to 
assist the society in the distribution 
of Bibles, printed In many different 
languages, among the heathen no­
tions and tribes. In aid of this good 
cause Rev. W. B. Cooper, general sec­
retary of the Canadian Bible Socle 
ties, preached In the Centenary Meth­
odist church yesterday morning and 
in the St. Andrew's Presbyterian 
church In the evening.

In St. Andrew’s church last even­
ing Rev. Mr. Cooper delivered an able 
end forceful address. In opening hie 
address he pointed out that the 
church and the Bible societies depend­
ed upon one another to a great de­
gree and together had done much 
good work, proof of which was being 
continually given.

He pointed out that the Bishop of 
Nyanaa lamd In Central Africa In his 
reporta to headquarters had spoken 
highly of the work done by the Bible 
Society, stating that the Bibles print 
ed in their native tongue were doing 
great work in the hands of the na­
tives. This bishop alee wishes on hie 
return to civilisation to apeak of this 
great work.

The Bishop of Madras, said Rev. 
Mr. Cooper, In one of his letters homo 
had stated that in his twenty years’ 
experience ho would hot have been 
able to produce the résulta be had 
without the efforts of the Bible So­
ciety to aid him. It. la onay, said Mr. 
oeoper, to exaggerate such things, but 
that undoubtedly the Bible Society 
wa» doing excellent work and as the 
church depended on thorn to continue 
so they depended upon the church. 
Another point in favor of the Bible 
Society mas the great attraction 
which the Bible seems to have for 
the Mohammedan.

000,000 per annum. There are six companies engaged in 
this trade, and they pay 6 to 16 per cent, on their capital 
Invested.

The meat, once frozen In New Zealand, is kept frozen 
throughout Its long Journey and until It is ready for sale 
to the consumer. Carbon dioxide has replaced ammonia 
as the means of maintaining a low temperature; the re­
frigerating works are so managed that there is a high 
degree of economy. All by-products are utilized profit­
ably. It is estimated that the application of the refrig­
erating process has Increased the wealth of New Zealand 
by $600,000,000, and its value to England must be enor­
mous.

William Strachan. of Fairvllle, aged 
62, a watchman in the employ of the 
Partington Pulp and Paper Co., was 
drowned yesterday morning at eleven n 
o'clock when he fell into the mill pond 
while attempting to cross from the I 
wharf to a scow. The body was re­
covered by Allan Green and Wm. Lin­
ton last evening at a quarter to eight.

Exactly how the accident occurred 
la not known, but Walter Clnkham, 
Joseph Troux and Leonard Power, 
who were all at work In a scow, state 
that they aaw Strachan standing on 
the wharf and as a Joke one of them 
asked him If he wanted a Job. After 
this they continued with their work 
until they heard loud criée for help 
coming from the direction of the mill 
pond and hurrying to the side of the 
scow, saw Strachan struggling about 
In the water, which at that point, the 
tide being high, was thirty two feet 
deep. They at once started to rescue 
the ill-fated man. but before anything 
could be done Strachan had sunk for 
the last time.

Clnkham and hie fellow laborers at 
once sounded a general alarm with 
the result that the rest of the men 
employed at the Partington Pulp and 
Paper mill turned out with grapples 
us did several of the members of the 
Fairvllle tire department. Grappling 
was kept up all day, but it was not 
until a quarter to eight last evening 
that the body wes found by Allan 
Green.
