Britain Desires Peace, Says Prentier Asquith, but 
When It Cornes It Must Mean “Securities of 
Weak, Liberties of Europe and Free Future of

ROUMANIA PRAISED AT LORD MAYOR’S BAN­

QUET—NO SEPARATE PEACE POSSIBLE DE­

CLARES PREMIER — GERMANY RESPONSIBLE 

FOR ARMENIAN ATROCITIES.

London, Nov. 9.—The banquet of the new lord mayor of London, 
Blr William Henry Dunn, wae fllven at the Guild Hall tonight, and wao 
attended by Premier Asquith, cabinet ministers, members of the dio- 
lomatlc corps, Including Walter Hines Page, the American ambassador, 
and men prominent In the military and naval world, among them Lord 
Fisher, chairman of the Invention Board; Arthur J. Balfour, first lord 
of the admiralty, and Sir William R. Robertson, chief of the imperial 
staff at army headquarters.

The leading speech of the evening was delivered by Premier 
Asquith, who, In alluding to peace, declared that nobody had greater 
reason than Great Britain to desire peace, but that It was desired on 
only one condition—that the sacrifices of war should not have been 
made In vain.

Tribute to Roumanla.
A feature of the speeches was the 

tribute of admiration on the 
by Roumanie, and the expres­

sion of tiie opinion that although the 
attack on Roumanie had not yet been 
defeated, it had been successfully 
stayed. Mr. Asquith began hie speech 
with a reference to Tuifcey, which 
country he described as subservient 
agent of German interests and ambl 
tion, as was instanced, he said, by 
the fact that by lifting a finger Ger­
many might have arrested the Ar­
menian horrors, but Instead looked on 
unmoved, acquiescent and possibly 
oven complacent

"That,” said the premier, “is a sig­
nificant sample of what a continuance 
of the rule of German Turkey in 
Europe will mean/'

The Entente Success.

Mr. Asquith said he would refrain 
from any detailed review of the naval 
end military situation, he dwelt, how­
ever, on the continued Entente Allied 
success, and said the British navy 
wae ready, and more than ready, 
whenever opportunity was offered to

of simple self-interest, than to estab­
lish and maintain the best industrial 
and financial relations with neutrals.

Alluding to the different methods 
of propoganda which he said were 
employed at different places with a 
view to dividing 
influencing opinion in favor of a sep­
arate peace, Mr. Asquith said:

"I desire to declare, without hesi­
tation or reserve, that the Allies are 
fighting in a common cause, that for 
the purposes of war their interests 
are Identical, and that a victory secur­
ing those interests is, in our Judgment, 
the only condition of a lasting peace. '

As to Serbia.

Continuing, Mr. Asquith said he de­
sired to mention that hitherto no Ger­
man propagandist had éver suggest­
ed that Germany was prepared to 
concede anything to the demand of 
the Allies for the reconstitution and 
independence of Serbia.

Alluding to what he termed the 
propaganda conducted in Russia, to 
the effect that Great Britain's only 
desire to prolong the war and prevent 
any sort of peace was because she is 
making huge profits by exploiting her 
Allies unscrupulously, the premier 
said: "For us, who know what terri­
ble sacrifices (we are paying in pre­
cious lives, in the unceasing, pitiless 
drain upon our reservoir of potential 
promise and vitality—who have great­
er reason than we to long and pray 
for peace? Peace, yes, bul on one 
condition only—that the war, with 
its vast waste, its sacrifices, its un­
told sufferings, lta glorious and un­
dying example of courage and unsel­
fishness, shall not have been In vain.

No Separate Peace.

Æ was to prevent Greece from becoming

to save her from internal strife. 
Whatever apparently drastic meas­
ures had been taken were directed 
solely by the necessity of preventing 
Athene from becoming the centre of 
German propaganda and intrigue.

Position of Greece.
Declaring that the Entente Allies 

were in hearty sympathy with Bleu- 
theros Venizelos, former premier, Mr. 
Asquith asked how Greece could ;ios- 
sibly stand aloof from a war for the 
emancipation of smaller states.

"Greece,” Mr. Asquith" continued, 
••first lit the torch of liberty in 
Europe, and withstood the inrush of 
eastern barbarism and tyrany. May 
Greece rekindle her lamp and ihow 
herself worthy of her Immortal past. ’

Dealing with the general situation 
Mr. Asquith said:

"Let there be no illusion about onr 
enemies. They are great organizers 
end fine fighters in the'field. They 
are also, if not skilful, yet indefatig­
able workers* in the sphere of propa­
ganda, where they have a double 

^ttoottve—to divide the allies and cap- 
store neutral opinion."

Relatione With Neutrals.

"There can be no question of a 
separate peace. And peace, when it 
comes, be it soon or late—and I will 
not disguise from you, for a moment, 
my conviction that the struggle will 
tax all our resources and our whole 
stock of patience and resolve—the 
peace must be such as will build up­
on sure and stable foundations the 
security of the weak, the liberties of 
Europe and a free future for the 
world."

Mr. Balfour Speaks.
Mr. Balfour briefly denied the 

statements that the BeltlBh navy had 
accepted a passive role In the war, 
saying the Germans had refused to 
allow their ships to meet the British.

Germane Repulsed/
Paris, Nov. 9—A German attack on 

Sailly Saillieel on the Somme front 
last night was repulsed after, a brief 
hand-to-hand encounter. There was 
great activity of the artillery during 
the night.

The text reads:
“There were artillery duels and 

minor infantry engagements near 
Sailly-Saillisel and south of Pres­
sure, in which we cleared several 
positions and captured prisoners. 
Prisoners confirm that the enemy 
suffered heavy losses at 6allllsel. The 
enemy artillery violently bombarded 
the Douaumont-Vaux section; our ar­
tillery replied. On the remainder of 
the front nothing of Importance oc­
curred.

"Eastern army: There is nothing to 
report. The bad weather continues."

Von Mackeneen Repulsed.
Petroyad, Nov. 9—Continuing their 

offensive in Dobrudja, Russian troops 
have driven back advanced detach­
ments of Field Marshal Von Macke» 
sen's forces and progressed south­
ward, the war office announced to 
day.

Bucharest Nov. 9, via London, 
(4.62 p. m.)—The Bulgarian forces 
are retreating along the whole front 
in the province of Dobrudja, according 
to a semi-official statement issued bore 
today. As the Bulgarians withdraw, 
the statement says, they are ay ate- 
matically burning the Roumanian vil­
lages.

German claims of captures from the 
Roumanians between October 1st .nd 
October 21st, the statement adds, 
were exaggerated.

In comparison it is claimed that the 
exact figures of Austro-Germane tak­
en by the Roumanians in the same 
period were 5,822. The Roumanians 
also captured 25 cannon and 88 ma­
chine guns, as well as much booty.

In Dobrudja Hlrsova has been re- 
occupied, with the assistance of Dan­
ube naval forces. Before retiring 
the enemy set Are to Hlrsova and al­
so to the village of Topal.

Italians Capture 20 Guns.
Rome, via LonflSn, Nov. 9.—Italian 

forces, in their offensive against the 
Austro-Hungarian positions on *he 
Carso front, have captured a total of 
twenty guns, including thirteen of 
medium calibre, according to the Ital­
ian official statement issued today, 
wftlcly «metre:

New York, Nov. 10.—President Wilson has carried California and 
has been re-elected.

Fifty hours after the pelle cloaed in California, Republican Chair­
man Rowell conceded the state to the president. Thus the 13 votes 
needed to assure the president a majority in the electoral college drop­
ped into the Democratic column, and apparently ended the auspenae 
and anxiety of an election which has been almost unparalleled In Amer 
lean political hlatory.

Republican Chairman Wlllcox, when Informed that the president 
had carried California, only replied: “I have nothing to say."

Secretary Tumulty, at the summer White House at Shadow Lawn, 
sent the news by wireless to President Wilson on board the yacht 
Mayflower, en route to Rhine Cliff, N. Y.

California Savee Wilson.
The California returns showed that 

with only 47 districts missing the 
president's plurality In the state was 
3,018. Returns from 6,823 precincts out 
of 6,870 in California give Hughes 
462,226; Wilson, 465,244; Wilson's 
plurality, 3,018.

Barring some wholly unexpected 
turnover in the incomplete states lean­
ing toward Wilson, or a change on a 
recount, California's acquisition to 
the Democratic column gave the presi­
dent 269 electoral votes, three more 
than necessary to elect, without New 
Mexico's three. In New Mexico at 
midnight the president was leading by 
2,634 votes, with 168 districts miss­
ing, and it was not believed this ad­
vantage qould be overcome by Mr.
Hughes.

“If England had given this declara­
tion of neutrality,’* said- the chancel­
lor, “then she would not have been the 
object of the whole world's criticism, 
as Lord Grey thinks, but would have 
prevented the outbreak of war.

"Russia never would have decided 
upon this fateful step if ft had not 
been encouraged to do so from the 
Thames by actions and by failures to 
take action,’’

Berlin. Nov. 9, by wireless to Say- 
ville—Chancellor Von Bethmann-Holl­
weg announced today that after the 
ending of the war Germany would co­
operate in an endeavor to find a prac­
tical means for procuring a lasting 
peace by means of an international 
league.

Referring to the question of an in­
ternational league for the preservation 
of peace the chancellor said: 
never concealed our doubts whether 
peace should be guaranteed perma­
nently by International organizations, 
such as arbitration courts.

“If at and after the end of the war 
the world will only become fully con­
scious of the horrifying destruction 
of life and property, then through the 
whole of humanity there will ring out 
a cry for peaceful arrangements and 
understandings which, as far as with­
in human power, will avoid' the return 
of such a monstrous catastrophe. This 
cry will be so powerful and so justi­
fied that it must lead to some result.’’

Address Awaited Eagerly.

Chancellor Von Bethmann-Hollweg's 
address to the main committee of the 
Reichstag had been awaited eagerly 
on account of the semi-official an­
nouncement that he would make an 
important statement. The chancellor 
presented a new version of events in 
"the last days before the outbreak of 
war, particularly In connection with 
Russia's mobilizationi and efforts to 
avert hostilities.

The chancellor reerred to the situ­
ation on July 30, 1914, two days be­
fore Germany declared war on Rus­
sia. The German ambassador at Vi­
enna had been instructed to request 
Austria-Hungary, most urgently, to 
reaiih an understanding with Russia, 
making it clear that Germany did not 
desire to be drawn into a world war 
In consequence of disregard of her 
advice.

Austria-Hungary' agreed to Ger­
many's suggestion,

“With this,"’ the chancellor contin­
ued, "compare the following steps 
taken by Lord Grey ( British foreign 
secretary). On July 2, 1914, the Rus­
sian ambassador at London said that 
German and Austro-Hungarian circles 
were under the Impression that Eng­
land would remain quiet.

“This impression is removed by the 
orders which he gave to the main 
fleet. Om July 29 he informed the 
French ambassador of a confidential 
warning which had been given to our 
ambassador in London that Germany 
ought to be prepared for quick decis­
ions of England, which meant Eng­
land’s participation in the war.

British Backed Russia.
"Gould Lord Grey suppose that such 

a disclosure, made to the French am­
bassador, would be of service to the 
cause of peace?*’

New York, Nov. 9—Few civilians 

have had a more vivid glimpse of the 
fighting front of the British army than 
Mr. Alexander Watson, an elocution­
ist, who has Just returned from a 
three months visit to France, spent 
among the men.

Describing what he had seen and 
heard, Mr. Watson had an interesting 
story to tell. "Pve been along the 
front from Ypres to the Somme lines,’’ 
he said, “and the strength and magni­
tude of the British army appeared to 
me overwhelming, its organization co­
lossal. Everything Is wonderful, down 
to the food, and I may say that often 
1 had army rations which were far 
better than civilian food obtainable in 
many places.

“My visit was made under the aus­
pices of the Young Men’s Christian 
Association, which has about two hun­
dred huts and stations at and behind 
the front, some of them only a few 
hundred yards from the trenches. It 
was to meet these most advanced sta­
tions I went, and I gave recitals to men 
literally coming out of the trenches.

“I was sent directly from the base 
to the front, and. arriving first at a 
small town in Flanders, had my first 
taste of shell fire. 'The Prussians sud­
denly started shelling the place, and 
tor three days I was there, creeping 
out to give my recitals along a road 
which wa8 directly under fire. Shells 
came unpleasantly near our car some­
times, but the sergeant who had charge 
of me was kind enough to report me 
as ‘cool under fire.’ The day after I
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committeeman from Minnesota, tele­
graphed President Wilson this after­
noon that Minnesota would give him 
a plurality of 1,000.

tions over, it seems probable that the 
United States in a few days will 
awakem to the fact that the submarine 
issue with Germany has reached its 
most acute and perhaps final stage.

The state department has receive^ 
information indicating that the Ger­
mans have inaugurated a change in 
their submarine policy and have de 
elded to adhere uo longer to the rules 
of international warfare in the con 
duct of their submarines, regardless 
of promises to the United States.

From a high authority it is learned 
that President Wilson has made up 
his mind not to send any more notes 
to Germany on the submarine issue, 
and that, if it should develop that re­
cent cases such as the torpedoing of 
tlb* Arabia without warning are in 
violation of the laws of cruiser war­
fare and of the German promise to 
this country, the next step will be the 
dismissal of Count Von Bemstorff, 
German ambassador, from Washing­
ton, and the formal recall of Mr. Ger­
ard, American ambassador to Berlin.

Tungsten Mining Boom.
The Gleaner tonight states that the 

tungsten mines near Burnt Hill, York 
county, are being operated on a large 
scale, and are destined to become one 
of the foremost mining propositions 
im eastern Canada.

STILL IN DOUBT.

Although last night’s despatches In­
dicated that President Wilson’s gains 
seemed sufficient to place him in the 
majority in the electoral college, it 
was Intimated from several states that 
recounts would be demanded and held 
because of the closeness of the vote. 
Already such a demand has been made 
In the 'state of California and, what is 
more sensational, the secretary of the 
Anti-saloon League in that state has 
charged irregularities in connection 
with the voting there which, if proven, 
would not only upset the “wet or dry” 
phase of the question, but might also 
affect the national election.

Yesterday morning, Mr. Hughes, the 
candidate of the Republican party, still 
had a slight lead over the President 
The chief event of the day was the 
“switching’’ of the state of New Hamp­
shire from the Hughes to the Wilson 
column wfjich brought the Demo­
cratic candidate again to the front. 
Recounts have been demanded in Next 
Hampshire where the majority is very 
small, and there may be a further 
change.

If, as now seems probable, in other 
states where the majorities are so 
small that a recount might change the 
result, such a proceeding is demanded 
it may be a week before final facts are 
known. The situation is practically 
without precedent in the United States 
for while the Hayes-Tilden election was 
so Closely contested that Mr. Hayes 
had a majority of but one in the elec­
toral college yet the results were not 
so long delayed as the total vote was 
much smaller.

That, In these days with all the ad­
vantages of telephones, telegraphs and 
great organizations devoted to the pur­
pose of furnishing quick and accurate 
tidings of the events of the day, the 
election of a president of the United 
States should remain undecided for 
practically seventy-two hours after the 
closing of the polls is a most remark­
able situation.

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SIR GEORGE PERLEY.

Sir George Perley’s appointment 
to the position of Minister to the 
Canadian Forces Overseas, while It 
will mean additional work for Mr 
George, will be a distinct advantage 
to the Canadian forces already in 
England or on the firing line, and a 
good thing for Canada, t Of course the 
Canadians in the field are under Im­
perial command and control, yet the 
Canadian militia department has a 
great deal of business In connection 
with the soldiers on the move, In 
training camps In England and in 
hospital, as well as In respect to their 
pay and equipment. Recently mat­
ters of hospital supply staff and equip­
ment have been under investigation, 
and to refer all military matters jack 
to the department at Ottawa means 
a loss of time which would be pre­
vented by haring on the ground an 
official qualified and with authority to 
deal with them. A Militia Council 
with a minister as its head could set­
tle all such matters at once and with 
satisfaction.

Sir George Perley is a thorough 
business man, more of the type of Sir 
Herbert Ames than of the political 
type. He has been in large private 
business all his life, and in public 
business only a few years. In the 
office of High Commissioner he has 
paid little attention to spectacular 
functions, but has attended strictly 
to the interests of Canada, and of the 
Canadian people. The soldiers abroad 
have found him a sympathetic, pains­
taking friend, with the faculty of got 
ting the thing done that was needed. 
It may not be possible for any min­
ister of any country to carry on ‘he 
complicated business belonging to 
war, with all its emergency work and 
its unexpected developments, and not 
have some business done negligently 

- or stupidly by some of the officers 
who are called to military positions. 
But if Sir George Perley maintains 
his record he will reduce these mis­
takes and extravagances to a mini­
mum. It is a business concerned with 
millions of dollars and hundreds of 
thousands of men. and needs good or­
ganization.

The Italian forces are progressing 
in their attack in the Carso region, a 
movement which centres rather east 
of Gorlzia. Reference to the war maps 
will show this portion of the Isonzo 
front intervenes between the captured 
city and the sea. The country over 
which the actions are being fought Is 
particularly difficult for the attackers, 
for while it ia less mountainous than 
further west, its formation is better 
adapted for the effective use of artil­
lery and in addition it is possible to re 
treat without 'the loss of any partie» 
lari y Im portant point.

As General Oadorna’s troops had not 
previously made much progress at this 
point for several months it is believed 
that they have the ground well search­
ed and now are in a position to con­
tinue their offensive without rèverse.
A reviewer commenting upon the cam­
paign in the Carso area has this to 
say of the operation :

"From Gorizia eastward there ex­
tends a level piece of ground extend­
ing to the edge' of the Carso plateau.
The Italians crossed this level area on 
August 9 last but have since been stall­
ed at Vippachio and San Marco which 
mark the base of the elevation com­
prising the plateau. Eastward again 
is the Valions, a deep valley running 
about San Michele, the eminence car- 4 
ried by the Italian troops in the Aug- * 
uet rush. Ju*t on the other side of *

San Michele Is Oppachiaseila, mention- + 
ed in the latest reports from the fight­
ing zone, and Dobero. These points ♦ 
are on the Une between iSan Michele + 
and the sea. The whole Italian line, > 
therefore, may be represented by one 
drawn from west to east over a level 
plain, then through a deep valley, up 
a steep hill, 790 feet high, down the 
other side1 and then in a fairly level 
tine to the sea. The defenders, quite 
naturally, have selected the high points 
commanding the plain, the valley and 
the crest of the hlfi, which the Italians 
failed to take in the August dash.

Of the children dealt with the lives 

of many little ones have been bright­
ened, bettered and educated by chang­
ing in many cases the living conditions 
in their homes, by helping the par­
ents, by placing some in foster homes 
or institutions, by returning them to 
parents, providing necessary medical 
attendance, by furnishing food, cloth­
ing and fuel, in protecting some from 
the cruelty and neglect of their par­
ents, by paroling certain offenders in­
stead of sending them to prison, by 
sending some to school, and procuring 
employment for others.

Neglectful Parents.
While deliberate neglect has been 

shown on the part of parents, your 
secretary has Issued a warning, the 
notice that legal action would follow 
if conditions were not remedied im­
mediately, has always had the desir­
ed effect. Except In this city where 
some of the parents have been brought 
before the court, work of this nature 
called for action in Queens, Albert, 
Restigouche, Northumberland, Kings, 
Westmorland and St. John City and 
County.

The parents who have neglected 
their children belong to the follow­
ing classes: Drunkards, diseased, im­
moral, criminal, obscene, lazy, pro­
fane, street-walkers, fathers have de­
serted, mothers have deserted, hus­
bands separated from wives, wives 
separated from husbands, mentally 
weak fathers, mentally weak mothers, 
prostitutes, physically incapacitated, 
filthy house-keepers, husbands v non- 
supporters of family, no control over 
their children, unable to read or write.

Our society has cooperated with 
the authorities both in New Bruns­
wick and Nova Scotia In sending five 
men to the penitentiary for outraging 
Innocent girlhood; in one case tho 
child was only six years old.

Frequent appeals came to this office 
from outside quarters in behalf of ne­
glected children. In all cases I have 
directed the parties by letter how to 
proceed. In this is Involved a large 
amount of labor and anxiety, because 
of the legal questions Involved, and 

absence from the scene of opera­
tions. However, so far no complica­
tions have arisen.

History of Scottish Women's Hospltsle

The Scottish Women's Hospitals for 
Foreign service were founded In Oc­
tober. 1914.

Each hospital unit consists of from 
eight to ten surgeons and doctors, 40 
nurses, radiographer, bacteriologist, 
sanitary inspector, etc., etc. Frotn the 
head surgeon to the youngest orderly, 
the work is entirely carried out by 
women.

Belgium—The first unit sent out 
worked with the Belgian Arttty at 
Calais, and no greater praise could 
be given to the work than the fact 
that this hospital had the lowest death 
rate of any typhoid hospital In Calais.

Serbia—Four hospitals were estab­
lished at Kraguejvatz, Mladanavatz. 
Lazarataz and Valiejvo. During the 
typhus epidemic In one hospital alone 
750 Serbians received treatment.

During the recent invasion of Ser­
bia, the Scottish Women sent out 
field ambulances with the Serbian 
army, and established a huge dressing 
station with 600 beds and as many a® 
5,000 cases per week passed through 
their hands. Two -of the hospital 
units came out of Serbia and two re­
mained to nurse the Serbian wounded 
behind the Austrian lines.

A small animal ambulance, the lat­
est gift of Mr. and Mrs. Edmund T. 
•Pratt to the Angell Memorial Animal 
Hospital of the Massachusetts So­
ciety for the Prevention of Cruelty to 
Animals, which has Just been put in 
commission, is one of the most elabor­
ate ambulances of its kind in the 
world, says a American paper.

Gentlemen,—When we read each 
month a record of what the Canadian 
Red Cross Is doing in the way of «•»!>■ 
plying, not only its own hospitals, but 
many of those of its allies, with the 
articles so necessary to the work 
which must be done, we begin to re­
alize how great must be the quantity 
sent forward to meet the demand.
Here In New Brunswick as elsewhere, 
people have been steadily working 
with this thought in their minds, al­
ways eager to make and send on 
whatever Is most needed. During this n. 
past year in our provincial packing 
rooms we have received very nearly 
a thousand boxes and parcels of sup­
plies, which have been repacked and 
sent forward for overseas shipment.

their appearance In the province, two 
In Charlotte county, and one In 
Queens county. Two proved fatal, and 
one recovered from the disease, but 
the provincial board decided not to 
wait until the disease had reached the 
epidemic stage before grappling with 
It and prevent If possible any more 
case» getting into the province.

It was decided to place Infantile 
paralysis and epidemic cerebrospinal 
meningitis under rule 4 and other 
rules which call for quarantine, and 
all local boards of health will be giv­
en authority to place all cases of such 
diseases In quarantine.

Measures will also be taken to pre­
vent the introduction of this disease 
from Montreal where It is known to be 
at the present time.

The secretary of the provincial 
board will be instructed to corres­
pond with all places where the disease 
Is known to exist and advise them 
that persons coming to the province 
from such places will be liable to be 
quarantined in the absence of proper 
certificates showing that they have 
not been exposed to the disease.

The chairman of the board was not 
able to be present, his military duties 
keeping him In Halifax and Dr. L.

When the opportunity offered she de­
cided to go to the Labrador field for 
a time an dhelp In the splendid work 
which Is being done by these hospital 
stations along the' coast.

After having spent the last fifteen 
months there Miss Akerley Is quite 
enthusiastic over the country and is 
expecting to return for a time next, 
summer. She says the climate is ideal 
in the summer, her too hot 
too cold, and in the winter there is 
plenty of opportunity to coast, skate 
or snowshoe. The only drawback in 
the winter is the non-arrival of the 
postman, only an average of about one 
mail per month being received in the 
winter months. In the winter time 
all the travelling is done by dog teams 
and the mails are brought to them In 
that way.

Miss Akerley was stationed at Hos­
pital Island, one of the Harrington 
group. About 200 people have their 
homes in this group, which Is about 
four miles from the mainland. In the 
summer season all the male Inhabi­
tants of the Islands are engaged In 
fishing and in the winter In. trapping 
and peparlng their fishing gear for the 
next season. The people in this par­
ticular group are very industrious and 
most of them are fairly well to do. 
They have adopted modern methods 
of fishing, and every family has a mo­
torboat. Instead pt nets as we have 
them here they use a kind of trap 
which is anchored to the shore. This 
trip is 72 feet wide at its narrowest 
point and 96 feet long. In the centre, 
running from the shore is what Is 
called a leader and when the fish 
against this leader instead of turning 
around and swimming away they fol­
low it and go through the doors of the 
trap and are caught and sometimes 
Immense catches are made 
haul.
