Washington, D. C., Feb. 2—The ‘Gallin-
ger ship subsidy bill providing for South
American and trans-Pacific subsidized mail
routes, had a close call in the senate to-
day, being put through both the commit-
tee of the whole and the senate proper
by a vote of 40 to 3. The deciding vote
in each case was cast by Vice-President
Sherman after ties had been recorded. It
was the first time in the history of the
United States that a vice-president exer-
cised his constitutional prerogative of de-
¢iding a tie.

The debate on the bill was closed by
Senator Gallinger. He announced that
this would be his last effort to advance
American merchant marine by legislation
and those voting against the measura
would be responsible for the failure to re-
turn the American flag to the sea.

As passed the bill authorizes the pay-
ment by the post office department for
the carrying of mails of $4 per mile on
the outward voyage to second class Ameri-
can built vessels plying between American
ports and ports in the Philippines, Japan,
China and Australasia, and between Am-
erican ports and ports in South America,
south of the equator, and the payment of
42 per mile to third class American ships
similarly engaged.

NORTH SHOBE
DREDGIG WATFERS

Ottawa, Feb. 1—That a telegraphic error
lead to an expenditure of some’ $25,000 on
dredging at Dalhousie, was a curious fac
revealed at a meeting of the public ac
counts committee of the commons by Os-
wald Crockett, of York, N. B. The work
was done by A. & R. Loggie, during* the
summer of 1909.

Eugene Lafleur, chief engineer of the
public works department, who was the
witness, told .the committee that he had
sent a telegram to the firm to continue
the dredging at “Bathurst.” In some way
“Dalhousie’ was substituted and the firm
proceeded with the work there. The dredg-
ing at Bathurst was also continued be-
cause the department had advised the
district engineer that it was to go on.

On August 4 the district ;@mgineer was
notified that the dredging dat Dalhousie,
which was commenced on July 12, had not
been authorized by the department. This
notification was sent when the firm sent
in its veuchers for July. Up to the close
of July the firm had earned $5,043, but
the work was continued till October 7,
entailing a cost of more than $25,000.

Mr. Crockett quoted from the record
to show that the minister had said the
work was done under the directions of
the resident engineer. He asked if that
was 8o. Mr. Lafleur replied “it must have
been.”

(Carleton Sentinel.)

In the Standard of the 16th inst. the
following passage appears in an article
discuseing what the present government
of New Brunswick is doing for the farm-

ers, viz.: ‘“Today through the activity of
the department, potatoes are selling at a
higher price in Carleton county than
across the line in Aroostook. This is a
reversal of the order of things which pre-
vailed some years ago.” Possibly for sheer
nerve and impudence this exceeds any-
thing that has been written on the sub-
ject by any of the Tory papers or poli-
ticians. Surely the Standard cannot be so
ignorant as not to know that since pota-
toes have reached 81 per bbl. not 5,000
barrels of New Brunswick potatoes bave
gone to Cuba. In December there was not
even a sailing because no freight could be|
obtained, and in the Novembeér sailing only
12,000 bbls. were of New Brunswick origin.
As a matter of fact, nearly all of our po-
tatoes since November 1st are or have
| been going to the Canadian west, due to
| better prices being available there than
in Cuba, and yet the Tories are driven to
such a plight for capital that they will
print such nonsense as the above.

Possibly they have another motive just
now for whistling. It is well known that
Mr. Flemming and his friends, in their
blind partizanship, have done everything
in their power to prevent shipments by
the subsidized government line, and nearly |
a year ago DeWitt Bros.,, who up to that'

time had done an honorable and profitabls
business, were inducea to ship by other
means of transportation, which resulted
in an enormous loss. Then again they
were induced to do the same thing in
September last with like results. But be-
fore this they became actively under the
control of Mr. Flemming and his friends,
and a new company wae started in which
Mr. Mayes (of affidavit fame) and Mr.
Lockhart figured very prominently. They
advanced some money and got control of
the St. John end of the business, and it
looks as if their principal business ever
since has been to get enough out of it
to repay themselves. The farmers of Car-
leton county have been furnishing the hay,
oats, potatoes, etc., and now they are
anxious to kmow' where the proceeds of
their sales have gone. It did not come
to Hartland nor to the farmers.

We do know that $5,000 went to pay a
note on which Mr. Flemming was an en-
dorser, less than twenty days ago. It
would seem to be an unfortumate thing
for Carleton county that Mr. Flemming
and his friends have such. an advantage
over them, but then, of course, they are
on the inside. .

If Mr. Flemming had attended to his
lumbering operations in the Blue Hill
tract and elsewhere, instead of attempting
to make political capital out of the Cuban
potato business, in all probability it wonld
have been much better for DeWitt Bros.,
and certainly for about one hundred hou-
est farmers of Carleton county.

Everyone knows that the city has been
frequently thwarted in ite purposes and
intentions by the incompetency and indif-
feremnce of its own elected representatives.
In @ demacracy there are many-ways of
plundering the dear public, but -the most
exasperating way of all is the blundering
way of inefficiency. The offices of all gov-
ernments shiould be filled by persons who
have proved their fitness for the particular
work, and no other basis of choice should
be ®onsidered. In our government,
there has been a general feeling that one
man knew as much as another about
streets, schools, taxes, finance, sanitation
and the thousand intricate questions of a
great municipal business. The simple af-
fairs of a village or rural neighbarhood
might be run by neglecting the specialist
or the expert, but the complicated afiairs
of a commercial city demand\ study and
technical Kfesvledge. Our present system
has introduced and perpetuated wasteful-
ness and inefficiency in nearly all depart-
ments of civic administration. A radical
reform would encourage busy citizens to
take a more intelligent interest in civic
affairs, and go far towards introducing ap-
pliéd common sense to the city’s business.
Under the present order many citizens
consider it a waste of time to go to the
polls, knowing from past experience that
whatever the result it will means
fresh humiliation to the city when any
serious business is up for consideration.
But the issue must be disentangled from
all foreign matter and discussed in a large
way, free from personal and partizan con-
siderations. The commission idea was first
applied in Galveston, after the city had
been wrecked by flood, iis streets and|
harbor ruincd, its buildings wrecked, its
credit gone, its bonds fallen to sixty, its
population fleeing. It was for them a case
of civic life or death. The result has been
brilliant. The commission found the city
bankrupt; it has raised its credit to above
par.

Immediately after calving, the cow
should be fed rather lightly, ‘and her ra-
tion -gradually increased up to the end of
30 days, when she will have reached the
climax in milk production. Skill is re-
quired to bring a cow up to her maximum
flow and not have her drop back.

Age at Which a Heifer Should Freshen.
—If a heifer is to make the  best dairy
cow, she should freslten when she is from
two years to 30 months old. Some dairy-
men are of the opinion that heifers do not
make quite as good growth when milking

Rest Between Lactation Periods—The
freshening period is a very important
time,  and rest is necessdry, just before
calving, for the system to arrange itself
forithe ordeal. Rest gives a better chance
for the embryo to grow and develop dur-
ing the later stages. A cow should be
allowed six to éight weeks’ rest between
one: lactation period and the next; a
longer time does not work to her future
value. If allowed to dry off, say four
months after calVing, she will be inclined
to the same thing each year after that.
Especially is this true of the habits form-
ed in the heifer during her first milking
period. They are more easily fixed in the
young cow than with one that has been
milked for several years. Every effort
should be made to prolong the first period
of lactation well up to the second calving.
| Some of the best dairymen even cause the
heifers to be milked continuously for 14 or
15 months, so as to influence them in pro-
longed production. In order to do this,
great care should be exercised in proper
feeding, proper milkitgxk and treatment.
They should be milked, even though they
give only a small amount.

MONTREAL BOAA
OF THIDE AGHST
THADE AGREENENT

Resolution, Carried by Small Majority,
Condemning Reciprocity With Uni=
ted States.

Montreal, Jan. 31—By a vote of sixty
to forty-four, the annual meeting of the
board of trade this afternoon passed a
resolution declaring against the reciprocity
agreement with the United States. The
resolution read:

“Resolved that we, the members of the
Montreal Board of Trade in annual meet-
ing assembled, believe that the sober
sense of the country as a whole is against
any change in the trade policy under
which Canada has grownm to her present
admitted state of prosperity.

“That we consider it to be the bounden
duty of every Canadian to resist to thae
last anything tbat might endanger our
status as a component part of the British
Empire, and we fear that’ such a treaty
as proposed might easily prove to be tha
enfering of a wedge that would eventual-
ly result in a separation of our interests
from those of the motherland.

‘“That we. hereby record the unalterable
opposition of this board to the proposed
reciprocity treaty with the United States,
which treaty would involve the country in
dangers not yet fully realized, and we
consider that the government should first
ascertain the opinion of the whole coun-
try on this question and receive & definite
mandate thereon before committing it to
a change so revolutionary as this reversal
of its entire policy, threatening not only
the trade but also the more vital interests
of Cenada as a nation.”

A committee composed of the members
of the council and a number of leading
members of the board, was appointed to
wait upon the government and place tha
resolution before it. 7
