The Rector and people of St. George’s 
Parish, Halifax, have quarrelled'with the 

Bishop. A few weeks since the Rev. 
Herbert Mather, lately from England, 
began holding services in DeWolfe’s 
carriage factory, north side of the Com- 

To this the Rev. J. B. Uniacke, 
of the Parish, objected. 

He brought his objection (by letter) 
to the knowledge of both Mr. Mather 
and the Bishop. The latter main­
tained that he had a right to license cler­
gymen to preach in any place he pleased, 
and declined to withdraw the former 
from the field. Mr. Uniacke then decided 
to call a meeting of his parishioners and 
p lace the facts before them on Thursday 
evening. A meeting was accordingly 
held. The correspondence pro and con 
was read, and the whole matter was dis­
cussed. Expression was given to strong 
sentiments of opposition to the Bishop, 
and his alleged unjust interference with 
the rights of the Rector and Parishioners 
of St. Georges. A resolution passed to the 
effect that should the Bishop not recede 
from the position he has taken in the dis­
pute, steps will be taken to have it settled 
in the Supreme Court, or, if necessary, be­
fore the Privy Council of Great Britain. 
About six hundred dollars were sub­
scribed on the spot towards a fund for 
paying legal expenses should any be in­
curred.—Citizen.

Hon. Mr. Willis introduced a bill to in­
corporate the Orange body.

To-Day’s Proceedings.
Mr. Otty introduced a bill authorizing 

the appointment of Commissioners to 
ascertain and assess the amount due to 
the Commissioners of the Germantown 
Lake, due under Act 22 Victoria, chapter 
23; also a bill for admeasurement of 
dower and securing the rights of widows 
in the estates of their deceased husbands ; 
Mr. Robinson, a bill to Incorporate the 
Eel River Boom Company, and a petition 
to further the object of the same.

The House went into further considera­
tion of the biU relating to Fredericton 
assessment, and agreed to the same.

On motion of Mr. Adams, the House 
went into Committee of the Whole on a 
Bill authorizing the Justices of the Peace 
for Northumberland to rent a suitable 
place in Newcastle for a Lock-up, and 
legalize the same ; and the BiU was agreed 
to without amendment.

The House then went into Committee 
on Robinson’s bUl authorizing the County 
CouncU of the Municipality of York to 
issue certain debentures, 4c., and agreed 
to the same without amendment. Hon. 
Mr. Crawford’s bill relating to the several 
County Courts of New Brunswick was 
further considered by the committee of 
the whole House, and, after much discus­
sion, the first section relating to the City 
Court of St. John, was ordered to stand 
over, and the committee proceeded to 
consider the remainder of the bUI.
