11000 INMIERANTS

S. A. To Bring them Here
Before May Ist

- (Toronto News.
Immigration to the extent of
11,000 persons, including servant
girls, farm help and factory hands,
is the plan of the Salvation Army
for the spring of 1906. A'l plans

have been carefully laid.
“Immigration on such a large
sale has never before been success-
fully performad by any colopiz-
ation or immigration official,
either government or otherwise,
with such handicaps as the Sal-
vation Army has had, and will
have,'to overcome,” said an Army

official to The Sunday World,

“In the first place, although' it
is comparatively easy to obtain
immigrants, it is extremely diffi-
cult to get the class required for
this country, and as .the Army
has received favors and encourage-
ment from the . government we
must do our utmost for Canada’s
welfare in the matter of -bringing
or sending to this . country re-
sponsible, men and women who
will ultimately become Canadians
and who will bring some money
and resources into this country,

““This class of persons is extreme-
ly hard to induce to leave home, fas
has been proved many times.

“Some trouble in the matter of
transportation has also been over-
come. The Armyj] intended to
charter a vessel from each of the
ocean lines,—Allan Line, C, P. K.
Line and Dominion Line-- but th.
Allan Line could not afford  to
lose cne of their vessels for the
time required on account of being
handicapped now by recent mis-
haps to the steamers Victoria and
Bavarian. The C. P. R. have
only thre¢ ships on the ocean
route, and they: would not con-
sent, so that only one vessel could
be . chartered outright from the
Dominion Line.

“Either the Kensington or the
Southwork will make three trips
“during the month of May, and
will bring out nearly 5000 people;
for the rest, accommodation will
be secured oneach of the other
lines, and the whole party of
10,000 will be in -Canada Ly the
first of May.

ARCHBISHOP CRUCHESI'E
TEMPERANCE CRUSADE

Montreal Prelate’s Manda-

THE CITY OF CROCODILES.

An Ancient Site Said to Have Beea
Built by Pharaoh.

* The crocodile, one of the most sacred
animals of the east, has given its name
to several ancient sites. Of the various
‘“cities of crocodiles,” the names of
which have been handed down to us by
Herodotus, Pliny and Strabo, perhaps
the most striking was the “Crocodilopo-
lis” of the ancient Egyptian province of
Fayum, which, according to tradition,
was built by that pharaohiwho “made
the lives of the children of Israel bit-
ter with hard service.”

This' province lies within an almost
complete circle of hills—a little oasis
in the midst of the desert, where roses
and grapes mingle with figs aud olives
and luxuriant paln trees grow almost
into forests.

Its capital is Medinet, and a little to
the north of the city are a number of
irregularly shaped mounds. Beneath
these are the ruins of the pharaoh
built “Crocodilopolis,” the “City of
Crocodiles,” later called Arsinoe, and
the shrine of the sacred crocodile of the
neighboring Lake Moeris, which was
then 450 miles in circumference.

This lake held the sacred crocodiles,
and as each died in turn it was buried
in one of the 1,500 underground sepul-
chers of the world famed “Labyrinth”
at bhand, side by side with the embalm-
ed Dbodies of successive pharaohs.

THE NAME AMERICA.

When It Was First Preposed For the
Newly Found Continent.

The name of America for the newly
discovered continent was first proposed
in the little volume put forth at St. Die,
in the Vosges, in the year 1507 by
Waldzeemuller, better k#own by the
Hellenized form of his name, Hyla-
comylus. Three or four editions of this
treatise were published at St.' Die be-
fore 1507, and a few years afterward
an edition without date was printed at
Iyons by Jean de la Place. All these
editions are of extreme rarity, and
probably that printed at Lyens is the
rarest of all, though the library of the
British museum possesses two coples
of it. It has never been suggested that
any maps were engraved to accompa-

ay either of the editions, but it has al-

ways been supposed that the earliest
map with the word “America” marked

.on the new found world was the “Ty-

pus Orbis,” engraved on wood for the
‘“Enarrationes Joannis Camertis in C.
Julii Solini Polyistora,” printed at Vi-

enna in 1520 for Joanpes Singrenius.

In this map“the new world is répresent-
ed as a long island, on which is the in-
scription: “Anno d. 1497 haec terra cum
adjacentibus insulis inventa est per
Columbum Ianuensem ex mand«to re
gis Castelle. America provincta.”’

BRET HARTE AS A HUNTER.

The Reassuring Message He Receiv-
ed After am Accident.

During the time he acted as United
States consul in Glasgow Bret Harte
occasionally indulged in a day's sport
with the gun, and it was during one of
his shooting excursidns that the famous
American author met with an accident
which might have disfigured bhim  for
the remainder of his life, his face be-
fng badly cut through the recoil of an
overloaded gun. FKortunately the doc-
tor's skill prevented him from being
permanently marked.

Writing about the occurrence to his
friend, T. Edgar Pemberton (who
quotes the letter in his “Tribute to Bret
Harte”), the novelist concludes his_let-
ter by telling of an amusing effort
which was made to console him on ac-
count of the accident.

“When the surgeon was stitching me
together,” he wrote, “the son of the
house, a boy of twelve, came timidly
to the door of my room:

“Tell Mr. Bret Harte it's all right,’
he said. ‘He killed the hare.””

Preservative Peat.

Peat possesses wonderful antiseptic
and preservative qualities owing to the
presence of tannin, iron and other sub-
stances in it. Here is an instance: At
the time of the covenanters, in 1685,

“three men were shot at a place called

Crossgelloch on the moors above Old
Cumnock, in Scotland. In 1825, when
a monument was being erected to their
memory, the workmen came upon the
corpses rolled in their plaids. The bod-
ies were in exactly the same state as
when they were buried. The moss had
preserved them as if they had been em-

balmed.

Artificial Flowers.

It was in Italy that a demand for ar-
tificial lowers first arose. This was due
primarily to a caprice of fashion which
demended that during festivals blos-
soms in and out of their seasons should
be worn and also to the fact that their
color and-freshness were stable. Later
on, in the middle ages, the artificial so
far superseded the natural that both
men and women decked their heads
with imitation flowers of cambric, pa-
per, glass and metal. The best artificial
flowers are now made in Paris.

Lexpoy, Dec. 26 —The  corres-
poadent of the Daily Telegraph at
St Petersburg in a despatch dated
at 6,45 p. m. Dec 25 says:

“At an early hour this morning
the cascualties at Moscow were es-
timated at 5,000 killed and 14,000
wounded, with the fighting still
proceeding.

““The inhabitants of Moscow have
been forbidden ‘to leave their
dwellings after 7 in the evening.

“It is impossible to move about
thecity in consequence of the
frequency of stray bullets. Many
innccent persons have been acci-
dentally killed.

“A scarcity of provisions is
threatened.”

The same correspondent, tele-
graphing at 10.38 p. m., says:

“Your Moscow correspondent’s
telegram have not been accepted
because all private messages were
refused this afternoon.

“It is learned, however, that
cannon firing is now proceeding in
various parts of the city where
tonight, very near the railroad
stations, the barricades erected by
the revolutionaries are being des-
perately defended.

“The Kursk terminus at Moscow
is being pillaged and many wagons
loaded with provisions are being
looted.

“The emperor is engaged daily

in rencwing at Tsarskoe Setoe the
regiments of the 'St Petersburg

district. The spirit of the troops
is decidely loyal, :
“From fragmentary accounts
received from Moscow 1 gather
that the civil war has brought no
decesive action, but only a thick-
ening of the blood clond, an in-
tensifying of the horrors and an
increase of the prevailing biiter-

e
ness,

“ReBeLs’ FooL-HARDY CoOURAGE.”

“The driving forca behind both
the troops and the rebels is no
longer that of enthusiasm or of any
human impulse. It is the force of
superhuman hate and hence the
deeds reported are not the acts? of
patriots, soldiers or otherwise, but
the encrmities of mad men.

“Itis impossible to understand
how any emotion, even of the ex-
tremes of despair or hate, can im-
partgsuch fool-hardy outragd as
some of the rebels display.

“Forevery barricade destroyed
Sunday two or three appeared in
other places. Orders were given
by the revolutionists to shoet only
When there was good hope of
bringing a man down, but other-
wise to tire out the troops until
they lost patience,

“In the meantime 1n their
houses, the bulk of the population
cowers in the inmost recesses of
kitchens and cellars, striken with
fear and trembling at every boom
of the cannon orthe explosion of
a bomb,

“The most iurprising thing of all
is the loyalty of the troops,” which
nobody here auticipated.

“Talking swith an intelligent
group of St Petersburg revolution-
ists, I was informed that while
they believed the strike would be
victoriong, they fully realized they
were staking everything upon the
issue and that failure would set
back their cause for several years.
They said they were devoting their
efforts to shaking the foundations
of Russian finance, in full conti-
dence that once the existing regime
was overthrown they could as
quickly build anoth.r and that
foreign nations would be asready
toadvance money to a democratic
republic as to the autocracy. They

were inciting the peasantry to com-

AOMIRALTY CASE

In Pouilot Vs. Lady Eileen,
Judgment Was Reserved

The case of Pouliot vs, the Lady
Eileen was concluded yesterday
afternoon and judgment reserved.

In the morning F, S. Blair.
manager of the steamecr, indentified
a chart of the Restigouche River
and Bay Chaleur.

Mr. Mott argued for the defense,
Capt. Pouliot had been guilty of
several acts of disobedience. He
did not stop at places when ordered
to, and on being ralled to account
told Mr. Blair he must be insane
or a drunkard. His service was
unsatistactory in other respects.

The ship was not kept clean and
discipline was bad. -

On the evening of June the 20th
Captain Pounliot was ordered to
leave Delhousie and come to
Campbellton, the regular terminus.

He wired back: Will leave
Dalhousie to-morrow at daybreak
or when I think proper. This was
insubcrdination and Mr. Blair
dismissed him the next day, The
plaintiff claims it was not safe to
go to Campbellton, but the evidence
shows the night was clear, the
channel was well lighted and every
witness stated that if they had
received such an order they would
have brought the steamer to Camp-
bellton that night, There were
two small buoys in the channel,
but they werenot dangerous,

The steamer ran over them in
the day time and
injury. As a consequenceof the
captain’s disobedience the mails
missed the outgoing trains at Camp-
bellton and were detained twenty-
four hours. The lady Eileen
was subsidized to carry the mail.

Mr. Mottlclaimed that all wages
were forfeited as this was a
rightful dismissal and year was
not complete, In the case the
plaintiff should not recover costs;
as he furnished no. accounts before
action was brought,

Mr Hazen, of the plaintiff,
contended that the coutract was
by the month and that as two
months’ service were completed no
wages could be forfeited.
