MAINTAINING HIGHWAYS

The old time lheorv of road muln
tenance was to go over the road with
some kind of a scraper or drag in the
spring and push the dirt, mud and
dust from the gutter into the centre
of the road. The next time it rained
all the loose material went back into
the gutter.

Then came a period when large
sums were spent in substantial con-
struction along leading highways, but
there was no sufficient plan for main-
tenance. As soon as a little hollow
got started it would keep growing, and
in one or two seasons became a very
bad hole.

In many localities the system of
road patrolling is now established.
The patrol arrangement may be sim-
ply one man who carries a spade, pick
and scraper. He is perhaps mide res-
ponsible for a 20-mile stretch. When
he, sees a hole starting, he fills it up
before it gets worse. Persistent work
of this kind at very moderate expense
will save a very costly construction
job later on.

Shortage on Yukon
River.

Officials of the Department of In-
dian Affairs report that the catch of
salmon at Yukon Indian centres last
year was much smaller than usual,
although, fortunately, the shortage
has mnot been sufficlently acufe to
create serious conditions. The de-
crease in the catch-of salmon is at-
tributed to the operations of a floating
cannery at the mouth of the Yukon
river. The most disturbing feature is
that the establishment of a large can-
nery at this point is likely to seriously
effect the future fish supply in the up-
peér waters of the Yukon, Last year's
scarcity of salmon in the Yukon did
not result in extreme hardehip to the
Indians, but it is pointed out that, had
game been scarce at some of the

, 8 a4 1ly happ the
situation would have been a very
serious one. The effect was most pro-
nounced at Rampart House, situated
200 miles up the Porcupine river,
where there was almost a total lack
of salmon last season and the Indians
were unable to dry any for winter
use. It is essential that the food sup-
ply of the Yukon Indian cemtres, of
which salmon i» & very important
item, be not emdangered by cannery
operations of such & nature as to im-
peril this means of subsistence.

Source of Mosquitoes.
The time to eliminate the mosquito
nuisance- is right now. It is folly to
wait until the hibernating mosquitoes
find suitable breeding places to deposit
their eggs and to continue their propa-
organizing efforts to

The whole matter of eliminating the
Jmusqulm is to prevent its develop-
| ment. The first wave of warm weath-
ier favors the development of the
| mosquito. It is therefore considered
!tlmely that every housekeeper who
| desires to be free from this disease-
| breeding and annoylng pest make a
complete survey of the home in the
effort to remove all sources which
favor the development of the mos-
| quito. The back yard should be
cleaned of all recaptacles, barrels,
cans, bottles and other rubbish, which
may retain sufficient water to attract
the mosquito.

Clogged rainspouts, which cause the
rain water to accumulate on the roof
and to become stagnant, should be
cleared and mended. Very often a
mere depression in the ground may
act as a receptacle for water In which
mosquito eggs may develop. In fact,
any object capable of holding water
may, during the spring and summer
months, act as breeding places.

The unsuspecied flower-pot saucer |
containing water is a fertile source of |
mosquitoes in the home. The unused
wash pitcher and bow! containing just
enough water may account for the an-
poying mosquito in the bedroom.
Leaky pipes, clogged drainage, sinks
and the like are also insanitary condi-
tions which favor the mosquito de-
velopment.

Trap Fishing Great Sport
on the Yukon.

Late in the fall, rs soon as the i«'e’

Is thick encugh to walk om, which
takes only two or three nights of good :
frost, the Ixdians fish through the ice |
with nets, and later on, when the ice |
gets too thick, fish-traps are set fnr:
catching lusk and white fish. In set-|
ting nets under the ice several holes
are made in a straight line about tenl
feet apart. i

The holes are about a foot in l“ﬂm-[
eter, or large enough for a man lol
shove his arm in and take hold of a |
pole that is pushed from one hole
another with a long piece of rope at-|
tached it one end. The other end of
the rope is attached to the net that
is to be drawn underneath the ice for |
setting. When the net has been drawn |
under, both ends are tled to long poles |
planted firmly in the river bed, the
upper ends of which are held in place |
by cross pleces or poles tled to them !
on top of the ice

While set, the net must not at |\n_\mj
time touch the ice, as in a short time
it would freeze to the surface and
cause a lot of extra work on the part
of the owner. So, to avoild this, the
net' is tled to poles just far enough
under to prevent it from touching the
ice, but not too far, or the fish would
go over the net and not be caught

The setting of fish-traps requires
more work, because holes have to be
made through the ice large enough to
the traps If a trap were
eight feet long and four feet ide,
a hole about a foot larger 2!l round
would have to be dug. Besides dig- |
ging holes through the ice for the
traps, long trenches have to be meade |
to receive the trap fences

These trenches are about a foot
wide, the length depending upon the |
depth of the water and the swiftnees |
of the current in that location. Fish-
ing through the ice requires great en-
durance on the part of the fisherman, |
as he has to work with bare hands in |
freezing water, while the thermometer |
registers many degrees below zero

Our Natural Resources.

The country which would guard its
future must exercise the greatest care |
in the utilization of naturel resources.
Prodigality has too often been mis- |
taken for development. The fact
that capital comes to a country for
profitable investment #» not an un-
mixed benefit, and may
greedy eyes are seeking new flelds
to conquer after home indusiry has
been “developed” to a standstill, The
supply of some resources canuot, of
ocourse, be maintained forever, as in
the case of coal, the formation of
which i& beyond human power. But
our forest resources, our fisheries and
the fertility of our agricultural areas
must be preserved. That such has not
been done in the past is indicated by
the fact that the oMer wheatgrowing
districts of the West must now be used
for mixed farming, some of our fish-
erfes have declined greatly in value,
and good lumber has increased enor-
mously in price !

The protection of these resources
assumes a consideration of the future,
too distant to permit of the problem
being handled in the ordinary political
field. The connection between ordin
ary government departments and the
demands of the public is too close to
allow them to handle the problem. It
is for this reason that ocounservation
can be best carried on by a body such
as the Commissionr of Oonservation in
Canada, which was established for the
purpose.—Mouetary Times.

Building By-laws Should be
Enforced.

In most of our cities and towns a
bullding code exists. The ostensible
purpose is the regulation of building,
prevention of fire danger to life and
property, and the conservation of
health.

It is interesting to note, from the
report of the last annual meeting of
the Dominion Assoclation of Fire
Chiefs, the efforts which are made to
evade the provision of the building
code and the success which attends
these efforts. Many of these fire
chiefs, experts in fire prevention, gave
their experiences.

One fire chief sald: “Your muni-
cipal council will sit for hours and
draw up bullding by-laws, and, in the
next 24 hours, when they meet again
the bydaws are all cast aside that
some building may be erected in con-
travention of the by-laws. e
There are lots of -aldermen who do
not want to break these by-laws, but

An-
other ex-chlef sald: "“There was a
rooming house that I did not approve
of. The aldermen even sald they would
not sleep in the -building, but, before
my time, a license had been granted,
and they said if I did not approve of It,
it would bankrupt the man who bulit
it. I pointedrout that they were put-
ting dollars ahead of lives. I was
then dismissed from the city for not
approving of that.”

In interpreting the amendment to
the Criminal Code passed at the last
session of Parliament, Mr. G. D. Find-
layson, Superintendent of Insurance,
épeaking -at the meeting of the ‘Do-
minion Fire Prevention Committee,
sald: “Under the first clause, any per-
son upon whose..premises Jfire oecurs
ls deemed -tp have caused the fire-by
negligence if ‘he-has falled -to comply
with ‘any.regulations~designed (o ‘pre-
vent fire -Non-compliance is the proof
of ‘negligence, and this 1s-a question
of fact to be determised by a jury.
Notification of a~breach-of.the-law 4s
not provided.for, as. every person Is
presumed-to be famillar with thedaw.”

In view of the experience of the-fire
chiets above noted, well may it be
said, as expressed hy Mr. W. H. Shap-
ley, Chairman of the Fire Prevention
Committee, that “the change that-haa
been made in the Criminal Code
should -have a good effect If we can
find--anyone loyal enough to the {n-
teresis-of the Dominion to enforce the
law."”

Raising Mink.

At the recent fur auctions in Mont-
real, the price of mink skine averaged
$20. The better skins sold for $30 up-
wanrde to $76 for one very choice lot.

Mink is a handsome, durable fur. It
has been demonstrated that minks can
be kept in captivity. They require
little space and can be cheaply fed,
provided one can obtain fresh fish or
fresh meat practically all the time.
Persons who llve near the sea-coast
would appear to be in a advantageous
position for the rearing of this anl-
mal. Once the difficulty of obtaining
stock, which, for purposes of domes-
tication, must be taken young, has
been overcome, the prospective raiser
of minks ought to be in a fair way to
success.

The principal diet of minks should
always be meat or fish. English spar
rows, mice, frogs, rabbits, scraps of
butcher's meat, small or coarse fish
and fish heads, may be mentioned as
examples of the sort of feed for minks,
They will also learn to eat -cereals
jweadily and they may be given well-
posoked greaham mush with milk, to-
Jwbther with ground meat or meat
breth. In feeding cereals, however,
cxre should be taken not to cause
‘@darrhes. In winter the food is best
sorved warm. As to quantity, about
4 ounces of meat daily is sufficient for
an adult.

Cages may be about 4 feet by 8 feet
and 16 inches high. They can be made
of l-iach mesh, No. 16 gauge, poultry
netting. These cages are to serve as
e runway. The dens should be quite
warm. A good den can be made by
putting a box about 12 in. x 12 fn. x
18 In. inside a similar, but larger box,
and packing the Intervening space
with straw. The entrance should be
in the form of a passage sloping down-
wards towards the outside. Fine hay
should be provided for the nests.

The mating season is in February
and March. The young are born ia
April and May, about 4 to 6 in a 1t
ter.

T™he Cow's Udder in Health and
Di

sease.

The cow’s udder is divided into four
quarters, two on each side, with a well-
marked line of separation between the
two sldes. Each quarter is separate
or independent of the others, but the
dividing wall of tlssue can scarcely be
seen, Fluid containing coloring mat-|
ter injected into one quarter has been|
found not to pass to another quarter.|

A teat connects with each quarter.|
Bach teat has one opening, contains|
folds of mucous membrane, has mus-[
cular fibres strengthening its walls,|
and also acting as drawstrings to keep&
the opening shut.

The upper end of each teat enters .i
milk cistern into which open numerous
Iarge tubes, The large tubes lead into“
many smaller tubes and myriads of |
tiny ones which enter the true gland|
tissue of each quarter, each of which|
ends in a little reservoir or space
where miik is manufactured. I

Congestion of the Udder |

When the udder becomes engorged |
w.th arterial blood at milking time, or!
just prior to calving. the condition is
pmormal; it is not a symptom of dis-|
ease. If such a condition should con-|
tinue, -hewever, and were not relieved
by escape of venous blood thrcugh the
veins -to-the heart. inflammation would
ensue, That is what happens in gar-|
get, which means inflammation of the
mammary gland. :

Cons'derable enlargement of Um!
wdder before calving, especially in|
heifers, is indicative of milk produc-
dng capacity. Usually it is accompan-
fed by escape of blood serum into the
surroundng tissues and this causes a|
doughy swelling which extends to or,
beyvond the navel and upwards be-|
tween the h'nd legs, sometimes as far
as the vuiva |

‘Ouerfeeding and of exercise'
tend to induce or aggravate excessive,
congestion of the udder. Botter man-|
agement usually will obviate this.
Bhouid it o the heifer or cow,
should receive much lass feed, have
‘her howels opened with cue or moeve
four o six-ounce doses of Glauber's'
malts in warm waier. She should be
wel!l exercised daily and have her|
wdder weli massaged several times a'
day. ¥ the congestion then persists
or scems alarming, a T.tile of the milk
or seram v be strinped away twice'
deily and the vdder may be given a
thorough rubbing with a mixture of‘
egqual gqaantiiies of compound soap|
finimient, alcohol and extract of witch,
hare! Blood may be present, but,
subsides under the treatment adviced.'

Simple Mammiic or Garget. !

When congestion lapses into inflam-|
mation, the mucous menbrane lining|
of the large ducts in the teats and
quarieis, or of on2 teat and its quar-
ter, swells, reddens and discharges
mucos. just as happens when one has
a ¢old in the head evidenced by runm-
ming of the nose and redness and irri-
tation of the membranes. If the in-
flamination spreads to the small tubes
and {ubules, a condition similar to
bronchitis is caused. When the reser-
voirs become involved the trouble is
like severe bronchitis; and when all
of the tissues surrounding the reser-
voirs are affecled and the reservoirs
and tubules fill.up and the gland solidi-
. fies, the condition approximates that
of pneumonia. Fever rarely is pres-
enl in simple mammitis, while the
appelite may be unimpaired and the
cow may show little discomfort.

Common.causes of simple mammitis
1 are chill, bruising, incomplete, mughl
| or irregular milking, coming in heat,|
fndigestion, excessive feading of pro-|
tein-rich feed, injury. Unprotec!edi
concrete floors tend to induce slight|
chronic garget. Running of cows in
summer followed by standing in cold|
water, or broising of the distended!
adder hetween the thighs, when the|
cow is made to run before milking, are|
other causes

Treatment consists in giving one
: pound of more of Glauber's or Epsom
salts, along with one-half cupful each
of salt and molasses in three pints of |
warm water, slowly and carefully|
from a long-necked bottle. This may
be followed once or twice daily, aec-|
cording to severity of attack, with|
one-half ounce each of powdered|
pokeroot and saltpeter in soft feed or|
water. Local treatment consists in|
milking clean every two or threei
hours, bathing the udder at such
times for fifteen minutes with hot
water, and once or twice daily rub-|
bing in a mixture of one part each of |
turpentine, and fluid extracts of poke-
root and belladonna.

Acute and Contagious Mammitis.

Germ infection is the common cause|
of severe or acute mammitis which
causes a rise in temperature, loss of |
appetite, lameness. stiffness and pain.
The milk curdles, whey forms, the‘
n}ilk is brown in color and after a'
time may contain pus. Abscesses may |
form and discharge. The cow becomes|
weak and thin and rarely makes a per-|
fect recovery. Usually the quarter of’
the udder attacked either continues)
to discharge thin, pus-like or bad-
emelling brownish fluid, or all secre-
tion ceases and the quarter hardens
and loses its function. The discharge
from the udder, or the milk secreted,
contains the infective germs and may
cause the same disease in a clean cow.

The causes are those of ‘simple|
mammitis when infection follows, or
infection may be the cause from the
start; usually it is. Another diseased
cow in the stable may be to blame,
but the disease may be brought in by
a new milker and be carried by his
hands or by the cups of a milking ma-
chine not properly cleansed and
sterilized.

Milking tubes, not sterilized before
insertion in the teats, commonly lead}
to the worst forms of mamiitis. When
the disease spreads from cow to cow
and remains in a stable month after|
is termed con-|
tagious mammitis. In this form ths}
udder may become gangrenous nnd‘;
the affected parts slough off, if the

| cow does not die of poisoning, shock|

and exhaustion.

Treatment consists in instantly
isolating the affected cow and keeping
her separate until perfectly well. This
should be mad: the invariable rule
when anything goes wrong with a
cow’s udder. Such practice would pre-
vent a host of troubles in the dairy
stable. Internal treatment is the same
as for simple mammitis, but tincture
of aconite is used to abate the fever
and belladonna is used to ease the
pain and reduce inflammation of mu-
cous membranes. Doses of pokeroot
also are larger and more frequently
given. The udder may be kept in hot
poultices of antiphlogistine, spent!
hops or oatmeal porridge, or may be|
covered with clean cotton waste to be
kept saturated with hot water. Milk-
ing should be done often, accompanied
by massage of the udder. Twice daily
from the firat, the veterinarian—for
one should always be employed in such
serious cases—rubs in some favorite
preparation which he has found effec-
tive. We like a mixture of equal

ated’ oil and compound soap liniment
at first; if not effective, use one part
of mercurial ointment and three of
lard, lanolin or soft soap. Later full
strength mercurial ointment may be
used, or campho-phenique, while iodine
ointment often is helpful. Jlodide of
potash also is given after the first
symptoms pass off, and in all cases of
contagious mammitis a trained veter-
inarian will give hypodermic treat-
ment with serum or bacterins against
pus. The stable should be thoroughly
cleansed, disinfected and whitewashed,
under- direction of the veterinarian.
Affected cows should be milked last
or by one who does not attend to the
other cows.
Teat Troubles and Treatment.
Filth and germ infection cause most

teat troubles. Cleanse teats and udder|

each time before milking. Keep floors
clean and disinfected. Supply plenty
of clean bedding. Milk with clean,
dry hands. Keep the finger nails
trimmed short. Sterilize milking
tubes if they have to be used. Often
these instruments are a chief cause of
ruinous mammitis. A large, clean
clove, oh which carbolized vaseline or
benzoated oxide of zinc ointment has
been applied often serves well as a
teat plug, between milkings; or a
lead dilator or plug may be used.

When sores form on the tips of the
teats immerse the teats twice daily
for five minutes or so in hot water
containing all the boric acid the water
will dissolve; then apply iodine oint-
ment to all sores of the teats that are
obstinate in healing,  Benzoated oxide
of zinc ointment is excellent for chaps
and slight sores; so is carbolized
vaseline.

To sores of more severe character
apply glycerite of tannin, after the
boric acid solution bath, or use a three
per cent. solution of balsam of Peru
and alcohol, or carbolic acid and
glycerine,

False openings or fistulae of the
teats require an operation by a veter-
inarian when the cow is dry; mean-
while, coat them with flexible col-
lodion or cover with a strip of sur-
This treatment some-
times helps; often it fails.

When docking lambs I hold the four |
feet together, and tightly against my |
body. There are two methods of dock-
ing-—one is by cutting off with a sharp |
knife, and the other is by Imrnlngl
with a hot iron. The latter is prefer-|
able, especially if the lamb has a large
tail. The hot iron sears over the
wound and prevents bleeding. If the
lambs are old, it is well to tie a string
around the stump to help stop the
flow of blecd.

1 have practiced shearing sheep ear-
ly for a number of years, aud I believe
it the best plan I figure that I can-;
not afford to cause the flock a month
or six weeks' discomfort for the sake
of an ounce or two of wool or an ex-
tra one-eighth inch in the length of
the fleece.

My experience has been that early-
shorn sheep are no more subject to
cold than if the wool is on, The rea-
son for spring colds is usually ex-
pesure to cold rains, and sheep should
be kept out of such rains, whether
shorn or not I always shear my
own sheep. Not being able to get
the work done when I wanted it
caused me ‘to undertake the job, and
now [ do not depend on someone else
doing it for me. I shear whenever
the weather becomes warm enough to
cause the sheep discomfort.

To shear, I set the sheep up on its
rump on a olean platform or floor. I
begin at the head, splitting the wool
down the throat, breast, and belly. I
shear the entire head and neck first,
with the sheep resting against me. In
this way, if the sheep does not kick
too much, the wool comes off in one
unbroken fleece. At no time during
the operation must the sheep get its
feet on the floor. If it does, trouble
is sure to start. As long as all four
feet are off the floor the sheep will

iand tied on top, and when taken out

To tie the wool I use the old wool
board, as it leavea the fleece in bet-
ter shape than tying by hand. In the
cbaence of tkis I use a half bushel
and, with very large fleeces, a bughel
measure. 1 place three strings of
woel twine acroes this measure.
Working the fleece inic a little mn.‘
flesh side out, I start it into the mea- |
sure with the back of the fleece down. |

When it is {n the measure the belly
will be well wesked In toward the
centre. The twine % then workel up
the fleece will be in a neat, compact
bundle, flesh side out, and the work
will be almost as well done as by the
use of the wool boards.

When I do not wish to sell the wool
as soon as shorn. I select a large box,
as free from holes ana cracks as pos-
sible, large enough to hold the wool.
I line the box with one or more blank-
ets, and start packing the wool in the
bottom as tightly as possible. When
the wool is all in, 1 place another
blanket over the top and put on a
lid tightly.

This box should be placed on blccks
at least a foot off the floor, to lessen
the chances of mice working in‘o it
When handled in this way wool will
stay in prime condition a long time,
and 1 have never had any loss from
shrinkage. I have weighed the wool
when put into storage, and again
when it came out several weeks later,
and when well packed it has never
lost weight.

WITHOUT A

If the old statement, that a penny
saved s a penny earned, holds good
anywhere, I find that it holds good on
what I get out of a garden. The vege-
table crops you grow for your own use
can rightly be credited on your books
at just what it would cost you to buy
the meat or canned goods they take
the place of—thet ie why it pays me
handsomely to grow my own Vvege-
tables for my own table, even when it
might not pay me to grow them for
market.

First of all, let ms say, 1 have my
garden near the house. That may
seem, first off, like a fool sort of thing
to do when I have half a dozen spots
on other parts of the farm where the
soil is as good or beiter, and which
could be prepared for planting more
conveniently, but I only have to pre-
pare the garden for planting once in the
eatire season, and I have to plant and
cultivate and keep careful watch of it
week in and week out for many
months.

Furthermore, as the chief object of
the garden is to help out with the
table, I want it handy, where the wo-
men-folks can slip out and get a mess
of vegetables without having to upset
the whole morning’s "7ork, let the fire
go out, and run a chance of the baby’s
falling down the well while a trip is
being made over into the field beyond
the pasture to pick a basket of peas
or string beans or get a couple of sum-
mer squash.

Incidentally, too, many of the
troubles which I would experience
with rabbits and wood chucks and
some other garden pests which are not
likely to be serious unless they get an
uninterrupted start, I don’t have with a
garden that is right near the house.

In the second place, I realize at the
start that my garden spot is capable
of yielding me more profit in propor-
tion to the space it occupies than any
other crop I grow on the farm and fer-
tilize accordingly.

Fertilize Generously.

After the.first few days I feed crack-
ed wheat and corn, and a little fine
dry catmeal. The poults must nct be
stuffed, but fed frequently on light ra-
tions, which is the way they eat when
following the turkey mother on the
range. Green food is essential in thelr
diet. Fine grit and Iresh water must
be available at all times. Sanitation
is very important, and it pays to scald
the feed dishes freguently. The tur-
key is raturally a wild bird, used to
a wide range.

 Welfare of

Let Us Eat More Intelligently.

Dy a more intelligent mothod of eat- |
Ing we can materially decrease our |
food budget In these days of inﬂnmdi
prices. There can be no doubt that
the ever-increasing high cost of living
or décreasing purchasing power of
the dollar has been the greatest single
factor in bringing about industrial,
sccial and labor unrest inasmuch as
oven with the materially increased
revenue of the wage earner, he finds
that at the end of the month he is no
better off than in pre-war tlmnes when
he was only recelving about one-half |
the wage that he receives now. It
must be apparent then that we re-
quire more accurate knowledge as re-
gards Intelligent eating.

By this we mean from 3 to 4 ounces
of proteins or muscle-bullding ma-
terial, such as meat, eggs, milk, cheese,
peas and beans, and approximately the
same amount of fats, such as butter,
fat meats, etc., and about 1 pound of
carbo-hydrates, such as cereals, bread,
vegetables, sugar, and certain fruits.
To this must be added, however, the |
ingredients essential for supplying all |
the needs of the body, in addition to |
those already mentioned, such as the
various salts and so-called vitamines,
and these are found plentifully in the
various kinds of green vegetables,

such as spinach, Swiss chard, beet|-when the skin is not broken, it constl-

tops, cabbage, carrots, etc. Hence
the great necessity of growing -shese
vegetables abundantly Iin our back
yards and on our vacant lots, where
they can be indulged in unsparingly all
through the Summer months at least.
We no longer look upon fruit and
vegetables as luxuries, but as abso-
lute necessities. They are requisite
for health, and, consequently, for ef-
ficient labor, If we are going to maln-
tain our bodles in a it condition and
with proper development, we .must’
use fruits and vegetables freely and
give them to the chlldren in an ap-
petizing and healthful form. If our
children are not fond of vegetables,
we must put forth every effort to-cul-]
tivate- in them the taste for them.

The kind of & seed bed that answers
every purpose for oats or fleld com,
or a potato planter, lsn't ready for
garden seeds, such as lettuce or car-
rots or ondons.

When 1 learned better, I harrowed
my vegetable garden until it could be
made no finer with the bharrow, and
then raked it over with an iron rake,
before planting. Small seeds that are
to be covered only onefourth te ome-
balf inch deep, if they are to have
any fair show toward coming up even-
ly, must bave a smooth, mked-over
surface for panting.

After I found this out, I dide’t have
trouble in getting good “starts” of the
differenit vegetables I planted.

Pays to Plan Garden.

I have found from experience that it
pays to plan the garden in advance of
planting. An hour or two of an even-
ing is ample to jot down on a plece of
paper the amount of space I have to
devote to my garden, and just how to
use it. How many rows of beans and
peas, how many tomato plants, how
many rows of beets and carrots, etc.

I have found that the advamtage of
making a plan is that it enables you
to have things in the right propor-
tions, instead of all together—too
much of one thing and not enough of
another. The plan should show also
what things to plant a second and
third time In order to keep up the sup-
ply.
One reason why farm gardeners of-
ten do not succeed, is that the plant-
ing is delayed until most of the fleld
crops have been put in. Early planting
is one of the chief factors of success.
As a matter of fact, the early things
can be planted in the garden just as
soon as the ground Is dry emough to
be worked-—long before it is safe to
plant potatoes or corn.

Plow the garden just as early as it
is fit to turn over, and then get in your
onfon sets, smooth peas, spinach,
radish, beets and carrots as soon as
you can—cabbage and other plants

can go in a week or so later, also |
wrinkled peas, |

Much of the success with early cab- |
bage, and other things of which grow-"
ing plants are set out, will depend on |
the character of the plants. Most tel- |
lows look for the biggest plants they‘
can get; I know, because I've sold
many thousands of plents. Size, how-
ever, is of only secondary comsidera-
tion. It's more important to have
them stocky and well hardened. Soft,
green plants, direct from a warm
greenhouse, will be put back so much
when set out that it takes them weeks

as early as I can work the soil—I
don’t keep putting it off until after I
get the farm crops in. I plow it all|
and harrow it thoroughly, even though |
I can plant only part of it right oft.r
The paft I do not plant will .\prnutf
some weeds, but they can be killed
with another harrowing, or by raking, '
in one tenth of the time it would luko'
me to hoe them out of a growing crop.
Moreover, by getting the entire patch
plowed and harrowed thoroughly the !
first thing in the seascn, I am saving
all the moisture possible against the
dry weather that's pretty sure to come :
sometime during the summer

But getting enough plunt focd into |
the soil is only half the story. The
first two or three years I tried to have
a real garden, a good many of the |
things 1 planted failed to come up
aatisfactorily. Of course, I blamed the ;

Just how important it is to prepare the l

to get over the check, even if they
survive.

In setting out plants, I use bone
meal, or a mixture of bone and tank-
age, in the hills. This mixture will
give them a quick start and that dark
green color every gardener likes to
see, without any danger of burning
the roots, which ther> is sometimes
when mixed chemical fertilizers are
used

If the larger leaves are cut back a
half at time of planting, especially if
the weather is dry and warm, they
will be set back less. Cut out a good
ball of roots and soll with each plant.
Of course, the plants should be set in
very firmly and deep enough to bring
the lower leaves well down to the
ground

If the soil is so dry as to make the
yse of water neceseary, put it in the

GROUNDS

The readers of these articles do not
need to be convinced of the !mport-
ance and educational value of child-
ren's play, Among the intelligent
parents of to-day it is now largely &
question of ways and means. Play
apparatus such as slides, swings, see-
saws and sand boxes are belng pur-
chased and set up in yards and gar-
dens on every side and most schools
are now well equipped with such de-
vices. This provision for occupation
is good-—very good—as far as it goes,
but it does not go far enough.

An observer of children at play
knows that the usual types of appara.
tus furnish them many well occupied
hours, but it Is a common occurrence
for these expensive articles to be de-
serted for the street, the vacant lot,
the buflding in process of construction
around the corner, the forbldden pond
or the lake. How can we add to the
attraction of the home yard s¢ as to
increase the number of hours of .con-
tented play there and decrease those
undesirable wanderings? To meet
this need I offer the suggestion which
comes to me from my observation of
a school In my vic y. In the ground
surrounding the building there is a
ao-called Construction Zone, a strip of
land © where any chiid or group of
children may work according to in-
clination. yarden tools, hammers,
nails and boards of various sizes were
furnished. Within a few months a va-
riety of houses, huts, tents and other
nameless contrivancos-appeared, sach
one representing hours nf honest el
fort and moments of greut satisfaction
to the little carpenter who had con-
structed it.

Last spring one of my neighbors

turned over a tract of land in her yard
to the boys, for consiructive purp ies
and thelr entire vacation wes devoled
to the excavation of a.lake Into which
flowed a river, having its source un-
der a distant hose connection. [t was
September before the water could be
turned In and the bullding of rafts be
gun.
If the parents of young chiidren wiil
glve them paving blocks, beards,
boxes,:a ladder, a pair of tresties, a
clothes Mae sud.pulleys, hammers,
saws, -uails .and shovels, the chiidrea
will 'do the rest. But they should not
be given too. mang {osis at onoce.

In this day of combinations a ccm.
musdty play vyard of this_description
could easily be put lato operation, It
would be necessary to place the tuols
in tho care of some responsible per-
son who could give them out and put
them away. Of course ground so oc-
cupled would look like chaes come
again, but the result would be worth
the price. .If the chosen spot ceuld be
surrcunded by a vine covered fence or
& hedge of elder, willow or other
quick growing gresuery, it would pro
bably be a gratification to the n. igh.
borhood, but a community play yard
is a co-operative possibility.

Labor Leaders to Break Vi-
cious Circle of High Wages
and Increased Costs.

A despatch from London says:—The
continuous demands for higher wages
in one trade after .another are begin-
ning to alarm the Labor leaders them-
selves, and they are realizing that
they can only lead to disaster.

The Execuative of the “Triple Al-
! llance” of miners and transport work-
ers, which is now in session here, al-
though-it- has before it several wageé
demands, has embarked upon a deter-
mined effort to break the vicious circle
of high wages and the increase in the
cost of living.

Another Big Three, the Parliamen-
tary Committee of the Trades Union
| Congress, the Labor party and the co-
| operative movement, are to be called
{upon to join the alliance in an ex-
!hauslh‘e inquiry into the reasons for
the high cost of living, and to evolve
a plan for its reduction.

The members of the alliance dis-
cussed this question, -which they re-
gard as the “most vital affecting our
social  life,” for the greater part of
an afterncon's meeting.

They will meet again at an early
date to receive the report of the joint
body, and their views will be sub-
mitted to the Government with a
view to the latter taking “such action
as will substantially redvce the pre-
sent high cost.”

A despatch from Ottawa says:—
Memorials to Canada’s fighting dead
will be erected at elght historic battle-
flelds in France and Flanders if the
recommendations of the Special Com-
mittee on War Memorials is adopted

as submitted to Parliament.

Representatives of Canada's re-
turned soldiers of Canadian colleges
and architects’ societies and Gevern-
ment officials have completed their
investigations and submitted their
proposals for war memorials. With
the proposals are the report of Brig.-
Gen. H. T. Hughes on military sites,
and of Professor Percy E. Hobbs, pro-
fessor of architecture at McGill Uni-
versity, on the proposed competition
In which designs will be invited, and
from which the prize design will be
carried out. The total cost of the
work is estimated roughly at $1,600,-
000.

The committee has selected eight
sites for the memorials. In Belgium
sites at St. Julien, Crest Farm, Pas-
schendaele and at Hill 62, Observa-
try Ridge have been accepted as gifts
from the Belgium Government.

A site at Bourlon Wood has been
accepted as a gift from Comte De
Francqueville, Mayor of Bourlon, and
four other sites, at Hill 145, Vimy, at
the cross roads of Dury, at Courcelette

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ALBERTA SEEDING
A MONTH LATE

Feed Situation Improved With
Milder Weather.

A despatch from Edmonton, Ala.,
says:—The first semi-monthly erop
and live stock report issued by the
Department of Agriculture states that
the seeding in Alberta is from twenty
to thirty days later by the calendar
than it was last year, varying with
locality. If quick general seeding were
possible, the prospects are the best in
a dozen years,

There is a depth of from two and
a half to four feet of moist soil over
the driest parts of the Province, and
the report asserts that once the seed
is in it has a moisture supply for
germination and growth to carry the
crop well into June.

Central Alberta has made scatter-
ed beginmings on dry spots. Peace
River is backward, except along the
valley. The late season is going to
curtail the wheat acreage, especially
in the cenire and north, but there
are much better prospects for a good
total acreage than people entertain-
ed at one time. The feed situation
has greatly improved since the cattle
and horses have got on open ground.

A despatch from Moose Jaw, Sask.,
says:—Seeding will be general in the
Moose Jaw district at the end of the
week, according to the Government
Burezu Agent, E. M. Hagen, who is
receiving many applications for men
from the farmers.
