Tangier, Aug. 9.—Horrible details of 

the slaughter of Jews, the maltreat­
ment of women, and the pillage and 
burning of shops at Casablanca are 
-told by passengers who arrived here 
last night by steamer from that port. 
They say that after the bombardment 
at the place began, both the Moorish 
soldiers and the Arabs revenged them- 
selves on the inhabitants, plundering, 
killing and burning on all sides. They 
sacked the custom house and burned 
a large part of the city, whose streets 
are so filled with decomposing bodies 
that an epidemic is threatened. Among 
the Jews killed was a man under the 
protection of the British consulate. His 
sister was assaulted and carried off 
by Moors. Many feats of heroism, both, 
by French and Spanish sailors, are ra- 
counted.

Cape Juby Looted.
Tangier, Aug. 9.—The town of Cape 

Juby, on the west coast of Africa, has 
been attacked and raided by the Aitu- 
yusa and Aitdjemal tribes. A number 
of the garrison were killed and the re­
mainder were made prisoners. The 
governor escaped in a boat to the fort 
on Fuerteventura Island, opposite Capa 
Juby. The rebel tribesmen completely 
looted Cape Juby.

Mr. Eli Presnail, of 14 Stanley 
■tret, died at 8:15 o’clock last even­
ing from heart failure. He had been 
troubled for some time with insomnia, 
and at noon yesterday took a small 
quantity of morphine to induce sleep.

His son Fred, a medical student of 
Queen's University, noticed that hs 
father seemed unwell, and on examina­
tion found his pulse very irregular, 
and at once summoned Dr. Hogg, who 
had him conveyed to Victoria Hospi­
tal. There Dr. McGillicuddy and others 
of the hospital staff joined with the 
son in using all means to resuscitate 
the unfortunate man, but without suc­
cess.

Mr. Presnall never regained con­
sciousness, being in a comatose state 
from the time he was discovered till 
the end came.

The doctors attribute his death to 
congestion of the brain, caused by bad 
circulation, with which Mr. Presnail 
had been troubled for years.

Coroner MacLaren made a thorough 
investigation, but does not think an 
inquest necessary, as death was in no 
way due to the morphine taken, the 
amount being insufficient to cause death 
in an ordinary person.

Mr. Presnail was 52 years of age, 
and had lived in London ever since the 
Tuckett Company first established a 
branch here, having acted as foreman 
of that branch. He came from Ham­
ilton, was a good businessman, and 
was well liked by all.

Saskatchewan and Northern 

Alberta Will Have a 
Great Harvest.

One ThatBut It’s 99,000
Yon Won't Die in This 

Hasty Fashion.

Washington, August 8.—An average 
of 800 people are killed in the United 
States each year by lightning, accord­
ing to data collected by the weather 
bureau. This means that about one 
in each 100,000 of population is kill­
ed in that manner.

The belt of most numerous visita­
tions includes all of Florida except 
the southernmost tip, the lower edge 
of Georgia and the southwestern cor­
ner of Alabama. In that belt an aver­
age of forty-five thunderstorms a year 
is experienced.

• The zone of next greatest frequency 
includes the more northern parts of 
Georgia and Alabama, and its annual 
average is forty storms.

Where Deaths Are Fewer.
Thirty-five a year are experienced 

in a somewhat irregular belt north of 
this, and including still more northern 
parts of the States -last named, as well 
as the whole of Mississippi and 
Louisiana nearly all of Tennessee, the 
adjacent corners of Illinois and Ken­
tucky, the southeastern part of Ar­
kansas, and the eastern central part 
of Texas.

Another belt of equal intensity ex­
tends throughout Central Illinois and 
adjacent sections of Indiana, Iowa, 
and Missouri.

The region from the Virginia Capes 
to Connecticut escapes with an aver­
age of twenty-five such storms, while 
Boston is visited by only twenty. The 
frequency diminishes until the Rock­
ies are reached, and on the Pacific 
slope there are practically no such 
storms.

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 8.—The crop 
reports throughout the West are much 
more encouraging than had been pos­
sible for the past few weeks, owing 
to the heavy fall of rain all over the 
country. Hall has been the chief 
factor with which farmers have had 
to deal recently. At Gainsboro, 
Southern Manitoba, a considerable 
distance north and south of the C. 
P. R. track, was devastated by hail, 
which will result in the loss of forty 
per cent of the wheat crop, but the 
yield would have been light. At Car- 
rievale also grain was completely de­
stroyed by hail, and, as a result, crops 
will only be about two-thirds as great 
as last year.

There has been more moisture in 
the north this season, according to 
current reports, than in Southern 
Manitoba and the Northern States 
across the line.

Crops in Good Shape.
All through the Saskatchewan Val­

ley, in Edmonton district, and 
throughout Northern Alberta, crops 
are in good shape, and there will be 
a great harvest up there this year. 
There are no indications of poor crops 
east of Calgary, and, if wheat is a 
little late this year, the recent plenti­
ful rains have more than made up for 
any drawback on that account

Region of Greatest Danger.
The region of greatest danger from i 

lightning stroke does not coincide 
with tile zone of greatest thunder- 1 
storm frequency, but includes South­
ern Vermont, the whole of Massa- ] 
chusetts, Rhode Island, Connecticut, I 
New York, New Jersey, Pennsylvania, 
Delaware, West Virginia, Ohio, Ken- I 
tucky, Indiana, Eastern Illinois, Vir­
ginia, and the greater part of Mary- : 
land. In this zone more than five 1 
deaths to each 10,000 square miles a ] 
year are caused by lightning. Three I 
to five deaths in 10,000 is the rule in 
a region including Chicago, St. Paul, 
Des Moines, St. Louis, Memphis, At­
lanta and Norfolk.

Between one and three fatalities per 
10,000 is the rule in a third zone, in­
cluding Eastport, Montreal, Duluth, 
Bismarck, Huron, North Platte, Gal- 
veston, New Orleans, and Jackson- 
ville. In the country westward less 
than one death to 10,000 occurs.

Four times more .persons of out­
door pursuits than of indoor oc­
cupations are struck Men, like ani­
mals, are more apt to be struck when 
collected in groups than when alone. 
Out of every three persons struck, one 
survives, and probably more than half 
would recover if means were employ­
ed to induce artificial respiration, as 
in cases of drowning. More than 
half the persons killed by lightning 
are struck while standing under trees.

Harvesting August 25th.
The warm, showery weather 

throughout Southern Saskatchewan 
has very much improved matters 
along the Canadian Pacific main line 
through that Province.

Say Experts.

London, Aug. 8.—An international 
congress of high importance has 
opened here. One dealing with mat­
ters of the broadest social moment- 
that concerning school hygiene—it was 
attended by between 2,000 and 3,000 
delegates, representing the entire 
world. Overstudy will be the main 
topic of this congress. The most prom­
inent delegate is Professor Griesbach, 
originator of the first congress on 
school hygiene, held in Nuremberg, 
Germany, in 1904. Closely associated 
with him in his war on overstudy are 
Sir Lauder Brunton, of England, Dr. 
Mathieu, of France, Professor Burger- 
stein, of Austria, and Professor Johan­
nesen, of Norway.

These experts declare that the school 
children of the world are driven too 
hard, with the result that the human 
race is breaking down physically, men­
tally and morally. Professor Griesbach 
says:

"Fine school buildings, beautifully 
lit and ventilated, and with every 
known sanitary facility, are not 
enough. These things are unquestion­
ably good, but their value is brought 
to naught if we overwhelm boys and 
girls under 14 with excessive intel­
lectual anxiety and strain. Any nation

Chicago, Aug. 8.—Reports today 
that District Attorney Sims and his 
special assistant, James H. Wilker- 
son, had gone to Indianapolis, added 
mystery to the unexplained mission 
on which the district attorney left 
Chicago Monday evening.

New York, Aug. 8.—An edict just 
issued by the English Board of Trade 
bids fair to cause confusion tempor­
arily among British shipping. . The 
board, which speaks with authority on 
the subject, has decreed that hereaf­
ter no two British vessels shall be 
registered under the same or similar 
names.

There are few ports In the world 
where the change will be more notice- 
able than in New York, where craft 
of British registry predominate, and 
“best guesses” as to the future names 
of two out of three Virginians, eleven 
Vestas, six Normans, four Oceanics, 
two Cedrics, six Majesties, five Mal­
tas, two Mallards, two Malagas, 
eleven Rescues, six Resolutes, three 
St, Lawrences, two St. oLuises, etc., 
are in order. As yet plans are not 
completely formulated, but vessels of 
the heaviest tonnage will be permitted 
to retain their present designation.

"In view of the entente cordiale 
with France, the burden of naval re- 
sponsibility has shifted from the 
English Channel to the North Sea,

- of the Home fleet is stationed at the 
Nore. It consists of six battleships, 
including the Dreadnought, and six 
armored cruisers forming the Fifth 
Cruiser Squadron. It is intended that 
eventually this latter force shall con­
sist of swift ships of the new bat­
tleship cruiser type, with an advan­
tage of six knots in speed over the 
swiftest German battleship and a 
considerable superiority of gun fire 
at modern ranges.”
A more rational view, however, and 

one which finds voice in so careful a 
student of current events as the New 
York Sun, is that Great Britain has 
avaiied herself of the alliance with 
Japan and the understanding with the 
United States to make herself impreg- 
hable against attack at home by rais­
ing her bulwark of sea power to its 
maximum strength.

Announcement is made in the Toronto 
papers that the final payment has been 
made of succession duties on the estate of 
the late George T. Fulford, of Hamilton, 
at the time of his death a member of the 
Senate of Canada.

Philadelphia, Aug. 8. — According to 
Dr. A. C. Abbott, chief of the bureau 
of health, appetites for candy and for 
alcohol are kindred, and the taste for 
sweets precludes a craving for liquor. 
In pursuit of his theory he makes a 
daily regular allowance of candies to 
his children to fortify them against 
the dangers of the other craving later 
on.

In a dissertation upon Dr. Abbott's 
belief Dr. J. Chalmers de Costa, the 
surgeon, advances the theory that twin 
appetites are a matter of temperament. 
The blonde will hanker for candy and 
the brunette for alcohol. This, he 
says, is because the brunette is more 
vital.

It is also asserted that with Increas­
ing freedom women are buying less 
candy and more liquor and that men 
are using more candy.

“It is only my personal theory," said 
Dr. Abbott, “not indorsed by any med­
ical authority, that the appetite for 
candy and the appetite for alcohol are 
fundamentally the same, the choice of 
one or the other being determined by 
the temperamental qualities' of the Jn- 
dividual. Both sugar and alcohol are 
carbo-hydrates, with the same organic 
molecules, differing only in arrange­
ment, and it is to my mind probable 
that they both administer to the same 
organic craving.-

“The appetite for sweets, developed, 
therefore, will take the place of the 
appetite for rum.

"The demand for candy is increas­
ing and this is a hopeful sign. Statis­
tics show it has increased more than 
500 per cent in the last three years. This 
demand for candy on the part of such 
a restless, nervous people as Ameri­
cans is to my mind easily explainable.

ACTRESS RIVERS DROWNS

London, Aug. 8. — A number of 
troops near Camberley on Monday re­
ceived their baptism of fire, being 
bombarded by a hurricane of stones 
and bits of earth, thrown out by an ex­
ploding mine.
