Manager C. B. King, of the street railway, stated 

this morning that this week was the heaviest in the 
history of the company. The service maintained has 
been favorably commented on by citizens and visitors. 
Fifty-four cars have been run during the day and 
night, and the accidents have been of a minor char­
acter and of an altogether unavoidable nature.

Robert Birrell, who on occa­
sions has out-Comstocked Anthony by 
soft-pedalling Into Midway shows that 
were not good enough for the public 
morals, has been a watchful guardian 
at this year's fair.

So far as anyone has been able to 
discover, most of the "couchee" has 
been taken out of "the wonderful Ori­
ental dance given by the Sultan’s fav­
orite, La Belle Sorina," or "Snorina 
X." (the lady looks as though she 
could snorina if she had the chance), 
and “the boys" have not been able to 
find a turkey trot on the grounds, out­
side of the poultry building. The 
closest thing to one of those sinuous, 
serpentine, suggestive dances on the 
grounds is the green-hued monkey, 
when it does The Flea Fandango. The 
two fat boys who slam each other give 
the closest approach to the Grizzly 
Bear.

Asked Men to Remain.
But—gather around, boys—one of the 

shews has been trying to reap a few 
extra dimes alter hours. On at least 
one night during the last performance 
at one of the “Oriental" shows, one of 
the barkers went among the men in 
the audience and informed them that 
for another pair of nickels they could 
stick and see “something good," which, 
being interpreted, means "something 
bad." He told the men that they were 
going to "eut loose.” All small boys 
were weeded out first, and some older 
men left—but not many. What followed 
was not an uplifting spectacle, a male 
and female creature being the princi- 
pals. But the thing was done surrep­
titiously, and no blame could attach 
to the fair directors or the police. The 
strictest orders were given that noth­
ing of a salacious nature be permit­
ted in the shows, and as far as it 
was possible the order was followed. 
Most of tile showmen have striven to 
give good, clean performances.

Not Openly Vulgar.
Of course, the “spielers" have done 

their best to present the charms of the 
alluring- queer, of C nstantinople and 
Yonkers, but none of them have dared 
to become openly flagrant in their 
breaches of decency.

On the whole, the Midway has been 
regarded by many as pleasing, and it 
was estimated that the shows alto­
gether did in the neighborhod of $100,-

LONDON BOYS AND GIRLS
GIVEN GREAT OPPORTUNITY

Fifty years of wedded happiness is 
the occasion of a day of quiet festivi­
ties at the home of Mr. and Mrs. St. 
John Hyttenrauch, 781 Richmond 
street, today, when their children, 
grandchildren, and great-grandchildren 
are gathering around them to mark 
the “golden" anniversary.

"Mr. St. John," as he is familiarly 
known, is one of the pioneer musicians 
of this city. It is 55 years since he 
came to London from his birthplace, 
Copenhagen, Denmark, and in that 
time he has brought to the fore some 
of the most brilliant musicians of the 
province. Mr. Hyttenrauch’s career 
has, in fact, been remarkable. He was 
for many years organist in St. Peter's 
Cathedral, was master and practically 
organizer of the Seventh Regiment 
Band, taught music in Alma College 
and in the old Hellmuth Boys' College, 
besides being instructor in the public 
and private schools of London. At the 
time of the visit of the late King Ed­
ward (then Prince of Wales), to Lon­
don, Mr. Hyttenrauch composed a

polka, which was danced at the long- 
to-be-remembered ball given in the 
prince’s honor.

At the present time, those who have 
studied music with him number many, 
and his pupils are scattered over many 
parts of the world. Those living in 
London and Western Ontario will hear 
with regret of the contemplated re­
moval in October of Mr. and Mrs. "St. 
John" to Windsor, where they will re­
side near their married daughter.

Mrs. St. John Hyttenrauch is also a 
native of Denmark, and during her 
long life in this city has endeared her­
self to a large circle of friends, and 
while her name has for years been 
closely associated with numerous char­
itable and philanthropic works, "home” 
has always received first attention.

Today, this fine old couple are being 
showered with congratulations and 
good wishes by a host of friends and 
former pupils of Mr. "St. John," who 
are calling this afternoon, and will 
continue to do so during the evening, 
in celebration of this happy anniver- 
sary.

109,500 147,000TOTALS

It is estimated that from 15,000 to 
20,000 people were on the grounds when 
the afternoon performances started at 
the Western Fair today.

This is satisfactory to the directors, 
particularly in view of the enormous 
attendance of the previous days. The 
receipts of the day will add materially 
to the surplus, and put the directors 
in a position to take advanced steps 
next year.

There is no doubt that the crowd to­
day will be larger than for the same 
day in 1911.

The directors at the daily meeting 
this morning congratulated each other 
on the success of the exhibition.

What the Directors Say.
"We are well satisfied," said Presi­

dent Capt. W. J. Reid. "The fine wea­
ther has given the people of Western 
Ontario an excellent opportunity of 
visiting the fair., and seeing what kind 
of a show we put up. It is the unani­
mous opinion of everybody who has 
come here that the Western is at the 
forefront of the annual exhibitions of 
the Dominion. This year we have ex­
celled ourselves and have furnished a 
fair that is hard to duplicate. Some 
things might have been improved, but 
we could not discover that until it 
was too late to make changes. Next 
year we will do better."

"We feel proud of the Western," said 
Mr. J. H. Saunders, second vice-pres­
ident. "We have always had a good ex­
hibition, and this year we have had a 
fair hard to duplicate. The exhibits 
have been numerous, and of an excep­
tionally high character. The people 
have turned out well. We have every 
reason to feel pleased."

“Perfectly satisfied,” said Mr. W. M. 
Spencer. ‘It is a great show and the 
people have anwroved of it."

Citizens would Be Proud.”
"The citiz- e do not realize what a 

good thing “the "Western Fair is," 
said Ald. Bennett. "They should give 
it more prominence, and advertise it 
more widely. The merchants down- 
town should decorate more, and make 
the visitors feel at home. The Western 
will Improve each year from this time 
on."

"I have always said that the West­
ern was the best fair," said Mr. Wil­
liam McNeil. "I am more than ever 
convinced of that fact. The citizens 
should do more for us than they have. 
When they fully realize what it means 
to the city, I am sure more will be 
done for us."

The other directors spoke along the 
same line. All were convinced that 
this year was the most successful in 
the history of the Western, and as­
sured them that succes alone would 
be theirs in the future.

Would Erect Buildings.
The question of increased accom­

modation is agitating some of the 
directors. In addition to the offer of 
a firm to install a roller coaster on 
the grounds, the C. P. R. and the 
Mason & Risch Piano Company are 
considering the proposition to offer to 
erect permanent , quarters on the 
grounds. Mr. W. T. Robson, advertis­
ing agent for the C. P. R., was in town 
Thursday and broached the subject. 
No decision was arrived at, but the 
board will take the matter up at its 
earliest convenience. The offer of the 
Mason & Risch Company will also be 
considered then.

Permanent buildings of this nature 
would tax all the room that the fair 
directors have at their control. It has 
been suggested that more space be 
secured.

"There is not nearly enough room 
at Queens Park for the fair,” said 
Mr. Philip Pocock, of the water com­
mission. "I am convinced that now 
is the time to get together with the 
people who intend building a race 
track in the city, and see if arrange­
ments cannot be made to have both 
together on a big strip of land close 
to the city.”

Favors the North Side.
"My idea is that the fair grounds 

should be along the north side of the 
River Thames,” said Sheriff Cameron. 
"A large tract of land could be pur­
chased there at a reasonable cost, and 
permanent buildings erected."

In this connection, the suggestion 
has been made that the city take over 
the Western Fair. At the present 
time, several associations control the 
exhibition, and in case of failure, the 
directors would be personally respon­
sible for the deficit. The city expends 
a small amount each year on repairs. 
This year, a larger sum than usual 
was expended—$3,000—of which $2,000 
was for the new Art Building. It is 
thought that the city could handle the 
Fair to better advantage, and enlarge 
its scope, in the same way that To­
ronto has.

The directors would not discuss this 
matter today. Later in the year it 
might be taken up, but certainly not 
at the present time.

A Suprius is Certain.
There is no doubt that the directors 

Will have a surplus, and a good one.

Course Which Also Gives a High 

Academic Standing.

nical education will recommend a lib­
eral grant by the Dominion Govern­
ment to be used by the provinces in es­
tablishing vocational schools. It the 
boys and girls of this country are to 
occupy the positions of Importance in 
the Industries to which they are en­
titled, there must be a system of in­
dustrial and technical schools that will 
reach, not the few, but the majority of 
those who are to enter upon an indus­
trial career.

Londoners may well be gratified at 
the progress that has been made in 
the city along industrial educational 
lines. The success of the evening In­
dustrial classes last winter showed 
how large a field there was in this city 
for such classes.

These classes should be greatly ex­
tended for the coming winter. They 
will open on Oct. 1 and the advisory 
industrial committee Is now preparing 
a prospectus which will be distributed 
in a few days.

The demand for something more 
practical that will prepare boys and 
girls for their work in life has at last 
reached the ears of the education de­
partment at Toronto. A statutory 
provision has been made for grants 
toward evening classes, but as yet day 
industrial classes are only supported 
by special grants.

If Ontario is to make any substantial 
progress along the lines of industrial 
schools that must be encouraged, and 
supported, the evening industrial 
classes can do much to improve the 
mechanics along the line of their 
work, but the limit of time alone, as 
compared with day industrial classes, 
where a boy or girl may devote five 
or six hours every day, gives the day 
industrial classes a marked advantage. 
Fortunately the report of the royal 
commission appointed under the Laur- 
ier administration is soon to be pre- 
sented, and the Ontario education de- 
partment will have no excuse for fur­
ther delay.

Battle on Frontier.
London, Sept. 13. — A Saloniki dis­

patch to the Times say that the en­
gagement yesterday on the frontier 
developed Into a veritable battle, the 
Turkish Karakols offering stout resist­
ance to an attack of 5,000 Bulgarians. 
Fighting continued all day long. The 
casualties are unknown.

Peace Proposal.
London, Sept. 13.—Turkey has made

It points out that it cannot longer be 
doubted that airships and aeroplanes 
are of the greatest value in locating 
the enemy, obtaining information, 
which otherwise could only be obtain­
ed by force; that all the powers are 
expending money and energy in the 
development of an air service, which 
is certain to have an important effect 
in future European wars, and deals 
with the details of the instructions for 
the use of air craft.

The memorandum emphasizes the 
fact that the employment of these 
machines is quite experimental, and 
that the present war in Tripoli, al­
though it has given an impetus to 
aviation, has afforded no test, because 
the Italians had the air to them- 
selves.

A Plea for Peace.
"A plea for universal peace and a 

coalition of the Anglo-Saxon race 
that will cement all countries in a 
spirit of fair dealing was made by 
Sir George Reid.

"Australia is larger than the United 
States and all its glory belongs to 
Australians,” he said. "We have 
never had bloodshed and never ex­
pect to have it. Criticism has been 
made of Great Britain’s annexed ter­
ritories. I will say that if the United 
States had been born some 300 years 
before it was that it would have 
reached out and annexed everything 
possible. All our countries have pros­
pered and now is the time for the 
consolidation of the Anglo-Saxon 
race.

“There can never be bloodshed be­
tween Great Britain and the United 
States.

— A verdict of 
murder on the part of John Bateman 
was brought in by the coroner’s jury 
at the inquest tonight touching the 
death of his wife, Sarah, who was 
found dead on the floor of her house 
at Cedaruale at seven o’clock on the 
morning of Sept 5, with the bed­
clothes on fire.

Evidence was given by Mrs. Col- 
borne, who lived in the . same house, 
that the old man had several times 
said he was going to burn up the 
house and do away with his wife, be- 
cause she would not give him $500 
which he had spent on fixing up the 
house. The house belonged to Mrs. 
Bateman.

The Tragedy.
On the morning of the tragedy Mrs. 

Kaales, another occupant of the house, 
said that she heard Mrs. Bateman 
scream, "Oh, my bones; oh, my 
bones,” and at the same time heard

One of the women went down the 
street and summoned the neighbors 
to help break in and put out the fire, 
and on her way back she met Bateman 
going for the milk for his breakfast. 
When he got back there was a crowd 
and they told him his house was on 
tire. He said he could not see any fire, 
and went around to his door. nO the 
way he met Mrs. Colborne, who ac­
cused him of killing his wife and set­
ting fire to the house. He turned 
abruptly and went back to the town, 
and shortly afterwards turned up at 
the police station.

In the meantime a constable had 
broken into the house and he found 
Mrs. Bateman on the floor beside the 
bed. Her legs were slightly charred 
and the bed was burned. The fire 
had died out of itself.

Doctors Carmichael and Finnegan, 
who performed the post-mortem ex- 
amination, said that death was the 
result of injuries inflicted with a sharp 
weapon, evidently a hatchet. There 
were eight fractures of the skull, the 
base of the skull at the back being 
beaten right away.

Pair Had Quarrelled.
Bateman was not a drinking man, 

but ever since he had married his 
wife as the result of an advertisement 
they had quarrelled. He had been 
bound over to keep the peace about 
three years ago.

Bateman was the first witness call­
ed at the afternoon session. His 
counsel permitted him to be sworn, 
but as soon as Crown Attorney Far- 
well, of Lindsay, began to ask him 
questions, the lawyer interrupted and 
refused to let his client answer. Col. 
Farwell kept asking him questions 
for over a quarter of an hour, and 
each time the counsel for the witness 
warned his client not to answer. Only 
once did the old man slip, and that 
was when he said that he had not re­
ceived any injuries in the quarrel with 
his wife.

The verdict was brought in just be­
fore midnight after a session which 
had lasted from 10 o'clock in the 
morning. Coroner D. S. Hoig pre­
sided at the inquest, which was in the 
Temperance Hall at Cedardale.

A PAPAL LETTER
Roman Catholic Pontiff Sends Message 

to Eucharistic Congress.
[Canadian Press.]

Vienna, Sept. 12.—Both the early 
services and the sectional debates held 
at the Cathedral of St. Stephens thia 
morning in connection with the Twen­
ty-third Eucharistic Conference were 
largely attended by the members of 
the congress and by the general pub­
lic.

Emperor Francis Joseph, under 
whose protection the congress is be­
ing held, and the other members of the 
imperial family, received communion 
today in the Hombourg Church.

The papal letter brought by Cardin­
al Van Rossum to Vienna thanked the 
organizers of the Eucharistic Congress 
unstintingly, praised Emperor Francis 
Joseph and the members of the im­
perial house, and wished the congress 
a brilliant success.

The Pope called special attention to 
the need for care of the young lest 
they he led astray by deceitful teach­
ings and temptations of the flesh.

The Pontiff, in conclusion, conferred 
the apostolic blessing for the confer­
ence, the Emperor and the imperial 
house.

Cardinal Frans Nagl, archbishop of 
Vienna, in the course of his speech, 
said that the congress should be de­
void of political character, and 
should be purely an ecclesiastical cele­
bration.

The city, with its vast number of 
visitors, and its gaily-decorated 
streets, presents an animated appear- 
ance. The feeding and housing of such 
an immense host is no easy task. The 
citizens of Vienna have responded 
generously to the appeals of the 
church and are entertaining great 
numbers of strangers, but it was 
necessary to put up several thousands 
in the schools and other public build­
ings.

Oftentimes children come from

Put 
into jars which have been sterilized and 
seal them while they are hot.

WITH THE SUFFRAGISTS.
The Queen of Holland has receivefl 

a petition signed by 28,000 men asking 
that the suffrage be given to women. 
This monster petition is the work of 
the Netherlands Men’s League for 
Woman Suffrage, though many of the 
signatures are said to be those 01 
non-members. It is a protest against 
the constitutional revision committee 
for not giving the Dutch women equal 
rights with the men.

In Iceland the suffragists seem pret- 
ty sure of victory, though the measure 
giving votes to women has not yet 
passed the Althinga the second time 
There is said to be no opposition to the 
bill, though the suffrage leaders from 
Reykjavik, the capital, are travelling 
over Iceland by steamboat or horse- 
back to make sure that the popula­
tion even in the remote villages and 
farms are instructed. Self-supporting 
spinsters and widows have had the 
municipal suffrage in Iceland since 
1882. In 1909 it was extended, to all 
taxpaying women.

For nine pounds of 
fruit use nine pounds of granulated sugar 
and one pint of water. Put the sugar and 
water together and when it boils, skim 
it. When the syrup is boiling, drop the 
peaches, a few at a time, into the 
syrup Cook them gently for 10 min­
utes, then put them into jars and fill the proportions

Dundee, Sept. 12. — In a speech 
here today. Winston Churchill out­
lined a system ‘of federation for Great 
Britain.
