“Dentistry is a major factor in the 

protection of public health,” declared . 
Dr. F. J. Conboy at this morning's 
session of the Federated Women’s 
Institutes convention held in the 
Masonic temple. "If the mouths of 
all of the people of Ontario were 
placed in a proper condition, I be­
lieve that we should get rid of most 
contagious diseases.

“Persons with cavities in their 
mouths, which are thus placed in an, 
unhealthy condition, are a menace to 
the country, for they are carriers of 
disease,

"In an ordinary mouth there are 
10,000 germs, while the unprotected! 
and unhealthy mouth shows 509,000,- 
000 germs, which stand constantly as 
a menace to health."

The speaker referred to the impor­
tance of dental care in connection 
with the schools, pointing out the 
physical, mental and moral defects 
attributed to poor teet.i and un­
healthy mouths.

Not Getting Value.

Sarnia, Nov. 4.—Florence, pretty 
18-year-old daughter of Mr. and Mrs. 
Charles Heal, Queen street, city, may 
be the girl whose dismembered body 
was recently found in the Missouri 
river at Omaha. Nebraska, enquiry 
made here revealed this morning. 
Florence has been missing since Jan. 
13 last. Her parents have made 
frantic efforts to locate her but with­
out avail. They have written to Om­
aha, sending a description of their 
daughter, and are anxiously awaiting 
return word from that city.

“We are afraid that it may be 
Florence, but it may never be defi­
nitely proved, as the body was dis­
membered and the head was miss­
ing." Mr. Heal said this morning. 
"Florence was considered a pretty 

girl, with dark hair, brown eyes, and 
was 5 feet. 6 Inches tall, but there 
were no scars by which we could 
identify her.

Florence was last seen in January 
this year, when she left her work at 
the Ballantyne store, Port Huron, at 
the afternoon closing hour. There 
was a story circulated shortly after­
ward that she had been seen in con­
versation in the store with a mys­
terious woman, who has since also 
disappeared.

Mrs. Heal advertised in many pa­
pers, offering a' reward for word of 
her daughter's whereabouts. She 
made trips to many parts of the 
country in her search for the missing 
girl, but to no avail.

There is. however, another angle 
to the disappearance of Florenc. fur- 
nishd by the police of this city, who 
claim that the girl, shortly before her 
disappearance, married Harvey Hew­
itt. who was employed at the oil re­
finery in Sarnia. In December, Flor­
ence filed complaint with police, al­
leging bigamy against Hewitt. Hewitt 
was brought to court, but the story 
was never unfolded, ns Florence 
withdrew the charge and the police

Sleep plays an important part■ 
fasting. Persons intending to starve 
themselves for long periods could 
better accomplish their intention with 
as much rest as possible, probably 
twice as much as they receive in 
ordinary habits of life.

MaeSwiney’s Case.
Michael MacSwiney, Irish martyr, 

went without food probably longer 
than any other known man. For 48 
days he refused to take a bite to eat 
and lapsing into a state of coma died 
without violent reaction. In his hun­
ger strike, MacSwiney repeatedly 
made the charge that he was being 
fed hypodermically by jail turnkeys 
while he slept, and as a result it is 
not definitely known whether he 
actually lived for a 43-day period by 
withstanding food. It is known, how- 
ever, that he was given water and 
fluids In the form of beef broth, but 
no solid food passed his mouth cer­
tainly for more than a month.

U. S. POLICE INVESTIGATE.

Detroit Nov. 4.—A special despatch 
from Omaha, Neb., says: Police are 
investigating the theory that the 
"river girl," whose dismembered body 
was taken from the Missouri rivet 
here a month ago, may have been 
Miss Florence Heal, 20-year-old Sar­
nia (Ontario), girl. The body was 
sawed in six pieces, all of which, 
with the exception of the head, have 
been recovered.

The general description of Miss 
Heal corresponds with the parts of 
the body taken from the water, police 
said. They have wired the girls 
mother, asking for any identifying 
scars that may help in identification.

Miss Heal disappeared from Sarnia 
Jan. 13. Her mother has posted a 
$500 reward for her return.

Machine Owned by Woodstock 
Firm Is Recovered 

Near Paris.

SEVERAL ENDANGERED 
WHEN STEEPLE TOPPLES

Associated Press Despatch.
Paris, Nov. 4.—The French losses 

in the recent Damascus troubles, ac­
cording to official advices reaching 
Paris today, were ten killed, includ­
ing three native soldiers, and fifty 
wounded. The insurgents lost 200 
killed. (This compares with previous 
unofficial reports estimating the 
deaths in thousands).

In addition, the despatches say. the 
insurgents killed 50 Armenians and 
three Tripolitans. The damages are 
estimated at $2,125,000.

The reports emphasize the fact 
that no Europeans were wounded or 
hurt in any way.

LOSES $30,000 BY FIRE
Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, Nov. 4.—Damage esti­
mated at $30.000 was done by fire to 
the plant of the Toronto Briquetting 
Company early this morning. The 
blaze proved spectacular and follow­
ing receipt of information that two 
large tanks of crude oil were en­
dangered, a general alarm was sent 
in. The tanks, of fireproof construc­
tion, were saved.

Twenty lines of hose were laid on 
and the fire was reported under con­
trol within an hour. Hydro trans­
formers were put out of commission 
by the fire and a large area was 
plunged into darkness. The briquet­
ting company building was com­
pletely destroyed.

Several pedestrians escaped injury 
yesterday afternoon about 4 o’clock 
when the frame steeple on the old 
Church of Christ building at the cor­
ner of Elizabeth and Dundas streets 
fell to the sidewalk. The steeple hit 
a telephone pole, immediately in 
front of the church and snapped it 
oft just below the cable box. For­
tunately the telephone pole became 
tangled in the wires and di not fall 
to the ground.

The church is being wrecked and 
the removal of structural supports 
caused the steeple to fall.

A Life of Holiness.

Notwithstanding his efforts to keep 
his religious practices secret, it soon■ 
became apparent to his fellow sol­
diers and the people of London that 
Ensign Dormer was leading a life | 
of extraordinary holiness. Almost 
every minute of his time, apart from 
that necessary for the discharge of 
his military duties, was spent in 
either ministering physically and 
spiritually to sick or afflicted per­
sons of his acquaintance or in prayer 
before the blessed sacrament in St. 
Peter’s church. He was in the habit 
of spending three hours each morning 
in prayer in his own room, of joining 
in special noon devotions during the 
month of May and of visiting the 
church each day again at 3, after 
which he paid his visits to the hos­
pital or to the poor, and at 6:30 par­
ticipated in the service conducted for 
the confraternity of Mount Carmel, a 
society composed of the Catholic sol­
diers of the local garrison.

Once a week, as well as on all 
feasts of the Dominican order, he 
went to holy communion.

It is said of him that in the autumn 
of 1866. Shortly before his death, he 
,crossed the Thames river in what Is 

now North London in his bare feet in 
order to more quickly reach the home 
of one of the poor persons whom he 
was in the habit of befriending and 
who on taking seriously sick, sent 
for him. The river water was very 
sold at the time, and it is thought 
that the exposure he underwent in 
this act of charity was the main cause 
of his contracting the malady which 
brought on his death.

ONLY ONE-QUARTER OF 
POTATO CROP IN GROUND

There is only 25 per cent of the 
Middlesex county potato crop still 
in the ground.

Council Denies Assertion of Sarnia Lawyers Seeking Fees For 
Defence Against Provincial Gov­

ernment Action.

The council claims that 
at the big waterworks court case 
in question the Weir firm only rep­
resented the individual councillors 
who were charged in a separate ac­
tion from the case against the 
town, which was defended by Ross 
Gray of the Cowan law firm of 
Sarnia, and that the Weir firm was 
never engaged by the town in the 
case. Later during the council meet­
ing it was stated that the total cost 
of the municipal waterworks will be 
around $110.000 at completion. The 
money spent by this year’s council 
for mains and services was set at 
$70,500.

The matter of taking a vote of the 
ratepayers for the paving of the main 
business street was discussed, but it 
was decided to take no action until a 
petition from the businessmen had 
been received by the council.

Forest, Nov. 3.—Another court case 
over the well-known Forest water­
works is expected to develop soon. 
At the regular November meeting 
of the town council. Mayor Cope 
stated that he had been served with 
a writ from the law firm of Weir & 
Weir of Sarnia, who are suing the 
town in division court for non-pay­
ment of fees alleged to have been 
contracted when the Weir firm de­
fended the town in the court case 
of the provincial board of health 
against the town for non-compliance 
with its orders over a year ago. The 
first bill for services presented to the 
council by the Weir firm was for 
$118.50. The sum of $62.50 has since 
been added.

The council unanimously decided 
to fight the case, and authorized the

Paying the Price.

London city council is making application 
to the provincial legislature for amendments to 
the Housing Commission Act, under which the 
city erected forty-two houses on Pine Lawn and 
seventeen on Garfield avenue. The chief power 
asked is that the city may issue debentures 
without a vote of the ratepayers to make up the 
difference between the cost of the houses and 
the price at which they were sold. In selling 
houses under the cost ot construction the local 
housing commission has already been exceeding 
the powers given to it. It also went far in 
advance of these powers in the first place by 
erecting houses for which there were no pros­
pective purchasers.

The plan ot issuing debentures to cover the 
losses already sustained, which amount to about 
$75,000, is a step that should have been taken 
before. It is not good financing to keep on 
ignoring a known liability and making no pro­
vision for it.

It is difficult to see any good reason for the 
council’s refusal to sanction advertising the 
thirteen houses that are now vacant. It is better 
to have tenants in them than to leave them 
empty in the hope of a sale, and the way to get 
tenants is to advertise for them.

There should be a definite policy ot cleaning 
up the whole housing business as far as the 
city’s share of it is concerned. There has been 
no loss on the houses where advances were 
securing from the housing commission fund by 
private individuals, but there has been a dis­
tinct loss on the city’s efforts. When the legis­
lature gives the city the powers it is now asking 
it should be the signal for starting a definite 
program of realizing as much as possible from 
the investment and making provision to spread 
the loss over a term of years. When this is 
done the books can be closed on an incident 
that has been a costly object lesson in exceeding 
the powers granted by the legislature.

making. Across the northern part of Alberta 
and British Columbia there is a great area where 
a few years ago only the more adventurous 
went.

The Peace River district contains 115,762 
square miles, and that's more than the combined 
area of England, Ireland. Scotland and Wales.

Peace River district is 
almost as large as Norway, and larger than 
New Zealand; from its area could be made a 
country the size of Greece, another to accom­
modate Bulgaria, and there would be enough 
left over to make Austria.

Believe Saskatchewan Premier Would Heal Breach Between 
East and West—Has Support of Every 

Member-Elect From Province.
Windsor Man Lives After 

Strange Operation To Stop 
Internal Bleeding. Special ‘o The Advertiser.

Regina, Nov. 3.—In the re-align­
ment of Liberal forces, necessary if 
Mackenzie King’s party remains in 
office what part will be played by 
Premier “Charlie” Dunning of Sas­
katchewan?

Dunning—who is the youngest pre­
mier in the empire—has been much 
in the limelight lately. When Pre­
mier King visited the west he an­
nounced that the Saskatchewan Lib- 
eral leader was slated for the im­
migration portfolio in the event of 
the government returning with a 
majority.

In all his public utterances, Dun­
ning, however, never announced 
whether he would accept, preferring 
with his customary caution to wait 
the verdict of the people before com­
mitting himself. And he had good 
reason for so doing. He had just 
galloped through a provincial elec­
tion, and with practically no opposi­
tion facing him, was assured of four 
years' office in the legislature.

Will he now take a chance with a 
job at Ottawa when the federal sit­
uation is so unsettled? He declined 
today to answer the question and 
refused to discuss the political situ­
ation, except to express satisfaction 
that the low tariff forces In Saskat­
chewan had won such a complete 
victory.

Dunning undoubtedly can be a 
great help and strong factor if Mac­
kenzie King is to merge the shatter­
ed ranks of the western Progres­
sives and Liberals. He is admitted­
ly the strongest political leader on

the prairies today—as witness his 
work last June, when, in the strong­
hold of Progressivism, he led his co­
horts to an overwhelming victory. 
Some day, say friends of Dunning, 
he will be premier of Canada, but so 
far there is no great body of opin­
ion advocating him as federal leader.

If Dunning goes to Ottawa, how­
ever, he will take with him the sup­
port of about every Saskatchewan 
member of parliament.

There are fifteen Liberals elected 
in Saskatchewan and two Pro­
gressives elected by Liberal support 
out of the twenty-one federal seats, 
and as the other four Progressives 
elected were formerly Liberals, the 
general feeling here is that the Lib- 
erals who compose the bulk of the 
small remnant of the Progressive 
party will do anything in their power 
to prevent a high tariff government 
coming into power at Ottawa.

Saskatchewan is loath to let Dun­
ning go. When, several months ago, 
following a visit to Ottawa, it was 
announced that he might join King's 
government, a murmer of protest 
went up from the Saskatchewan 
press. He Was needed at home, and 
could do more here to solve the 
problems of the farmers—the people 
he knows best—than at Ottawa. If 
Dunning decides to move on to the 
dominion capital, he will become one 
of the strongest factors in the pres­
ent complex political situation.

Officially the fate of the Pro­
gressive organization—that is, in the 
dominion field—is being settled at 
Winnipeg, where A. Baynton, chair­
man of the provincial executive of 
the dominion Progressive * party, is 
to talk matters over with Robert 
Forke.
