THE TRUTH ABOUT TUE JESUITS OF PRCSSIA.

hese four statemsnts of our learned and
f&ill-l-lmhfged divine we datect asveral Hagraat
falsehoods. To begin with the first, the real
fachu, ag revealed by bistorical documents o un-
impeachable authority, are a}mply these : In
the firat place, ok the praservation of theScewoty
ip Prussis and Russia directly and principally
concerns the menbers that were alrendy long-
established in those countries, we fail to see the
truth of the bread statement thab the Jesuita
with-drew into thoie regious. With regard to
the temporal survival of the Society in P.ussia,
1783-1755, Frederick 1L, who bad succeeded to
the throne in 1740, with a!l his professions
of infidulity, was too keen a stateimsan bo
sacrifiec to religious animosities men who were
valuable instruments in furchering the interests,
culture and proaperity of his subjacts. Hence,
when the B:ief of Suppression 'nppenr.ed, Fred-
erick forpade its publication witbia his domin-
ions, and informed the Pope of his mtention to
maintaip the Jesuits, He eeemed to bhave some
presentiment of his future attitude in this mat-
ter, when, on July 7tb, 1770, he thus wrote to
Voitaire : ** That good Franciscan of the Vati-
can leaves me my dear Jesuits, who are per.
socuted everywhere else. I will preserve the
precious seed, 80 a3 to be abls one day to supply
it to such as may desire_again to cultivat: this
rare plant.” Clement X1V, cauld not exach
obedienge from s monarch outside tha pala of
the Oburch, and the Bishops, feariog dusantr-
ious consequences to the cause of Catholicity it
they contravended the ordez of their temporal
sovereign, declined to interfere, The Jeanits
themselves were unWwilling to sccept the pro-
teation thus extended tn them, ana pevsisted in
their desire bo submib themeelves uoreservedly
to the Brief of Suppression. Accordmg to the
wording of the Pontiff homaelf, the Brief was
not biading unless canonica'ly promulgated by
the Bishops in their respective dioceses ; this
was dons for the reasons already assigned, henca
the continuance of the Society in the Prussian
State was both legal and juetifisble. However,
all auxiety on this score was entirely remaved
by the accession of Pus VI, who, ina lester
addressed to Kiog Frederick, informed him that
he was at liberty to take all _t:he messures he
considered fisting tor the maintenance of the
Society in Prusa, sand vhat herefore the Jes-
uite might without fear of disabedience to the
Holy See coantinue to live in commuaity and die
charge the functiozs of their inatibute. In the
face of these facts, the truth of which no mau
in his senses will oall in question, and which
avery one can eatily verify for himself, ourread-
ers know now whub o think of the +frontery of

ke Teuderick of Prussla, the Empress

CE;hl::ine II. was an infidel, but like him, too,
she possessed remarkable powers of govern-
ment ; and, apart from her sppreciation of she
value of the Jesuits as an Order, she was anx.
ious o use them ss & means of conciliating the
disaffscted provinces recently anmexed to her
dominions. Haviug wrested from Poland part
of White Rumts and part of Livonia in 1772,
she found among her new anbjeots two huudred
Jeauits, who were in posseasion of four colleges
and mapy semaller houses. Oatherine was
Birongly advised to dispense with:it her services
at onoe ; bub she happened to bave a will of her
own, and determined to jndge for hereelt whet-
heri ey deserved expuleion.

nits to enter Ruseia; but Oatherine quietly
asked if ehe, a3 Empress, was supposed to poas-

tively, she eaid that, no doubt, Peter may have

- EE PAPAL BRIEF NOY PROMULGATED IN RUBSIA,

In September, 1773, came the news of the

Oatherine ab once dispatohed peremp-
tory orders to all the Catholic Bishops within
her dominjons forbidding them under the sever-
est penalties from promulgsting the Briet, and
enjotning on all the Jesuits to remain ab their

HOW THE J2ZSUIT ORJANIZATIOR OF WHITE BUS3IA
Was PRESEERVED,

A few yearalater, when Joseph IL, of Aus
tria visitad Russia, Le inquired from the Bishop
of Mohilsw how it bappened that the Society «f
Jarus, suppressed  throughout Europs, _still
flaurished in that Empire, and ke received the
following Iaconic but expreseivereply: *'Populs
indigente, imperatrice jubente, Roms tacents ”
—(Ib is because of the needs of the prople, the
command of the Empress, snd the silence of
Rome.) Faithful to her promise, Oatherine
wrote to Rome and obtained from Clement X1V,
a Dacree, dated June 9:h, 1774, authoriziog the
Jesuits of White Ruseia to rewain in statu quo
till further o:ders. This is, perhape, one of the
two Bciofs which onr Aonorable Lnttledale
charges the Jesuita with haviag furged and
circulated from their headquarters in Russin
with alvie™'to sanction their rebellion and frana-
Jent exiatence. Those of our readers who are
acquainted with the ** noble doiogs” and*“sruth-
ful eayings” of the Ritualistic contributor to the
Encgelopedic know by this time what to think
of our remarks.

WHY THE EMPRESS CATHERINE RETAINED THE
JE.TITS,

Later on, at tue accession of Pius VI.. the
Empresedispatched to Romea special mussenger
basrinz her autograph  lstter to the Popaz, 1m
which slie thus summed up her motives for pro-
tecting the Jesuits :  ** This Society of panceful
and inuvoceot men coutinues to remain in my
Empire becavse, pw:ng all Catholic bodier, they
are the hest fisted to inst:uet my subjecte and
to inspirg them with the true prisciple: of
Chrstianity. I am resolved to suppurt thees
priests agsinst pay power whatsoever, aad in
doieg so L only fulfl my duty ; foc L am their
soveraign andi regaed them nv faithlul, inco.
«wmt, and useful aubjrcs.” Pope Piua VI re-
»lizd to the Exprias by o verbal eanction con-
veyad in thore poeciee warda rep rted to Cathe-
rine: * Approbo Societatein Jfesu in Alba
Russia degentem, approbo, approbs”—(L ap-
prove the ixistence of the S:ciety of Jeeus in
White Russia ; yes, I approve it, [ approve it.)
This verlal approval, techoically catled * viva
vecis eracu'um,”’ which according to Littledn e,
‘ia not forth coming,” was quite a suflicient
answer in theo judg ment of Catherin®, and, be-
sides dinpelling all serples from the minds of the
Jeanit Fathess, it justifi+d thate exiatence in the
eyes o' all Europe, ard afforded to many former
members of the Society & strong inducement to
joip their bretiren in Russia, as a multitude of
them actualiy did,

We are in-
debted tw your kmpavial Majesty for the hberty
of public professing tho Romwn Catholic relig-
ian within the Spate of your gloricus Empire,
and of avowing our dependence in spiritual
matters upon the authority of the Severiga Poa-
tiff, whoia the visible head of the Church. This
double effect of yomr clemsnoy emboldens me
and sl your Majesty’s faithful subjects of the
Society of Jeens, fro approch your imperial
shrone and to entreet you, by whatever is mosv
uecred, to aliow us to yield publie and prompt
obedience to the sathority which resides in the
poraon of the Roman Pontiff by executiog the
order of of abolition, whioh be has iseued against
our Socisty. By ednsenting that the Brief od
Abolition be intimated to ne, your Majaaty, will
exercise an act of royal authority, snd we by
our prompt obedience shall enjoy the double
conaolation of givaig a fresh proof of ovr fidelity
to your Majesty who permita the erecution of
the Brief, snd unequivooal toker, of owor
aubmiseion to the Sovereigu Pontiff w ha enjoins
ib. These are the nentiments and this ia the
bumble prsyer which I preseut to your Majasty
in my own name 814 tue Dame of every indivi-
dual Jesuit in the Bmpire.”

NOBLE SELF-SACRIFICE OF THE JEIUITY IN
RUSSIA,

In the face of auch events, who nan call the
Superivr or the Society in Russia rebels or schis-
matics, becanse after doing their best to procura
the publication of the Brief, they waited the
word of command tuefore disbanding their
troops * In coonection with this subjeot wa
bere transeribs from » copy of a manuccript
preserved in the Stonyhurst Library, Eoglaud,
the following worda of Father Charles Plowden
(1785), which contatos a forcible commentary on
the strange petition quoted above, where the
Jesuits were earnestly asking their own des-
truetion : “Two hundred condemned persons
petitioned to be atripped of their property, to
be drivec from their henses, and to be deprived
of a stats of life which ttey preferred to every
oter. Two hundred edifijing religions men
begged $0 be placed in the imposaibilivy of living
withia the sacred precincts of the cloister they
loved 8o well. For the sdvantage of the Charch
an+ the edification of the public, they solicited
to be interdicted from many of the functions of
the eacred ministry, snd probibited to exercise
the duties of education and instruction of yonth.
They pstitioved to be totally annihilated for the
s-rvice of the Holy See, to which they pro-
fosmed the trongest attachment and devotinn,
and they acted thir inconsistent part In cem-
plisnce with the wiahns of their enemier, who
tcinmphed in the succees of their measures,
and enj 'yed the pleasure of having compelled
them to ¢ffect their own ruin,”

CANON LITTLED'ALE'S DISHONESTY.

Here we may pause for 3 momeat to ask Dr.
Lsistledals & few questions - What do you say,
my good i;arson, to tris ? Xlow do you manage
to reconciie those historical facts with what you
wrote in the Encyclpapie (p. 655) of the
Jermits' direct reai.tance to the will of the Fon

tiff, and their chstinute rebellion againat the
«ntence of suppression? Of the forging of
Briefs, of couras, to decarve the Bishope and im-
pose upon the peopl:?

If
you did wot know them—and this seewmns Jees
doublfal, =s it appears from the long list of
worka you cite, ag. to use your refined langusge,
the biblicgraphy of Jesuitism”—thea you wrote
in direcb Opposition to the known truth, asin
which you, o Master in Xarael, seem to under-
stand both in theory and in practice. The
Jesuits, snimnted ae they are by Chriatian sen-
tinents, beartily forgive you all the insults you
havse heaped opon them ; but can they dare al-
lege in your behalf, and by way of extenuation,
the plea contained in our Savionr’s words oo the
Croes, “‘they know not what they do ?”

A PROVIDENTIAL PRESERVATION,

We now direct ourselves to the last point of
this article, viz., the fact of the total resloration
of the Snciety by oue of Clement’s successors,
Pius VII., Auguet 7th, 1814—lorty one years
after its suppression, .

Ag we have stated above, the preservation of
the Society of Je.us in echismatic Ruseia was
teuly pro.identisl, for it is difficolt to imazine
ip what manner, without an extraordinary mir-
ncle, the Jesnits might have been restored to
corporate existence, if after the lapse of forty-
one yeart of suppreasion, no remnapt of tha ex-
tinct Society had besn in seme way or other
kept alive. And, strange to say, no sooner was
the great sct of the restaration of the abslisned
Order accomplishud, than the long friendship:of
Russia was changed inse hostiliby. Tn toct. the
Jesuits weie expelled from St. Petersburzin
December, 1815, acd fve yeara later from the
whole empire, &od truly bolds in His hande
the hearta of princes, axd gnidca their counsels
to vhe accomplishment of His ends for the ral-
vation of vonls. .As & modern historian judiei~
ously remarks, althongh the sxpulaion of the
Society from the Muscovite dominions was the
ruin of the Aourishing missions establisbed by
the Jesuite in Russia, yet it prcduced s wery
bveoehoin! effect upon she Society at large. Ab
the time of the ressoration the Order ip the
other conntries of Europe was composed cither
of aged Fhthers, who hed survived the auppres-
ninn or of yowthful novicea ragently admitted.
The frat were full of good will snd fercor, hut
all were far advanced in years and many were
afficted with infirmities 3 the novices on the
other hand wanted experiencs:

For fonr quarta of vegetabla eoup, take twe
pounds of sonp beef, having the bone attached
tio it 3 out the mea$ from the bone, and wipe
the ment with a wet towel ; put the bones in
the bottom of the vonp pot, lay the meut on
them, poar over them four quarts of gold
water, and place the sonp pot ever the fire,
whera its ocontentas will slowly approach the
boiling polnt.

be kepr up, and 1t is kept up in the way that
is revoafed by the returne above furmished.
But Jet it ro$ be supposed that these are all
the figurezs—they do aot, for instance, show
one-half racelved by the Halifax Herald frem
Ottaws durlng the year 1835, It pays to
bolst ““the old fl1g" to that tune! When Mr.
Meckenzie was in power between 1874 and
1878, one of the first regnlations was (hat
no cfficial advertisements should be inasrted
except in papers of the Pravince in which the
service was to be performed or the matter
conoerned ; but this rule has been swept
away to such an extent that it is not unuasusl
to find advertised in twenty or thirty N, S.
papers contracts for something like the erec-
tion of sentry boxes in Keewatin !

Toe depreesion in Tory clrcles when there
aro signs that the people are getting tired of
Tory ruls, is not to be wondered at. Fanoy
the deprivation of §200 openly, and $200 mare
clandestinely, every week ! Within a short
time after the Tory parly went out of power
in 1874 every Tory journal published in Hali-
fax—and they were nll *‘ loilty” howlers and
pap-receivers, like the Herald-—woere annffed
out of existenos, and are hardly remembered
aven after the lapee of these fow years, No-
hody doubts that history will repezt itaelf in
this repect. The Herald knows It, it's *‘come
day, go day” with it.”

HE GOT BRITISH GOLD.

HENRI LE CARS(}?T. THE POLISHED

He is nown In Chieago as the Braidwoeod
Druggiste Who Advoeated Physicnl
Force and Indorscd the Dynamite
Schentes of ¢'Donovan Roassa,

(Chicago Herald.)

Dr. Heori Le Osaron, or ** Beach.’ as he now
styles himself, the alleged English epy, who 18
now giviog bhis sensational testimony before the
Parnell commmiassion 1n London, appears to have
had 2n eventful oareer. I'rom all thabt can be
lesrned of his early history he is a native of
France and 18 adout ity Eenrn of sge. Heis a
an below the medinm height, apd 18 of thin
and wiry build. Hie face is pale and eallow,
and his hair and mustache are tinged with
gray. He has a hLunted look in his eyes
and, although very gushicgin his manner, ex-
hibits a sort of nervuurness which ab ooce at-
tracta nttention and engenders a suapicion of
his sincerity. In 1844, when abont five years
old, his family came to Amerion and nmettled
in Philadelphia. YWhen the boy was sabont
filteen vears onld he was sporenticed
to the drug businees, and ha cantinued in that
profession until 1861, wten he enlisted as a pri-
vate in a Penusylvania regiment. He served
with some distincbion, an) when the regiment
was muatered out he hell the rank of adjutant,
Be professed to be an ardent fenian, and par-
ticipated io the s~mewhat disastrous fenian raid
into Oanada in 1865. He then came to Illionis,
and in 1866 was appointed as the first hospital
steward in the state penitentiary ab Joliet. He
afterward atvended the Detroit Medical Col-
lrge, snd graduated from that iostitution in
1872, and then loocated av Braidwood, Ill., whers
he achieved some reputation as s pharmacist,
He operated two crng astores in Braidwood,
where he sold whisky to his friends and patrons
and gained quite a notariety for his loud-month-
ed fulminations against the Engish govern-
ment. He waa ab nctiveimembar of all the Iriah
societies and the Catholic foreabers, and declar-
ed himself a mason., He always openly and
loudly espoused the cause of Irelapd and wasan
ardent advocate of the physioal foree theory
He proclaimad himself a dynamiter and asserted
that the Jrieh cause could never he advanced to
victory except by force. Even at that time he
excited considerable suspicion among the yrish
leaders. He protested too mneh and there was
an apparent insincerity aboub his blatant utter-
ances that repelled the confidence of she men at
the head of the Irish movement,

During his residence in Braidwood he was in
receint of British money orders and drafts on
the Bank of England, which were cashed for
him by Postmaster Huston and Banker Odell,
Tbhe receipt ot these large snme naturally oe-
casioned muspicion aod Lie Caron was operly
accused of being a Britiah spy, HS sternuously
denied these charges and claimed that they were
made by the republicane to injure him palisi-
cally. In regsrd to the frequent receipt of
money from Eogland he stated that is was the
.revenue from some' eatates he owned in the old

-gnbotry, ‘He slso made frequent voysgeS to
‘Kogland, which inoreasad the suspicion againat
Rik, b;:_h:.:!g],gnpﬂ that ha want over tn Inale

‘after his’ propesty... He waa a_cbronio cffice-

seaker and & candidate for the legislatare, the
supervisorship and the mayoralty of the town.

He 'alio iaporiuned President Claveland for sn
sppointment as wins gauger at Bordeaux,
France, which he failed to receive At one
time when be was 5 gandidate for supervisor he
organizad s mob which broke open the ballos
boxes. but eawnec nothing by hia unlawful act.
1u 1882 he was elecied president of the. Iilinois
Pharamaceu'ical Arrociation, which had for its
pringinal objech at that time the anactmont of o
stata pharmacy law, wh ch was afterward pase-
ed by the Illinois legislature, In 1884 he lefs
Braidwool and came to Chicago to live,
announcing that be was to be sppointed to
spme position in the health department. He
was also an applicant for an appointment to the
state board of pha:macy, but waa not succeseful.
Of bhix career in Chicago but little is known ex-
capb that he owned a couple of drug stores and
clasimed to bea physician. His last residence
was 83 177 LaSalle avenue, where he di:played
the sign: ' D, H. Le Caron,” but it 18 nt
known that he had any practice as a physician,
although he lived well and seomed to have
plenty of mouey at his command. He sudden-
ly disappeared from Chicago about the middle
of last December, snnouncing to his immediate
neighbora that he was Roiog b» Fur pe aod
w_ould probably be absent about five weeks He
did not return and two weeks ago his wife sur-
prised her friends by eelling out all the house-
hold furniture and, with her children, fol-
lowing her husbaud to Evglaud, The mystery
surroundiog this sudden Hlight was explaroed
when Dr. Le¢ Caron sppeared before the
Parpell commigsion in bis sentational cbarac-
ter of a Brituish spy. There is no doubb that Dr.
Le Caron was & member of the Clan na-Gael
faction. He aleo jcined the Fenisn Brother-
hood about 1868, and has heen a delegate to all
the Irish cooventions hela in Chicago during
the paat twenty years. He always claimed to
belong to the war party and was continuslly
arguing that the only way to bring England *‘co
its knees” was by the use of dynamite and forcs.
He wan, it ia clsimed, never trusted by any
prominent Irishman, as he wans generally re-
garded 88 unsafe and unrelisble, o wasan
avowed defender of Q'Donoyan Rossa, and
when he was uxpeiled from the Clan na Gael at
the convention in Wilkesbarre, Pa., in 1850, Le
Caron was his defender., He used the specious
argumeut that such listle things as peculation
or financial dishonesty ought to be overlooked
in a man who advocated the only true doctrine
of Irieh redemption—dyoamite. The plea of
the already suspscted doctor did notsave Rossa,
however, and he was oxpelled. 1n 1Sl he was
a Qelegate to the Clan-na.Gael convention at
the Palmer House, and at thiat time was more
than once accused of being o epy. Although
the convention was & secret one, ita procecdings
wers given to the public in some mysterious
maaner, and Le Caron was accused of bateaying
tho secrets intrusted to him. He managed to
shield himself behind ap inecffensive delegate
from Rbode Ieland named West, aud was ex-
onerated.,

It was ab this convention, according to Le
Caron's atory, that the dynamite policy was
adaopted. he being one of its most exited advo-
cotes. He also advocated the policy of eaprur-
ieg the land leaguere, which wers just about
buingZorganized in Chicago and other large
cities by the Purnell or moral-force faction of
patriots, and when the sonvention was held in
M. Cormick Hall late in the year 1881, Le Caron
and s number of revolutionary members of the
QOlan-na-Gael were present as delegates from the
land leaguea, This convention was nttended by
T. M. Healy and T. P. O'Connor, who were
Paruellites sand members of Parliament, but
they took mo nctiv~ part in the procerdingsa.
In rpeaking of the Palmer Honse and McCor-
mick Hull conventions W, J, Hynes, who was
a prominent member of the Ulan-na-Gael at that
time, Bays ;

** Le Uaron was always known as an advocate
of pbysical farce ; he was always savageiy
bloadthirsty, and bad to be continually re-
straioed. He was regarded as a dangerous man.
Le Caron says the Palmer House convention ad-
vosated a dymamite policy., That is utterly
false. It nob only did nob adsocatesuch a policy,
but denounced and condemned i,

At the MeOormick Hall convention the force
policy of Le Caron and others recei sed no sup
port whatever, and about five hundred vhousand
dollars was raised to assisy in supporting the
Pacoell no-rent manifesto which had been iarued
a few monthe befors. The treason of Le Caron
to the Irieh cause has locg been suspected, and
when b attended a convention of the Clan-na-
Gael in Chicago, in July, 1888, a number of the
delegates lett the hall. They openly declared
that it was imprudent snd unsafe to exprevs
themeelves befure a convention when Dr. Le
Caron was present, and Le Caron did not
atterapt to defend himself, but sat silent and
subdued duriog the entire prozendings.

Alesander Sullivan emphatically denies the
atatements of Dr. Le Csron on the witnesr
stand in Londnn, particulary as to his alieged
conterances with Parnell. Mr. Parnell’s retic-
ing dieposition and moderate nolicy wers too
wall known to warrant anyone in believing that
he evar confided his views to 8 man like this Le
Carnn,

“T have not eeen Le Cavon for fivo years,”
snid Mr, Sullivan, ‘‘and I know very little of
him. When, however,he openly swears that he
has been furnishing infor- mation to the
British ~ Government for years, whils
professing to be in sympathy with the
Irish cause, and connecting himself with Irish
movements, it does not require much inte!li-
gence ¢o discover what gort of a man ha i or
how reliable his tesbimony ought te be consid
ared. Thereisa lot of etuff in his testimony
that is utterly ridiculous as well as flagrantly
uutruthfut.”

Representative Mooney, of Braidwood, a
prominent and responsible Irish-American citi-
zen of that place, gives rather a damaging view
of Le Caron from hia knowledge of and ac-

naiotance with the man. He saye that Le

aron came to B-aidwood abaut 1872, and opsn-
ed s doctor'a cftfice and _emall drug store in
wkat is known as Lower Braidwood, a locality
inhabited principaliy by Bohemiane. He np-
peared ta ne very auxiaus ta form what he call-
ed a revolutionary rociety, bub never aucceeded,
and Le Caron simply lied when he aaid such an
orgauization existed 1n Braidwood.

sLe Csron rold me 1n his own office,” said
Mr. Mooney, *‘ that Sheridan was a fool for not
accepting the £10.000 to betray his friends and
tell all be knew. ‘Ha could easily have told all
he knew ’ an‘d Le Caron, ‘and then cauld uot
have implicated Paraell or any of the lesgue
leaders in any matter that in any way would
compromire them or their canse. I know as
much as be does and more too, and could not
compromisa shem if I tried.- I bave no uss for
the Parnellives,’ said he, excitedly ; ‘if it wasn b
for them, an we had our own way, the causn
of Irelond would have been won long agn.’
And now this fallow yoes to London,” said M.
Moooey, *‘and swears to a story which he
knows to be untrue, and charges acts and deeds
against the very men of whom he confessed to
me he knew nothing, He is simply a spy and
& traitor,”

George P, Engelhard, editor of the Western
Drugygist, knew Le CUaron very well, and is nf
tha opinion that the wily Frenchwan is simply
seeking notoriety by hie pecular and meuea-
tional disclosures injLondon. Le Oaron, he
said, was 8 man who was willing to filf his
pocketbook by sny means, and he probably
theught that by posing as a * British spy” he
could get the highest merket price for hia ser-
vices. Le Qaron, he esid, was an accomplished
actor, who bad studied his part well, and would
go through with it to tke end.

. Amoog the leading Irisbmen in the city Dr
Lo Oaron bas long been suspectad’as an agent,of
the British Government, and he has enjoyed
buv little of their -confidenca, Even among the
revolutionists of the old Olan.na-Gael factior
he was regarded with distruas, and the Parnell
ites and laud lstﬁueu claim to have always
distrusted hiro. His statements are generally
disoredite], and the univerasl verdict in Obi
cago 1 that the dostor is usterly ynworthy o
belief, and that the talsity of hir testimony will
bo fully shown when the friends -of:. Parnell
hl:ye the legal opportunity to deny and confute
thein,

Landerkin, who made the motion, pointed
out that corn was as much a raw material of
the pattle ralser as of the distiller, Ho re-
graded this rebate to distlllera as one of the
anomalies of the Government’s flscal polioy.
If they were not allowed thia privllege they
would be obliged to boy the Oacadian farm.

The Ganadian export duty on logs and other
raw timber i8 to be met by an Import duty
equal in amoant, and all articles taxed by
Canada on Importation are to be taxed the
same on enteriog the States, The dirsot blow
at the Canadian farmer jz contained in the
{ollowlng olause :—

Seo, 4. That the following artioles ehall on
importation inte the Unlted States he subjsct
to the following rates of duty:

Barley, 15 cents per bushel of 48 bs ; eggs,
5 cents per dozen; hay, 25 per cent. ad
valorem ; atraw, $3 00 per ton of 2,000 lbs, ;
potatose, 253, per bushel ; fish, fresn, for im-
mediate consumptiod, 1 cent per lb,; apples,
dried, 2 orn's par tb.; poultry and gome of
all kinde, 20 per gent. ad valorem.

Of lato yoara, owing to the sarticles men-
tloned having besen placed on the American
free list, Canadisn farmers have been able to
diypnse of them at good prices and In large
quantities, and have made money in spite of
protection on other thinge. This act will
destroy that luorativs firm trade at one blow.
Yot we cannot blame toe Awmericaoo for thuz
retaliating, for, as the preamble of Mr.
Baker’s bill recites, tho monsure is deeigned
to meet hostile Canadian legislation and the
fuilure of the Dominion government to carry
out the termu of the atanding offer, embodivd
in the Guatoms Aot. Thin offer in to the
eftact that whenever the United States places
any article produced In Usnada on the fres
list, Canada will do the same.

A more stupid, aulcidal polioy than that
prrsned by our goverzment ocould not be
imagined.

The PDetence of Canada.

—

A writer under the nom de plume of
“‘ Verax,” in tha January number of Gol-
burn’s United Servite Magazine, furnizhes
another instance of the great sattention
Canada is reelving just now from the monl-
ders of public opinion in Eogland, HRis
article is entitled * The Defence of Canada.”
Starting with the presumption that *‘the
misfortane of a war with the United States
In &% least possible,” and that °providing
against it will render it less, and mnot wmore
probable,” he goes on to estimate the fighting
atrength of Canada. Apparently impressed
with the gravity of his ‘‘ possible” campaigp, |
in which, as he rightly tays, a population of .
a little over 5,000,000, spread over a rela-
tively narrow stiip of country 3,700 miles in
length, would be oalled upon to reslat a
nation of over 60,000,000, ** Verax” proceeds
to show what Oanadiens could do. At best
it 1a but a pitiable exhlbition of weakness,
dieplayed with evident cousclousnssa of bow
atterly indefensible ©anadian territory wonld
ba before the forces which the United States
could fiing apon it along the whole extent of
the fromtier, After referring to ‘‘the in.

fislds, But in the North-West Rebeliion the
fine men seat into the field wero badly led,
excopt at Batoche, whep, with a fine oharge
with the bayonet, ths rebels were put to
fight, In all the other fights, victory cannot
be olaired by the Dominton troops. Toae re-
sults were rather repulsas than defents, al.
though in some cares the bands of disolpline
were so far relaxed that the men retreated as
soldiers should not do. Bat the resl cunes
was the Ignorance of the subordinate officers,
and the want of rellance on them-felt by their
men ; an ignorance for which they are not to
be blamed, for under the present system there
fs no way for them te be adequately en-
lightened.

Tarning to the American side of the ques-
tion, we find a nation, numbering ab present
sbout 60.000,000, who, in the Oivil War end-
fog in 1865, put 3,000,000 men iw the Seld,
when their population was stualier, and since
those dsys railways have enormcusly multi-

liad,
£ Tha Americans maintaln a standing army
of 37,000 men, snd have, besides these, a
milizia system somowhat anzlegous to that of
Canada, but far mers numercus and complete.
They have basides large arzenslo, gun, sword,
and rifle factorles, gnopowder manninctoriez,
&c., which Caoada dosa not possess, and by
which they can arm =n overwhelming force,

Lot us for the moment assume that Canadsa
oould put in ths field 150 000 wen, which
with, sy, 100,000 troopa (!) from Erglsnd,
would meke a totz! of 250,000 nen. Thw
frontier to be defended Is a iong one, though
it would ooly inociude the four wasuern pro-
viocee, I$ would ba hopeless to attempt the
defence of the country west of the greatlakes.

Uoless we gave up the rich Niagaca distrist,
1t would require at leagt 40 000 mezn. Mont-
resl, the most exposed town, wonld requirs
50,000 mer. Kingston, the key of tho lake
defence, is slso on the west flnk of Montreal,
besldes coverfng Oitawa, must huve at least
20,000 men. Qaebee wnuld require 10,000
men; and Prescott, Halifsx, and Vancouver
the pame number each, Kiogston and Pres-
cott, it moast ba remembercd, are important
poiate, oe they directly cover Qitawa, the
seat of Goveramens, sud Hulifrx and Van-
couver are maval atativos of the gresseet im-
portapes in & war sguinet the Ustted Siutee,
Kingston alao protecte the Rideau canal lead-
ing o Ottaws, end is the termivur of a rail-
way line ruuning north toweards Ottawa,

We will suppose that thess garrisons are
tauken from the Cunadian Militie. Tben this
Jeaves only the tioopa that mlght be sent
from Kogland te take the field.

The above numbera are nol s$ all exag
geruted, for In the well-known defensive
ucheme drown up in 1864 by a well-known
and ocapable English cfficer, gent out to
(auada for the purpose, it was ceneidered
that even when the Toronto distriot was pre-
prred with field defences, it should have
50 000 men; and that Kingeton, Montreal,
and Quebeoc, with extensive permanent fortifi.
cations, sheuld have, respeciively, 20,000,
30 000, abd 7,000 men, while O:tawa was to
have 3 000. Thuo, this soheme provides for
60,000 men for the defence of the O:tawa.
Quebec-Montreal-Kingaton district, i con.
juaction with permanent fortifizations and a
field force of 30,000 men: total, 140,000 men.
This was recommended in the days when the
communications leading to Cinada wers very
pror to what they now are ; woer we did not
know how the Americans conld fight, or what
armiea they could raiee, although it wae more
then recognized that Canada could scarcely
be expected to muster » force at the outbresk
.of hostllities capable of withatanding In the
open field that which the Americans conld
briag ap.

The soheme of 1864 required a defensive
force of 110,000 men with fortifications, ex-
clusive of Hallfax and Vanocouver. The
schems in this psper snpposes & defenslve
force of 130,000 men with no fortifications to
spoak of, aleo exclative of Halifax ana Van-
couvar, a difference which errs by belog too
amall, 20 that the numbers given are by no
means exceseive, while the garrlaons assumed
for Halifsx and Vencouver are far too amall,
From their importance they should have
30,000 men each, to stand a long slege,

The distawoes of the vital pointa in the
Unlted States from the frontier, and the Im-
mense diffrrence between the number of troops
that could be aseembled and malatained on
American and Canadian soile, would force
the British troapa into & atrateginal defensive
attitnde. Where wonld they be posted In
Canada for this purpose?

With regsrd to this polat, we must remark
that from the rallways skirting the frontier
the troops will have to be somewhere near
that frontler, while the long single ratlway
lines parallel fo the frontier are by no means
a rapid, or zafe, or certain means of traus.
porting troopa from polnt to polat, The
Amerjoan troops, it shonld be remembered,
have proved their capaoity for rapid and far.
reaching ralds, destroying rallways, &o.
The two oapitals of the Dominion being
Ostawa acd Montrenl, It {s evident that the
defence will be moatly limlied to the ares be.
tween Kiogeton and Qaebeo, thatiw, along
the line of the St. Lawrence..

America need not be in any harry, She
oan play » waiting game, It would all bsin
her favour, A wealthy, self-contained coun-
try, of vast extent, and prepered for such
racrificea as she made In the four yeara' Civil
War, cannot be essily uttrcked. The forces
she cnuld raise at the prospect of war would
be sufficient to prevent the Britlsh force at-
tempting & serious lnvasion to any dletance
into the conatry. The longer the United
States played a waiting game the eacier will
the result ba for her, for a poor country like
Canada could not stand the strain ; and far-
ther, it must be considered that Canedlans
wonld not enter into tha atruggie with the
rame onergy as the Americans, All that the
Canadians would gain would be the continu-
ance of the Britiah conaection, as to the valno
of which they are even now very much
divided, while the American pride would be
ratsed with tho determination of refusiog de-
feat, and with the prospect and even, some
may say, the certainty, of gailnfag Canada,
With such conditions the result seems almoot
& foragons conclusion, especially as Americans
have chown that they osn fight heroically.
Besides, tho Irlsh element in America would
only embitter the ferling, and cenfirm the
American determination to win at all costs,

Thep, again, between Kingston snd Quebec
there is nothing to prevent the Amaricsn
columns from reachiog the sonthern bank of
the St. Lawrence, and puttiog a complete
stop to tho river trsffi, by destroying the
canals and coostructing batterieo. The die-
tance is too great between Kingston and
Qaetee to bo absolutely protected by any
force ench a8 hoe been named, however much
they may march and coantarmarch; for as
one Awnerican column Is threatened it cen re-
tire, while tho othera advanca and compel
the retorn of the Britich fel@ force. The
British ships might even have to fight thelr
way to Quebec agalnst hoth land batteries
ond gua-boatz passed throogh the Richelien
canal from Lake Champlain into the S,
Lawrenca.

Auothor point 1s that tha want of depth in
the inhahited part of the Dominion ia a seri.
ous disadvantage to the carrylng out of a suno-
cearful atrateglcatl defence.

In the above remarke I have supposed the
Canadian troops to be fully eguipped snd
supplied, and to havo a fair preportion of
artillery and ocavalry to the infantry, Baus
this is only s snpposition. The <xiating pro.
portion of artillary Iz only 1-4 guns te 1,000
men, Instead of the usnal proportion of 3 to 4
guoa per 1 000. The cavalry conalets of 1
sabre to 17 bayonets instesd of 1 %0 6. And
of anginners there are only 1 in 400 inuvtead
of 1ie 30 'While traneport and supply corps
are entirely wanting, and every penvy spent
on the militia is grudged. .

Naval operatione on the Lakes would not
lead to important results on either eide. As
tn the state of the existing fortifications and
their armaments, it is best to eay nothing.

After this we are not surprised that tho
writer should ceme to the conclusion that
“the land defence of Canada Is Imprac-
ticable.” Therefors, in the event of war,
‘*the best attack on Amorlea Is a naval one,
blockading her consts and etopping her com-
marce.” But this means the abandonment of
Qanada, for we may bo sure that the frst
move of the Americans wounid be to ocoupy
the leading points in the Dominlon. The
few men we could aend ogainst them wonld
be awept away like chaff before the wind,
though they wounld, la all probability, perish
heroically,

It wonld ba vory beneficlal to Canada in
manv respects to etation, as of old, a faw
Kinglish battalions in the Dominion. In
military point of view they wonld form
centres of a much wanted military instruotion
and spirit, while moclally and commerclally
they would be heartily welcomed, and form
link of the greatest power In binding the
Colony to the Mother Country, and w0 ald In
binding tho ompirs together more firmly.
Thelr presence in the Dominion would tend
to make peopie realise their connection with
England, tor they have nothlng that does
that now; while they could, in extreme
emergencies, seslst the permanent Qoulonial
force proposed, in thelr duties. Other reassns
could be added, but 1 would not care to state
them publicly here, though they are probably
esaential for prererving the unity of the Do-
minion in fotore.

The moral to be drawn from all this
elaboration of self-evident faots is that
Canada Ia helplesely at the mercy of the
United States, that she cannot defend herselt
nor look $o England for help in cuse of in-
vasion. The socner, therefore, we abanden
our war talk the better, set to work for the
catablishment of permanent friendly rela-
tlons, and promote peace and union on the
wise and pairlotic lines of unrestricted reoi-
procity Iaid down by Mr. Laarier and the
Liberal party, the sooner we will enjoy the
blesaloge of permanent peace and prosperity.

MR. C. J. BRYDGES.
KIS TEERIELY SUDDEN DFATH AT WINNIPEG.

WixyiPEG, Fabroary 17,~Mr, 0. J, Brydges,
Hudson’s Bay Jand commissioner, droppsd
dead in *he Geperal hospital yesterday sfver-
noon ad 4 20. Death wan awfully sndden, and
as the news of his nntimely end became known
everybody was painfully shocked as well as
atartled. Tho deceased was in appareat gocd
health, but in the morning had a elight attack
of dizziness from which he guickly recovered. .
In the afterncon he paid his customary visit to
the hospital, of which he was aecretary, being
acoompanied by his wife. The latter left him
thore to viait the training achool for nurses near
by. Mr. Brydges and Mr. Clarke, the clerk of
the hosvital, were sitting in the board room,
and there beipg nothing partioular to attend io,
the former said he would come again cn Mon-
day, Mr. Clarke theas proceeded with his
wark, hin back being turaed to Mr Brydges,
Almont instantly he heard Mr. Brydges’ fest
shuffle on the foor and turning around saw him
gaaping for breanh, hig head leaving over the
ohoir, Liftiog up the dying man’s head he
called his name loudl{, but there was no re-
rponse, and shuuting for aid several medioal
rasn, whe were in the building. rushed in, but
too late, Thespark of life had fled, The cause

The Annual Statement of the
Provincial Treasurer.

A Barplus ot Nearly Four Mundred Thou.
axnd  Dollars—- Detailn of the Year's
Operations—Tha Dcht  Conversation
Schemie~Ths Commercial Tax-—
Tho Outlook.

The Provincial Tressurer, Mon. Mr. Shehyn
made his financial statement in vthe Legislaturs
Friday aft-rnoon. The followng is A summsry
of the more importantb parts of the rprech. In
opening he taid he had the pleasura to an-
nounce—and the Houss uud coustry would, no
doubt, be equonlly plessed to hear—that the oper-
ationa of the past fiacal year, ended on the 30:h
June last, had hevn crowned with the result
which waa all the more welcome that it wan
unprecadented in the biebery of the provinee for
a good mauy yeara, ‘The Governmens had to
vthankfully ackeawledge o eurplua  of
upwarde of 8373,000 in the ordinary receipts
over the ordinary expendituro of the year.

{a a party theroto; for unreasenzbly enbanc-
log the market price of an artlcle or commo-
dity which 1z an object of trade ; for undualy
reatralning the traffic in any such article or
commodity ; for limitlug, lessening or pre.

Useful [nformation fox Tillers of the Boly,
ety

The value of the manure Is too otten over-
looked in poultry-ralsing. It ts olaimed they
a fow] will wake one bushel of monure in a
year, the value dependas npon the kind of fas
used, The monctary value s never leas than
25 cents, and varies according to looation.
Where trucking is carried on the hen man-
ure readily sells at $2 per barrel, It ie also
used in the arts by morocco leather menu
fuoturers.

Glass is expensive tor hot-beds, apd thoee
who prefer something cheaper may use cotton
cloth, give it too couts of bolled linaecd oil.
It requires but littla attentior, is easily
handled, permits the heat and light to entre,
and does net allow the heat to be radiated
away at night as readily as does glass. I
algo bas the advntage of reduciog the cost of
fromes, na the expensive window eash need
not be used,

When you order young trees one of the
montimportant polate to obeerveianctto allow
the roots to be exposed to the sun or wind.
A few mirutes’ expoanr may do irreparable
i pjary. If you capunt plant them immedis-
tely on arrival, “heel” them in until you are
ready, and before beginning the work let tho
holes 96 dug acd oll preparationa made to
avaid delay.

It will destroy a whole field of cgg
plants in a siogls righr, snd often dots more
damage to early plants than it does to the
potato crop.

All the cutting of old canes from the rasp-
berriee and blackberries should be done be-
foro the epring opeps.  If the new canes are
cut black laterals will be thrown out. Black.
berriea should always be wdll cut bauvk, in
order to have tho canes ntrong and etocky,

Any soll that will grow a falr crop of corn
may be gelected for peaches, The eame cuttiva-
tion ie given pescher the firet year that is
necersury for corn, which means that the
oultivator should be paseed over the ground
froqaootly und the grass kept down.

It s estimautod that for fattening hogs cne
bushel of corn ia equal to three bushele of oats
and thet when fed dey, ehdlled corn is more
economical thun cornmeal for hoges, especially
if the cvst of grinding la teken into consid-
eration,

Ba enreful in using salt on the grourd:
Salt will kkill weeds to a certuin extent, and it
is also a remedy for some kinds of grubs in
the soll, put aalt will kill other plapts as well
snd ite uee may reenlt in a loss of pome of the
gurden crops.

The continued warm woatherfor this season
may cauge the bude to pramaturely sweli,
only to be caught by the froat Inter on, The
best preventive is the use of mulch, which
provents she ground from warming before
epring.

When trimming grape vines let them bo
cut and trained #o as to admit of the air and
eunshina®, Toos much ehade la sometimes the
cause of rot, au it invites molsture. Trim
the vines while the weather is cold,

Roots etnwed in thaoel'ar will cauze ditonte
in the housshold if allowed to deosy and rot.
The cellar is an excellent storage pince for
root crope, bnt they muxt be kept in good
condition if dizease isto be avoided.

Save the old frui: cane, throw them In the
fire and mel% themn apart,und use them aroond
the early tumato plants, in order to guard
agaicet the deredations of the cutworm,

Too much washing and ecouring of the
churn and tin psns cannot be given, Clean-
linvey 13 an importast factor in the dairy
busioess, and boillng water ls an absolute
necessity.

Ubse oarbolie acid In all the white wash that
may be applied, and whitewash the interior
of the stables a8 nften aa it can be done, as it
renders them light and oheerfal.

Kecp yonr seed potatoes oold emough to
prevent them from sprouting. All sprouting
shonld be done under gronad,

LETTERS FROM EGAN,

No man could sreak
for the V, 0. witbout authsrity, which it would
take time to get, None of us osn guaraniee
anything for those on the other side who are
hosuile| %uu who 1 feol curtmia do nob represent
the opinion of the home organization. Thers
can be no chance ther: until there is a change
of persons, which 1s sure to come in time. ALY
could do would be to tell E and P, (P. maan-
iog Parnell) on my own respouaibility what will
satiefy our friends axzd make propoeals.
might fee! morally certain that they would ap-
prove,, bat I would ou no aceount have them
puy 1y expenses, which would plade me iu a
falee position. I have asked our friends’ advice
hers as to whether they think it the right thin
9n do. They will consider the matter but I don't
think now that I ‘hall b3 so advired. They
(Parnell and bis friende) seem to migunderstand
the disentiafnction here. It is mot caused by
their acuion in Ireland, but by the action they
aliow their frienda to take here in their name,
Opinions differ little on the essential points, bub
we cannob tolerate the kind of thinge begun in
Buffalo, I will write again.”

A FAMOUS SPEECH.

Le Caron sald that * the kind ef thing be-
gun in Buffalo’ related to the action of Mr,
Puarncll’s friende in attempting at the open
convention to depose, divorganizy and disrapy
the revolutionsry organizations. Noreference
was Intended to the protest made at Buffalo
againat violenoe and crime. The witness in-
dentified the nlleged epeech by Mr, Purnell
referring to the Jatter; determinativn to ‘‘ne-
ver the last link binding Ireland to Eog-
land.” He also testified that on the oocasion
of Alexander Sulllvan’s trial for murder,
Sberiff Agnew, who was a member of the
seoret organization, * fixed” the jury. Salli-
van was acgnitted on the ground that he shot
the man killed for affronting his wife and
that It was a onse of justifiable homicide,

THE INFORMER'S COOL FAREWELL,

This ended the examination of the witness,
L0 Oaron asld he wished to apelogiza if he
had been impertinent. He thenked all for
the courtesy showa him, salated the benoch
and bar and left the court room,

SOAMES OONTINUES LIS STORY,

WVit-
neza was coavincud that the letters wore gen
nine and he thought that just before the
second roading of the Crimes bill would be a

A HIDEOUS MASS OF INIQUITY,

New Yorgk, Feb, 17.—The Times London
