15 upon the Municipal Corporation, within whose jurisdiction the ®!-
said Falls of Niagara are situate, the requisite powers to make
such rules and regulations as now are-or may be from time to time
required for the purposes aforesaid ; And whereas it is desirable
that such powers should be possessed by the said Corporation;
