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'NEWS OF THE MONTH.

We again picsent a lone, list of novelties
this month, most of them of considerable
interest, We have decided in future to
chronicle, *under a separate heading, new
counterfeits that we hear of, and those
stamp emissions which are plainly of a
purely speculative mature, that 1s, designed
to take ‘advantage ef the Philatelist’s col
lecting instinct by turning it to a source of
pront for impecunious postal administrations.
It is not always easy to draw the line be
tween speculative and legitimate issues,
Many persons consider all provisional and
surcharged stamps speculative, experience
however, and a careful ‘consideration of
each individual case plainly show that the
opposite is generally true, The stamps for
most countries are manufactured elsewhere
than in the country where they are used,
consequently an unusual demand for any
particular stamp, a change of postal rates
leaving a large stock of a useless value on
havd, or other similar legitimate reasons,
are the ordinary motive for surcharges, which
can be made in the local printing office,
Where these valid reasons exist a provisional
stamp becomes of prime Philatelic interest,
as marking some event of historical im-
portance, which as we have so often insisted
15 what gives to our pursuit a real value.
Others condemn commemorative issues
because not necessary for actual postal re-
quirements ; to this we do not agree, for
there is no reason why historical events, so
often commemorated by coinage and medals,
should not also be marked in the minds of a
nation by an object of such popular use as a
postage stamp,

We hope to treat of this subject more" at
length at an early day,

COUNTERFEITS.

There
are 13 varieties of postage stamps, 10 of
Official stamps, 7 of Postage Due, and 8
of Telegraph, 38 in all ranging in value
from 1 centavo to § pesos : our space is
too valuable to list them in detail. The
designs, workmanship and coloring, as
might be expected, are good as the
labels are intended to attract the pennies
of the junior collector.  Serious Phila-
telists we beliave will ignore them, as we
intend to do for the future. We wish
that dealers generally would do the same,
we fear however that the temptation of a
temporary gain, will prove too strong for
some, who would consider it dishonest to
sell to unsuspecting boys counterfeits or
reprints. ‘L'his rubbish is no better, and
if the large dealers would simply treat 1t
as a bogus issue and refuse to handle it,
Dr. Arsenjo’s speculation would soon
come to a disasterous erd. As the
Nicaraguan Government is to pay nothing

If a stamp dealer has “a large
supply ” of any stamp and publicly offers
to sell at a fraction of a previous catalo-
gue quotation, and if collectors are willing
to pay the price he asks, that price is
most certainly the retail *“ market value ”
of the stamp, for only a person in ignor-
ance of tl, > facts would be willing to pay
more. :

A brief consideration of the facts in
connection with Canada revenues, will
we think convince any one, that with the
exception of a few ** errors,” the tendency
of market prices will be downward, not
upward, for a long time to come. Revenue
stainps, unlike postage stamps, are used
on documents that are preserved—notes,
receipts, wills, bills of sale, legal papers,

insurance and shipping documents, ins
pection certihcates etc. — little attention
is given to the stamps until a demand
arises for them ; at the first demand they
are scarce because stored away, but they
exist in enormous quantities and as gra-
duully unearthed the supply soon meets
the demand and of course prices fall.
Some Canadian revenues are used to re
present inspection fees on certificates that
are vahd, enly if stamped, for a term of
years—five years for electric light inspec
tion certificates —, until the term expires
the stamps are scarce, but after expiry,
they can be had, certificates and all. for
the price of waste paper. Any one who
knows how many vears important law-
suits often last. can readily understand
why law stamps long after they are ob
solete become commoner than current
1ssues,

Collectors of Canadian revenues, who
buy the stamps,expecting they will“go up’
in price, for many a day to come, will,
except in a few special cases, be certainly
disappointed. They are attractive and
interesting stamps, and deserve the atten-
tion of Philatelists independent of any
consideration of price.

help the cause, by stimulating local inte-
rest in Philately, and so deserve en-
couragement, but how they can expect to
have an extended circulation outside
their own locality is incomprehensible.

January. Although this is called the first
number of Vol. 11,we have never seen any
of the numbers of Vol. I. We must con-
gratulate ourselves on this if they were at
all like the issue for January, for a more
poorly printed trashy sheet it would be
difficult to find. On page 5 the editor
gives a column list of Philatelic journals
received *‘since out last issue” from
which the MONTREAL PHILATELIST is
omitted.  Whether a copy has been
mailed to him or not, it is for our publisher
to say, we do not know, but certainly the
gentleman who occupies the editorial
chair received one from somewhere,
whether begged, borrowed or stolen we
can only guess, at any rate he has stolen
our reading matter to fill up his first page
of *“Interesting Notes” every line of
which except the last paragraph is copied
word for word from our December report
of new issues. We have no doubt Mr.
Editor you will often find * interesting
notes ” in our columns, nd we give you
full permission to use them with ac
knowledgement of their source, but if you
have no brains of your own don’t steal
other people’s ideas and pass them off for
yours.

PHILATELY AT THE FRONT.

There is a certain amount of sentiment
attached to the stamps used by our sol-
diers in South Africa. They can be
distinguished by the postmark, already
described in ** E.W.S.N..” and consist of
the 14d. and 1d. of Natal, the %d. and
1d. of Cape of Good Hope and the cur
rent penny British Apart from the
sentimental interest, the most interesting
stamp from a philatelic point of view 1s
the 1d. British. This statemert is hased
on the fact that the stamps of Natal and
the Cape are only used within the bound-
aries of their respective countries, and
as the postmark of the Field Post Office
only indicates where the letters have been
posted, that office only ranks with the
other offices in Natal or Cape Colony, as
the case may be.

On the other hand, British penny
stamps. being used in a country other
than ‘the country of issue, should come
under the denomination of provisionals

Possibly there will be a few Cape
stamps used in Natal, but it will be diffi-
cult to distinguish them, unless the en-
velopes also bear the postmark of a Natal
transmitting office.

In the case of the British 1d., however,
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there can be no doubt, and, as most col-
lectors reserve a corper of their albums
for British stamps used abroad, they will
probably give the place of honour to this
one, recording, as it does, the greatest
event that has taken place in British
history during this generation.

A very interesting page in an album
could be made up eof the various stamps
and envelopes connected with the war,
and the following list will give collectors,
who are interested in the matter, an idea
of what to be on the lookout for. The
stamps are the '4d. green of Natal,
singles and pairs ; the 1d. red of Natal,
single ; the !4d. green and 1d. red of
Cape Colony, singles and pairs ; and the
senny British.  All these stamps can be
}uuml with the British Army postmark.
Turning to envelopes, we flnd specimens
bearing no postage stamps at all, the
amount of postage being collected on

delivery. Other envelopes worth looking
out for are those bearing Natal stamps,
with the postmark of Chievelv, Natal,
These were used by the n.en of General
Buller's force at Chievely Camp, and
were forwarded to Pietermaritsburg
There they were stamped on the back
with the mark of that office before being
despatched to England. All the above
stamps and envelopes should be fairly
easy to acquire, but there is an envelope
that will elude the majority of collectors.
Part of a large mail was ‘‘comman-
deered” by the Boers at Dundee, Natal,
and taken to Pretoria and examined.
Every letter was slit open at one end and
perused, the object being to see that no
information of any use reached England.
All 1 _tters to which no objection could be
taken were afterwards closed with a label
bearing an inscription to the effect that
they had been officially examined by the
“Z.A.R." They were then stamped with
the postmark of Pretoria and resumed
their interrupted journey to Britain.

Readers who have been expecting let-
ters from Dundee and haven’t got them
yet, will know that their friends have
been indiscreet.

The above mentioned letters only
reached London last week.

The majority of collectors expect, in
the event of the British Army entering the
Transvaal (which we all hope will not be
long now), that the stamps of the Repu-
blic will be surcharged V.R. asin 1877.

We must bear in mind, however, that
the circumstances are very much dif-
ferent now to what they were then.

In 1877 a suzerainty was established,
and -although the Republican stamps
were surcharged V.R., the revenue aris-
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ing from the sale of them, went to the
C\Lluqum of the Transvaal, in the same
manner as that of other British pro-
tectorates.

In the present instance there will be
nothing less than annexation, and the
only doubt that should exist in the minds
of stamp collectors, on the matter of sur-
charging, is whether Natal or our own
stamps will have the honour.—Zwen's
Weekly Stamps News

During Christmas and the preceeding
week a very heavy strain of work was
placed on the postal officials at the post
offices in this place, in receiving, sorting
and distributing the thousands of Christ
mas letters, cards, etc., that were trans
mitted through the post. The daily |v.\]u-|
here states: *‘ that every credit must be
given to them for the very prompt manner
in which the requirements have been
met."”

One now sees a fairly good number of
the lower values of the N. Z. postage
dues, as they have all over the colony,
been formally initiated into general use,
all the various and miscellaneous letters
and articles, insufficiently prepaid have
them now affixed. They cannot under
any consideration be procured unused.

The 1d. brown and blue stamp has
now been formally withdrawn from all
the post offices in the Colony, and none
are now cbtainable at those places. [ am
informed that the stamp office (which is
a separate department from the post of
fice) has not yet placed its stocks of 1d’s
on sale. So there might yet be a chance
to obtain some more,

Zasmania, I have received three
letters from ‘‘readers of this paper”
asking for information re the proposed
new issue of Tasmanian Stamps, and
when th(-\ are to appear.

New South Wales. —In this colony

lately a revised Bill was brought before
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the parliament with regard to * Stamp
duties.” By the following cutting 1t
appears that the said bill is put off for a
time :

‘‘ By Telegraph. —Pres sociation.

“ New South Wales Parliament.”
Sydney, December 23rd.

The session has closed. The Council
shelved the ** Stamp Duties Bill.”

A well known Sydney stamp collector
recently made a big effortto get the New
South Wales Government to issue a
special 2%d. stamp ; the revenue derived
therefrom to go towards the ** Patriotic
Fund ” which i1s being raised in connec-
tion with the Boer war. So far the col
lector has not been successful in his ven-
ture, and I may add, 1 sincerely trust
that the whole thing may 1all through, as
so many of these superfluous issues are
now appearing that some effort ought to
be made by all * right minded” philate-
lists to check them. In this colony
hadges are being sold tothe public bear-
ing the New Zealand colours, and the
money obtained from the sales of same
goes to the ‘‘*N. Z. Patriotic fund.”
But the idea of issuing a special stamp in
N. S. W. for the purpose mentioned
ought to be * knocked on the head.”

South Australia. —The d. at this
place has appeared in a new design and
colour. The design is a very inartistic
production. It is supposed to be the
General Post Office in Adelaide ; how-
ever across the face of the design run
seven telegraph wires “disproportion-
ately thick.” Were it not for these wires
something of the view might be seen
otherwise it is an * abortion of a stamp;”
the same term might be applied to the
last J4d. Queensland. It is to be hoped
that the new * Federal " issue will appear
to supersede these and other sickly
failures at postage stamps.

A new post card appeared here recent-
ly viz 1d. x 1d. rose on buff. The cards
are joined at the foot and are per. 5'3.

Cook Islands.—In the Philatelic Month-
ly aud World, 1 notice a paragraph that
the }4d. surcharged Cook Islands exists
with the surcharge inverted. Although
I have had sheets of these pass through
my hands, | have never seen an inverted
surcharge 1 have wlready reportea the
‘double surcharge” and the error with
the “full stop” I am making enquiries
re the inverted surcharge as I have never
seen or even heard of it until 1 noticed
the paragraph in the paper mentioned.

F'IE MONTREAL PHILATELIST.

An Important judicial decision has re-
cently been given in Germany on the
subject of the guarantees of stamp dealers.
Mr. Franz Keichenheim purchased in

1895 an unused 2}; rap. Basle from Mr,
Lowe a stamp dealer of Berlin, In 1897
the stamp being on exhibition in London,
was pronounced a forgery by the judges.
Later a German expert proved it to be
not a forgery but a proof, upon which a
demand was made on Mr, Lowe for a
genuine specimen or the return of the
money paid. This demand being refused
the matter was taken to court, where a
decision was first given in favor of the
stamp dealer on the ground that a buyer
must according to the German code, es-
tablish any defect in the merchandise
sold within six months of the sale. In
appeal this judgement was reversed be-
cause the seller had not delivered the
article contracted for, a *‘stamp’ but
something quite different, a ** proof.”
Hence the dealer was condemned to
reimburse the money paid with interest
and costs

The old Mulready Envelopes can still
be used for postage. A dealer recently
posted one to himself to see what would
happen. The postal authorities at first
absolutely refused to recognise it, and
made a charge of 2d—(being, so they
said double deficient postage,)on delivery.
The dealer then applied to the chief
office, and on their inquiry into same, the
dealer's 2d was returned and the
Mulready envelope was officially super-
scribed with the words *‘charged in error
the stamped envelope being genuine.”

The fact of tne earlier Reunion stamps
being rare isattributed to the white ants,
When a large amount of the remainders
of these early issues (which would no
doubt in due course have found their
way to the stamp market) were lying
aside in the post office, the gum on
their backs attracted large crowds of
white ants, who eventually devoured the
whole stock. Many Philatel'sts have
been lamenting their voracity ever since.
