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Distinguished Jesuit
Passed Away Suddenly on Sunday Morning 

Sketch of His Career.

On Sunday morning last, at the 
end of the nine o'clock Mass at the 
Gesu, it was announced that Father 
Doherty was dead. This announce­
ment was all the more startling as 
Father Devine said before his sermon 
at the Gospel that Father Doherty 
was to preach that evening. For 
some days Father Doherty had been 
suffering from la grippe, but was 
so much better that he was out on 
Friday and spent Saturday afternoon 
and evening, and part of Sunday 
morning in the confessional. Sun­
day he said an early Mass, and after 
breakfast went to his room. About 
nine o’clock he sent for thej fnfirma- 
rlan and complained of a pain in 
his chest. The Brother applied a 
sinapism, and when he returned in 
ten minutes found that the good 
Father had passed away.

He remained in Guelph for eight 
years, and with the co-operation of 
his people built the beautiful Church 
of Our Lady, the most beautiful Ca­
tholic church in Canada.

For some years he gave himself up 
to missionary work in Canada and 
the United States.

Vice-President Fairbanks on 
Power of the Church,

tiovernmem ana Laws Noth, 
ing to its Influence.

Vice-President Fairbanks was the 
principal speaker at the thirteenth 
annual banquet of the Alumni As­
sociation of the Catholic University 
held last week in Washington. The 
Vice-President paid a striking tri­
bute to the power and influence of 
the Catholic Church in the course 
of his remarks.

"Although I belong to a different 
church," he said, “I with most of 
my countrymen, have come to rea­
lize that the Catholic Church is one 
of the potent and enduring agencies 
for righteousness and good.

'Tn my younger days I knew of a 
strong antagonism to the Catholic 
Church. Every man in those days 
thought his own sect was the only 
proper Church and he distrusted the 
others. Years have led me to see 
those differences fade away and to 
see all the churches rejoice in each 
other’s progress. I am a trustee of 
the American University and in look­
ing over its assets I found one that 
is an evidence of the respect and 
charity with which churches look 
upon one another. On the books of 
the American University is the re­
cord of a loan of $10,000 to a Ca­
tholic University. Imagine this 
transaction between a Methodist and 
a Catholic institution in the olden 
days.

'I can only add my prediction to 
that of thousands of others, that 
your university has a great future. 
And the future of our great country 
depends upon such as you. Congress 
is the greatest body of law-makers 
in the world, our government is the 
greatest mechanism, as great as the 
greatest ideals that have been built 
for it, but all this government and 
all these laws arc as nothing com­
pared to the power and influence of 
the Christian Church."

Notable words were uttered by 
Senator Beveridge, of Indiana, at 
Carroll Institute, Washington, last 
week, on the subject of the Church 
and State controversy in France. 
He said:

"With the purely governmental con­
troversy between any nation and its 
citizens or subjects we Americans, as 
a nation, have nothing to do. On 
such questions we Americans, as in­
dividuals, may have our personal 
opinion, but not an official opinion. 
But when any government on earth 
grounds its policy in an attack on 
religion itself, then it is time for 
all men who believe in the Gospel to 
speak out in protest. For such an 
attack is the beginning of a move­
ment against all religion, and its end 
is to dethrone the Saviour of the 
world as the sovereign of the spiri­
tual and moral empire of mankind. 
It affects yll churches equally. I 
wonder if men who talk so boldly 
of exterminating our faith understand 
what would happen if that faith 
were dethroned. How longj do you 
suppose the Republic would last if 
all the churches were turned into 
factories and all the preaches and 

priests—ministers of the same Gos­
pel-ceased forever their holy vocan 
tion ? How long would society it­
self endure?"

HO.H, Besent Desecration 
of Day.

A division of the Ancient Order of 
Hibernians out in Sioux City have 
taken action by resolution, condemn­
ing the manner in which St. Pat­
rick’s Day is often celebrated or ra­
ther desecrated by organizations 
which are not Irish. The resolu­
tions read:

"Entertainments of various kinds, 
usually dances open to promiscuous 
attendance, some even in places of 
low repute, are advertised to take 
place on that day under such "aus­
pices, all purporting to be observ­
ances of the Irish national and reli­
gious holiday.

‘We cannot prevent any individual 
or organization from advertising and 
holding what it pleases on March 
17, but we protest against the pre­
tense that these observances are 
held in honor of a day which, sacred 
to us, means nothing to the element 
to which these celebrations cater.

"We ask our brethren of Irish'birth 
and descent to give their support 
and presence only to such observ­
ances of the day as are in keeping 
with its character and the sentiments 
which It ■ inspires. And to our res­
pectable fellow-American citizens we 
disclaim, if need be, all responsibility 
for St. Patrick’s Day affairs which 
tend only to dishonor the day

Catholic School Commissioners
To be Elected Instead of 

Appointed.
Quebec, March 5.—The Langlois 

Bill providing for thp election of the 
Catholic School Commissioners in 
Montreal was approved by the Com­
mittee on Legislation this corning.

This virtually means that the bill 
has passed the Assembly. Its suc­
cess was unexpected, as it bud en­
countered great opposition.

The bill provides for the constitu­
tion of a board of eighteen Catholic 
school commissioners, three appoint­
ed by the Archbishop and fifteen 
elected in the different wards of the 
city, the same date and in the saine 
manner as the aldermen. At pre­
sent one-third of the board is a/p- 
pointed by the Archbishop, one-third' 
by the Provincial Government, and 
one-third by the City Council.

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ENFORCEMENT AND RESTRIC­
TION BECOMING POPULAR.

It is becoming generally popular to 
enforce public statutes- Officials are 
beginning to realize that it is more 
profitable in the long run. The 
United States, perhaps, more than 
Canada, has experienced the evil of 

laxity and passivity in giving full 
effect to the laws enacted by duly 
accredited legislators.

Nearly every city of any size has 
at one time or another a period of 
rampant graft, but sooner or later 
the time "when it was dark’’ is 
passed and then they look back and 
wonder why it all was.

In New York City, for instance, 
the laws are beftig enforced better 
than ever they were. But what a 
lesson had to be taught the politi­
cians, the "grafter’’ and the small 
"statesman" before these results 
were effected. The crimonal roster 
Sing Sing, or Ossining, as it is 
now called—in deference to the hon­
est cltfeon of the place, who found 
Sing Sing becoming obnoxious—this 
roe ter is very liberally made up of 
names that at one time were ap­
plauded as ones to conjure with, but 
had become blackened through vio­
lations of sworn oath of office, pro­
mising careers destroyed forever by 
too much acquiescence to the viper 
"Graft"; too much looseness.

Philadelphia, the most 'notorious 
"grafter" and "ringer" city in the 
country, turned a-new leaf only 
when a young, unsophisticated 
youth by the name of Gibney came 
out from a small western town, and, 
looking for a place to locate, acci­
dentally made the Quaker City his 
home. He quickly got the true in­
sight of its political rottenness, and 
being recognized as a leader in the 
cause of righteousness, was placed 
at the head of a citizens’ league, 
whose primary object was the en­
forcement of existing laws. After 
the conviction and dethronement of 
a score or more of her public offi­
cials, the city began to realize that 
there was really something "rotten 
in Denmark." and they made young 
Gibney their prosecuting attorney, 
who has created a decided feeling of 
unrest among the political 400—and 
so we might go on with almost every 
large city. There arc periods when 
the very devil of unrighteousness 
seems to possess them.

The law in almost every case is as 
near right as human mind can con­
ceive—the mischief is in its neglect, 
in Its non-enforcement. It makes no 
difference what the law provides, it 
is enacted by representatives of the 
people; it is a part of the nation’s 
constitution; it is sovereign. Any 
public official who neglects its en­
forcement fails in his sworn duty 
and should summarily be dismissed 
from office.

We of Montreal have recently had 
deplorable evidence of the failure to 
enforce the law. Sixteen innocent 
little souls and as brave a young 
woman as even lived were sent to 
a most horrifying dee**, just become 
the laws had not been enforced. 

Whose duty was it to see that the

laws were enforced ? We all know. 
Why were they not enforced? We 
know not. It is somebody’s duty 
to find out why they were not en­
forced. Wfll they ? We shall have 
to Wait and see.

The True Witness has repeatedly 
Called for the enforcement of another 
law—the liquor law. The non-en­

forcement of this statute drivmg 
boys and men to just as horrible an 
end as the poor children and the 
lamented Miss Maxwell met in the 
Hochelaga holocaust.

The results of intemperance arc 
bad enough, God knows, when re­
stricted to the sphere provided 1*1 the 
law, but when the traffic is allowed 
full sway every hour in the week, it 
becomes utterly demoralizing.

One of our aldermen recently re­
marked that they, the aldermen, had 
done everything possible to £top 
the unlawful traffic, but had failed. 
He must have a queer conception of 
the word "fafl." The writer bis 
no doubt whatever that this mem­
ber of the city government can readi­
ly bo served at all hours, day '•*' 
night, in 75 per cent, of the hotels, 
saloons, and other resorts in the 
city, with all the intoxicants lie and 

his friends would care for and no 
questions asked.

In Switzerland, by a vote of 318,- 
139 against 172,010, the largest 
poll ever recorded on an appeal to 
the country, the people have just 
rejected a proposed system of unde­
nominational teaching in the schools 
which was obviously a stepping- 
stone to a purely Godless scheme.

i have noticed how willingly the

wisdom of pagan philosophy could 
enlighten, in a certain measure, 
some intelligence, but it also un­
doubtedly left the masses in utter 
darkness. What. does the Gospel 
teach ? That Christ founded a 
kingdom; that He established its 
supernatural character by miracles. 
Did he limit this kingdom to thc 
people of Isreal, to a few privileg­
ed souls ? The Jews thought so, 
but Christ taught that His kingdom 
was for all, Jews and Gentiles, open 
to all nations; to all peoples, i'n ali 
climes and for ail times.

To enter His kingdom it is suffi­
cient, but imperative, to do the will 
of His Father. He told His apostles 
they were thc salt of the earth, the 
light of the world, anil not only 
of Judea. in the evening of His 
life He commissioned His apostles to 
go to Judea, to Samaria, and to the 
ends of the earth to teach ail things 
He had taught them. This is the 
Programme of Christ. Who has rea­
lized it in all its plenitude? Here the 
preacher reviewed the various sects 
that at different times sej.arated 
from the Catholic Church and asked 
what good claim any of them had 
to Catholicity.

But you may say, continued the 
preacher,, that Protestantism is 
everywhere. Yes. it is everywhere, 
but everywhere different and con­
tradictory. Protestant faith is made 
from constant variations. It is not 
a universal religion, it is essentially 
a national religion. Far from me 
the thought of not recognizing the 
admirable devotedness and heroic sa­
crifices that Christianity has engen­
dered among those of the Protestant 
faith. The Catholic Church has 
applied the programme of Christ :

Be ye one as your Heavenly Fa­
ther is one.” She carries fn herself 
the living word of faith from her 
cradle. She has gone to the ends 
of the earth. She sows and ripens 
the truths of Christ in thc souls of 
men.

NY even numbered section of 
Dominion Lands in Manitoba, 

Saskatchewan and Alberta, excepts 
ing 8 and 26, not reserved, may be 
homesteaded by any person who is 
the solo head of a family, or any 
male over 18 years of ago, to the 
extent of ono-quartcr section of 160 
acres, more or less.

Entry must be made personally at 
the local land office for the district 
in which the land is situate.

The homesteader is required to pere 
form the conditions connected there­
with under one of the following

( 1 ) At least six months' residence 
upon and cultivation of the land in 
-ticli year for three years.

( 2 ) If the father ( or mother, if 
the hi 1 her is deceased ) of the home­
steader resides upon n form In the 
vicinity of the land entered for, the 
requirements as to residence may be 
satisfied by such person residing 
with the father or mother.

(3) If the settler has his perma­
nent residence upon fanning land 
owned by him in the vicinity of hid 
homestead, the requirements as to 
residence may be satisfied by resi­
dence upon said land.

Six months' notice in writing 
should he given thc Commissioner of 
Dominion Lands at Ottawa of in­
tention to apply for patent.

No longer le It possible to re­
proach Ireland with being a para­
dise for lazy men or persons of 
criminal tendencies. The institu­
tions which usually shelter such 
characters are gradually disappear­
ing, because there are no occupants 
for them. One of the oldest and 
most historic jails in the country— 
that at Lifford, in the County of 
Donegal—closed its doors during the 
week for want of inhabitants, who 
have occasionally to go into retire­
ment. After some structural alter­
ations it will do service as a railway 
station, and the stout walls that 
once inclosed many a Fenian in the 
rebellion years of 1790, 1847 and 
1867 will be more peacefully occu­
pied. The "tired Tim" of Ireland 
must be disappearing, too, because 
one drastic finding of the commission 
that has lately been inquiring into 
the poor law system of Ireland is 
that there are no less than 160 
poorhourses in the country for 
which there is no immediate or po- 

' sitive necessity. It is proposed that 
these asylums for tramps and lazy 
characters must go, and that the 
deserving poor must be accommo­
dated in a less humiliating way 
than being herded with idle^vtt^a- 
bonds.

The old spirit of religious intoler­
ance, which has so long divided 
Irishmen, appears to be rapidly dis­
appearing, and everywhere, except in 
a narrow territory in the northeast 
of Ireland, a better understanding 
animates the people in their inter- j dren. 
course with each other. One of the * 
most astonishing statements that 
has ever proceeded from a responsi­
ble ecclesiastic was made during the 
week by Rt. Rev. Dr. Archdall, Pro­
testant Bishop of Kfllaloe. Presid­
ing at the annual meeting of the 
County Tipperary Protestant Or­
phan Society, he said; "Catholics 
were enabled, through their monas­
tic institutions, to give a higher 
education to their children than Pro­
testants. Catholic teachers were 
educating the children of Protestants 
in order that they might advance 
themselves in life. At the rate at 
which they were progressing, Pro­
testant children would have to adr 
mit that the Christian Brothers and 
the nuns had done more for their 
education than their own church had 
done. When he told them that even 
Mr. Birrell, the late Minister of Edu­
cation, had sent his own son to one 
of these monastic institutions to 
receive the foundations of his educa­
tion, they would see what excellent 
work these good men and women 
were doing, and the confidence that 
was reposed in them in high places."

Until Dr. Archdall delivered him­
self of this tribute to Catholic tea­
chers there were few who knew that 
the son of the present Chief Secre­
tary for Ireland and former Minister 
of Education had ever been inside 
monastic walls.

There are at present over 16,000 
Catholics in the City of Winnipeg, 
who are distributed over six or­
ganized parishes. ( This number does 
not include St. Boniface ).

The lamentable tragedy caused by 
the Hochelaga school fire recently 
called for the following comment 
from the Grand Jury.

"We wish first to express our deep 
sympathy with the bereaved parents 
in their great sorrow, and we wish 
to add to the universal words of 
praise bestowed upon the late Miss 
Maxwell for her courage, faithful­
ness and devotion to duty in seek­
ing the protection of the children 
committed to her charge.

"We note with great satisfaction 
that there Is a movement on foot to 
perpetuate her noble deed by a fit­
ting memorial.

The Grand Jury feel it tJo be their 
bounden duty in the public interest 
to give as their judgment that 
searching inquiry should be imme­
diately prosecuted, and the parties 
at fault should be brought to public 
notice. The Protestant School Com­
missioners are in our opinion rest­
ing under a grave responsibility jin 
not carrying out the orders of the 
city authorities by placing fire 
escapes on the school buildings under 
theiir charge.

"The individual opinions regarding 
the efficiency of fire escapes as a 
protection is no reason for their in­
ability in the performance of their

•“Tub city officiais show in this 
matter a lack of authority in thq 
enforcement of the oity by-laws, eDnd 
it is our opinion that the law re­
specting fire escapee should be imme­
diately enforced without fear or fa­
vor. This refers not only to the 
Protestant Sehool Commissioners 
buildings, but to all school build­
ings in the city, and all buildings of 
any character where life is in danger 
by fire.

"We feel tha/t the city firemen, al­
though on this occasion they did 
good service, yet they have to ans­
wer satisfactorily to the public why 
the late Miss Maxwell was permit­
ted to re-enter the burning building 
when they must have known that she 
was risking her life.

A searching investigation of 
these and other matters in this con­
nection should be Instituted.

Thomas Foley, Famous Con- 
iractor, Dead,

St. Paul, Minn., March 5.—Thomas 
Foley, member of the firm of Foley 
Bros, and Kelly, wholesale grocers, 
and Foley Bros., the large railroad 
contracting firm haa died at St. 
Joseph’s Hospital, following an ope­
ration. Mr. Foley had been ailing 
about a year, and was taken to St. 
Joseph’s Hospital about three weeks 
ago. His condition continued to 
grow steadily worse.

Mr. Foley was born 68 years ago 
in Lanark County, Ontario, and liv­
ed in Canada until 1881, when, 
with his brothers, he moved to St. 
Cloud. Minn., where the four en­
gaged in business as railroad con­
tractors and also as lumber dealers. 
Foley Bros, executed some of the 
largest railroad contracts in Canada 
that were ever let in that country.
