Misaaionary Meeting in Fiji.
Extrait from a Letter in the Missionary Satires 

for October.
1 have been at two Missionary Meetings in 

Fiji, and good ones they were ; although at one 
of them our chapel had to be surrounded by 
armed men to protect us, as the Heathens were 
at war with the Christians. Some of the Native 
Teachers spoke well. The speech of the mover 
of the first Resolution I think is worth sending 
to you. The Rev. Mr. Moore took it down at 
the time, and then translated it. The Resolu- 
lutton was, “ The Gospel is a good thing for 
FjpV" Isikeli Vouuedaku spoke as follows :—

“ Friends, 1 rise to move this Resolution. It 
contains a great truth. Of whom did we think 
and hear in the days of our Heathenism ? Our 
Chiefs ! King of Nayau, King of Somoaomo, 
King of Rewa, King of Ban ; and what did 
they do ? What did they seek ? They collect­
ed armies, they sought fame, they made a great 
show , they built great houses, great canoes, and 
collected property. Houses, canoes, and proper­
ty are all good tilings in their place ; hut they 
are nothing when compared with the Gospel 
Kings and Heathen people love show ; but the 
Gospel came to us w ithout show or noise, ami 
little notice was taken of it by many. The mes­
sengers of peace came, and were little thought of, 
and their teaching neglected by the multitude.

“ Where will you look for anything so beauti­
ful as the Gospel ? Will you look at a King in 
his dress and walk ? Shall we look at a ship of 
war ? They hear no comparison to the Gospel 
for beauty. There is nothing like the Gospel. 
Nothing like the Gospel for FijL

“ Some of you are thinking and talking a 
great deal about what the British Consul is going 
to do for Fiji. Very good : the Consul will be a 
blessing to Fiji ; but, mind, neither Consuls, nor 
ships of war, nor property, will do for Fiji, with­
out the Gospel : these cannot change the heart, 
nor make you love each other ; the Gospel alone 
can do this. If we turn our backs on the Gos­
pel, to what else shall we look, or where find 
anything that will save Fiji ? Shall we make a 
great King for Fiji, and help him to humble 
kingdoms by blood shed ding ? This would not 
do, this would make proud Kings, empty the 
land, but would never effectually humble the peo­
ple, uor make them love each other. The Bau 
Chiefs have tried this in their dominions ; and 
what has been the result ? They have tried it 
in other kingdoms also ; but have they gained 
the confidence and affections of the Jieople ? 
No, they see this now i the Gospel is the only 
thing that can unite Fiji—the Gospel is the only 
thing to raise FijL You know w hat we were 
before the Gospel came, I need not tell you ; but, 
remember, you must get the hdu (Christianity) 
into you hearts, before you will really know its 
blessedness. Would you be content to hear 
of that fine gun, just landed from the ship? 
No, you ask about it, go and see it, covet it, try 
and purchase it and take it home. Now you 
must do this with the lotu ; ask about it, ex­
amine it, covet it, purchase it, and take it home 
and prise it as a treasure. Do not think of the 
trouble, nothing is got without trouble^ canoes, 
knives, guns, all give trouble ; and then they are 
useless things compared with the Gospel : the 
better the thing, the more difficult to obtain.— 
You may pick up some things by the way-side ; 
but good things are sought after. ‘ Seek ye first 
the kingdom of God and his rigteousness.’ The 
lotu is a good thing for us, seek it It is through 
the Gospel that we learn that there is only one 
God. We used to have many gods. We built 
many temples, and offered many sacrifices ; but 
now we know there is only one God. Men’s 
works differ : see that English ship and that 
Fijian canoe ; how they differ ! We have here 
in this place to-day men from England, from 
Tonga tabu, as well as Fijians : see them, they 
have heads, eyes, hands, and feet alike—we are 
the work of God. God made man, every man, 
in every land, made all of one blood, and man 
is man in every land. He is not a goat in one 
lend, and a bull in another. We had many gods, 
and it led to many evil*. In, the lotu we are 
taught to know the only God, we become bre­
thren and lore one another.

“ III tlx lotu we learn to know ourselves : we 
are sinners under wrath ; we learn also that we 
are redeemed : we hear of a heaven and a bell ; 
the soul of the wicked man goes to hell ; the 
soul of the good man goes to heaven. In our 
Heathen state we did not know this : but each 
kingdom has its hades, and foolish were our no­
tions. Heaven is a holy and happy place ; our 
fathers never told us this. O, friends, the httu 
is tlx thing for FijL Fiji will be blessed when 
she believes the Gospel. The Bible tells us this : 
let us follow the teaching of the Bible, aiul we 
shall be happy. 1 have much more to say ; but 
I must not detain you. O, we have been slaves 
to tlx dev il : our land is empty, 1 see that it is 
empty ! Where are all those great gardens I 
used to see, anil those towns that used to he filled 
with ]xople ? Tlx land now lies idle, the foun­
dations of the houses only remain, the people 
are gone ! War and the devil have destroyed 
them. I now sit down. The contents of this 
paper are true—• The Gospel is a good tiling for 
Fiji.’"

Otlier speaker* followed, aiul we hail a fin*t- 
rate meeting. They have to bring their oil, Xc., 
(the collection,) next week.

Revival in India.
The following extract of a letter from Seal- 

kotc, in Northwestern India, dated July llHh, 
gives an account of a remarkable religious move­
ment among tlx English soldiers stationed 
there. The writer says :—

“ You will rejoice to learn tliat tlx Ixml lias 
answered tlx oft-repeated prayers of his people 
in this place, and given us an out|Kiurmg of his 
Holy Spirit. We had a precious season of re­
freshing from his presence about this time last 
year, when many soldiers of the two regiments 
here were brought to the Lord ; hut the present 
movement among the dry bones, is of a far more 
striking character, it began about three months 
Iwck, by the conversion ot the officer command­
ing the troop of horse artillery at Seulkote. 
This gentleman had been for many years of his 
life an infidel. On his conversion, his zeal for 
the Lord became as striking as his previous op­
position hail been. In addition to all other pre­
viously existing meetings, he organized a daily 
meeting for his men. At these, on four even­
ings during the week, addresses were given 
by ordained, aflti on three evenings by un­
ordained men. The work commenced princi­
pally in connect win with these meetings ; and 
during tlx past live or six weeks, the power of 
the Holy Spirit ha* been especially felt in our 
midst. Officers as well as men are imited to 
these meetings ; and I have more than once seen 
as many a* twenty-two gentlemen, civil and mil­
itary, present, beside the men. The hand of the 
Lord was manifestly present, by giving to many 
the hearing ear. and by disposing very many of 
the unconverted to receive visits from those who 
sought the good of their souls, and to sit with 
them for hours, whilst the word of God was be­
ing applied to their hearts. Tlie results up to 
date, have been not less than eleven striking 
conversions amongst officers, while many are 
still seeking after the truth. Some who were 
cold have Ixen stirred up. Amongst the men 
many have been converted, and there were 
eighteen new communicants from among them 
at tlx Lord's table on Sunday last Drinking 
has decreased most wonderfully amongst the 
men of the troop. The officers of it, (three out 
of four of whom have been converted,) have, 
in addition to the evening meetings, instituted 
daily prayer meetings for their men every mom 
ing in the barracks. From eighteen to twenty 
five attend these daily. The Chaplain some­
time* conduct* them.

Many of tlx conversion* have been very strik­
ing oixs. One officer, now, a* wc have reason 
to believe, converted, had not read his Bible for 
twenty-one years, and had not been inside 
church or chapel for sixteen years of liis life. 
Another, remarkable for his dislike to the Lord's 
people, now counts them as his best friends ; 
others, who but a short time ago were living in 
sin, -now find that ill tlx strength of Jesus they 
can give up every evil habit Another, brought 
up as a High Chueehman, has learned in his own 
experience, that it is only the Holy Spirit receiv­
ed by personal faith in the Son of God, that can 
change the heart. Others, proud of their edu­
cation, extensive reading, and superior intelli­
gence, have learned the great lesson that they 
are but babes in Christ Jesus, and that they are 
yCt ill ignorance regarding tlx things appertain­
ing to the kingdom of God. So great is the 
thirst for the Word, that often these meetings 
are protracted until 12 and 1 o'clock at night

The greatest cordiality exists here at present,
I am thankful to say, between all sections of the 
Church of Christ, and with the exception of a 
few isolated soldier brethren in her Majesty’s 
bid regiment, w ho do not see their liberty to join 
in worship to which the unconverted are admit­
ted, and a close communion American mission 
near Sealkote, w e all pull together, and are as 
nearly of one heart and one aim, as we are like­
ly to attain ti# here below. We seek to win 
souls for Christ, and not to proselytize for any 
earthly dominion. As an instance of this, 1 may 
mention tluit our chaplain has, with the sanc­
tion of the bishop, joined our weekly prayer- 
meeting. He gives it out from the pulpit, and 
preaches in favor of the revival here. How true 
it is, that “ love destroyeth division, and division 
love." Let us remember our Lord's prayer,
•• That all may be one, as thou, Father, art in 
me, and I ill thee, that they also may be one in 
us, that the urortd may knote that Thou hast sent 
me.’—John xviL 21.

Sealkote is remarkable as the only station in 
the Punjab where Christian blood was shed in 
the mutiny. It i* well known that all the 
authorities in the Punjab heartily supported the 
cause of God ; but In Sealkote alone the military 
commandants opposed the truth, and there alone 
the mutiny took effect, and the Commandant 
was himself but to death by the mutineers. Mr. 
Hunter of the Presbyterian mission at that sta­
tion, was also murdered.”

“ Read of all Men.’”—A minister of God 
from a foreign land once remarked to a Chris­
tian assembly in this city, “ To one sinner that 
reads the Bible, there are twenty who read pro­
fessing Christians." How important, then, that 
we should shine as morel lighthouse», that men 
may not, from our shortcomings and sins, make 
shipwreck of their immortal souls !

The Week of Prayer.
Many thousand# remember with deep interest 

tlie week of prayer, observed throughout Chris­
tendom at tlie commencement of the present 
year. | The prayers then offered were not in 
vain. Ministers and members were called to 
more earnest and vigorous labors for their Lord 
and Master, and sinners were converted to God. 
Large; accessions have since been made to many 
churches. The purpose, no doubt, was then 
formed in many hearts to have a season for unit­
ed daily prayer near tlie beginning of tlie next 
year. In order that Christian Churches may 
unite simultaneously in the hallowed services of 
such a concert, the British Branch of the Evan­
gelical Alliance, at tlie request of brethren, have 
designated the first Sabbath in January next, as 
the time for commencing the exercises of the 
week, and issued an address ou the subject, con­
taining important suggestions which we subjoin. 
The appointment for this union of prayer and 
praise, we trust, will call forth cordial and cheer­
ful responses from Christian hearts throughput 
the world. In their address they say,—

Our missionary brethren at I*odiana invited 
Christians throughout the world, to begin this 
year with united supplications for the enlarged 
outpouring of the Holy Spirit. Tlie cordial re­
sponse to their appeal is fresh in tiw memory of 
us alt The earth was girdled with prayer. 
The sun for seven days never set on groups and 
congregations of praying l*liever*. Many strik­
ing answers to these prayers are know n to have 
been received. Eternity alone will reveal all the 
blessing# which were vouchsafed.

The recent missionary conference at Liverpool 
directed their attention to the subject, and ex­
pressed their earnest hope that 44the whole 
church of God throughout the whole world,” 
would set apart a week for special prayer at the 
beginning of next year ; and the promoters of 
the conference have communicated their desire 
that the Evangelical Alliance would prepare and 
issue an invitation to this effect. A similar wish 
bps been expressed by the Lodiana missionaries. 
Tlie committee of the Alliance cannot hesitate 
for a moment to undertake the duty to which 
they are thus called, and they do it the more 
readily, since it is so entirely in accordance with 
their antecedent practice.

It is proposed that the eight days, from Sun­
day, January 8th, to Sunday, January 13th, in­
clusive, 1861, should be observed as a season of 
special supplication. This would leave the first 
few days of the year free for other engagements, 
to which, in many cases, especially on the conti­
nent, they have long been devoted ; and the 
commencement on the Lord’s day would afford 
pastors and teachers an opportunity of arguing 
and urging the privilege of united prayer.

With a new to give something of decision and 
agreement to our worship, the follow ing subjects 
are suggested for thought, prayer, and exhorta­
tion, day by day.

Sunday, January 6th.—The promise of the 
Hojy Spirit.
- Monday, Jan. 6th.—An especial blessing on 
all the services of the week, and the jiromotion 
of brotherly kindness among all those who love 
the Lord Jesus Christ in sincerity.

interesting intelligence from the Sandwich la­

• There ha* commenced a most interesting re­

one time. There are twelve city brokers in 
London expressly devoted to tobacco sales ; 
ninety manufacturers ; oix thousand five hun­
dred and sixty-nine tobacco-shops in laiudon ; 
eighty-two clay pipe-makers ; seven thousand 
three hundred and eighty w orkmen engaged in 
the different branche* of tlx buxines* ; and no 
le»» two hundred and fifty-two thousand and 
forty-eight tobacco shops in the United King­
dom. And if we turn to tlx Continent, tlx 
consumption and expenditure assume propor­
tions perfectly gigantic, lit France much mure 
i* consumed in proportion to the population than 
in England. The emjieror clears one hundred 
millions of francs annually by the Got eminent 
monopoly. At St. Omar eleven thousand tons 
of clay are used in making forty-five millions of 
tobacco pijxs. In the city of Hamburgh forty 
thousand cigars are consumed daily, although 
the population is not much over one hundred 
ami fifty thousand ; ten thousand persons, many 
of them women and children, arc engaged in 
tlxir manufacture. Otx hundred and fifty mil­
lions of cigars are supplied annually ; a printing 
press is entirely occupied in printing labels for 
the laixea of cigars, etc. ; and the business re­
presents £4,000,000. In Denmark the annual 
consumption reaches the enormous average of 
seventy ounces per head of tlx whole poptihc 
lion , and iu Belgium even more—to seventy- 
three oz. or four pounds and three-fifths of a 
pound per head. In America the average is 
vastly higher. It is calculated that tix entire 
world of smokers, snuffers, and chewers con­
sume two millions of tons of tobacco annually, 
or four billions four hundred and eighty milliom 
of pound* weight—as much in tonnage a* the 
com consumed by ten millions of Englishmen, 
and actually at * cost sufficient to pay for all the 
hread-com eaten in Great Britain. Five mil­
lions and a half of acres are occupied in its 
growth, chiefly cultivated by slave labor, tlie 
product of which, at two pence per pound, 
would yield thirty-seven millions of [yunils 
sterling. The time would fail to tell of the v a»t 
amount of smoking ill Turkey and Persia. In 
India all classes and both sexes indulge in this 
practice ; the Siamese both chew and smoke. 
In Burnish all ages practice it ; children of three 
year* old, and of both sexes. China equally 
contributes to the general mania ; and the ad­
vocates of the habit boast that about one-fourth 
of the human race are their clients, or tliat tlxre 
certainly are one hundred millions of smokers. 
Are not these statistics perfectly astounding ? 
Is not this s wanton waste of money upon an 
idle custom, admitted by its warmest advocates 
to he only a luxury, seldom beneficial, always 
dangerous ?

Louisville Artesian Well.
One of the most remarkable artesian wells in 

the world is that at Louisville. Ky. Its depth is 
2,086 feet, and the diameter of the liase is three 
inches. Through i( 330,050 gallons of water 
are discharged daily, the water rising in |>ipe» 
by its own pressure, 170 feet above the surface. 
No tubing is found necessary below the first 
seventy-six feet. It is calculated the water is 
discharged with a mechanical force, rated at 
about 10 horse power. At the top of tlx well 
it has a constant temperature in summer and 
winter of 76J degrees Fahrenheit, losing about* 
six degrees ill its ascent from tlx bottom. A 
well at St. Louis is H* feet deeper, but the 
w ater does not rise as high. The Grenelle well 
at Paris delivers only 600,000 gallons in twenty- 
four hours, though its area is six times as great 
as that at Louisville. The 1 Hiring of tlx latter 
was commenced in 1857. and accomplished in 
sixteen months.

Our Wondrous Atmosphere.
The atmosphere arises above us with its cathe­

dral dome, arching toward heaven, of which it 
is the most perfect synonym and sy mbol. It 
floats around us like that grand object which the : 
Apostle John saw in hit vision—“ a sea of glass 
like unto cry stal." So massive is it tliat when it 
begins to stir, it tosses great ships about like 
playthings, and sweeps cities and forests like 
snow-flakes to destruction before it. And yet it 
is so mobile, tliat wc have lived years in it ere 
we can be persuaded that it cxirts at all, and the 
great hulk of mankind never realize tlx truth 
that they are bathed in an ocean of air. ~

Its weight is so enormous that iron shivers 
before it like glass ; yet a soap hall sails through 
it with impunity, and the tiniest insect waves it 
aside with its wing. It ministers lavishly to all 
the senses. We touch it not, but it touches us.

Our naked globe w ould turn its tanned and 
unshadowed forehead to the sun, and one dreary, 
monotonous blaze of light and heat dazzle and 
burn up all living things, were there no atmos­
phere : the evening sun would in a moment set. 
and, without w arning, plunge the earth into dark 
ness. But the air keeps in her hand a sheath of 
her rays, and lets them slip but slowly through 
her fingers, so tliat the shadows of evening are 
gathered by degrees, and the flow ers have time 
to how their heads, and each creature space to 
find a place of rest, and nestle to repose.

In the morning, the glaring sun would at one 
bound burst from the bosom of night, and blaze 
above the horizon ; but the air watches for his 
coming, and sends at first hut one little ray to 
announce his approach, and then another, and 
by and by a handful, and so gently draws aside 
tlx curtain of night, and slowly lets the light fall 
on the face of the sleeping earth, until her eye­
lids begin to open ; and thus daily, like man, 
she goeth forth again to her labor until the 
evening.

London.
Within nine years in one of the districts of 

London, containing 130,000 inhabitants, accord­
ing to Dr. Letheby, its health officer, the annual 
mortality has been reduced from 3,763 to 2,90ft 
In the model lodging-houses of London, where 
some attention has been paid to ventilation, 
drainage, and facilities for eleanliness, the entire 
proportion of sickness and death has been, dur­
ing the last fire years, only one-fourth as great 
as in >hw surrounding districts. Were all Lon­
don as healthy as tins district, 23,000 lives would 
he saved every year.

Mortality among the Blind.
At tlx meeting of the American Association 

for the Adv ancement of Science, lately held at 
Newport, some interesting fai ts were stated in 
reference to the liliud.lt appear* f rom statistics 
that the average of life éinony the blind is much 
shorter than that of other classes, and is ac­
counted for from three causes : —1. Inherent 
deficiency in vital power- -2. Narrow range in 
tlx choice of employment and amusements—3. 
Tlx loss of sight ex (losing them to accidents, 
and depriving them of tlx opportunity of pro­
tecting themselves. Tlie causes of blindness Dr. 
Howe attributes to three sources : 1. Scrofula ; 
2. A general depraved bodily condition ; 3. In­
termarriage among blood relations. The ques­
tion arises, is this an essential or accidental con- 
dion ill human society ? If all should live up 
to the natural laws for several successive gene­
rations, would not blindness cease in a great 
measure ? The best judges answer the question 
with an emphatic yrs. How important, then, 
that these laws be understood and obeyed !

Intemperance.
According to a carefully prepared article in 

the Psychological Journal, the amount of mor­
tality among persons of intemperate habit», from 
twenty to thirty year* of age, i* five times greater 
than the community generally ; and, from thirty 
to forty years of age, the mortality is four time* 
greater, and the writer add», “ If there be* any­
thing in tlx usage* of society calculated to des­
troy life, the most powerful is certainly the inor­
dinate use of strong drink.” The diseases 
incurred by such habits are mostly of the head 
and stomach ; and singular a* it may seem, it is 
stated that the diseases of the respiratory or­
gans are only about two thirds as much, which 
affords an argument for drinking whiskey to 
prevent consumption.

Why the fingers are not of an 
Equal Length.

A schoolmaster, in illustrating on this question, 
made hie scholar grasp a ball of ivory, to show 
that the points of his fingers arc equal. It would 
have been better, says Sir Charles Bell, had he 
closed hie fingers upon his palm, and then asked 
whether or not they corresponded. Tlx differ­
ence in the length of the fingers serves a thou­
sand ends, adapting the form of the hand and 
fingers to different purposes—as for holding a 
rod, a switch, a sword, a hammer, a pen, a pencil, 
engraving tools, etc., in all which a secure hold 
and freedom of motion are admirably combined.

To Clean the Eye of Dust
When the eye is irritated by dust or intrusive 

particles of any kind, the sufferer invariaMy shuts 
anff rubs his eye, and not unfrequently the re­
moval of the irritating cause thereby becomes 
more difficult. The proper practice is to keep 
the eye open, as if staring ; ■ sort of rotary 
movement of the ball takes place, the surface 
becomes covered with water, the particle is gra­
dually impelled to the corner of tix eye, and is 
there floated out, or can be easily removed, with­
out any of the disagreeable consequences that 
attend shutting and rubbing.

Our Ministry.

We are greatly gratified to know that our 
Conference, keenly alive to the weighty impor­
tance of the subject of Ministerial training, bave, 
year after year, been giving to it their grave and 
carefol attention. Nor are we less pleased to 
perceive that tte scheme which the Conference 
deemed most practicable, under the circum­
stances of tte caw, has been so nobly supported 
by our liberal-liearted people. Hut though pleas­
ed, we are not supriwd at this result. The ob­
ject was most worthy, the necessity most press­
ing, and tte jieople, justly appealed to, most 
generous. But the very success of this move­
ment to found a Theological Professorship, 
requires from ua the exercise of great w isdom 
and deliberation, that our Church may derive 
therefrom all the advantages of which it stands 
so much in need. There are now certain ques­
tions of an immediately practical character, con­
nected with this matter, which require an early 
solution. They are, what is tte best kind of 
ministerial training ? and what the beat mode of 
securing it ? These questions have not as yet, 
been pronounced upon by Conference ; and they 
are fairly open to general consideration. There 
is, we fancy, much vague indeterminate thought 
among ua, in relation to them. We believe a 
full, free discussion of these questions in the 
columns of this journal would be of signal bene­
fit to both clergy and laity.

What is it that constitutes a well-equipped 
ministry, piety and a divine call being assumed 
to exist ? We reply, a clear and accurate know­
ledge of the Redeeming plan as revealed in sa­
cred scripture—a mastery of the historic and 
scientific truths needful or useful in the de­
fence, tte illustration and the enforcement of 
that plan, and the skill, by pen and tongue, by 
which that defence, illustration and enforcement 
may be carried on. Accurate knowledge of tte 
plan of salvation ia sound orthodoxy. Now, 
on this head we need no improvement. Neither 
antinomianisro, nor eacrameiitarianism nor 
rationalism, in our pulpits, supersedes tte glori­
ous gospel of tte Blessed God. There is uo 
uncertainty in the sound of our trumpet ecclesias­
tical. Iu ringing blast is resonant with the 
voice of a frill, free and present salvation through 
penitential trust in the efficacious merits of a 
•elf-sacrificing Christ. Not a landmark has been 
removed, or is in danger of removal by us that 
bounded to tte x iew of our fathers tte expansive 
sweep of a pure and powerful gospel. If we may 
adapt to our use a Napoleonic phrase—w e have 
no orthodox boundaries to revindicate. The 
empire of our religious beliefs is defined by the 
everlasting hills which pierce tte heavens ; by 
the river of life flowing from beneath the Eter­
nal throne ; and by tte great oceans of mystery 
which are trackless to mortal men. In this res­
pect we can expect no conquests—we liave lost 
no territory. We simply demand the status in 
quo.

But in tte department* of Biblical Introduc­
tion, Biblical Exegesis, Biblical Criticism, Syste­
matic Theology and Church History, we need 
large acquisitions. Nor are our necessities much 
leas pressing in tte direction of General Litera­
ture and Natural Philosophy, taken in its widest 
acceptation. Equally urgent in behalf of our 
young men are our demanda upon tte province 
of Homdectice—on everything justiv relating to 
tte art of preaching, in iu matter slid form and 
manner. Now, in order to derive substantial 
advantage from the sciences of Biblical Criticism 
and Exegesis it is altogether needful that the 
student should have a competent knowledge of 
the Greek and Hebrew tongues, in which, for 
tte most part tte Sacred Records were original, 
ly written. And for satisfactory progress in Hi 
blical Introduction, Systematic Theology and 
Church History a thorough knowledge of the 
Latin language is, if not positively essential, at 
least, highly desirable. Moreover, as Germany 
** 1101 twely the great school of rationalism and 
transcendentalism, but is also the renowned seat 
of really scientific Theology and criticism, an 
aeqnniiitauet with the speech of that kindred 
people will unlock to tte intelligent student the 
precious storehouse of the German intellect. To

most directly and professedly with the class of 
fiicts immediately bearing upon that pursuit— 
for example, with mathematics, pure and mixed 
for engineering, with tte various branches of 
medical science for the medical profession, and 
with Theology and its cognate sciences for the 
pulpit. The other opinion holds that all intellec­
tual pursuits, however widely they differ in their 
aims and results, to a very large extent, require 
precisely the same kind of preparatory training 
—that it is an essential pre-requisite to their 
highly successful study that the mind should first 
of all be developed, strengthened and skilled— 
that general mind-power should be raised to as 
high a degree as practicable before special courses 
of study hearing directly upon the intended pro­
fession be seriously undertaken. We at once 
avow our entire belief in the soundness of the lat­
ter of these two opinions ; because it is sustained 
by the highest authority, the most scientific view 
of the human mind, the most cogent reasoning, 
and tlie evidence of actual fact. We grant the 
amount of general mental training preparatory 
to special culture in the art, to tte practice of 
which the life is to be devoted, it conditioned by 
outxrard circumstances. We are oft reduced to 
the position not of choosing the best in the ab­
stract, but the best possible as we happen to be 
situated. Of two evils it is always wisest to 
choose tte least, if we choose either. Thus it is 
better to have only a partial mental training than 
none at all, before specific training for the pul­
pit be commenced. But to the full extent of our 
pow er, we should aim at the most excellent way.

If these positions be rightly taken, tte next 
question that meets us is, what are those courses 
of study which systematically prosecuted tend 
most philosophically to develope tte powers of 
the mind ? It is of the nature of mind that it 
cannot be rigorously and steadily exercised upon 
any class of facts without acquiring some degree 
of power and skill thereby. But we believe it to 
be tte established conviction of tte highest or­
der of cultivated men—a conviction deepened 
by the testimony of ages—that the study of the 
learned languages—Greek and Latin, so regu­
larly and philosophic in their structure, and un­
rivalled in the worth of their golden treasures— 
of the mathematics, so rigid and exact in their 
demonstrations—and of the sciences relating to 
the mind itself, is best adapted to call forth in 
their fullness and harmony tte powers of the in­
tellect The just study of these strengthens tte 
memory and fortifies the judgment, gives precis­
ion to analysis and facility to abstraction, accur­
acy to reasoning and taste to imagination —in a 
word, constitutes the man master of his intellec­
tual weapons.

This mastery, this facile use of mental power 
we need in the candidates for our ministry. It 
is our immediate aud most clamant need. It 
is not the province of a Theological Chair to dev­
elope this power—to conduct this mental train­
ing, but to apply this power, when developed, to 
questions of Theology. It is not the duty of a 
Theological Professor to instruct his pupils in 
the know ledge of the Greek and Hebrew tongues, 
but to direct them in applying their already ac­
quired philological knowledge and skill to the 
judicious interpretation of the sacred text. Nor 
is it properly to be reqoired from a Theological 
Tutor that he should spend his energies in dril­
ling his students in Logic and Rhetoric, but in 
concentrating the attention of hia young logi- 
cans and rhetoricians to tlie best methods of ap­
plying their previous training to the glorious 
work of gospel preaching. Slight tte acqui­
sitions of a Theological school, and small their 
value, if the pupils thereof be not, by previous 
mental culture, suitably prepared to reap the ad­
vantages it offers.

A Dream of the Musquodobcit 
Valley.

An ocean is rolling beneath a sky murky and 
obscure, through which no sun hath as yet sent 
his earth-enlightening ray. Bounded on every 
side by the dull horizon : no sail—no islet—no 
reef of rocks breaks the monotony of the vaut 
unmeasured deep. If an occasional ripple crests 
for a moment the broad sea, it is produced by 
the sudden surge of the leviathan below, or the 
cetacea inhabiting that dreary but not lifeless 
waste of waters. Ages roll on ! Silently, and 
uninterruptedly a fine dust Ms to the granite bed 
of that great sea, layer after layer in successive 
strata, until a floor of continuous pavements is 
laid : to be afterwards termed a deposit of tte 
sandstone period. No ripple mark characterizes 
that sandy floor : the ocean above is too calm, 
too deep to produce a perceptible motion in tte 
placid depths below. Occasionally the exuvte 
of cetacea, or a lifeless body of a cephalaspis, or 
other fish of the red sand-stone class, floats 
slowly through the depths of unfathomed waters, 
till, resting on the sandy floor below, it becomes 
embedded in the successive strata which are 
slowly formed from above. There it rests ; not 
again to be disturbed till the restless dynasty of 
man, in an after age, shall shout above tte dis­
interred fossil fish, broken from its rocky bed— 
and which is carried away in triumph to deck tte 
museum of an Agassiz or a Miller. This forma 
tinn now constitutes quarries of arenaceous slate

river, pouring onward in its loud-voiced search ; 
for the congenial sea, rushes through the valley. 
This was the origin of the Musquodoboit River.

Let us for a moment forget tte present—turn 
away from the cultivated fields of the river that 
i>, and turn our thoughts to tte river that teas, 
in tte old Geologic ages. How great the change ! 
The saunan slumbers iu the margin of the shal­
low places, and avoiding the noisy torrent, finds 
delightful repose in the muddy pools, that have 
since become carboniferous strata, and now un­
derlie the fertile meadows we tread on. Tte 
hills were higher snd more perpendicular than 
now, and have none of tte rounded and culti­
vated beauty they at present possess. The trees 
w hich wave on either bank, in tall, rank growth, 
are different from thoee of modern times ; whilst 
the farina of those forests has long since disap­
peared. Where now flows the gentle river, roll­
ed a great torrent, scooping for itself a passage 
until it lay bare for its bed the old sand-stone 
floor, which had been deposited a thousand years 
ago, by the placid ocean first described. Onward 
it rolls; but suddenly its course becomes acceler­
ated. Hitherto it had ran and gamlxxlled along 
the sand stone bed of the valley only ; now it 
suddenly leaps over falls of ten and twenty feet 
in descent, and, following the great law of our 
system, which binds all worlds together, it seeks 
the ocean with a rapidity increasing with every 
leap. It has met the old azoic formation in its 
seaward journey, and the ancient earthquake- 
riven ''granite, thrust up from below in some 
great strife of a former period, opens its arms 
and making a passage for tte rejoicing river 
henceforth walls it in on either side until its 
waters mingle with those of tte present Atlantic, 
whose bosom it had so earnestly sought snd 
found. Tte falls are still visible, and well repay 
tte lover of nature as he gazes upon them—

Tte iris of main colored hue*—
Or like tte tail of the pale giant steed.
As told in the Apocslypse-----.

still arching over tte descending torrent. But 
the grandeur of the paleozic age hath departed, 
and the scene is now comparatively tranquil and 
subdued. Beside the perpendicular granite walls, 
which flank tte river from the falls to the ocean, 
may be disin’erred the skeleton of the Indian 
warrior, with tomahawk and flint-headed ar­
row—but all remains of the mausoleums of the 
departed world beside him have disappeared— 
ever)’ organic form melting before the flame of 
that great and potent heat which once fused the 
aqueous rocks into a molten mass, which again 
being rent asunder by chemical action, constitute 
that great class recognized by the geologist as 
Metamoiphic, and of which granite, quartz, 
gneiss and mica slate are tte chief representa­
tives.

Onward flows the river; ages of tte pre- 
adamic period roll on, and gradually another de­
posit is formed. On either hank a luxurious 
growth of calimit* and fern had thrown their 
shadows on tte eddying waters below, until 
washed front the soil which gave them birth by 
yearly freshets, they float down tte stream, and 
gradually sinking to tlie bottom are interred in 
successive strata of mud, as perfectly as tte lost 
Arab is embedded in the wastes of tte desert. 
Trees, perhaps conifers, had covered tte lime­
stone hills where slept tte dead and buried gen­
erations of the trilobite and unnumbered Crusta­
cea—until the verdure equalled that of the pres­
ent day. Meanwhile, a wondrous catastrophe 
occurred : the floods of the drift period sweep 
over tte whole face of the landscape ; here de­
positing a vast bed of gravel and granite boul­
ders— there levelling the forest, and tearing 
every shread of covering from the granite foun­
dations of tte earth, until tte skeleton hills 
stand forth stripped of vegetation .end all re­
mains of animal life. Tte geologist knotes that 
such a flood once swept the earth—and draws 
not his knowledge from the Bible. That Book 
of truth merely confirms the fact. The flood re­
tires : and the whole face of the landscape has 
been altered, but there is no fundamental change 
perceptible. The old bed of the river remains, 
and when vegetation again clothes the gravel 
and limestone hills, the river, as before, receives 
its yearly deposits of disintegrated limestone, 
gravel and earth. As these deposits continue, 
they gradually intrude upon the stream, forming 
two broad platforms, one on either side of the 
riser, to be afterwards termed “ meadow ” or 
“ intervale.” When fossils of calimitir are dis­
interred in after ages by the geologist, it occa­
sions him no surprise to find the remains of land 
plants resting on a formation purely aqueous.— 
They had been brought there by the river. He 
feels that he is no longer gazing on the floor of 
a former ocean, but on a fourth deposit, viz : 
tte ted of the Musquodoboit of a thousand 
years gone by. Here, then, four different for­
mations have met hie eye—each separated by long 
intervals of time. 1. The stratified arenaceous 
elate, resting on the fundamental granite.— 
2. The sedimentary limestone formation, over­
laying the slate. 3. The impure limestone,— 
ripple-marked, and doubtless fossiliferous — 
forming the margin of tte river, and formed by 
the washing of tte hills above for a thousand 
years. 4. Tte fine-grained sandstone, forming 
the bottom of tlie bed of the old river, aud char­
acterized by the presence of fossil calimit*1. We 
have now arrived at the end of our journey ; and 
hex e discovered, after tw o years study of the Mus­
quodoboit valley, tte sucessivc changes which it 
has undergone. To recapitulate. There was â

To 
this question the only answer is : these rocks of 
a separate system were brought to their present 
position either by the irruption of trap from 
below, cutting through the fondamental granite, 
or are the remains of the great drift period- 
most probefily the latter, as already shown.— 
Some observations may be made on tte immense 
beds of gypsum on tte sides of the river—but 
these remarks shall he reserved fitr a foture pa­
per.

The Pastern Chronicle of the 25th inst., con­

tains the following particulars of the loss of the 
schr. Humming bird of this port, and a portion 
of her crew, which has already I teen briefly no­
ticed iu our columns. Tte state of affairs descri­
bed by our coutem|torary as existing at the Light 
House on Anticosti, demands investigation :—

“ On Sunday, 7th Oct. inst., the schr. Hum­
ming bird of ftalitax, Richard Shellnut, master, 
from Labrador with herring, was laying-to off 
tlie East end of Anticosti, w hen she was struck 
by a heavy sea which threw ter on her team 
ends, and instantly dismasted her. As she 
righted, tte crew rot oil deck and lashed them 
selves to tte vessel, but in a few hours the mas­
ter aud two of the men died. The schooner be­
ing half full of water, the provision ou board 
was of course spoiled. On Wednesday, the 
gale abating a little, a small raft was made and 
two of the men went on shore to seek assistance 
at the lighthouse, near w hich the w reck remained 
tte w hole time. The next day the w ind freshened, 
but had there been a competent person in charge 
of the lighthouse, the two men remaining on the 
wreck might have been taken off at once ; as it 
was, no assistance was rendered them until Fri­
day. They were thus six days with neither food 
nor water—being but half clad, were severely 
frozen,—and when taken off, were so exhausted 
that neither could have lived through the day.— 
A few hours after, the steamer Napoleou 111. 
called at the island and took them to Gaspe. 
The men lost were, Richard Shellnut, James 
Callaghan, and Martin Hennebcrry.

Signs of Enterprise at Home.—Tlie Pictou 
Standard says that the corner-stone of a manu­
factory for coal oil was laid at New Glasgow on 
Saturday last with Masonic honors. The ma­
chinery and apparatus for tte factory had arrived 
from Sew York. The Standard atfds ;

Clerk, he happened to look out of the Police 
Office window in the direction of the Steamboat 
wharf, and his attention was attracted to two 
parties in conversation, one a coaster, the other 
evidently a stranger in the city. From the des­
cription of the thief received by telegram, Cotter 
at once came to the conclusion that he had got his 
eve on the man he was about going in pursuit of. 
ïte parties soon after separated, and the one 
upon whom suspicion rested proceeded on board 
the Dartmouth steamer, was followed by Cotter, 
who immediately got in conversation with him, 
arrested him, and took him to the Police Station, 
where he was searched, and a gold watch and a 
number of trinkets found in hia possession. 
Cotter immediately after proceeded to his hoard­
ing house, where was found two travelling bags 
belonging to Pellett, which he searched ; in one 
of them he found £37 10a. in notes and gold. 
In the afternoon the prisoner acknowledged his 
guilt to (he City Marshal, and was taken to gaol. 
This afternoon he was brought down to the Po­
lice Office, when a private investigation took place 
before the Mayor and the Solicitor General, 
and handed over to tte Crown officers for trial 
in the Supreme Court.

Sew Brunswick.
The SL John, X. B. News says tliat the pro­

prietors of the English and Canadian Ocean 
Steamers have made a proposition to tte New 
Brunswick government, to connect with SL John 
once a week the whole year through, for a Pro­
vincial subsidy of £5,000 per aHSnxtm, in consi­
deration of which they will carry the New Bruns­
wick Mails. They projtosc to run in connection 
with their Atlantic steamers, a branch line from 
Montreal to Shediac in the summer season, for 
the convenience of freight, passengers, mails ; 
and in the winter months to run front Portland 
to Sl John.

The News adds :—“ The freight and travelling 
that w ould necessarily pass over our road would 
greatly add to the revenue, to say nothing of the 
advantage and convenience of being brought 
wituin direct weekly communication with Eng­
land. The amount asked is certainly moderate, 
while tte expected benefits cannot he too highly 
estimated."

New Steamer for the Saint John and 
Portland Route.—The Steamer Acte bruns- 
mirk, lately launched at New York, made a very 
successful trial trip at that port, and was to leave 
for Portland last Thursday . She is very sub­
stantially built, and adapted for the roughest 
sea weather.

The minute details of her construction are as 
follows :—Length on deck, from fore-part to 
stem to after-part of stem-post, above the spar- 
deck, 224 feet ; breadth of beam at midship 
section, above the main wales (molded,) 30 feet

Abundant Wheat Crop in the Valley of 
the Aroostook.—The Aroostook Timex of the 
19th inst. says:—

From alf sections of tlie country we tear of 
abundant crops of wheat, larger than liave been 
known for many .years previous. Indeed we 
think the quantity raised almost sufficient to sup­
ply the country. This speaks well for Aroos­
took, for any community of farmers is bound to 
prosper that can raise their own bread. We 
are informed that the crop was unusually good 
in the town of Amitv this season. Home farmers 
are threshing and find tte yield large. Among 
them are Messrs. Cole A Davit who obtained 51 
bushels, machine measure, for 2 acres of sowing, 
Another, Mr. Chat. Clarke, had 84 bushels for 
3j of sowing. Such crops are worthy of note."

We see no reason why we should not have an
uaily favorable account from the British side 

ot the line in that neighbourhood. We fear 
however, that the New Brunswickers there are 
too much engaged in lumbering and stream-driv­
ing to pav much attention to their crops.—Nnr- 
brunstrieksr.

United States.
The Prince of Wales.—We insert, a brief 

extract from the Portland Argus containing au 
account of the departure of tte Prince of Wales 
on his journey home from Portland Oet 20th.

The arrangements made by tlie city authorities 
seem to have been very perfect and well carried 
out. We can find space not onlv for a condens­
ed description of the scene at the embarkation.

Precisely at half-past 3 o'clock the Prince ar­
rived at tlie passage way leading to tlie bridge 
and stairs connected with tlie Victoria wharves. 
Here the Prince and suite alighted. A beauti­
ful arch of evergreen had been erected at the 
head of tte bridge, decorated with flags, a crown 
eotn|H)sed of evergreen pendant from the centre. 
The right wing of the military filed down to the 
platform of the Railroad. The Prince and suite 
then followed, then the left w ing of the military .

On the platform were the officers of the 
Royal Squadron and those gentlemen front 
Massachusetts and New Hampshire who had 
accompanied the Prince here.

The military formed in line and presented 
arms. The Prince, after shaking hands with 
Lord Lyons aud tte gentlemen front Boston 
who Itad accompanied him, tte Mayor and 
some otters, then embarked in his boat whiclt 
had teen drawn up to tte steps. The moment 
he stepped into the boat the Royal Standard 
was hoisted in tte bow and the boat was pushed 
off, manned by 12 oarsmen. Two guns front 
the Prince's vessel announced that he had em­
barked, and then followed a royal salute front all 
the ships, each one firing in rapid succession. 
When the boat hearing the Prince approached 
tile squadron, as if by magic, the yards of every 
vessel were manned. In order to •• man the 
yards," a life line ie run out from the centre of 
the y ard to each lift, by which the sailor steadies 
himself with one hand, while he places the other 
on his neighbor's shoulder, or lifts his ha, if 
ordered to cheer, as they did on Saturday when 
tte Prince went on board. It was à sight 
worth seeing, and one which the jieople of this 
city had never before witnessed.

At ten minutes before four o’clock the Prince 
stepped on to the side steps of the Hero, and no 
bride'ever showed more joyous elasticity in her 
movements than did the Prince as he ran up 
these steps and felt that his three months of ex­
hibition w as over, it being eightv-uine days since 
he arrived at Newfoundland. The moment his 
foot touched the companion ladder the Royal 
Standard were run up at the main, simultaneous 
cheers were given by the thousands of men on 
the yards and decks of the vessels, and as he 
stepped on deck a Royal Salute was fired from 
the whole fleet—21 guns from each vessel— 
The spectacle of the embarkation which w as tte 
great feature of the day, was the most imposing 
spectacle ever introduced in our city, and the 
conveniences of our wharves, our harbor, and 
the overhanging heights of Munjoy, afforded 
opportunities for such a show as no other Ameri­
can city can combine.

Very soon was given the signal to weigh 
anchor. At half-past four the Hero began to 
move and in five minutes she passed Fort Pre­
ble, followed by the Nile, the Ariadne, Flying 
Fish and Styx. As the ships passed the k’ort 
they fired a salute which was returned from, tte 
Fort. At 5 o'clock they were outside of the 
Light House, standing East, and the Prince of 
Wales was on hi* way to hi* native land.

The Win an»’ Steamer—The Ocean to Ik 
crossed in five days (?)—The Baltimore corres­
pondent of the New Orleans Picayune says :—1 
have learned, upon authority that admits of no 
doubt, that Thomas Winans, Esq., proprietor 
and inventor of Winan’s new steamer, designs 
at an early period, building another vessel on the 
same plan, on a much larger scale. She will be 
between five and six hundred feet long, prtqxir- 
tioned, otherwise to correspond. It is confi­
dently known by Mr. Winans and some of his 
special friends, that the experimental steamer 
now built has made thirty miles an hour with 
ease, on some of her private trial trips, thus per­
fectly satisfying Mr. W. in regard to speed. His 
great ambition is to cross the Atlantic in five 
days or less time, and in anticipation of so 
glorious a triumph in ocean steam navigation, 
he is determined to build another ship. She will 
be next in size to the Great Eastern. Mr. 
Winans lias set his whole heart upon per­
fecting this enterprise, and being worth ten or 
twelve millions of dollars, will snare no expense 
in so doing. If no other benefit should result 
from it, he considers he is doing good in being 
intrumental in giving employment to poor la­
borers and deserv ing mechanics.

ARRIVAL OF THE CITT OF WASHIXOTOX,

A 
squealing pig is worse for the owner’s pocket 
than for his ears. It is much eaxier to make 
|>ork is September anil October than in 1 lecem- 
lier awl January.—No extra amount of food is 
wasted in keeping up the animal’s beak It all 
goes to fat anil muscle. Variety of food is a 
matter of much importance in fattening swine. 
At this season a greater variety is easily comman­
ded. The garden, if it is a good one, yields a 
great many refuse articles, squashes, beet», car­
rots, apples, melons, tomatoes, and coin, which 
will find a good market in the sty. One of the 
best articles of food for them is sweet com, cut 
up hy the roots and fed whole. They are very 
fond of it, and it makes them thrive very fast. 
A half acre near the sty may be profitably cul­
tivated every year expressly for this purpose. 
If this lie uot on hand, com from the field may­
be fed in the same way once a day. But sw ine 
need something more than green stuff, however 
nutritious, to make them fatten rapidly.

The cooking of food is much more economical 
than is generally supposed, especially upon the 
(arm, where fuel costs little but the labor in pre­
paring it. We think about one-third of the va­
lue of all the grains usually fed to swine, is saved 
by cooking. A Ixiiler or box for steaming is 
indispensable in every well arranged swill house. 
Ill this the meal may be cooked and thoroughly 
mixed with roots and other vegetables. The 
meal absorbs large quantities of water, is more 
highly relished by the pigs, and is more perfectly 
digested. Numerous experiments folly prove 
the economy of cooking the fond under ordinary- 
circumstances. Some claim that they can make 
pork for less than three cents a pound in this 
way. A dairy farmer of this State made one 
year 1,227 pounds of pork.—The feed with which 
he did it was 4.127 pounds of com and oat-meal 
at $1 50 a hundred, 470 pounds shorts at 75 
cents, 147 bushels of potatoes at 16 cents, all 
of which were cooked, and half an acre of green 
pesa, worth say $15 ; making the total cost of 
feed #108 05. or not quite two and a half cents 
per pound for the pork. The value of the whey 
and sour milk was not reckoned. This and the 
lalxir of feeding, with the fuel for cooking, are 
very properly balanced against the manure they 
made. There call he no doubt that cooking 
the food pays well.

A dry, w arm place for sleeping is anollier im­
portant item in keeping swine thrifty. They 
should hare a good sty with roof and board floor 
anil plenty- of straw, so that they can keep them­
selves clean. With these conditions pork can 
he made very fat, and the sty will lie found to 
pay as well as any part of tlie farm arrangement. 
—Amtricm Agriculturist.

Neglected Duty.—No man lias any right 
to manage his affairs in such a way that his 
sudden death would bring burdens and losses 
on other |ieople. There may he rare cases 
where a men really cannot help entanglements 
or where, from inexperience, or lack of judg­
ment, he has brought Ills affaire into such a state 
that the interest of others depend upon his life ; 
but he should make all |masihle haste to extricate 
himself from such a position. Honor and 
honesty demand that he should so conduct his 
business, that his death should cause no otie to 
be wronged. And as to dying, although all men 
everywhere believe that all other men will surely 
die, yet they unite in thinking that they them­
selves are exceptions to that rule ; or at least 
they act as if they thought so. This is radically 
wrong. It is every man's duty in every trans­
action in life, to lie influenced by the fact tliat at 
any day or at any hour he may die.

Packing Apple*.
In packing apples away for winter, salt bar­

rels should lie used if they can lie had, as salt, 
being in its nature wholesome, imparts a healthy 
sar.il to the wood. A farmer Uving near the 
Syracuse salt-works, where the barrels can be 
readily obtained, writes that he purchased five 
barrels of apples from our pile and placed them 
in the cellar in barrels, one of which had been 
used for holding salL In this one the apples 
were sound and fresh on tlie 1st of April, while 
in the other four they were mostly "all damaged.
There is much being said at present in regard to 
the use of leaves for packing. The Homestead 
says: “A gentleman of East Hartford, while 
gathering up the leaves, a few years since, under 
an apple-tree, in the spring, observed beneath 
them a few fresh, unfrozen apples. It suggest­
ed at once that dry leaves would answer well as 
packing-material for fruit, and the next fall, and 
every season since, he has used them for this 
purpose. We saw a few days ago some speci­
mens thus preserved, seemingly a* fresh and 
piquant in flavor as when first gathered ; yet he 
assured us they were varieties that would have 
decayed mouths ago, if unprotected. His plan 
is to pick the apples carefullv at the proper time,
hut not to pack then, until the forest-leaves are "b-ion* ol the kidaey. three Pill, should be take,.
