That, upon infpection of the Poll-Bools, the Petitioners-have
difcovered, that divers perfons, not legally entitled to vote at an Election of a Reprefentative
for the faid Town, were received and admitted to vote for the faid Wiltiam H. Roach, where~
by the faid William H. Roach was eleied contrary to law, and contrary to the juft rights of
the Petitioners, who, being the major part of the Frecholders of the faid Town, have a right
to choofe the Reprefentative for the fame, That the choice of the Petitioners felbupon the
faid John F. Hughes ;and the Petitioners are well convinced, that, upon a candid ferutiny of
the votes given at the faid Pall, it will be found, that the Petitioners compofe a large. majority

That the intentions of the Affembly ‘were r.ot-concurred in by His Majefiy’s Coun-
cil. The Committee further report, that the faid. John Moody, Alexander Stewart, and
Jofeph P. Boyle, are fuppofed ta be at prefent infolvent,and that they, together with the
Petitioners, Collins & Allifon, are indebted to our Lord the King, for a large fum of
Money : the Committee therefore recommend, that the faid fum of 1131765, 7d. be paffed
to the joint credit of the faid Moody, Stewart, Boyle, ‘Collins and Allifcn, upon their debt
due to the King for Provincial Duties 23 aforefaid. ' :

That the Committee have inveftigated the demand madé by ‘Garret Milier for Lumber
fupplied for the-ufe of the Provincial Government in the years 1811 and 1812, and find
that the accounts amounting to 75l _3s. 4%, are corred, and trere proved to the Commit-
tee upon fatisfaGory evidence : they theretore recommend . payment thereof. The Come
mittee alfo diligently enquired into the claims made by the faid Garret Miller for a Draw-
back of the Duties upon certain articles'by him ftated ir hisPetition to have been exported
from the Proviace, and the Committee have afcertained that he has received a Drawback
upon fome ofthe articles, and that he is not entitled toit upon others.

farly ‘for the means you have placed at my difpofal upon the new line of Road from An.
mapolis.

1 obferve, with regret, that the Apropriation Aétcontains 2 Vote which I could not
opprove under any circumftances, much lefs under the difficulties which are felcin a Re-
‘venue inadequate to the wants of the Public Service. 1 mean the addition of Pay to
Members of the Houfe of afembly.; upon that -point, however, I bave yielded my own
opinion in deference to that of the other two Brznches of the Legiflature.

{ have nothing now to recommend to you more earneftly, than that, in returning to
to your homes, you would animate in your refpective Counties, the fame loyal fpirit which
has diflinguifhed your proceedings in Affembly ; and that you would encourage that fpirxt
of mduﬁ-y and improvement in Agriculture, which appears tobe general at this time in

the Province.
