of the trouble.

A Bad Job.

The main was built in 1913 and
in 1914 a large leak occurred in
Lynnwood Park. There has always
been a leakage of at least 250 gal-
lons per minute in this nmin. It is
said to have been bui!t without an
inspector on job and ' several wells
along its course dried up shortly af-
ter it was put in. The Milling Com-
pany has noted a serious shrinking
of power and by a rough estimate
from the figures given above have
arrived at the conelusion that except
in wet -weather when there is an
excess of water, about one-fifth or
one-sixth of power of the dam on a
12 hour work basis, has been going
thlough via the “Grand Trunk Pac-
ific’” sewer route. Experience of the
four years since its installation have
clearly demonstrated that the main
should have been built of iron or
supported with plank. = With the
continual pumping of all this leak-
age water from the station to the
plant and the liability of a break
anywhere algng.,the, dam-at any time,
this trunk sewer is undoubtedly a
white elephant. Had deputy-reeve
John West’s contention been entet™
tained and an iron sewer pipe used
the town would be thousands in.

Town Engineer Marston always
held that iron tile should have been
used in this portion In 1914 there
was a similar break further up the
main.

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ALBERTA SAVES DAY FOR~
LIBERAL LEADER IN WEST

Winnipeg, Man., Aug. 9.—AIll last
night and to-day, during two sessions
the Resolutions Committee of the
Liberal Convention reasoned aad
fought over the status of Sir Wilfrid
Laurier in Western Liberalism. Last
night his prospects of retaining the
leadership of his party in the four
western provinces were below par,
but a determined and persistent
lobby during the night and to-day
has apparently saved the situation
for the Liberal chieftain, -but at the
expense of at least one provincial
party organization and of thousands
of Anglo-Saxon voters in each of the
orovinces.
All day the situation was tense,
and the convention anxiously awaited
the report of the Resolution Commit-
tee. Shortly after five o’clock the
committee filed into the convention
hall, and the delegates believed that
their curiosity would seem to be satis-
fied. Immediately the committee of
one hundred was recalled to the;
scene of their guarded fight, and it|
is known that another wire had ar-
rived from Ottawa. What will be the
result of the reconsideration is pro-
blematical but on the resolution de-
fining the convention’s views on
leadership and the war, already pre-
pared, the Manitoba delegation in-
tended to break with the represen-
tatives from other provinces.

Alberta Saved Laurier
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s gratitude is
due to Alberta. The Oliver-Cross fac-
tions, who dropped their bitter feud
to unite to save Sir Wilfrid controlied
that province and forced the issue of
Sir Wilfrid’s leadership in the con-
vention. Saskatchewan was whipped
into line except a few Anglo-Saxon
Liberal representatives, who do not
like the provincial leaders. ‘The Bri-
tish Columbia delegation are for
Laurier, but unless there is a fur-
ther compromise, Manitoba Liberals
will declare against continued allegi-
ance to the Liberal chief.
The endorsation of Sir Willrid
Laurier’s leadership by the conven-
tion will make a distinct . cleavage
between Laurier Liberals and West-
ern grain-growers. The grain-grow-
er chiefs will not follow Sir Wilfr:d

the same opinion will nominate and
support win-the-war candidates in
many constituencies. There is an-
other element, the returned soldiers,
to be reckoned with gnd the conven-
tion realizes the danger from this
quarter. If a resolution favoring
conscription is not forthcoming there
may be trouble. Twice they have
demonstrated. in front of the conven-
tion, and their anger was diverted by
the tact of Premier Norris, in whom
they have confidence. If he bolts Lhe
convention the soldiers will not be
restrained. To-day’s representatives
from them waited on the Resolutions
Committee and demanded a win-the-
war policy including conscription.
B. C. Loses on Tariff Fight.

ted to-day were carried with little
opposition. It was not until the
tarriff resolution was before the con-
vention that trouble arose. Protec-
tionist British Columbia and
the Free Trade Prairie clashed
on fruit and lumber and the
Prairie won. The Prairie delegates
wanted free 'fruit and British Colum-
bit wanted protection for its fruit in-
dustry against United States produc-
tion. The convention declared for
free fruit. The Prairie demanded
free lumber and against the protest
of British Columbia carried this also.
The tarriff resolution is practically
the Oliver resolution defeated during
the past session and - which many
eastern Liberal members were unable
to support.

The comvention has made no de-
claration on the nationalization of;
railways and it is believed will not
commit the party on this issue. A
resolution demanding that the C.N.R.
stock be taken over without arbitra-
tion or payment was ‘tabled
and will not again come
before the convention. The banks
have not been so fortunate and will
be reformed and remodelled if the
convention has its desire.

Cold storage systems should be
taken over by the Government was
another resolution adopted and also
the prohibition of the grinding of
white flour. The convention also de-
sired a trans-Canada nationdl high-
way.

Win-the-War Resolution.

Dr. Neeley, member for Humboldt,
was selected by the resolutions com-
mittee to bring before the convention
the ‘“win-the-war” resolution. In a
speech of wonderful eloquence Dr.
Neeley carried the convention with
him. He placed the responsibility for
the crisis on Sir Robert Borden and
freed Sir' Wilfrid Laurier of all
blame. ?

This reference to  Sir Wilfrid
Laurier at once elicited a great dem-
onstration and it was some moments
before the speaker could ‘proceed.
When quiet was restored Dr. Neeley
went on to say that the Borden Gov-
ernment had carried on the war for
party prestage and party advantage.
It has made no effort until a few
weeks ago to form a coalition or a
National Government. Then without
any proposition, without any attempt
to educate the people, Sir Robert
Borden had suddenly presented the
conscription bill. Then for the first
time he made some motion toward
getting a coalition Government, but
the way-in which he had: gone about
it, and the proposals he made to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, were nothing more
or less than an insult. Sir Robert,
continued the speaker,” amid ap-

NO DEFICIT
IN FUNDS OF

“I Will Reply In Cold Fig-
ures To Charges Made,”
Says Ald. MacBride

HAS REPORT READY

Detsiled Statement To Be
Submitted To The City
Council Tonight

When interviewed this morning,
and questioned regarding the alleged
shortage in the potato deal, Ald.
MacBride replied, “On the 21st day
of August I notified Mayor Bowlby
that my report on the potato deal
was ready for presentation to the
city council. The Mayor intimated

with the financial statement, it might
not. be necesgary to have a counc’l
meeting. While there has been no
friction whatever between the Mayor
and myself, I felt that the report
should be presented to the council
as a whole, and not to the-Mayor in-
dividually.”

When reference was made to the
rumors regarding the shortage, that
have been current, Ald. MacBride
stated, “I believe that it is only fair
that the men who have been circulat-
ing false reports should be compelled
to face the music at the council
board. The report, which will b2
presented to-night will most assured-
ly demonstrate to the public that
there is no shortage whatever in the
potato business. I have let those who
wanted to criticize, talk for the past
month. My reply will be in cold fig-
ures and hard facts. All the returns
have been made to the city treasurer
with the exception of $89.94. This
amount was held back in order - to
meet any outstanding accounts, in
the event of a council meeting not
being held. However, now that a
special meeting has been called for
to-night, I shall turn over that bal-
ance to City Treasurep Bunnell to-
d:J.YA"

In its effort to combat the high
cost of living, when the city fathers
decided some time ago to venture in-
to a municipal trading enterpris2
and purchase potatoes to regell to the
public at cost price, much interest
was centered on the first movement
in the campaign against the general
advance of prices of the necessities.
Two carloads of potatoes were pur-
chased by Ald. M. M. MacBride, who
was placed in charge of the transac-
tion, one consignment from the
Western provinces, and the other
from New Brunswick. A total out-
lay of $3,753.80 in cold hard cash of
the city was the outlay in the ven-
ture, and since the sale first com-
menced, rumors of a shortage were
circulating on the streets, and have
been steadily growing. At the last
regular meeting of the city couneil,
held on July the 3rd, Ald Mellen and
Bragg brought these charges into the
light, and asked if there were any
truth or foundation for them. They
were assured by Ald. MaecBride that
when the returns were all in, there
would be no shortage. Since that
time Ald. MacBride has « repeatedly
averred that there was no deficit,
and on one occasion stated ‘‘the po-
tato shortage is a myth.” After some
delay a special meeting of the city
council has been summoned for _to-
night at half-past seven, fpr the prin-
cipal purpose of considering the re-
port of Ald MacBride, ;

BIBLE STUDY POPULAR

—r—

Habit of Prognostication
Now Cultivated And
Encouraged

Ttalians are now much interested
in an ancient prophecy' concerning
the end of the war, which has re-
cently been resurrected by the direc-
tor of the civic museum at Como.
The prophecy is one of a number
made by an astronomer and prophet
of the seventeenth century who was
famous for his uncanny perception
and accurancy. A great deal of inter-
pretation by modern astronomers has
been required to discover its exact
meaning, but everybody is pleased
and delighted with the result.
The war is to end on August 28th
of this year, according to the bhest
interpretation of this prediction,
which is wrapped up in strange al-
legorical diction. %

This prohecy, of course, coincides
with that made by Lord Kitchener
at the beginning of the war, when he
said it would last three years. But
recent official prophecies ,unfortu-
nately, seen to indicate that both
Lord Kitchener and the seventeenth
century astronomer  were poor pro-
phets. In the German Reichstag,
Baron von Bethmhnn-Hollweg opti-
mistically declared that Germany is
sapable of maintaining the war for
years to come; and in Paris the
French Goverament has said; ‘“l'o
obtain final victory, it is sufficient
that France and her allies know how
to wait for it with inexhaustible pa-
tience.”

Prophecies Numerous.

Since- the war began prophecies
have been numerous. Utterances
made by people ten and twenty years
ago have suddenly been remember-
ed and brought forward as evidence
of their pre-knowledge of the war,
In fact, the prognosticating habit,
which is merely tolerated in times
of peace, has during the past two
years, been cultivated and encour-
aged. Any little thing concerning
the end of the war has been hope-
fully accepted. Moreover, never was
Bible study so popular. Nearly ev-
erybody is now familiar with the
Book of Daniel and Revelation.

From this book several quotations
have already been presented to the
public as referring to the present
war. Among these is~one which,
properly interpreted, fixes the date
of the end of the war as January 27,
1918. The meaning was first discov-
erede by a southern clergyman, who,
after finding many verses which
clearly related to the war, came to
Verse No. 18 of Revelation, Chapter
13: ‘““There is wisdom. Let him that
hath understanding count the num-
ber of the beast; for it is the nm-
ber of a man, and his number is
six hundred three score and six.”

The clergyman figured that six
hundred three score and six could
not mean years, because that was
not the age of a man, nor could it
mean weeks, for that was the ageé of
a boy; therefore, it must mean
months. Reducing this to years, he
got fifty-five and a half years. Be-
lieving that the beast referred to re-
presented the Kaiser,  his mnext
step was to find out how old the
Kaigser was, .The coincidencgis in-
teresting, for the clergyman found
that the Kaiser was born on the 27th
of .January, 1859, and was therefore
exactly fifty-five and a half years old
on the day the war began.

Now, verse No. b of the same chap-
ter says; ‘‘And power was given unto
him to continue forty  and two
months.”!

Then he said, ‘“You will be king
of Prussia in 1849,” As it happened
this was true.. The Emperor then
wanted to know if the German Em-
pire would ever become consoliated.
Again the astrologer placed his fig-
ures in the same manner only using
1849. The result was 1871. This was
the date of the consolidation of the
German Empire. The Emperor next
wanted to know how long he was go-
ing to live. Adding 1871 and 1, 8, 7,
and 1 together. the astrologer got
1888, which was the date set for
the Emperor’s death. Again he was
correct. But the Emperor asked still
a fourth question. ‘“What will hap-
pen when I am gone?” he wanted to
know. For the last time the astrol-
oger used his peculiar systenf on 18-
88. and got 1913. “After 1913,” he
said solemnly ‘a great change will
occur in the German Empire.”

Nineteen-thirteen, added up by the
method of this old astrologer gives
1927. It is certainly fortunate that
the first Emperor William is not a-
live to ask ‘“When will the war
end?”’—Frederick J. Haskin in Sun-
day Star, Washington.

Headquarters Secventh Russian
Army, Aug. 9.—The immediate ob-
jective of the enemy would seem to
be a bold attempt to cut
troops remaining in the Carpathians
and Roumania. For this purpose a
blow is being directed between
Kamienestspodolsk and Czernovitz.
At this crucial point we are unfor-
tunately unable to contain the Austro
German tide. ¢
On July 27 we still held the lin»,
Kolimezia-Leszezki. Four days later
we were 15 or 20 miles back of the
line Kutysnia-Tynmielnica. The last-
named place is south-west of Kamin-
ets, near the confluence of the
Zbrocz and Dniester. Horeover, it is
an unstable line. The situation sug-
gests that it would have been well
had Korniloff’s insistence on the
abandonment of all offensive
movements been followed, based
on the assumption of our
inability to deliver a counter-
blow from the Carpathians against
their right flank. On the other hand
thanks to the passing of the initiative
into their hands, the enemy were
able at one hlow to imperil our left
and secure themselves from inter-
ference from the Carpathian and
Roumanian fronts in ecarrying out
their plans for the conquest of
Southern Russia.

Fought With Rocks.

Petrograd,  Aug. 9—Russian troops
are on the offensive in the Chotin
region, near the southeastern fron-
tier of Galicia and' northeast of
Czernowitz. Yesterday they drove
the Austro-German forces from two
villages, captured a height and toox
more than 300 prisoners and four
machine guns, the War Office an-
nounced yesterday. Certain regi-
ments fought with bayonets and
stones between the Kimpolung road
and Mount Lamuntelu, when they
ran short of ammunition. These regi-
ments exhausted their cartridges,
the statement said, but fought down
the mountain sides with such wea-
pons as they could get hold of.
A Teutonic attack in the region
of Brody, where the Russians are
still on Galician soil, was only tem-
porarily successful. A count_er-at-
tack restored the Russian positions
that had been penetrated. .

Schooner Survived The
Storm of Last Night

Kingston, Aug. 9.—A 'thirty—ﬁ\_re
mile gale swept over Lake Outal‘}o
during Tuesday night, and out in
this unusual August storm the coal
laden schooner George A. Marsh of
Belleville battled, and was finally
overcome about 5 o’clock yester_day
mofning, midway between Nine-
mile Point, and Pigeon Island.
Twelve out of the fourteen persons
on -board perished, eleven by drown-
ing and one, a child, from ex.posu}'e,
while two others were making for
land in a small boat. The schooner
was coming to Rockwood Hospital
from Oswego.

Those who perished were; Cap-
tain Smith, his wife and five chil-
dren; Mr. and Mrs. McClennan and
one child; Willdam Watkins, mate,
and George Cousins, deckhand.

Four were able to enter a small
boat, but in the tossing and rolling
one was lost overboard, and Mr. Mc-
Clennan, Jun., and William Smith,
aged ten, son of the captain, were
rescued by Hugh McCartney and
Benjamin Wemp, Amherst Island
fishermen, who had gone out to lift
their nets, and came across the
storm-tossed skiff.

Mr. McClennan had the dead form
of a child in his arms when rescued.

All who perished, as well as the
survivors, belong to Belleville. The
two who were saved were taken to
Bath and went on to Belleville.

Not a Modern Invention,
As Is Proven In Etruscan
Excavations

safety pins? The men might man-
age, but not the women,
We are accustomed to think of the
safety pin as a modern invention,
but it is nothing of the kind, says

| |the Philadedphia Public Ledger. It

was as famMiar to the ancient Ro-

as it is to ourselves. And it was in
no way different from the safety pin
of to-day except that it was made
of bronze instead of steel.

Two safety pins were photograph-
ed at the Smithsonian institution in
Washington, where they are preserv-
ed as curiosities. They are of bronze
and were dug out of Etrusean tombs
certainly much older than the Ro-
man Empire.

To the ancient Roman maiden or
matron safety pins were much more
necessary than to the women of to-
day, because they had no buttons. It
is a thing hard to realize but but-
tons are a relatively modern inven-
tion. Imagine what it would bhe to
live in. a buttonless epoch!

The Etruscans inhabited Italy be-
fore the Romans first arrived in that
country. It may be that they in-
vented the safety pins, but the Ro-
mans developed it in a way much be-
yond anything we have thought of,
It was even exnanded in size to such
an extent that the part in which the
pin fitted becam~ a receptacle for a
corsage boquet of flowers.

He start-
ed with Chatham, Ont., in the Cana-
dian league, that year, and played
13 games there. <Chatham turned
him over to Grand Rapids and he
plaved 60 games for the Michigan
team ~ was with Cincinnati until
the end of the 1902 season. Then
he s d with Detroit and when the
peace agreement was made Garry
Herrmann refused to contest the new
contract, allowing Crawford to join
Detroit.

Crawford is probably the only
player who ever hit .300 in three
different leagues in one season. It
was the year of his debut, 1899,

when he rapped the ball at a .370
clip for Chatham, .344 for Grand
Rapids and .308 for Cincinnati. He
has hit for .308 or better in eleven
years of his major league career and
his grand average for 18 seasons is
.309. Only two real lean years have
darkened his career. In five years
that .he missed hitting .300 he was
within 14 points of the classic figure
Once he led his league in two-base
hits, four times in three-baggers and
one year in the total of home runs.

Crawford will be 38 years o0ld on
his next birthday. In ordinary life
the man reaching that age is compar-
atively in the prime of life, ‘but the
ball player who is still of much use
after he reaches 35 -is an exception.
Wagner, Lajoie, Wallace and Craw-
ford all went beyond the allotted
time. ‘With the exception of Craw-
ford these men are infielders and
the length of Sam’s stay is therefore
the more remarkable because Sam
is an outfielder and a heavyweight,
weighing over 200 pounds as a rule.
Chasing flies, pounding over the soil
and carrying the unusual heavy
weight slowed up Crawford’s legs.
Infielders do not have to6 do this
amount of running and should there-
fore last longer.

Last season Crawford batted .286
and it was therefore decided to use
him as a pinch hitter this year.

.200 class. This explains why he is
at home while the club is making the
eastern swing.

No Gain in Sliding to First
Why does a baseball player slide

to first base when trying to beat a
close play? Because he thinks he can
hit the bag quicker that way than
by going across standing up. That
fallacy was exploded years ago by ac-
tual test, but the younger genera-
tion of players either has forgot-
ten it or never knew it, and the prac-
tice of sliding into first base is grow-
ing with each new relay of recruits
to the majors. Even some of the old-
er players, who ought to know bet-
ter, are catching the disease.

‘Way back before the present cen-
tury began there was considerable
agitation in favor of lef®ing baserun-
ners overrun second as well as first
without incurring liability to be put
out for. it. The object was to in-

: |crease the baserunning by improving

a man’s chances of stealing second.
It was argued, and actually demon-
strated by stop-watch tests,.that a
runner had to slow up a fraction of
a second to make a slide either head
first or feet first. The reason was
never clearly given, but some assert-
ed it was because the runner had to
break his.stride to make the slide,
and others that he lost some of his
bodily momentum.

‘“Anniehow,” the tests showed the
fastest possible way to get from one
base to another was to stand up, run

;at top speed all the way, and over-

run the bag. But it was' decided
against permitting runners to do that
in going to second base because of
the different conditions. At first base
it is not necessary to touch the run-
ner, but only to best him to that
cushion_with the ball, while at the
other three bases it is necessary to
tag the runner, as everyone knows.

Under these conditions it really is
an advantage for a runner to slide
instead of going in standing up. Fre-
quently when the ball beats-a run-
ner to second, third or home, he can
avoid being touched by sliding away
from the guardian of the base and
making it necessary to tag his spikes
of his shins, whereas if he went in
standing up he would present a miuch
larger target for the baseman to
touch. -

Consequently the movement to per-
mit oyerrunning second ‘base was
sidetracked as a favor to foxy base-
runners with the ability to slip
around opponents although at the
cost of a fractionrof a second in their
speed.

There is no such advantage in the
slide to first base, however, and the

player who hits the dirt merely in-|.

creases -the chances of being beaten
by the ball. It is quite probable-that
the players’ habit of sfiding to other
bases on all close plays, so as to
make it as hard as pos-
sible to tag them, is responsible for
the growing practice of handicapping
themselves at first base. Instinctively
when a runner going to first sees
the play will be close he makes up
his mind to slide, the same as at

,| any other- base.

It has cost many a runner a life
which ~he might have gained by
sprinting across the base at top
speed. Many decisions at first fare by
the wink of an eyelash. consequent-
1y the loss of a small part of a second
is enough to,turn the scale. Also
the umpire sometimes is confused by
the slide and makes the wrong de-
cision because he expects the run-
ner to flash past the bag instead of

sliding.

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Measure Adopted Without
Division After Amend-
ments Were Made

Ottawa, Aug. 9.—After nine
amendments to the motion for the
third reading of the Military Service
Bill had been presented and in turn
been declared defeated, that meas-
ure was passed by the Senate with-
out a division last night. Had it not
been ameénded in certain respects in
the Upper Chamber, it would now be
ready to receive the Governor-Gen-
eral’s assent and to become law. As
it is, however, the bill must be re-
turned to the Commons, where the
changes made by the Senators will
be discussed and concurred in. Onty
one of these amendments is of im-
portance. It provides that no prose-
cution for any violation of the Act
or the regulations shall take place
without the consent of the Minister
of Justice. This amendment, insert-
ed at the instance of the Government
itself, is regarded as a providing
means for preventing hasty and ill~
considered prosecutions.
| Yesterday’s discussion hinged es-
sentially on the question of the ad-
visability of specifically exempting
divinity students.

Senator Douglas,
after speaking strongly against the
amendment, voted for-it, and Sen-
tor Prowse of Prince Edward Island,
declined to vote, declaring that ‘it
did not concern him in any way,
shape or form.”

Senator David moved to amend
the bill by providing for a pro-
houncement upon it at the next gen-
eral election. His idea was that the
enforcement of the legislation be de-
ferred, and that a special ballot ask-
ing an opinion upon conscription,
be given each voter, in addition to
that bearing the names of candi-
dates.

Senator Cloran offered an amend-
ment to the section providing penal-
ties for persons who counselled re-
sistance of the administration of the
measure. He wished to exempt from
the operation of that clause ‘“‘can-
didates, their agents and supporters
at a Federal election.” Finally,
there was a demand that thero
should be central appeal judges, one
of whom should have a knowledge
of both English and French.

PIONEERS WIN
HIGH HONORS
IN WAR TODAY

One of New Departments
In British Army, Their
Worth Is Proven

s

Pioneers Must Be Prepared
Either To Work Or
To Fight

London, Aug. 9.—(Correspond-
ence) —The British army has under-
gone changes of a far reaching char-
acter since the outbreak of war in
1914, and it now possesses many
branches unheard of in pre-war days.
Every res6urce afforded by the man-
ifold capacity of this great industrial
community has been harnessed to
the war chariot, " says a British
statement from official sources.

Thereare certain respects in which
the problem by which the British
army is faced is unique; and one
of the most striking of these is that
it must be capable of campr,igning
in any part of the world and in any
climate. In the case of armies like
that of Germany, on the other hand,
ithe problem of preparation for war
was relatively simple. The ground
on which the army was destined to
figzht was known; it was an army. de-
stined to do battle in a particular
theatre—- Europe. In consequence
everything could be, and was, plan-
ned along certain well-defined lines.
In the' présenit war the imp
of field works was apparent at a
very early stage, partly owing to mo-
dern -artillery and partly to the con-
firmed entrenching habit of the
Germans.

In
fact all the Continental powers had
in addition to their corps of engi-
neers, very large numbers of train-
ed pioneers, organized in battalions,
and suitable for use either as‘fight-
ing troops or in the construction
and maintenance of field works and
communications. The absoltite im-~
portance of the last named ecan per-
haps only be realized by one who
has seen the roads during an ad-
vance. . _

But while the Continent was to
this extent prepared for trench war-
fare, as was natural in the circum-
stances, it was otherwise with Great
Britain. In the British service only
the 'Indian army possessed pioneer
regiments; ' these troops ' being al-
ways necessary in cenducting cam-
paignsving$hé shill-.conntry. When
the need for this class of troops be-
came evident steps were taken to
form pioneers battalions for' the
Expeditionary Force. From the first
they proved their value.

Pioneers are prepared to fight or
work as may be required. They per-
form such services as the construc-
tion and repair of communication
trenches, fire trenches 'and dug-
outs, the digging of trenches and
wiring. Their duties are manifold,
and there is no form of usefulness
at the front which the pioneer does
not .at one time or another find
himself called upon te undertake.
His activities range from earrying
up ammunition to retrieving the
wounded or holding a fiercely dis-
puted trench or sap.

In the great advances on the Som-
me and in Artois the pioneers per-
formed work of the greatest import-
ance. The duty of consolidating the
captured ground and connecting it
up with the old front line of the at-
tackers, largely fell to them. In
many places they fook part in the
advance as infantry, in others they
kept the ‘advancing lines ‘supplied
with ammunition and water, and
beat off counter attacks. Their losses
have been heavy, but they have ac-
complished their tasks in the face
of every obstacle.

As a rule the pioneers remain ip
the vicinity of the trenches all th
time their division is in the line, an
do not go back for rest, except at
long intervals.

The pioneer is, as yet, a new type
in the British army, but he has long
since passed the trial stage, and has
ppoved his worth and steadfastness.

IMPROVED HAND BOMB

Saves Great Britain Sum of
Half Million Dollars
Daily

AR

There is to-day in Canada a soldier
of fortune whose deeds, exploits, and
é'.écomplishments would eaélly take
rank above the most gripping tales
of fiction. He is Col. Macklem,
D.C.M., inventor, killer of three bar-
baric Huns, saviour of his officer’s
life, late mechanic of London, Ont.,
and late private of the 33rd Battal-
ion, Canadian Expeditionary Force.

One of his shell inventions has sav-
ed Britain over $500,000 a day in
the cost of manufacture.

He has received an honorarium of
$100,000 from the British Govern-
ment, been dined and wined by roy-
alty, lords, kmnights, and million-
aires, and received all over England,
and in his private’s uniform at that.
Col. Macklem has lately been in
Washington, where he was sent on
mfilitary business between the Imper-

ial Munitions Board and the United
States War Department.

Loses Use of Left Eye.

After being twice wounded in the
trenches of France, latterly at the
third battle of Ypres, the then Pte:
Macklem was sent to a hospital in
England, where he remained five
months.
the left side of the temple by an ex«
plosive bullet which burst as it 'left
the top of the nose severely disfigur-
ing his face. Pte. Macklem, though
had the satisfaction of knowing that
he had just despatched several Huns
with his’own hands. He was award-
ed the Distinguished Conduct Medal,
which, with the exception of the Vie-
toria Cross, is the highest honor
which can be shown to a private. “I
got it for killing three Huns and tak-
ing one of our wounded officers away
from them,” is the way the youngz
veteran soldier told of the affair.
Col. Macklem’s Great Invemtion
How he came to improve the hand
grenade which is now being used by
all the British forces is told by Col.
Macklem himself. “T was convales-
cing at the hospital, and how the idea
first came I really don’t know, But
I knew then that hundreds of our
boys at the front had lost their lives
with the time grenades. They had a
lever and pin. The pin had to be
pulled and then the thing was ready
to go in about five seconds. Pre-
mature explosion or delay in throw-
ing it means certain death to our
own boys. I know that several To-
ronto boys were killed in that way.”
The new invention is cheaper, car-
ries more explosive, and is far less
dangerous in handling. Col. J. D.
Courtney, a British C.0. wrote;
“This bomb has been proven in tests
and if borne out in actual use means
the saving of thousands and thou-
sands of lives in the British service.”
It has since been generally adopted
for use.

In January, 1916 he was discharg-
ed from the C.E.F., “being _no
longer physically fit for war service’
On his discharge he was immediate-
ly taken on the staff of the Imper-
jial Munitions Staff at London, with
the rank of captain, in recognition of

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How Opinion on the Subject has Chan-
ged— Eye-Witness Plan Has Broken
Down—Great Britain Willsee Game
Through With Her Cards on Table

(By Lieut.-Col. John Buchan.)

London, Aug. 9.—Every specialist
is, at first, wary of publicity, Sooner
or later his opinion on the subject
changes. He learns 'that he cannot
do what he wants to do unless the
public understands.

This is true of specialists whose
work may be termed only semi-
public, such as men in medica] or
other science; it is doubly true of the
specialists in the science of warfare,

the heads of our armies and navies.'

1n the British ,army and navy ths
distrust of publicity has always ex-
isted ;but in recent years this dis-
trust has been broken down. Now,
perhaps the relations between the
men who fight and their day-to-day
historians probably is more cordial
in the British army and navy than in
any other.

At the opening of the war Great
Britain was without a press censor-
ship organizafion, or, certainly, any-
thing approaching that of Germany.
With our traditions of free speech
and free press it was to be expect-
ed that we should handle the mat-
ter awkwardly. The expectation was
realized. At the beginning the mat-
ter was handled mechanically; rules
had to be made and applied and
sometimes the strict application of
rules led' to incidents irritating to
the press and harmful to the govern-
ment.

Despite occasional mishaps and
the fact that most of the thought
given to publicity had to do with
ways of suppressing it, the British
army furnished the world with more
details of its activities than did the
other armies; vastly more than the
German army did. For one thing
exceedingly full despatches were giv-
en to the press. General French
even mentioned the fighting units by
name—a thing that has since been
discontinued for good military rea-
sons. Complete casualty lists were
published immediately, though this
has not yet been done by the French
army or the Russian.

Distrust of Correspondents

But the underlying distrust of cor-
respondents had not abated; it re-
mained at the high point reached in
the Russo-Japanese war. To meet
the obvious need of reporting to the
people on the war’s occurrences the
plan of the Russo-Japanese war was
tried, that of the “Official Eye-Wit-
ness.” This plan broke down in
short time.

In the spring of 1915 a complete
change took place. First, correspond-
ents were allowed at the front; 2a
press chateau was established and
press officers detailed to assist the
newspapermen. The correspondents,

‘however, were allowed to relate oply

what they could see for themselves
and that wasn’t as much as it might
have been.

A year later found the correspond-
ents thoroughly established in the
confidence of the army and their po-
sition entirely changed. It had been
discovered that far from doing harm
they were doing- great good. Before
the battle of the Somme they had
*‘dug themselves in” beyond the pos-
sibility of dislodging them—if any
military man had so desired. They
were told everything, they saw cap-
tured documents, they were taken to
the best positions of observation and
allowed the greatest latitude in
their writing.

Changed Attitude.
The correspondents may write

practically anything that is not of

value to the enemy. The result of the
changed attitude toward mnews i8
that the fighting fronts have the
following channels of publicity.
First—Gen. Haig’s despatches,

surpagsing those of any other com-
mander for detail of information con-
tained. .
Second—Two daily communiques.
Third—The British newspaper
correspondents, all distinguished
men in their profession, and the rep-
resentatives of the United Press and
the Associated Press, stationed at the
Press Chateau. Representatives of
the allied and neutral press also have
a chateau.
Fourth—Special articles by well
known writers, such as H. G. Wells
and Arnold Bennett and by repre-
sentatives of individual newspapers
permitted periodically to visit the
front. $ e
On other fronts of the British
armies the same general plan is
carried out on a less extensive scale.

{ With regard to the fleet, largely be-

cause of physical reasons, the com-
muniques and official dispatches ha.v'e
to furnish most of the news, though
many visits have been arranged for
newspaper representatives. .

This growth of an appreciation of

publicity was not confined to the
army and navy. The need bégan to
be understood in other government-
al branches and men were detailed
to handle the work. As part of the
present prime minister’s overhauling
of the government, a Director was
created for the business of propa-
ganda and publicity. The decision
as to what can be published about
the fight lies ultimately in the hands
of the war office and the admiralty,
but just as it is the business of the
Treasury to watch all other depart-
ments to promote economy, it is the
business of this office to watch all
other departments to make sure that
interesting information of value to
the Allied cause is issued without
delay. ;
In the fog of a great war the pop-
ular mind is often apt to lose its
sense of proportion and forget the
main issues. It is the business of
the Department of Information to
try, as far as possible, to keep be-
fore the mind the essential questions
of the war and the true position of
affairs.

It is very difficult for the lay mind
to grasp the principles on which
army and navy authorities exercise
censorship. It must be remembered
that the success of the operations
and the lives of their soldiers often
depend on these things. Only men
engaged in such work day by day
can say exactly what kinds of in-
formation may be of use to the
enemy. Take the matter of mention-
ing the smaller fighting units which
General Headquarters had decided
against., We have found that the
Germans, even when they have the
best opportunity, as when they have
taken numbers of British prisoners,
nearly always are wrong in some re-
spects as to the composition of our
army facing them. And in any case
the German generals are always
somewhat in doubt. We simply give
ourselves the benefit of all such
doubts, by restricting their infor-
mation to the minimum.

But there is extremely little in-

formation withheld from the public, |

if it can stand the acid test; “Will

it benefit the enemy?”

The breaking down of old preju-
dices and old traditions in regard to
publicity was not accomplished with-
out heartburnings in the breasts of
many officials, but the fact that they
have learned as fast as they have
would seem to prove they’ve come
to like it. This means that Great
Britain will see the game through
with the daylight turned on and her
cards on the table.”
