“PILLBOXES."”

What They Are, and What British
Are Doing to C"_Jbat Them.

One point emerges with great clear-
ness from the reports.cn the recent
fighting namei hat a rep.y has n

found to the German aefeusive devie

variously described as redoubts, anti-
tank turrents, block-houses, and, in
the soldlers’ vernacualar, “pillboxes™
General Sixt von Arnim, who {3 in
command of the Cerman armies on
the front of the recent fNighting, Is an

ingenious and able soldier. His fam-
ous report on the Somme battle, which
was captured, revealed the possession
of a very fresh mentality, able to an-
alyge and learn, extremely frank and
unusually free from preconcelved
{deas. It was this general who was
faced with the necessity for finding
some defensive substitute for the deep
dugout, which the certainty of strik-
ing water at any depth over a few feet
puts out of court on the Ypres front.
His reply was the pilibox or ooR-

Commeniary—I. The women at the
tomb (vs, 1-4). 1. when the sahbath
Was past—The Jewlsh Sabbath ended
&t sunset Saturday evening, and af-
ter that it would be lawful to pursue
ordinary business. It was probably
then that the women made prepar-
ations to visit Christ's tomb. Aside
from the women here named, Luke
mentions Joanna, the wife of Chuza,
and adds that there were other women
also. Sweet  splces—These were
myrrh, aloes and other substances that
were used to prevent putrefaction. An-
olnt—As Mary unknowingly anointed
his body for his burial, so these dis-
ciples seemed half unconsciously to be
embalming him for his resurrection
Whedon. 2 very early-—-In each Gospel
reference s made to the fact that the
women came carly “As it began to
dawn" (Matt, 28: 1), “Yery early”
(Luke 24: 1), and, “Early, when it was
yet dark” (John 20:1), are the expres-
slons used, and each Indicates that
the women were devoted to Jesus and
were anxious to perform their last sad
offica to his body. Sepulchre—The
tomb was a new one, hewn out of the
rock, owned by Joseph of Arimathaea,
and was near the place of crucifixion. 3
sald among themselves—As they were
on the way to sepuichre. Who shall
roll us away the stone—\Whether they
knew that a guard bad been placed
over the tomb and the door has been
sealed, or not, they seemed to have no
doubt about gaining access to the body
of Jesus, If only the stoune could b:
