At the ‘preliminary trial Wikidell
swore that-he had instructed Germain
to buy a money order while Germain
said that bis instructions were to regis-

Made its Own Funeral Tollet, _

There are certain insects that have
such a respect for Mrs. Grundy and
arg endewed with such an innate love
of neatness and order that not even
death, or rather decapitation, can pre-
vent them from wmaking one grand
final toilet, which I8 clearly designed
to give them 4 sedate and respectable
appearance after death.

Dr. Ballion, a skilled entomologist,
discoyered this remarkable fact. “Dur-
ing wne of my recent horseback rides,”
he says, “1 frequently caught one of
those large flies which annoy cattle
and horses so mueh, and I promptly
got rid of it by ecrushing its head.
One day, instead of throwing the mu-
tilated Insect away, I placed it on the
back of my hand and indolently watch-
ed it. For some seconds the insect re-
mained motionless, but then, to my
unbounded surprise, it moved its front
lege forward to the place where the
head/ should have been, and, #fter it
had/rubbed them nervously tpgether,
apyarently in anguish, it gan to
brysh its body and to smooth Jts wings
with its hind legs. Under the gentle
pressure & these limbs the body grad-
uplly became extended and the ex-
tremity curved, while the wings grad-
yally changed thelr natural position

nd left the upper part of the body

xposed. Meanwhile the  hind legs
ontinued to brush each jother from
time to time. <

“Naturally 1 watched this \éxtrm
ordinary sight with great interest, and,
in order to see the finale, 1 took the
insect into my study, where it lived
an entire day, spending the time at
the ungrateful task of making its own

An Ingenious Scheme,

In boring a deep well in Germany
the hardened end of a steel drill broke
off at a depth of about 1,000 feet. As
it was clearly impossible to drill out
the hard steel, it was necessary eifher
to remove it or abandon the bdring.
It was removed in 4 highly ingenious
way. A soft iron bar 5 feet long and
21 inches in diameter was wrapped
with a single layer of india rubber cov-
ered wire, thus making it an electro
magnet. The bar, with wires leading
to it, was lowered into the hole and a
current from a small dynamo turned
on. This magnetized the bar, which
was then carefully drawn up to the
surface, bringing the steel drill poin%
with it.

Bubonic plague is reported by R, M.
8. Aorangi, which arrived  from the
South seas yesterday afternoon, to lave
made its appearance at Honolulu. One
case is ment‘foged, the victim a China-
nmad, snceumbing to the terrible dis-
case on the 3ist of last month. In
consequance the health authorities of
that city have heen greatly alarmed,
and are taking every precaution to
guard against the further outbresk of
the disease, which has already got a
considerable hold in places farther
south.

Just before the .Aorangi left Aus-
tralia-two definite cases of..plague were
reported, one being a painter and a
man 23 years of age, in whose instance
the disease has taken a septicaemic
form, and the other is a packer, who
was employed in a crockery warehouse,
At Sydney three actual .cases were
being treated, and there were 100 con-
fines on the qunarantine ground. The
rat.catching ‘and health staff were on
the qui vive, but the dominant feel-
ing was one of repose, and satisfaction
that neither plague nor smallpox would
be able to get a footing as fur as local
readinéss for emergencies was con-
cerned. As to the prospects of either
plague or smallpox spreading from its
alréady’ confed -~ arén; the president of
the Sydney board of health said that
there was little Tikelihood of that hap-

Pope Leo’s Will.

London, May * 4.—Pope—Teo, accord-
ing to a dispatch to the Tiwes from
Rome, is understood to have made a will
designating his successor, thus;to quote
the correspondent, modifying the ha-
bitual mode of choosing a pope by a
conclave.
