THE TOWN HALL

A meeting of the village council was
held on Monday evening to receive the
report of the reeve and Councilior’
Blanchard on the resnlt of their. tripte)
Havelock, whither they went last week
to inspect the town hall recently erec-
ted there. .

They were very courteously treated
by the reeve of that town, who gave
them all necessary information respect-
ing the building and accompaumed them
on their inspection of the inteNor.
The hall is a neat structure, well
designed in all its parts, and our vis-
itors were very favorably impressed
with it. As previously announced, it:
was thought thbat, to meet Athens'
requirements, the Havelock hall wounld
have to be enlarged from 35x70
feet to 40x80 feet and made *corre-
spondingly higher ; so the builder who
superintended the construction of that
hall was agked to give an estimate in
writing of the cost of such a hall here,
enlarged as proposed. This estimate
was placed before the council, and for
the information of the ratepayers we
reproduce it here :—

“T have gone carefully into the cost
of ‘your proposed town hall, £0x80,
with front entrance as suggested ;
stone work to be rock-face and to carry
up to 11 feet from footinga to top of
joist ; brick work carried vp three feet
higher than original plaus drawn up
for the Havelock town hall, with hose
tower included, and I think your hall,
with proper management, can be built
gincludilg furnace not to exceed $200)

or the sum of $7,6560.00. This esti-
mate is providing you build on the lot
with the rock foundation. Should you
decide to build on the lot with the
earth bottom, and should you find it
necessary to put in flag footings, it
would cost you for the excavating of 4
foet of earth, furnishing the rock, and
mason work, an additional amount of
from $450 to $500 ; that is, providing
this 4 feet cannot be utilized as part of
the basement, and providing, afger

ROYALTY AT HOLYROOD §

The kings of Scotland very fre-
quently resided at the Abbey of
Holyrcod, but up *to the reign of
James IV. there
James IV. founded the first palace
of Holyrood, and his marriage to
the English Princess Margaret took
place at Holyrood, and was cele-
brated by the poet; Dunbar, in his

< fine allegory, “ The Thistle and the
Rose.” Holyrood then became the
chiel residence of James 1V. up to
the fatal Dattle of Flodden in
1513. During the minority of James
V.. the Regent of Scotland, the
Duke of Albany resided at Holyrood,
and the youag Kking must have
watched ofttimes the additionsand
Improvements being made, as much
money was spent in “ new work.”
James V. took for a bride a daugh-
ter of the King of France, and
though Magdalene was “seiklie,” she
was very much in love, for it issaid
—“Frae the tyme she saw the
King of Scotland, and spak with
him, rhoe loved him so well, that
she wold have no man alive to her,
husbaud bot be allanerlie.”

They were married in France, and
came heme to Holyrood. Forty days
after her arrival, the young queen
was buried in the Abbey Church of
Heiyrood, and all Scotland lament-
ed the untimely death of the pretty
and sweet-faced bride.

The second queen of james V. was
Mary of Guise, who resided but sel-
dom at Holyrood, preferring the
Palace of Linlithgow.

Five years after the marriage,
the Earl of Hertford’s army came
north and “brent the abbey called
Holyrood House, and the pallice ad-
Joiving the same.”

Hoiyrood Palace was [fully re-
stcred when the daughter of this
Miry of Guise came from France
as Mary, Queen of Scots, and unlike
her mother, siie made llolyrood her
heme. Here she -laughed at the
lovers who came wooing, received
primm letters from Queen Elizabeth,
debated with Master John Knox,
and wept because he, “who never
fearad the face of man,” would not
yicld to a beautiful woman and a
queen. Here, in this Holyrood she
was married to Lord Darnley, and in
the tiny log of a supper room Riccio
held her goun and cried for mercy-—

“Save my life, madam, save my
life I” In the little passage at the
head of the narrow stair there is
shown a dark stain on the wood,
and there he was pierced by fifty-
six desperate wounds, while his
queen  listened:. to his cries, and
said—

“1 shall study revenge.” A few
months later she came here after a
visit paid to Darnley, who was ly-
ing sick up at Kirk in the Field, and
that nright the Kking was slain.
Hearing of his death the queen went
to the castle for security, and the
kirg's body was brought to Holy-
rood.

A short time
Mary did the most foolish
action of her ' wayward life,
for at four in the morning
of the 15th of May she was married
to Bothwell, whom every one believ-
ed to be the murderer of Darnley
Then came evil days, when she wept
more bitterly because of this mas-
terful Bothwell than she had at the
plain speaking of Master John Knox.

Queen Mary's son, James VI, made
his {irst public entry into Edin-
burgh when he was in his fourteenth

ear, and went at once to Holyrood.

ater on he brought his Queen, Anne
of Denmark, to Holyrood, and made
tt his home till he went south to
claim the crown of England. The
Coronation of Charles took place at
Holyrood. After the battle of Dun-
bar, Cromwell quartered a part of
his forces In the palace, and then,
either by accident or design, the
palace went on fire, and the great-
er part destroyed. The palace was re-
built in the reign of Charles IIL., and
in 1679, the Duke of York, after-
wards James II., occupied the pal-

after, Queen

ace.

The Duke's Walk was the name
oite of the royal parks got at that
time.

Prince Charles arrived at the pal-
ace on the 17th September, 1745, and
once more Holyrood Palace was gay,
and festive. Bonnie Prince Charlie,
however, lingered rather long there,
and at last went off hopeful of vie-
tory, only to find defeat and dasas-
ter.

From that time to 1795 the palace
was silent and deserted. Then the
exiled royal family from France came
there for refuge. \ .

But in 1822, the palace was as gay
as in the '45. George IV. came to
Scotland—to Dalkeith Palace. When
he virited Edinburgh the people gave
himi a royal welcome. One small boy
we' wbout with heather sticking
ou Il over his hat, and pushing
pa an old dignified dandy, said:

“Hceot. man, dinna be angry the
day, we are a’ mad.”

No one was madkder than Sir Wal-
ter Scott. On the roval progress
to the castle Sir Walter was dress-
ed in Windsor uniform, that is, a
bluc cong, scarl>t collar and culfs
and a cocked hat. An old account
of it says, “At Holyrood was
everv description of costume, na-
tional, military and offivial, of the
gayest colors, and of the most var-
fous shapes. Plumes were waving
in  every direction, amd velvet
triinse were sweeping the groundd,
At the eastle, the Kking, on seeing
the vicw from the lofty situation,
exclaimed,” “This is wonderful !” Wet
as theday was he refused an um-
brelia and c¢ven uncovered his head
and waved his hat.

At the Jevee there were eight
hundred ladies—many of them most
beautiful—and His Majesty was
said to have especially noted the
daughters of a Highland chief—Mece-
Donald of the Isles. The people
were quite charmed with King
George 1V, and his devotional
manner at church pleased the
strictest sect of the Presbyterians.
He entered with a psalm-book in
his hand, open at the 100th psalm.
Dr. Lamont, the minister, preach-
ed for the text, “For ye are
dead, 'and your life i8 hid with

ing Holyrood on the following day,

where he had gone to inspect Queen
Mary’s rooms, rewarded the house-
keeper with ten sovereigns.

‘When the king honored the theatre,
he commanded “Rob Roy” to be per-
formed. There was a terrible erush.
The king svas very attentive. At
several of Bailie Nicol Jarvie's jokes
he smiled, but when the Bailie said,
“Ye'll ne’er want Highlanders,
when there men wi’ purses in their
pockets, and breeks on their hinder
ends,” and also where the Bailie says
to the boy, “Thank ye, my braw
fellow, you’ll be a man afore your
mother,” His Majesty was convulsed
with Jaughter, and on these occa-
pions it was delightful to observe
the joy which animates the audience
at seeing the king amused with the
same language and seniiments which
had so often made themselves laugh.”

It is said that the king was spec-
ially charmed with the Secottish
tunes, and beat time to “I'll gang
nae .mair to yon toon.’

Queen Vietoria, on her first visit
to Scotland, went to Dalkeith Pal-
ace, and said of it, “a large house,
constructed of reddish =tone, ‘the
greater part built by the Duchess
on Monmouth.” On going into Ed-
inburgh the Quecen passed “Holy-
rood Palace, a royal looking old
place.”

But Holyrood Palace was never
much in favor with' Gueen Victoria.
It lies low, and is shut in by streets
and public works, except where are
ithe royal parks. Therefore, when
royalty comes to Edinburgh, it is
not the royal Holyrood that is the
headquarters.

The glory seems to have depart-
ed when Bonrie Prince Charlie rode
south, for since then Holyrood is
no longer the home of our Kkings
and queens. Very little money is
spent on it by government, only
enough  to keep it from falling
into a ruin. The Scottish nation
are content to look on, it is a mu-
seum. And year by year the nar-
row streets come closer to it, and
the smoke, and dust, and steam,
fall on the grey, grim relic of the
brave days of old.

A Hybrid Vine.

There will
only be ona Chamber, having a pro-
portionej representation of the vari-
ous pa s. The censtitulion alto-
gether ®1ll ba very Itberal, and the
changes mzss are important in this
respect fhzt they will completely
mlter the oxisting cumbersome ma-
chinery vecessary, to mcodily the con-
stitution.
. The King will be deprived of the
power of ipcurring suppiementary
expenditure, and thc Ministers will
Bz solely responsibje to the Skupst-
china, which will have absolute
oontrol of all budgets, the Senate
being aboliched.

It is reported that the treasure
found in the Konak included the sum
of $1,600,000, being part of the pro-
ceeds of tiwe recent loan, amd $400,-
000, which had been secretly reserved
ifrom the amount credited to the War
Ministry and given to Queen Draga.

The Russian Note.

St. Pctersburg, June 22.-An offi-
cla! note was published in the Gazette
to-day, recognizing Prince Peter
Karageorgevitch as King .of Servia
and welcoming his accession. In
brief, the note declares that it is
fucumbent upon King Peter to
avenge the assassination of King
iAlexander and Queen Draga, and ex-
presses the conviction that * King
Peter will be able to give evidence

of his sense. of justice and firmness
of will by adopting measures at the|
outset to investigate the abominable
misdeed which has becn committed,
and to meie ozl rigorous punishment
to those traitorous eriminals who
have stained .themselves with the
infamy attaching to regicides.

COSSACKS CHARGE WORKINGMEN

Berlin, June 22.—The Tageblatt to-
day, in mail advices from Lodz, Rus-
sian Poland, gives an account of dis-
turbances there on Monday last.
About 5,000 young workingmep,
Jews, paraded the streets in an or-
derly manner, but as a Socialist de-
monstration. The police, in view of
the number of those engaged, call-
ed on the cossacks for assistance,
and then the police and cossacks
charged the workingmen, beating
tHem with- the flat of their swords
and with their fists, and merciless-
ly continuing the beatings after a
number of the men had been arrest-
ed and were helpless, and further
beating them when the prisoners
were taken ihto the police station,
where, according to the mail advices,
blood *“ran in rivulets.” It is re-
ported that ten young men were
beaten to death, and that of the
100 who were arrested, all were
seriously wounded. Surgeons work-
ed for five long hours sewing up
wountks afier the fury of the police

had been spent.

HEART TROUBLE THE CAUSE

Sketch of the Eminent BMethodist
Divine—A Well-known Writer of
Prose and Poetry—Editor of the
Christian Guardian for Twenty-
five Years.

Taronto, June 18.—Death came
with startling suddenness yesterday.
to Rev. Dr. Edward Hartley“Dewart,
who passed away at *his residence,
515 Sherbourne street, about 3.30
in the afterncon, after an illness
that lasted scarcely more than bali
ap hour. The anncuuceinent of his
sudden taking away came as a great
shock to the very large commun-
ity among waom the late Dr. Dewart

While Dr. bewar: had been rccent-
Iy known to complain of slight pains
in the regioa oi ‘the hear:, no sig-
pnificance was attache¢d to these.
Yesterday apparently he was ¢njoy-
ing his usual good nhealth, and ate
a hearty luuch. In the early, part oi
the afternoon, however, while sit-
ting in his study he complained of
a pain gver the heart, and went off
in & swoon, which lasted for about
five minutes. Dr. Winnett was sum-
moned, and also his son Edward.

Died in His Study.

He recovered from this, but shortly,
afterwards had acother failnting fit,
from which he did not rally, and died
on the sofa. in hig study. His
wife and son BEdward were present

when he died. Dr. Winnett pro-
nounced death due.to a clot oi blood
over the heart.

Dr. Dewart leaves a widow, two
sons, Edward R. in the Bank of
Commerce, and H. Hartley, County
Crown Attorney. Three brothers also
survive him—Dr. James Dewart, St.
Paul ; Rev. Samuel Dewart, St. Cloud;
Thomas Dewart, Stockton, Manitoba
—and a sister, Mrs. W. W. Robingon,
of Hamilton. At the time of his
father's death, Mr. Hartley Dewart
was in Ottawa. He will arrive home
this morning, when the funeral ar-
rangements will pe made.

Career of Dr. Dewart.

The: late Rev. Edward Hartley
Dewart was a thorough Canadian by
early adoption and hearty sympathy.
He was born in th: Ceunty of tavan,
Iréland. in 1828, but when six years
of age eame with his parents to this
country, the family settling in ihe
county of Peterboro’. IIe had his
early education in the public schools,
but desired something better than
the country schools couid then do
for him, so he started from his home
to become a student at the Normal
School, Toronte, with characteristic
energy walking the entire distance,
one hundred and twenty miles, and,
after leaving the Normal Schoo!, be-
came.a public school teacher. Called
to the work of the ministry in 1851,
he commenced his pastoral duties on
the St. Thomas circuit as a junior
preacher, and was ordained in 1855.
His first station was Dundas, and he
labored seccessively and successfully
at St. Andrew’'s, Odelitown, Montreal
West, 3t. John's, Collingwood and
Ingersoll. At the Conference held in
Toronto in 1869 Dr. Dewart was
elocted editor of ths Christian Guar-
dian, a position which he held till
Scptember, 1894, In 1873 he was
ciected, in conjunction with the late
Rev. Dr. Nelles, to arrange with the
parent Conference in England terms
of settlement with that body arls-
ing cut of the union of the Wesleyan,
Ilastern, British American "and New
Connexion Conferences. In 1881 he
was o member of the great Ecumeni-
cal Methodist Conference in London,
and also of a similar Conference
held in Washington in 1891.

Compiled a New Hymn Book.

The late Dr. Dewart advocated a
new hymn book, and took a leading

part in compiling and editing the
same. Always an ardent prohibition-
ist, Dr. Dewart was elected President
of the Ontario branch of the Domin-
jon Alliance, and was a member of
| the Executive Committes of that
| body. Believing that the cause of
higher education would benefit by
the federation of victoria University
with the Universily of Toronto, Dr.
Dewart strongly advocated that
union. He was one of the regents
of Victoria University, an honorary
member of the Canadian Temperance
League, and was Vice-Presidént, of
the Ontarid Ladies’ College at Whit-
by. Literary composition, both in
prose and verse, was always a Tavor-
iite employment with Dr. Dewart,
and he had published a volume of
poems. Among his works might be

the Messiah,” 1y s for the Times,”
“Living Epistles,” amd 2 pamphlet
entitled “Priestly Pretensions Re-
moved.”

In 1898 he unsuceessiully contested
North Toronto as the Liberal candi-
i date against G. F. Marter for the
Legislature.

GEN. MANNING’S FORCE.

Lack of News From Somaliland is
Causing Alarm.

« London, June - 22.—Ignorance of
the exact situation in Somaliland
and the prevalence of disquieting
rumors at Aden coreerning the po-
gition of the force of tGien. Man-
ning, commander of the Britisl¥ cXx-
pedition against the Mad Mullah,
arc exciting concern. Nothing has
been received from Gen. Manning
in three weeks, and thé¢ most that
Mr. Brodrick, Secretary of War,
was able to tell the House of Com-
mons to-day -of his whereabouts
was that Gen. Manning bkad pre-
sumably joined forces: with Col
Cobbe. The remainder of the Sec-
retary’s statement on the subject
was hardly more informative. Gen.
Mannping, he said, 4had not asked
for reinforcements, but the Gov-
ernment had ordered 2,500 camels
to Aden from India.

Unofficial despatches [rom Aden
state that three companies of Brit-
ish ' infantry and four companies of
Indian infantry will start for So-
maliland to-morrow.

British, 1,200 Indigns, and 4,000
natives. Meanwhile £400,000 of the

portance.

FRASER RIVER RISING.
Serious Ficede Frem Spring Whaw i
British Celambia.

Vancouver, June {5—In all parts of
Southera Britisb Columbia, from the
coast te the territorial boun »
sudden warm weather has brought
with it rapid thawing of the moun-
tain snows and such rising of the
waters that in many sections the in-
habitants are practically under
suarching orders day amd might, their
homes either already inundated or
being worked up to foot by foot by
a silent, sluggish, dirty aquatic in-
wvader. Along the Fraser the contri-
bution is chiefly from the tributary
Trompson as yet, and at Quesnel a
rise of five feet within the past
forty-eight hours is recorded. On
other points om the big river an cx-
ceptionally rapid rise is reported,
and the dykes are being examined
with care.

Summary.—Lesson 1. Topic: Paul's
ministry at Ephesus. This is near the
close of Paui’s first missionary jour-
ney. After tho riot at Ephesus he
visited Macedonla, a city about 35
miies south of Ephesus, He-sent for
the elders and bade them an affec-
tionate farewell 5

H. Topic: The change that will
take place in the body at the resur-
rection. Christ’s resurrection is fully
established, and His resurrection is
an important reason for believing
that all the dead will be raised. This
mortal body cannot inherit the king-
dom of God, but must be changed.

III. Topic: Purity of life. Paul
wrote” to the Romans from Corinth.
Christians pay their debts except
the debt of love, which is a perpetual
obligation. The one. who loves his
neighbor as himseff will not tres-
pass in any way. i
1V. Topic: Paui's coming afflictions
—Paul reaches Tyre; meets witha
cordial reception ; continues his jour-
ney to Caesarea; enters the house
of Phillp the evangelist, one of the
seven ; tarried there many days ; the
prophet Agabus arrives ; takes Paul's
girdle and binds his hands and feet ;
eays that thus Paul will be bound
at Jerusalem and will be delivered
to the Gentiles. When the disciples
heard the prophecy of Agabus they
besought Paul not to go to Jerusa-
lem, but he told them that he was
not only ready to be bound. at Jeru-
salem, but also to give his life for
the truth.

V. Topic: Paul mobbed and res-
cued. As soon as Paul reached Jeru-
salem he coaferred with the elders
of the church. He then entered into
the temple and purified himself, ac-
cording to the ceremonial law. Jews
from Ephesus saw him in the wo-
men's court with strangers and s
posed he had taken a Gentile into
the temple and thus polluted it. They
stirred up a mob against Paut for the
purpose of taking his life. Paul was
rescued by Roman soldiers, and
afterwards while standing on the
stairs delivered an address to the
assembled throng.

VI. Topic: Paul delivered from the
Jews. At the close of the address
delivered on the stairs the mob was
again stirred against Paul. Lysias,
the Roman captain, was about to
scourge him, when ho learned that
>aul was a Roman citizen. After this
o conspiracy was made against Paul
by the Jews, forty of them binding
themselves together under a curse
that they would neither eat nor
drink until they had killed him. The
plot was discovered and Lysias sent
Paul with a strong military escort
to Caesarea.

VII. Topic. Paul’'s good confes-
sion. Paul at Caesarea; a Roman
prisoner; is tried before Felix, the
gcvernor; Jews come from Jerusalem
accusing him; the charges were sedi-
tlon, heresy, sacrilege; Paul’'s de-
ferse was clear and unanswerable;
their charges could not be proved;
Paul confessed that he was a Christ-
lan. After certain days Paul spoke
before Felix and his wife Drasilla;
reasored of righteousness, temper-
ance, and judgment to come; Felix
trembled; hoped that money would
be given him that he might release
Paul s

VIII. 'Topic; Paul's defense. Af-
ter Paul had beem in prison two
Years he was called before Festus,
the new. Governor of Judea, and King
‘Agrippa to make his defense. Paul
had appealed to Rome, and Festus
desired to frame a charge against
bim. Paul's address deeply impress-
ed Festus and Agrippa, and they de-
cided that il he had not appealed
to Rome, he might have been re-
leased.

IX. Topic; Life through the
Spirit. The law has no power to.t
deliver from sin; it is weak through ;
the flesh; Christ, who came in the .
likeness of sinful flesh, has power !
to save from sin. The Christian !
Is not carnally minded, but spirit-
ually minded; he walks not after
the flesh. but after the Spirit.

X. Topic; Paul’s voyage to Mal-
ta. Paul set sail from Caesarea to
Rome, Augiust 21, A.D. 60. They
landed at Iair Havens on the Is-
lard of Crete during the stormy sea-
son. Paul advised them to winter
here, but Julius, the centurian, who
had charge, decided to sail for Phe-
rice, a more commodious port of
Ciete.

XI. Topic; Paul preaching to
the Jews at Rome. Paul performed
many miracles on the Island of Mal-
ta, and the people of the island hou-
ored him and his companions with
many honors. In the spring Paul
and the others with him were taken
to Puteoii, near Naples. The apostle
then went to Rome, called the Jews
together; explained why he was
there a prisoaer, and preache:d
Christ.

XII. Topic; The duties of the
Christian minister. Paul wrote this
letter to Timothy from Rome. These
were among his last words. Tim-
othy had Jearned ‘'much concerning
the Secriptures when a child. I’aul
charges him to be faithful as a min-
Ister and to preach the word.

PRACTICAL SURVEY.

The story of the quarter is very
interesting and may be briefly told
with profit. When Paul bade fare-
well to the elders at Miletus he
was returning on his third mission-
ary journey. Before he reached Jer-
usalem important stops were made
at Tyre and Saesarea. Through the
prophet Agabus and the premoni-
tions of the Spirit Paul was appris-
ed of trouble ahead at the eapital
city. Ilis arrest at Jerusalem eame
soon after his arrival there, and to

tail trade are very encouraging. The
conditions of trade, as reported to
Bradstreet’s, arc’ exceedingly encour-
aging.

RACE OF NILE GIANTS,

Men 7 ft. 6 in. Discovered at Supposed
Source cf the Nile.

Notes in the diary.of Lieutenant
Schiloifer, who has just returned to
Europe, contain interesting details
of the discovery of the actual source
of the Nile, by Dr. Kandt; last sum-
mer. Schloifer, who has successfully!
led an army of 5,800 bearers carry-
ing a dissected steamer to Lake Tan-

and; floated, fell in, on- his return
journey, with Kandt, wiio was hunt-
ing for the source of the Nile.

The discovery was finally made by
a party of gix, comprisiug three na-
tives, Kandt, Schioiter nnd: the wifle
of tlie latter, who had accompanied
her husband in all his journeyings.
There is nothing very striking about
the source of the Nile—a little pool
in & marsny Yasin—but the natives
of Ruanda, the Watussi, are des-
cribed by Schloifer as a very inter-
esling and remarkable tribe.

They are giants of seven feet six
inches, with small hands and feet,
proud - and. self-confident manner,

ward, and European or'Hamitic fea-
tures, with no negro characteris-
tics. They were armed with immense
spears and smoked black clay pipes
incessantly. A young man of twen-
ty, with weak eyes, was presented
as their king, and Frau Schloifer,
thanks to Dr. Kandt’s popularity in
that -region,, was received by the
King's two wives—an homnor never
before accorded to a European.

The visitor was conducted through
nine great courts, enclosed with ar-
tistically woven straw wattles, to
tlre royal huts, where she found the
queens sitting like graven images on
mats, with their backs against the
wall and their legs stuck straight
out in front of them.

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Growing Forage Crops.

Feeders of Live Stock Should Prepare for the
Summer Droughts. '

Department of Agriculture,

Commissioner’s Branch, ' |

£ 3 Ottawa, June 4, 1908,
Neairly every summer we heap the
eame Old story of midsummer
droughts and consequently scanty
pastures. Many of our best farmers
have learned to guard against loss
by having a supply of succulent feed
to fa.i back upon dn case the pasture

‘fails. A small silo, filled especially

for summer use, will go a long way
to meet the difficulty, and a partial
system of soiling has also found
favor among progressive stockmen.
The Live Stock Commissioner, Mr. F.
W. Hodson, has frequently drawn at-
temtion to the advisability of grow-
ing some green crops for summer
feeding, and has recommepded a num-
ber of such crops as suitable for gen-
eral growth, but only personal ex-
perience will enable a farmer to se-
lect the varieties of fodder plants
best suited to his requirements. It
‘will be ry to consid the
most suitabl: crops to grow,and the
periods during walch each will be
available. Rye¢, clover, rape, peas and
oats, vetches, millet, sorghum, and
corn will a’ford a satisfactory sup-
Ply of greea fced all through the
summer if sowings are made at sult-
able intervals,
Rye Sown in tbe Kall

Will furnish the earliest feed in the
spring, but as grass is usually abun-
dant at that tume, this crop is not
likely to be needed unless a compiete
system of soiling be practised. The
clovers where th:y grow well come
next on the list, and will provide an

| abundance of good feed .during. the

latter half of June. Where it is pos-
¢ible to grow lucerné or alfalfa, it
will be found the best of all soiling
crops. It can be cut in the spring al-
most as early as rye, and yields at
seed should be sown to the acre;
if sown broadcast, double the
amount. Dwarf Essex is the best
variety. Rap2 produces large juan-
tities of green feed, and i1t is one
of the best foods for keeping pigs,
skeep and calves in good condition.
It is not satisfactory for milch cows,
owing to its tendency to injure the
flavor of the milk.

Oats and Peas "
mak» one of the very best soiling

crops for general growth, particu-|

larly for leeding dairy cows. They
skould b2 sown as early as poesibie
in ihe spring, and at intervals there-
after, at the rate of about three
bushels ‘per acre (equal parts, or
two bushels oats to one of peas), °

Vetches or tares are now grown
in Canada to a considerable extent,
particularly for dairymen. They are
likely to prove of value in nearly
all the proviices. The common spring
vetch _ has been most generally’]
grown, but recent experiments have
skown that the hairy veteh will
yvi-ld a mueh larger amount of green
least three crops per ‘season ol rich
feed. 1t is readily eaten by all kinds
of live stock, but like other clovers
it is apt to cause bloating il care-
lessly pastured. In Southern Ontario
it usually stands the winter well,
and lasts for years without reseced-
ing. It should be sown in the spring,
either alone or with a light nurse
crop of barley, wheat or oats, and
at lcast twenty pounds of fresh, good
sced per acre. It is a little slow to
gain a foothold, and should not be
pastured the first year, but after
that is very tenacious of life, and
withstaads = droughts particularly
well.

Rape may be sown about the first
of May for early feeding, and ad-
ditiona! sowings may be made at
intervals as desired. It is advisable
to sow rape in drills about two
fect apart, on rich, well prepared
land, and to cultivate as for turnips.
If drilled in, one to two pounds  df
fodder per acre in Ontario. The
latter 15 very desirable for soiling
espaciaily in dry districts, and ap-
prars to bz relished by all clasies
of farm stock. Owing to the high
p:ice of the seed, it will probably
b2 found best to sow vetches along
with pesas, at the rate of one bushel
vitehes, one bushel peas, and two
buskels of oats per acre. This
mixture will produce an excellent
crop for July and August feeding,
and if cut early will afford good
pasture afterwards.

Millet a Good“Crop.

Millet is another plant that par-
ticularly excels as a catch crop. It
can sometimes be sown after a for-
age crop of peas and oats has been
taken off the ground, and if there is

moisture enough to start it, will
yield a fair crop. If sown early in

g e

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June,. at the rate of about thirty
pounds per acre, it will furnish a'
large crop of good fodder by the
middle of August. The Japanese
barnyard and Japanese  Pan-
icle are the best varieties, the
forther preferring a ' moist soil.
Corn is, in most localities, the
great standby for fall feeding. An-
other very, 4 :
Valuavle Fall Fodder Flant

for the Southern parts of Canada
is sorghum. The Early. Amber is the
variety best suited to our latitude.
It should not be sown until the wea-
ther has become settled and warm
on land that has been prepared in
the same way as for corn. If sown in
drills, three pecks of seed will be
ample for an acre, but il broadcast-
ed, more will be required. It is slow
in starting, but after it has attain-
ed a height of a few inches growth
is very rapid and the crop heavy.
It is greedily eaten by stock, but
dike corn it is carbonaceous in its
pature, and some additional feed
such as clover or oilcake, should be
added to balance the ratign.

Soja or soy beans are also likelyl

to prove valuaple in the southern v

districts. They produce a large
amount of forage of excellent chare
acter if sown on land prepared as
for corn at the rate of two to foum
pecks per acre. The Yellow Soy is the
best variety for Canada, and is
worthy of trial. ‘ <
