tuted, At first not more than half a
pint was substituted, and this was in-
creased daily until at the end of three
weeks the calf was on separator milk
entirely, instead of the . whole milk.
When the feeder began to withhold the
whole milk, and to substitute the eep-
arator milk, he began to teach the calf
to eat whole oats.

This was done by placing not more

than a tablespoonful in the box in front
of the calf after it had finished its meal
of milk, The calf knows nothing of
oats; but in nosing abovt it will get
some of the oate in its mouth and in a
short time will learn to like them.
Whole oate are preferred to rolled or
ground oats, for the husk of the oat
is then o thoroughly attached to the
grain that it will be masticated with
the kernel and the calf having eharp
teeth will have no difficulty in grind-
ing it.
The ration of oats should be gradu-
ally increased as more of the whole
milk is withheld, and the separator milk
substituted, until at the end of three
or four weeks the calf is getting half a
pint twice daily. The amount depends on
the calf, for some animals will eat the
oats more readily than others.

The calves under discussion were mnot
turned out to pasture until May 10,
and then only for a short time each day.
The milk ration wae continued until the
calves were four to eix months old, and
then gradually witbheld and the ra-
tion of oats continued night and morn-
ing for a few weeks longer, or until
the fresh hay was ready to ieed.

The total amount of milk consumed
until February 9, 1903, average of 150
days for each animal, was 10,570 pounds,
which, valued at 20 cents per 100, am-
ounts to $20.14. Oats consumed in 200
days, 2,000 pounds, at one cent per
pouad, $20, Hay, 3,025 pounds at $8 per
ton. $12. Carrots fed during winter, 60
daye, 600 pounds, at one-fourth cent per
pound, $2.50. Total cost of food for five
steers, $54.74.

The calves were weighed the first day
of each month and showed an average
gain February 9, of 1.59 pounds  per
day. The average weight at this time
was 512 pounds. This is not lJarge, at
the eame time it was made at a cost
for food, not including pasture, of 2.-
13 cents per pound.

¥rom the above results it wonld ap-
pear that it is possible, even w.ith low-
grade calves, to make @ood gains at a
comparatively low cost \\'ithnut.t'hc use
of whole milk. With the addition of
corn to the ration even better resnlts
than this might be expected.

The packing ot fruit in barrels and
boxes involves a few gencral principles,
easily mastered in the case of barrel
packing, but more difficult when box
packing is concerned.

McNeil, chief of the Fruit
Division at Ottawa, it is not too much
to expect that a eeason’s practice will
make a fair box packer, working on
right principles. To teach just haw the
packing of apples and pears in barrels
and boxes should be done. Mr. McNeil
has prepared an illustrated pamphlet on
the subject, which is designated Bul-
letin No. 34 of the Dairy and Cold Stor-
age Commissioner’s Series. In his letter
of transmission Mr. J. A. Ruddick, the
Dairy and Cold Storage Commissioner,
points out that this work contains a
large amount of new material setting
forth the more recent developments in
fruit packing. The book constitutes an
exhaustive treatise of sixty-seven pages,
showing many helpful illustrations. It
is published for free distribution to all
who apply for it to the Publications
Branch of the Department of Avricul-
ture at Ottawa.

Safety First Movement

An official cireular just issued by Mr.
Howard (. Kelley, Vice-President
the Grand Trunk Railway Sysetem,
shows the earnest, thorough and deter-
mined manner in which that System is
endeavoring to prevent personal injur-
ivs to patrons and employees,

This civcular is the result of an ex-
haustive study of the personal injury
problem on the Grand Trunk by Mr.
George Bradshaw, an expert Safety En-
gincer, who was engaged some time
ago to study conditions and inaugurate
the “Safety First Movement.”

Safety Committee composed of  the
local officers and one or more employ-
ces from each branch of the service,
| shops and terminals, there heing about
500 members of such committees. These
local committees are directed to meet
| at least once a month, employees being
i allowed their necessary expenses and
i compereation for any time taken from
their re;ular duties on account of com-
mit{ee work,

The purposes of the Safety Organiza-
tion as stated by Mr. Keliley are:

(1) The correction of unsafe condi-
tions and practices before an injury has

(2) The investigation of accidents

sible, to prevent a recurrence,

It will be the duty of members of
Safety Committees as they go about
their regular work to note unsafe con-
I ditions and practices and to correct or

take up the same for correction, Most
| railroad accidents are caused, not by
collisions, derailments and wrecks, but
little conditions and practices. of
an utsafe nature w hich ¢an to a great
extent., be overcome by thinking about
prevention hefore instead of after an
accident has happened.”

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MAJORITY JURIES.

Minnesota is Trying Out a New
Scheme.

In Minnesota " a new law “provides
that in civil cases ten men in a jury
of twelve may bring in a verdiet which
will stand. The purpose of the law
is to prevent jury “fixing,” which un-
der the un2nimous jury system, is com-
paratively casy, as only one dissentient
voice is needed to “hang” a jury and
necessitate a new trial.

In all fairness, it. may be said that
what is termaed “jury fixing” is often
the presence of one dissentier on a
jury in ecases where a hostile jury is
inclined to pay mere attention to the
letter of tiic law than to its spirit.
Whale our jury system is conceded to
be the Lest in the world, it must be
sdmitted that there are occasions
within the krowledge of every frequen-
ter of the courts when juries do injus-
tice to a defendant. thomgh technieally
justifiable.  The dieposition teo ecomply
with the letetr of tle law on the part
of eleven men often moves the tweltth
to interpose his objection, and the re-
sult is another trial of the cause, and
the end frequently is that a jury of
greater intelligence. or of more experi-
ence in business affaire, will sense the
Injustice of the demand and return a
verdict for the defendant.

This need nnt be citel as proof
that oar jury system is a figure be-
cause it is of such frequent cecurrence.
It is simply proof of the fact that hany
men are not fitted by temperament to
act a3 jurors. They are narrow-mind-
ed, and on certain questions are bgots,
and incipable of rendering a verdiet up-
on the law and the evidence in the ease,
as they take an oath to de. Men have
been heard to declare that they would
find men chavged with certain offenses
guilly, no matter what plea might be
offered in extenuation.' Such men are
unfit czlmly to judee their fellow men.
yet they are cften called upen to do so.

Minncsota is to try the new plan,
end its operation will be obscrved with
mterest. It is new to this country,
thoueh it is. we belicve, practiced in
eontinental Europe. But

vill require a jury to deliberate at
‘cast twelve hours before the verdiet
of ten men becomes valid. Men who
wprove of this new plan  base their
view upon the fact that in our highest
rourts unanimity of opinion is not
accessary. An opinion by our Court
of Appeals and by the TFederal Supreme
Court is frequently obtained bv a bare
majority. But we notice that such
opinions are not always considered fin-
tl, and frequently they are not final.
{lowever, if they were. it will have to
be admitted in cupport that the men who
constitute these eourts are intelleetual-
Iy superior to the men who eonsiitue a
petit or traverse jurv.-Rochester Her-
ald.

MACHINE HAS OWN FIREBOY.

Two Texas mep have invenied a
machine which can be put to a vur-
iety of uses, among which are waslh
ing clothes, renovating feathers, can-
ning fruit and vegetables, ete. A cy-
linder, made of longtitudinal slats
revolves on a stationary lower sec-
tion, which is raised from the flcor
by legs. Beneath the cylinder is a
metal half<ylinder, adapted te hold
water.. Beneath thjs, in turn, is a {.re
box rising from 1t at one end of the
machine. This firebox is the disting-
uishing feature of the apparatus, as
it can be filled with coal or wood
and the water in the metal recep-
tacle kept hot while the cylinder is
being revolved through it and the
clothes or feathers, or whatever may
be in the cylinder, thoroughly clean-
ed. For canning, of course the cy-
linder remains stationery after the
jars have been placed in it, and the
lid of the machine can be closed. if

desired.

SHEEP OR DOGS

CANADIAN FARM

No sheep breeder will knowingly
allow his flock to be injured by dogs
for the sake of making a sale at two-
thirds the value of the animals des-
troyed, though there are many who
seem to think he is getting all that is
coming to him. If the sheep-raiser is
therefore up against a situation which
he cannot control, why should he be
compelled to assume the onus of hunt-
ing up the owner of the dog or to ac-
cept two-thirds of his actual loss. The
onus of finding the owner of the dog
should be upon the council which col-
lects the dog tax, and in this way gives
a permit for the owaer of the dog
which is often abused. The farmer
who loses sheep by dog worrying,
through no fault of his own, should be
paid full value for the sheep destroyed
and the injury to the flock. He
should not be asked to chase after the
owner of the dog, even if he knows
who it is. Let the full valuation be
paid out of the dog rux fund, based |
upoa the report of disinterestod parties |
who know the value of sheep, whether
they are pure-breds, grades or market
stock, It the owuer of the dog is
liable, theu it shouid be ‘the :duty of
the vownship council to coilect frow
him and not the owner of the sheep
If sowe plan of this kind were followed
there would be fewer useless dogs
licensed, and the farmer would he
fully recompensed for his loss, which
would have the effect ot increasing the
number ot farmers who keep sheep.
It wou'd also have some influence in
making township councils more solici-
tous of the farmer’s interests and en-
courage an industry that would add to
the wealth of the municipality. Oa
the big question ot weeds alone, town:
ship councils should encourage sheep-
raising The more sheep that are kept
in a district, the fewer weeds there
will be.

ALMOST BEACHED

Canada's New Island Near-
ly Wrecks Liner.

Montreal despatch—Captain Maskell,
of the direct liner Serrana, just in from
the West Indies, reports having narrow-
ly escaped running foul of Canada’s new
sand island, thirty miles northeast of
Sable Island. The Serrana ran into a
heavy fog ae she approached Sable Is-
Jand, always given a wide bertn by mar-
iners because of its notorious repatation.
Soundings were taken snowing :nly 20
fathoms of water where tue charts
called for 60. Astounded at 'this discov-
ery, Captain Maskell steered further to
the eastward, examined. his compasses
and worked back on his charts, but was
unable to figure out the phenomenon,
being sure that he had followed the pre-
scribed course clear of Sable Island.

Continued soundings were taken, ghow-
ing only 35 fathoms where the ocean
should have been unfathomable, or
nearly so. Considerable relief came to
the captain and crew when the coast of
Cape Breton Island was sighted. How-
ever, it was not until he reached Mont-
real and read of the.discovery of the
rew island that the mystery of the dis-
crepancies in soundings was cleared up.

NEW WIRELESS LINE

Canada to Britain, Will
Lower the Rate.

London, Nov. 10.-~A wircless line de-
voted centirely to traffic between Can-
ada and the United Kingdom is among
the many important wireless develop-
ments pending by the Marconi
Company. It is hoped to eomplete ar-
rangements very shortly by which the
present lines trom (lace Bay to Clifden
will be devoted entirely to Canada. “We
have just completod the installation of
a duplex system at those two stations,”
says an officinl of the company, “and
the only thing which is delaying us is
a slight cdifficulty in regard to com-
munications between transmitting and
receiving stations between Letter Frack
and Clifden, a purely land line difficulty
to which the post office is now attend-
ing. We expect that in a week or two
everything will be ready. We hope to
transmit messages it the rate of 100
worde per minute and receive them at
a similar rate, and propose to lower the
tarifi between Great Britain and Can-
ada to fivepence per word as against
sevenpence-halfpenny  at  the present
time and one shilling per word charged
by cable companies. Deferred messages
will naturally be sent at a reduced rate,
though we have not yet decided whether
to make the reduction 50 per cent.”

DIAZ IS STABBED

Mexico City, Nov. 10.—In response, it
is believed, to a message from Gen-
eral Huera, a telegram was received
at the National Palace to-day, and
made public, proposing, on the part of
Genera]l Carranza and the Constitu-
tionalist army, an agreement looking
to a temporary truce. No secret was
made of the idea that the supposed
truce would be for the purpose of joint
action in resising any warlike step
that may be taken by the United State.
The capital has accepted the message
as authentic, and official circles are re-
ported as already busy perfecting in-
itial plans for the meeting of a com-
miesion of six, presumably to be held
elsewhere than in Mexico City.

ATTEMPT TO KILL HUERTA.

_Another development of the tense
situation came this morning, when
what is regarded as an attempt on
Huerta’s life was
tified man. The Provisional President
was driving along - the Atzcapatzalco
Causeway at the time. When he ar-
rived at the Agricultural School a man
sprang from the shadows and seized
his horses by the bridles, at the same
time flourishing an automatic pistol.
The frightened animals reared, and
one of them struck the man with his
hoofs, injuring him badly.

It was said at the palace this even-

THE HEBERT GASE

Judgment Reserved in Court
of Review.

Claims of the Lawyers For
the Wife.

Montreal despatch—Judgment was re-
served by the Court of Review in the
appeal of Eugene Hebert against the
right of Judge Charbonneau to hear
an appeal from and to .uash the
decision of Judge Laurendeau, who
annulled his (Hebert’'s) marriage to
Miss Emma Cloutre, because the cere.
mony was performed by a Protestant
mi= iter, the contracting parties be-
ing Roman Catholics.

The lawyerg for Mrs. Hebert in op-
position to appellant’s claim that, as
he had withdrawn from the case,
Judge Charbonneau had nothing to
adjudicate upon, hold:

(1)—At the ti.ae of said desistment
there was an outstanding judgment
declaring respondent’s marriage null
nad void as to civil effects. Respond-
ent asked not only for thc dismissal
of plaintiff’s action, but for the set-
ting aside of this judgmen: and de-
calration of the validity of her mar-
riage.

(2)—A judgment -such as that in
question effects, not only the parties
to it, but the whole of society. It ef-
fects the legal position of any person
dealing with either of the former
consgorts. Such a judgment binds not
only the parties to it, but all other
persons. Any person dealing with re-
spondent could have involved Judge
Laurendeau’s judgment as establish-
ing that she was not the wife of
plaintiff, and had not therefore the
legal status of a married woman. The
general results of a judgment of this
nature obviously could not be termin-
ated by the renunciation of one party.

(3)—Had respondent not proceed-
ed to judgment on the merits of these
conclusions the judgment of Mr. Jus-
tice Laurendeau would have regained
its full effect.

(4)—Moreover the issues in the
prcsent case involve pot only the op-
position to judgment of the wife, but
the opposition made by her as Tut-
rix to her minor child. The plaintiff’s
degjstment could not in any event
affect her right to proceed ‘ith this
opposition to the judgment. Irom the
standpoint of public interest it is of
importance that there ghould be a
final a._udication as the public is
highly interested in knowing the ex-
act status of the individuals compos-
ing it.

71 .ese inquiries he touch-
ed upon briefly, calling the attenion of
the jury to the fact that at each Mre.
Beemer wase comstantly in attendance,
apparently reg.irdless of any fear what-
ever. Mr. Mc.lullen pointed out that
Do arrest was made at the close of the
inquest, althougn John Mason had been
@ witness. He (.d not tell his sensational
story about sceing the prisoner with a
poison bottle at that inquiry. He did
not tell the po.ice. He did not tell the
Crown Aftorucy. He did not tell any
person until some weeks later, when he
told the story to Dr. Woolner, in his
office at Ayr. This, in Mr. McMullen’s
opinion, was | remarkable, Counsel for
the defence went on to point out Beem-
er’s financial condition and drew atten-
tion to statements made shortly be-
fore his deat. by the deceased to
friends, leaving the jury to decide as
to the theory of suicide.

M, MceMulen dealt severely with
John Mason, the chief crown witness,
stating that he was a man who would
have been barred from-Canada, had the
authorities had his record, and a man
who would he deported only for the
fact that he has been in Canada too
long. In his opinion, Mason is a moral
degenerate., His evidence was a mass of
contradictions and counsel urged the
jury to wet hiw eétory aside. The evidence
of those who said they would not
believe Mason on oath, was touched up-
on in the appeal not to believe Mason.

My, McMullen pointed out that tiere
was  alsolutely no evidence regarding
any motive for murder on the part of
Mrs, Beemer. Neither wuas there any evi-
dence showing that Mrs. Beemer had
purchased any strychnine since 1911,
which strychnine was purchased to kill
Crows h were destroying the corn.

In closing, Mr. McMallen made an im-
passioned appeal to the jury to restore
the mother to those children who were
outside t p¢ court room waiting for their
X!!Ul]l(‘l’ to come llﬁ\l'l\'.

Washington, Nov. 10.— Coal exporta~
tions of continental United States for
113 will anproxiate $10,000,000,000. ae,
cording to figures based upon the ex-
portation for the first cight months of
this year, compiled by the Bureau of
Forcign and Domestic Commerce. T'his
puts the United States in third placs
of the coal exporting countries of the
world, being exceeded only by the Unit-
ed Kingdom and (Germany.

Anthracite conl comprises about one-
third of the total exports, and goes al-
most exclusively to Canada. For the
bituminous, Canada ulso is a large con-
sumner, taking eight and a half millions
out of the twelve million tons éxported
in the tight months eading with August.

During the calendar year of 1902, enad
exports emounted to ‘27,())0,000. while
for the current year the totad wull ap-
proxiate scventy millions. This indi-
cates an inerecse of more than 100 per
cent.
