RAILWAYS DEATH TOLL|®

ONE PASSENGER KILLED FOR EVERY
459,104 CARRIED.

Broken Rails and Level Crossings Chief
Causes for Accidents in

Canada,

During 1907 there were 587 persons
kilied and 1,698 injured on the railways

in the history of Canada. Of the lotal
number 69 were killed and 69 injured on
level crossings, This also beals the re-
cord. Of the tolal number killed 70 were
passengers and 249 employes. Of the
total number injured 3852 were passen-
gers and 1,126 were employes.

With respect to passengers 206 were
killed and 93 injured in collisions, 21
were killed and 127 injured by derail-
ments and 10 were killed and 38 injured
by jumping on or off trains, Iorty-six
employes were killed and 135 injured by
collisions and 12 killed and 56 injured
by derailments.

Of ftrespassers on the railway tracks,
such as tramps, ete., 185 were killed and
every 459,104 carried, as compared with
one killed for every 1,749,361 carried in
1606. One passenger in every 91,290 was
irjured, as compared with one in every
1£1,168 during the preceding year. In
addition to the foregoing, elm'(\n shop-
men and other employes not engaged in
the actual work of operation were killed
and 454 were injured, bringing the tolal
up to 508 persons killed and 2,152 in-
jured.

In connection with the killing of 34
persons during the year in coupling or
uncoupling cars, and the injuring of 141
employes from this cause, the report
nctes that the number of fatalities last
year was more than three times the
average rate for any ten ycars before
lhe present system of automalic coupler
was introduced.

TORONTO'S FATAL RECORD.

Then, too, 71 persons were killed and
1,736 injured on the 814 miles of electric
railway in the country. Of the lotal
fotalities twenly-two occurred in Mont-
real and twenty in Toronto. Not a sin-
gle passenger was killed in Montreal,
while nine lost their llves in Toronto.
Of non-fatal accidents, many of which
were of a minor character, 490 occurred
in Montreal, and 696 in Toronlo.

The gross earnings on the electrics

COMPETITION KILLS.,

On the subject of bad rails, the report
sayg;._“{!‘kg matter was takgn up quite
comprehensively at the meeling of the
Canadian Society of Engineers in May
last. The fact was brought out during
the discussion that in the year 1906 on
three railways 537 rails had broken, of
which 439 had been in service for one
year and under. The character of the
Canadian ores was alluded to as one of
tha difficulties encountered by our own
mantfacturers, but there was a con-
census of judgment that here, as in the
United Stales, the fundamental trouble
had grown out of keen competition on
one hand and pressure upon the mills on
the other. These things have led to the
eccnomizing of labor to a degree which
kas meant poor and defective rails.
That, however, is bad economy whioh
leads to the wasting of human lives and
valuable property. The killing of 35 per-
sons and the injury of 287 by derailments
may in some degree have been the price
which Canadians paid last year for hasty
and imperfect produclion of slecl rails.”

TO SAFEGUARD LIFE.
Steps urged to increase the safely of
travel include the introduclion of a
thoroughly tested bleck system, closer
inspectlon of new rails. roadbed and
equipment, and ;2 stricter holding to ac-
ccunt of thos¢ responsible for mistakes
resulting in railway accidenis. The
money waste Involved in railway acci-
dents during the year reached the high
total of $1,961,970, including $642,248 for
injuries to. persons.

It grieves us to think as we wrilte of
tho very large per cenl, of the dairy
farmer’s feed and time being wasled
every day, every week and every
month of this 1908 because he is un-
derlaking to make money from cows
which on the average are giving only
about one hundred and forty pounds

Tesling your seed is advisable,
ther you buy yeur seed or grow 1 -
sell. Unless the germinating powoy of
the seed is known, [t is impossible to
tell how much seed to sow to the acre,
If one is compelled, because of a bad
crop, % fall back upon seed that is
over a year old, the testing process is
necessary.

Some recent Freneh tesis have shown
that two year old carrot seed gives less
leafy plants, and more highly colored
roots than fresh seed. \With pumpkins,
squashes, melons and gherkins, seod
two and three years old, proved most
satisfactory. In a general way, there-
fore, it may be stated that while fresh
seed givas the best resulls, there are
gome exceptions, more particularly in

the case of vegetables., ()cncl‘nlly speak-
ing, it may be stated that frash seed
should be used, when it is desired to
produce a plant with a strong leaf
growth, while for planls which i
desired -hould head or fruit well,
cabbage, elon, cucumber, elc., i
preferable to use two or three years
cld seed.

TREATMENT FOR SMUT.

The only way that smut can be era-
dicated, or lessened, in the grain crop,
is to treat the sced before sowing,
two treatments most generallv in use
for this purpose are the formalin and
bluestone methods. The former Is gra-
dually replacing the latter method.

For smut in oats put four ounces of
formalin inbo 12 gallons of water. Put
the oals in a pile and sprinkle the liquid
over them, turning the grain so that
al! are well wetted; let the oats liec for
a short tune, and then spread out to
dry. This quantity of fluid should bpe
suflicient for treating 25 bushels of seed,
This treatment is simple and very cffac-
tive, Cure should be taken to sce that
all the grain is thoroughly moistened
by the solution, and that the sced is
well dried aflerwards.

Some recent tests made by Prof. S}

of the Cenlral Experimental Fa
would indicate that the formalln or
fcrmaldehyde solution, should not be

prepared until just before it is to be
used. Ii the solution is made and ex-
posed to the air for several days tho
water in the salution evaporates much
more quickly than the formaldehyde,
thus leaving it stronger than intended,
and more liable 10 injure the grain.
Anolher treatment, beside the Dlue-
stone, is the hot water treatment. Bu
this is more difficult to manage, en-
talls moro labor, and is harlly as ef-
fectiva as the others. The formalin
trealment is now considered the simp-
lest, and most reliable, and can ba
handled by any farmer with little diffi-
culty. Where :smut is bad, no sead
should be sown without being treated,
and, to be on the sale side, all seeds
