John Hannon Cut His

DESPONDENT ABOUT

£

Throat and Had Been -
- Dead Hours When Discovered.

Despondent and tired of life, John
Hannon, who boarded at 265 York etreet, !
slasived his thromt with a ragor, inflict- i
ing wounds of such a nature that he.
died before his act was discovered. His
throat was cut ahnost from ear to ear,
and he had apparently died without a
struggle. He had been worrying for
some time about himself and his sister.
No intimation hsd been given by him
of his intention, and the other inmates of
tae house were unaware of the fact that
he had ended his life until this morning,
when a chum went to the door to call
him, and discovered him lying on the
fivor.” He had apparently been dead for
some hours then. The last time he was
seen alive waus yesterday afternoon at 3
o'elock.

Hannon was a cigarmaker, and a num-
ber of his felow-workmen boarded at
the same place, but to none of them had
he ever spoken of his troubies, exoept to
a friend he had worked with for the past
three years, and to him he confided that
his sister was in destitute circumstances,

The body was discovered by G. Wheat-
eroft, who was in the habit of stopping
into Hannon's room each morning when
he got up. This morning he did not get
up unti! 845, As usual, he went to
Hannon's room. \When he endeavored to
enter the door would not open very wide,
He finally got in, and saw Hannon ly‘ng
on the floor, with his throat cut, dead.
He hurriedly notifed the other people in
the house, and notice was sent to the
police, who soon appeared on the scene.
Coroner Philp was also notifed, and was
not long in arriving.

The body was lying just where it had
fallen. He had apparently walked over
to the mirror upon his dresser, picked
up the razor, and done the deed which
ended his career. After cutting his throat
he must have turned around. taken two
Steps toward the door, and falen with

[

his head near his bed and in such &
Wway a8 to be near the door.

The razor which he had nsed foll om
the dresser, and was about three parts
open. It was covered with blood. = The
cover on the dresser was pushed back.

covered with blood, and his two
were plainly marked by blood staine. Hig
foot marks were about three feet apart,
and he had apparently staggered.

In the room was found a number of
bottles near the head of his bed. He had
apparently been drinking. He was fully
dressed, with the exception of his coats
In his trouser pockets was found a num-
ber of smaM straps, which were probably
used in his work.

For the past week his companions
claim he had been feeling unusually de-
spondent, but they did not think he was
considering such a thing as swicide, They
generally conceded him to be of a
Jovial nature, and thought his despond-
ency would soon wear off. '

Hannon had a number of yvears ago
been on a journey up north, and while
there had his feet frozen. He had them
amputated and artificial ones put on,
He did not seem to worry about thas,
though, as he could walk without show-
ing the defent to any great extent.

He was a native of Ireland. but had
resided in this country for a number
of years. Wheateroft had known the de-
ceased for three yvears, they having learn-
ed the cigarmaking trade at the same
place.  Since learning the trade they had
worked together. but Hannon had al-
Wways seemed bright and cheerful, except
when he spoke of his-sister and the desti.
tute circumstances she was in. He was
24 vears of age and unmarried.

Coroner Philp gave it as his opinion
that Hannon had been dead for a number
of hours, and had probably dome the
deed laet night. as rigor mortis had al-
ready set in. The parents of the young
man live in Dublin. Ireland. T

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BOY SCOUT
- MOVEMENT.

m Meeting Held in Hamilton
on Saturday.

Major Campbell, of Toronto, Ex-
plained the Work.

Daughters of éjn;;rc Will Organ-l

ize a Local Council.

_The Boy Scout movement is rapidly
taking hold in Hamilton, as was evidenc-
ed by the large meeting in the Board of
Trade rooms on Saturday afternoon call-
ed by the Daughters of the Empire to
hear Major Campbell, of Toronto, who
has been actively associated with the
movement in Canada, and at present
has charge of the Toronto corps, which
has been doing such good work along
the lines suggested in Baden-Powell's
book on scouting. As a result of the
major's talk it is likely the city will
soon have a scout council for the pur-
pose of starting a corps. A motion was
passed at Saturday’s meeting leaving the
matter of electing a council in the hands
of the Daughters of the Empire. As
soon as it is started it will take the re-
sponsibility or organizing corps and Ifurk
ing after them after they are organized.
Already a corps has been started in a
small way, and has had four practics

Mr. Campbell said the Boy Scout
movement should be interesting to
everyone because of the possibilities in
it, and the part it would take in build-
ing up the Empire. Baden-Powell, in
starting the movement, did not do so
liurriedly, but after careful consideration
and s(n‘dA s0 that when he wrote his
book it contained all that appealed to
the boy. The rules were not so much
of drill as along other lines, as drilling
was unnecessary for scouting, but the
main object was that the boys be taught
wooderaft and how to conceal them-
selves. Baden-Powell realized that the
men of to-day were not the deep-chest-
ed men of the olden times, and that the
people were. deteriorating—in thag they
were not advancing along the line of
physical development. Teaching the
hoys scouting would make them strong-
er. and not only give them good exer
cise, but also recreation. Scouting could
well be called a game, and the general
had practised that game and knew what
it offered the youth. The object was
not only to teach them concealment, but
signalling and manliness, as in the book
of the general was a set of rules on
courtesy. Teaching the boys scouting
would make them stronger and better
citizens, who would have a deeper sense
of the responsibilities resting upon them
Nothing had been overlooked in start
ing the movement, nad badges were of
fered for the boys who attained profi
ciency.

I e badge s, however, could not
be obtained until the had been
examined by the scout nwmster, so that
none of the scouts would have the badges

seout

until they had fairly earned them. The
whole district would be under a scout
master, and would be subdivided into

corps in command of sergeants and cor-
porals whose duty would be to report
1o the scout master. The corps would be
in absolute control of the sergeant, but
in case of his decision being questionable
the scout could apply to the scout mas
ter, who would lay the matter before
the Scout Council, whose decision would
be final. The duty of the Scout Council
would be to appoint scout masters, and
in doing so it would be advisable to take
into careful consideration the qualities
that are neceesary in a person to make a
successful master. The corps would be

composed of three patrols, and each
patrol =hould consist of about eight
boys. The sergeant should be selected

by the boys in the patrol where he wonld
act, although, if his ability for such a
position was not what it should be, the
master would then interfere. The idea
of having the boys pick their own offi
cers was that the boys would work bet
ter under them. The master was aiwavs
addressed by the scouts asx “sir.” The
term of office was one year, when the
officers were again elected. The ages of
the boys was from 12 to 18 years. In
England 300,000 boy scouts were training
and had attained a very good knowledge
of all that was necessary for scouting.
The motto of the scout was “he prepar
ed,” and their duty was of such a nature
that they could always be trusted. They
were taught to be useful in cases of
emergency and always take into_considl
eration what woul dbe likely to happen
In pursuing suc h acourse. In case a
scout disobeyed the rules a cup of cold
water was poured down his sleeve hy
his comrades. Each corps had its own
name, which was that of some animal.
The call they used to notify their com
rades of their whereabouts was th
the animal whose name they bore,
h,.-lprq of each corps carried whistles
with which to assemble their corps when
necessary.

Rev. D. C. Hossack Preached
There Yesterday.

Educational Day in All the
Baptist Churches.

Sunday School Anniversary in
Centenary Church.

The fifth anniversary of the induction
of Rev. J. A. Wilson as pastor of St.
Andrew’s Preshyterian Church, and the
third anniversary of the mew church,
was fittingly celebrated yesterday at
both services. The preacher for the day
was the Rev. D. C. Hossack, M. A., L.
L. B., of Toronto, formerly pastor of
Deer Park Presbyterian Church, that
city.

inspiring addresses were given at
both services. In the morning the speak-
er took his text from the Acts 2. 47,
“And the Lord added to the church
daily such as should be saved.”” He first
emphasized the mighty power the early
church exerted, and showed the wonder-
ful growth as a result of its energies.
He said that important planks in their
platform were: The law of infection,
that is, members coming in contact with
one another; sincerity of the members
of the church; willingness to help oth-
ers, and the unobstrusive nature of
their work, coupled with the resource-
fulness of the methods employed. Ho
said in those days they were not tied
down by any particular system. 1f
they found that a method did not suit
them, they soon adopted another. Mr.
Hossack explained that no ¢hurch could
succeed without the grace of God work-

Ing upon it, and the spiritual side of
the church should receive the greatest
attention.

In the evening the text was “And

many lepers were in Israel in the time
time of Fliseus the prophet and none
of them was cleansed saving, Naaman,
the Syrian.”” From that text a fine ser-
mon was preached.

EDUCATIONAL DAY,

Prof. A. L. MecCrimmon, LL.D., of
McMaster University, spoke yesterday
mo:ning in James Street Baptist Church
and in the evening in Victoria Avenue
Baptist Church “Educational Work
of Our Denomination,” and was greeted
by good congregations at both serviee.

To have a say in the building of the
country, he said. 1t was necessary to be
eaucated, and therefore it was import
ant that education should mch all.
With edueation a broader view of all
things was taken, not only of this life
but of that which was to come. The
study of science was the trying to reveal
the wondrous works of God. Christian
education was not mere secular knowl
edee. but was the lasting power of God
in the hearts of men, which compealled
them to take an interest in their fellow

men. In referring to the educational
work of the Baptist denomindtion the
speaker said that it was necessary to

have educated ministers if the people
were going to be educated and it was a
very difficult thing to procure men who
were efficient. The Baptists were rath
er fortunate, as they had a large number
of theological students and it was being
impressed on them that not only should
the minister be educated, but also those
who occupied the pews and who bore the
responsibilities of the éhurch. One was
as essential as the other, if the world
was to be evangelized. Christian educa
tion also calls for Christian teachers,
who by their influence and example
would show to the children the path in
which they ought to tread. All mission
ary and social work depended on the
educational activity and if that was not
attended to it would weaken all mission
work, which  was the most important
question of all. In conclusion, he mada
a strong appeal to all to help finane
Iy the institutions that were doing such
important work among the students.
Yesterday morning Wentworth Street
Baptist Church was crowded with an at
tentive andience to hear Prof Mathews,
of the faculty of McMaster niversity,
speak of the educational work in the
Baptist Colleges. He outlined the work
that had been accomphshed and the in
tentions for the future.

ESTATE CASE.

Grimsby Townships Suit at the St.
Catharines High Court.

(Special Despatch to the Times.)

Grimsby, Dec. 13.—In the High Court
opening at St. Catharines to-day the
North Grimsby Towpship case of Gibson
vs. VanDyke came before Chief Justice
Falconbridge.

brother have the money unless the plain-
tiff transferred her interest to defend- |
ant, stating that she could trust him,‘
and that to raise the money he would
require her to transfer her interest to |
him.

auy phase of the Dominion’s  fiscal
policy should be held to be ‘‘undue dis-
cfimination  against the  United
States.”

It may be added, however, that
Government  circles here it s -
i that mature consideration of
the trade relations of the two coun-
tries and the general desire of the
business interests on both sides of the
border to prevent any serious disloca-
tion of the present conditions of inter-
national trade will operate to preserve
the present fairly satisfactory situation.
It may be noted that the actual working
out of the Payne tariff in respect to
its effect on Canadian trade shows for
the first two months of its operation
an increase of about eleven millions in
jmports from the States to Canada, and
an inerease of about two and three-quar-
ter millions in exports from Canada to
the States, as compared with the corres-
ponding two months. August and Sep-
tember, of last year, under the Dingley
tariff. These increases are practically
pmportionll to the general increases in
imports and exports due to the recov-
ery from the commercial depression of
last year. So far as can be guaged by
the trade figures of the first tw~ months
of the Payne tariff, therefore, there is
apparently litle change in the trade re-
lations of the two countries consequent
uj tariff revision across the border.
'l'r': bears out the opinion expressed by
those who studied the new tariff when
it was before Congress—namely, that
apart from the maximum tariff proviso
there was no very noteworthy reason
why Canada should be either elated or
depressed over the changes in the Amer-
ican tariff wall.

In respect to the financial aspect
the budget, the Finance Minister
be able to present a splendid  state-
ment. Revenue has increased at a
much more rapid rate than Mr. Field-
ing dared hope for when he made his
budget speech last March. He estimat-
éd then a probable revenue for the
current fiscal year of about ninety mil-
lions. Present indications point to a
revenue of close to a hundred mil-
lisms, or an increase of something over
one million per month. Expenditure for
the year, on the other hand, will show
a very large decrease, the estimates

last session providing for a reduc-
tion of about nine millions on consoli-
dated fund account, and about thirteen
millions on capital account. The aet
result of the Government's financial ad-
ministration for the year should show,
therefore, a net Hetterment of some-
thing over thirty millions in the balance
bBetween total revenue and total expen-
diture as compared with 1908-09. The
surplus of revenue over ordinary expen-
diture should run up to considerab'y
bver twenty millions, leaving only part
of the expenditure on the National
mscontinental Railway to be met out

of capital account.

The debate on the budget will prob-
ably last until the Christmas adjourn-
ment on Friday next, leaving the
fiaval bill to be the first matter to be

The
ninth man lay at the bottom of the
boat frozen to the slat flooring. The
faces of the men were bloated. Their

clothes were heavy with frozen water.
We did not attempt to take the dead
men on board, as we feared the tiny
yawl would capsize if my men boarded
it. The yawl was therefore taken in tow
to this place.”

HISTORY OF POWER POLICY. |

THREE MINISTERS OF JUSTICE.

Reference also  made to the de
liverances of three Canadian Ministers
of Justice in such case, Hon. David Mills,
Hon. Charles Fitzpatrick and Hon. A. B.
Aylesworth. In 1901 Hon, David Mills
declared that he was not concerned with
the policy of the Provincial measure in
question. “It is no doubt intra vires of
the Legislature,” he found, “and if it be
unfair or unjust, or contrary to the
principles which ought to govern in deal-
ing with private rights, the constitution-
al recourse is to the Legislature, and the
Acts of the Legislature may be ultimete-
ly judged by the people.”

Replying to the reference to the use of
the waters of the Niagara River as being
under the control of the Dominion, he
contends that by section 109 of the B.
N. A. act the soil of the river to the
international boundary line and one
chain reservation along the river bank
is the property of the Province. The
rights of the Dominion over the river
are only so far as it is navigable, its
non-navigability at the points in ques-
tion being apparent and notorious. The
question of the right of the Ontario
Power Co. or any other power company
to take water from the river without
leave of the Dominion is, Mr. Foy sub-
mits, a matter between the companies
and the Dominion, and not in any way
affected by the legislation sought to be
disallowed. k
If, as is also alleged, the manner in
which the towers and wires are con-
structed and will be operated constitute
a crime—an allegation Mr. Foy declares
to be erroneous—he points out that it
can be properly, dealth with by the
criminal law, the Hydro-Electric Com-
mission being no more exempt from its
provisions than other corporations.

- May Give an Exhibition,

It is not only possible but
probable that Canada’s cham-
pion Rugby team will journey
to Syracuse next season to meet
the University of Cornell team
in an exhibition game, one
half of which will be played
under Canadian and the other
under American rules.

At the banquet held on Sat-

“That the effect of yesterday's game
will be felt when the Rules Committee
meets is the consensus of opinion of the
experts, most of whom had never scen
the Canadian game at its best.”

When the two teams, of fourteen men
each, appeared on the field, there was
no enthusiasm on the part of the spec-
tators. One reason for this was that the
personal element, which accounts for a
large part of the enthusiasm in the Un-
ited States games, was entirely lacking.
The members of the teams were strang-
ers to practically all the large crowd,
which was at that time in a Missouri-
like attitude and wanted to be shown.
