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No reason can be assigned for such an unu-
suil assemblage of the garrison. On the 18th
inst. not less than 20.000 men could have been
drawn up, and at that time the whole line of
the Russian defences was fuily manned, so that
at the lowest computation, there are at least
35,000 effective men still in the beseiged town.
For days past, thero have been rumours of Li-
prandi baving received reinforcements to the
number of 40900 men, and the sudden parade
of the Sehastopol garrison certainly tends to
corruhorate a report which is firmly {u-licn-d in
¢ well-informed ™' circles, but to which | am
obliged to admit [ can give no eredence. Li-

andi may have have reccived some 5000 or
b.000 fresh troops ; but 40 000 is simply ahsurd.

The manner in which this reinforcement is said
to have arrived (in snow sledges) is, I think,
conclusive as to the dependence which may be
placed upon the ramour. It wogld puzzie all
the Russians td provide snow sledges for the
transit of 40,000 wmen with all their artillery,
horses, baggage, and amwmunition, while it
would be quite possible to furward two or even
three regiments, by such a conveyance, espe-
cially il no guns were taken. It 'is far more
probable that the unusual furce now in Scbae-
topol is uwinr to the return of the two or three
corps under Liprandi, which quitted the Tcher-
nays some eight or ten days augv. Nothing is
more likeiy than that this furce, prevented by
the soverity ol the weather from pruceeding
towards Eupatoria, should have retraced their
steps and gune into quarters in Sebastopol, not
less fur the purpose of securing the, town than
housing the troups against the terrible incl-
mency of the weather.

The French have considerably slackened in
their fire upon the town since the date of my
last letter.  The reason alleged fur this is, that
such a comparatively trifling fire from 10 mor-
turs, without producing any very important
results, only leads the enemy to takd measures
tw cyunteract the effocts of a future bomburd-
ment. The English, it is said, are now ina
position to support the fire of our allies, and
only wait [.r lavourable weather tv commence
the final attack.

TENANTS' COMPENSATION BILL

On motion of the Hlon. Col. Secretary, that
the House go into committee on the Tenant's
Compensation Bill— ;

Mr. Coorzs opposed the “motion, on the

unds that the Bill wus but a prop to the

ndlorde’ titles. It applies merely to a certuin
cluss of tenants, thuse who held written leases
for definite periods, while it made no provision
for the reliel of the large class who had short
leases, or hud settled on land under an implied
promise of a lease, or those whose settlement
had heen known to the proprietor and not ob-
jected to for years. If a genelal measure,
afleciing all classes of tenants were adupted, it
might he of sume service, but the present Bill
tends but to strengthen the position of Land-
1 irds, instead of embracing provisions to inves-
tigate their titles. The arbitrators to be up-
puinted under the Bill, should be empowered
to enquire into and_ report upon, the rights and
titles of both Landlord and Tenant, and if a
Landlord should be found to have exceeded his
authority it should be known.

Hlon. Cor. Svererany said that the [on. Mem-
ber who had last spoken, had thrown quite a
new light upon the Bill ; he appears inclined
to make it include all classes of tenants or
settlers. Bat, Sir, this bill is intended to ap-
ply merely to parties under agreement for rent,
who may have been cjected before the expir-
tion of the period specified in ther Leases. It
is not proposed to extend its provisions to those
tenants fur short periods whose Leases shall
have expired ; and it han been framed to meet
the present settlement of the Country, and is
required hy the state of afliirs caufed by the
orizinal grants. Uy this Bill. if a tenant should
fall into avrears of rent, it might be by outlay
for improvements, he cannot be cjected lor those
arrears, without receiving the value of the
improvements he has made upon the land. The
Compensation which the BEill provides will
encourage tenants to make improvements, as
they will feel that they bave a property in the
results of their labor and outlay of capital.
In cases where the value of the improvementr,
estimated hy arbitrators, shall exceed the
amount of the arrears, the tenant will receive
the difference. If, Sir, the views of the llon.
Member (Mr. Cooper) be adopted, there will
be no end of the matter and no beneficial con-
clusion can result. Better, Sir, to let this Bill
pass, as we wish to henefit the tenant us fur as

sesible. A Bill similar to this passed the
r;mue 3 years since ; that occasion, it was
maturely deliberated veceived very general

support. The llon. Mé¢mber had better em-
body his views in a beparate Bill, and not
jeopardize the benefits sought by this measure,
f;un addition of other matters which might
cause the loss of the whuie.

Hon. Mr. Moxtcougry had voted for the pre-
vious Bill,and would not oppose the present,
although he did not think it would do all the
good expected trom it—if the bill became Law,
Landlords would not proceed against the
tenants by the mode of ejectment, but would
sue the tenants, as for any other debt, and thus
avoid the necessity of paying for improvements.

Hon. Col. Secuerary. Tie ohjection of the
Hon. Member does not affect the Bill. For
sapposing that & Landlord should pursue the
course stated by the lon. Gentleman, the land
will be sold by the Sheriff at public auction,
where competition will secare to the tenant the

kvalue of his property. The Sheriflf must give
