Fashions of the Heasom.

TeE PANIRR,—The moset pointed sur-
prise of the new season is the restora-

tion of the panier, or thé so-called Oa-

margo puff, which was introduced in
the eighteenth cen along with
Wattean dresses and en theatricals.

It is predicted that fashion will restore
the very Camargo which was onoe called
‘s rage and a vertigo,” but until it is
safe to venture upon extravagance
paniers will be of the same material as
the drees, and procured more by loop-
ings, draperies and trimmings than by
separate puffs, wings, &c., applied to
costum

e e,
For ordinary walking dresses a *‘trim-
med” skirt—that is @ skirt with the
trimming arranged directly on it, is
combined with & jacket more or less
tight fitting, or an overskirt and short
skirt, the latter either trimmed with a
simple flonnce or left lplnin, aocording to
the goods used. Polonsises of simple
designs are also employed to complete
costumes, but are not sa fashionable as
the above-mentioned ments, For
suitings the “‘tailor” finish—rows of
machine stitching—is the accepted
trimming, the vest, collars, cuffs and
revers of some. different material from
the rest of the garment. For the cos-
fumes made of cloth and the heavier
woolen goods used for early spring and
traveling the underskirt is not un-
frequently without frimming of any
kind, excepting several rows of stitch-
ing near the bottom, and the overskirt
is of some simple design, like the
‘‘Birens,” the ‘“Muriel” or the *‘Lilea,”
finished to match the underskirt,
Fasmronasre Oowors.—Oolors quite
new and strange are the canaque, or can-
nibal, a succession of copper shades,
the name being given from the resem-
blance to the copper complexion of a
tribe of cannibals. Blue is largely
brought forward, and appears in many
different shades ; but, with the excep-
tion of the dark marine blues or the
palest tints, mixtures of green are often
more or less apparent. The most pro-
nounced blue of the season is called
sapphire, and this, but for an overcast-
ing of green, would be a revival of that
positive blue which for a long time has
been consigned to oblivion. Gendarme
is a dark shade of military blue, and
other blues of milder type are Japonais
and bleu de Sevres. Baltic blue is al-
most gray, and the clear pale blues are
too attractive to be relingnished. Yel-
low finds good representation in the new
spring colors, but the shade most in
favor is old gold. Pale yellows are by
no means ignored, and in new flowers
excellent results are produced by shad-
ings from pale yellowinto reddish tints,
The belge shades aiso appear frequent-
ly. Garnet and wine shades have taken
a new lease of life, and are brought for-
ward everywhere and in all shades, from
such as are so deep as to run almest
into black up to others resembling pale
red of lighter wines. Pivoine (peony)
is a combination of garnet and plum
color. Viessy rouge is a new bright

red. Dark plum is not extensively em-

ployed, yet serves as a fashionable color.
The lighter shades of prune are not
much seen, This 'place seems to have
been usurped by the wine colors, but it
is in the paou (peacock) colors of the
day that the greatest mixtures and
changeable hues appear.

New Srtyies v TrovMiNg.—Fringes
have by no means lost their prestige,
and may be had in as great diversity of
design as there is diversity of taste, The
average depth of fringes is from four to
six inches, including the heading. Many
plain silk fringes are still sewed under-
neath the edge of the goods, and no
heading whatever is used. Woolen
fringes are no longer considered fashion-
able, although very neat patterns are
still sparingly used on all wool gar-

pery to be trimmed. Plain hems and

 rows of machine stitching are the most

stylish finish on all other parts of all
wool costumes. Fancy ribbons are
largely used for loops, and in some de
signs form a complete cascade down the
front of a dress. These ribbons vary in
width from a half inch to ten inches and
a half, and are of all colors and shades
of satin, with lizards, flowers, fern
leaves and other devices composed of
gilt and silver bullion, and fine silk floss
woven into the ribbon. The price
ranges from twenty-five cents per yard
up.

varroxs.—Olive and barrel-shaped
hand-crocheted buttons, either all silk
or gombined with-jet, will be much used
on garments trimmed with passemen-
terie, Wood buttons, hand-painted in
gold and colors, are very choice, light
and effective, and cost from thirty- five
cents per dozenup. French horn, both
in the natural color and dyed, are inlaid
with gold and pearl in raised designs,
representing stars, flowers,birds, beasts,
reptiles, fishes and fowls. Orystal glass
buttons, sometimes called ¢* Rhine peb-
bles,” are introduced. These are out
in facets and set in platina, and have a
most brilliant effect at night ; the prices
vary from seventy-five cents per dozen
up. Medium sizes onl{, in sny kind of
buttons, are fashionable, and the quan-
tity used is totally dependent upon the
style of the .garment, some requiring
only what will fasten the vest, and
others, a sufficient number to outline
the cuffs, pockets, eto.

Newesr Styies 1N Parasors.—Nov-
elties are being brought forward in sun
umbrellas and parasols, An entirely
new style is the ‘‘polka dot borders,”
which are destined to share the honors
with the ‘¢ Pokin stripes.” ‘ Polka”
dots were introduced in coaching para-
sols last season, but the ‘‘ polka dot
borders ” are the latest novelty. They
are of gatin in a variety of colors, and
the borders show- alternate rows of
stripes and polka dots. Those in navi

hrl{l attractive. These are all finished
in choice handles of pearl or ivory in a
variety of designs, tipped with gold and
otherwise ornamented.

finally swapped their awkward flat for a
skiff, and reached New Orleans in safety.

The most striking fact with regard to

the French working classes is that nearly
all are possessed of money. However
little they earn they save something.
Thrift is their great characteristic; in
fact, it is sdid of the French operatives
that they spend less in proportion to
their means than any in the world, Many
keep their accumulations i an old stock-
ing secreted in their houses; others—a
daily-increasing number—invest in va-
rious securities, the most popular invest-
ment being the purchase of land, Every
Frenchman, when he can, becomes the
owner of the house in which he lives,
Of course he is greatly aided in this
way by the French land laws apd laws
of inheritance, which cut the whole
country up into small holdings. Sav-
ings banks with government securiﬁ,
building clubs, sick clubs and friendly
societies are also in favor; but no money
is tied. up in trade unions,
A striking example of the sanitary
effects on body and mind of work as
compared with idleness, is given from
the records of the New Jersey State
prison. In 1874, when-all the conviots
were employed, there were only three
deaths, May 381, 1875, when they were
still, at work, only twenty-one out of
664 were idle because cof illness, and
only five were insane. December 31,
1875, after six months of idleness, fitty
out or 717 were unfit for work, eighteen
were insane, and there were thirteen
deaths in the year. In 1876 only a few
were busy, and there were twenty
deaths, In 1877, when 500 out of 835
were at work, there were only eight
deaths; and on December 31 there were
thirty-eight unfit for work. In 1878,
with only 270 busy, there were nineteen
deaths, In January, 1879, with the
same number busy, there were 107 in
the hands of the doctor.

The Carnival at Rome. -

The carnival at Rome has this year
been the poorest known since 1870.
When it began the sky was cloudy, and
uncertain weather continued to prevail.
The king for several days was not seen
upon the Corso, and only once did the
queen and the young prince of Naples
appear in the window of the Fiano
palace. On the Piazzo Navona $he
night illumination was prevented by a
storm of rain. - The conduet of boys and
men on the Corso, in many cases, was
rudeand ruffianly. A correspondent of
the Globe (London} relates that a cer-
tain American gentleman wearing a silk
hat, was, one day, the object of a vile
persecution, He did not care to have
his hat pelted with hard confetti by the
base rabble of Rome, and in company
with a friend showed a disposition to
use his fist and walking-stick. This
only aroused a severer storm of confetti
than ever, so that the American- and his
friend were forcad t0 leave the Corso,
No protection was afforded by the po-
lice, and one of them who reviled the
police for this negligence *‘in terms
more forcible than polite,” was arrested.

Archbishop Purcell has publish»d
an “open letter” which gives a correct

‘I am burdened with a heavy debt which I

This debt, as all who
Know me are aware, was not contracted by
waste, high living, or extravagance. It is my
only consolation that my conscience bears me
this testimony, and it is acknowledged by
Catholics and Protestants as well as by citizens
of every and no religion. ”

He goes on to describe his parentage
and early lite, his c¢oliege course and
eventually his ¢ ordination” when he
SAY8 i—

‘I continued to teach as well as I could in
that time honored school of the priesthood
until I was made bishop and sent to Cincinnati.

He
aid ali the expenses during tae same long
p:riod of ecclesiaslical students at Mount St.
siary, Em.ncttsburg, in France and in Rome.

In addition to this he purchased a
iibrary of sixteeo thousand volumes,
built an Orphan Asylum, Churches and
Catiiedrals necessary for worship, Lo
cutirely his brother from
ie extravaganee imputed to him.  Ti¢
thut when the blow came i
serushed bim. o my forty-five years”
he says. **ju the episcopacy that was the
Jdarkest, most puintul, most sorrowtu!

In Quebee they had protection
laws, why not here?

Hannington approved the Bill gener
ally, bnt suggested o change in the
phraseology, for the Bill covered more
ground than thie Houn. gentlewman in-
ended.  The word light should be
vestricted by a qualitving epithet.
[Che change wasmade.] :

Hill liked the Bill, but should prefer
~eeing auother- sectian, extgnding to
patridges.

Attorney General thought the - legis-
lature had not power to protect pat-
ridge the year round if they were in-
tended tor exportation.

Crawford,—What meaning doos the
Hou. member trom Westmoreland at-
tach to the word Lght?—.does he mean
it to be the opposite to ponderosity or
what?

McManus thought the subject was no
light one, but should be treated with
vecoming gravity. The fact of using
flambeaux was he thought fow! play;

Rec pes

A little alcohol mixed with a little
whiting, and used spsringly, will
cleance a looking-glass without seratch-
ing the surface. Rub lastly with a
piece of paper rather than a cloth.

WakFLES.—One pint of sweet milk,
four eggs, one large cupful of cold rice
or hominy, a little salt, flour to make a
stiff batter, bakmg-powder in the pro-
p?gron of three teaspoonsful to a quart
of flour,

CHOCOLATE ORrEAM.—One-half cupfal
of grated chocolate and one cupfrl ef
water; boil together; add one cupful of
sweet milk, and let that boil; then one
heaping teaspoonful of corn - etaroh dis-
solved in a listle milk; sweeten very
sweet, and, when ocold, flavor with va-
nilla.

Tur~ip Soup.--This soup should be
made--all but adding the turnips--the
day before it is required. Stew a knuckle
of veal with an onion and a bunch of
sweet herbs in six quarts of water; cover
closely and stew gently five or six honrs,
put in a cool place. The next day re-
move the grease, fat and sediment; cut
five or six turnips inte thin alioes and
stew slowly in the soup until tender;
then add half a pint of cream; thicken
with a little flour and butter, and season
to taste.

CoprisH-BarLs,—Prepare the fish as
for boiling; after washing and soaking,
mince fine, and boil twenty minutes;
throw off the water and cover with freeb
boiling water; boil twenty minutes more,
_drain the fish very dry and spread upon
a dish to cool; then add an equal bulk
of mashed tatoes, work into a stiff
batter by addmg a lump of butter,
sweet milk and a beaten egg; flour your
hands, and make the mixfure into balls
or cakes; drop into boiling lard or good
drlppmgs and fry to a light brown.

BuorwHEAT OAKES.—One quart buck-
wheat, four tablespoonsful of yeast, one
teaspoonful of salt, one handful Indian
meal, two tablespoonsfnl molasses (not
su-up), warm water enough to make a
thin batter; beat well, and set to rise in
a warm.plaoe If the batter is a little
sour in the morning, add a very little
soda, dissolved in hot water; mix in an
eartheh crock, and leave some in the
bottom each morning—a cupful or so—
to serve as sponge for the next night,
instead of getting fresh yeast, In cold
weather this plan can be sudcessfully
pursued for a week or ten days without
setting a new supply. Of course you
add the usual quantity of flour, eto.,
every night and beat up well. Do not
make your eakes too small. Some put
two-thirds buckwheat and one-third oat-
meal, omitting the Indian,

Household Hints.

A little ginger put into sausage-meat
improves the flavor,

In icing cakes, dip the knife fre-
quently into cold water.

If your coal fire is low, throw ona
tablespoonful of salt, and it will help it
very much,

In boiling meat for soup, use cold
water to extract the juices, If the meat
is wanted for itself alone, plunge in
boiling water at once.

Fanuers AND REEUMATISM.—In an-
swer to the question, ‘* Why farmers are
so liable to rheumatism ?” the Science of
Health says : * If farmers would avoid
suddenly cooling the body after great
exertion, if they wounld be careful not to
go with wet clothing and”. wet feet, and
if they would not over-eat when in that
exhausted condition, and bathe dailvy
using much friction, they would have
little or no rhenmat.xsm.”

Warrs.—If they give “no special in-
convenience, let them alone, But if it
is of essential importance to get rid of
them, purchase half an ounce of muri-
atic acid, put it in a broad-bottomed
vial, 80 that it will not easily turn over;
take a stick as large as the end of a knit-

. ting-needle, dip it into the acid, and
touch the top of the wart with wha.tever
of the acid that adheres to the stick;
then, with the end of the stick rub the
acid into the top of the wart, without
allowing the acid to touch the well skin,
Do this night and morning, and a safe,
painless, anad effectual care is the result,

CurE FOR A FELON.—Wlen a finger
prieks as though there wera a thorn in
it, and throbs intolerably when held
downward and yet there i no external
sign of mlschlef the probabilities are
that a felon is in prospect Go at once
to the butcher’s and procure some of
the spinal marrow of a beef creature.
Take a piece, say about two inches in
length, and, having cut it open length-
wise, wrap it around the affected finger,
covering, of course, with cloth, In a
few hours change the piece of marrow
for a fresh one, and continne to keep
the finger so encased until all pain has
ceased, and there is no discomfort when
the marrow isremoved. The finger will
look strangely white and porus, but the
cure is complete. This remedy ought
to become professional, It is vastly
better than the surgeon’s knife and
more effectual. —Ezchange,

Good Seed.

The great advantaga of having plump
and heavy as well as_fresh seed for any
crop is now so generally known and
fully acknowledged that additional proof
seems a superfluity, Yet some specific
and formal experiments have lately been
made by Mr, A, 8, Wilson to test Mr,
Darwin’s opinion in regard to this, and
the results are given in the transactions
of the Edinburgh Botanical society.
Mr. Wilson chose turnip seeds as a sub-
ject of test; and the mean of a large
number of expenments gave the pro-
portion of thirty-nine ounces of product
to the seed, in the case of laj seeds,
to thirty- three and one-quartér ounces,
in the case of small onés, This is but a
repetition of the truth/of the universal
proverbs in favor of & good begmmng.

A MAD ELEPHANT AT LARGE,

Seven Men Crushed to Dgatii’by a Ponder=
ous Brute=-A —in Hl?doouun.

- T hate an elephant, energetically ex-
claimed Major Springle, an old Indian
traveler. “‘I think they are not at all
the good-natured, harmless beasts that
showmen and grandmothers’ story-books
are 80 fond of representing them to be.
I quite agree with Oharles Reade when
he says, in his ¢ Jack of all Trades,’ that
they are murderous, treacherous brutes,
fall of vice and cunning.

““I know very little about the African
elephant, but one of the failings of the
Asiatic kind is that in very hot weather
and under a severe physical strain he is
very likely to go mad; and, I can tell
you, a mad elephant is a creature that
the most curious stundent of the animal’s
habhits had - better contemplate from a
distance.

*“ Much of my Indian life was passed
in the station of Jubbulpore. The en-
terprising people there resolved te have
an exhibition. Goods poured in rapidly
in bullock-wagons, on camels backs and
in various other ways, and rajahs and
other Indian dignitaries, with suites of
attendants, journeyed from great dis-
tances.

8o far as I can remember, what I
am spesking of happened in the latter
part of 1866 or early in 1867. A young
photographer, with whom I was ac-
quainted, invited me to share his tent
with him’ for a week or so on the exhi-
bition grounds, where he intended to
take views, and I gladly accepted the
invitation,

“Two nights before the exhibition
opened we went out upon the grounds
and found them covered with tents, and
crowded with natives, who, for the most
part, were attending upon elephants,
bullecks, camels and horses. It wasa
bright moonlight night, and we sat
smoking before the opening of our tent,
watching the curious scene before us
until nearly midnight. Then, the noise
having gradually died away, we retired
to our beds,

‘“Ihad heen asleep, perhaps, about
an hour, when I was awakemed by the
beating of tomtems and the shouting of
the natives outside, I jumped out of
bed and ran to the doorof the tent,
where my friend was already standmg.
An elephant, with its trunk upraised,
and trumpeting flercely, was rushing
among the tents, occasionally striking a
rope with his foot and snapping it like a
pack thread. In front of our tert was
an open space, and about thirty yards
away was a large tree., Beside this
tree & man was standing. The elephant,
if it had not been swerved from its
course, would have passed about twenty
yards from him; but when the brute
was nearly opposrte him, I saw the man
stoop and pick up a large stone. I could
hardly credit that he was going to
throw it; but in another second there
was no room for doubt that such was his
intention. I called to him, in Hindoo-
stanee, to drop the stone, and run into
the tent, but he paid no attention to
me, Then, as the elephant was passing
he hurled the stone, and struck it on the
side. The brute turned quickly, saw
its assailant, and rushed at him. Even
then, I thmk, there was time for him to
escape if he had run for the tent, as I
again shouted to him to do, for, though
the brute would undoubtedly have
brought the canvas down, we should
probably have all escaped in the confu-
sion, But turning quickly toward me
he placed his hand apon his forehead
and bowed his head, after the manner of
the Hindoo who desires to express his
gratitude by means of the all servicea-
ble salaam, and then stood upright, ap-
parently calm and collected, beside the
tree.

‘¢ When the elephant was within four
feet of him the man sprang quickly to
the other side of the trunk. He had
evidently calculated upon escaping his
enemy by keeping the tree between
them, but he had altogether under-
valued the brute’s cunning, Quick as
lightning the great animal altered its
courge, meved around the opposite side
of the trunk, and in a second the ele
phant and the man stood face to face.
There was no human possibility of es-
cape now, and the Hindoo knew that the
last few 'sands of his life were rapidly
running out. Like all of his race he
was a jatalist, and even the terrible
death that overshadowed him brought
to him no terrors, Calmly he crossed
his hands over his hosom and bowed
his head to the inevitsble,

‘¢ It was all over in five seconds. The
elephant raised his trunk higher than
before, and struck a hurried, awkward
blow, hitting his vietim, not with the
lower end of the trunk, which is very
tender, but, as far as I could see, with-
his cheek or mcuth, The man went.
down as thongh he had been felled with
a cannon-ball, but immediately after he
raised himself on his elbow and looked
upward, For one'second the brute
stood over him, and then dropped heavi-
ly forward, cne massive knee going
down upon the man’s breast.

*“The elephant rushed away, trumpet-
ing as before, and took refuge in some
low hills in the neighborhood. We
learned the next morning that he be-
longad to a rajah, who, in his anxiety to
get early to the exhibition, had caused
him to be overdriven, with a heavy load,
until he was driven mad.

¢ What we saw was only a small part
of the damage he did. He killed seven
men that night, including his driver,
who was the first victim, My frienc and
I went in the morning to sce the ti.ven
crushed bodies, which all lay undera
smglmnvaa sheet. Forsome time the

“The moment the natives standing
aronnd saw the uncovered bodies a
frenzy seemed to possess them, The

n rushed to their tents, and presently
rdturned with rusty old swords, flint-
lock pistols and bell-monthed guns,
All these weapons they began to polish
vigorously, with the intention of making
immediate war upon the elephant. But
Col. Spencer, the commissioner of the
station, had already sent a party of Ben—
gal lancers after him, and in the after—
noon he was bronght back, with a bul-
let in one of his knees, and loaded with
chains so arranged that he could be
pu‘led to the gronnd at a moment’s no-
tico if he showed any signs of rebellion.

¢ The rajah who owned him attempt-
ed to make light of the matter, but a
fine of something like 20,000 rupees,
levied by the government, induced- him
to take a more serious view of lnsbrnte'
achievement.”

Literally °*¢Eating His Own Words.”

In Moscow, Russia, a goodly-sized
book was published recently in vindi-
cation of the rights of the subject. The
work contained stinging sarcasms aimed
at the venality of the officials, with
satirieal and humorous allusions to
bribe-taking and other iniquities, Even
the: czar himself was handled without
gloves, his acts were fearlessly de-
nounced, and & powerful argument was
adduced in behalf of the rights of his
subjects.

guage.

The book attracted general notice ;
but this was bad for the author. He
was arrested and thrown into prison.
After a short and summary trial his
production was pronounced a libel, and
he was condemned ‘‘to eat his own
words” or suffer the punishment of the
knout. This terrible instrument of tor-
ture is in the shape of a long whip or
scourge, and is composed of many
tough thongs of thick, hard skin, plait-
ed together and interwoven with strands
of stout wire, The criminal is stripped,
and is firmly bound to two stakes which
are sufficiently wide apart to admit the
free motion of the head. The blows are
laid upon the bare back, every stroke
cutting like a knife, and soon the vietim
of the scourge is a shapeless mass of
blood and flesh. One hundred blows is
equivalent to a death sentence. This
was the alternative of the unhappy
author,

one of the publio squares of the city.
Bound hand and foot, the vietim of des-
potic power was seated in the center of
the platform. An immense concourse
of people had gathered to witness the
strange epectacle. The imperial pro-
vost, the magistrate, the physician and
the snrgeon of the czar were in attend-
ance. The obnoxious book had been
separated from its bmdmg. and, as an
act of grace, the margin had been cut
off. The leaves were' then rolled up,
not unlike cigar lighters.
