HorriDle Murder in a Railway 
Carnage.

[From the Manchenter Guardian.]
An atrocious-crime was perpetrated late on 

Saturday evening, in a first-class carriage on 
thc North London Railway, «hen a Mr. T. 
Briggs, engaged in tlw banking establishment 
of Messrs Itobarts, Curtis & Company, of 
Lombard street, was murderously assailed, 
plundered, and thrown out of the train. Be­
tween 8 aud 9 o’clock on Saturday evening, 
Mr. Briggs, who was in his seventieth year, 
left some friends in the Old Kent road, stat­
ing that he would go by omnihuà to thc city, 
and then take the train from "Fenchurcli sre-et 
station for Hackney. From the time of his 
getting into the omnibus in the old Kent road 
until liis body was discovered on the line, 
between Old Lord bridge and Hackney Wick 
stations, nothing has been gleaned of his 
movements and it is not known whether any 
one was iu his company. Thc atrocious 
outrage was discovered about a quarter or 
twenty minutes past ten o’clock in the 
evening. On the anival ut Hackney of the 
9:15 train from Fenchurvh street station, a 
gent • man called tho attention of Haines, the 
gtmid, to the state of a compartment of a first 
cla*a carnage, Nu. G9. He had opem-d the 
dour at Hackney with the intention of getting 
in, and had placed bis hand on one of the 
cushions, which lie found to be covered with 
blood. The guard on looking in found such 
to be the fact. Net only the cushions, but 
the floor, sides atvl windows wérc besmeared 
witii blood ; in some places their wus quite a 
pool. He also found iusido the carriage a 
gentleman’s hat, a- walking stick and a small 
leather bag. The guard at once took charge 
u( the articles, and locked the door. Some 
ladies who were in the adjoining--compart­
ments then called the notice of the guard to 
the circumstance that some blood had spurted 
through the carriage window on to their, 
dresse.- as thc train came from Bow. About 
tlie same time that the abuvo’ discovery was 
uiade, the dnver and stoker of an engine 
which had been working ihe Hackney Wre-k 
and Strutlbrd traffic was returning Lora the 
Wick station to the Bow loeotnotire works 
of the North Loudon Railway. Ah they were 
.approaching tho railway bridge over Ducker s 
vanal, by the side of the Milford Arms tavern, 
Mr. Briggs was found bathed in blood. He 
was at once conveyed to Milford Arms, and 
suspicions of foul play were ut once aroused.

| His clothes where at once covered wilh blood, 
and a broken link or hook of a watch chain 
was hanging to a button-hole in his waistcoat. 
Neither watch nor «lie other part of the chain 
was found, and this at once led to the sup­
position that lie had been plundered. On 
the left-side of the head, just over thÿ ear, 
which was torn away, was found a deep wound, 
tho skull was fractured, and the bone-relviven 
in. On the base of the skull there were four 
or five lacerated wounds, there were more 
blows on the othet1 parts of the head, and the 
medical gentl.emeo expressed their surprise 
that the unfortunate sufferer should be alive, 
the wound over the left* ear being alone 
sufficient to cause death. Stimulants were 
applied with a view to rcstoriug'etonscioiisness 
hut to no purpose, la his trousers pocket 
w *ie four pounds and ten shillings in gold and 
silver, and there was a silver snuff-box in his 
coat pocket. Only once, it is thought, did 
the unfortunate mtin show any signs of sen­
sibility ; an old female servant called him by­
name, and a slight trembling mpvement of 
his frame and a gurgling groan seemed to in­
dicate that he knew the voice, but it was only 
a momentary action. Several medical gvn 
tlemen re-’iuincd in attendance nearly the 
whole night, aud in the course of the morning 
the sufferer was removed in a litter from the 
tavern to his house at Uaekuey. He died 
'at midnight ou Sunday. On, examining the 
waistcoat it* was seen that a watch had been 
torn from the waistcoutpocket, and The chain 
had benn broken short off the link or hook, 
which still held to the waistcoat poèket. The

Tub New Stamp Law.—On Monday, 
tho 11th of tho present month, we pub 
lwhed in' full, thc new stamp act; the 
provisions of* which are to come into ope­
ration on tho first day of August next ;

govern themselves accordingly. We un­
derstand that the necessary arrangements 
which have been numerous and somewhat 
novel in application in Canada, are now 
completed. The task was left in the 
hands of the new Audit board.and Messrs. 
Buuchette, Lungton and Griffin have been 
most indciatigable'in their endeavors to 
have all "appliances ready by tlie time the 
law comes into operation ; namely, .on 
Monday thc -first. Through the exertions 
and energy of.these gentlemen, who have 
been engaged on this matter since the 
close of Parliament, everything is so pre­
pared that the commercial community 
will find no further difficulty than may 
arise front the novelty in thc use of stamps 
where before they were unnecessary. The 
inconvenience which may so arise will 
quickly wear off, and wc shall shortly 
become as used to this as to any other, 
custom which lias long prevailed. Duo 
notice will doubtless he given iu an official 
form.—Quebec Chronicle.

A correspondent of the St. John, N. B., 

Telegraph writes to P ut paper f.om Bath­
urst, N- It., that Mr. James Mulock.a farmer, 
bad been confined to liis bed for three and tt 
half years, and was so emaciated as to be re- 
duoed to a weight of seventy-three pounds.— 
His disease baffled the skill of tho doctors. 
A short time ago an old gipsey woman cunw 
along and offered to cure him for fl 00, the 
money to be placed in the hands pf Mr. Fer­
guson, who was'to be thc judge of the care. 
Mulock placed himself in her hands, was 
taken to the camp, tied up, and allowed no­
thing but Sillt food to cat, and gradually Jus 
allowance of xvatef was stopped. His suffer- 

rings from thirst were so intolerable that he 
‘begged liis brother, who was wilh him, to 
shoot hint or drown him. Finally,he became 
quite ouUof his mind, mid got into a high 
lever. Then he wns dragged to aspring near 
by, and the, remainder is thus told She laid 
his head with his lips almost touching the 
water ; she took up a birch pannikin, and 
commenced lifting up water aud letting It fall 
just before his lips. He was all this time ae 
quiet as il he were dead ; sometimes only he 
gave a slight shiver, his mouth wide open, 
and his eyelids opened and shut, the white of 
the eye only was seen. After about tea 
minutes she said to me- “Now, who’s right? 
hut keep quiet.” 1 leaned over and saw tt

She t)itl so for twenty ipinutes; she then ' 
gave him about a spoonful of wttter to drink ; 
it actually hissed in his mouth. She kept 
him confined that day and half thc next, be­
fore she let him free, gradually increasing 
his allowance of water. l be man soon re­
covered his health, und at the end of nine 
weeks his weight was 160 pounds. The 
lizards aie of a bottle green color, about five 
inches long, red éycâ and forked tongue ;

Ul tho completeness ot this victory, 
at the time of writing, nothing is known ; but 
the army is now, notwithstanding its losses, 
much stranger than before it measured 
strength with its adversary. , The attack was 
made, not received ; the enemy^verc driven, 
not repulsed. These terms are new to be ap­
plied to the buttles of the army of Tennes­
see. General Hood, we believe, is not the 
man to rest satisfied with even attacking and 
driving the enemy. He will follow up his 
advantages, and now, that hc has broken up 
the old policy of that army, he will, he must 
press on, and cease not to drive the enemy 
b.ic'i and eventually out of Georgia.

Light breaks from the qmy dark point in 
our lines. Atlanta is now felt to be safe,and 
Georgia will soon be tree frotp the foe.

The Campaign ot Lee’s Army*

We include 
in our estimate of the achievements of Lee's 
army the battle’s about and beyond Lynch-

INCENDIARISM IN COLSORBJg.

TEX ACRES OF WHEAT BURKED.

We lcaru with much regret that Mr. ^ 
Jacob Wilson, of Colbomc, met with a 
serious loss on Sunday last. About l\ 

o’clock of that day he observed smoko 
rising from a part of his farm, and on 
going out discovered his field, of splendid 
fall wheat in a blaze. Part of the grain 
was in shock and part standing, but the 
greedy clement destroyed all before it 
indiscriminately. Tho neighbors with 
one* except ton turned out ^nanfully, and 
by immense exertion succeeded in saving 
a portion of the field, which contains 15 
acres altogether. The progress of the 
flames Was so great, however, that out of 
ten acres only 40 shocks could be rescued, 
the fire frequently catching in thé sheaves 
while they were being conveyed to a place 
of safety. From all indications those 
present tell certain that the fire was the 
dvvilisli work of an incendiary. Mr. 
Wilson’s loss is painfully severe, hc having 
bargained to sell the crop to Mr. Platt at 
$1.00 per bushel. What a pity the 
author of the mischief cannot be handed 
over to the severest punishment know!n to 
the law.

A new Rea Fixa and Mowing Ma­
chine.—Wc visited the farm of Mr.Thos. 
Johnston,Goderich t’p, on Monday,for the 
purpose of witnessing the operation of a 
new and improved Reaper and Mower, 
manufactured by A. McArthur & Co., of 
Plattsville. The old-fashioned reapers 
require two men to work them—one to 
jdrive and ihe other to rake.off tlie-sheaves, 
the l itter task being very laboriotis.and re­
quiring considerable skill on the part of 
the operator. The grand improvement in 
this new mtchinc is an arrangement by 
which with a mere motion ot hia foot the 
driver drops the sheaves as fast as they 
are cut, and in a neater manner than by 
tho old plan. This is a great step in ad­
vance, because it saves the laf/or of one 
hand—always an object in tho harvest 
field. The field in. which the trial took 
place was not a very good one for tho 
purpose, tho surface drains and other ob-e 
structions rendering it extremely uneven. 
The machine, however, did its work in 
first-class stylo, and seemed to give great 
satisfaction to the crowd of fanners on tho 
field, several of whom were tho best wo 
have in the county, and wc have no doubt 
that Mr. McArthur will be patronized by 
all the intending purchasers of the neigh- > 
borhood. We understand that Mr. John­
ston bought the one tried, and that Mr. 
.James Lomas ordered one—a pretty good 
criterion of the value of the implement.—
Mr. Platt, wo believe, is prepared to give 
all information as to terms,and will receive 
orders for the Machines. Wc must not 
forget to state that it is a “ combination," 
and will mow just as well as it reaps. It * 
w well worthy , the attention of farmers.

The Result " of the Parliamentary 
Debate In England.

From the London Tunes.
A question vastly more simple than the 

general character of the debate would seem 
to iuiplyjt has been settled by a division hap­
pily mote decisive titan we had been led to 
expect. In a very full House, a majority of 
lb—just t wice ms large as the majority the 
other way in the Lords—bus vindicated the ^ 
intentions and indemnified the failures of H»r 
Majesty’s Government. In the course of a 
debate which has exhausted every." conceiv­
able fact, every argument, and every mode 
of treatment, “from grave to gay, from 
lively to severe," it.is some satisfaction to 
tiod,that nobody has ventured to impeach the 
motives and temper of the cabinet. It bas 
not entered into the head of cither honest foe 
or candid friend to insinuate that Lord Palm­
erston and Lord Kusi-ell have had any other 
object in view than “ righteousness and 
peace that Denmark, ns we have known 
i for ages, should still be Denmark, and that 
there snuu.d be no appeal to arms. They 
have been put cn their trial, not for any eia 
of intention, not even for want of diligence,1 
for indifference, for carelessness or any sec­
ondary faults said to be more mischievous 
than the cardinal vices, but merely for fail­
ure., Had the membeis of the cabinet been 
so many simple hearted missionaries put on 
their trial by their savage converts for the 
failure of the fishery and the. potato crop, 
which they had pruved for in vftih, they 
would have received much the same sort of 
trial as that just witnessed in the precincts of 
Westminster Hall. Had. govermhent—-not 
this government or that, but any government 
since 1848—done nothing' at ad, but let the 
mischief take its course, *we presume they 
would have escaped censure. Had the pres* 
wFcSffiihet, on taking office, consulted the 
family lawyer, and resolved to repudiate tho 
damnosa h créditas of the Schleswig-Holstein
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___ _________ that, too, would bon oceorded
wiui the views of most of their present sc- 
^oeers. Hsd they threatened war, and ful­
filled their threat, then they would have come 
under that popular definition of the English 
gentleman's duty, which consists in meddling 
with jour neighbor’s aflairs because you are 
ready to fight him. Nay, if they bad tried, 
but suffered another sort of failure ; if they 
had landed on the Danish peninsula and sailed 
into the Baltic, single-handed, in order to 
make their word as good as their deed, but 

« had lost as much as we did in the Crimean 
war, without even that passable amount cf 
success, then a respectable majority, of the 
House of Commons would have been ready 
to do full justice to the honest intentions and 
generous spirit which had impoverished Eng­
land, filled tier homes with mourning, and 
ruined Denmark into the bargain. But the 
course actually taken had no redeeming 
grace in the eyes of the gentlemen who bad 
constituted themselves protectors of the pub­
lic interests and guardians of the national 
honor.

Coxfiscated Property.—I he Washing­
ton Constitutional Union tells i s “ When
Bradley Johnson entered Frederickjhe direct 
cd his steps to his old dwelling, where he 
and his family once resided. He found his 
old horocatcud occupied by a Noithern roun, 
who had purchsbcd it from Government. He 
asked for the occupant, who appeared, and 
after a few pert nent inquiries, Bradley in­
formed him tnet be was the rightful owner of 
the house, and at once demanded the rent of 
81400, at the rate of $100 per month—the 

"man residing in itTôùrteen months. He gave 
him thirty minutes to collect the lent, which 
Was done. Bradley asked him il he wanted 
a receipt. The man said no, and then Brad­
ley gave him two hours to move hia goods 
out; which was also done. The boose was 
then set on fire, nnd in a little while it was a 
mass of ruins. A man who purchases confis­
cated property must run just such chancre ot 
loss, especially if the property is on the bor­
ders.”
